Reported Arrest of Cook.

1t is reported from Monocacy that Cook has been
captured six miles from Hagerstown.

Capt. Cook seen at Chambersburg.

CnAxperssure, Oct. 21.—This community has
been considerably excited to-day by the appearance
here at noon of one of the fugitives from Harper’s
Ferry, supposed to be the notorious Capt. Cook. A
gentleman from Quincy overtook the man on the
road leading from Waynesborough to this place
and carried him some distance in his buggy. When
about three miles from town the man’ got out of the
vehicle under the pretence of taking another road.
About an hour after, however, the gentleman saw
him upon one of our streets and informed two
others, who followed and tracked tim to a house at
which Brown’s men have boarded. Placing one
man to guard the house the others weat for  esist-
ance, but before they returned th: man had es-
caped at the rear of the house, passing through a
garden.

At the foot of the garden a blanket containing a

Sharp’s rifle, unloaded, was found, which is known
to have been in his possession. Immediate pursuit
was made by a number of men, but no trace was
discovered.  The blanket was marked “E. H.,”
and it, with the rifle, are now in Sheriff Brown’s
possession. The man has other weapon’s. Cook’s
wife and child are now and have been for the past
week at the house through which he passed, but
she denies that this man is Cook.
The generalimpression however is thatit was him.
He had on a black high crowned slouch hat; a some-
what faded black frock coat, with outside pockets,
light brown pants, very large heavy boots and a
red striped calico shirt, is about 5 feet 6 or 7 inches
tall ; sallow complexion, light hair cut straight
across behind, light sandy beard and moustache,
(beard not heavy.) His general appearance
is very rough and shabby. Parties are now in pur-
suit of him and others will start in the morning.—
It is supposed that other fugitives are in the neigh-
borhood, and efforts are being made to ferret them
out. Ifcaught there will be no favor or protec-
tion extended to them by any of our citizens.

In the state of excitement into which our
whole community has been thrown by the recent
occurrences in this county, I feel that the charge
which T usually deliver to a Grand Jury would be
entirely out of place. $

These occurrences cannot but force themselves
upon your attention. They must necessarily oceupy
a considerable portion of ‘that time which you wiil
devote to your public duties asa Grand Jury., How-
ever guilty the unfortunate men who are now in
the hands of justice may prove to be, still they can-
not be called upon to answer to the offended laws
of our Commonwealth for any of the multifarious
crimes with which they are charged, until a Grand
Jury, after “diligent”inquiry shall decide that for
these oflences they be put upon their trial.

I will not permit myself to give expression to
any of those feelings which at once spring up in
every breast when reflecting upon the enormity of
the guilt 1n which those are involved who invade
by force a peaceful, unsuspecting portion of our
common country, raise the standard of insurrection
amongst us, and shoot down without mercy Virgin-
ia citizens defending Virginia soil against their in-
vasion. I must remember, gentlemen, that as a
minister of justice, bound to execute our laws faith-
fully, and in thé very spirit of justice herself,I must
as to every one accused of crime hold, as the law
holds, that he is innocent until he shall be proved
gui'ty, by anhonest, an independent, and an impar-
tial jury of his countrymen. And what is obliga-
tory upon me is equally binding upon you, and up-
on every one who may be connected with the prose-
cution and trials of these offenders. In these cases
as in all others, you will be controlled by that oath
which each of you have taken, and in which you
have solemnly sworn that you will diligently in-
quire into all offences which may be brought to
your knowledge, and that “‘you will present no one
through ill will,” as well as ““that you will leave no
one unpresented through fear or favor, but in all
your presentments you shall present the truth, the
whole truth, and nothing but the truth.” Do but
this, gentlemen, and you will have fulfilled your
whole duty. Go beyond this, and i1 place of that
diligent enquiry, and calm investigation which
you have sworn to make, act upon prejudice or from
excitement of pasiion, and you will have done a
wrong to thatlaw in whose service you are en-

gaﬁes. ¢
As I Héfore said, these men are now in the hands |
of Justice. They are to have a fair and an impar-
tial trial. We owe itto the cause of Justice as
well as toour own characters, that such a trial
should be afforded them. If guilty, they will be
sure to pay the extreme penalty of their guilt—and
the example of punishment, when thus inflicted by
virtue of law, will be beyond all comparison more
efficacious for our future protection than any tor
ture to which mere passion could subject them.

Whether then we ge in public or private position,
let each one of us remember thatas the law has
charge of these alleged offenders the law alone,
through its recognized agents, must deal with them
to the last. It can tolerate no interference by others
with duties it has assumed toitself. Iftrue to her-
self, and true she will be, our commonwealth,
through her Courts of Justice, will be as ready to
punish the offence of such interference as she is to
punish these grave and serious offences with which
she is now about to deal—in case these offences be
proved by legal testimony to have been perpe-
trated. Let us all, gentlemen, bear this in mind,
and in patience await the result—confident that
that result will be whatever strict and impar-
tial justice shall determine to be necessary and
proper.
It would seem, gentlemen, and yet I speak from
no evidence, but upon vague rumors which have
reached me, that these men who have lately thrown
themselves upon us, confidently expected to be
joined by our slaves and free negroes, and un-
furled the banner of insurrection, and invited this
class of our citizens to rally under it. And yet, as
I am told, they are unable to obtain a” single
recruit.

ENGLISH VIEW OF THE SAN JUAN AFFAIR. |

The government of the United States shows how |
much importance it attaches to the firm and pru- |
dent management of the difficulties which one of its
officers bas raised at San Juan, by sending the first
soldier of the Republic to the spot. General Scott,
who has before this superseded the impetaous Har-
ney, is a man whose reputation stands in no need
of theatrical coups. He is no sentimental trifler,
but has been trained, in the school of warfare and
in the responsibilities of high command, to respect
the great interests of civilization, and look to the
consequences of public acts.

The appointment of this distinguished officer
must be flattering to the people of Oregon, who
may fairly indulge the reflection that nothing short
of the folly of their leaders could have induced the
veteran to undertake in haste the long journey to
the Pacific. At the same time the Géneral’s mis-
sion is a token of the right feeling of the Washing-
ton Cabinet towards this country. After his arri-
val we shall hear no more of the ostentation of
throwing up earthworks, and planting useless can-
non, and calling for-volunteers. Pending his arri-
val, General Harney has received orders to be more
circumspect in his conduct, and the instructions of
the President to General Scott are, it is eaid, of the
most conciliatory character.

Now that the Washington Cabinet has so far done
all that lay in its power to neutralize the effect of
the heedlessness of one of its agents, it is to be ho-
ped that the question may be taken up by the two
governments in an amicable spirit, and speedily set-
tled. This is peculiarly a matter for diplomatists.
Absolute and peremptory assertionsin the journals,

this occasion altogether out of place. The con-
struction of the treaty is exceedingly doubtful.——
The men who made the instrument, and, as they
thought, settled the boundary, were ignorant of
the locality. They declared that the boundary
should be ““the chaunel,” and knew not that there
were two navigable passages which might properly
be so described. The looseness of the treaty had
placed the two governments in a difficulty before
General Harney executed his eenseless movement.
His armed occupation of the coast of San Juan has
immensely aggravated that difficulty. We are
much more inclined to believe, with our New York
correspondent, that the island is “‘not worth sixty
roundsof ammunition, "than that itisaswe have been
told, a possession without which our American gold
colony would be worthless. But General Harney
has made it impossible for us to estimate the value
of San Juan by a merely economical standard.—
There is no spot in this empire which wouald not be-
come unspeakably precious from the moment that
we were called to surrender it to force, in disregard
of law and right. Thisis the kind of value San
Juan has just now in the eyes of Englishmen. The
days are gone by when this nation would consent
to be led headlong into a war, blinded by an un-
mixed sentiment of nationality; but in proportion
to the increased respect we pay to the rights of
others is the tenacity with which we are disposed to
fend our own. The armed occupation of San Juan
has taken place in defiance not only of right, but
of express stipulation, for it was formally agreed
that neither party should take bodily possession of
the island until the decision of the Commissi
was known.

Harrer’s Ferny, Oct. 20, 1859.—Henry Hunter,
Esq.—Sir: The Governor of Virginia directs that
you organize an armed patrol of twenty-five men,
to be under your command, and to remain on duty
until further orders. You are invested with such
discretionary powers as may be necessary to carry
out the instructions on to-day given you by the
Governor. You will patrol the districts assigned
you for duty; protect and defend persons and pro-
perty, and execute the full office assigned you.
You will communicate information or report for
further ‘orders, in writing, to the Governor, at
Richmond, or to the undersigned.

By order of Henry A. Wise, Governor, of Vir-
ginia and Commander-in-Chief.

Upon receiving the above, Capt. Craig issued
the following instruction to the Superintendeat of |
the Armory:

““Ordnance Department, Harper’s Ferry, Oet. 20,
1859.—To A. M. Barbour, Esq., Superintendent of |
the Harper’s Ferry Armory—Sir: His Excellency |
the Governor of Virginia, having notified me that
he had directed the organization of an armed pa- |
trol for the protection of the neighboring districts, |
and having requested that a sufficient number of |
arms should be i1ssued on account of the quota that
will become due to the State in 1860, you will
please issue to Henry Hunter, Esq., who has been
directed to organize the patrol, twenty-five rifles,
calibre 58, with ! bayonets, accoutrements, and one
pair of bullet moulds and swages.

[Signed] “A. H. Crarg, |
“Captain of Ordnance.”’
Thirty rounds of ammunition were also directed to
be given to Henry Hunter, at the expense of the
State. The Governor says the State had arms for
one hundred thousand men. He also said the
Sharp’s rifles were a dangerous weapon for those
not familiar with arms. He preferred the smooth-
bore musket for military; Sharp’s rifies were toys
in the hands of the people.

The Governor expressed his mortification at the |
disgrace which had been brought upon the State.
He would rather have lost both legs and both arms
from his shoulders and hips than such a disgrace
should have been castupon it, that fourteen white
men and five negroes should have captured the

overnment works and all Harper’s Ferry, and
ﬁnve been able to retain them tor one hour. Col.
Lee with twelve marines, settled the matter in ten
minutes. That nineteen men should capture one
bundred prisoners, was some:hing like the police-
man who captured ten men, and said “Faith, 1 sur-
rounded them.” _They should read Shakspeare |
and stady Falstaf’s oath.

They certainly cornered all Harper’s Ferry.”

The leader, Brown, said that if he hlghld five
hundred men with a bundle of nerves like his own
he would have given them trouble. Brown’s only
hurt is a few stabs; turn him loose and he would be
like a Bedouin. Like Sam Patch, Brown wanted
to show them that some things could be done as well
as others.

The Governor said to some citizens when thqy
complained that they had no arms that it was their
fault their militia had not been organized. He
could not send them arms unless they were organ-
ized; and as not one company in ten had reported
to the State authorities, it would be thmwinﬁ them
away to do so.
