MOSES SMALL.

During one of the visits to this city of that ac-
complished artist, Thomas W. Wood, an epportur.
ity was afforded to him of likeness
of aman whose person is probably known to as
many of the people of Baltimore as that of any
other individual in it. Moses Small was born, we
understand, about the year 1790, and is now, con-
sequently, in the 70th vear of his age. When
about sixteen years old, he became a carrier of the
old Federal Gazette, one of the two daily papers
then published in Baltimore. For fifty-two years
he continued to deliver The Gazette and The Patriot,
in which it was merged in 1838; and such was his

their assailants. *This condition of things, it is
asserted, cannot be helped, for the Coustitution is
faulty end the laws defective. An absolute repeal
of the statutes of Maryland conld scarcely do
more to nullify them than has been already done
by the evil ingenunity which has undertaken to
interpret them. Nor is this all, for while we en-
deavor to avail ourselves of the imbecile powers,
still conceded to exist, we experience all the bit-
terness of the “‘law’s delay’’ and the “‘insolence
“of office.”” All complaints have usually been
treated as groundless clamors by the Mavor, and
the representative of the STATE'S ATTORNEY has
audaciously suggested that a beaten citizen re-
ceived only half of what he deserved. Decent
men must face contumely and intimidation when
their rights have heen wantonly invaded, and
they presume to seek redress; for the most notori-
ous and hal.itual violators of the law crowd the
approaches to the judicial and executive depart-
ments of our Municipal Government, and their
words weigh down the averments of law-abiding
men. We believe we have not, in thus treating
our affairs, exaggerated their lamentable aspect,
Where then does the responsibility for all this
rest?

They were considered strong and active enough
to avenge flagrant outrages only a few years ago,
and it is difficult to conceive why they cannotnow
strike the indicted and unindicted ruffians who so
boldly violate and defy them in the light of open
day and Lefore the faces of a hundred citizens. It
is not true that the sword of justice has rusted in
its sheath, but it is because weak and corrupt
hands wield it, that its blowsare now so infrequent
and so feeble. The Constitution, bad as it is, is
less in fuult than those who have been elected to
office under its provisions. Change these and in-
stall in their places faithfol and determined men,
and under their administration the majesty of the
law will resume its accustomed sway. It will
purge the Crimiual Court of the ribald imbecility
that now dishonors it; it will pass with terrible
significance into the haunts of criminals; it will
disperse with a strong arm the lawlessness that
now defiesit; it will summon well known felons
to answer for nndeniable misdeeds; it will impress
upon the conservators of the public peace a sense
of their plain duties, and of the danger of assisting
or conniving at wrongs. It will release justice
from the tortuous and narrow ways in which alone
it is now permitted to walk, and send it forth
through the community to awe evil doers, and to
give good and honest citizens full assurance of fu-

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punctuality and unvarying good health, that he
never failed to discharge his duty, in person, dur-
ing that long period, for a single day. When, not
long before the war, the late William Gwynn pur-
chased The Federal Gazette, Moses became his
attached personal a®endant, and in that capacity

was trusted by him to an extent which would
have been dangerous and indizcreet, had he
not possessed the perfect honor and integrity
which have ever distinguished him. For many
years, whilst Mr. Gwynn occupied the old Gazette
office in St. Paul street, and the Tusculum in the
rear, his office and dwelling were the resort of most
of the men of literary taste and employment who
visited Baltimore, and with these Moses was a de-
served favorite. Warren and Wood, Jefferson,
Burke, John Howard Paine, and others of the stage,
Jarvis,the painter, John Neal, Pierrepoint, Watkins,
the members of the Delphian Club, whose records,
still extant, are a mine of original wit and humor,
esteemed Moses highly and always treated him with
the respect due to his sterling character—and such
of them, alas but few, who yet live, will, we are
sure, not read, without emotion, this notice of the
humble individual who was instrumental in supply-
ing most important aids to their enjoyment. Moses
continued to deliver the Federal Gazette to its
readers, until it was thought expedient to drop the
word Federal and to call it simply the Baltimore
Gazette, the distinction between the old Federal
and Democratic parties having died away, and Mr.
Gwynn being too good and reasonable a man
to keep up the memory of party dissensions which
bad lost their significance. This change of title,
however, did not serve to attract to the Gazette the
patronage which is essential to the success of a
paper. Young and active rivals gradually sup-
planted it, and in 1838, or thereabouts, M
was glad to dispose of it to the propric
Patriot, and a journal which had existed for nearly
half a century, went out of existence. The fortunes
of itslate publisher were also on the wane, and it
was not many years befor: in infirmity and old
age, he was made to feel keenly the instability of
friendship and the ingratitude and heartlessness of
many who, in his better days, bad owed to him the
means of advancementand promotion. There were
however, two Iriends at least, whose fidelity was
proof against his misfortunes. One of them was
the late Judge Glenn—the other Moses Small—the
former had fortunately, the means of contributing
to the wants of his aged and destitute friend, and
the latter was the willing agent of his bounty.
Until some kind relatives took Mr. Gwynn to live
with them, Moses Small rendered to him, without
fee or reward, those services which he was accus-
tomed to bestow upon him in his days of prosperity,
and with a feeling akin to that of Caleb Balder-
stone, sought by every contrivance in his power,
to lighten the load of dependance and pover-
ty.—And when, in the course of nature, his
his old benefactor had descended to the tomb, he
left not behind him, of his own blood and color, a
mourner whose sorrow was keener or more sincere
than that of his faithful retainer.

The infirmities of age have at length overtaken
this humble but exemplary man, and he has been
compelled to abandon that ecalling which, for more
than half a century, gave him bread.

Some gentlemen, who respect him for his fidelity
and other excellent qualities, have caused the
painting of Mr. Wood to be lithographed, and a
number of copies have been furnished to Moses,
who, after much hesitation—for his modesty is
equal to his merit—has been prevailed upon to offer
them for sale. He has many friends and deserves
more, and we bespeak for ﬁim a kindly greeting
when with that urbane bow and manner—the mark
of the times in which he was bred—which Mr.
Wood has so truly copied—he presents himself to
sell the portrait of perhaps the oldest newspaper
Carrier in the world.

In
middle and east l“l‘oridn the vote stood—for annex-
ation, 1,196; against, 5,779. In West Florida the
vote was 1,147 for annexation, to 1,197 against.

The Legisla-
ture is Republican by a small majority.

—The Paducah Herald, which is printed in the
neighborhood of the residence of the Hon. Lynn
Boyd, states that that gentlemanis not a can-
didate for the United States Senate from Ken-
tucky, and it is highly probable he will not be.

—The Charleston Mercury suggests the following
programme of measures to be carried out by the
Southern States :

1. Let the Legislatures of the Southern States,
at their next meetings, distinctly declare the rights
of the South, as plainly deducible from the Dred
Scott case, accempanied with a resolution that
they will vote for no one for the Presidency or
Vice Presidency of the United State, who does
not plainly and distinetly affirm and support
them, without non-committalism, dodging or equiv-
ocation.

2. Should the Charleston Convention declare
and affirm these rights, and nominate candidates
for the Presidency and Vice Presidency who dis-
tinctlysupport them, then the Southern States will
support such candidates: and should they be elect-
ed, proof will be afforded that the South may con-
tinue with safety in the confederacy.

3. Should the Democratic nominees on the con-
trary be defeatee, and the Republicans succeed,
then the Southern Legislaturesshould recall their
Representatives in Congress, and call a convention
to devise measures for their common safety.

4. But should the Charleston Convention refuse
to declare and affirm the rightsof the South, as
deducible from the Dred Scott case, or nominate
candidates who will not affirm and support them,
then let the Southern States nominate and support
candidates of their own, plainly and faithfully re-
flecting and supporting their rights.

5. Should the Southern States succeed in elect-
ing their sectional candidates, thus nominated, of
courge they will deem it a sufficient proof for the
present of their safety in the Union.

6. But shoald the Southern States fai] in electing
the sectional candidates thus nominated then let
the same course be pursued as has been suggested
in case the Democratic party be defeated with can-
didates standing on the rights of the South, and
the black Republican or Abolition candidates be
elected.”

—Private advices just received from California
state that Governor Weller will appoint either Vol-
ney E. Howard or R. Augustus Thompson to the
vacancy in the United States Senate occasioned by
the death of Broderick. The contest for the Sena-
torship before the Legislature is between Denver,
Weller and Gen. McDougal.
