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Voting, in this country, is the connecting link

between the individual citizen and the govern-
ment. It is the only mode in which a man can

act directly on public affairs. Effectual public
opiuion is the aggregate of votes; and, except by

voting, none of the acknowledged evils of the
body politic can be cured. Black, indeed, is the
treason which conspires, by fraud or favor, to

deprive any man of this right; and cowardly, and

fit only for slaves, are those who submit without a

struggle to such deprivation.

The day before us, Men of Baltimore, is
one of no common occurrence. Year after

year has brought election days?days of ex-

citement ?days, sometimes, of absorbing j nte"

rest ?but never has a day like this dawned
upon us since America, in the face of the worldi
declared, "that all men arc created equal.' We

are this day to decide?not whom ot what w°

are to vote for, so much as whether we, the
freemen of Baltimore, may vote at all. All issues
sink into comparative insignificance before this,
because this includes them all. Free discussion

is nothing?public opinion nothing?law itself
but tyranny, and all government oppression,

\ without Ibis sacred right. And yet, it is at this
very moment?to-day?that we must meet and

decide this question.

Reformers! you have been asked, and Lave
pledged yourselves to close your places of busi-
ness this day, that you and all belonging to

you might have no excuse for absence from the

polls. We trust that you will redeem your pledge,

* aud that your opponents will do likewise. It is

meet that on this day there should be witnesses as

well as parties, and we wish that all this day's

doings shall be done under the eyes of all Balti-

more. We want all to see, if there be any who

have not yet seen, what fearful deeds arc done in

the name of liberty, and what crimes arc commit-

ted here tinder the guise of law. We wish the

Judges of the Election to know that they are

watched by those with whom they must hereafter

mingle, and upon whose opinion they depend.

We wish the police to be strengthened by t! pre-
sence of good men in every effort they may make

to restrain the lawless, and to be marked if negli-

gent in their duty. We are sorry that we cannot

promise quiet times to-day, but yet we think the
presence of the respectable and conservative at the

polls will have a tcudency to produce quiet and
order. Let then each fdace of business be closed,
and let all who have asserted that our town has

suffered by the prevailing disorders testify hy the

cheerful surrender of this day to their country,

that tbey feel that no better day's work can be
done than that of restoring peace and confidence
to the city where all their interests centre.

Willi to-day has come the most momentous issue
that has for many years been presented to our
citizens, and this evening's close will wit-
ness a result of incalculable importance to

the interests and honor of our city. About
the necessity for a thorough reformation
in fhe administration of our affairs, which has
been admitted by patriots and partisans alike, it
is not now the time to speak. Neither will we

dwell upon the corruption and inefficiency of the
authorities who have failed to protect the persons
or liberties of the people: nor upon the nature

and extent of the ruffian organizations which
have, with such impunity, defied the laws. We
assume that every man among us desires the re-

storation of peace and order, and the suppression
of the outlawry which is arrayed in permanent
insurrection against them. What hope have we

of accomplishing these results, save through the
triumph of the Reform candidates? Will the
American party help us? We have only to look
to the characters of some of its nominees, to the
circumstances under which they were brought

forward, to its refusal to give us access to the
polls, to its neglect to protect the ballot-boxes, to
its apologies for lawlessness, and its toleration of
those who perpetrate it, and we find an answer to
this inquiry. We have only to recall the inci-
dents which have marked Mr. Whitney's course,
and to remember that his party has endorsed it,
and we are precluded from expecting it to redress
our wrongs. Can the Democratic party aid us?
It does not exist as a united body, and its disjoint-
ed fragments have neither vitality nor vigor, and
even ifit was as powerful now as it was ten years
ago, if its strength was not paralyzed by shatne at

the recollection of the corruption and dishonor it
heretofore installed in high places, it would find
the people stiil ill prepared to trust it. The house
must be swept clean, and garnished and placed in
decent keeping. The removal of the unfaithful
servants who have abused their trusts, and the
substitution in their stead of officers who will firm-
ly and faiily discharge their duties, is all we can

do to-day to forward the work ofreformation. The
candidates presented by the Reformers are above
reproach. No one can impeach the integrity of
their characters or the purity of their lives, nor can
any one commit an error in givingthem his vote. As
he believes their cause to be worthy of his support,
he is bound to render this available by all fair and
honest means. The Reformers have asked nothing
Out what they are indisputably entitled to de-
mand. They want free access to the ballot-box,
and they have a right to look to the City Govern-
ment to secure it. They desire that all shall exer-
cise their legal privileges without molestation, and
they are justified in insisting that the laws shall ac-
cord them ibis protection. They value more than
ail other rights the elective franchise, and
they may strive to maintain it as their fathers
struggled to win it. If the authorities permit it
to he torn irotu them, they may rescue
it at every hazard. We trust no man will be
weak enough to be misled by the clamor of the
partisan press, or timid euough to be overawed by
the desperadoes whose brutal passions it has sedu-
lously sought to fan into flame. For weeks past
it has asserted or insinuated false and odious
charges against those connected with the reform
movement. The meanest falsehoods have been in-
vented concerning them and eirculated with the
qualifying caption that they were "rumored" to
be true; their motives have been impugned where
not the faintest ground for suspicion was made
known ; and their purposes have been basely mis-
represented when no solitary fact could be alleged
to support the libels. It has endeavored to bring
the advocates of this movement into disrepute and
even into danger by asserting that they have ar-
rayed the rich against the poor, and that thev
abetted the shooting of the Acting Mayoii. We
mention tlipse miserable slanders and low appeals
not in order to refute them, but to hold them up
to public scorn. The people know that this day's
work is to determine something more than partv
issues. It is au effort to re-establish the right of
suffrage, that we may again be free, and to vindi-
cate the broken laws that we may once more dwell
in safety. It seeks to restore among us that good
government without which the strong live in in-
security', and the weak under tyrannical oppres-
sion. It is a "war of classes," but not in the
sense in which the demagogues have used this
phrase. It is a struggle of the law-abiding and
decent class against the bullies who have usurped
its rights, an insurrection of the disfranchised and
outraged class against the lawlessness that hourly
assails it. The people ofBaltimore can be appeal-
ed to in behalf of no nobler cause than that which
the Reformers invite them to sustain to-day, and it
becomes every citizen whose sympathies or con-
victions are enlisted in it to support it mnnfully
and secure its final triumph.

As the ballot-boxes in the Tenth and Twentieth
wards were destroyed on the evening of the last
Election day, while the Judges were engaged in
counting the tickets, it is to I,e hoped the Acting
MAVOR will take such steps as will effectually pre-
vent the recurrence of such an outrage.

"

With
these occurrences fresh in his recollection, the
responsibility will rest with him alone, if they
are repeated. The Judges should not be left
without the necessary protection until their labors
are finally concluded; and it is an easy matter for
the authorities to Rfford it to them. That such
disgraceful acts as those committed in the above
wards should have been perpetrated once, is
shameful enough; and if we are thus wronged
and disgraced again, it will only be because the
authorities are lost to all sense of duty.

On Tuesday morning last, another destructivefire occurred, in Marietta, Ohio, destroying thePost Office building, and the double frame building
adjoining it, together with the materials in theprinting office of the Marietta Democrat, a part of
the stock of tobacco of Mr. Kleuber, and the furni-
ture and household goods of all the occupants. The
total loss is about $'.1,700.

THE POWERS AND DUTIES OF JUDGES
OF ELECTION.

The ondcrsigned, a Committee appointed, under
a resolution of the Reform Association of the lOih
Ward, to enquire into the powers and duties of
Judges of Elections, under the laws of Maryland,
respectfully report:

That the powers in question are very clearly de-
fined, in their judgment, by the Act of ISOS, ch. 97
and its supplements, all the provisions of which, so
far as applicable, arc continued in operation, under
the existing Constitution, by the Act of 1852, ch.
183. Bv virtue of these enactments each of the
Judges of Election, is, ex officio, a conservator of
the Peace until the ballots are counted and the
certificates made out, and each is clothed be-
sides, during the same period, with all the
power and authority of a Justice of the
Peace "to commit offenders for any breach of the
peace." Each of them may, by his warrant, cause
the arrest of parties offering to vote twice, or under
a feigned name, or in the place of others of the
same name, or without a legal residence in the dis-
trict, and each may take testimony, under oath, in
any inquiry touching a vote which may be offered.
By the act ot 1853, cb. 133, it is made their special
duty, under penalty of twenty dollars for neglect,
in each case, to give information to the respective
States' Attorneys of all infractions of that act,
which may be discovered by them. The offences,
which the act makes punishable, and which the
Judges are thus required to report, are the follow-
ing: Removing into any election district or ward"
not for the purpose of acquiring a bona fide resi"
dence, but for the purpose of voting therein at an
approaching election; voting unlawfully in any
county, election district or ward, where the party-
does not reside; voting in more than one ward or
district at the same election; and voting, or offer-
ing to vote, in a feigned name, or in place ofany

other of the same name.
From the comprehensive and high functions of a

conservator and Justice of the peace, each Judge
derives the power, and is therefore bound by the ob-
ligation, to adopt such measures as may be necessa-
ry and sufficient to prevent a threatened or impending
breach of the peace, or riot, or affray, or violence
at or about the polls, and to secure the punishment
of those by whom the peace may thus, actually
have been broken. He has the right, by mer- ver-
bal command, and without written warrant, to
direct the arrest of all who may disturb or jeopard
the peace within his view, and to do the same
thing, by his warrant, whenever the peace may
have been broken, about the polls and beyond his
view. He may cause such arrests to be made bv
any private citizen as well as an officer, and no such
officer or citizen can refuse to obey his requisition
without being subject to indictment. Ilehas the right
to summon, as a poeec, the whole body of citizens
who may be present, and command them to aid him
in maintaining tranquility and order, and his call,
so officially made, is imperative, under pain of fine
and imprisonment for disobedience. His neglect or
refusal to exercise these his functions, in case of
need, is a criminal misdemeanor on his part, for
which he may be indicted, fined and imprisoned.
All of the powers and duties thus enumerated, are
inherent, at common law, and have been inherent,
from time immemorial, in the official power and
duty of preserving the peace, and the terms them-
selves employed by the act of 1805 to desig-
nate the authority with which the Judges of
Election are clothed to that end, imply, by their
own mere force and legal signification, the func-
tions and obligations thus stated. The constitu-
tion employs the same common law terms,
with the same meaning, in the 19th section o
ita 4th article, defining the duties and powers of
Justices of the Peace and Constables. To the high
purpose for which the judges of election are en
dowed with them no language can give higher sanc-
tion than that of the Declaration of Rights
of Maryland, when it proclaims that "elections
ought to be free." There is no doubt that by the
vigorous use of the powers, and the conscientious
discharge of the duties enumerated, elections can
be made and kept free.

He pleaded that he was forced
byCortinas, but it was ; roven that he was one of
the sentinels on the night of the 20th. He claims
to be an American citizen by right of residence on
this side since the annexation, and was told that he
should be tried by American laws. Being tried,
he was found guilty of murder, from being one of
the leaders ot the band , and sentenced to be hung
on the 20th instant, but up to the Arizona's leaving
?on the same evening?it had not been carried
into effect.

In relation to Rev. Dr. Forbes, who recently re-
canted from Roman Catholicism, it is stated that by
the canons of the Episcopal Church, in the United
States, a clergyman once deposed, cannot again be i
adiritted to its ministry; but Dr. Forbes, having !
been ordained in England, where a different law 1
prevails, can, on renouncing Romanism, be again
admitted to the priesthood. He can, therefore, go
to England, be readmitted, and then return to this
country.

A discovery of great importance has just been
made by the State Geologist in Texas, who has
been making a geological examination of a portion
of the State. These surveys have developed the
existence of vast deposits of good workable iron ore,
which will exercise an important influence on the
fortunes of this part of the State. This iron region
embraces considerable portions of San Augustine,
Sabine, Cherokee, Nacogdoches, Shelby, Rusk. Pa
nola and Smith. Tertiary coal or lignite, beds of
limestone, pipe clay, fire-rock and hydraulic lime-
stone have also been found. These discoveries are
of great importance not only to Texas, but to Loui-

i siana, and New Orleans especially, and willhasten
the construction of railroads already in progress
which connect that city directly with the part of
the country in which they have been made.
