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VTe have no comment to make on the proceed-
ings of yesterday, when the SHERIFF of Baltimore
advertised that an election was to be held for cer-

tain officers known to our Consiitution and form
of government. Life has been sacrificed in the
ineffectual struggles of individual gallantry; but by-
two o'clock, in all the wards, except the Eighth,
the Reformers had abandoned the polls, perfectly
satisfied that any election was impossible. Our
local reports give a history of some of the
more conspicuous scenes of violence which
transpired. We can only say that no im-
agination could picture worse than has happened,
and that the entire space at our disposal, if occu-
pied exclusively with a history- of yesterday's
transactions, would not present it in its horrible
details. If we could we would blot forever the re-

cord of yesterday's shame from the annals of Bal-
timore: but the deeds that were done can never

be forgotten, and monuments of brass will not be
so enduring as the memory of the second of No-
vember, of the year 1859.

THE ABORGINES OF AUSTRALIA.
APPEARANCE?MENTAL DEVELOPMENT?RELIGION?TNEIR

SENSES AND THEIR "GINS"?INNATE A'AGABONDS?-
INFANTICIDEAND GENERAL CUSTOMS.
Written for the N. Y. Evening Post by C. S. J. Terry.
Physically the Australian native is an extraordi-

nary being, nis shoulders are brond, and his arms
are brawny. His chest and s.omach are well developed, the latter rather too much so. But the
muscles of his legs and thighs are strangely atten-
uated, yet strong and wiry. This gives them their
unique appearance, which may not be unaptly com-
pared to a parsnip standing upright in its natural
position, with the portion of the footstalks remain-
ing upon its cap. Although black, they have the
Caucasian features, with the exception, perhaps, of
the lips of some of the females, which are like those
of the Africans. Their hair is coarse, thick, strong
and wavy .vet not at all kinkv. I do not think I ever
saw one with a poor poll. While at the diggings
one of them, a kind of acquaintance of mine,would
frequently beg hair oil of me, with which to a-
noint his hair, its length and soft appearance being
a subject of pride in him, and of envy to his com-
panions. Though once much more numerous, they
now are only about lour thousand souls.

They possess a fair aptitude in making literary
acquirements, but they do not seem to care to pos-
sess any. This may be due to two causes?either
their want of energy or natural indolence. Reli-
gion they have none, unless the corrobery be a re-
ligious ceremony, and it doubtless is not, as any
chief will make "corrobery" for a glass of liquor
or piece of money, and will take up a collection on
a piece of bark after the performance.

In this dance they will move, the muscles of theirthighs outwards in a very curious manner, so as
to make them seem much broader than thev really
are.

The IV eslevan Methodists labored long and car-nestly to bring them to a sense of sin and desire
for pardon, but with so little success that they have
at length given it up in despair, perfectlv disheart-ened.

Though, when upon their drunken bouts, they
will shout with such vigor as to be heard three-
quarters of a mile, thev do not seem at all dis-posed to shout "Glory!"?the Methodists to the
contrary.

Their sense of smell is exquisitely delicate. By
its aid they can tell a tree containing an opossum",
and how long sincere ascended it. Other stories,
still more marvellous, are related to prove this
fact, such as iiuding the body of a murdered man,
etc. Their perspective faculties are very acute,
and that part of the skull just above the eye is un-
usually prominent. Having once seen you, they
willrecognise you twenty years afterwards.

Their cerebellum is large, and thev arc in conse-
quence proportionably amatory, and'possess a good
share of the animal passions generally.

Their "gins" or wives are cruelly treated, and
are always made "to bear the burden and heat of
the day," while their lords and masters wander
about the camp in inglorious ease. Now aud then
they will kill a kangaroo or oppossum, but will do
little else. They have the greatest repugnance to
labor, and if they do earn a half-crown, they willbuy liquor and carouse till it is gone.

Alt efforts to civilize them are in vain. Children
have been adopted in their earliest infancy by re-spectable and intelligent families, and have been
educated and habituated in all the usages of en-lightened communities; but, about the age of seven-
teen, they generally prove themselves unable to re-
sist the innate love oi a wandering life, by decamp-
ing with some strolling vagabonds of their own
nation. They then throw oft' all the manners and
customs of the whites, and in a great measure again
become list 1 veriest savages.

Infanticide prevails and is increasing, in spite of
all the efforts of tiie settlers to abate it. This is
the main cause of their constantly diminishing num-
bers, and unless soon stopped it will doubtless in
time exterminate them. I once asked a woman,
notorious for the number of "pieaninnies" that shehad destroyed, why she did it. Her answer was re-markable, showing that they arc not ignorant of
their degraded condition. Jt was this: "Black
fellow's picaninny no good; like possum. Plenty
of white picaninny." The manner in which this
horrible crime is consummated is this : The mother
and child retire to the bush, and the former returns
alone. That is ail that is known about it. Their
women are ot easy virtue, but the znulattoes are
almost invariably destroyed.

They never remain more than two or three days
in one place, and then form a hut by leaning a witicpiece ot ba; k against two sticks, 'l'bey have never
yet built, a house. They cook their game by throw-
ing it into the fire, without any preparation. The
reluse is taken out and given to the dogs. They
are also fond ot gum. Thev have spears which
they throw with accuracy, by means of a short
stick, with the head hollowed out, which thev hold
in their hands. They are a race of beings very in-
ferior to most others, and they seem to prefer ex-
termination to enlightenment.

THE ITALIAN CONFEDERACY.
A letter frotn Turin, in the Prcsse, gives some de-

tails respecting the pieces performed in the petty
theatres of that city : "The idea of the Italian Con-
federation has been burlesqued in a peace called
Facto lie Famii/iia, (A Family Compact), brought
out at the Altieri Theatre, and Rossi, who lately
played at Paris withMdme. Ristori, figures in it.?
All the sovereigns of Italy and the republic of SanMarino, are represented in the piece. The republic
is personated by a female, who wears a red dress,
with a eap of liberty; the Prince of Monaco is in

ca,c^es flies; the Dukes of Tuscany andModena are two females, in white crinolines, and
exceedingly insolent: the King of Naples is a lub-berly boy, who consults his matmna on all ques-
tions; the Emperor of Austria, called Colonel Ter-
rible. makes a great noise, and sends smoke in the
face of everybody?even of the Pope; the Duchessof Parma is treated with respect, and leans on thearm of King Victor Emanuel. Amongst other
things, the republic of San Marino, seeing the
Austrians smoking, asks, 'Will you have another
match?an ultro Safer ino ?' and the question draws
down thunders of applause, especially frem the gal-
leries. Under the name of 'Advocate Onesti, Pi-azza de Palazzo No. 1, Turin,' Rossi plays the
leading part in the Confederation. The' Pope,
'Dom Martino-Martial, Director of the Roman Col-lege,' who presides over the Confederation, is up to
his ears in troubles, and displays great afony of
mind?for tin Confederation does not get o'n at all,
and every body in it quarrels. At last, all the mem-
bers ot it take to flight except Victor Emanuel, and
he marries the young and beautiful Italy,for whom
they had all been disputing. These personal pieces
are very common here, but they display 110 dra-
matic talent, and are ill-written,"

A GirsEV fortune teller, from Tennessee, has
lately been arrested inBellville, N. J. She induced
a wealthy planter in Tennessee to believe that
there was a large treasure buried somewhere on
his plantation. She persuaded him that she could
recover the treasure if $3,000 in gold were left at
her disposal fir a period of twelve days?the time
necessary for her charms to work. Having implicit
faith in the honesty of the woman, the required
amount was placed at her disposal, and locked in a
trunk in the planter's home, to be opened at the
expiration of twelve days. At the expiration of the
time, the gold and fortune teller had disappeared,
the exact whereabouts of the ''buried treasure"
still remaining a secret. Great efforts were imme-
diately made to arrest her, and continued for some
months without success, until she has at length been
found as mentioned above.

Mr. Robert Stephenson leaves no family behind
him. His wife died many years ago, and he re-
mained a widower, so that "the direct line from
George Stephenson, the eminent English engineer,
has died out. James Watt, the noted British in-
ventor left no descendants. It appears that the

fame in British annals, have no lineal representa-
tives now living.

THE CANADA BANK FAILURES. ?The Toronto Lead-
er savs:?The joint circulation of the two banks,
according to the last monthly bank statement, was
but $194,000. The authorized capital ofthe Colo-
nial was $2,000,000, that of the International sl,-
000,000; and the amount alleged to have been paid
up was $132,500 for the International, and $112,-
000 for the Colonial." The failure of these falls
heavily upon those residents of the United States
living near the boundary line, as bills of Canada
banks are freely taken bv them in trade. Buffalo
papers say that citizens of that city are losers to
the value" of some thousands of dollars.

LOOK OOT FOR THE CARS WHEN THE BELT. KINGS.?
There is a general impression that the insurance
stocks of this city will soon undergo a serious de-
preciation. We hear of all kinds of "whitewash-
ing" going on among them. Companies multiply
like the sands of the sea. Nineteen have been or-
ganized within two years. Some of them are
officered by men and boys, whose ignorance would
surprise even a countryman. The wish, with
which 1 ristram Shandy opens his autobiography,
will yet be painfully natural to not a few u7 these
gents: "I wish that my father or mother?or, in-
deed, both of them, as they were in dutv both
equally bound to it, had minded what thev were
about when they begot me." The necessity of
doing, or appearing to do some business, compels
them to write on any kind of risks, at any rate
offered. A few years of prosperity, insterd'of in-
ducing general providence against those periodical
disasters which are onlv less certain than the tides,
have led even several old organizations into ridicu-
lous extravagance.

A correspondent in the Timet, who, we suspect
has a little investment somewhere, writes a signifi-
cant "item" on this subject:

The constant increase of these companies, I think,
will ere long prove a serious evil. Where the
profits are to be derived from, appears to me to be
a mysterv. 1 know of one company, and that one
of the oldest institutions, whose premiums are not
equal to what they were ten years ago, and whose
expenses in salaries, rent, Ac., have increased
double, or about equal to seven per cent, on theircapital; and at the rates at which they are taking
risks, their liabilities must be largely increased.?
The past one or two years have been of unexampled
prosperity, and should a large fire take place, what
condition would some of our companies be in to
meet these losses? This would have to be done by
converting their bonds and mortages into cash?-
some of which, perhaps, would be difficult to nego-
tiate, particularly if on unproductive lots. We
read of railroad salaries of $25,000 per annum on a
concern of $38,000,000, but what is that even com-
pared with an insurance company worth a capital
of $200,000 only, and a President's salary of $4,000
Secretary $3,000, rent $4,000, clerks, surveyors,
Ac., about $3,000, and you have an aggregate of
about $14,000 expenses, or about seven per cent.,
and this all to be paid before the stockholders or
insurers get one cent. But we may say that the
companies, after all these expenses, are paying fif-
teen or twenty per cent, dividends. And so were
some of our railroads until a competition reduced
them to paying no dividends; but the pay of the
officers still went on. And so long as we have no
fires, a company with a fictitious capital is just as
safe and good as the best. My advice is, look well
to the securities of the company in which you in-
sure, and inquire how much thev leave for reinsur-
ance after paying a dividend; and see that the com-
pany has not been got up for the benefit of a Presi-
dent and Secretary, or one or two sons who can
find no other employment. I, for one, do not be-
lieve that the business of oar city is increasing in
proportion to the insurance companies, when theold companies are not writing for as much as they
were some years ago.? N. Y. Insurance Monitor.

HABITS OF THE HOLLANDERS.? In one of Mr. Hil-
lard's letters to the Boston Courier from Kurope
the following passage, illustrative of Dutch habits!
occurs:

It was dark when we reached Rotterdam, and 1
went directly from the boat to the station of the
railroad for the Hague, which I proposed to make
my first resting-place in Holland. Unadvisedly
I took a second class ticket. The carriage was
comfortable enough, held ten persons, and was
filled before wo started; but so soon as we were
off, every one but myself whipped out a cigar or* a
pipe and* began to smoke, as men ought to seek
righteousness. I was seated next to one of the
windows, and was thus able to keep it open; but
the opposite one was instantly closed, in obedi-
ence to that horror of fresh air, which seems to be
one of the universal delusions of humanity; and
before we reached the Hague?not much more than
an hour?it seemed to me that the smoke had be-
come a solid and palpable substance which might
have been cut and taken out in blocks and slices.?
and here let me say that until you come to Holland
you never can know how much humanity can ac-
complish in the way of smoking. It is hardly too
much to say that every man, every youth, and
nearly every boy smokes all the time he is awake,
at least. The acts of living and of smoking seem
synonymous. As soon as a Dutchman begins to livehe begins to smoke, and as soon as he ceases to
smoke he ceases to live. The smoking of tobacco
and the drinking or gin may perhaps be regarded
as sanitary precautions against a wet climate and a
sodden soil; if so, the Dutch are to be commended
for the good care they take of their health.

A YANKEE CONSUL AIDING DESPOTISM ? Florence,
Oct. 11.?The provisional government of Tuscany
has, if 1 ain rightfullyinformed, found it necessary
to withdraw the exequatur of the United States Coii
sul at Leghorn, Mr. Joseph Binda, in consequence
of the part which he has heen playing in the reac-
tionary farce of MM Poniatowsky and Keizet. It
may seem rather surprising that the Consul of the
United States should busy himself as a partisan of
the dethroned Princes of Lorraine; hut the circum-
stance is explained by the peculiar antecedents of
Mr. Joseph Binda. He held some appointment in
the kingdom of Etruria, I believe, at the Court of
Elize Baciocchi, and has ever since been regarded
as one of those partisans of the Bonapartist dynas-
ty who kept hoping against hope for the resurrec-
tion of a Napoleonic empire. His marriage with
an American lady belonging to one of the great his
toric families who were active in the war of inde-
pendence, enabled him to obtain, through this do-
mestic connection the post of United States Con-
sul at Leghorn, the duties of which he has dis-
charged during many years. He appears, howev-
er. to have combined with his consul r functions
others very closely, though not publicly connected
with the furtherance of French policy in the penin-
sula. and more especially with the zealous advoca-
cy of whatever views might be at any moment most
in favor with the present Foreign Minister of
France.

Mr. Binda is directly taxed with having counsel-
led certain notorious adherents of the Republican
party to proclaim a republican form of government;
and as this advice was given contemporaneously
with bis efforts in behalf of a restored dvnastv,, lit-
tle doubt can be entertained that it was onlv
given with a view to afford a pretext for an armed
intervention in the event of its being followed.?
Such are the rea ons assigned for the strong mea-
sures taken by the Tuscan Ministry respecting the
United States Consul.? London Mornin-/ Foot, Octo-
ber 18.

NAVAL INTELLIGENCE.?\Ve yesterday witnessed a
new apparatus which has been successfully applied
to the machinery of the United States steam-frigate
Niagara, whose mechanical arrangements have
been somewhat altered and improved since her re-
turn from the Atlantic and "Africanphilanthropic"
expeditions. It consists of a new cylinder which
has been attached to the reversing gear, enabling
the engineers to start or stop the engines by steam,
instead of the old method by band. This innovation
is of considerable importance, and promises to be
extensively copied.

Mr. Ring is also about making a sort of revolu-
tion in the machine-shops of the navy yard. There
have been for a number of years "eleven boilers
making steam for nine engines, and evaporating on
an average only about four or five pounds of water
to a pound of coal. These are to be altogether re-
moved, and replaced by an entirely new set which
are about to be constructed in the yard. They will
be place in one fire proof boiler-house, with steam-
pipes leading to the different engines, and to those
buildings needing beat, thus saving annually from
700 to 800 tons of coal, and being secured against
the risk of lire.

In consequence of the majority of the vessels
preparing for sea having been nearly completed, a
large number of hands?over ISO?were discharged
from the Brooklyn yard on Saturday eveni..g.

The Duval Court-Martial having adjourned sine
die, Lieut.

Letters from the Lancaster at Rio record the suc-
cessful working of that vessel's machinery since the
repairs last effected at Philadelphia. Sne was 49
days in making the trip to liio from the States.?

THE BASHFUL MAN.?Washington Irving,at a party
in' England, one day playfully asserted,that the love
of annexation which the Anglo-Saxon race display-
ed on every occasion, proceeded probably from its
mauvaise hontc rather than its greediness. Asa
proof, he cited the story of a bashful friend of bis,
who, being asked to a dinner party, sat down to the
table next to the hostess in a great state of excite-
ment, owing to his recluse life. A few glasses of
wine mounting to his brain, completed his confu-
sion, and dissipated the small remains of his presence
of mind. Casting his eves down he saw on his lap
some white linen. "My heavens," thought he,
"that's my shirt protruding at my waistband." He
immediatly commenced to tuck' in the oll'ending
portion ol his dress, but the more he tucked iu, the
more there seemed to remain. At last he made a
desperate ett'ort, when a sudden crash around him,
and a scream from the company, brought him to

his senses. He had been all the iiine stuffing the
table-cloth into his breeches, and the last time had
swept everything clean off the table. Thus out-
bashful friend annexed a table-cloth, thinking it his
own shirt.

The inflation of Mr. Lowe's great transatlantic
balloon is progressing in New fork. The New-
York Evening Post savs that the projector has re
ceived about five hundred applications for the privi-
lege of venturing with him on the attempted trip
to Europe, while the applicants have to pay fromone hundred to fifteen hundred dollars for the
chance. The basket, which will be the abode of
the aeronauts during the voyage, attracts consider-
able attention. It is lined both in the bottom and
sides with carpet, and with the net work of ropes
extending above it, appears like a huge bird's nest
hidden among the slight branches of a willowbush.
It is not as large, however, as the pictorial illustra-tions that have been published would lead one to
suppose. The inflation will occupy several days,
and the inflated balloon will be exhibited a couple
of weeks before starting on the experimental trip.

THE CESSION OF SAVOY TO FRANCE. ?What will be
the particular form of concession made by France,
in return for which Piedmont will give up Savoy
and Nice, lam unable accurately to state; but I
can, upon'excellent authority, affirm that some
such transaction has been in contemplation all
along. The form it assumed about six weeks ago
was this: ?Piedmont was to hold out upon the ques-
tion of the Duchies to the last, and at the la t, to
pay for France's consent to the annexation of Mode-
na and Parma (not Tuscany) with the cession of
Savoy and Nice. It is now thought that, a pecuni-
ary question b, ing started byFrance, these ancient
possessions of the house of Carignan will be made
to stand in lieu of what it would be quite impossi-
ble for the Piedmontese to furnish. ? Paris Corres-
pondence ofManchester Guardian, Oct. IG.

A Washington correspondent has the following
inreference to Brown :

"I have it on the most reliable authority that the
death penalty will not be immediately inflicted.?
He may be sentenced to die on the gallows within
two or three days, because the ordinary delay of
thirty days between sentence and execution does
not apply in the case of one convicted of inciting
slaves to insurrection. But Gov. Wise admires
Brown's indomitable pluck, and for that, and be-
cause be wishes to show the world how ":agnani-
mous Virginia can be, he will probably respite the
execution for at least the thirty days. 1 should
not be surprised, from what I learn, ifan orderwill be made directing Brown to be sent to Rich-mond, and if he should be kept in the penitentiary
there till such time as the Governor fixes for bis
execution."

The last monthly return of the Bank of Austria
states the notes in circulation at 472,191.761 florins,
and the specie reserve at only 79,090,168 florins, tt
about one-eighth. On the Ist of January last, Aus-tria contrived, by vast efforts, partially to resume
specie payments. Her financial condition is now I
once more deplorable.
