and checking fraud. At not one of the polls, at
any hour of the day, was the attendance of voters
anything like what it ought to have been. When
ruffians took forcible sion of the polls with
muskets and swivels, we are not surprised that de-
cent men withdrew from a contest for which they
were illy prepared, and imperfectly organized, and
in which the whole power of the law and the pub-
lic anthorities t them. DBut was
not the very facility with which the polls were
thus seized and held, in part attributable te their
own absence from them during the earlier hours
of the day? Young men, without name or repu-
tation, and with little or nothing at stake save
personal honor and the pride of manhood and of
citizenship, were found nobly risking their lives in
the vain attempt to stem the tide of violence which
has engulfed all our rigl But men of wealth
and respectability, who believe in making
money, and keeping quiet, and avoiding all
risk and responsibility—as a general rule, tim-
idly kept away from the polls, and bardly ven-
tured out of doors. Some honorable exceptions
to this exhibition of lukewarmness and pusilla-
nimity on the part of the conservative classes there
undoubledly were. In almost every ward there
a handful of brave men, who put life and
everything at stake for the sake of the common
good; but, in every instance, their numbers were
smallin comparison with the voting population of
the ward, and the exigencies of the case. TIn the
Eleventh ward, the “broadcloth gentry,’’ against
whom it has been the effort of the American press
and orators to ecxcite the prejudices and inflame
the passions of their deluded followers, turned out
in respectable numbers, and in  the true spirit of
men and freemen. Although frequently goaded

almost beyond endurance, by the jeers and insults
of the ruffians who were permitted to occupy one
side of the gangway, and to obstruct the
n.cce.ss of voters, and subjected, in addi-
tion, to the pettiest and most ignoble persecution

on l!m part of the police .who dragged them to the

Station-house upon the ahghl.('st Provocation, and,

generally, upon no provocation at all, the respect-

able citizens of this ward maintained their ground

with equal moderation and firmness, up to the
hour when, in accordance with the recommenda-

tion of the Contral Committee, and the example of
the Reformers elsewhere, they withdrew from the

contest.
