Regarding an effectual law for the registration
of voters as altogether a privilege and a benefit,
we see no reason why any portion of the people

ithe State should be deprived of its advantages.
We should as soon think of pronouncing statutes
against petit larceny, or assault and battery, an

inconvenience and an imputation, as of saying
that provisions intended to guard against abuses
upon the ballot-box, were such. It must be ad-
mitted tli.it every species of crime is more com-

mon in great cities than in remote rural districts.
In some of the latter, the assembling of Courts
and all the machinery of justice, are mostly
formal matters, intended for contingencies of oc-

lur.vnce so rare, that it would sctm they
might almost be dispensed with altogether. Yet
w' ?.! would bo thought of a proposition to abol-
' h any part of the criminal code in any
I art of onr Stale? It would, of course,

1 dc-m.d monstrous, because no honest and
sensible man regards the provision made by
society against crime and disorder in any other
light than as a protection and a blessing to liim-
: if. So far from looking upon it as impeach-
ing his integrity or putting him to useless incon-
venience and expense, he cheerfully pays his taxes,
serves on juries, and incurs, without a murmur
all the sacrifices which the social state imposes on

the indi.idual. He does not know how soon the
occasion may arise when his safety will depend on

the enforeenv nt < t' the whole body of the law, by
the whole power of the State; and though his
entire li e may pass without any such occasion,
his death-bed would be unhappy if be did
not know that he was leaving his children to

the same protection upon which he had always
been accustomed to rely. Universal suffrage was
a great concession to freedom. It was granted
with much hesitation and regarded with doubt.
It v.as thought that to admit ignorance and vice
upon the qualification only of a certain age, rcsi-
deiu r and complexion, to mingle votes with wis-
dom and virtue was running a great risk. Sti'l
it was dune, it was apprehended that ignorance
and vice, existing in the proportions in which
they exist every where, would to that extent

pollute aud lower the standard of suffrage,
but it was never contemplated that, through
the agency of the ballot box, ignorance and

vice would monopolise political power, to the
total and forcible exclusion of all the better ele-
ments of society. Y'et this is precisely what
has happened in this city of Baltimore again
and again, an l at eaeh recurring opportunity with
increased violence and effrontery. The experi-
ment has passed through all the forms of indttc-
ti..ii, from timid frauds and partial violence denied
and connived at by the authorities, to its trium-
phant demonstration in an avowed, complete and
successful league between the Municipal government

and mercenary bravos to take possession of
the polls. Starting with the postulate that
"Americans should rule America," the movement

has reached the result, that brigands now rule
Baltimore, and if not speedily arrested, through
Baltimore, they will also rule the State. It
would occupy too much time to trace this
disgraceful history from its beginnings. The
cause of the whole difficulty may he stated to
b- the cheapening and degrading of the right
of suffrage. The cure beyond question is to elevate
the right in the estimation of its possessors and to
guard its future exercise. It is to restore, and not
to restrict universal suffrage. It is to allow, and,
were it possible, to compel every legal voter to

vote onci?to prevent legal voters from voting
more than once, persons not legal voters from
voting at all, and all persons whatsoever from in-
terfiling with the legal voters in the exercise of
their rights. A registration law is not the onlv

:voidy tvqtiir i, hut it is one of a series of reme-

which the nature of the crisis so imperatively
demands, thai a longer delay may he fatal to the
public peace. The party which now has the as-

cender.c . in litis Slate will have to assume the re-
sponsibility of a longer continuance of the
evils which afflict this city, and upon the
rigid performance of its duty in this respect
will depend ibe permanence of its power.
Wni'i- we acknowledge that Election crimes, like
all other crimes, are much more likely to he com-

mitted in gre.it cities than outside of them, we see
110 reason why laws to prohibit Election crimes
should I -- eon fined to great cities any more than that
tiie laws restraining other offences of not half so

much moment, should he so confined. The pre-
sent need for a registration law may he greatest in
Baltimore. Crime against the elective franchise
has culminated here: still it is not confined to

Baltimore even now, hut exists in greater or less
intensity in every part of the State. No one could
have foretold what has happened to us, yet with
tit: knowledge of what has happened here it is
i a?y to see that every guard which can he thrown
around the ballot, is required every where. Sup-
pose a registration law applied to Baltimore alone,
that fict will invito the engineers of election
frauds who Imv- lvreiofore found their field of op-
erations hero, to turn their attention to the rural
districts, and with their ingenuity and reckless-
nc-.-s it is impossible to say that they will not he
su -i-rs-fnl. Th" mere strengthening of Baltimore
will oxp. : \u25a0 the contiguous country, as it will dis-
engiae from active operations our formidable
mum in Is who may then he hurled against its
tmpr. t'-cted pol - with undivided force. But we

claim no monopoly of the privilege of a pure
ballot-box for B: itiinore. We ask that everv
p-f of M:mLmd shall l e equally protected and
hit-?-, -i. Theiowargument that additional inconve-
nience and expense, will he imposed by the proper
ascertainment of a voter's rights in advance of the
election strike? us as too contemptible lor notice;
stiii as h'-ssinv? are apt to he valued in pro-
portion to th-ir cost, even should registration
prove om .-what inconvenient and involve a few
fin:? which might otherwise be appropriated for
vill?key or toi'.-uvo. the effect will fle wholly Salu-
tary. At this time, in England, all deeds of land tire

kept by c-.v.h proprietor in his own strong box,
there is no office in which they can he recorded
c-.'. i preserved, and the loss of these parchment
muniments, hv theft or fire, may be fatal to a
i it,downer's title. Here we have provided a "reg-
"istry law," by which, at a small expense, and at

the trouble of repairing to the Clerk's office, a man

may place his right to his property beyond any
ordinary contingency, and become assured against
accident or fraud. What would he thought
of those who would oppose such a system on the
ground of its trouble or expense? Let us be pc-r-
--suad.-d that unless some effectual atul thorough
provision, by registry of voters, by adequate po-

lice, and still further by a careful and thoughtful
exercise of the right of suffrage after it has been
thus secured to its legal proprietors?be made at

once, the day is not far distant when the righls
of property, which we pride ourselves upon hav-

ing - > well guarded, will be trampled upon with
as little ceretnonv as the elective franchise.

It is in the nature of things that a captured
city should be plundered; and we are not surprised,
therefore, at the introduction of a lull in the
Council providing for the payment of extra com-
pensation to the late Judges of Election and their
Clerks. The proposed appropriation amounts to

twelve hundred dollars. This is no great sum for
the City Treasury to disburse, but ifonly one-tenth
of it was to he taken for such a purpose, it would
he not the less outrageous. If these laborers arc

worthy of their hire, let them be rewarded by
iho=e who have profited by their work; but for
decency's Sake, if from no loftier motive, they
sic old abstain from mulcting the people to the
value of a farthing. It is downright effrontery for
men to ask for higher pay, who ought not

to take, without some compunction, the ill-earned
wages the law now allows them. This extortionate
attempt is in accordance with the system which
lias been -o ex eusively developed here within a

ft w years past. The last Council was ovi rwhelmed
with similar applications, and was lavish of its
bounties; and us wc ate warned, by this early ap-
peal to the liberality of the one now in session, of
the nature of the demands that will probably be
made upon it, we may perhaps judge from its
notion in this matter, whether our taxes are to be
squandered or hon-stly disposed of in future. In

nine cases out of ten, such propositions should be
instantly rejected, and those who render any ser-

vice to the city, be compelled to abide by the terms

of their contracts, for otherwise the door is opened
wide to fraud and corruption. In this instance,
ns it is impossible the Council can conscientiously
believe that 'he Judges of Election deserve extra
pay, it cannot bone-fly grant if. If, however, it

determines to distill nte any money to those who
managed the !at>* Elections, itshould make provi-

sion for the Regulator Club as well as for Mr.

TUT: ELECTION IN BALTIMORE COUNTY? Fraud and
Outrage by Baltimore Bawdies. ?The Baltimore
County Advocate of yesterday furnishes us with the
followingstatement, from which it will be seen
that on election day, the 13th district was invaded
by a gang of rowdies from this city, who drove off
legal voters and forced the Judges toreceive illegal
ballots at the point of the pistol. The Advocate
savs:

On Monday about 11 o'clock, they (the return
Judges) were all present, and the counting com-
menced, which was proceeded with until it came to
the 13th district, when, 0:1 the book being opened,
it appeared that the returns had been written out

in full,but were afterwards, without being signed,
crossed over with the pen, and a statement writ-
ten, and signed by the judges and clerks, (dated
Nov. 7th,) to the effect,'viz: That on the day pro-
vided bylaw for holding said election, they met at
the place prescribed by law, at the specified hour,
and commenced receiving votes, and continued so
to do in a proper manner up to 5 o'clock in the af-
ternoon, when an omnibus loaded with "rowdies,"
residents of the city of Baltimore, came to the
place of holding said election, and bv the presenta-
tion of loaded pistols at the judges, and by threats
of shooting the same, compelled the judges to tike
from them and deposit in the ballot-box certain ille-
gal votes. And that by these threats, noise and con-
fusion, and the tiringofpistols, many of the legal vo-
ters of the district were prevent'd from deposit-
ing their votes in the ballot-box. Titer also threat-
ened to destroy the ballot-box, Ac. The judges,
therefore, make no return of the votes erst, hut
make this statement, and sign it, together with the
clerks. The return judges of tho county, on this
being read, held a consultation, which resulted in
Mr. Wade, the return judge of the 13th district,
going to the district to get the signatures of the
other judges to a return embodying the number of
votes cast for the respective candidates, and to ap-
pend to the same a statement of the mannerin which
they were forced to receive illegal votes, ,to. It
was decided by the return judges that the paper
brought from the 13th district was no return, and
could not b- received as such, and that the judge
made himself liable to the penalty for not furnish-
ing a return. At a late hour Mr! Wade returned
from the 13th district with a return signed, when
tliocertificates wore all made out, and at, 1 o'clock
on Tuesday morning, their business was brought, to
a close. After making out the certificates? Ac.,
they made the followingstatement:

Treas-
urer, Surveyor, and district, Oflireis of the 13th
district, the ballots of the 13tii district were
counted and. included, and that from the returns of
the said district it appear? that illegal ballots were
polled at the election in said district, and that it
further appears that such violence was used as lo
prevent legal voters from depositing their ballots.

\\ e give place to the following from a London

correspondent oi the New \ ork Herod, as much,
as for anything else, to show that the Liberals of
England, in common with the Democracy of the
United States, deprecate the unceasing assaults of

1 ambitious politicians upon the insti'uti-m of si aver v.
The writer set-tos to be an anti-slaverv man. lie
says, addressing the editor of the Herald :

Your well known impartiality induces me to nd-
Irors yott this note, in vindication of Governor

Seward from a calumny published in certain Atneri
can prints, and since published in England. Nor
would 1 no-ice it were it not that my frien-l Lord
L . who is also tho intimate friend of Gov-
ernor Seward, thinks that a refutation is demanded
in justice to Mr. Seward on both sides of tiie Atlan-
tic. A flippant writer has said that when Governor
Seward had an audience of her Majesty Queen
\ ietoria, he replied to a gracious question of her
Majesty by saying. "Madam, I have come to Europe
to study despotism." To those who know Gov-
ernor Seward, the excessive puppyism of such a
reply would he sufficient refutation to such an ab-
surd lifiel: but there ate those whodonot know that
distinguished Senator, and a contradiction is there-
lore rendered nece.-sarv. I u every respect Mr. Sew-
ard bore himself like a thorough courtier, and be
made his homage to the Queen with as much grace and
tact as if he had been brought up in the atiuos phi-re
of the palace of St. James; and his reception, on
the part of her Majesty, was of the most flattering
nature, as it always is to those persons who havedistinguished themselves by their hostility to
American slavery.

Mr. Seward received great attention from tho
nobility, and special marks of favor from her High-
ness the Duchess of Sunderland and other members
of the aristocracy, who, a? a body, are devoted to
the anti-slaverv cause, and are ever ready to give
it a "God speed," not in words only, but in solid
gold. The fact is, mv observation "has convinced
me that the friends of "true freedom are to be found
among the aristocracy, not only here, but every-
where. Those who give inspiration to the cause of
anti-slaverv here are among the proudest arid most
glorious of England's nobility, while the professed
liberals, like Cobdeu, Bright and Roebuck, always
cry out against the slavery agitation. In conse-
quence ot this, Seward, Sumner, and all our great
champions of freedom have ever received their
warmest welcome from the English nobility, andnot ft om the C- bdens and the Drights?those dis-
turbers of social order.

Before closing I must relate an anecdote which
Gov. Seward tells himself with much gusto. When
the messenger reached him announcing that her
Majesty had fixed an hour for his audience, the
Governor was at the Derby races with Lord Napier
and other distinguished members of the nobility.
Her Majesty had fixed the audience for that very
day, and the Governor's court dress had not yet
been ordered. What was to be done? Lord Napier
was consulted. In a few moments Lord X. and Gov.
S. were flying towards London as fast as whip and
wheels could carry them. The city gained, thev
soon reached the shop of Prince Albert's tailor. A
court suit was ordered to be made in two hours'
time. The tailor demurred?said that he could do
wonders, but that was impossible. But, happy man
that he is, he was never without an expedient.?
The Governor was required to strip off his black
pants, and with one dash of tho shears oil' came
the legs of the pants at the knees. There stood the
?Senator in his drawers, coat and hat. Whisk went
the tailors 1 The gold knee buckles, diamond
clasps of rosettes were soon adjusted : the long
drawers and boots gave place to silk stockings and
pumps ornamented with elegant buckles similar to
those for the knees. Next went on an exquisite
cambric shirt, with ruffled bosun and wristbands,
clasped gold buttons, set in diamonds. The hair-
dresser, with his tongs, was meanwhile at work, the
cocked-hat was jauntilyput in place, the traight
sword was buckled to his side, and our good friend,
to all appearance, was the elegant courtier, lit to
embellish the drawiDg-room of any court. The
hour of audience arrived, and the splendid equipage
of the Governor rolled into the court yard of St.
James. The Queen was in waiting, and the distin-
guished visiter was received by her Majesty in the
most gracious manner, who condescended to compli-
ment Governor Seward on his eloquent efforts in
behalf of freedom in the American Senate chamber.
