startling rumors from Charlestown. There is also
a report that bodies of armed men have or are
crossing the Ohio river into Virginia, at or near
Wheeling.

Col. Davis, it is rumored, has sent a request for
more troops.

HARPER'S FERRY. Nov. 19.?C01. Davis has tele-
graphed Governor Wise to send five hundred addi-
tional troops to Charlestown.

ALEXANDRIA, Nov. 19, 10 o'clock.?Our towns-
people are much excited, in consequence of the des-
patches said to have been sent from Col. Davis to
the Governor.

RICHMOND, NOV. 19, 10 o'clock.?Col. Davis has
asked for more troops to be sent to Charlestown
immediately. They will leave in the morning.
There is great excitement here in reference to the
matter.

W iinr.i.iN Nov. 19.?As tor as can be ascertain-
ed, no bodies of armed men have crossed the Ohio
river here, nor are there any rumors of any having
crossed near here.

RICHMOND, NOV. 19, 10.30 P. M.?The troops
ordered by Col. Davis have left by an extra train,
and willreach Washington early to-morrow morn
ing.

HARPER'S FERRY, NOV. 20?Evening.?Governor

Wise arrived here this afternoon, ina special train,
with about hve hundred volunteer soldiery, em-
bracing nine companies from Richmond and the
vicinity. He left about 6 o'clock for Charlestown,
with four of the companies, and the remainder will
follow in the morning. They have full camp equip-
age with them, and it is the Governor's intention
to form a military encampment at Charlestown,
until after the executions.

The excitement on Saturday morning was caused
first by the receipt of a rumor that a desperate tight
was going on in Clarke county between a party of
strangers and citizens, and the Alexandria artillery,
which was then at Winchester, was despatched with
a number of armed volunteers to the seat of the
rumored disturbance. Whilst this excitement was

1 at its height, and before the report was discovered
to be without foundation, a gentleman named
Smith Crane, arrived here from Belair, near Wheel-
ing, where he reported a number of strange men to

be congregating, between two of whom he acci-
dentally overheard a conversation, the purport of
which was, that a body of live hundred men were
to seize a train ot' cars at that place, rush through
to Harper's Ferry and attempt the rescue of Brown
and his companions, lie immediately set out for
H irper's Ferry to apprise the inhabitants of what
he had overheard.

On reaching Charlestown ho reported the matter
to Col. Davis, who immediately telegraphed to
Governor Wise for live hundred more troops. The
troops have arrived and Governor Wise has gone
to Charlestown, where all is quiet and will doubt-
less remain so.

Statement from nReliable Citizen of Harper's

Ferry.
To the Agent of the Associated Press:

HARPER'S FERRY, NOV. 10?11 P. M.? Various ru-
mors have been afloat here to-day as to the approach
of a body of armed men from Ohio in the direction
of Wheeling. The re?pectable source from which
the report originated has created some excitement
about Charlestown, but there is none here. Our
people are very quiet, not expecting any attempt
at a rescue of the prisoners?nor do they fear any,
however formidable, because they are prepared for
any emergency. The numerous fires about Charles-
town have induced the citizens to anticipate some
annoyance, hence they are more easily excited; but
no one is at all afraid of the result, even if an at-
tempt should be made. Col. Davis has made the
most ample provision for any number of the enemy
who may make a call. I learn that more troops are
being demanded from the Governor, but this may j
be as much to protect the prisoners from the popu- 1
lace as anything else. There is, as far as 1 can
learn, no cause to apprehend danger.

From Washington.
WASHINGTON, NOV. 20. ?Nothing can as yet be

positively ascertained concerning the precise object
of sending large bodies of troops to the Rio Grande,
further than the protection of that frontier from
the attacks of the forces of Cortinas, to utterly de-
stroy which, is the purpose of the Administration.
As it was but recently supposed in oflicial quarters
that the two companies from Fort Clarke and the one
from Raton Rouge would be sufficient to check the
movements of that brigand, the augmentation of the
troops, just ordered, has naturally excited suspicions
of other contemplated measures. Various specula-
tions are indulged in, but the most plausible theory,

' founded in certain revelations deemed to be reliable,
| is, that Spain, France and England mediate prompt
action for the satisfaction of claims, in which their
subjects are interested, and which may involve
the national existence of Mexico, or the substitu-
tion of a monarchy under the protection of those
powers.

In view of these circumstances and probabilities,
the United States may feel constrained to occupy
the Northern part of Mexico, to secure the satisfac-
tion of the claims of our own citizens against that
country, as well as for the security of American
frontier. From all that can be ascertain it is
fair to presume that some of the vessels of the Home
Squadron will soon proceed to VeraCruz and other
parts cf Mexico. Indeed, this seems to be certain,
so interesting are the reported purposes of France,
England and Spain, now regarded in oflicial quar-
ters.

' From Browiigville.?Cortinas with Fifteen
Hundred Men in Possession of the Rio
Grande.

J NEW ORLEANS, Nov. 10.? The Indianola Courier
of the 12th says that an express from the Sheriff of
Nueces county has arrived, and reports Cortinas,
with fifteen hundred men, and nine cannon, infull
possession of the Rio Grande, from Brownsville to
Roma.

NEW ORLEANS, Nov. 20. ?The steamer Arizona
has arrived from the Brazos with dates to the 17th,
and $753,000 in specie.

Brownsville was safe, Capt. Tobin and eighty
rangers arrived on the 13th. Thirty men from the
revenue cutter Dodge, and fifty troops from Baton
Rogue left the Brazos for Brownsville on the 10th,
making nearly three hundred United States troops
and volunteers now at Brownsville. On the arrival of
Capt. Tobin, Cortinas' chief officer, who had been
held a prisoner, was hung without a trial.

ANOTHER LETTER FROM DOCTOR LIVING
STONE.

The following highly interesting letter from Dr.
Livingstone, the celebrated African explorer, was
received by Sir George Grey on the morning of his
departure from the Cape for England:

RIVER SHIKE, June 1, 1859.
.Mr DEAR SIR GEORGE: We have lately discov-

ered a very fine lake bv getting up this river in tin-
steam launch about 100 miles, and then marching
some fifty more on foot. It is called Shirwa, and
Lake Ngaini is a mere pond in comparison, ft is
moreover particularly interesting from the fact re-
ported by the natives on its shores, that it is sepa-
rated bv a strip of land of only five or six miles in
width from Nvanja or Lake N'yiuycs?the stars,
which Burton has gone to explore. We could hear
nothing of his party at Shirwa, and having got no
European news since you kindly sent some copies of
the Timet last year, we are quite in the dark as to
whether he succeeded or not. Lake Shirwa has no
outlet, and its waters are bitter but drinkable. It
abounds in fishes, leeches, alligators, and hippopnt
ami. We discovered also, by examining partially a
branch of the Shire, called liuo, that one portion of
Shirwa is not more than thirty miles distant from a
point that may easily be reached by this launch,
which by newspaper measurement draws thirteen
inches, and actually thirty one inches The Lake
Shirwa is very grand. It is surrounded on all sides
by lofty green mountains. Dzomba?-or as the peo-
ple nearest it say, Zoinba?is over C,OOO feet high,
of the same shape as Table Mountain, but inhabited
on the top; others are equally high, but inaccessi-
ble. It is a tiigh land region?the lake itself being
about 2,000 feet above the sea. It is twenty or thirty
miles wide, and fifty or sixty long. On going some
way up a hill we saw in the far distance two moun-
tain tops, rising like little islands on a watery hori-
zon. An inhabited mountain island stands near
where we first came to it. From the size of tin-
waves it is supposed to be dee]). Mr. Maclear will
show you the map. Dr. Kirk and I, with fifteen
Makololo, formed the land party. The country is
well peopled, ami very much like Loando. In the
middle of the country many streams rise out of
bogs; the vegetation is nearly identical also. Nev-
er saw so much cotton grown as among the Manga-
no of the Shire and Shirwa valleys?all spin and
weave it. These are the latitudes which I have al-
ways pointed out as the cotton and sugar lands.?
They are pre-eminently so; hut such is the disinter-
estedness of some people that labor is exported to

Bourboun instead of being employed here. The
only trade the people have is that of slaves, and
the only symptoms of impudence we met were from
a party of Bajaua slave-traders; but they changed
their deportment instantly on hearing that we were
English and not Portuguese. There HIo no Maravi
at or near Shirwa?they are all west of the Shire;
so that this lake can scarcely be called Lake Mara
vi. The Portuguese know nothing ot it; but theMinister who claimed (Blue Book for 1857) the
honor ffirst traversing the African continent for
two black men with Portuguese names inustexplain
why they did not cross Shirwa. It lies some forty
or fifty miles on each side of the latitude of Mozam-
bique. They came to Tete only, and lacked at least
four hundred miles of Mozambique. We go back
to Shirwa in July, and may make a push for Niyi-

ARRIVAL OF THE CANADA.
EATER FROM EUROPE.

SACKVILLE, NOV. 19.?The steamer Canada from

The shin Martha, Whitmorc, from Cardiff for
Mobile, put back on the 2d. Her decks had been
swept and her cargo shifted, etc.

The Sea Belle, from Suausea for Caldera had
put into Milford, having had her masts cut away.

The Ship St. Nicholas, for New York, was off
Falmouth with loss offoremast.

The Ship ,1. J. Bovd, from Liverpool for New
Y irk, put back in the storm, but had sailed again.

It was asserted that England had consented to
join the European Congress, and that the French
and English governments had completely agreed
on a basis.

Itwas vaguely reported that Garibaldi, at an in-
terview with the King of Sardinia, had declared
that Italy was betrayed, and protested that he
would head a revolution against such proceedings.

A Paris telegram says the English and French
governments are completely agreed on the basis of
the proposed Congress which is to be held at
Brussels. Allthat remained to be settled was the
official ratification of the British Government.

The steamship Great Eastern had rough weather
on her trip to Southampton She rolled and dipped,
but with perfect ease, seeming to swing he/self with
a sidelong, gentle motion over every wave, drop-
ping deeply and easily beyond them with regular
slow rolls, often deep enough to leave one paddle
turning high and dry. This motion was attributed
to her very light immersion and her having no upper
weight to balance her coals below. Her whole roll
was only eight degrees each way, and her greatest
speed was ciose on IS miles per hour. The run was
considered far more satisfactory than either of the
previous trials. She arrived at Southampton on
the 4th.

A new Cunard steamer has been ordered, 500
tons larger than the Persia.

The verdict of the inquest on the los 3 of the ship
Royal Charter, was that the disaster was purely
accidental.

There was great activity at Woolwich Arsenal in
the preparation of materials for the coast defences,
and for the China expedition.

The fortifications at Dover were to be extended
forthwith, and several batteries reconstructed.

The organization of the French army for the
China expedition was considered as definitely set-
tled, and preparations for the embarkation has'been
commenced.

The French Government is said to have resolved
on establishing a naval station on the Red Sea.

The cholera had appeared among the French
Morocco expedition, and several distinguished; offi-
cers were dead, including Col. La Fout, command-
ing the Engineers. The ravages by the disease ex-
ceeded fiftv a day. The total deaths had reached
1,500!

A Russian squadron of six vessels of war remains
at their Mediterranean station to winter.

It was reiterated that the Pope had promised to
grant the reforms recommended by the Emperor of
France, after the insurgents of Komagna have re-
turned to their allegiance.

The India mail with jtelegrapliic news, via Cey-
lon, to October 14th, both from Bombay and Cal-
cutta, had reached Marseilles. There was no polit-
cal news.

The Australian mails of September 17th had been
telegraphed. The imports had been heavy, and
trade was dull. The shipments since the last mail
had been over 240,000 ot gold, of which 68,400 were
on board the Roval Charter.

It is a mound sixty feet high, five
thousand long and two thoasanu 7,'ide, and lies
twenty miles north of Carson Valley. It is tra-
versed by veins of auriferous quartz, a part of
which, when decomposed, realized from SSOO to
$2,500 per ton.

Large quantities of silver ore continue to arrive
from Carson Valley at San Francisco for shipment
to Europe. Emigration in the spring will pro-
bably result in the complete exploration of the
whole country east of the Sierra Nevada, and
the discovery of equally rich mines to any in Cali-
fornia.

Ilaun, formerly of Kentucky, United States Sena-
tor to fill the vacancy caused by the death of Mr.
Rroderick. The new Senator was to leave for
Washington on the steamer of Xovember 11.
