CiiAMi.KsrowN, Nov. 22.?There was a grand mil-
itary parade yesterday. Governor Wise and stall'
visited the prisoners, urging them to prepare lor
death, as there was un intention on his part to in-
terfere with the sentence of the Court. All the
Richmond military except two companies have been
ordered home, and several of the companies left
this morning. Governor Wise and statl'also started
for Harper's Ferry this morning.

The Governor of South Carolina has tendered
military aid to protect Virginia. Governor Wise
replied bv returning his thanks for the otter, but
saying that Virginia was able to protect herself.
Allis now quiet here, though the town is crowded
with military, and strangers from the surrounding
country.

HARPER'S FEURV, Nov. 22.?Governor Wise and
his Stall' have arrived here and staying with Mr.
Barbour, Superintendent of the Armory. The
Governor says he has made every provision to pro-
tect the community and the prisoners. He thinks
there can he no doubt id' a determined and thor-
oughly organized effort throughout the North and
Western Slates to rescue Brown; and the authen-
tic papers in his possession show that such madness
was possible. Governor Wise has ordered Colonel
Smith from the Virginia Military Institute, with
the Cadets and howitzers, to proceed forthwith to
Charlestown.

CI T Y INTELLIGENCE.
VISIT OF THE GRAND JURY TO THE PENITENTIARY

AND JAlL.?Yesterday morning the members of the
Grand Jury, after the adjournment id' the Court,
paid their usual visit, first to the Penitentiary and
then to the Jail. I pun arriving at the Peniten-tiary the members were received by the Warden,
Mr. Albert G. Evans, and by him and his deputies
conducted through all the apartments of the peni-
tentiary, which were found to be in a most cleanly .
and neat condition. An examination of the work-
shops proved that everything in these departments
were conducted under the best order and discipline.
The Grand Jurors expressed themselves wellpleased with the management id' the institution in
every department. After partaking of the hospi-
talities ol the \V arden, the Grand Jurors then pro-
ceeded to the City Jail, where they were receivedby Mr. Thomas C. James, Warden. The membersfirst proceeded to an examination id' the new Jail,
which is now nearly comoleted, under the superin-
tendence ot Messrs. Auios MeComas, Robert Sulli-
van. Silas Beacham, James 11. Wood, Wm. E.
Beale, and Edward S. Lambdin, the Building Com-
mittee, appointed by the Mayor and City Council of
Baltimore, and J. VV. Maxwell A Co., the contrac-
tors.

The building is far advanced towards completion,
and it is thought that in all the month ot January
next the apartments will be ready for occupation'.
There is very little of the carpenter's work to he
finished, and the painters are now engaged infir-
ing the finishing-touch to the iron work about the
cells and corridors.

The entire building will be heated by means of
steam, the boilers and pipes having been construct-
ed and put up by Messrs. Laps lev A Thomas, of
this city. Steam was raised yesterday for the first
time, and in a short time after the pip s were
charged, a pleasant warmth was perceptible
throughout the whole building, showing that the
apparatus was entirely sufficient for "the objects
desired.

The edifice is one of the best of its kind in thecountry, and appears in strong contrast to the
present miserably-arranged building which nowstands by it? side.

The old Jail was next visited by the Grand Ju-
rors, who examined the different rooms, where atthe present time are confined nearly two hundredprisoners, some of the apartments containing as
high as eighteen prisoners; murderers, thieves, bur-
glars and witnesses, all, from the necessity of the
ease, jumbled together in one room. Tliis Jail,
however, showed that the Warden and his deputies
were active in their duties and did everything which
lay in their power, to promote the comfort and al-
lay the sufferings of the prisoners.

The Grand Jurors, after inspecting all the apart-
ments, repaired to the residence of the Warden
where they were agreeably entertained for a short
time, and after ordering the discharge of some three
or four prisoners, against whom no charge could be
sustained, they retired, much pleased with their
visit.

FIRE IX NEW ORLEANS?EIGHTY-THREE

HOUSES BURNED.
The most disastrous conflagration of the many

that have recently depopulated whole sections of
the city, took place yesterday, in the upper part ofthe Fourth District." It ivas'terrifie in its destruc-
tive aspect, for almost a gale ot wind blew whilethe tire raged; and it was saddening beyond ex-
pression, considering the desolation it caused, for
over one hundred poor families were left homeless,
and their household goods, scanty though they
might be with many, utterly destroyed.

I lie fire broke out about nine o'clock in a small
frame house on the upper side of Harnionv, andone door from the corner of that street and Chippe-
wa. The flames went round the corner on Chippe-
wa ami went up to Pleasant street, on the same
side, destroying three one-story frame and two
one-story brick buildings. The'fire did no further
damage on that side of Chippewa, but crossed over
to the river side of the street, and then the confla-
gration spread up to Toledano and down to Ninth,along Chippewa.

Ihe wind, blowing towards the river, sent theflames irresistibly and grandly tow ards the Missis-sippi, the fire being then three squares broad; andbefore it ceased, the nine squares, bounded by
Chippewa, Ninth, Toledano and the river, were re-
duced to ashes , even to the water's edge, for oneof the wharves succumbed to the flames'. The upper
side of Toledano and the lower side of Ninth,
escaped, and it gave the fireman and occupants of
the bouses plenty to do, with the trifling means at
hand, to prevent the conflagration extending in
these directions.

The general impression is that this terrible dis-
aster is the result of incendiarism. The fire is said
to have broken out under the house whsch was first
burned. Another account is given, which ascribes
the damage to the soot in an uncleaned chimney
catching fire. A negro stated to two gentlemen
that that was his opinion aboui the origin. The
negro said he had been asked to clean the chimney
by the occupant of the house, but declined, as lie
considered the price offered too small. Whether
he himself actually saw where the fire started, or
merely inferred ttiat because the chimney needed
cleaning, that itbroke out. in that way, our inform-
ant did not ascertain.

Ihe following is a description of the buildings on
the different squares: The square bounded bv Chip-
pewa, Ninth, Harmony, and Fulton, ten one-story
houses and half a dozen shanties. The square
bounded by Chippewa, flarmony, Pleasant, and
tulton. twelve one-story dwellings. Square bound-
ed by Chippewa, Pleasant, Toledano. and Fulton,
ten one-story dwellings. Square bounded by Ful-
ton, Ninth, Harmony, and Tchoupitoulas, two two-
story and one one-story dwellings, and two brick
stores Square bounded by Fulton, Harmonv,
Pleasant, and Tchoupitoulas", two brick stores onTchoupitoulas, one two-story dwelling, and eight
one-story. Square bounded by Fulton, Pleasant,
Toledano, and Tchoupitoulas, two one-story dwell-
ings and six shanties. Square (this and the two
followingare merely sections of squares) boundedby Tchoupitoulas, Ninth, Harmony, and the river,
eight, two-story brick wnrehonsesand one two-story
dwelling. Square bounded bv Tchoupitoulas, Har-
mony, Pleasant, and the river?this is the square
that was chiefly occupied by the buildings of the
Louisiana Rope Manufacturing Company, which
were burned a couple ot months ago. Square
hounded by Tchoupitoulas, Pleasant, Toledano, and
the river, one two-story, two one-story buildings,
and an unfinished brick store. Making in all 83
tenements.

THE BRITISH STEAM NAVY.
[ From the London Strum Shipping Chronicle, Oct. 26.]
The royal navy now consists of more than 300

ships in commission, three-fourths of which are
steamers. This fleet, carrying between 5,000 and
6,000 guns, is manned by upwards of 60,000 men,
nearly 50,000 of whom are borne in steam vessels;
and ot those that remain, more than 6,000 are
borne in stationary ttag ships and guard ships-
such as the Victory", Asia and Britannia, at Ports-
mouth; the Impregnable and Wellington, at Ply-
mouth, and the Fisgard, Queen Charlotte and Min-
otaur, at Woolwich and Shcerness; the proper
companions of all the sailing vessels?if we excludethe Excellent and Cambridge training ships for
gunnery exercise?do not, probably, amount to
3,000 men, the remainder being made up of super-
numeraries. engaged ill littingout vessels, or wait-
ing to be drafted into seagoing ships whenever they
are ready to receive their complements. Even
these sailing vessels have steam tenders attached to
them, the crews of which are included in the 3,000
men just mentioned; and the 1.500 men, or there-
abouts, which are under training in the gunnery
ships, are only there till they are qualified to enter
seagoing ships as "seamen gunners," i. e., perfected
"man-of-war's men."

From these few* figures it will be seen that the
royal navy is. in its strength, to all intents and pur-
poses, and without any reservation whatever, a
steam navy. To substitute steamers for the sailing
stationary ships, would be only a waste of strength;
for alongside these flagships,.which are not intend-
ed to leave their ports to encounter an enemy, we
have such powerful screw* vessels as the Duke of
Wellington, Royal George, Majestic and Colossus,
carrying a total of 100 guns, perfectly ready for
sea. in all respects, into which the supernumeraries
of the stationary ships have only to lie drafted, and
their enmplemoiits completed from tlieCoa-t Guard
Reserve, to enable tlieni to proceed to sea, literally,
at a liniment's notice. We have, in like manner, a
perfect II*et nt steam frigates, corvettes, sloops and
gunboats in reserve?all standing?numbering
about twenty live vessels, exclusive altogether of
the second ami third divisions of the steam reserve,
numbering about 100 vessels; also of the 50 gunboats
hauled up at Haslar.and omitting altogether ves-
sels which are only converting or receiving ma-
chinery on board.

The Channel squadron is exclusively a steam
fleet. It numbers l.i vessels, with 1,000 guns and
10,000 men. The 20 vessels in port last commis-

sioned, and now preparing for sua, are all steamers,
carrying nearly 700 guns, to be manned with 7,000
men. Of the Coast Guard ships, all are steamers
save one?the Eagle, at Milford; and attached to
these as tenders are 15 gun boats, and 47 of the old
revenue cutters or cruisers, but in the cruisers,
which carry no guns, and the Eagle, which carries
but six, only 000 men are employed, while in the
steam guardships and gunboats are borne, 3,300,
with upwards of 600 guns, and all round the coast
we have an auxiliary force already organized, ofCoast Guard inen and volunteers, to complete ttie
manning of the steam force thus appropriated for
our home defences.

It is much the same abroad. In the Mediterra-
nean we have 40 ships, carrying nearly 1,500 guns
and upwards of 15,000 men. All these are steamers
except the receiving ship at Malta, which, like
the stationary ships at home, is rather a rendezvous
for the others than a part of the force, taking on
board the dratts of inen from England for
other ships, and relieving them of their invalids
on their way to hospital. Again, out of nearly 50
ships, now or lately in the East Indies and China,
with 400 guns and upwards of 5,000 men, onlv 6
vessels carrying guns, and excepting the receiving
ship, are not steamers. In the West Indies it is the
same: 20 ships and only the flag ship and three ves-
sels with guns without steam power, out of a fleet
representing 200 guns and upwards of 2.000 men.?
At the Cape station arid west coast of Africa,
ot 26 ships, with more than 200 guns and
3,000 men, onlv 3 ships carrying guns are
sailing vessels. Even on the coasts ot South Amer-
ica where the proportion of steaui and sailing ves-
sels lias been hitherto nearly equal, 4 of the latter,
bearing nearly 2,000 men, are reported as ordered
home, whose places w ill doubtless be taken by
steamers of a similar class; so tliat onlv 4 sailing
vessels and the store ships will remain, bearing al-
together 700 men and under 40 guns, in a fleet of
20 vessels, with between 400 and 500 guns, and be-
tween 4,000 and 5,000 men.

The remainder id'her Majesty's ships in commis-
sion consist of screw steamers tor the conveyance
ot troops, such as the Himalaya, Simoom, Urgent,
and Perseverance, and a few smaller vessels for
the conveyance of stores, or employed in survey-in"
at home and abroad, almost all of which also" are
steamers.

< lull,the most important items of which relate the
earthquake on the sth October, which was feltthroughout, the republic, but most severely in theprovince of Copiapa.

The direction of the shock yvas from southeast tonorthwest, and its duration, it is said, about fourminutes, having caused considerable damage in thecity of Copiapa and the port ofCaldcra, overthrow
ing some buildings and leaving a great many others
in a ruinous condition, but fortunately yve have not
heard of any lives being lost.

The Copiapa and Catdera Railway has fullered
some damage, but its repair will be easy and notvery expensive.

In Caldcra the sea retreated several times fromthe coast, leaving a beach of one hundred ami fifty
yards, yvliich caused a panic amongst the inhabi-
tants, vvlioflew all righted to the neighboring bills ;
fortunately the sea returned to its place yvithout
any violence, and did not occasion the least dis-aster.

neys several times a year to sell bis goods and enter
into contracts for supplies of diff-reut kinds.These rounds generally occupied liiui about tendays ora fortnight. (In the morning of the twelfthol October last, lie started as usual, but in the
same night his yvife and son yvere surprised at. hear-inghis cabriolet come up to the door, and their
surprise was changed into horror on finding in tiie
vehicle the lifeless body ot the tanner, yveltering
in bis blond. The horse, finding itself at liberty"
had returned home. The authorities made in-
quiries, but without leading to the di-covery of
the murderer. The tanner had yvith him a large
and powerful dog: but as Hie animal yvas fastened
under the cabriolet, he could not render any as-
sistance to bis master. After the death of the
tanner, bis sou, a young man about tiventy-fivo
years of age, took 011 himself the management of
Ihe business, and, like his father, made Hie usual
journeys. About a fortnight ago, in passing near a
roadside public-house, at the door of yvhich the
landlord was sitting, smoking bis pipe, the samedog yvliich had been in the habit of accompanying
the father, and yvhich yvas running along quietly
bv the side ol the vehicle, began to bark in the
"lost furious manner, and ruslu-d towards the house.The man. seeing its approach, ran in and closed tlie
door, yvhile the dog kept howling and barking mostviolently. A suspicion immediately entered themind of the young man; but i..tead of showing
what lie felt, by any movement yvliich might have
been observed by the inmates of the house, he fast-
ened the dog beneath the cabriolet, and, driving
on to the nearest town, gave information to the
authorities. Some police officers were immedi-
ately sent to the house, and in it yvere found
the empty money-bag of the tanner, iiis yvatcli,
and his pocket-book. The landlord and his yvife
were immediately arrested, and will be tried for the
crime."

John 15. Ilaskin, anti-Lecompton Democrat, fromthe Ninth District, will be claimed bv Gnuverncur
Ki mble, regular Democrat. The right of William
C. Anderson, Opposition, to represent the Fourth
District of Kentucky, will be contested by JamesChristman, Democrat. T. 15. Florence, Democrat,
holds the certificate of election from the First Dis-
trict of I'ennsy 1vauia, but his right will be disputed
by John W. Ryan, Republican. J. It. Barret re-
ceived a majority of the votes, and yvas declaredelected, in the First (St. Louis I district of Mis-
souri, but fraud is charged, and Francis I'. Biair,
Jr., Republican, his opponent in tlie contest, yyill
contest his right to the scat in consequence. Ezra
B. French, Republican, the representative of (lie
Third District of Maine, yvill also have to make
good his claims against the charges of Alfred W.
Johnson, Democrat. An effort yvill probably be
made to vitiate the Baltimore election, and. asusual, the scats of almost all the territorial dele-
gates yvill be contested. The secret is, that the
election questions are rarely decided before Un-
close ol the second session, and the contestants arc
allowed mileage and per diem.

Tun DKAII-HOI SKS OF EUROPE.?A correspondent
of the Troy *Amm says: In Franklort-on-the-
Main and in Munich arc dead houses to which dead
bodies arc sent previous to burial, rvhere they are
kept for some two or three days, for the purpose of
ascertaining whether lifs has become extinct or not.
On the lingers of the corpses are placed thimbles
yvliich arc attached to a cord communicating with
a hell. The slightest movement of a finger rings
tlie bell, and thus, in cases of suspended animation,
efforts arc made to restore Hie body, instead of
burying it alive, as. no doubt, often happens in this
country . In Munich it is compulsory on the friends
and relatives Wf all, whether rich or poor, to send
the body to the dead-house, and allow itto remain
a certain number of days?the exact time 1 have
forgotten. In Frankfurt, 1 think, it is not compul-
sory. hut it is, nevertheless, a custom very general-
lyfolloyved.

The Warren (I'a.) I.rthjcr says: On Saturday
last, the Northwestern Hank destroyed by burning
$148,000 of the office notes of the late Warren Cotin"-
ty Bank, which had been used by the bank, and
redeemed: also, at the same time, 590,000 of the
unsigned bills were destroyed.
