FROM THE RIVER PI.AT::
PARTICULARS OF THE ARGENTINE VICTORY AT MARTIN

GARCIA.
Our files of the Correio Jlercanlil , of Rio Janeiro,

extend to Oct. 24.
They afford nothing of interest from the capital

of Brazil.
A corrrspondent writing from Montevideo, with

thedateof Oct. 17, gives the following account of
the successful attack of Gen. Urquiza upon the de-
fences of Martin Garcia:

"On the 15th of Oct., the squadron of the Argen-
tine Confederation,which had lain so long and shame-fully inactive in the harbor of Montevideo, weighed
ancho and proceeded up the river, it consisted of
four steamers, two sailing-vessels,with 700 men and
abundant munitions of war. On the 13th at night-
fall, the fleet anchored below the fortifications erect-
ed by the Government of Buenos Ayres at the canaladjoining the island of Martin Garcia, and which
were supposed to be at once impregnable and im-
passable. Early on the following morning they
prepared to force a passage, the Salto, (steamer,)
with the bark Conception, leading ttie way, follow-
ed by the Hercules, Pampero and Menay, (steam-
ers,) and the brig Argus. As the squadron ap-
proached, the batteries on shore opened a terrible
fire, which was almost simultaneously answered
from the six vessels. The principal fort was disa-
bled in this first exchange of courtesies. The Pam-
pero, by a round poured into the Pontano, caused
tremendous slaughter. The second broadside from
the same steamer, directed at the Buenos Ayrean
brig Rapid,induced its commander to run his vessel
ashore. The musk try of the Pampero did fearful
execution among the escaping crew.

In the meantime the Hercules and the brig kept
up an incessant fire upon the enemy, causing se-
rious losses. A shot from the land unhappily struck
the hawser attaching the brig to the steamer; and
during the interval necessary to renew the connec-
tion, the two vessels were exposed to a damaging
fire; but returned it with unflagging courage. "The
Salto took a leading share in the "conflict, aiding
the others at all points, and the commander, officers
and crew displaying the most daring valor. The
forces on shore, as well as the crews id' the Rapid,
and of the Pon'ano, suffered very severely. It is Iimpossible to procure the names of the officers j
slain. The Argentine party lost the valliant cap-i
tain of the Pampero, Lieut. Col. Maurice, who was
killed in the encounter with the Rapid. On board
the Salto, a gunner was killed and three men
wounded. The losses on the other vessels, if any,
must have been small, as no mention is made of
them in our letters. The squadron has proceeded
to Parana, officers and crew all craving an encoun-
ter Avitb the fleet of the enemv."

PROCEEDINGS OF THE TIIIRTV SIXTH CONGRESS.

SENATE.
December 14.?Mr. MASON'S resolu-

tion Spain cominpup,
Mr. \Y ADE said that at first it was not his purpose

to speak on this resolution. He made up his mind
when the resolution was introduced that h should
vote for it, not on account of any particular bene-
fit he supposed would result from it, for he thought
it would probably have the effect of increasing that
state of excitement which already seems to he sufli-ciently strong, at least for all practical purposes.

lint over this resolution the whole subject of thecontroversy between the Northern and SouthernStates on the slavery question has been discussed,
and allusions had been made to him personally in such
terms as to render it essential that lie should reply.
He had no desire to get up frequently to speak on
this most hackneyed subject. He had not been very-
forward in thrusting himself before the Senate, but
when measures ofgreat importance had been press-
ed he had been compelled to gi- e his views. It was
said by the mover of this resolution 'h ' one great
object of it was to elicit the state of th Northern,
feeling respecting the invasion at Harp >r's Ferrv.

Mr. MASON desired to correct the Sena >r. That
assertion had been once or twice ascribed - him in
the course of this debate, but it was a in; appre-
hension. What he said was, that he wished to
ascertain from what source Brown derived his
funds and counsel which ied to his incursion. He
had reason to believe that it came chiefly- from tin-New England States.

Mr. WADF. continued?For the basest purposes
the great party to which he belonged had beencharged withcomplicity inthis affair, but he treatedthe charge with scorn and contempt. It rvas so entirel v overstrained that it fell on his cars withoutgiving him a single emotion. But he kneyv yvhat
the eflect of such a charge yvould be in that part of
the country where jealousy exists with regard tothe acts and motives of Northern men.

Senators are anxious to exclude incendiary- pub-
lications from the South; but Mr. W. thought themost dangerous incendiarism was to be found in
the speeches of Southern Senators themselves,yvho tell their constituents that the great party
having control ot all the free States sympathize
yvith John Brown's raid. He hoped" Senatorswould discriminate between the man himself andhis acts. If the State of Virginia feels deeply on
account of her recent invasion, hoyv do they "sup-
pose the people of the North felt a few years ago
on the occasion of the invasion of Kansas, when
their relatives and friends yvere driven from theirhomes, and yvere murdered in cold blood; and then
when they appealed to Congress, only received
insults instead of sympathy? That yvas a good
yvavs ofi, and it did not create the same excitement
that a similar case does noyv, yvhich is nearer home.
He did not refer to these past matters for the pur-
pose of justifying old John Brown and his ereyy in
their late invasion of Virginia, but only- to shoyv
why it is that the men of the free States, to some
extent, do sympathize with this old hero. Mr. W.
believed that Brown yvas maddened by- the scenesof blood he had yvitnessed inKansas, for no sane
man yvould ever have undertaken such an enter-prise as the Harper's Ferry invasion, lie had
never seen a single man. woman or child, who
justified that atlair; for Northern people do notsympathize with crime.

He had nothing to say against slavery as noyv ex-
isting in the Southern States. He was not one of
those who supposed that all slaveholders were deep-
ly criminal; but when they undertake to force sla-
very into territory noyv" free, he yvould resist it.Perhaps,if he had been born at the South, lie yvould
have been as fierce a fire eater as he yvas now in de-
fending himself against fire. He had been accusedof denouncing the Union, but he was wronglv re-
ported. This tabric had been more than eighty
years in building, and it could not be d -stroyed in
a day.

Mr. BROWN read several extracts from Helper's
book.

Mr. APE did not approve of those sentiments in
that book, but lie saw no harm in its circulation,
on the principle that the freedom of the press yvas
allowed in the North. Arguments could be ad-
dressed to people's minds, and they could decide on
their action for themselves. He alluded to Mr. Let-
cher's endorsement of Rufner's pamphlet as paral-
lel to Sherman's endorsement of Helper's.

Mr HUNTER explained that when Mr. Letchergave his signature, he did not, know yvhat the pam-
phlet yvould contain, and he had since refused to
aid its circulation.

LATF. AND IMPORTANT FROM MEXICO.? By way of
Havana we have dates from Vera Cruz to the 30th.Jalapa to the 17th, and Guadalajara to the 11th of
November. The news is important. The conser-
vative cause was everywhere victorious.

After the complete route of the Federalists, at
Oajaca, after two successive battles gained by Pres-ident Miratnon, in Estansia de las Vacas and Apa-
ceo, three leagues from Qucretaro, on the 13th of
November, in which he took 420 prisoners, among
them Generals Tapiaand Alvarez, the first mortal-
ly wounded and the second with the loss of a leg,
twelve officers and more than two hundred soldiersbeing killed and wounded. Another victory was
Obtained by . ols. I). Manuel Lozado and Don Fer-nando Garcia do la Cardena over the forces of Cor-onado, at Topic. Zacatecas was occupied by Gen-
eral Oa-tiihq 1ehauntepec by Col. Mazzano, and fi-
nally, Morelia by Gen. Vicario. These constitutea series of triumphs sufficient to have changed theaspect of the Republic, and lead us to hope for a
proximate peace.

> The temporary removal of the organ of St. Paul'sCathedral, Condon, has given the Dean and Chap-
ter opportunity for the enlargement of the space
for services. Ithas been decided not to allow theorgan to b ? erected over the entrance to the choir,
to take away the present screen, and to remove the
monuments of Cord Nelson and Lord Collingwood
to some other part of the Catheibol. Tho
will be retained in the same case which was design-
ed by Sir Christopher Wren, and will be removed
to the gallery under the centre arch pn the north
side. The rails of the Whispering Gallery, and
the heavy cornice under it, have been recently
gilded, giving a splendor to the magnificent dome
which is very striking.

The Berlin correspondent of the New York Iler-
a'd says that the Schiller festival in the Prussian
capital was a failure. The petty vexations of the
police, the evident reluctance and ill-grace with
which the government had consented to anything
approaching a popular demonstration, and the per-
fidious insinuations ol the Kreuz Zeitnny party, had
irritated and disgusted the people to such a degree
that they felt tar more inclined to give opent vent
to their indignation than participate in festive dis-
plays. The only part of the proceedings that
was calculated to excite the interest of the pub-
lic at large, was the laying the foundation stone to
a monument of Schiller, and even this bore muchmore ol an official than a popular character.

MARRIAGE OF COUSINS.? Gov. Magoffin, of Ken-
tucky, recommends the Legislature of that State to
prohibit by law, under severe penalties, the mar-
riage of cousins. He says that the imbeciles, in-
sane, deaf mutes, and blind, in the different asy-
lums in that State, who are the offspring ofcous-
ins, are from sixteen to twenty- per cent, of the
whole number; and he claims that it is the right and
duty oi the State to protect herself against the eviland expense by forbidding such unions, which Na-
ture plainly forbids by the penaltysheso frequently
inflicts.

THE NEW YORK CENTRAL PARK?THE
SKATING SEASON.

The New York Herald states that the past two
months have worked a wondrous change in the
appearance of the Park, several miles of roadshaving been laid out and thousands of trees planted.
The skating-pond is a lake of some forty acres,
which is so arranged as to give a winter level and
a summer level. When the pond is drawn downby the sluices afforded for that purpose, a hand-
some brick wall appears, with a walk of gravel
five feet in width from which to step upon the ice.
The gate is now shut to gather the waters, upon
whose glassy surface thousands of skaters and
skatresses are to disport; while the leaves and flow-
ers have hidden themselves for a season. A system
of hydrants has been arranged all around the' pond
to facilitate the operation of flushing and readilv
renovating the ice.

A squad of police will be detailed during the
winter season, to preserve order and fish out any
individual who may be so unlucky as to break
through the ice. As the water is only fonr feet
deep, no one is likely to drown.

Rules and regulations have been posted up for the
security and convenience of visitors, which vill he
strictly enforced. A part of the pond adjacent to
the Eighth avenue willbe enclosed for the exclusive
use of ladies and those attending them. This ladies'pond willafford a place for those iadies who
desire to learn the art of skating without being sub-jected to the gaze of the crowd. Huts willbe erec-
ted on the shores of the pond, with convenient win-
dows for children to see the skaters. These huts
will be warmed and furnished with seats, and will
be so made that they can be moved from the sum-
mer landscape and replaced in the winter without
damage.

The following specimen of eccentric rhetoric, on
the part of a Peer of England, quondam Lord Lieu-
tenant of Ireland, may perhaps excuse the occa-
sional observations indulged in by persons of less
exalted rank. Under date London, Wednesday,
the Dublin Freeman correspondent says:

'?Earl de Grey's exhibition at the Institute of
liritish Architects was extremely amusing. Thenoble Lord, who professes that lie knows nothiug iwhatever about architecture, took the chair at 8
o'clock, and delivered one of the most unintelligi-
ble dissertations which even a member of the
House oi Peers could be capable of producing. A
very thort extract from bis Lordship's speech will
afford an adequate idea of the style of oratory ad-
dressed by the modern Demosthenes to the descend-
ants of Yitruvius and Michael Angeln: 'Gentlemen,
here we are; I am very glad to see you all, and al-
though, mind you, 1 am not an architect, all 1 as-
pire to do is to do my duty. (Here the noble Earl
seemed to be struck with the absurdity of his situa-
tion, and laughed immoderately). "It's a great
pride and satisfaction to me to be here to-night; in
fact, it is very pleasant for us all to be here (laugh-
ter by bis Lordship). It is twenty-four years since
we first met, and, by George! there were"only thir-
teen of us; we met in a little room; but,'pon my
word and honor, I can't remember where it was;
but stay (here the noble Earl tapped his forehead,'
but there was no response); well, I can't think of it at

this moment, but I know the room was somewhere
(laughter by his Lordship). Ido remember, how-
ever, that I have always tried to do my dutv.?
Well, when this society joined the other society?-
no, when the other society joined this society, and
both societies came together (the Duke of Sussex
was connected either with the other society or this
society, but which, 'pon my life, I can't tell), we
were unable to give a prize to the best architect,
and I know Mr. Cockrell got it; and I am very glad
that he, like myself, is alive and kicking to remem-
berit. (Great laughter by his Lordship.) It is
also very gratifying to ns "to find that we are, for
the first time in our lives, in a room which we may
call our own, because until now it was very hard
to say where we was. We had lodgings in Gros-
venor street, (I have nothing to say against the
place,) hut we were in this position,"that we never
could tell what mightbecome of us. It' the man
below us didn't pay his rent, by George! we might
have been turned i'nto the street, and God knowswhat would have become of us.' (Loud laughter.)

''Having continued in this edifving strain for
half an hour, the noble Lord concluded b}* expres-
sing the gratification it afforded him to be able todo his duty. The solitary idea, which happens to
have been borrowed from 'F. M., the Duke of Wel-
lington,' was repeated about a dozen times, after
which the noble Earl presented the Institute witha
likeness of himself."

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
The House met at the usual hour, when?
Mr. MCRAE resumed his remarks from yesterday,

saying that he came now to the question of fixingon the Republican party the responsibility of thedelay in the organization of the House. ' It was
shown that Mr. Sherman had put his signature to a
paper recommending the circulation of a book
inimical to the interests of the South.

If. us th<> gentleman said, he did not know the
Contents of that book, he knew at least that its
character was to affect adversely slavery in the
South. Was it strange that Southern gentlemen
should be sensitive on the subject, considering the
sentiments in Helper's b >ok were calculated to pro-
(luce revolution and bloodshed in the S uth? The
party, which bv their anti-slaverv course gave rise
to the resolution of Mr. t'lark.'of Mo., should he
held responsible before lb ?country for its introduc-
tion. Helper's book was a mere incident to thefact of the great increase of anti-slavery sentiments
which naturally led to such results as those at Har-
per's Ferry. He held the Republicans criminally
responsible for agitating the public mind in the
Northern States?their conduct involvingthe safe-
ty of property in oue section of the Union and those
who held it.

Anti-slavery principles were the soul and life of
the Republicans in the States where they have an
existence. He denied, in response to a remark by
Mr. Curtis, that the Democratic party is a pro-sla-
verv party, and said it theretore gave no necessity
for an opposing party on the other side. The anti-
slavery party was aggressive, while the Democra-cy stood on the defensive.

What the Republicans mean by the protection of
the rights of all the States, he understood to mean
the destruction of Southern rights. It was a part
of their platform that Congress is sovereign over
the question of slavery in the Territories. °And, if
they had the legislative control of the Govern-
ment, would they not consider it competent to ex-
clude slavery from the Territories by act ol Con-
gress?

Under that claim they would also abolish slavery
in the District of Columbia, and at die various ar-
senals and dock yards. The exercise of such pow-
er, Georgia and' Mississippi, in the legislative reso-lution, declare they would consider destructive of
their constitutional rights; and would resist even
to a dissolution of the Union.

Mr. MCRAE further continued his remarks in con-
demnation of the conduct of the Repablican party,
showing that Gov. Seward had advised that thev
must put the Democratic party out of existence.
He appealed to the Southern opposition to rally to
the support of the Democracy, the only national
party, against the Republicans?the enemies of the
South. In order that the South might not be de-
ceived by the declaration that there is a conserva-
tive and sound Northern feeling, lie reviewed the
recent proceedings of the Union-meeting at Boston,
to show that the resolutions adopted were not glit-
tering but a string of gloomy generalities?that thechairman, Mr. Lincoln, uttered n sentiment whichwas not shared by the Republicans; that Mr. Ever-
ett, though a great and good man, was never sound
on the slavery question, and that General Gushing,
from whom they had a right to expect better
things, commenced his speech by complimenting
Mr. Lincoln, who had uttered anti-slavery senti-
ments.

He would have the Charleston Convention give
to the Cincinnati platform such an interpretation
that there could be no mistake about it. Hewould
have it interpreted according to the decision of the
Supreme Court in the Died Scott case, namely,
that the South have the right to carry slavery into
the Territories, and that it. should be protected
when there. If such an interpretation were not
given, it would then be for him to say whether he
would support the nominee.

Mr. CARTER, after condemning the vituperation
and abuse which had been indulged in, gave his rea-
sons why he had susiaimd and should vote for Mr.
Sherman as Speaker. The people, he said, were
tired of platforms and would elect their President
on the basis of the national Constitution. Let us
discharge our duties,and the people in due time will
discharge theirs.

Mr. WINSLOW moved that the House proceed to ;
vote for Spi aker.

As a preliminary to this the House was called, in
order to give absentees an opportunity to he
present.

Mr. CLARK, of Missouri, wanted first the vote ta-
ken on his resolution; but alter some conversation,
the House decided that they would pioceed to vote
Tor a Speaker.

The House finallyresolved to ballot for a Speaker,
with the following result:

Sherman 108; Bocock 80; Gilmer 22; scattering
11.

Mr. \ ALLANDIGHAM commenced a speech showing
the infamy of Helper and his associates, which
called out a remark from Mr. Ashmore, of South
Carolina, that an abolition emissary had been ar-
rested in his district and they would hang him.

Mr. VALLANDIOHAMhad not concluded when the
House adjourned.

LATER FROM CUBA. ?The Diaro de la Marina
(Havana) ol December 6, says that a company of
one hundred men, from the city and country, are
being drilled into military exercises with the inten-
tion of offering their services to the Spanish gov-
ernment, for the war in Africa. It adds that the
Spanish provinces will always find that Cuba will irival them in loyalty and patriotism.

A Boston fire-engine has been tried in Havana.?
Itgave moderate satisfaction.

The same paper, of the 7th, gives the following
statistics: The population of Havana is 95,901, of
which 230 are emancipated negroes. In 1858 themarine revenue was $832,245.17, the revenue fromthe interior (terrestres) $350,781.14 -total $1,213,-
027.

appears in the Cleveland Leader. Cook denies posi-
tively that he has ever trembled at his fate, andsays that Coppic or Coppie has exhibited equal for-
titute. Copeland'g letter is addressed to his
parents. lie professes to be animated and sus-
tained by a Christian hope, and exhorts his rela-
tives not to grieve for him, as he is to die for a
holy cause, and hopes to meet all who are dear to
him in Heaven.

Justice Catron, of the United States Supreme
Court, has publicly and earnestly protested, in
Nashville, Tenn., his residence, against an act non-
pending in the Legislature of his State, which
provides that free colored persons shall be seized
and sold, if found in Tennessee, after the Ist day
of May next, if th y are adults; and that, if child-
ren, they shall be bound out; and the adults to be
allowed to emigrate to Africa, in which case some
slight aid is to be furnished bv the State to assist in
their transportation; or to be allowed to seek a
master, and go into slavery.

LORD GKOSVENOR NOT EASILV FOOLED. ?It appears
from the papers that the boys in the sharp town of
Sonora, California, imagined that the young Lord
was green, and waked him tip at his hotel, in order
to try him at cards. He played with them at poker,
whist, seven-up, euchre and other games, they seek-
ing, all the time, to get him intoxicated; but it
turned out that he beat them fairly with their own
weapons, and in the corning was the only sob -r
man in the crowd. He is now popular in that lo-
cality. and the boys willfight for him. His early
education was attended to.

ACCIDENT IN NEW YOKE? One Man Killed. ?About
0 o'clock t his morning, a scaffold, which was being
used in the construction of the new marble build-
ing in Duane street, near West Broadway, fell,
and precipitated ten ui on, occupying the scaffold at
the rime, into the sub-cellar of the building, a dis-
tance of about twenty feet. James Madden was fa-
tally injured, and died soon after bring admitted to
the hospital. Another, whose name could not be
ascertained, was also conveyed to the hospital, be-ing seriously injured. The others escaped with a
few bruises.?-V. F. Commercial.

Advices from Port au Prince, Havti, to the end
of October, published in the Havana papers, state
that a very violent hurricane had passed over the
southern coast of the island, extending to Jeremie,
where it had destroyed more than sixtv houses.
Two coasting schooners were wrecked in the bay of
Jeremie, and several other vessels were dashed
upon the coast. It was supposed that a number
of other craft had been wrecked, from the fact
that a great many dead bodies had been washed
ashore.

The five story building, No. 6 Spruce street, Nerv
York, occupied bv the American Tract Society,
took lire about 7% o'clock on Monday morning and
the two upper stories were destroyed, The con-
tents of the lower stories were ruined by the flood
of water thrown upon them. The loss is estimated
at $75,000, which is more than covered bv insur-
ance. The managers of the society state that the
fire will not cause a suspension of operations.

LAW AGAINST BILLIARDS.?The Legislature of
Vermont has passed a law against billiards, which
provides that the select men of the several towns in
the State shall, whenever in their opinion the pub
lie good requires it, foibid any game or play upon
any billiard-table in their respective towns. The
penalty aflixed for playing upon a table, the use of
which is forbidden, is twenty dollars a day.

n th,? 2Ut "r November:In 1851 Miss lheresa Caroline Bishon a intrn
duced to the Hon. Hu(fh Rowley, a son of the lateoord Lanjrford.an Irish peer at Ryde, in the Js | eot \V lght. Shortly aiterwards he proposed and wasaccepted, and they were married at Paddimnon inJanuary, 1852. They went immediately after the
marriage to Paris, and remained there for threeweeks. According to the evidence of .Mrs. Rowley,
her husband soon began to treat her with greatharshness, and on one occasion, about three weeks
alter the marriage, locked her up in a sitting-room
from seven o clock in the evening until four the fol-lowing morning without fire or candles. They went
from Paris to Calais for a few days, and there he
beat her. They next visited Brussels. During
their stay they visited Waterloo, and on their jour-
ney home he tore the bonnet from her head andthrew it into the road, and forced his hat over hereves.

From Brussels thev went to Frankfort, traveling
in a compartment of a railway carriage bv them-
selves. He kept kicking her during the journev
because, as he said, some one had looked at her tit
the station. When she arrived at Frankfort shefainted, and was taken to a hotel. She asked for aglass ol water on coming to her senses, and hoforced a spoonful of salt down her throat. They
afterwards returned to Paris and travelled by dili-gence from Strasbourg. The journey occupied
twenty hours, and lie did not allow her to get outol the carriage all the time. She mentioned vari-
ous other acts of ill-usage. In March, 1853, whilethey were at Boulogne, he cut off her hair, savin**
he did so because she prized it. About the same
time lie pulled her out of bed when she was ill, and
threatened to strike her with a meat chopper. Ho
also refused to let a doctor attend her, and sho sentfor one without his- knowledge.

In January, 1853, they were at Dundalk, in Ire-
land, where a regiment in which he then held acom mission, the Kith Lancers, was quartered.-?-
Among other modes ot ill-treatment which he there
practiced, he never allowed hr to leave the house.He told her that the officers of his regiment had
held a sham court-martial upon himbecause he hadboasted of beating his wife. The result was that inthe following May lie left the army. Thev after-wards lived together at Brussels for thirteenmonths, but he was in the constant habit of oingawav and leaving her for a week at a time Du-
ring a part of the years 1854 and 1855, she lived
with her mother and with Mr. and Mrs. Gye who
are friends of her family. Mr. Rowley made fre-quent p-omises of amendment, and at the beginning
of 1856 they again lived together in lodgings, inUpper Berkeley street.

On the 24th of May, 1856, he went awav, sayinghe would return in a few days and take her abroadand leaving an address to which she could write.
She did write severa. letters, but received no an-
swer, and never saw nor heard anything of him un-til a few months ago. She said lie had never given
her as much as a sixpence from the time of theirmarriage. She prayed for a decree on the groundot adultery, desertion and cruelty. It was proved
by other witnesses that Mr. Rowley, after leaving
bis wife, had gone to live with a Mrs Green awidow, at the house of her mother, in Edinburgh
and that from May, 1858, until April, he and Mrs.
Green cohabited as man and wife at Ipplepen in
Devonshire. In April. 1859, Mrs. Green died, andhe left the place. A dissolution of marriage was
decreed.
