Railroad was held at Towsontown, on Wcdnesday, but
the President, A. R. Mcllenry, Esq., being absent on ac-
count of indisposition, no business of importance was
transacted. The President will,however, be requested to
appoint an early day for another meeting, when the citi-
zens ofBaltimore county will have an opportunity of
aiding the enterprise by subscribing to the capital
stock.

This road, it will be remembered, is now in successful
operation as far as Kennett Square, in Chester county,
Pennsylvania, and is permanently located and partly
graded as far as the Susquehanna river, which it strikes
a short distance above Port Deposit. The Susquehanna
willhe crossed by means of a permanent bridge, to build
which, every material needed is on the ground. The road
then passes through Harford and Baltimore counties,
(bringing their county seats, Bel-Airand Towsontown, in
close connection witlithe city,) and strikes the Northern
Central Railroad at the Relay House, or at some point
contiguous thereto.

If this road is completed, a vast and densely populated
agricultural and manufacturing region would he furnish-
ed an easy means of transporting their produce and arti-
cles of manufacture to market, tlius being of incalculable
benefit, to not only the people of Cecil, Harford, and Bal-
timore counties, but also to the city. To render the com
fiction of tile road a certainty, ail that is required is, that
the sum of $200,000 si,all be subscribed to the capital
stock on this side of the river.

THE EXTRA DIVIDEND.
The following statement was submitted to the Board of

the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad at the last regular
monthly meeting. Its great interest induces us to pub
lish it at length:

I deem it to he my duty to call the attention of theBoard to the position occupied by the Baltimore and OhioRailroad Company at this time before the Federal and
btateCourts in certain causes, to which 1 shall now re-fer.

You willremember that the Procivioni i mi
this Company, on the 17th of December, 1856, declared adividend in the manner and form prescribed by the reso-
lution ofthat date, which is fullyset forth in the records
of the Company. You willalso recollect that the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore opposed the action of the \u25a0
Board, and took legal measures to prevent the Company
trom issuing or delivering the certificates referred to in
the resolution declaring the dividend. These legal mea-
sures were initiated by a hill filed inthe Circuit Court for
Baltimore City, on the 10th day ol January 1857.

When this hillwas filed Chauncy Brooks, Esq., was the
President of the Company. He deemed it to he his duty,
as it undoubtedly was, to defend the legality and proper-
ty of the recorded action of the Board. He therefore re-
quested the counsel of the Company to appear to the suit,
and under his instructions a proper answer was prepared,
which was duly verified by the oath of Mr. Brooks. This
answer was filed on the 21st day of January, 1857, and
was accompanied by a motion on the part of the counsel
of the Company to dissolve the injunction which had been
issued by the Court. The answer ofthe Company contro-
verted the position assumed by the Mayor and City Coun-
cil of Baltimore, and afforded the Baltimore Circuit Court
the fullest opportunity ofdeciding all the questions which
had been made the subject of litigation by the city.

The questions involved, however, were not left to the
arbitrament of this single case. On the 10th of March,
1857, a hill, kindred in purpose, was filed in the same
Court by the St ite ofMaryland.

On the 11th ofMarch, 1857, the city of Wheeling, a large
stockholder in this road, becoming alarmed at rumors
which then prevailed, of an intention to rescind the reso-
lution declaring the dividend, filed in the Circuit Court
of the United States a bill asking that this Company
might he restrained from such action as it was feared
that the Company contemplated.

On the 23d ofMarch, 1857, after, as we have seen, the
answer to the hill sworn to by Mr. Brooks had been filed
in the suit of the city of Baltimore, and after the initia-
tion of the suits by the State of Maryland and by the city
of Wheeling, the President and Directors of this Company
again held a meeting. It was the pleasure of a majority
of that Board to repudiate the action of its President
The counsel for the Company were instructed to ask leaveof the Court to withdraw the answer filed for the Compa-
ny, and to dismiss the motion which had been made to
dissolve the injunction.

These resolutions were ordered to he filed inthe cause.
At the same meeting of the Board the counsel for the

Company were instructed to resist the injunction asked
for by the city of Wheeling, as a stockholder, in the billfiled for that Corporation in the Circuit Court of the Uni-
ted States.

1 need not call the attention of the Board to the singu-
lar appearance then presented by the affairs of the Com-
pany.

A dividend had been declared by the President and Di
rectors, which had been formally attacked in the Stateand Federal Courts. Andyet the Company by whose au-
thority that dividend was declared, deliberately ordered
the ansvr which afforded the vindication of that divi-
dend to he withdrawn, inorder to afford an easy victory
to the city of Baltimore which had appeared, 1 think formistaken reasons, as complainant. Nor did the Board of
Directors pursue this policy of non-resistance alone, but
it absolutely determined to contest the dividend which it
had declared ly ordering its counsel to contest the suit of
the city of Wheeling, which claimed only that the Company might not be allowed to depart from its own resolu-tion solemnly and voluntarilyenacted by itself.In this stateol affairs, foreseeing the result, certain pri-
vate sockholders interposed for the protection of rights
which they thought they had acquired when the dividendwas declared. On the 21th of March, 1857. Gregg and
others, as such stockholders, asked leave of the "circuit
Court of Baltimore to he made parties to the suit com-
menced l.y the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore,
which has been already referred to.

On the same day, the day following the .adoption by the
Board of the resolution ot the 23rd of March, 1857, conn-
sol appeared for this Company in the said Circuit Court-
tiled the resolutions of the preceding day?and asked
leave to withdraw the original answer of the Company?-
and to dismiss the motion for the dissolution of the in-
junction which had been before made.

Tin- Court, acting upon these varied proceedings, deci-
ded that the answer already filed in behalf of the Compa-
ny could dot be withdrawn, but itdismissed the motion
to dissolve the injunction. It dismissed the petition of
the stockholders to be made parties, on whose behalf anappeal was taken to the Court of Appeals, and it allowed
the counsel for the Company, acting under the resolution
of the 23d of March. 1857, to file an amended answer.

The amended answer was prepared, not by the Presi-
dent, but by a Committee appointed under a resolution of
the 15th April. 1857, and was filed on the 25th day of
May, 1857. This answer was never submitted to, or ap-
proved by, the Board.

This cause went to the Court of Appeals, as I have sta
ted. on the petition of Gregg and others, and that Court
d-eided that the Circuit Court of Baltimore was right in
refusing to allow the stockholders to be made parties atthe time when th y applied; but it declared that thesestockholders were entitled to be heard in the inferior
Court before any effective final decree could be given inthe cause. This cause has been returned to the Circuit
f . urt and has been set down for a hearing on the 14th
day of December, 1859.

The suit brought by the State of Maryland progressedmore slowly. N° answer was filed until after the resolu-
tion of the 15th of April. 1857, and the a swer was pre-pared by a Committee and not by the President, and waspresented by counsel specially retained by the majorityof the Board and not by its regular counsel

The suit brought by the city of Wheeling progressedslowly until the 31st of August, 1859, when the State ofMaryland prayed to he made a party. This petition waswithdrawn, and the 16th November, 1859, an individualStockholder appeared and prayed to be made a party
On the 18th of November, 1859, however, the city of

Wheeling determined to dismiss its bill in the CircuitCourt of the United States, relying on the decision of theCourt of Appeals for its right to be made a party in the
j-uit instituted by the city ofBaltimore as a stockholder.

FREE NEGRO liiu. IN MISSISSIPPI. ?The Housa

bill to amend the laws in relation to free negroes
and mulattoes, passed the House of Representa-
tives yesterday evening, almost unanimously.

The bill proyides that it shall not be lawful for
any free negro or mulatto to reside in this State
without the special license of the Legislature; and
if any such free negro shall be found in the State
without such license, after the first of July next, he
or she shall be apprehended and sold into slarerv
for life. The bill further proyides that they shall
have until the Ist of July next to select a master,
the master to pay two-thirds of the appraised value
of the negro, when said negro shall be the slave of
such selected master for life. It provides that a
fine of not less than one, nor more than five thou-
sand dollars, and imprisonment in the county jail
or penitentiary, as the court may direct, for not
less than six months nor more than two years,
shall be imposed on any person who shall hold any
free negro in nominal' servitude to evade the pro-
visions of illis act. By the provisions of the bill
conviction is made speedy and almost certain. All
fines and the net proceeds of the sales of alleged
slaves shall be appropriated under direction of
the Boards of Police to school purposes in the
county wherein the indictment was preferred or
the sales made.

Another section of the bill provides for the more
speedy and certain administration of the law in re-
lation to masters permitting slaves to go at large
and hire their own time.

Taketialtogether.it is a very stringent law. It
passed the House with only five votes against it,
and we have no doubt hut that it willpass the Se-
nate and meet wiW the approval of the Governor,
and become the law of the State; and if properlv
enforced, as we have no doubt it will be, the evils
of which we have beard such loud complaint will
cease to exist.

A STEAM MAIL LINE TO BRAZlL.? lntelligence
ha® reached us from Washington that we are at
last to have steam communication with the most
important country of South America. It is just
fifty years since the first cargo of Rio coffee landed
in the United States, and liftv-one years since the
ports of Brazil were thrown'open to the trade of
the world. England, France, and Portugal soon
availed themselves of this opening to have regu-
lar lines of sailing vessels to the East coast of
South xVmerica, but our own country has never
had systematic communication of any kind with
Brazil.

The commerce between the United States and
Brazil increased every year, but on the wrong side
of the ledger. In the financial year of 1856-7 we
sold to Brazil about five million dollars' worth of
our products, (mostly flour,)while lhat empire sold
us more than twenty millions of her useful staples
During the same year England exported to Brazil
more than $25,000,000 worth of her manufactures
?cotton, iron, pottery, &e., &c., and imported in
return but little more than $15,000,000, thus mak-
ing $10,000,000 in hard cash. France, Portugal,
Germany and Sardinia (with whom there has been
for years regular mail communication either by
sailing packet or by steam) also traded to their
great advantage with Brazil. We alone, of the
great commercial nations, had neither steam nor
sailing packets dying statedly to Brazil. The con-
sequence has been that, with the want of mail fa-
cilities on the one hand, and with a certain indif-
ference of our merchants and manufacturers on the
other, the great bulk of the Brazilian trade has
fallen into the hands of Englishmen, Germans,
Frenchmen, Portuguese and Sardinians. This re-
flection is the more annoying when we remember
that the United States, in coarse cotton fabrics, in
agricultural implements and in the general
desiderata of a new country, can supply Brazil bet-
ter than any other government in the world.

The first of two steamers intended for the naviga-
tion of the Ganges has been launched in England,
and is now receiving her engines in Liverpool.
These steamers are the property of the Oriental In-
land Steam Company of London. They are intend-
ed to tow barges, which will collectively carry a
very large cargo, and with a draught not exceed-
ing two feet will be able to navigate the Ganges
during the driest season. Each steamer willhave
a nominal power of 250 horses, but the engines are
expected to work up to 1,000 horses. They will
tow five barges apiece, each of which will carry
about six hundred tons measurement of cargo.
There are no vessels now in India o'' equal tonnage
or power, and itis expected they will give a new
impetus to the development o: the resources of the
immense district drained by the Ganges river.

CUOATE AND CASH. ?The following extract from
Parker's Keminiscences of liufus Choate exhibits
one of his prominent traits, in which ho was not

unlike Mr. Webster:
'?I never remember seeing him collect any money,

or make any charges iti any books. Indeed, I
never saw any account-books in his office. He
never seemed to have any monej-. If he wanted
any he would get me to draw a check for him, even
for five dollars, and he signed it. Ifhe drew the
check himself, he made sad work of it Itused to
be said round the entry that when he had to go to
Washington to argue cases, or to Congress, he
often was obliged to find some one withmoney to

leDd him to go on with. Unlike some ethers of the
fraternity of great men, however, he very often
paid when he borrowed. His accounts of who
owed him, and how much, he must have carried
chiefly in his head. He very otten. however, made
a sudden foray and raid upon his clients, as he
happened to recollect them, if he found himself
unexpectedly in want of money. And woe be to
any unfortunate man then who had a heavy case
actually on trial. lie had to pay for all the sins
of omission of his predecessor clients for many
months.

The invitations to the European Congress have
been issued, and it is to meet early in Jannarv.

Anti-Slavery Excitement in Philadelphia.
PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 15. ?There is some excite-

ment existing here at present, and there are pros-
pects of a riot to-night *An anti-slayery fair is be-
ing held at Concert Hall, and they have also a
meeting announced to take place to-night at the
Assembly buildings. During their meeting this
morning the Mayor ordered the flag to be hauled in
because it was in violation of an ordinance, and
obstructed the passage of the street from its great
length. An order was also sent by the Sheriff" di-
recting that the fair should be closed, and the hall
deserted before 3 o'clock this afternoon. These
proceedings produced much excitement, and the
abolitionists in conncil resolved to proceed in abody to Concert Hall, and protect their goods.
The offensive flag was removed.

The order of the Sheriff was demanded by the
owner of the building, who objects to the action of
the lessee in letting it for such purposes.

G. W. Custus is to lecture to night on the "As-
pect of the Slavery Question," at National Hall,
and advertisements appear in the papers for a
meeting outside to adopt such measures as the exi-
gencies may require to prevent the dissemination of
principles calculated and intended to arouse a
spirit of most intense animosity in the community,
and to lead to fearful consequences, and to check
hireling incendiaries from making further inflam-
matory addresses in our loyal city. The Mayor is
taking every precaution to prevent a disturbance,
which seems almost inevitable if both sides turn
out in their strength.

THE RUSSIAN WAR. ?The very great success
which has attended this admirable painting is con-
elusive evidence of its great merits. That it should
continue so long to attract visitors is not astonish-
ing when we consider that it offers so many pleasing
features, and presents so many faithful delineations
of the war in the Crimea.

UNION MEETING ATNEW HAVEN.? An enthusiastic
Union meeting was held in New Haven, Connecti-
cut, on Wednesday evening. The meeting was
presided over by Hon. W. W. Boardman, and ad-
dressed by Hon. Ralph I. Ingersoll and others.?
The following resolutions with others were adopt-
ed:

Meeting a3 citizens and not as partisans, while
we would avoid the expression of sentiments which
can in any wav be tortured to the prejudice of our
respective political convictions, we nevertheless
cordially unite in discountenancing all attempts to
sunder into sectional divisions those organizations
founded in honest differences of political opinions,
which ought to be co-extensive with the Union;
and we reprobate as the chief cause of these divi-sions, and the prolific source of danger to the
Union, the "expedients of designing men" to ac-
quire influence in one section by reviling the insti-
tutions or misrepresenting the opinions of other
sections, remembering that against this Washing-
ton warned us, as an evil that would inevitably
"render alien, those who ought to be bound to-
gether by fraternal affection."

That regarding the States of this Union as
sovereign and equal under the Constitution, we
fully recognize the right of each to regulate its
own domestic affairs free from anv foreign inter-ference; that the recent attempt to incite servile in-
surrection in the State of Virginia is an alarming
instance of the violation of this principle, imposing
upon all good citizens the duty of expressing their
utter abhorrence of the crime and of denouncing its
actors, and their abettors and sympathizers?and,
that, in unison with a true, loyal and patriotic pub-
lic sentiment, we regard the "noisy efforts of a few
misguided zealots to elevate the chief actor in that
criminal invasion to the dignity of martyrdom, as
fanatical in their inception and abortive in their
results.

'lhat we tender to the State of Virginia our
congratulations that by the energy of the proper
authorities the law has been upheld supreme, and
the country spared the consummation of so mon-
strous a design, and we add our assurance that
should the time ever come when the physical force
of this State shall be needed to repel or suppress an
invasion upon their peace and sovereignty, it will
be most promptly and cordially given.

Judge Ingersoll, during his remarks, said that he
had lived through two wars, but he never knew of
an officer who fell that received such eulogiums as
had John Brown for his treason. [Sensation.]
Even Everett had been vilifiedfor Ilia devotion to
the Constitution and the Union; Connecticut had
been misrepresented, and was it not time lor her to
speak ? After alluding to the meetings which have
been and are to be held, the speaker proceeded to
discuss the | osition which the clergy had taken.
If John Brown was deserving all their praise as a
Christian, how was it that he could die without ut-
tering a prayer for himself or ant- one else ? Ifhe
was a saint, as a lecturer (11. W. Beecher) had re-
cently declared, then two commandments had been
dropped from the Decalogue just before the Har-
per's Ferry foray. [Applause.]

A CRY FROM GIBRALTAR.
As with all national conflicts, the present war

existing between Spain and Morocco seriously af-fects some who are interested on neither side,' and
whose misfortunes are only the result of the chance
location of their homes. In the present instance it
is the Jews of Morocco who are such sufferers by
the Spanish war with that half-savage empire. In
Morocco, as elsewhere, the Jews preserve their
distinct individuality,and though among the peo-
ple of the empire, a're not of thein. Thev reside
principally in the commercial towns, and" are the
sole dealers in bullion and holders of capital. At
Tangiers, a town situated on the Atlantic coast just
outside of the Straits of Gibraltar, and but a few
miles distant from that celebrated fortress, the Jews
were particularly numerous, and this is one of the
many towns of Barbary that they have deserted.
The few Christians in these towns have also been
obliged to leave.

It is not so much fear of the Spanish invasion
that induces the people to desert their homes, as it
is the dread of the inroads of the interior Kabyles or
tribes of Morocco, who in war would hasten"to the
coast tud massacre without discrimination all white
men they might suppose to he Spaniards. Itisto
escape this peril that the remarkable exodus of
Jews and Christians has just taken place from the
North African coast.

Being so near Gibraltar, and having no other
place to go to, the refugees at once directed their
course to that famous port, and placed themselves
under the protection of the British flag. The Jew
ish Messenger of New York publishes this week an
interesting letter from Gibraltar,giving particulars
as to the sad condition of the refugees,who number
altogether about three thousand five hundred,
chiefly Jews. About half of this number arein ab-
solute want, and though the English Liutenant-
General, the people of Gibraltar, and even the Ro-
man Catholic priests on the mainland, have exert-
ed themselves to furnish the new corners with ne-
cessaries to sustain life, their condition is yet de-
scribed as being most deplorable. The presence of
a large fleet at the port, and the stoppage of trade
with the Barbary coast, have vastly iucreased the
price of provisions at Gibraltar, and the people,
with the kindest intentions, willsoon be quite una-
ble to provide this sudden increase of their popula-
tion with food. Starvation thus stares them in the
face, and their lives depend upon the efforts of the
benevolent people in other countries. Atthe latest
dates from Gibraltar (November sth) subscrip-
tions had been opened at Lisbon, Madrid and Lon-
don.

A subscription list has also been opened in New
York which is in the hands of Rev. S. M. Isaacs,
No. 654 Houston street.

SHAKESPBARE AND INSANITY.?Dr. Brigham, the
late eminent physician to the insane, said that
Shakespeare was, in himself] as great a psychologi-
cal curiosity as any case of insanity he had ever
met; and he declared that in the Asylum at Utica
he had seen all ol Shakespeare's insane characters.
"We confess almost with shame," he says, "that
although near two centuries and a half have passed
since Shakespeare wrote King Lear, we have very
little to add to his method of treating the insane as
there pointed out."

A verv large number of persons assembled in the

court-room yesterday, anxious to hear the opinion
of Jndsre KrVbs in the matter of the petition of
Wm. 11. H. Turner, Esq., asking to be restored to
the duties of the Clerkship of the Court,

A few minutes before eleven o'clock Judge Krebs
took his scat upon the bench, and directed'that the
dockets and seal of the Court be brought into the
court-room. The order having been complied with,
the Court proceeded to deliver the followingopinion:
In the matter of the Petition of | In the CIRCUIT COURT

\\ M. H. H. TURNER to he re- ( FOR BALTIMORE CITV.stored to the office of the f November Term, 1859.Clerk of this Court. JWm. H. H. Turner was elected Ctei k of the CircuitCourt for Baltimore City on the third day of November,
1853, to "hold his office for six years from that day, and
until a new election is held." He qualified as requiredby law, entered upon the discharge of the duties of Clerk,
continued to perform them until interfered with by Thom-
as B. Gaither, who, 011 the Ist day of December. 1559, en-
tered the apartment occupied by "the said Turner as such
Clerk, and where he was then engaged in the performance
of the duties of his office, claimed to be eutitlcd to the pos-
session thereof, to the exclusion of said Turner, did actu-
ally take possession thereof, and of the records, books andpapers therein. The circumstances attending the taking
and holding the possession of said office, and the said re
cords ahd papers, are particularly set forth in the said pe-
titionofTurner, and Tor the purposes of the argument that
has been made at ttiis hearing, are admitted to be true

Mr. Gaither claims to have been duly elected Clerk ofthe said Court, on the 2nd day of November, 1859, atan election held in the city of Baltimore on that day
The returns of the said election were made, as required bylaw, to his Excellency the Governor of this State, who, onthe loth day of November, 1859, issued a commission for
said office to said Caither. He. on the 25th of the same
month, executed a bond for the discharge of the duties ofClerk of the said Court, which, in obedience to the direc-tions of the law, was approved on that day bv the Judge
thereof.

Itis contended on the part of Mr. Turner, that at thetime Mr. Gaither, as it is alleged, ejected him from tire
said office, he (Turner) was entitled to the occupation of
the said office, and to have charge of the records and
papers belonging to the same, and to perform all theduties of C'ierk of this Court, notwithstanding the consti-
tutional term of six years for which he was elected ex-
pired on the 3d day of November, 1859, and a new election
took place on the 2d clay of November, at which candi-
dates for the office of Clerk of this Court were voted for.The ground upon which Mr. Turner maintains the right
that he asserts, is, that though an election had been heldfor Clerk of this Court, yet the candidate who was votedfor at said election in opposition to said Gaither, and alarge number ofvoters, charge that said election was voidfor many and sufficient reasons, and that this charge wasin due manner and form, notified to His Excellency theGovernor, before he issued the commission aforesaid to
said Gaither; and that the s .id election is, under the Con-stitution of this State, "a cise ofcontested election," and
that the Governor should have merely sent the returns to
the House of Delegates, who are to judge of the electionand qualifications of the candidates. It is insisted forMr 1 urner that the Governor's action upon the returnsand his issuing a commission to Mr. Gaither, were unau'thorized by ihe Constitution and the circumstances; thatthe election being contested, lie should have withheld the
commission, and retained the return until the meeting
of the Legislature, and then transmitted them to theHouse of Delegates, and that the commission is ofno force and effect; and Mr. Gaither is in possession of 110evidence whatever of his election as Clerk of this Court:and that therefore, he (Turner) being entitled "to holdins office for six years from the time of his election, and
untila new elect Urn is held," necessarily retains it, until
due proof is produced ofa new election", at which another
Clerk was elected. The provisions o the Constitutionunder which these parties maintain their respectiveclaims, are found in the 29th and 30th sections of the 4tliarticle: the former ofwhich directs, that "all electionsof Judges, and other officers provided forby this Consti-tution shall be certified, and the returns "made by theClerks of the respective Counties to the Governor, whoshall issue commissionsjto the different persons for the offi-ces, to which they shall have been elected; and in ail suchelect'ons the person having the greatest number of votesshall be declared elected." In the other section, it isprovided "That in case of any contested election forJudges, Clerks." &c., "the Governor shall send there-
returns to the House of Delegates, who shall judge of theelection and qualification of the candidates- at suchelection."

It is to be observed that this Court is not, and cannotbe, called upon to inquire: and decide whether the elec-tion, held on the 2d day of November last, was a validelection ? or whether Mr. Gaither is entitled to hold tlieoffice of Clerk of this Court for six years, I.y virtue ofthat election? It is clear, that the House o'f Delegates
alone can, under the Constitution, determine that ques-tion, inasmuch as it declares that "the House of Dele-gales shall judge of the election and qua Iilienlion of the
candidates" at a contested election

The question, then, submitted to this Court, is not iwhether Mr. Gaither I- entitled to hold and exercise the iduties of this office during "the constitutional term hut iwhether he is entitled to exercise and enjoy the 'office iduring the interval that will elapse whilst the contestshall he pending hefure the Legislature? It is a questionin regard to the temporary enj i.vment of the office, either 'by -Mr. Gaither or by Mr Turner. i
Mr. Gaither has nothing to exhibit to this Court insup-

port ofhis claim to the office, during'this interval, but the tcommission which the Governor has issued. The Houseof Delegates has not yet adjudicated any right that hemay have to the office, and therefore he car not rely ui.n 1their judgment Does, then, the commission alone enti
tie him to the office? It is said tiiat it does not, becausethe true interpretation of the Constitution forbids the iissuing of commissions by the Governor in the ease ofany contested election; and because this is a case of a icontested election. There are two questions involved in
these positions?one of law. and the other of fact. Thequestion of law looking to the true interpretation of the 1Constitution upon this subject, and the other looking to ?the actu >1 position cf the case before Hie Governor in
re'er -i-c tin* contest, and presenting the inquiry, iwhether, in the eye of the law, the election must he re- ,gardeil as at this moment contested by reason of thenotification that lias been made to the Governor.The arguments that have addressed t.. this Courtby the counsel for the counter claimants to this office, for 'the i.itet \ul iiferred to. in support of the opposing posi- '
ti'-ns that they have respectively assumed, have been imarked by uncommon ability and force; but,when I come *
to consider them, lam met by the serious and important !
inquiry, whether they should not he addressed more prop
erly to a diff?ent tribunal ??to aCourt having the power
by mandamus to decide the claims of title to an office, and
to put the claimant -riiithd in possession of the office, even
asked. In the latecase of Harwood vs. Marshall, reportedin9th Mil. Rep., S3, this is said to tie the office of a mandamns; that case ihcider clearly that the writ gles to the
extent of relief So far. then, as this petition looks to re-
lief, byway of a determination by this Court of the title
to this office, between the petitioner and the respondent,
and to the establishment ofeither init,it may be well ques-
tioned whether this Court has jurisdiction to grant the re
lief prayed. Its jurisdiction is derived from the Act ofAssembly, which established and is restricted to "cases in
equity" void "cases of habeas corpus," and tines not em-
brace relief byway of mandamus,which is a Common Law
process, and is the only appropriate mode of settling the
controversy between these parties in reference to this offtce. No decision that this Court might make of this
question between them in a proceeding or the character of
this, would be regarded as "res judicata" by the proper
tribunal to which application might be made by eitherfor a writ ofmandamus

The exercise of jurisdiction by this Court to settle tin-
title to Hiis office between these counter claimants, might
lead to a conflict of decisions upon the same subject be
ttveen this and a co-ordinate tribunal; a result always to
be avoided if possible.

From the foregoing reasoning and views, it willap-
pear that in the opinion of this Court, itcannot entertainthis application for the purpose of ascertaining, as between
these parties, which of them i 3 entitled at this moment to
the enjoyment of this office, and to the fees and emolu-
ments accruing therefrom. Hut still, it may properly
entertain it witha view to the performance of a lngh and
important duly, that of determining for itself, and not
between parties who is to act as the Clerk of'this Court,
and to discharge the duties imposed by law upon thatofficer. This duty gives to the Court the light to make
this inqniry as an inherent power, growing out of the
provisions of the Constitution and the law by which it
was established. That law declares that there shall lie a
Clerkfar the. said Circuit Court, who shall, in his elec-
tion. &<?., stand on the same footing with the Clerk of the
"Superior Courtof Baltimore city." He must, then, de-rive his authority to act as the Clerk of this Court fromthe people by election. After he has been elected, he must
come into this Court, and exhibit to the Judge thereof,
legal and competent proof of his having been so elected,
of his having been duly qualified to discharge the office,
and must properly signify to this Court that he is
ready to enter upon its duties, and to take the charge and
custody of ihe records of the Court and papers belonging |
to the office.

I am then brought to the inquiry?Has Mr. Gaither
complied with these prerequisites? lias lie produced
such proof as this Court should deem sufficient of I,is

election as its Clerk ? The proof, exhibited by him for
this purpose, is a commission issued by the Governor,
under the great seal of the State, in w'liicti be declares
that the "people did elect" him (Gaither) "Clerk of the
Circuit Court for Baltimore City." Should this Court,
then, deciding the question simply for itself and not in
reference to the rights of opposing claimants, nor in the
exercise of its ordinary jurisdiction, accept this commis-
sion as sufficient prooTof Mr. Gaither's election, and of his
right to be regarded by the Court as the person now en-
titled to act as its Clerk ?

It is to he observed that the Court, looking to the ac-
commodation of the public and of its suitors, by continu-
ing its proceedings without interruption, may well fee! it-
self more interested in the question, whether" the person
claiming to be its Clerk may be deemed to he authorized
and qualified to discharge the duties of the office for tin-lime being, than in the question whether, in a contest (or
the office in the proper form, he may ho able to show that
lie has the better title to it?

It is certainly due to the Executive Department of theGoverment. that this Court, a part of the Judicial Depart
meat, should regard the source from which this cntnmis
sion issues. It emanates from a co-ordinate branch of theGovernment, ft is signed by the Governor, with the Sea!
of the Siale annexed inobedience to the command of the
Constitution, which says: "Ail public commissions shall
be signed ny the Governor, with the seal of the State an
nexed."

It is delivered in the. person who holds it. setting forth
intlie body of it that he has been elected Clerk of the Circuit Court of Baltimore city, in pursuance of the 29th sec-
tion of the fourth article of the Constitution, which directs
that the Governor shall issue "commissions to the differ-
ent persons for the offices for which they shall have been
respectively elected." In issuing this commission, as in
the performance ofevery executive act, he was acting un-
der a high sense of the requirements of official duty im-
posed upon himby the Constitution, and under the sol-
emn obligation of his oath of office, ft is but fair and
reasonable that this Court should ascribe to himthe honest
convictions that this was one of the casts in which he was
authorized by the Constitution to issue a commission;
that it should presume that ite acted under the belief,either
that there was nothing in the Constitution which prevent-
ed his issuing a commission to aperson whose election, be-
ing contested, was to be adjudicated by the House of Del-
egates, or that the contest could not he originated before
him, and prior to the meeting of the Legislature; or if it
could that the documents before him. either in substance
or form, did not amount to a contesting of tire election. I
cannot therefore resist the conviction, that, as between theCourt and the person producing the commission, the
Court must recognize him as tlie Clerk. The Constitu-
tion certainly designed that the issuing of a commis-
sion, by the Governor, should be something more than an
idle ceremony. It meant that it should answer the pur
pose ofevidence under some circumstances, and though,
before the Legislature, in case of a contested election, orbefore a Coutt of competent authority, inan investigation
of the title to the office, itmight have little weight: yet in
my opinion, the Constitution intended that withthe Court
of which the person holding the commission was elected
the Clerk, it sitouid be deemed altogether sufficient, after
he had given bond and taken tlie oath required by law. to
entitle Mm to be allowed to enter upon the duties of
the office. In my judgment, this should he regarded as
the proper practice inlike cases. It exempts tlie Court
from tlie necessity of examining into questions of title to '
office?a task which does not properly belong to it; and it
gives it an officer to perform the duties of Clerk, under
the obligations of a bond, the binding effect of which
could not he questioned by any of the parties to it (15,
Ohio R. 25,) whilst questions might he raised, and per-
haps successfully maintained, in regard to the continuing
obligation of that of the former incumbent.

It may w-11 he supposed, looking to the abrupt manner
in which this question has been forced upon the Court,and
to the agitated condition of the public mind in regard to
the result of the late election, under which one of these
parties claims his right to this office, that I have found
an almost superhuman effort, necessary to preserve the
calm, unbiassed mind, indispensable to a proper discharge
of judicial duty. Ido not hesitate to admit that I have
struggled earnestly against the force and bias of external
influences, but am satisfied that all the conclusions lo
which I have come upon this subject arc the result of im-
partial and unprejudiced judgment.

I shall now proceed to consider the case in another
aspect, which relates to the character, dignity and au
thority of this Court, and presents the question whether
the respondent has not acted in contempt of its just
rights and authority.

I do not regard the objection made to this petition, for
the reason that it does not in terms charge contempt of
this Court, or ask for process to punish it, as presenting
any serious difficultyto the inquiry by this Court wlie
ther the facts set forth in it do not show that lie has been
guilty of contempt. For the purpose of presenting cer-
tain questions to this Court, this respondent has admitted

: all the facts stated in the petition. Can it be seriously
insisted that, where a party comes into Court, and admits

\ statements and allegations spread upon the Records to he
' true, which constitute a contempt of Court, it cannot of

its own motion instantly call upon the party to answer
1 for the contempt? What itcan do upon its own view of

the acts of a party in Court, it can certainly do upon
t such admissions.
| The rnoae provided by the New Constitution for the ap-
, pointment ofClerks of the Courts of this State, has had

the effect, in no small degree, of obscuring our ideas inregard to the relation in which the Clerk stands to the
Court, and to the power and control which it has over

| liira. Under the system that prevailed before the adop-
tion of this Constitution, the Clerk derived his authority
from the appointment of the Court, and therefore he could
more readily realize his telation to itand dependence up-

! it. Under the new system, deriving his office from
! the people, he is apt to suppose that he is entirely inde-

pendent of the Court. Rut when his duties are properly
I considered, it willappear clearly that this is not so. He

is to take charge of the records, and papers belonging to
the office to which he is appointed, which are the pro-
perty of the Court, make all entries in the records order

' ed by it, and obey the directions it may give in reference
to the business therein. In dealing with the records and
papers of the Court, and in allhis personal intercourse
with it, he must manifest proper deference and respect to
it. and due submission to its authority. Premising these
general views of the duties of the Clerk of the Court, I
willinquire whether Mr. Gaither, in the manner in which
he took possession of this office and of the records and
papers therein, ha- at all kept in view his relations to
the Court, and conducted himself upon his entering upon
theduties of the office as a person claiming to he the new
ly elected Clerk should have (lone? He was elected on the'2nd day of November, 1559. The Governor did not issue
a commission to him, until the 10f/i day of that month.And he did not give bond, with security, as requiredby law, until thc2oth day of that month. This was, it istrue, within the time allowed by law, which is limited to?>0 days. I ntil lie gave this bond he had no right to de-
mand the charge and custody of the books and papers be-longing to the office. During this interval of twenty-three
days, Mr. Turner's remaining in the office and discharg-
ing its duties, was an accommodation to Mr. Gaither. be-
cause he was not then qualified to enter upon its duties.
During all this time, and up to the first day of December
instant, when lie was dispossessed by Mr. Gaither. he was,
according to what I regard as the true construction of the
Constitution, lawfully discharging all the duties of the
Cleik of this Court, filing and preserving its papers, and
making entries in its dockets of the Court's proceedings, |
'in legal contemplation under the eye of the Court," (7Md., 450.) and regarded as the hand of the Court. He wasso employed at the moment when Mr. Gaither entered the loffice and took possession of it, and laid his hands upon 1the dockets of the Court in the manner set forth in thispetition: and his conduct is equivalent to his havingrudely dra. ged its record-book from under the eve of theCourt, and stricken its hand from its pages. It is un-necessary for me to repeat the allegations and statementsor the petition, describing the manner and circumstances iattending his entrance into the office, his claimmg the exclusive occupation of it, and order
ing out those who were present therein. Thevshow, m my opinion, a case of gross personalrudeness to the individual then acting as the Clerk, and
in my view of the Court's connection with the office, and
the books antl papers therein, and with the Clerk de factothere, by and through whom the Court was then conduct-
ing its proceedings, of disrespect and contempt of thisCourt. In ! his abrupt, rude and violent proceeding onthe part of Mr. Gaither, he disregarded the arrangementsmade with his counsel, from whom, by appointment, hewas to have received further advice at a later hour of theday on which he so acted, and who hvl intended, in case
ofcontinuing difficulty with Mr. Turner, to have brought
the matter respectfully and in a proper manner to theconsideration of this Court, for such action as, upon dueconsideration, it might have thought proper to take for
the purpose of placing its records and papers in his pos
session. 1

\\ liilstI feel perfectly satisfied that the course which I
have indicated, to he pursued by the Court in referenceto a newly elected Clerk who exhibits to it a commis-
sion from the Governor, is but paying due respect to the
acts of that high officer, lam quite as well satisfied thatthe manner in which this newly elected Clfrk has taken
possession of this office is highly disrespectful and con-
temptuous; and as I cannot permit tillscase to pass as aprecedent from this Court, and from the office connectedwith it, for like conduct on the part of others who may

from time to time hereafter be elected to supply theplace of those who are at present incumbents in such offi-ces; and I must say, that I should regard any Judge asdead to all true sense of what is due to the dignity andauthority of the Court over which lie presides, whowould not stamp such proceedings with the seal ofrepro-
bation, and visit the party resorting to the like withsuch punishment as it might properly inflict, r shall
therefore pass such order as may be necessary to enforcehis presence forthwith in this Court, to purge himself of
the case of the contempt that he has committed.

word which falls from the lips of gentlemen" here
present.

This Union has been threatened. He occupied
the position of armed neutrality, lie was not aNorthern man, and iiad no sympathy and very littlegood feeling for the North. He was bound to it
by no ties whatever, except by the strongest of allties a common language and a common country?-
and least of all was lie a Northern man with South-ern principles. He was a United States man, with
United State*principle*.

lie was for giving to the South all that belonged
to it?the fugitive slave law, a right to slavery in
the Territories, and whatever rights the Constitu-tion confers. Our fathers made the compact, and
he would yield to it?not grudgingly, but a ready
obedience in all its parts. [Applause. ] He was nota pro slavery man or non-pro-slaverv man, buthad a serene indifference on the subject. Hethought he occupied the constitutional ground ofour fathers, in whose days people were animatedby patriotism, and had not, as some have now, an
anti-slavery God, an anti-slavery Bible, and ananti-slavery Constitution.

He avowed himself a Western man by birthand sentiment and education, while, at th'e same
time, avowing himself a Constitutional man. He
said Mr. Corwin had been detailed to lead the for-
lorn hope of the Republicans and to be shot downat llie MalakofF. He could never conquer.

He said that the next census would show a ma-
jorityof the people in the valley of the Mississippi
who would administer the Government for the ben-
efit of the whole country. He appealed to the
Western men to cut oft'from the Northern sectional
party, which, if they should obtain power, would
divide the patronage, to tiie exclusion of the West.After some further remarks he proceeded to speak
ot disunion?a word which had become as familiaras the most ordinary words of salutation.

power than from hostility to slavery. lie said thatgentlemen dare not dissolve the Union?ho was
against dissolution now and forever. He held to
one Union, one Constitution, one destiny, which
cannot be fulfilled but by a united people,"and by
exterminating the sectional and Republican nartv.
[Applause.]

Mr. BENNINGTON offered a resolution?that until
a Speaker shall be elected, the IF use shall vote
three times every day, commencing at one o'clock,
and that no other votes shall be taken (luring the
day.

Mr. CRAWFORD said his friends around liini ob-jected to the introduction of the resolution.
MR. CLEMENS appealed to gentlemen to adopt the

resolution, saying that, otherwise, the Republicans
might vote in the absence of Democrats.

Mr. CRAWFORD, of Georgia, then proceeded toad
dress the House. He said that lie should holdup
to the public, Mr. Sherman as the exponent of the
anti-Slavery feeling in sentiment.
