JaneC. Washington, on the ISth ofSeptember, 1849,
under the authority vested in her by the will of
her husband, John A. Washington, the elder. The
conveyance was in fee, without any charge or
reservation whatever, except to Mrs. "Washington,
the fishing shores thereon during her life, and a
charge of six thousand dollars to Mrs. Wm. F.
Alexander. The property at the time of the con-
veyance was clear ofall encumbrances whatever,
and MR. Washington, since the said conveyance to
him, has never mortgaged the same or otherwiseencumbered it. nor is there any judgment against
him, or other lien upon the said land, except that
in the deed from Mrs. Washington to him as afore-
said. The contract between the Regent of the
Mount Vernon Association and Mr. Washington
is dated the Gtli day ofApril, 1858, and was ad-
mitted to record in this Court on the 19th dav of
April, 1858."

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
MEETING OK THE POOH ASSOCIATION. ?This body

Mr. John McCoy spoke on the same subject, and
moyed that a committee of four, including the Pre-
sident, be appointed, to examine into the practica-
bility of framing certain general rules for the in-
struction ot the agents, in order to enable them to
discriminate more closely between the worthy and
unworthy poor.

The matter was postponed to await the report of
the Treasurer and Committees.

From the Treasurer's report it appears that the
total receipts, from the 18lh of October until the
10th ofDecember, were $2,703.31, of which 5804.17
were received from the City Railway Company.

On motion of Mr. Hinklcv, it was agreed that the
Committee on Vagrancy be continued, and that
they use their endeaynrs to procure a place for the
confinement of yagrants.

Resolutions expressiye of the sorrow of the Asso-
ciation, and of its members individually, at the
heayy loss they bad sustained in the death of their
late President. George Brown, Esq., were unani-
mously adopted.

The reports of the Collecting Committees of the
several wards were then received, when it appear-
ed that $3,306 had been ccllected. There were no
reports from the 2d, 3d, 7th, Bth, 13th, 14th and
17th wards.

The President reported that he had received the
sum ot SI,OOO from Mrs. George Brown, and SSOO
from a firm in the city, which had been handed to
the Treasurer.

Anadditional appropriation of $l5O was voted
to the agents of each District, for the balance of
the month of December; and the sum of $l,lOO
was voted for each District for the month of Jan-
uary.

.The meeting then proceeded to the consideration
of the resolution previously offered by Mr. Mc
Coy. After some discussion the resolution was
adopted.

PMCUMNfIS Of THE THIRTY-SIXTH CONGRESS.
WASHINGTON, December 19, 1859.

SENATE.
The Yice-President being absent, Mr. BRIGHTmoved that Mr. Fitzpatrick be appointed President

ot the Senate pro tempore.
Mr. FOOT said the more recent practice of the

Senate had been to proceed to ballot.
The Senate then balloted, and Mr. Fitzpatrick

was elected, receiving 33 votes. Mr. Foster received19 votes and Mr. Hamlin 1 vote.
Mr. FITZPATRICK took the chair, returning his

thanks to the Senate for this renewed mark of
their confidence.

The CHAIR presented the report of the Treasu-
rer of the United States, with copies of his ac-
counts for the third and fourth quarters of .- :e
year 1859.

Mr. MASON asked that liis investigating com-
mittee be authorized to employ a clerk, which was
agreed to.

Mr. PPQH called up his resolution submitted last
Thursday.

Mr. HALE said it was not in order to proceed toLegislative business prior to the organization of the
House.

Mr. PCOH stated that lie desired to reply to the
remarks of Mr. Iverson the other day, and he cared
not whether he spoke on the resolution or on thepoint of order. He desired to defend the Northern
Democracy from the charge of unsoundness, which
did not come with a good grace from those in the
South who had not done so much for the party as
Northerners. He spoke of the difficulty in the
North of battling against sectionalism and defend-
ing the rights of the South; and he said they never
elected a Senator in Georgia to bo judge of the
soundness of the Democracy.

He repudiated the sentiment that the position of
Mr. Douglas on Territorial rights was akin to tiie
Wilmot proviso, or anti-Democratic reading from
a speech in the ('ont/rexKioual (Hole, showing that
Mr. Cass sustained the same position.

Mr. P. quoted from a speeeli delivered in the
House of Representatives, eleven-years ago,by Mr.
Iverson himself, which was as strong in support of
non-intervention views as Gen. Cass's famous
Nicholson letter or Judge Douglas's Freeport
speech. He also referred to instructions sent by
the Ueorgia Legislature to her Senators when the
Kansas-Nebraska bill was up, in favor of non-inter-
vention, and said he stood on the Georgia plat-
form. He proceeded to repl vto the remark of Mr,
I" win, that had he understood the Kansas bill when
he voted for it as expounded by Judge Douglas, he
would never have given that vote, and said that
Mr. Gwin did not vote of his own motion, but wa?
instructed by the Californi i Legislature to give
that vote, and that Legislature wrote down for liiin
in that instruction what she thought the Kansas-
Nebraska bill meant.

Mr. GWIN.?I voted before the instructions got
here.

Mr. PCOH.?I do not suppose the Senator pre-
tends that he is abetter exponent of the views of
his State than her Legislature is. He then read the"squatter-sovereignty" platform of California, re-
marking that this odious epithet., which has been
used to frighten people from their property, was
invented for the benefit of California, and was first
applied to her in the formation of her State Consti-tution. lie did not see any safe ground on which
the advocates of the Lecompton Constitution could
stand fm one moment, if the doctrine announced
by the Senator from Georgia was to be the doc-
trine of the Democratic party.

Mr. I', th -n read from the Democratic platform
adopted in California since the last session of Con-
gr sr . and said it was almost literallycopied from
the Ohio pla :Vrm, which was drawn up bv Mr. P.
himself. He stated what he understood the Kansas-
Nebraska bill to mean, adopting for that purpose
the language ol the President who signed the bill,
giving his own interpretation of it, as found in his
message of January 24, I*so. He also quoted the
resolutions adopted by the Florida Legislature in
December, 1847, in support of his position, stating
that his object was to show that an attempt is now
LegislaTdte break*HYrougff
the principles of the compromise of 1850, and break
through the covenant of the Kansas bill, and on
that text to preach sermons on the soundness or
unsoundness of the Democracy of the Northern
States. He proceeded to allude to a speech of Mr.
Gwin, delivered in Grass Valley, California, in
which it was stated that Mr. Douglas was deposed
from the chairmanship of the Committee on Terri-
tories en account of his views on the Kansas-Ne-
braska bill. He would not stand up here to defend
the Senator from Illinois, who was abundantly able
to speak tor himself; but if he was expelled from
that position for that cause, they would thereby
expel 99-100ths of the Democracy in every non-
slave holding State.

This was no longer a question of individuals, but
of principle; and instead of assaulting a man in his
absence, it would be more manly to do as the Sena-
tor from Georgia has done, and arraign the entire
party. He never saw anything iri the Lecompton
case that ought to divide parties, or make it neces-
sary to make any changes in committees. He
thought, however, that Judge Douglas was not re-
moved for that. After he had made his speech in
tiie Senate, denouncing the Lecompton ('?institu-
tion, and taking issue with almost the entire body
of Democratic Senators, North and South, and
after he had taken issue with the Administration,
the Senate proceeded to put him again at the head of
the Committee on Territories, and he stayed there
till the Lecompton controversy was dead and
buried. He wanted to know whether Democrat
Senators from the Northern States recognized this
as a test of Democratic fellowship?

Mr. RICE said he was a party to the act of re-
moving Judge Douglas from tiie Territorial Com-
mittee.

North of Europe, 32,000 for the Mediterranean, and3,000 for sundry ports. Stocks in first hands,
110,000 bags; price 5,000 to 6,200 reis per arroba.
Limited supplies of sugar, with a lively demand forhome use. had tended to raise prices. Whitesfetched 4,500 to 5,500, and browns 2,500 to 3,200.
Freights to Channel for orders, 255.. and 30s'. for
coffee in bags. In exchange about £550,000 had
passed for tliispacket on England, at rates varying
froin 25*4 to per mi iron.

Commercial affairs at Bahia, in consequence <1
the decision of the Imperial Government respecting
banks, were exceedingly dull and nothing doing.?
The Emperor an :1 Empress were expected in thecity on the 13th ultimo from visiting the outlying
towns. The Emperor rode over the first section of
the Bahia and San FYanciseo Railway on the 31st
of October witha large suite, and was much pleased
with the works. A grand hall was to be given Iothe Emperor and Empress on the 16th, at which
1,000 persons were expected to be present, and on
the 19th their Majesties were to leave for Remain-buco.

In consequence ot the favorable accounts bv last
steamer from Southampton, holders of sugar at

BRITISH REPORTS OF THE LATE ENGAGE-

MENTS IN BUENOS AYRES.
NEWSPAPER ACCOUNTS.

[.From the London Times, Dec. 7.]
Hostilities between the Buenos Ayreans and Ur-

quiza continued. An engagement between the
fleet? took place on the 14th of October, at Martin
Garcia, which lasted nearly two hours, and ended
by Urquiza's fleet forcing the passage of the river,
with considerable loss to himself. The Buenos
Ayrean squadron pursued them until within about
a cannon shot aud a half distance, when the chief
signalled to cease pursuing and return. This order
produced great disgust among theofficers and men,
reaching to such a pitch that some of the former
have thrown up their commissions. The squadron
anchored at San Nicholas on the 18th of October.
Urquiza, having concentrated his two squadrons,
had withdrawn his army from Ilosario, and was
advancing on Buenos Ayres. General Lopez con-
tinued his peace negotiations, but it was supposed
that the settlement of the claims would be attended
with difficulty,as the Buenos Avrean Commissioners
appointed to treat with the representatives of
France and England, were said to be men whose
interests aud opinions would tend to keep them
from any settlement at all. The people were very
dissatisfied with the eonduet of the Governor.

On the 23d of October an engagement was fought
between the land forces at Cepeda?Urquiza's forcebeing 10,000 men of all branches of service, 20
guns, and one rocket-tube. The Buenos Ayrean
force was about the same number. The Buenos
Ayrean cavalry, excepting sixty, all fled witbou
lighting, but the infantry and artillery succeeded,
after three hours' hard lighting, in routing seven
battalions of the enemy, forming his right and
centre. His left was at sunset, after a furious can-
nonade, charged with the bayonet and routed, leav-
ing the Buenos Ayreans masters of the field, with
800 prisoners, including General Santa Cruz, chief
of artillery. At night the Buenos Ayreans fell back
with their wounded, but were abliged, by want of
horses, to leave some of their guns behind. Ur-
quiza had subsequently rallied his forces, and,
when the steamer left, was within ten leagues of
Buenos Avres.

Mr. I'UGH went on to declare that tiie Senatorial
usage, in regard to appointing committees, was in-
tolerably bad, and had operated to give Senators from
slaveholding States the chair of every single com-
mittee controlling the public business in this body.
The Senator fram Illinois was the only exception,
and he had been dccapitat"d.

Mr. IVEKSON said he would reply to these re-
marks on some future occasion.

A long colloquy took place between Messrs. Gwin,
Davis, Lane and Brown who expressed their views
in regard to the power of Congress to exclude or
establish slavery in the Territories. Alter they
had concluded, the Senate adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. GILMER caused to be read a newspaper article

commenting on an extract from the Boston Tract
Journal, associating his name offensively with Hel-
per's book, and saving, among other things, that
the South should look about to see whether or not
there were traitors on her own soil. He said, so
far as this article applied to him, it was an infa-
mous and malicious fabrication and falsehood from
beginning to end. If he has ever received Helper's
book, as charged, it must have been through themail, but he had no knowledge that the book ever
came into his possession. Certainly he never read
a solitary word of it. Ever since he had refused to
act with the Democrats on the Leeompton Consti-
tution, which he believed to be an infamous fraud
and swindle, he had been pursued with tiie ferocity
of a tiger and the the malignity of a devil. He re-
peated that the whole publication, as far as it was
intended to affect him, is a lie from beginning to
end.

Mr. SINGLETON, replying to Mr. Hickman, em-
phatically denied the hitter's charge that the South
had violated all compacts and compromises. Where
and when, he asked, had the South demanded any-
thing more than she was entitled to under the Con-
stitution? Whenever aggressions were made thev
were by the stronger on the weaker section, and the
South was obliged to take her present stand with a
view to preserve fraternal relations.

He said that any man who had signed a recom
mendation of Helper's Book for circulation, with
a knowldege of its contents, was guilty of moral
treason, and ought to Ije dealt with accordingly;
anil any man who signed it, with a knowledge of
the contents of the book, was unfit to be Speaker
of the House.

Mr. CURTIS, during the debate, in reply to a
question, said that the Republicans are opposed to
the extension of slavery, and would by CongreS;
sional action endeavor to prevent its extension."
But they did not propose to circumvent slavery
inthe South by any system of policy. It was not
his purpose, directly or indirectly, to injure the
people at the South holding slaves.

Mr. SINGLETON, replying, said that was intended
to lull the suspicion of the South, so as to make
further aggression upon it, which was to be bound
band and toot, and delivered over to the tormentor.
Ho understood Mr. Curtis' remark to be this : That
the South is never to have another foot of slave
territory?to which

Mr. CURTIS replied, That is the idea.
Mr. SINGLETON said?lf you thus act, you will

We
willhave expansion for slavery in the Union, or, if
we must, outside of it. If you want to know my
advice to Mississippi, it is, the sooner we get out of
the Union the better. He reviewed the doctrine of
squatter sovereignty?saying that,if Douglas shouldbe nominated by tho Charleston Convention, hewould not vote for him?never.

Mr. LOGAN replied, that he was from Illinois,
which claimed to be Democratic, and, as a friend of
Douglas, he would vote for the nominee of that
Convention, whoever he might be, with a view of
putting down the Republican party. [Applause. I

Mr. SINGLETON said that the South could expand
to Mexico; that country was now in a state of dis-
ruption, without a goverment, and the South had
a right to administer the estate. Whenever it
shall be undertaken to place a Black Republican,
like Seward or Hale, to preside over the destinies
of the South, then you may expect to see an undi-
vided front in the South, and all parties uniting to
resist aggression. The only way to preserve the
Union, is tore-open the Territories to the South,
to execute the fugitive slave law, permit slave
States to come into the Union, (when formed.)
and give the South assurances of protection in all
its constitutional rights. In conclusion, he arn-ued
that a State has the right to peaceably go out ofthe Union, and that it was for her to judge of themode and manner of redress.

AUSTRIAN FEELING TOWARDS ENGLAND

IN THE CONGRESS.
[Vienna (Dec. 2) correspondence of the London Times.]

The Vienna papers have recently contained some
very insipid articles on the foreign policy of Eng-
land. and the O t-Deutsche Post to-day foretells that
the British diplomatists willbe defeated in the ap-
proaching Congress. The viaper says :

During the Congre s of Verona the diplomatists
and publicists of England talk big about the right
of nations to think and choose for themselves, but
when the assembly decided on an intervention in
Italy and in Spain, Great Britain entered a protest
against it, and let things take their course. We are
of opinion that England will be faithful to her
traditions.

The Out-Deutsche Post may possibly he right, but
there is an impression on ray mind that the result
of the Congress will be different from what Austria
expects. England, if 1 am rightly informed, no
longer insists on the Duchies being "united to Sar-
dinia, but is content to leave the matter to the de-
cision of the inhabitants of those countries, "the
Fimperor of the French having solemnly promised
that they shall not be subjected to an ypressure from
abroad." It is proposed that Tuscany, Modena and
Farina shall separately elect a ruler, and that the
three countries shall forma Kingdom of Etruria,
should their choice fall on the same person. Some-
thing has been said about temporarily introducing
universal suffrage into the Duchies, but this gov-
ernment would not fail vigorously to oppose such a
Democratic scheme. The Weiner Z-rtuny ol" this day
euntains the Treaties which were concluded at Zu-
rich on the 10th of November.

In spite of the change of tone in the F'rench press,
it is still firmly believed here that the Emperor Na-
poleon means mischief to England. The Vienna
Presse thus writes on the subject:?

England is undergoing a military organization,
because the nation wills it so. Itis resolved that
the steam fleet shall be as preponderant as the sail-
ing fleet is, and that rifle corps shall everywhere beraised. The hostile feeling which has been raisedin the English nation, i 9 extremely disagreeable tothe Emperor Napoleon; and the more so.becau.se
it cannot be done away with by diplomatic wiles.
Only a war could interrupt the'English armaments,
and, not being prepared for a war with England,
Napoleon temporizes. All the notables in the
F'rench navy are of opinion that at present a war
could not be waged with Flngland with a fair
prospect of success. The bolder spirits say that
F'rance only requires six months more for her prep-
arations, but more circumspect politicians talk of a
whole year.

[Prom the London Post (government paper) Dec. 0 ]

We doubt whether an assembly of gentlemen
ever met with less authority to decide upon the
business submitted to them than will be possessed
by the diplomatists who, a month hence, will begin
to hold their meetings in Paris for the settlement
of the Italian question. It is the conviction of this
truth, so universally diffused amongst English poli-
ticians of all parties, and shared, we cannot doubt,
by the members of the English Cabinet, which has
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rendered necessary a previous understanding be-tween our own and other European governments,
before the former could consent to take part in de-
liberations of which the issue involves such mo-
mentous results, and depends on oemtino-encies so
various and uncertain. The course of the English
government must bo necessarily limited by the
strength and universality of this conviction amongst
the English people?a conviction which the exist-
ence of the treaties of Zurich can but partially
modify or weaken.

01 all the provisions of those treaties, of all theimportant changes which they record, and changes
still more important which they shadow forth, this
country has the perfect right to accept just as muchand no more as may be deemed in complete harmo-
ny with its own interests and traditions. We are
concerned witiithe preambles of the treaties: they
constitute for us a sufficient reason to lend a helping
hand in the work of pacification which they an-nounce; we cordially concur in the necessity ofsuch an end, but we remain wholly free and unfet-tered in our estimates and views of means Westand towards both France and Austria in a position
not whollydissimilar to that held in the first threemonths of the present year, with this important
difference, that the moral influence which our posi-
tion brings is not likely to be frittered away by
pcevinh recriminations, or impaired by an ill-con-
cealed impartiality.

The pacific settlement of Italy will be aimed atby the present English Ministry just as it would
have been aimed at by the last one, had it at tho
commencement of this year sent Lord Cowly toa Congress. But the means bv which that settle-ment was to be secured will not be, as heretofore
unmeasured abuse ofFrance, Austria and Sardinia',
each in turn, but the urging such a satisfaction to
Italian interests and wishes as may tend to re-move the lasting causes of discontent.

i he approaching Congress will not, ifwe are cor-
rectly informed, be signalized, as was that of Vi-enna, by the presence of all the foreign Ministers of
the respective States. Although Prince Gortscha-
kofl willprobably represent his Imperial master,neither Count Rechberg nor Lord John Russell will
deem it necessary to leave their posts at Viennaand London to take part personally in the Confer-ences.

Whatever results may flow from the approaching
Congress, we may rest assured that the English
government will never stultify itself bv aiding 0rabetting the restoration of tbese anti-national ru-lers to the power which they have so justly forfeit-
ed. The only peace which we can a.-siat in estab-lishing must be one that, so far, at least, as our in-fluence extends, does not contain within itself thegerms of future war. The obstacles thrown intheway ot the national interests, the outrages con-stantly committed on the national feelincs, have
been the cause of past Italian troubles. Austrianpreponderance paved the way for French invasion-both are alike at variance with Italian interests.?Of what will best promote those interests the Ital-ians themselves are the most fitting judges. Theirsecurity, their satisfaction, should form the first,
second and third requisites in an Italian settlement'1 hey are, or at least ought to be, masters in theirown house; and it is not for us who stand, so tospeak, in the street, to prescribe the arrangementof the rooms, the width of the stair, the style of thefurniture, or the texture ot the carpets. Our onlyconcern in the matter is that the foundation andwalls be sufficiently strong to ensure llie wholebuilding against tumbling on the heads of even thepassers bv. and that the occupant do not establish
a manufactory of Roman candles, in which a sincle
spark may, at any moment, produce an explosion asfatal to others as to himself.

Whether views practical and simple will find fa-vor with the majority of the diplomatists soon tomeet in Paris, we are of course unable to deter-
mine. There can. however, be no doubt that such
views, and such alone, will find favor in this coun-try. The formation of a strong Italian kingdom
under the sceptre of a true-hearted and patriotic
Italian King this object which the Italians of Cen-tral and Northern Italy all desire?should likewise
be the aim of our diplomatic efforts. We have not
thrust ourselves into, nay, we have been taunted
with keeping too long aloof from, the settlement of
this Italian question. Lotus all the more clearly
prove that in our future participation, as in our
past reserve, we have no other ends in view thanthe progress and prosperity of Italy and the lasting
peace ot hurope.

The steamship Fulton, for Southampton and
Havre, and the Edinburg, for Liverpool, left New-
York on Saturday, and anchored in the bay, in
consequence of the storm. The Fulton takes
out sixty passengers and $381,581 in specie, and
the Edinburg one hundred aud forty-nine passen-
gers and $230,000 in specie.
