REPORT OP TIIE MASTER OF TRANSPORTATION OP THE BAL.

TIMORE ANDOHIO RAILROAD.

We have been favored with a copy of this very elabo.
rate and comprehensive paper. It is impossible almost

to imagine a form of analysis or arrangement, having a
view to the attainment of a useful result, to which the
facts and figures ol this important document have not

been subjected. It is impossible for us to enter

into the details exhibited In an array of tables,

which causes the report to assume almost the ap-
pearance of a book of logarithms. The interest of the

general reader is only in the results, which have been

already most clearly set forth by the Presi lent in his
annual report, and we must refer the railway statistician
to the document itself, which will amply reward
his study. We are satisfied that the "general re-
marks," a portion of which we offer below in the author's
appropriate language, will best enlist and repay the at

tention ofany but a professional reader. The table show-
ing a rate of accidents steadily decreasing from year to
year, is one of the most significant and gratifying of
them all.

In the last Annual Report from this office, the follow-
ing remark was offered: "Added to this is the satisfac-
tion derived from the actual completion of the great work

of arching all of the tunnels on the line, between Balti
more and Wheeling. In view of tha unpleasant and co.-t-
--ly experience withseveral of these tunnels, in their in
complete state during the past six years, (since the open-
ing of the road west of Cumberland), tlu-ir safe and per
inanent arching?now finished? is a fact of extraordinary
importance in the history of the road, and well calculated
to strengthen the general confidence in its future success-
ful and economical working."

The anticipations thus indulged have been more than
realized by the large reduction inthe expenses heretofore
required at the tunnels in the use of much extra locomo-
tive power, and other costly service incidental to the un-
finished condition of these works, to say nothing of the
entire freedom from interruption to the trains which has
resulted from their completion.

The valuable influence of the improved ratio of west-

ward bound loading, in contributing to the economies,
has already been suggested. This constitutes a consider-
able element in the successful issue of the past year.

Among the measures of economy, especially adopted,
it is believed that the diminution in the speed of the
freight and other trains?particularly of those with the
heavy tonnage engines? has been among the most effica-
cious. The advantages from this measure have been con
spicuous, not only in connection with this department,
but also, as is believed, in materially lessening the wear
of the road and machinery. Our experience in this re-
spect lias, indeed, been entirely satisfactory, even with
reference to the drawback which was anticipated by
some, from an apprehended interference of this change,
with the prompt movement of the trains. By adapting
the hours of departure and arrival, so as to include full
night service; and by the extraordinary regularity which

has been made to attend the running of the trains, the
freight business of the Company has been, it is believed,
more systematically and effectually performed than here-
tofore?and at least as well as upon any ofthe other great
lines of the country.

Much care has also been had in avoiding any unneces-
sary waste of locomotive power or car room, ? the engines
and cars being used as far as possible to their full reason
able capacity. In many cases, the services of special en-
gines in various positions, ? to which they were assigned
under former supposed necessities. ? have been entirely
dispensed with, and the work previously done by them
has been added to that of other engines, i>y which it has
been just as satisfactorily performed. This plan of blend-
ing duties, ami the performance to some extent of double
service, has been practised with the best effect in many
impoitant instances, and has always resulted in a large
absolute saving ofmoney, without inany way decreasing
the accommodations afforded to the patrons of the road.

There is ofcourse much credit due to the other dep >rt-
ments of the Company for the excellent results of this
branch of the service during the year. The general good
condition of the tracks; the watchfulness with which the
bridges, cuts. &c.,have been maintained, and the prompt-
ness with which temporary injuries to the road have been
repaired, have done much to facilitate the economical
operations of this department. The same remark will
apply with equal force to the Machinery Department,
upon which no requisition for locomotive power or cars
has been made, which it has not been able promptly and
efficiently to meet.

The singular exemption of the road from accidents,
with their attendant interruptions and expenses, has con
trihuted not a little to the improved state of things
which has been indicated. The experience inthis respect
is truly remarkable, as willbe realized when the record
is examined. From the accounts?carefully kept in this
office, as well as in that of the Master of Machinery?for
the past six years?of the .accidents involvingloss of life
or property, or interruption to or detention of the trains?-
the followingabstract is prepared, viz;?

has been shown by the great mass of the Enginem' n, Con-ductors and train men, as well as by the clerks and those
connected with the indoor and unseen labors of the service,
have all had their share in effecting the gratifying results
set forth in this report. A harmony of accord in further
ing the prosperity of the Company, to which the officers
and men generally belonging to this department have
proven themselves warmly attached, has been exhibited
throughout the year, challenging an earnest acknowledge-
ment, and affording another proof that the surest success
of a great work like this willalways be found in the loyal
feeling and sincere co-operation of all classes entrusted
with its interests.

The New York Tribune, of yesterday says:

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LATEST NEWS.

TELEGRAMS.
From Washington.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 20.?Senator Wilson left
Washington this afternoon for Massachusetts,
having been summoned thither in consequence of
sickness in his family.

The Pacific Railroad bill, which Senator Gwin
intends introducing at the earliest opportunity, is
the same as reported from the Select Committee on
the subject, and the amendment made thereto by
the Senate just previous to the close of the last
session.

The "pairing off*" by some of the members of the
Hou-e, accounts for the reduction inthe aggregate,
but does not alter the relative vote for Speaker on
the first two trials to-day, when Mr. Sherman
lacked four votes of an election. On thelast, however, only three votes were necessary to
produce that result, and this was occasioned
by the absence of Mr. Reynolds. The thirty-eight
votes for Mr. Boteler wore cast by nineteen of his
own Southern American friends, with George
Briggs ant! eighteen Southern Democrats.

Mr. McClernand's 28votes included all the Illinois
Democrats, and some from the South and elsewhere.
No other Democrat received more than seven votes.
Messrs. Adrian, Horace W. Clark and Riggs voted
for John G. Dana, and Mr. Dana voted for Mr.
Clark.

The Democratic Senators were again in caucus
to day on the subject of the nomination of a public
printer; and, as on yesterday, adjourned without
making a nomination.

The proposition from Major Hartley, who is well
known in connection with the manufacture of fire-
arms. to establish an armory and manufactory of
arms in Richmond, and which has been recommend-
ed to the Legislature by Governor Wise, meets the
approval of prominent citizens. The enterprise is to
be under the auspices of a company with SI,000,00(1
capital.

Commander Boggs has been appointed Light-
house Inspector for the twelfth district vice Mr.
Do Camp, detached.

Purser Cunningham has been ordered by the Sec-
retary of the Navy as purser of the Naval Academy
and Annapolis station.

Two Indians I(aiming off with a "White
Woman.

NEW ORLEANS, Dec. 16. ?The reader may remem-
ber the tact that Major Neighbors, the Indian agent
tor the Texan Reserves, was murdered two or three
months ago, in one of the towns of Western Texas,
in a most inhuman manner and without provoca-
tion. Some difficulty had existed between him and
a man named Murphy, who accused the former of
having calumniated him. Major Neighbors denied
the charge, and while they were talking lie was
shot down by some third person, who was believed
to be an Englishman named Cornett, a brother-in
law ot Murphy. The agent was greatly loved by
the Indians, and it is said they swore vengeance
upon his murderers. Whether'they did or not, the
vengeance they wreaked was a most terrible one.
Cornett had a place near one of the frontier settle-
ments, and a few weeks ago he visited it to do
some work, taking his wife (a sister of Murphy)
with him.

One day, soon afterwards, he had occasion to be
absent a lew hours, and on his return his wife was
gone, and lie learned from a negro that two Indians
bad rushed upon her while she was at the spring
for water, and hurried her away into captivity. A
company was raised as soon as possible, but so
much time was lost before this could be done that
pursuit was unavailing. It was not doubted that
they were Reserve Indians, and that the deed was
one of vengeance for the murder of Major Neigh-
bors. A rumor was started soon afterwards that
the Indians had murdered tiro unfortunate woman,
but it turned out to be false, and at last accounts
the Indians had safely passed to tire north of Red
river, and were in the wilds of tire Indian territory.

Arrivalof the Ratified Treaty between (lie
United States and Mexico.

XKW ORLEANS, Dec. 20.? The United States
sloop-of-war Brooklyn has arrived from VeraCruz,
bringing Mr. McLane's family and his private sec-
retary, bearing the ratitied treaty with the Juarez
Government. 11 provides for a perpetual right of
way across the Isthmus of Tehuantepec from the
Rio Grande to Mazatlan, and from Guaymas to
Arizona. Allgoods passing between the Atlantic
and Pacific States to be free of duty. Also goods
shipped from the Transit warehouses, to foreign
countries. Our troops and military stores and
munitions are to pass from Tehuantepec to Sonora,
the same as Mexican. The neutrality of the Tran-
sit route > s to he guarded by both governments,
the United States, with or without the consent of
Mexico, to possess the right to protect the transit
and property passing over it,by force. Perfect re-
ligious freedom is also to be enjoyed bv our citi-
zens in Mexico, and no forced loans are to be im-
posed on them.

A supplemental convention permits the interven-
tion of Mexico to protect our citizens and enforce
treaty stipulations. In compensation for the re-
lease of duties on passing over the transits, the
United States pays 54,000,000, two of which are to

be reserved for the payment of claims.
The above is reliable.

Further EIO|HOII Intelligence per Steamer
t it) of Washington.

XKW YORK, Dec. 20.?The steamer ' ity of
Washington, which arrived to-day with Liverpool
dates of the 7th, generally anticipated by tlie
steamers Xorth America and Vanderbilt, brings a
few additional items of news.

France had opposed the appointment of Count
Cavour to represent Sardinia in the European
Congress.

Berlin accounts say the English and French gov-
ernments are consulting together on the arrange-
ment of the Italian question, which will not proba-
bly satisfy Austria, hut encounter no serious objec-
tions at either Berlin or St. Petersburg.

Count Kechberg will represent Austria at the
opening of Congress, but be replaced afterwards by
another plenipotentiary.

The Tuscan Jlonitcur says that the Italians of
Central Italy are better armed than at the end of
the war, and willpersevere in defending a strong
Italian kingdom.

M. De Sambrois lias been appointed Piedmon-
tese Ambassador to the Emperor Napoleon.

Southern Pacific Itoilroaii.
NEU ORLEANS, Dec. I!).?The President of the

Pacific Railr ad leaves here for Philadelphia, via
Memphis, to-morrow, to consummate the new or-
ganization at that place?Hon. .1. Edgar Thomson,
of Philadelphia, as President; Col. late, of Mem-
phis, Land Commissioner, and Hon. V. K. Stephens,
of Nashville, General Agent, of the Company.
The stock sales reported to President Fowlkcs by
the different States amount to $400,000, of which
$40,000 is to lie applied to the construction of the
road. The company's stock books closed with a
conditional offer for the whole unsold stock of the
company at par. Texas legislation of a favorable
character is anticipated, and the prospects of the
company is highly satisfactory to the New Orleans
stockholders; and the stock is regard d by capital-
ists as a solid reality. President Fowlkes' achieve-
ments have very much elated his friends, who talk
of giving a grand public dinner in his honor. The
proposed new organization inspires public con
fidenee.

Later from Brownsville.
NEW ORLEANS, DOC. 17. ?Brownsville, Texas,

dates of the 14th inst. are received.
Brownsville was defended by three hundred men.

Cortinas has been reinforced,'but no fight had yet
taken place.

Degolladn lost half of his army and all his ar-
tillery in a battle with Miramon, near Queretaro.

Being pursued by the Church forces he retreated
to Monterey, but was also forced to abandon tbat
point.

The road to Tampico is is now open to the Church
forces.

Miramon had left Guadalajara to attack Mazat-
lan. He had suspended Marquez, who took the
three millions in specie.

The Picayune lias a letter, dated Mexico, the Gth
instant, which says that great excitement exists at
the capital in consequence of a report that Juarez
had signed a treaty of intervention with the United
States.

NEW ORLEANS, Dec. IS. ?The Picayune is in re-

ceipt of later advices from Mexico.
Miramon, who at last accounts was at Guadalaja-

ra, had loft that place for Mazatlan, and, it is un-
derstood, has suspended operations for the present.

Marquez had taken possession of the remainder
of the specie that was on board the conductor re-
cently seized.

The troops belonging to the Church party had
entered Monterv and driven out their opponents,
Degoiiado suffering a complete defeat. The for-
mer at last advices were infull possession of the
town.

Large Secession of Southern Medical Students
front the Philadelphia Medical C olleges.
PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 20. ?A meeting of Southern

Medical Students was held here to-day, when they
resolved to secede in a body from the schools of
this city, and go to Southern colleges. There was
a large attendance at the meeting. Jefferson Col-
lege loses 200 students; and Pennsylvania Univer-
sity, 100. They will proceed in a body to-morrow
night in a special train from the Baltimore depot.
Their proceedings were conducted throughout with
great decorum and propriety. There was no exhi-
bition of violent feeling. A number will go to the
Richmond Medical College.

Later from Yucatan.
NEW ORLEANS, Dec. 18.? Later advices from Yu-

catan were received at this port to-day. The War
of Races was still in full blast, with little or no hopes
of an early conclusion.

Reports had been current that a decree had been
issued authorizing the tree importation of flour into
the country, but it subsequently turned out that
the report was erroneous, and that a monopoly had
been granted to one house to import flour duty free
for a period of six months.

Fire nt Pittsburg.
PITTSBURG, Dec. 19.?A tire broke out on Satur-

day night in the "Duquesne Cracker Factory," on
First street, located in S. Barnes & Co.'s building.
The premises, which had a hundred feet front,
were entirely destroyed, together with their con-
tents. An adjoining building, formerly occupied
as the McLaughlin laboratory, was crushed by the
falling walls. The loss is heavy.
Burning of a Fuse Factory?Seven Females

Burnt to Death.
HARTFORD, Dec. 2G. ?Joseph Toy's Fuse Factory,

at Simsburg, was destroyed by tire this morning,
and seven of the female operatives were burnt to
death. Two others, and a son of the proprietor,
were dangerously injured. Loss unknown.

A Mystery at Detroit Cleared Up.
DETROIT, Dec. 19. ?The body of J. Barnabas

Campal, a prominent citizen, whose disappearance
three weeks ago caused great excitement, from the
supposition that he had been foullv dealt with, was
found in the river to day. His watch and valu-
ables were undisturbed, and there were no marks
of violence on his person.

NEW ORLEANS, Dec. 17.?Two huudred and

liftv of the sugar plantations in this State have
produced this year 7,750 hhds., against 10,000 hhds.

FIRE IN DORCHESTER COUNTY.? The store-house
of Mr. Stephen E. Mason, at Sandy Hill, Dorches-
ter Co., was destroyed by fire on Friday night.
Mr. Mason had a large and valuable stock of goods
on hand,and the loss is estimated at six or seven
thousand dollars.

THE HARPER'S FERRY INVESTIGATION.?It is stated
that Senator Mason's select committee on the Har-
per's Ferry plot, are preparing for a very thorough
investigation. The law granted by the 34th Con-
gress gives the committee the power to compel the
attendance and testimony of witnesses. Many
willprobably be summoned to Washington from a
distance.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
KILLED ox THE RAILROAD.?As a stock train on

the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad was passing Ben-
wood station, on Monday, a drunken man was seen
coming down the county road, which crosses the
railroad track, and in spite of the warning of those
on the train and the efforts of the engineer to stop
it, he fell under the engine, the whole train p ssing
over his head, killing him instantly. His name was
not known, nor could he be identified by anything
found on his person.

There was also another man killed near the same
place on Friday night, named George Johnson. In
attempting to get on the train while the cars were
in motion, lie fell, and the train passed oyer him,
cutting off both legs above the knee, lie died in a
few minutes afterward.

SOUTH CAROLINA.
The Legislature of South Carolina has determin-

ed to close its present session at noon on the 22d
instant. Numerous resolutions having reference
to the course to be pursued by that State in conse-
quence of the continued agitation of the slavery
question, have occupied the attention of the Legis-
lature, and been discussed with much animation,
the struggle being as to the best phase in which to

present its opinions and views. At length, towards
the close of last week, each House agreed by a
unanimous vote upon a different series of resolu-
tions, one or the other of which will doubtles re-
ceive the sanction of both Houses, and become a
law of the State. The only difference between them
is, that whilst the resolutions of the Senate express
a readiness to act, those of the House invite the
co-operation of other Southern States. As they
are brief we place both series before our readers:

RESOLUTIONS OF THE SENATE.
Resolved, unanimously, That, in view of the re-

cent events, and the present state of things in the
Union, growing out of the agitation of the ques-
tion of African slavery, this General Assembly
deem it a lit occasion for declaring that the inter-
ests and safety of the Southern States imperatively
demand that they should unite for their common
defence.

Resolved, unanimouslyj t therefore, That the State
of South Carolina is prepared to act in conceit
with other Southern States in adopting whatever
course of action the common interest and safety
may require.

Resolved, That liis Excellency the Governor
be requested to forward copies of the foreghing
resolutions to the Governors of the other Southern
States.

RESOLUTIONS OK THE HOUSE OK REPRESENTATIVES.
Resolved, That it is the deliberate judgment of

this General Assembly that the slave-holding States
should immediately meet together to concert mea-
sures for united action.

Resolved, That the foregoing resolution be com-
municated by the Governor to ali the slavehold-
ing States, with the earnest request of this State
that they will appoint deputies, and adopt such
measures as in their judgment willpromote the
said meeting.

Resolved, That a special commission be appointed
by this General Assembly, to communicate the
foregoing resolutions to the State of Virginia, and
to express to the authorities of that State the
cordial sympathy of the people of South Carolina
with the people of Virginia, and their earnest de-
sire to unite with them in measures of defence.

Resolved, Tint the State of South Carolina owes
it to her own citizens to protect them and their
property from every enemy, and that for the pur-
pose of military preparation for any emergency,
the sum of one hundred thousand dollars be appro-
priated for military contingencies.

FROM BUENOS AYRES. ?By an arrival at Now
York we have dates from Buenos Ayres to the 28th
of October, and from ltio Janeiro to the 9th of No-
vember. The intelligence published of the battle
ofCepeda, fought on the 23d of October, between
the forces of Buenos Ayres and those of the Argen-
tine Confederation, is fullyconfirmed. The Monte-
video correspondent of the Correlo Mereantil writes,
that "to judge by what is said by each of the com-
batants, they were botli victorious; bnt we, who
are able to view the occurrence with coolness, and
by the light of reason and impartiality, must con-
clude that the blood which has been shed will he
completely useless, as neither party is strong
enough to impose its will upon the other by force."
A correspondent in Buenos Avres furnishes some
additional facts concerning the battle. General
Mitre, the Buenos Ayrean commander, made a gal-
lant stand after the defection of his cavalry, with
his artillery, and when he retreated, he cut his
way thoough the opposing army. Urquiza had
eight hundred prisoners, but the Buenos Ayreans
had captured General Santa Cruz, his son-in-law. j
Buenos Ayres was sorry that she had rejected the
mediation of Mr. Taney, our Minister. 1

SENATE.

WASHINGTON', Dec. 20. ?Mr. JOHNSON, of Tennes-
see, introduced a homestead bill, which was read
twice.

Mr. PUGH'S resolution, as discussed yesterday,
was then taken up.

Mr. P. read an extract from the Dred Scott,
decision, which he accidentally omitted in his
speech yesterday.

Mr. HARLAN moved to amend the resolution by
adding that the Committee on Territories be also
instructed to inquire into the propriety of author-
izing the people of New Mexico and Utah to elect
all their Territorial officers, executive, legislative
and judicial, in such manner as tho Legislature
thereof shall provide.

Mr. GREEN moved to postpone the consideration
of the resolution, as the Committees were not yet
organized, and he wished to speak on the question,
but was not in good health to-day.

Mr. HALF, liked the suggestion of Mr. Green, for
it gave him an occasion to throw out a few hints.Upon looking back at the history of this country
down to the present time, he found that no mem-
ber of the United States Senate had ever been
elected President of the United States. He thought
the reason was, that owing to the introduction ot

such resolutions and making filibustering speeches,
gentlemen were drawn out, and they put their foot
in it before they knew where they were going.

If this were understood, he believed it would
have a tendency to shorten these debates, and Mon-
day would be time enough to resume the consider-
ation of the subject, as gentlemen will have time
for reflection in the interval.

The motion of Mr. Green was then agreed to, and
the subject was postponed to Monday.^

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

Mr. TAYLOR stated that his colleague, Mr. Lan-
I drum, was still confined to his room. He ennid be
brought here, but perhaps at the risk of his life;
and lie asked if some gentleman on the other side
would pair off with him.

Mr. GROW said they had heard that appeal every-
day. Was it quite fair to ask a gentleman present
to pair off with him? Pairs were usually made by
the individuals themselves, and in cases where both
parties had to be absent.

Mr. TAYLOR replied that the question resolved
itself into one of courtesy, and under the circum-
stances stated it was proper to make a pair. If his
appeal was not responded to, he suggested to gen-
tlemen on the Democratic side that they have re
course to those methods familiar to all, which would
have the effect of preventing a vote.

Mr. GROW thought it was a bad practice?one
side coming into the House and asking the other to

offset the absentees of the other.
Mr. CLEMENS said he had a right to know what

policy the Republican side intended to pursue?-
whether they intended to take advantage of the ab-
sentees ?

Mr. GROW knew of no understanding among his
party on that point, and repeated what he had be-
fore said.

The conversation was ended by some gentleman
saying that when the proper time comes there
would be no difficulty in finding a pair for Mr.
Landrum.

Mr. HICKMAN made an ineffectual appeal to act

on his resolution, proposing the adoption of the
plurality rule.

Mr. lior.MAN said the question of slavery was not
yet settled, although there seemed an approxima-
tion to that end. Different and conflicting views
are entertained on the subject, but he was of the
number who hold Congress has no jurisdiction, un-
der any circumstrnces whatever, over the subject
of slavery in the Territories, because it is a domes-
tic institution: the Kansas and Nebraska act giv-
ing the people the right to control their domestic
institutions in their own way.

PROGRESS OF THE CIVIL WAR IN MEXICO.? By the
arrival of the steamship Tennessee at New Orleans,
the Delta has files of Vera Crnz papers to the 10th
instant.

From the indications exhibited in these papers,
which arc. as is well known, organ-" of the Liberal
partv, it does not appear that the Juarez Adminis-
tration abandons hope of being able to make bead
against the Reactionists. It is evident, however,
that the two disasters recently sustained Oy tho
Liberal armies have given that party a great shock, j
thongh their organs keep up a tone of confidence.
The effect seems to be favorable to a s.ieedy conclu-
sion of the negotiation with the United States. The
William Tell publishes a series of articles recom-
mending the immediate ratification of the treaty,
as a measure which will secure the triumph of the
Liberal cause. The great need is stated to be money,
though generals do not seem to be above par, and
soldiers are not by any means supernumcrous. Hut
such as there are must be paid, and at present the
Juarez exchequer is barren of resources. These
considerations will doubtless bring the negotiations
to a speedy conclusion.

LETTER FROM FRKII. DOUGLASS. ?The la.-t number
of Frederick Douglas*' Taper contains a letter
from the fugitive editor, who has arrived safely in
England. Douglass confesses that his sudden jour-
ney was undertaken in fear of arrest. He savs :

"It,is probably quite well known that, 1 sailed,
not from the United States, but from Canada?not
from Boston, where I had intended to take passage,
but from Quebec. Nor is it necessary to state tiiat
the Harper's Ferry troubles, and the evident pur-
pose of Messrs. Bennett and Buchanan to involve
me in them, caused me to take my present route,
though not my present journey, for that was a!
ready determined upon more tlian a year ago, and
the arrangements partly made for it."

LorisiANA See wi CROP. ?The Acadian f of the
3d instant, says:?Most of the sugar planters have
finished rolling, and it is now sate to estimate the
crop. We say two hundred and fifty-thousand
hogsheads.

The l'ointe Coupee (La.) Democrat of the same
date, has the following:?Sugar-grinding is draw-
ing to a close. But few now make granulated su-
gar, so much damage has been done by the late
frost. The crop will be still poorer than any one
even anticipated. We must except from the above
those who have had the foresight to windrow their
cane prior to the heavy frost. Those planters
will have saved nearly their entire crops by that
process.

Recent arrivals from abroad report that the plan
for the emancipation oftheserfs inRussia is steadily
progressing under the auspices of the Central Com-
mittee. This Committee has lately been divided in-
to three, each having a distinct department?one
tho financial, another the administrative, and the
third the judicial?to whom is committed the ex-
aminations of questions of the highest importance
?such as the territorial bounarv, and population
of each commune, the elections, interior govern-
ment, territorial police, publicity of judicial pro-
ceedings, &e. The work i 3 a vast one, and full of
difficulties at every step, involving in its progress
the entire re-construction of the social relations of
the population, in away never before attempted on
any thing like a scale so grand and great.

I NI?IA . Mr. William Russell, the Times corres-
pondent, is busy preparing for the press his diary,
kept during the Indian campaign, which will
shortly be published in two volumes by Messrs.
Routledge. The matter is altogether distinct from
Mr. Russell's Time* letters. He has received for
the book the very large price of £1,500. The
Tune* correspondents threaten to monopolise the
military chronicling of the day. Colonel Eber, the
Time* correspondent (in fact, though not in name)

for the war in Lomhardv, is about to publish liis
letters, with connecting remarks and additions.?
London t'orrccpondcnce of the Manchester Guardian.

THE PUBLIC FINANCES. ?The object ofissuing pro-
posals for throe millions of treasury notes at this
time is said to be to prepare for the payment of
claims upon the Post-office Department for services
during the current quarter, tor which there has
been no appropriation as yet, but of which it is
supposed that Congress willat once authorize the
payment. Kecrctai y Cobb is said to have notified
his friends that the treasury can go on for six
months without calling upon the House, but there
is much doubt of this.

COLD WEATHER INENGLAND.?A letter from Yent-
ner, Isle of Wight, on the 17th of November, says:

"The last of October and the first of November,
1859, will long be remembered in Great Ilritain as
the coldest and stormiest that have occurred at that
season within the memory of the oldest inhabitant.
There was skating in Scotland, a tilingunheard of
in October for twenty-five years, and colder weather
in London than at the same season for forty-four
years. Even here there was a slight frost, though
not sufficient to destroy plants and flowers, as they
are still blooming in freshness and beauty."

GENERAL WALKER AS AN AUTHOR. ?"We under-
stand," says the New Orleans Delta, "that a work
on Nicaragua will probably make its appearance
in no long time by no less an author than General
William Walker, who is known to be quite as
ready with the pen as with the sword. The
theme is one which he is peculiarly fitted to han-
dle."

A private telegraphic despatch from New Or-
leans, conveys the information that Mr. McLane
had concluded a treaty with the government of
Mexico, and that it would he transmitted to the
United States by the Brooklyn. It will probably
reach Washington in a few days, and if approved
by the President, will be communicated to the Sen-
ate for the consideration of that body immediately
after the holiday recess.

CAPTURE OF A SLAVER. ?Captain Arey, of the
brig Fannie, arrived at New York, from Sierra
Leona, Africa, reports that a few days previous to

his sailing, the British steamer Spitfire had cap-
tured, November Ist, a brig supposed to be the
John Harris, of New York, with five hundred
negroes on board. She was lying at Freetown
when Capt. Arey sailed.

FROM NEW GRENADA.?By the bark Restless, ar-
rived at New York from Santa Martha, which port
she left on the 25th November, we learn that a bat-
tle was daily expected at Barranquilla, between
the forces of General Nieto of the Liberal party,
and General Pnsado, of the city of Barranquilla,
the latter being in possession of that place. Busi-
ness was at a stand-still.

A bill authorizing the holding of a State Con-
vention to revise the Constitution of the State of
Georgia has passed both Houses of the Legislature,
and will doubtless be signed bv the Governor. The
Savannah Republican regards this movement as a
wise and salutary one.

On Saturday last, the priest of St. Stephens'
(Catholic) church, Cincinnati, decamped, owing to
the impossibility of longer concealing his illicit in-
tercourse with a female member of his congregation.

The woman has heretofore moved in respectable

THE GREAT UNIOX MEETINGIN NEW YORK.
Ihe Union Mee injar in New York, on Monday

night, attracted an immense throng, which not
only filled the Academy, but all its approaches, and

| the street in front was densely packed. The num-
i ber present was estimated at thirty thousand. The
| resolutions adopted, nominated Gen. Winfield Scott

j for President.
At the meeting within the Academy, Mayor Tie-

! Mann presided, assisted by about 200 vice presi-
dents and secretaries.

Numerous delegations represented the various
sections of the State.

Rev. Dr. Vermilyea opened the meeting with
prayer.

Ex-Senator ISeekman stated tho object of themeeting.
Letters of endorsement were read from Ex-Presi ?

dent Franklin Pierce, Daniel S. Dickinson, Esq.,
Hon. Fernando Wood, and Lieut. General Win-
field Scott. The last name was greeted with much
enthusiasm.

Speeches were made by Charles O'Connor, Esq.,
Ex-Senator John A. Dix, Hon. Washington Hunt,
and others.

In order to aecommodate the immense throng,
three stands were erected outside of the Academy
building, from which tho meetings were ad-
dressed by Coroner Connerv, Ex-Judge Dean, and
others.

Mr. O'Connor's remarks were to the purport
that the South was not to be censured if she
withdraws from her present association with the
North.

Mr. J. W. Savage nominated?
Lieut. Gen. Winfield Scott for President,
Gen. Sam Houston for Vice-President,

at each of the outside meetings; and the nomina-
tions were carried amidst the plaudits of tho multi-
tude.

The resolutions adopted by the regular meeting
expressed, in strong language, the views and ob-
jects of the meeting. They declare that the Con-
stitution, the treaties, and the laws of the Cnited
States recognize the institution ofslavery as legally
existing, and that itis the duty of al! good citizens
to stand by that Constitution, those laws and the
decision of that final arbiter of all disputed points
?the Supreme Court.

They proceed as follows:?"That we protest
against and denounce as contrary to the plighted
faith on which the Constitution was established, all
acts or inflammatory appeals, which tend to makethis Union less perfect,or to jeopardize or disturb its
domestic- tranquillity, or to inar the spirit of har-
mony, compromise and concession upon which the
Union was formed by our fathers.

"That we regard the recent outrage at Harper's
Ferry as a crime, not onlyagainst the State of Vir-ginia, but against the Union itself, and we approve
of the firmness by which the treason has been duly
punished.

"That, in our opinion, the subject of slavery hasbeen too long mingled with party politics, and as
the result has been the creation of sectional par-
ties, contrary to the advice, letter and spirit of the
tarewell address of the father of our common coun-
try, that, therefore, it is the duty of farmers, plan-
ters, manufacturers, merchants," mechanics, anil of
every citizen North, South, East and West, to dis-
countenance all parties and organizations that thus
violate the spirit of the Constitution! and advice ofWashington."

NEW YORK, Dec. 17, 1859.

To THE HON. J. VV. BEEKXAX,CHAIRMAN,Ac., Ac.:?
.Sir?l have the honor to acknowledge your invi-

tation to be present at the Union meeting to be held
in this city on .Monday next, for the holy purpose
of allaying the distrust which is now sowing dis-
cord among brethren. After a long life spent in
devotion to the glorious Union which has already
made us great among the nations of the earth, and
which, if happily preserved with all its compro-
mises and compacts, cannot fail to make us first
among the great, your committee does me hut jus-
tice in announcing that I feel the liveliest sympa-
thy in the object of the meeting. 1 his city is cer-
tainly in the right, to take tho lend in the cause of
conciliation; and animated hy like patriotic senti-
ments, there are, I am confident, in every State a
vast majority of citizens who, in any serious out-
break would he found ready to join in the national
cry, "The Union must and shall be preserved."?
[Applause.] Except in such a case I beg to de-cline, as 1 have now done for many years, taking
part inany public meeting; remaining r, minuteman, with the great reserve of millions. I hnvcthe
honor to be, with great respect, your lellow-citizeD,

Wi:,nn.n SCOTT.
The reading of the letter was received with en

tliuriastic applause, which was renewed s%ain and
again.

Mr. Fillmore, in his letter to the committee, says
The lamentable tragedy at Harper's Ferry* ii

clearly traceable to this unfortunate controversy
about Slavery in Kansas, and while the chief actor
in this criminal invasion lias exhibited some traits
o! character that challenge our admiration, vet his
fanatical zeal seems to have blinded his moral per-
cept ions, and hurried him into an unlawful at. ack
upon the lives of a peaceful and unoffending com-
munity in a sister State, with the evident intention
of raising a survile insurrection, which no one can
contemplate without horror; and few, I believe,
very few, can be found, so indifferent to the conse-
quences of his acts, or so blinded by fanatical zeal,
as not to believe that he justly suffered the penalty
of the law which he had violated.

1 cannot but hope that the fate of John Drown
and his associates, will deter all others from anv
unlawful attempt to interfere in Hie domestic af-
fairs of a sister State. Hut this tragedy has now
closed, and Virginia has vindicate"! the supremacy
of her laws, and shown that she is quite competent
to manage her own affairs, and protect h.-r own
rights. And, thanks to anorer-ruling Providence,
this question about slavery in Kan-is is now also
settled, and settled in favor of freedom. The North
has triumphed, and having trinmphed, let her, by
her magnanimity and generosity to her Southern
brethren, show that the contest on his part wa3
one of principle, and not. of personal hatred, or the
low ambition ola sectional triumph.

Finally, if I had the power to speak, ami there
were any disposed to listen to mv counsel, I would
sav to my brethern of the South : He not alarmed,
for there are few, very few, at the North who
would justify in any manner an attack upon the
institutions of the Soutli which are guaranteed by
the Constitution. We are all anti-slavery in senti-
ment. hut we know that we have nothing to do
with it iu the several States, and we do m>t intend
to interfere with it. And I would sav to my breth-
ren of the North, respect the rights' of the South
assure them by your acts that you rggard tlieui as
friends and brethren. And I would conjure all,
in the name of all that is sacred, to let this agita-
tion cease with the causes which have produced it.
Let harmony be restored between the North and
the South, and let every patriot rally around our
national flag, and swear upon the altar of his coun
try to sustain and defend it.

Some of the incidents of the meeting were amus-
ing. Mr. Charles O'Connor, during his speech, said:
But I insist?and tiiat. is the argument which we
must meet, and on which we must come to a con-
clusion that shall govern our net inns in the future
selection of representatives in the Congress of the
United States?l iosi.-t that nogro slavery is not un-
just. [Long continued applause.] It is not unjust.
[Hiwen, followed by applause, and cries of "Put
him out."] Let him stay, gentlemen.

President. ?Let him stay there. Order!
Mr. O'Connor.?Serpents have the privilege of

hissing. Good in-n will be silent here. [Cries again
of "Put him out;" calls to order; confusion for a
time-.]

The President.?lf anybody his--es le-re, remem-
ber everybody lias their peculiar way of expressing
themselves, and as some birds onlv understand
hissing, so will they hiss. [Applause.]

Mr. O'Connor? Gentlemen,thcrcis an animal upon
this earth that has no faculty <>!' making its senti-
ments known in any other way than by a hiss. 1
am for equal rights. [Three cheers were here
given for Mr. O'Connor, three f r Gov. Wise, and
three groans for Jnhu Brown.] i beg of you, gen-
tlemen, all of you who are of mv mind, at least, to
preserve silence, and leave the hissing animal in
the lull enjoyment of his natural privileges. [Cries
of "Good, good," laughter and applause. ] Tiio
first woman that, offended was taught to do so by
that hissing animal. [Laughter and applause.]?
The first human society that was broken up by the
entrance of discord and sin was broken up by the
entrance of that animal. [Applause.] Therefore,
I say it is his privilege to hiss. Let liitn hiss on.?
[Cries of "Good, good," laughter and applause.]?
Gentlemen, 1 will not detain you much longer.
[Cries of "Go on," "go on."] i maintain that ne-
gro slavery is not unjust [a voice?"No sir;" ap-
plause;] that it is benign in its influences upon the
white man, and upon the black man [voices ?

"That's so, that's so," applause]; that itis ordained
by nature; that it is an institution created bv na-
ture itself; that it carries with it duties for the
black man, and duties for the white, which duties
cannot be performed except by the preservation
and?if gentlemen please?the perpetuation of the
syst ni. [Applause.]

There was quite a number of outside meetings, at
which speeches were made. Capt. Renders was
one of the orators and commenced by staling the
fact that he was an old stager, lie had heard
some one as k the question about kissing a nigger
wench, and lie would reply that the fact was that
the Riaek Republicans were so busily engaged in
kissing all the nigger wenches about the country
that there was but one left. He berated ex-Judgo
Dean (whom he termed a "mountebank") for in-
troducing local politics in his speech, and he was
glad that the speaker had been rebuked by the
crowd. He then proceeded to speak about the
Constitution and the rights of the North and the
South, when a disturbance was made on the oppo-
site side of the street bv hooting and blowing of
horns, for which the Captain apologized by stating
that itwas done by the iilack Republicans; yet he
was happy in stating that Hlack Republicans were
not all blackguards?there were blackguards in all
parties he was sorry to say. Upon his alluding to
John Brown, three groans were given for Brown.
So say I, continued the speaker?groans for the
horse-stealer?but I would give deepi r groans for
those who urged him on. lirown was termed an
assassin and a murderer, but he was a saint in com-
parison with those who urged him on. He has, how-
ever, gone to his great account, and before the
same God whom we shall appear. The conflict wa?
going on, and if not stopped would lead to a dis-
memberment. of the Union. [Noise from a horn op-
posite.] I willblow your horn worse than that in
1860. When we show you our vote in the State of
New York, you'll find that you've blown your horn
on the wrong side of your tiioutb. [Here some one
distributed among the crowd, from a balcony,
printed notices of the Rev. H. W. Bei-cher's lecture
at the Cooper Institute], and Mr. Beeclier was se-
verely denounced by the Captain, who said he only
wanted to line his pockets. [Voice?He wants to
raise funds to build a new clinch.] Kynders?lf
he willpreach the true Gospel as set forth in the
Scriptures, 1 will give him a dollar toward build-
ing his church; otherwise he can have no quarter of
mine, and I'll show him no quarter. The Captain
said he was the only man in New- A ork who prac-
ticed the Christian religion- He would say what
lie had to say about Black Republicans, notwith-
standing the anathemas that might be heaped upon
him. He would say it to the pulpit, and denounced
them openly and boldly. He cared not, for their
curses and prayers amounted to nothing. He was
in favor of religion, as without it we would relapse
into barbarism?but instead of preaching edition
they should preach "peace and good will."
