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"Great men," it is written, "are not always '
"wise," and it may turn out that the converse of I
tne proposition is equally true, and that those who
are called wise are not always great. The recent j
speeches of the Governor of Virginia have demon-
strated that he does not possess the attributes of
Solomon, and it remains now to he seen whether
lie is not also destitute of those of C.ssau. Gover-
nor Wise has held many responsible positions, and
is the present Chief Magistrate of one of the most
powerful Slates of our Confederacy, and the world
is entitled to presume, prima facie, that lie is a tried
and capable statesman. Such a title any man
might he proud to earn, for we naturally associate
with it the possession of eminent moral or intellec-
tual qualities; and we look to him who is so desig-
nated for the prudent counsels, comprehensive
views, and sagacious measures which can pacify
the intestine commotions of a State or avert, by
peaceful means, the dangers that threaten it from
abroad. That Governor Wise has no claim to
rank with those who, in any proper sense of the
word, can he called Statesmen, the majority of the
public seem to have decided long ago, and since his
address to the medical students on their triumphal
entry into Richmond, we may presume the
doubts of his most partial friends to have been set
at rest forever. They must be content, when
they next appeal to popular favor in his behalf, to
descant upon his reckless valor and his dashing
disregard of consequences, as his chief recommen-
dations. It must he only in his prospective char-
acter of "the conquering hero" that he can hence-
forth demand the suffrages of the people. As he
nspires to the Presidential chair, and has in-
formed his adherents in New York that Virginia
"will be a unit in the Charleston Convention,"
it interests us to know what manner of
man lie is, and it particularly becomes us to
consider in all its bearings that warlike policy
which it would evidently delight him to inaugu-
rate. The simple question being ns to how the
anti-slavery fanatics are to he put down, and the

dangerous agitation of that subject quieted, Gov-
ernor WISE proposes a very summary method. In-
deed, if his term of office were not about to expire,
we should augur glorious days for Virginia, but
terrible limes for the rest of the world, from his
plans for carrying on the "irrepressible conflict."
He ha 3 given us an insight into them, in the
speech we have referred to. After treating the
students to a dreary rigmarole about blood and
honor, flags, forefathers, and revolutions, he pro-

ceeded to propound his system for the reformation
of erroneous political opinions throughout
the world. It is certainly a thorough one,
for he would begin with individuals and end with
empires. To WENDELL PHILLIPS and Senator
WILSON, and their supporters, he would hold the
following language:

"To these and such as those who protect and encourage
them. I would say the time lias come, when?if we are
not allowed to pursue our way in peace?l am ready to
assume the panoply of war.**

Having quieted these philanthropic incendiaries,
by threatening to appear in his regimentals, he
will then turn his attention to the different Slates,
and he thus notifies them of his dread purpose :

'*l would arm the people of this State, and I would ap-
ply- to the other Commonwealths lo see what States
warred upon us hv their statutes. I would stand an armed
man, ?nnd, placing my finger upon those laws, I would
say?repeal it, repeal it. repeal it."

Of course Ihose laws on which this "armed
"man placed lus finger would lie instantly re-
pealed, and he would then t-e at leisure to regu-
late Canada, which he would do very speedilv, as

h.e tells us :
"For one. 1 am not content that war should be confined

to the South. 1 would invade Canada, even England: for
she should no lunger be permitted to shelter the cut-
throats who Invade us.*'

The British Provinces being thus put to rights,
and, perhaps, annexed to Virginia, England
would next he chastised and compelled to sue for
mercy. FRED. DOUGLASS has sought refuge in
Ihat island, and the GOVERNOR thus intimates a
disposition to pursue the offending fugitive :

"He thinks he is safe inEngland. If it were in my
power I would not strike at Massachusetts and the North -
ern States, but I would leap to a war with England. It
can he brought on. It 1 had a low black rakish steamerin Hampton Roads, I should have ordered it to the Banksof Newfoundland, with the order that ira British packet,
with that negro on hoard, attempted to pass, to take
it. by the eternal gods, anil I would have instructed
them not to hang him tillI had seen him. anil seen him
well hung."

Then, alluding to a print in a late number of
the London Punch, in which a black and a white
eagle are engaged in direful combat in mid-air, he
becomes excited over this picture of an imaginary
conflict, and lie promises to perform a fearful feat
when he engages in the battle ;

"But I am watching the white eagle and the black, and
they shall not fight; but if they do, Iwillfight upon the
back of the British lion myself and wake up the patriots
of the North; and I call on you, Mr. Buchanan, to say to
England that Canada shall not be a refuge for the fugitive
slaves of the South."

The GOVERNOR seems disposed to pause here in
his career of conquest. The terrific tussle with
the British lion, which he is looking forward to,
and in which lie will doubtless be victorious, is to
be the crowning scene of his warlike exploits, and
his fancy pursues its heroic inarch ffo farther. lie
is to be commended, therefore, for his moderation,
and we sincerely trust that none of the single or
double-headed eagles which respectively represent
France, Austria and Prussia, will feel any needless
alarm when they learn that "a low, black, rakish
"steamer" has left Hampton Roads That Gov-
ernor W ISK'R scheme for securing the South against
future molestation would answer the ends propo-
sed, if successfully prosecuted, we freely admit,
and we are bound to suppose that he has carefully
weighed the chances of fail lire and counted its cost,
and is prepared to recommend it in his first Presi-
dential message as perfectly feasible. Unless he is
able to demonstrate the practicability of his plan of
operations it is of course the merest bluster to talk
as he has done in Richmond. Unless the North
assented to his project he would assume "the pan-
"oply of war" and rush on Canada to no purpose,
and he would only risk the loss of liis "low black

'rakish steamer * ii he sent it to cruise against the
English fleet. As we are at a loss to imagine how
Governor \\ ISE would overcome what seem to us
to lie these insuperable difficulties, we must wait
until lie is elected President before we can even
place in tae category of possibilities the magnifi-

THE NEW MEXICAN TREATY.
The followingis stated to be the M'Lane-Ocatn-

11'> treaty, brought on by Mr. La Raintree, Dee. 14
1859: '

This treat v concedes to the United States, or to
citizens thereof, the right of way, in perpetuitv,
tor three great transit routes across the MexicanRepublic:

1. The right of way, in perpetuity, for a rail-road or other communication across the Isthmus ofteliuantepec from ocean to ocean.
-? ihe right o| way, in perpetuitv, for a railroadfrom some point on the Rio Grande across the

States of Taiuatilipas, Coahnila, and New LeonDurango. and Sinaloa, to the port of Mazatlan on
the Pacific.

o. The tight, et way, in perpetuity, for a railroadHern the Territory i f Arizona, across the State of
Sonont to the port of Guavmas, on the Gulf of Cali-
fornia.

4. The right to erect warehouses at the terminio. ad these transit routes, and freely to navigate
the waters with which they communicate.J he right to transport goods and merchan-dise, destined for Arizona or California, or thence
back to the other parts of the United States, freeid duty, bye ieh and all of the routes across the Re-public, whatever may be their description or of
what country.

G. This article provides that these goods tnav atany time be entered at the Transit warehouses,tor sale and consumption in Mexico, on payment ofthe duties, or may at any time be withdrawn and
shipped to any other country than Mexico free of
duty, the wai chouse regulations to allow no charges
on the goods but those of cartage and storage.

7. This article provides that a la-ge list of goods
and merehandise.being the naturalor manufacturedproduct of the United States, shall be admitted into
Mexico at tile various termini of the Transit routes
on terms of perfect reciprocity, the Congress of the
United States to determine whether they shall be
admitted free or at a fixed rate of duty. This list
embraces manufactures in cotton and leather of
every description.

8. The treaty grants, moreover, the right to
transport the troops, military stores, and munitionsof war of the United States across the Republic by
the Tehuantepec and Sonora transits, on the same
terms as those of Mexico.

9. Itconcedes to the United States the right,
with or without the consent and co-operation of
Mexico, to protect, by force of arms if necessary,
all these transit routes, their property and right of
way.

1f'\u25a0 _ It guarantees religious freedom to citizens ofthe United States in Mexico, and the right to wor-ship in churches or private dwellings, according to
the dictates of their own conscience.11. No forced loan, whatever be its nature, shallbe levied on citizens of the United States resident-"exico on any pretence whatever. Citizens of
the United States, moreover, shall be free to pur-sue whatever ba-iness or profession may- seem to

ABSTRACT OF THE AX.MAL REPORT
op

THE POSTMASTER GENERAL.
The report opens witha notice of the double calamity

which overtook the department in March last, in the i
death of its head, and the failure of the appropriatidki bill ito pass Congress. The contractors and others, however,
have continued to perform their duties as usual, at con
siderable loss to themselves. The department has issued
to them certificates representing their claims, which many
have been obliged to put into the market to he discount-
ed, to raise cash. The Postmaster General urges Congress
to make an early appropriation, to meet all the existing
liabilities of the department, and also that interest be ai
lowed 011 the debts.

The actual paid expenses of the department in the fiscal
year ending June 30th, 1859, amounted to $11,458,083, of
which $6,112,996 68 was for the transportation of inland
mails, including payments to route agents, local agents
and mail messengers, $494,428.95 for the transportation of \
foreign mails, $550,204 17 for California mails, $2,453,-
900.95 for compensation to postmasters, $929,900.23 for ;
clerks. The ascertained liabilities of the department, j
which could not be paid, owing to the failure of Congress '
to pass the appropriation bill, amount to $4,296,009 26, so I
that the whole actual expenditures and liabilities of the i
department for the year reach $15,754,092.89. Against
this we have a gross revenue of $7,905,484.07. Of this
sum $6,158,145 was derived from the sate of stamps,
$900,531.07 from letter postage, and $589,332 from news-
papers and pamphlets. The total shows an increase of
six per cent, over the revenue of the previous year, but,
as willbe seen, more than seven millions of dollars short
of the actual cost of the department.

It seems that, with a balance of $608,313.00 at the be-
ginning of the year, the annual revenue above stated,
and appropriations under various acts of Congress, the
department had at its command $12,168,370.88. This
would have been about enough a year or two since, for
it appears that the expenditures for the year ending June
30th, 1858, were $12,722,470.01, in which year the reve-
nue was $7,480,792.80, the excess of expenditures being
$5,235,677.15. Now the excess reaches over seven mil-

lions. Nor does the estimate for the year ending June
30th, 1860, come with a more encouraging aspect, the ex
penditures being footed up at $15,038,627.62, and the
means at $10,522,534.91, leaving a deficiency of $5,526,-
324 And the estimate for 1861 is of the same kind,
leaving a deficiency of $5,985,421, tho means being
$9,676,711, and the expenditures $15,665,135.04.

We find the operations of the department, during the
year, thus stated in the report:

Compared with the service reported June 30, 1858, there
is a decrease of 551 miles in the length of the mail routes;
an addition of 3,542,911 miles to the annual transporta-
tion, being about 4.4 per cent. and of $1,673,339 to cost,
or about 21.46 per cent.

The aggregate length of railroad routes has been in-
creased 1,579 miles, and the annual transportation thereon
1,504,932 miles; 584 per cent., at a cost of $415,673, or
14.69 per cent.

The length of steamboat routes is greater l>y 2,166
miles, and the annual transportation by 352 miles;
the cost is $76,073 less, being a reduction of 610 per
cent.

The addition to coacli routes is 9,341 miles in length,3,892,604 miles in annual transportation, or 19 9 per
cent., and $1,224,250 in cost, or 64.1 per cent.

Tho length of inferior routes in diminished 13.C37miles, and the annual transportation 1.855,037 miles;
the additional cost is $109,849, being 6.42 per cent, less
in transportation, and 6 per cent additional in cost.

Of the fifty distributing post-offices in the country, thir-

teen have been discontinued as being unnecessary, and
tending to interfere with the speed of the mails, besides
being costly. The distribution system exists in no other,
and is only deemed necessary here in consequence of the
great extent of territory, and the immense number of
post offices. The report submits to Congress the question
of its continuance, and urges that, at any 1ate, the num-ber of distributing offices should be reduced as much aspossible from year to year, and that they should be estab-lished or continued only in populous cities and towns

I where travel concentrates.
The whole number of dead letters during the year is

stated at $2,500,000, including about 500,000 drop letters,
and 50,000 held for postage. More than fifty percent, of
the dead letters accumulated at about forty out of the
28,530 post offices. In the large majority of the cases, let-ters fail to reach their destinations by reason of misdirec-
tion, illegible direction, and the migratory habits of thepeople. Of the letters containing money recently restored
to their owners, more than sixty per cent, had failed to
reach their destination, entirely from being misdirected,held forpostage or addressed to transient persons. And
of the dead letters containing valuable enclosures other
than money, the per centage of failure from the same
cause was eighty.

Of the dead letters which do not contain enclosures of
value, it lias been found, on inquiry, that, in about one-third of the cases, the writers are willingto pay for re-covering their letters, and at the same time the fact is
shown that forty pur cent, of this class of letters miscarry
through faults of tho writers. About one million or let
ters became dead from causes entirely beyond tlie controlor the department or legislation. As to the remainder,
something may be done by new laws and regulations to
diminish the number, and to provide for returning them
sooner, and in larger numbers to the writers. Hereafter,
letters are to remain on hand one week before being ndvertised, and those unclaimed at the end of three months
after advertising, to be returned to the dead letter office.
By this new arrangement, much time willbe saved. The
Postmaster General proposes to Congress to shorten this
period of three months.

Attention is called to the largo number of post-offices
with similar names. The operations of the dead letter of
flee are thus given:

The whole number of dead letters, containing money,
registered and sent out during the year ending Jitne3o,
1859, was 9,726, of which 8,574 were delivered, leaving
1,153 unclaimed. The who e amount of money received
was $45,718.14; amount restored to owners, $41,143.74.

The number of letters registered and sent out. contain-
ing valuable enclosures, other than money, such as bills
of exchange, drafts, bonds, treasury warrants, &c.. was
8,f47; of which 7,738 have been restored to the owners,
leaving unclaimed 909.

The amount of the enclosures was $2,502,298.11; the
amount of the enclosures in sterling was £6,983 IDs. 5d.;
the amount of the enclosures in francs was 104,421.

The number of dead letters returned (unopened) to
foreign countries during the last fiscal year was 133.981,
divided as follows, viz :?England, 60,310; France, 15 757;
Prussia, 18,409; Bremen, 6.919; Hamburg, 1,401; Canada,
27,537; Netv Brunswick, 1,780; Nova Scotia, 1.568.

As the local express companies monopolize the drop
letter business in cities by charging only one cent for
delivery, while the United States post office charges two.
the Postmaster General suggests that Congress should
repeal the law fixing the rate at two cents and enable thedepartment to make an effort to obtain this business. The
box system, he says, is being rapidlv outgrown by the
population of our principal cities, and must be finally
abandoned, as it has been in Europe. The box system,
lie says, must give way to an efficient system of delivery
by carriers. " ,

The report makes an onslaught upon the freedom of the
mails granted to newspaper exchanges, under the act of
1825. He says it is far more unjust than the franking
privilege; that the newspaper exchanges are the stock in
trade of the journalist, and that as the government has
to pay for their transportation, the editor ought to pay
postage on them. He also urges the repeal of the statuteof 1852, requiring that weekly newspapers bo delivered
free of postage to all subscribers residing within the lim-
its of the county in which they arc published The
report argues strenuously in favor of both thes" proposi-
tions. 1

The report says that the department suffers from the
policy of making the mails subsidiary to the maintenance
of traveling lines, and that enormous sums are tlius paid
to companies for mails which are so light as scarcely to
yield sufficient revenue to pay for carrying theiu onhorseback. Four-horse coaches are thus run on borderand unfrequented routes, and steamboat lines are subsi
dized at an outlay which would afford postal accommoda-
tions to entire States, merely that the owners of these
lines may be enriched, and that the public may haveeasy, certain and economical modes of conveyance for
passengers and goods. To obviate this in some measure,
the department will in future enforce the laws of 184o!requiring all mail contracts to be let to the lowest respon-
sible bidder.

The express mail agents from New York. Philadelphia
and Baltimore westward have been discontinued and thebaggage masters substituted for them at reduced com-pensation, thus taving $19,100 per annum. The reportcomplains of the exorbitant charges for railroad mails
winch are from SSO to $375 per mile here, while inCun;e
da they are S3O for day and S4O for night service. It isalso stated that or, one hundred and thirty seven rail-
road routes the mails are tiansported without contractsThey carry the mails when and as they please, and the
department is obliged to submit. But the report savs
that this is to be stood no longer, that proposals will 'be
invited from all the companies for carrying the mailsand that no mails willbe delivered except to contracting
parties.

The amount of compensation demanded for the great
through mail between Portland and New Orleans was so
large that, inview of the embarrassments of the depart-
ment, the service was not begun. Four routes were pro-
posed for the contract; one through Boston, Albany and
the lakecities to Cincinnati, or through Philadelphia and
Pittsburg, and the other three by the seaboard line, differ
ing only in the route below Baltimore.

The Mississippi mail is denounced by the report as a
mere waste of money, more than thirteen hundred thou
sand dollars having been expended on itsince the passage
of the act, with a return so slight as scarcely to justify
the designation of the expenditure as postal in its charac
ter. The service could be performed for one fourth the
sum itnow costs were it contracted for by the trip.

For the six different California mail routes the gross
aDnua! disbursements were $2,184,677. and the receipts
from them $339,747, showing a loss of $1,844,949.66 per
annum. There was a loss on all the lines. Oh that
through Panama $738,250 was spent, and but $299,971.69
received; on that by Tehauntepec $250,000 was spent, and
$276,654 received; on the overland mail from San Anto
nio to San Diego $196,448 was spent, and $6Ol received;
on that by St. I.oui- and El Paso to San Francisco, S6OO,
000 was spent, and $27,229.94 received; on ilie monthly
mail from Kansas, Missouri, to Stockton. California,
$79,999 was spent, and $1,255 received; pn that from St.
Joseph, Mo., via Utah to Placerviile, CaL, $320,000 was
spent, and $5,412 received. The local mail service for
California. Oregon, Washington and Utah cost, in addi-
tion, $508,067. making in all #2.695,394 for the service of a
population of not more than six hundred and fifty thous
and souls, or at the rate of $4.14 for each person, while
tlie postal facilities or the rest of the Union, containing
thirty millions of people, cost less tiianforty-one cents for
each person. The report, therefore, urgently calls for thecurtailment of the Pacific service.

The contract for the ocean mail service between NewYork New Orleans and California, has been given to ;Cornelius Yanderbllt, and will be serried via Nicaragua

The report urges further legislation to enable the de-
partment to build a new Post office at Philadelphia. An
act passed in 1858 established 695 new post routes, but
made no provision for their support. One of these, from
St. Paul to Puget Sound, would cost $600,000 annually.
They would all be unproductive, and have not been put
in operation. During the year, 30,837 mail bags were
purchased, being 9,937 more than in the previous year.
Contracts for four years have been made for the delivery
of hags, at higher prices than those of the last contracts.
As regards the foreign mails, the report says:

The aggregate amount of postage (sea, inland and for-
eign.) on mails co veyed to and from Europe by the sev-
eral lines ofmail steamers employed by this department,
was $484,068.54; and by the British packets of the Cunard
line, performing an equal number of trips, $805,629 64.
The North German I.loyd and Hamburg lines of mail
packets also conveyed mails to and from Bremen and
Hamburg respectively, the postages on whicli amounted
to $48,151.71, making the total postages on United States
and European mails, conveyed bv all lines during the
year, $1,338,449,89.

The cost of the trans atlantic service performed by
steamships employed by this department, under the pro-
vision of the act of the 14th June, 1858, (which limits the
compensation to the United States postage, sea and in-
land, when the conveyance is by American steamers, and
to the sea postage when by foreign steamers,) was $324,-
610 62; twenty-six round trips being performed by Amer-
ican steamships for the sum of $199,261.09, averaging
$7,663.88 per round trip, and twenty-six and a half trips
by foreign steamships, at $125,349.53, averaging $4,730.17
Iterround trip.

The amount or letter postages upon mails exchanged
during the year withGreat Britain, was $770,086; with
Prussia, $288,642.68; France, $218,770.05; Bremen, S3S,-
368.37; and Hamburg, $22,581.95; being a decrease onBritish mails of $32,684.80; on Prussian mails of $37,-
120.92; and an increase on French mails of $12,943.63; on
Bremen mails of$10,462.45; and on Hamburg mails of
$6 704.21, as compared with the preceding vear. Net de-
creased letter postages on European mails, $39,695 43.The amount of postages on mails sent to Great Britainwas $365,622.13; to Prussia, $167,884 33; ,to France, $106,-050.01; to Bremen, $18,229.80; to Hamburg, $15,584.58.
Total sent, $673,370 85. On mails received from Great
Britain, $404 464 71: irom Prussia, $120,758.35; fromFrance, $112,720.04; from Bremen, $20,138.57, and fromHamburg, $6.997.37?T0tal received, $605,079 04. Total
postages collected in the United States, $509,860.73; inGreat Britain, Prussia, France, Bremen and Hamburg.

On the subject of retrenchment, the report has much toray. The department has saved, the past year, $1,826,471,
chiefly in the curtailment of transportation, discontinu-ance of routes, and inthe California service. The heavi-
est reduction has been in Missouri, where there had beenan annual loss or $499,214, and the next inTexas, where
the loss had been $622,783. In Louisiana the annual loss
has reached $551,315. The report again urges the aboli-tion of the franking privilege, as well as of the Pacific
overland service. It opposes an increase of the rates of
postage.

KxCITKUKN'r ix NEBRASKA? Jlescite of a Fugitive
Slave.? On the l(Jth instant, a man named Durand,
from Alabama, arrived at Decato city, Nebraska!in pursuit of a fugitive slave named Bill, whom hearrested with the assistance of the U. 8. Marshal.

The Marshal brought the negro to the Bates
House, and was strenuously urged bv Durand toproceed directly to Omaha. To this "the Marshal
would not assent; nor would the citizens allow the
negro to go one step further until an examinationinto the matter was had. The negro obtained theservices of Judge Lock wood. Some others were
running here and there, drumming up the "friendsof liberty," and abjuring them, by all they held
sacred, to resist any attempt to remove the'negro,
even to the bitter end. But the citizens promptly
frowned down all demonstrations of mob violence.
Quiet apparently was restored to the place, whenan armed mob, from Sergeants Bluffs, entered thetown and surrounded the hotel. This was about
eight o'clock in the evening, and the first intima-
tion our citizens had of their presence was a formaldemand for the negro. After consulting together
[or a few moments they announced themselves will-ing to abide the result of an examination, and to
"let the law have its course," but insisted that thetrial should take place immediately. Durand felt
confident of establishing his claim to the negro,
and believing they would oiler no serious obstruc-
tion to a fair investigation consented to the ar-
rangement. When all things were ecady the Mar-shal, in whose charge the negro remained, startedwith Bill for the Commissioner's office. He hadhatdlyreach,-d the open air when he was seized bya number of stalwart fellows, and the negro torn
from his grasp by force. The latter then started
for the river, through the darkness, on a keen
Tun.

ALMOST AX AFFRAY IX WASHINGTON,?Some ex-
citement, says the Washington Star, was createdon Saturday in and about the House Reporters'
Gallery, in consequence of the appearance there of
Mr. Cobb, of Alabama, making rather particular
inquiries of the correspondent of the New YorkTimes. That correspondent not being in his seat,Mr. Cobb waited for his appearance some time,until it was ascertained that the latter was con-
fiued to his room by indisposition. Sir. Cobb said
he was sorry to hear of his illness,as he should havewished to have found him in perfect health, and inthe exercise of all his powers. Mr. C. then with-
drew. From this remark, and from the fact thatMr. Cobb was armed with a cane, it is supposed
that his purpose was a hostile one, in consequence
(t is understood) of objectionable personal noticeof himselt having appeared in the Washington cor-respondence of the New York Times.

those from New Orleans. With this route in operation,
the Tehuantepec service ought to be dispensed with.
Tho Postmaster General almost recommends the discon-
tinuance of the overland mail from San Antonio to San
Diego, as totally unnecessary under any circumstances.
The great overland mail he attempted to reduce from a
semi weekly to a weekly mail, but found that he had no
power to do so. He considers the route unnecessary, and
maintains that, without a railroad, it is impossible to
convey the whole of the Pacific mail overland, as those
carried semi monthly by the steamers weigh ten tons,
and would reuuire ten coaches instead of one, and cost, at
th.- present rate, six millions of dollars per annum

The Kansas and Stockton mail was a dead failure. But
four through mails arrived at Kansas, and only two at
Stockton. One letter was all the matter that reached
Stockton, and two letters and twenty-six newspapers
were all that reached Kansas. Of this line, 825 miles
were the same as another mail service, and while the de-
partment paid for both separately, they were carried in
one coach, most likely. The Independence and Placer-
ville mails he also recommends to be stopped. It has also
been reduced from a weekly to a semi monthly mall, at a
reduction of $115,000 cost.

The mail service between Havana and Charleston andSavannah, by the steamship Isabel, has been discontin-
ued, as itcost SOO,OOO per annum, and the revenue from
it was but $10,057.00. The mails are taken now from
Charleston and Savannah to Fernandina, thence by the
Florida railroad to Cedar Keys, and thenee taken by the
New Orleans steamers to Havana, at asaving of $49,942.34
per annum.
