The New York Independent of yesterday reports of the

dry goods trade:
There is not much business doing at present, it being

too soon after holiday week. A few staple goods alone
are selling in the way of silks, and the clothiers are buy-
ing a little. Stocks offoreign goods are large. In dom-
estic goods cotton fabrics are mostly selling, and orders
are being given in advance of receipt, there being no
competition with foreigners in cotton staple goods. Some
demand prevails in these goods for export. Woollen
goods for spring clothing are moving a little, but fancy
cassimerits mostly. Spring prints are coming forward,
and the assortment willsoon be completed. The great
loss incurred last fall in the over importations of fall
goods seems not to be a check on importing.

A large amount of duty paid goods leftover, with which
the stores are stocked, will come in competition with new
goods. The goods in public store do not represent the

extent of the surplus. The prospect of low prices, there-
fore, forall cotton and silk or mixed fabrics, is very
clear. It will be recollected that the year 1859 opened
with small stocks and an improving market; it closes

withheavy stocks, and, excepting for woollen goods, at
weak prices?an indication of a coming decline.

We make the following extracts from the annual re-
view of the Chicago Press .

By the tables which follow it willbe found that the to

tal receipts of flour (reduced to bushels) and grain amount

to 20,005,223 bushels, a falling off of over three million
bushels from the imports of 1858. The receipts of wheat

alone show a decrease of over one and a half million
bushels; but of wheat and flour together there is only a
falling off of 491,095 bushels. The decrease in corn
amounts to nearly three million bushels, and oat 9 about
400,000 bushels. There is, however, an increase in the
receipts of rye and barley:

From Washington?The National Union

WASHINGTON, Jan. G.?The National Union Ex-
ecutive Central Committee met here last evening,
Senator Crittenden in the chair. Some progress
was made in enlarging the committee by selections
of members from different States, and in arrange-
ments for a thorough organization throughout the
country. The committee have received what they
conceive to be cheering evidences of the ripening
of the people for this new party.

A circular was ordered to be issued by the Secre-
tary, and an address is in course of preparation.

11 is said that a sharp corespondence has passed
between the counsel of the new Almader Mining
Company of California and the Attorney-General,
Secretary of State and the President, in respect to
the instructions issued to the counsel in Mexico not
to take the testimony there as a notary, as author-
ized by act of Congress, the counsel claiming that
interdiction to be equivalent to a suspension or
abrogation of the law without precedent, an inva-
sion ofthe rights of citizens, injurious in its effects,
and of dangerous import.

CINCINNATI, January G. ?Judge Joseph Barker,

one of the oldest white natives of Ohio, died at his
residence, above Marietta, this morning.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
EXTENSIVE ROUBERT. ?On Wednesday evening, as

it is supposed, a heavy robbery was committed at
the dry goods establishment of Messrs. Hamilton
Easter & Co., on West Baltimore street. The
robbery was discovered on Thursday morning, when
the cashier of the establishment went to the safe
for the purpose of taking to the counting-room a
small tin box containing the cash and all the valu-
able papers of the tirrn. When it was found that
the box was missing, suspicion immediately rcstpd
upon a young man, named James E. Thomas, who
was employed by the firm as a packer and marker
of goods, and whose duties always called him to
the basement floor, where the safe was constructed.
Thomas had been inthe employ of the firm for some
three years, but recently had received notice that
his services would be dispensed with at the be-
ginning of the month. It has been customary of
late tor a young man named William Jones, who
has been in the employ of the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad, to visit Thomas at the store, and hang
around, apparently having nothing to do, eliciting
at times from the clerks remarks about his loafing
propensities.

Upon the night in question, the box was placed
in the safe by the cashier, but the doors were not
locked, it being the duty of the hook-keeper to lock
the safe and take the keys. An interval of time
elapsing upon this night, between the deposit
of the box and the locking of the safe, it is
supposed that Thomas secured the treasure and
passed it through the back door on Wine alley to
an accomplice, and succeeded in escaping, at the
time, detection. Immediately upon the discovery
of the robbery warrants were issued for the arrest
of both Thomas and Jones. Yesterday morning
officer McKenley succeeded in arresting Thomas,
who was committed to jailby Justice McKinley, but
Jones has so far eluded detection. The box stolen
contained several checks, a certificate of deposit for
$3,000, a policy of life insurance, a large quantity
of bank bills of broken banks, the bank-book of the
firm, and some fifteen hundred dollars in cash.

RETURN OF AN ABSCONDING WITNESS. ?In The Ex-
change of the 3d instant, we noticed the fact of the
arrest and committal to prison of a man named
Patrick Conner, who was witness to the murder of
a man known as Scottie Anderson, by James Gor-
don, in Pine street, Philadelphia,on Christmas Day,
and who was paid by the friends of Gordon to
leave that city. Conner came here on the 27th ult.,
wandered about the streets during the day and
took lodgings at night in the Eastern district "police
station. On the night of the 2d, he informed Capt.
Morris of his knowledge of the murder. Y'esterday,
two police officers from Philadelphia, came on with a
requisition for Conner, who is the only witness able
to convict Gordon of the murder. There was
another person present, a girl named Annie Rebecca
Harrington, who on Monday last committed suicide.
She was harrassed and threatened by Gordon's
friends, and on the day named, she procured a phial
of laudanum, emptied it into a cup, and turning to
her abandoned associates,said "Here's to you, girls!"
and swallowed the poison. She refused to take any
antidote, and died in a few hours. Scottie Ander-
son, the murdered man, was well known to the po-
lice in this city, having been engaged as a runner
on the Point, until within a year, when he went to
Philadelphia.

BURNT TO DEATU.? On Thursday night a young
woman named Mary Swartz, sixteen years of age,
living with her parents at No G3 Fresident street,
was burnt to death under the followingcircumstan-
ces: She was receiving the addresses of a young
man named John Jeffrey, and on Thursday night
ho called to see her. He was sitting near the stove
and she had taken a seat on his lap, and in this po-
sition both parties fell asleep. About two o'clock
she awoke enveloped in flames, her dress having ta-
ken tire from the stove. Jeffrey pulled offhis coat
and attempted to smother the flames by throwing
it around her, but in vain. Her clothing was burnt
entirely oft', and her body was literallycrisped.
She lingered until nine o'clock vesterday morning,
when she died. ' Coroner Sparklin was called on to
hold an inqueßt, but on hearing the circumstances
declined. The parties were to have been married
on Tuesday next.

THE ICE ON THE PAVEMENTS AND CROSSINGS. ?There
are loud complaints in all sections of the city in re-
gard to the ice on the pavements and crossings,
which has made walking dangerous, particularly
after night. There is scarcely a square where
there are not two or three places where the pave-
ments are covered over with ice to the depth of one
or two inches, making it hazardous for pedestrians
to cross. This ice is formed by waste water from
hydrants, which, through negligence, and in some
instances intentionally, are allowed to run during
the night. This is in violation of the ordinance in
regard to hydrants, which inflicts a tine often dol-
lars in each case where it is formed on the pavement
in such quantities as to occasion injury to individ-
uals or inconvenience to the public.

A WANDERER. ?Yesterday afternoon a well-
dressed woman presented herself at the Eastern dis-
trict police station, and stated that she was from
Philadelphia, which city she had left in the morn-
ing, and had come to this city in search of a man
named James Hudson, who owed her eight dollars,
of which she was much in need. She said that she
was from the state of Maine, but had lived in Hart-
ford, Connecticut, where she was in Hudson's em-
ploy. Hearing that Hudson was in this city, she came
for the balance due her. Capt. Lynch thought that
she was suffering from mental aberation, and ac-
cording! v secured lodgings for her at a private
house. She gave the name of Mary Woods.

THE MURDER OF Ma. MCCOLGAN. ?DanieI Keenan
who is suspected of having shot Dennis McColgan,
was arrested in Washington on Thursday byDeputy-
Sheriff Ponticr and lodged in jail. Application
was made yesterday to Mr. James R. Partridge,
Secretary of State, for a requisition to bring the
prisoner to this city, but the application was re-
fused on the ground that the Grand Jury for the
city of Baltimore had not acted on the case, and
that no indictment had been found. Keenan will
be kept in Washington until the facts of the shoot-
ingare presented to the Grand Jury, which meets
next Monday.

A FACT WORTH NOTING.? The Mifflin Night
School, the Philadelphia North American says, was
closed recently, alter a session of nearly three
months. The number of pupils enrolled was 511;
the average attendance nearly 200, under the in-
struction of one principal and seven assistant teach-
ers. For the iirst time in Philadelphia a public
eveningschool for young men has been conducted
exclusively by lady teachers. Fears were enter-
tained by some ofthe directors that the experiment
would fail; but it has proved signally successful.
The discipline of the school was never better, ifso
good, nor the progress of the pupils more satisfac-
tory.

MORE PRACTICAL DEVELOPMENTS OF THE "IRKE-
PUESSIRLK CONFLICT."? The New York Herald of
yesterday says : "We are informed that Messrs. A.
T. Stewart & Co. have found it expedient to dis-
charge over fifty of their clerks since the Ist of Jan-
uary,-in consequence of the great tailing off in
their Southern trade, occasioned by the indigna-
tion of merchants below Mason and Dixon's line at
recent incendiary proceedings at the North. We
are told, also, that over one hundred firms of lesser
note have been compelled to curtail their establish-
ments and their expenses, from tbe same cause."

CHINESE TEA-PLANTS. ?The tea-plants imported
from China by direction of Secretary Thompson,
are to be distributed this month among the differ-
ent Congressional districts south of the thirty-sixth
parallel of latitude. Four different circulars on
this subject hare been sent to every Representative
from these Southern districts. Ode asks the name
of a gentleman in that district who wiil receive
and cultivate the plants, free of charge. The sec-
ond directs how they are to ibe cultivated, and
what returns are to be made. In the third are the
blanks to be tilled up and returned tr the Agricul-
tural Bureau; and the fourth comprises the report
of Mr. Fortune, an English gentleman, who pro-
cured the plants in China.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE MAKVLAMILEGISLATURE.
ANNAPOLIS, Jan. 6, 1860.

SENATE.
This body met at twelve o'clock. Very little bu-

siness was transacted. The following is a sum-
mary :

Upon motion, 2,000 copies of the Comptroller's
report were ordered to be printed.

Mr. MILES, from the committee appointed to in-
vite the clergy of the city to perform divine ser-
vice at the daily opening of the session, made a re-
port to the Senate.

On motion of Col. RIMMEL, a committee was ap-
pointed to join a committee of the House, in wait-
ingon the Governor to receive his message.

After an interval of some minutes, the message
was announced and then read.

Mr. FORD, of Baltimore county,suggested that any
members or officers of the House,now present, who
had not qualified, be allowed the present opportu-
nity of taking the prescribed oath.

The Clerk read the names of Messrs. Miller, Ford,
Naill, Harding and Gorsuch, as the Committee on
Rules of the House.

Mr. BURGESS, of Charles county, offered an order
to clothe the committee, to be hereafter appointed,
in the case of the Baltimore contested election, with
judicial powers.

Mr. FORD, of Baltimore county, thought the
measure premature. The committee had not been
appointed, and it was not necessary now to
take the action proposed.

Mr. FORD moved that when the House adjourns
to-day, it willdo so till Monday at 12 o'clock.

Mr. HARDINO thought that the House should
not take the matter into consideration until it was
certain that the Governor's message would he sent
in.

Mr. FORD assured the gentleman that there was
every reason to suppose that the Governor's
message would be sent in.

A desultory discussion arose upon the motion.
Those opposed to it urged that the Committee of
the Revised Code were ready to report to-inorrow,
and that an adjournment would interfere with
them. The gentlemen favoring the motion urged
the Speaker's convenience. The Speaker himself
suggested that it would greatly facilitate the labor
of appointing the necessary committees and other
work. Finally the yeas and nays were taken, re-
sulting in a vote of forty-six in favor of the mo-
tion and 24 against it?Carried.

Mr. FREANEB, of Washington county, presented
the following resolutions:

WHEREAS, Events of tbe past few years have demon-
strated to the satislaction of this, the Ileneral Assembly
of Maryland, that a powerful sectional party has been or-
ganized and is now in existence in the Northern portion
of our Union, the object of which is to wage a warfare of
extermination against the institution of slavery, in defi-
ance of the guaranties of the Federal Constitution; and
whereas the election of John Sherman, of Ohio, to the
Speakership of the present House of Representatives, or
any other Black Republican, would materially facilitate
the object ot this sectional party; and whereas the peo-
ple ot Maryland earnestly and hopefully sympathize with
the South in their efforts to resist the encroachments of
this sectional party;

Resolved, Ist, That any representative of Maryland,
inthe Congress now assembled, who should, under any
circumstances or combinations, vote for John Sherman or
any other member of the present House of Bepresi nta

tives who endorsed the Helper hook, or should directly or
indirectly aid in his election by voting for an unavaila-
ble candidate having no prospect of success, he or they
would misrepresent the sentiment of his or their constitu
ency, and would justly forfeit the confidence and respect
of the entire people of this State.

Resolved, 2, That if any representative or representa
tives of this State in the present Congress assembled,
should under any circumstances, by vote, speech or act,
contribute to the election to the Speakership, of any mem
ber of the Repuldican party, or any sympathizers Willi

the same, he or they would misrepresent the wishes of
his or their constituency, and would deserve and should
receive the severest reprobation of every good citizen of
this State.

Ken lived,'id. That in the opinion of the General Assem-
bly of Maryland, it is a duty (of extraordinary force and
obligation) of the representatives of all the slave-holding
States, in the present Congress assembled, to unite upon
the most available man to secure the defeat of John Sher-
man, or any other member of the black Republican party;
or any sympathizer withthe same, for the Speakership
of the present House of Representatives.

Mr. FORU moved that the resolutions be referred
to a Committee on Federal Relations, hereafter to
be appointed.

Mr. FREANER thought that the question was a
grave one, and that the voice of Maryland should
be heard on the floor of the House of Representa-
tives of the United States before a Speaker was
elected. He would have the members of this House
show their hands. It was to be feared that by some

Mr. ADRAIN, of New Jersey, replied to a remark
made by -Mr. Hickman yesterday, saving in effect,
that had improperly interfered with his

Leeompton Democrat; the Americans and Republi-

Mr. ADRAINreplied that he received more Re-
publican than Democratic votes.

Mr. HICKMAN inquired whether the Republicans
gave lip the field to him.

Mr. ADRAINsaid that the Republicans made no
nomination.

Mr. RASKIN took it lor granted that the ground
assumed by Mr. Adrain was perfectly acceptable to
the Republicans at home.

Mr. ADRAIN replied that if he was acceptable to
both the Americans and Republicans, it was be-
cause he was a Democrat.

He proclaimed everywhere in the canvass that
he was an anti-Lecompton Democrat, while he was
opposed to the principles advocated by the Repub-
licans?of Congressional intervention on the Terri-
torial question. Air. Hickman, he said, was inter-
fering with matters with which he (Mr. Hickman)
had nothing to do. In reply to Air. Allies, he said
he did not believe that the twenty-three South
Americans were ready to vote for a [Democrat.

Air. AIOORE, of Kentucky, in reply to this remark,
said, for one he was ready to make a choice be-
tween a Democrat and a Republican. He could
make a choice between the devil and a witch.
[Laughter.] He alluded to the remark heretofore
made by Air. Cox, that, if it had not been for
John Brown's raid, there would have been a coa-
lition between the Southern opposition and the
Republicans. He protested against the declaration.
It was without foundation in fact.

MR. COX expressed the hope that the gentleman
would not pursue this line of argumentation. It
would not be chivalrous when he (Air. Cox) had
no opportunity to respond.

AIR. AIOORE replied that there was no need of at-
tacking the gentleman now?he could be attacked
at any time. [Laughter.]

AIR. ADRAINsaid he would vote for the plurality
rule, in the event the House could be organized in
no other way. If, as Air. Milea suggested, the
members resign, and Congress break up, it would
lead to a dissolution of the Union. Failing to elect
in any other way, those who refused to support the
pluralityrule, ivould be factionists and disorgani-
ze rs.

Air. WINSLOW suggested the three parties op-
posed to the Republicans should appoint a commit-
tee to ascertain tvbether they could not agree upon
some basis of accommodation. He appealed to them
to say whether they would agree to the proposi-
tion.

Mr. MALLORY replied. Tlio Southern opposi-
tion were willingto organize the House on any fair
basis of opposition to the Republican parte. They
did not think that, by pursuing that course, they
would be sacrificing their political principles.

Mr. CLARK, nt N. Y., denied that the I.ccompton
issue was dead, as has been declared.

Mr. DEIARNETTE alluded to the resolutions unan-
imously passed by the Legislature of Virginia to
unite with the conservative elements for the defeat
of a lilack Kepublicau Speaker, and said meetings
had been held in sixty counties of that State, show-
ing that the public sentiment was identical with
the expressions of the Legislature. He then pro-
ceeded to defend Southern institutions, and said
the people were resolved to maintain their rights.

The House again voted for Speaker. Two hun-
dred and twenty-three votes were cast?necessary
to a choice, 112.

Mr.'Sherman received 109; Mr. McClernand 37;
Mr. Bocock 32; Mr. Quarles 1.3: Mr. Davis, of In-
diana, 9; Mr. Gilmer 4; Mr. Houston, 3; scattering
16.

The House then adjourned.

ADDITIONAL BYJHE BOHEMIAN.
The weather throughout England had been very

severe. In some places, the thermometer is reported
to have fallen within three or four degrees of zero,
Canal navigation was effectually suspended by ice,
and railroad traffic more or less affected by the
snow which had fallen. At the departure of the
steamer a thaw had set in.

The London Timet has a leader on the execution
of .lohn Brown and the circumstances it gave rise
to. It says that it appears somewhat ludicrous to
find that the North did nothing until Brown was
executed, and adds that this does not convey a very
exalted notion of their zealous determination of
purpose. It sums up as follows:
"The result will be to strengthen the South by the

adhesion of the floating mass of opinion which in
every country lies between two extremes. What-
ever may be the future of the negro race, no one
in his senses can believe its regeneration can be ef-
fected by inciting to murder planters, and ravish
white women; and if any man chooea to head an
outbreak of this kind lie must expect to meet a fate
which right-thinking inen will not glorify with a
crown of martyrdom."

The American ship Sea Bell, with a cargo of coal
from Cardiff, took lire while lying at Bristol, re-
pairing damages sustained in the late gales, and
had become a total wreck. The origin of the fire
was unknown.

The London Daily Newt' correspondent in Paris
says that it was currently reported that the ex-
pected reduction in the tariff would apply princi-
pally to cotton, and that iron would not be bene-
fited by it.

The weather in France corresponded with that in
England. The temperature had not been so low
for nineteen years.

The Seine, at Paris, was full of ice, and railway
traffic was impeded by snow.

The Paris I'ayt publishes the following as the de-
finite official list of the plenipotentiaries :

and M. Mon; Portugal?Count Lavaradio and Vis-
count de Paiva.

The 1'a >/ adds that the names of the representa-
tives lor the Holy See, the Two Sicilies, and Sar-
dinia and Sweden, are not yet officially known; but
a Turin despatch says that Count Cavour has been
definitely appointed first Plenipotentiary for Sar-
dinia and Chevalier Desambrois the second, and
that France has been officially notified of the fact.
It is also positively asserted that Cardinal Anto-
nelli ivillrepresent the Pope.

The Pays aunounces that the opening of the
Congress will definitely take place on the 20th of
January.

The Federal Council of Switzerland intend to ask
the Congress that the neutrality of Savoy may be
guaranteed bv the Italian Confederation, as it al-
ready is by Piedmont in virtue of the treaty of IRIS.

A telegram from St. Petersburg of the 18th, savs
that Mahomed Amit, the principal chief of the
mountaineers of the right wing of Caucasus has
submitted, the consequence of which is the submis-
sion of the whole people of that country.

The St. Petersburg journals publish news from
Caucasus announcing that the people of Abedehhe,
numbering 100,000, with their chiefs had declared
their submissions, and that other tribes we: e pre-
paring to submit.

At Stockholm an enthusiastic demonstration in
favor of the Italian people had taken place and the
Diet had unanimously resolved to present an ad-
dress to the King, requesting his Majesty to defend
at the Congress the right of the Italian people to
decide their own affuirs.

Advices from Hungary represent the danger of a
conflict between the imperial authorities and Hun-
garian Protestants as daily increasing. The Aus-
trian army in Hungary would soon be 50,000 strong.
A significant demonstration had taken place in
Pesth, and a fall of about one and a half per cent,
had resulted in the Vienna Bourse.

Letters from Naples state that during the night
between the 12th and 13th of December, nnmerous
arrests were made, including several eminent per-
sons. The persons arrested were accused of clan-
destinely printing journals, and of having supported
a subscription on behalf of Garibaldi, several doc-
uments concerning which were seized.

The Sardinian Consnl was arrested, hut speedily
released.

It was reported at Rome that Cardinal Antonelli
would embark on the '2Bth of December, in the Pon-
tifical corvette for Paris.

Monsignor Rernardi willbe entrusted, ad interim,
with the ministerial functions of the Cardinal.

The whole Spanish army was concentrated at
Ceuta. The Moors continued to hp very enthusias-
tic about the war, and large reinforcements wera
arriving from the interior.

The latest accouuts from Morocco are to the 16th.
The Moors were still assailants, their attacks being
continued with the same impetuous bravery, and
each time wi'h great numbers.

A Madrid letter of the 14lh savs that the Spanish
armv amounted to 40,000, but that O'Donnell was
continually asking for fresh reinforcements. His
position was considered difficult.

The Gibraltar Chronicle says the attention of the
government of Morocco had been officiallycalled to
the 14th article of the treaty existing between the
United States and Spain, which prohibits the
citizen of one country from accepting foreign let
ters of marque to cruise against the commerce of
the other.

The Cadiz journals announce (hat Marshal O'Don-
nel has declared Ceuta a free port.

A Madrid telegraphic dispatch says: "Yesterday
15.000 Moors attacked the left redoubt, but Gen.
Rosde Olano surrounded them with his right wing,
and drove them back at the point of the bayonet.
Our artillery inflicted great loss upon them. Our
troops, as they invariably do, displayed great val-
or. Generals Cassis and'Garcia, particularly dis-
tinguished themselves. The enemy lost 1,500 men.
We had 30 killed and 126 wounded."

DF.ATII OF BISHOP NEUMANN.?Philadelphia pa-
pers announce the death of Bishop John N. Neu-
mann, of the Roman Catholic Church. While
walking on Thursday afternoon in tho vicinity of
Yine and Twelfth streets, lie fell to the footway,

and it was thought had slipped upon the ice. Upon

Mr. JACOBS, of Worcester, thought that the ques-
tion had been discussed for over a quarter of a cen-
tury, and now that the crisis had come, it should
not be shirked.

Mary-
land should so emphatically declare herself upon
the subject that no man would be in doubt for a
moment. He endorsed every sentiment of Mie pre-
amble and resolutions offered, and, indeed, went a
step or two further, and would offer as an amend-
ment the following:

Mr. FORD called for the question upon his motion.
The CHAIR declared the amendment of Mr. Jacobs

out of order.
It was therefore ruled out.
The question was then taken up on the reference

of the resolutions to the Committee on Federal Re-
lations, and was lost.

Mr. DENNIS, of Somerset, moved that the House
go into a Committee of the Whole on the resolu-
tion of Mr. Freaner.

Seven members rose to second the motion, and
the House resolved itself into a Committee of the
Whole, Dr. McCubbin in the Chair.

Mr. FORI, moved to print the resolutions of Mr.
Freaner, and make their consideration the special
order ot Tuesday.

Mr. KRAFT asked for a reading of the resolutions .
He thought no one had heard them understanding-
iv. The vague idea he had of their purport was
favorable, though neither he nor any one else
could remember any single sentence of the resolu-
tions. As regards the question vital to the South,
Mr. Kraft vouched for the conduct of the Baltimore
delegation. So far, they had all voted with the
South; that their course had been unexcep-
tionable, and could be endorsed by their consti-
tuents.

Mr. FREANER asked what Ilenr.r Winter Davis
meant by saying that the interests of Baltimore, or
Maryland, were with the North exclusively.
Though the speech was not made in Congress,
yet it clearly indicates the proclivities of the gen-
tleman .

Mr. KRAFT replied?l can answer the question?-
for I heard the speech. It is no matter how Mr.
Davis was reported. He did not say that the in-
terests of the State were with the North. His
course, and that of all the Baltimore delegation, is
clear. Neither of them have voted for Sherman,
nor will they. Their deportment has ever been
thoroughly conservative, and even Southern.

A gentleman objected to the continuation of dis-
cussion of this kind.

Mr. FREANER said it was in order. The House
was in Committeee of the Whole.

The deliberations of the bodr were at this point
interrupted by the announcement of a message
from the Senate. The committee was then dissolv-
ed, and the House resumed its session?the Speaker
in the chair. ,

The mpssage from the Senate acknowledged the
receipt of the message of the House of yesterday.
Message accepted, and Messrs. Miller, Freaner and
Kraft were appointed to wait on the Governor and
communicate the fact that the House had organized.
The committee then retired, and soon after return-
ed, whereupon Mr. Mills, as chairman of the com-
mittee, begged leave to state that the Executive
had been consulted, and that his accustomed mes-
sage would be sent in at lj-g o'clock.

Mr. DF.NNIS, ofSomet set, arose and stated that be
was in favor of the resolutions in some particulars,
but he entirely objected to some portions of them.
He objected to the phrase "elect any available can-
didate." He asked who tea# an available candi-
date? In his judgment, there was no available can-
didate. The dissentions among the Democratic
party have prevented any conclusion upon this
question in the House. Are not the people in Con-
gress the parties to judge who are the available
men ? The much-reviled Henry Winter Davis, even,
has a right to vote for whom he pleases and thinks
an available man. Thi3 right must be conceded to
him. To the speech delivered by Mr. Davis, of
which the gentleman spoke, he saw no objection.?
As it was reported, be concurred with Mr. Davis.?
Mr. Davis did not say the interests of Maryland at
large were with the North, but that the interests
of Baltimore citv were. He announced that if the
question was to come, he would he found upon the
south side of Mason and Dixon's line, but besought
his "brother Democrats" to lay aside a little of their
rigor. He asked them to be a little more charita-
ble, and look alone to the preservation of the
Union and a continuance of the great blessings we
now enjoy. As long as he could stay in the Union
he would bear much?suffer much; under nothing
but absolute compulsion would he go out. He
thought that if the same spirit actuated all parties,
there would be no danger of a dissolution of the
Union. Where was the Democratic party?that
mighty host? They have started every issue
upon the slavery question, and have genera-
ted the opposition of the North. As long as the
Democratic party maintains its extreme ground,
it will be overpowered.

At this point the gentleman was arrested in his
remarks by the appearance of the Governor's mes-
sage.

Mr. GORDON, of Allegany, moved to make the
number f>,ooo, to be printed by the printer of the
State to be appointed. lie was much pleased at
the ground taken by the Governor upon the ques-
tion involving the interests of the South.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE THIRTY SIXTH CONGRESS
SENATE.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6.?The Senate is not in ses-
sion to-day.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. MII.ES, having the floor, said it was not his

purpose yesterday to make a regular speech, but
to suggest how harmony might be produced among
the three elements which are equally opposed to

the Republican party.
The colloquial debate which then took place was

happy in its results. He did not consider the De-
mocracy properly responsible for the non-organi-
zation of the House. He was not a party man, but
a kind of outsider, though he had been acting with
the Democratic party. lie was an independent
State right? man, and, therefore, from his position,
could speak calmly, gravely and impartiality.

The Republican candidate was particularv obnox-
ious to those representing Southern constituencies
in consequence of his connection with Helper's
book, which contained vile and atrocious senti-
ments. Hence the concentration of Southern gen-
tlemen against Mr. Sherman. He argued that the
responsibility of the non-organization rests with
the anti-Lecompton Democrats. Those anti-Le-
compton professing Democrats,who vote the Repub-
lican ticket, are in effect Republicans. The respon-
sibility of organization rests on the shoulders of
those who have voted for neither Democrat nor
Republican, because the Southern opposition have
intimated that they will join the Dem >crats proper
whenever it can be shown such a union will elect
their candidate.

Mr. HASKIN wished to know whether in the prin-
ciples laid down by Mr. Miles, those Democrats
who voted for Mr. Magraw did not thereby be-
come Americans.

Mr. MILES said he did not think so, because
Mr. Magraw was outside of the American party.

Mr. HASKIN said he supposed National Conven-
tions determine political orthodoxy. He under-
stood that Mr. Fillmore and Mr. Donelson, for
whom Mr. Mavnard was an elector, were in the
American organization.

Mr. MILES said he had voted for Mr. Maynard,
and he would vote for an out-and-out American,
with a view of defeating the Republican can-
didate.

Mr. HASKIN said he voted for Mr. Gilifler, a mem-
ber of the American party, desiring to organize
the House.

MR. MII.ES said he did not vote for Mr. Gilmer,
and would not under any circumstances. Besides,
Mr. Gilmer was not now a candidate before the
House. He submitted these remarks for considera-
tion. Suppose the Anti-Lecompton Democrats and
Southern opposition held out, then he made this
proposition. Finding it impossible to organize the
House, why not follow the example of our brothers
in England? Let us appeal to the people. There
was no more effectual mode to settle this question,
than bv a general election throughout the country.
Let ns have a dissolution of parties. He assured gen-
tlemen that the great mass of the Southern people

were in a slate of terrible indignation and tremen-

dous excitement.
