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The last political pamphlet published in Paris )
is entitled "The Pope and the Congress," and ,
has created an extraordinary sensation. It has (
attracted general attention, not solely on account (
of the boldness of its views, but because it is be- t
lieved that these have been sanctioned by the s
French EMPEROR. The author is supposed to be i
M. LA GCERRONIERE, a well known and influential 1
writer. The position and prospects of the POPE 1
are the subject-matler of the pamphlet, and, in 1
connection with these, the duties and probable '
intentions of France are also discussed. The ,
temporal power of the POPE, says the writer, !
ought to be maintained, but as "the extent of
"territory is altogether separate from ihe principle
"of sovereignty," his jurisdiction may very pro-

perly be limited to the city of Rome. This is the
chief point made, though many suggestions are

thrown out in regard to the methods by which
this prospective municipal government is to be

supported and defended, some of which are us

follows:
"His government being strictly paternal it were, per-

haps, better tbat itshould rule over a small population; this
peopie should have no army, no press, no National Legis-
lature; its public life should be centered solely in its
raunLipal organization; but, in return, it should .'among
other benefits, enjoy exemption from taxation; the Papal
budget should be made up by contributions from all the
Catholic Powers; the tranquility and inviolability of the
Holy See and the dignity of the President of the Italian
Confederation must be guarded by a select corps ciiosen
from the 'Federal army; as much municipal liberty as
possible must be granted, for the double purpose of re-
lieving the Pontifical Government from administrative
details and indemnifying the people by a 'local public life'
for their loss of political life-"

It is impossible to disguise the fact, that this is
a direct attack upon the secular power of the
POPE. The adroit proposition of M. LA GUERRO-
NIERE, that "the extent of territory is altogether
"separate from the principle of sovereignty," is

true enough in the abstract, but if a ruler is
stripped of his dominions, he is not less the loser
because of such a concession concerning his right
to govern. After bis jurisdiction lias been re-

stricted to Rome itself, a further application of
this theory may confine it to his palace and
the adjoining gardens. If the European
Congress acquiesces in the plan thus set

forth, it will practically wrest front the Papacy
the temporal authority it has wielded for many
centuries. It must not be imagined, however, that
the States of the Church have, during this period,
been always comprised within the same boundaries,
or that the claim of the Popes to rule as Princes has
never been disputed. RANKE says?"the papal
"power was not so unchangeable as is commonly
"supposed. If we consider the questions apart
"from those principles upon which its existence
"depends, and which it cannot abandon without
"consigning itself to destruction, we shall find it
"affected quite as deeply as any other government,
"and to the very essence of its being, by the vari-
"ous destinies to which the nations of Europe
"have been subjected." The Roman Government
has in its time won and lost provinces precisely as
kings have done, and has fought, negotiated and
solicited like its carnal-minded neighbors. The
Pontiff's, from the days when they seized on cities
for their nephews, down to those in which Peru-
gia was sacked, have been as busy with political
calculations as the petty Dukes of the adjoining
States. There is no reason, therefore, why their
dominions should not still share the vicissitudes of
nations. It need not create surprise if the ap-
proaching Congress deprives the Popedom of the
territory which the Congress of 1815 gave it, nor
indeed would it be extraordinary if the intima-
tions of M. L.v GCERRONIERE'S pamphlet were real-
ized. Even before the Reformation it was often
hinted that the functions assumed by the Papacy
were inconsistent, and after that event these views
were repeatedly and vehemently pressed in many
quarters on the Continent. So general had
they become in Germany about the mid-
dle of the sixteenth century, that the
Venetian Ambassador, GIUSTIXIANO, an acnte and
careful observer of public opinion, enumerated, on
his return from the former country, the conces-

sions which its people demanded before they could
be reconciled to the Church. One of these was
that "the POPE must no longer claim to be the
"vicegerent of Christ in temporal as well as spirit-
"ual things." Since then the secular power of
the Popes, so far as it depended on the opinions
and wishes of the civilized world, has been stead-
ilyon the wane. The conclusion that a theocracy
and monarchy cannot be united in one practical
system advantageously for mankind has now
found very general acceptance among thoughtful
men, and the people of Europe have seen it de-
monstrated in the continued misgovernment of
Italy. If then we have not misinterpreted the
tendencies of the age no one ought to be greatly
stnrlled at such a change in the affairs of the Pa-
pacy as this pamphlet foreshadows. As to the
probability of these things coming soon to pass
we can only speculate. If, as it is said, the
French EMPEROR read M. LA GUERRONIERE'S manu-
script before its publication, there is every reason
to believe that its theories will speedily become
facts. Tliat potentate is too cautious about his
proceedings and is too shrewd a judge of the
strength and nature of public sentiment to have
sanctioned even covertly such arguments as this
treatise contains, un'ess he was satisfied they
would meet the approval of the majority of his
subjects. 11, therefore, we could assume that he
was aware of the contents of this little tract we
should want no clearer indications of his plans
than we gather from the following significant
extract;

"The Emperor of the French, who has constantly dc
fended the rights of the Holy Nee, has used all his moral
authority to appease the spirits of Central Italy, and reconuile the people with their former pnvernment9. ITehas not heeji able to succeed, and his influence has failedbe fore the impossible*

As soon as the powers of Europe finally deter-
mine that, when "moral authority" has failed, the
Italians shall lie left to regulate their own affairs,
thej *.\ill do all that is necessary for the regene-
ration of Italy. The people in their present
temper may be relied on, under the guidance
of VICTOR EMMANUEL and Count CAVOCR, to

settle old seoros satisfactorily with "their former
"governments," and to establish others under
fairer auspices.

During lb- past year, by fire, she lost a roadside
inn, established bv the late Col. Murat for the ac-
commodation of the public, and which, by the
charity of Mrs. Murat, was tenanted bv a colony
of poor, afflicted German emigrants. Add to this
the loas of all the mules of her plantation by the
crushing of a barn, during a severe gale, and the
subsequent loss of crops, and her pecuniary embar-

rassment trill readily be accounted for.

IMPORTANT MESSAGE FROM THE GOV- j
ERNOR OF VIRGINIA.

A very important message was sent to the Vir-
ginia Legislature by Gov. Letcher, on Saturday
last. In view of the present state of sentiment at
the North, he suggests the election, by the people
of all the States, South and North, of delegates to
a Convention to be held to ascertain whether the
questions in controversy between the two sections
cannot be settled satisfactorily; and if they cannot,
then let them consider the question of a peaceful
separation and the adjustment of all matters relat-
ing to the disposition of the common property be-
tween the slaveholding and non-slaveholding
States. He also recommends that a commission of
two of our most experienced statesmen visit the
Legislatures of those States which have passed
laws to obstruct the execution of the Fugitive
Slave law, and insist, in the name of Virginia, upon

their unconditional repeal. In conclusion, he says:
It will doubtless be objected to this suggestion,

that it looks to disunion. Grant it, if you please.
Is not the danger of disunion imminent now, and is
not the public mind North and South deeply agita-
ted bv the apprehension that the days of the Union
are numbered? Disunion speeches are the order of
the day in deliberative bodies, State and National,
and the press teems with the same sort of matter?-
editorial, communicated and selected. Southern
Legislatures are employed in considering the best
mode of protecting the honor and rights ef their
States, and are making provision lor arming and
disciplining the militia, with sole reference to their
protection and defence either in or out of the

Union. Every man sees and feels that dangers are
impending over us, and that disunion is not only a
possible, but a highlv probable event, and at no
distant day. Whentbcse things are so, surely the
country can look upon disunion from the stand-
point which 1 occupy Ifmen cannot calmly look
upon it at this distance, they ought to cease the ut-
terance of disunion sentiments, and permit the pub-
lic mind to settle down, preparatory to submission
on the part of the South.

I am now, and have ever been, a friend to the
Union of the States. I appreciate its value, ar-
dently desire its preservation, and would not rash-
ly hazard its existence. I have presented these
views in the earnest hope that the Northern mind
may be brought to reflection, and that the conser-
vatism ofthat section may be aroused and stimula-
ted to immediate action." It will require prompt
and decided action on their part, if mutual confi-
dence shall be revived, and distrust and suspicion
shall be banished from amongst us. A wise, pru-
dent and considerate course may save the Union,
in this hour of its peril. To this end, 1 am pre-
pared to do all that honor, duty and patriotism
enjoin upon me.

Whether the Union shall survive or perish, it is
nevertheless your duty to place the State in such a
condition that she will be prepared at all times,
and upon the shortest notice, to protect her honor,
defend her rights, and maintain her institutions,
against all assaults of her enemies.

By your legislation, encourage a spirit of inde-
pendence amongst the people, foster direct trade,
manufactures and the mechanic arts by all legiti-
mate modes. Our Internal Improvements should
be pushed forward to completion, as rapidly as the
means of the State will warrant, a3 aids to direct
trade and State independence.

The laws of the State shall be faithfullyexecuted,
her rights defended, her institutions maintained,
and her honor scrupulously guarded and protected.
My only object is so to discharge my duty, as to
secure the confidence and win the respect and ap-
probation of my fellow-citizens of Virginia. I will
be found ready therefore to co-operate in all meas-
ures calculated to develop her unbounded re-
sources, and promote the prosperity and the happi-
ness of her people.

Since my last, both Houses hare got into ""good

"working order." The Committees as announced
are generally satisfactory, and thei'e is an earnest
wish to proceed with business. The first real
event of the session is the passage of the Code in
the Senate to-day. This, which is simply a pre-
sentation of the existing laws of the State in a con-
densed and intelligible form, has disclosed many
discordant and extraordinary provisions which but
few knew of, and which some members wish to
amend before the Code is adopted. Thus, in the
debate in the Senate to-day, Mr. Miles, the ableand eloquent Senator from St. Mary's, discovered
an error (a clerical one) by which his county was
allowed only live election ' districts instead of six.
This the Clerk was ordered to amend at the desk.
Mr. Miles also complained that, by the Code, Char-lotte Hall, the venerable seat of education in the
central part of St. Mary's, was somehow made sub-
ject to Charles county ' This was explained by Mr.
(loldsborough, of Talbot,to be existing law, and no
fault of the Code.

Mr. Miles' proposition to amend, therefore,
and all others of similar character, were
voted down, and the code was successfully
put on its passage. It will be taken up an'd
probably passed in the House to-morrow.?
This is clearly a proper course, but its effect
in the first instance will be to somewhat embarraslegislation. AH new bills will have to conform to
the principles of the Constitution, which will be-
come applicable as soon as the code is accepted by
the State. It is therefore probable that the reformbills, published in the "EXCHANGE" at length this
morning, must undergo a good deal of modification
in form before they pass,wldch they, are almost cer-
tain to do without any serious change in substance.I learn that the Police and Election laws were to-day submitted to the Democratic State Central
Committee and approved, and will be laid before a
caucus of both houses to-uight. The Registry law
has now been printed, and, I understand! was also
presented to the Central Committee, which, for the
present, declined to endorse it. This action, how-ever, is not final, but is based upon the idea that
the stringent provisions of the other reform meas-
ures willaccomplish everything that can be de-
sired. I am sorry to differ with those who take
this view. I believe that t e Registry law is looked
to by nine-tenths of the good citizens of Baltimore
as one of the most essential measures of relief
which the times demand. It is said that the
City Reform Convention will be asked to
express a decided opinion on this subject at
its meeting on the 13th inst. The Registry
Law most particulars, copied from the old one
of 1837, with some modifications suggested by ex-
perience. I send you a copy of it, hot doubting
that you will lay it before your readers.

It is understood here that "the Committee who
have the Police bill in charge, have agreed to pre-
sent Messrs. Charles W. Howard, C. D. Hinks,
William IT. Gatchelland John W. Davis, for Com-
missioners. Whether the caucus of the Legislaturewill agree to let the Bill go forward with these or
any Dames inserted, is another question, and 1 think
it rather doubtful. Many members do not wish theaction on the merits of'the Bill to be complicated
with personal considerations of an v kind,and I should
not be surprised to see the blanks' left to be filled by
election, subsequent to the passage of the law.

To the first of the gentleman named, Ihave heard
not one word of objection?to each of the others
there w ill be opposition, and one or more of them
ma\ be defeated. The name ot General .lames M.
Anderson is frequently and favorably mentioned in
connection with the police commission. I haveheard regret expressed that the new police
system was not extended some distance beyond the
city limits, as in the city of New York. In remod-
eling the law to assimilate it with the code, this
might be done, if the county members de ire it. I
feci very sure that nothing would be more accept-
able to their constituents residing inthe suburbs. I
would, there ore, suggest the line within which swineare not permitted to go at large should be the limit,
and that neither hogs nor rowdies should be allowedto wander within lour miles of Baltimore. One
im mediate good effect of the adoption of the Codewill be the extermination, ip*ofacto, of the lotteries,
ror itseems the codiliers have found law enoughon the statute books of Maryland to have this ef-
fect, though Judge Stump could not. Jn the arti-cle on Lotteries the Code (page 235) provides thatno lottery ticket, policy or certificate shall be sold
in this State, nor any devices of the same sort, and
that all persons, their aiders and abettors, offend-ing in this particular, shall on conviction thereof
be fined for each offence any sum, in the discretion
of the Court, not exceeding one thousand dollars
or imprisoned not exceeding twelve months, or
may be both fined and imprisoned. The moneypaid for tickets, Ac., may be recovered back assmall debts are to double the amount. These pro-
visions apply to lotteries drawn out of the State,and the Courts are, to construe all of these so as to
give the greatest effect against the lottery venders.
By Friday morning, therefore, there is a strong
probability that ail your lottery and policy gen-
tlemen will stand within the peril of law, sufficient,
in the hands of an upright judge, to drive their
accursed traffic from the limits of our State for-ever. By Judge Stump, however, it uiay well bedoubted whether the discretion allowed will
not be used altogether to favor the business
of those kind gentlemen who are here currently
reported to be his bankers and acceptors It has
been stated here on the authority of a hi h finan-
cia!' °^? er of the State, that the great lottery firmof Baltimore have been in the habit of cashing theJudges' orders on the Treasury,a good while before
they are due which some people think, accounts
in a great degree, for his overlooking the laws in
existence for the punishment of lottery brokers.
The petition from your city for Judge Stump's re-
moval, so largely and respectably signed, was yes-
terday withdrawn from the House to enable il to
be read to-day in the Senate, with a view to the
appointment of a committee to act with the one
raised in the House on the same subject. Messrs.
Uoldsborough, \ ellott and McKaig were named,
so that the committee will have the advantage not
only of the ability of the gentlemen from Talbot
and Allegany, but also, the personal testimony of
the gentleman from Baltimore, than whom no one

knows better the immeasurable unworthiness of the
character which is the subject of the committee'sinquiry. I think that unless the American partv
rallies in his favor in the Senate, the Governor wiilbe addressed by the Constitutional vote, to removethat great cause of your troubles, a miserable
criminal Judge.

Further Illustrations of Civiliza-
tion in Baltimore,

BULLETS vs. BALLOTS.

We resume to day the publication of extracts

from the printed testimony in the contested elec-
tion case from this city, in Tuesday's
paper, and suspended yesterday on account of the
pressure upon our columns The volume contain-
ing the testimony, embraces over 300 printed pasres,
and is an immense reservoir of facts like those ;
published below.

MOKE ABOUT THE COOPS?TESTIMONY OF JOHN KITLER.

Witness lives in the eighth ward, and was cooped pre-
vious to the election.

On Tuesday, November Ist, 1850, I went with my
friend, Frederick Teufel, to the Court of Common Pleas '
to get my second papers, and when I applied for them
they were made out and, as 1 had not two dollars to pay
for them, a little man with a black moustache, with a
big book under his arm, whom! do not know, told me
to go down to No. 11 llolliday street, and that the people
down there would give me the two dollars to pay for mv
papers; my friend paid two dollars for his papers, and

got them; the same man came down from the court with
us, and again told me to go to No. 11 llolliday street and
get the money; we went down to No. 11 Holliday street,
and the man at iiu-iur t<l<l me that we should have the
money directly; three or four men came in'o the bar-
room and us to go behind the counter, and then
they caught us and thrust us down into the cellar; they
then carried us up stairs, into the second story of the
same house, where some thirty-five others wire, and
they stalled a handkerchief into Tcufel's mouth to keep
him from crying out; they then tore open my coat and
took my watch, acigar and a little piece of tobacco, and
carried them off, saying they would put them in the
armory and return them next day; on Wednesday morn-
ing, after the shooting or firing, they brought us out,
six by six. (wo were in the third instalment, or de-
tachment of six,) and we were led up to the polls
of the tenth ward, and we were voted; the ticket
was furnished to me, and to the otheis to vote; it
was a very narrow ticket, and handed to ub by one of
those who kept the coop; we were then led back, and
after about half an hour, three of us, Teufel, myself
and another, were brought out, put in a carriage, with
one of the gang inside, and one outside, and we were
driven to the sixth ward polls; at these polls, we went up
to the window, and the judges would not receive our votes
because we had no papers; the man who had been inthe
carriage with us went about in the crowd and got two
false papers, and brought them up to the window, and
under them two of us were voted; Teutel did not \ote
there; we were then driven back to the tenth ward polls,
and were promised that we should get our watches anil
things, and be let off, but when we got there, we wtre
again shut up; after about ten minutes, three or four of
us. I among them, were again taken to the tenth ward
polls and voted again; after about twenty minutes, about
twenty ofus. Iamong them, were put into an omnibus,
and were driven to the fonrth ward polls, and the whole
of us were compelled to vote there; the judge asked for
our papers, but the fellow who was with us, said "it's all
right, go ahead, go ahead," and no further difficultywas
made; after that, we were driven to the second ward, and
there again voted; there the judges asked no questions,
hut took all our tickets; we were then taken to the Rough-
skin Hall, and put down in the cellar; and then taken up
stairs and changed about in different rooms; up to half
past four o'clock we were kept there; we had nothing to
eat or drink, but a little piece of bread and a smail glass
of whisky, from the time we were first shut up on Tues-
day; then they told us we would have to vote once more,
and then we might go home; they then brought me out
and made me vote again in the second ward, and they
then let me go; I had not received my second papers at

all. and had not therefore a right to vote at all; the tick-
et which I voted on all these occasions, was the American
ticket, long and narrow.

TESTIMONY OF KITI.ER'S FRIEND, FREDERICK TEUFEL.
Witness lives in the Bth ward; was "cooped," and com-

pelled to vote.
On Tuesday morning before the election, I went with

my friend lvitler, the last witness, to the Court of Com-
mon Pleas, and got my sec nd papers, and afterwards
went with him to No. 11 llolliday street, he wanting to
get two dollars to pay for his papers, which he had been
told in that curt room, he could get at that house; when
we went into the bar-room, after a few miuutes, three or
four men came from the back part of the house, and
seized us and threw us down the steps into the cellar;
they then led us up stairs, and thrust my friend into the
room, and outside the door they searched me, and took
away my watch and handkerchief; I begged very hard
and loud, and they took a handkerchief and stuffed it
into my mouth, and then they thrust me into the door;
they then took me into a back-room and tore off my
clothes and searched them again; about an hour after-
wards, they brought me my watch back again and gave
it to me all broken. Wednesday morning, the day of
the election, November 2d, 1859, between nine and ten
o'clock, we heard shots in the street, and then we were
brought down, six by six, and voted at the tenth ward
polls; none of us were asked any questions by the judges;
we were then led ba:k and put down in the cellar; we,
that is, myself, Kitler, and a man named Bauer, were
then put into a corriage, and driven to the sixth
ward, and they wanted to make me vote again, but
as I had no papers, the judges would not receive
my vote; we were then put back in the carriage and
driven back to the coop in Holliday street; I then was

forced to vote again in the tenth ward; while I was
in the entrance or passage, about half an hour, I saw a
file of the men who were cooped, say six or seven, taken
otit towards the polls, and after a little while brought
back, their hats and caps changed, and they were again
led out in the same direction, and again brought back;
this was done five or six times; I did not see any of these
men actually vote; then a number ofus were brought
out anrl put in an omnibus; I could not specify the num-
ber, but the omnibus was full, with men sitting on each
others' lap", about twenty of us, and we were driven to
the fourth ward polls; I and the others were all voted
once at these polls; none of us wore asked any questions
by the judges; I tried to run away and they caught me
and put us all back again into the omnibus, they thendrove us to the second ward polls, and I and the others
voted again; they then shut us up in Roughskin Hall,
and then they came for us again and made me vote the
second time at the second ward; they then put me in the
cellar of Roughskin Hall,and kept me a long time with
out anything to eat or drink, so that I was almost dead
with faintness and weakness; between five and six o'clock
they brought me out again, and made me vote a third
time at the second ward; they then let me go; I was pre-
vented from working for eight days afterwards by thefatigue, sickness and fright; the tickets which I voted
were long, narrow ones; I took a similar one home withme, which I got from the party at the sixth ward polls,
where I was not allowed to vote; it was a long, narrow
ticket, witha head at the top of the ticket; I did not on
any of the occasions vote willingly,of my own accord; !
but I was led up by force each time, and compelled to'
vote against ray will; I did not vote in the eighth ward,
where I had a right to vote, it was so late when they let
mc go at the second ward .
WHAT WAS SEEN FROM THE W INDOW OF A RAILROAD CAR

IN BALTIMORE, ON THE 2ND OF NOVEMBER, I.9S9?TES-
TIMONY OF LAWRENCE SANdSTON.

Question. Were you on November 2d, 1859, at the four-
teenth ward polls in the City of Baltimore? If so, please
state what you observed there?

Answer. I passed by the fourteenth ward polls at about
half-past nine o'clock, A. M , in one of the City Passenger
Railway cars; I was sitting <n the rear seat of the car;
and when within fifty yards of the pi are of hold-
ing the polls, I looked in the direction of the polls;
everything was apparently quiet, which excited
my surprise; when the car had reached a point nearly orimmediately facing the window, (my attention was stillfixed upon the window.) I heard the sharp crack of a pis-
tol, and instantly I saw a man fall into the gutter; eight
or ten pistol-shots followed inrapid succession; 1 immedi-
ately rose from my seat and went out on the rear plat-
form of the car; about twenty feet from where I stood
and within the same distance from the pavement wherethe crowd was, 1 saw a man lire his pistol five times into
the crowd cn the pavement, apparently from his man
ner of firing selecting each time a different object; the car
at that moment had nearly stopped, owing, as I suppoed
at the time, to the steep grade of the street, but I subse-
quently ascertained that the stopipage arose from one of
the horses being shot; I rema ned on the platform of the
car until T reached the top of the hill, when I got off and
assisted one of the kpartie,s who was shot, into a
shop, and had a carriage sent for, in which he went home;
name was Stiles; he lives in South Howard street;
he had four halls in him; the man who fired the fivetimes that 1 have mentioned, was Gregory Barrett, who
at the time held an office in the Maryland 2>enitentiar.v.
TRICE OF HOLDING REFORM TICKETS IN TIIE Till WARD-

TESTIMONY OF L . M REYNOLDS

The Reformers of the seventh ward had appointed a
number of ticket holders to be about the polls, about fif-
teen or twenty persons, and among us was on* very deli-
cate, sick ly-looking man. At about lis o'clock w'e, the
ticket holders, had a brief consultation and determined it
was best best to leave the ground. This delicate man ob-
served, (as we went off.) that if we said so, he wouldremain and hold tickets still, none of us made him any
reply, but all moved off leaving him about one hundred
feet from the polls, with Reform tickets in his hands. In
about three minutes I returned to the neighborhood, and
as I got to where we had left the man with the tickets in
his hands, a crowd of some six or eight, maybe ten, from
the window, made a rush upon him,and apparently with
one blow knocked him down, and then engaged instamp-
ing, striking, and kicking him. He lay rolled up in a
sort of knot, while the treatment was going on. After
some little time the police, who had been stai ding off
some distance looking on, interfered, saying "oh, boys!
boys ' boys!"?pulling them off, they picked him up from
the ground and carried him off towards the station house.
The crowd returned to the window, waving their hats
and caps triumphantly and shouting. The blood was
gushing from the man's head and face as he was led off.?
The police did net arrest any of the party who had com-mitted the assault.

I'LKASURES AND PAINS OF VOTtNO IN THE SIXTEENTH
WAED?TESTIMONY OP THEODORE WOOPALI..

Just before the window was opened, there were gangs
of wretchcil-looking men who came up, I should suppose
nearly two hundred; Richard Watts, one of them took his
stand at the window with a drawn sword in his hand, andhe slashed and cut the window-shutter to make the judgesopen it.and said ifanybody voted the Reform ticket he
would have to do itthrough the point of that sword; thecrowd seemed to endorse him; when the window opened
there was a crowd or about a hundred rushed around it,and I took my ticket in my hand and went to the edge of
the crowd and waited for a while to get a chance to go up
through the crowd; I took my stind in the back part of
the crowd, awaiting my turn, when I was struck in the
face and about the head, and attacked by about a
dozen men; after being struck several times. I noti.ed one
man right in front of me who struck me in the face, while
at the same time I was being struck from behind; I drew
a pistol and snapped it at the man in front who had struck
me; I put my pistol back in my pocket, and then the
whole crowd made a rush at me. and an officer in citi-
zen's dress, without any badge, came up to arrest me; this
same officer a few moments before had threatened to
knock me down because I had accidentally troddenupon his foot in the crowd: the officer arrested me,
holding me by the lappel of the coat, and while so held I
was struck on the head with a hilly,and I fell; I then re-
covered, and raised myself to a sitting position, and saw
a crowd rushing at me, some with drawn pistols; I no-
ticed particularly William Dix; I then drew my pistol
and snapped it again; 3 was then taken to the stationhouse and kept ttiere for two hours before the magistrate
came; after having my head dressed. Iwent again to the
polls; I found onlysome two or three at the window, but
a large crowd ofnearly two hundred in the neighborhood;no Reformers or Reform tickets were visible; I walked up
to the window and voted; as I handed my ticket to thejudges I noticed that the Reform judge and clerk were
not there; one of the judges called my attention to thefact that the polls were clear, and to bear witness that
there was no difficultyin voting; I said to him, "Oh yes,
that s all well enough now, after they have driven awayeverybody there was to vote;'' Ipassed by the polls seve-
ral times during the day, and it was always pretty much
as when Iwas knocked down; this crowd was gathered
round the window, pushing, hustling, &c.: now andthen they would seem to select some individual, chasehim down the street, and then return to the window
again.

EXPERIENCE, OF A JUDGE OF ELECTION.?TESTIMONY OF
GEOROE W. MOWBRAY.

Witness is a resident and voter of the fifth ward, and
acted as judge of election from 9 o'clock in the morning
until nearly half-past 4 o'clock in the afternoon.

Question ?State fully what was the character of theproceedings at and about the polls while you were
there

Aaswer ?On the opening of the polls I saw the complexion or character of the persons there, who crowdedin and around; they were mostly of rowdy elements, and
there was one person planted himself immediately in
front of the window; I expostulated with them, and they
at the time had possession of the polls on both sides andin front of the window; I made an address to them asgentleman, and requested that each party should have
an avenue by forming on each side, so that the honest
voters could get up and deposit their ballots; to which
they did not seem to pay any attention; I saw police offi
cer No. 93 there with other police officers; he being the
nearest to me 1 called upon him, and T called upon the
police several times to open the avenue; he mingled in
the crowd and appeared to make some effort, but very
little; as the parties approached the polls who I was satis-
fied were legal voters, particularly those who appeared
to he of foreign birth, they were hustled out; throughout
the morning, or a considerable portion of it, there was
considerable disturbance about the polls; I saw several

melees there; I saw persons when they got up to the
window with tickets in their hands to vote, and their
hands would be knocked up to keep the judges from
leceiving them; pome were driven away entirely; some
afier awhile would get their votes in, some few of them;
several times I called upon the police, and these parties
would chuckle and laugh, and the police did not attempt
after the first or second time to make any effort at all to
open the polls; they got away from there, tried to get out
of hearing; occasionally there would come large crowds
of persons to vote, many of whose faces I had never seen
before; two of the judges, being of the opposite side, re-
ceived their tickets and placed them on the table behind
the ballnt-hox, this was between 11 and 12 o'clock; the
party at the window came up, and amid the most pro-
fane oaths and imprecations, stated that if they, the jud-
ges, did not put those tickets in the box.what they would
do; what they threatened was intimidation, that "they
would mash their (the judges') heads if they didn't;"tne.v unhung the shutters from the outside, and they
citne at us in the attitude as if they were using a bat-
ing ram with the shutters; as we. the judges, werestanding insile, near the ballot-box, the shutters weretaken from them by. I think, one of the police officers,and taken away from the house; occasionally men would

be brought up apparently by force to vote contrary to
their sentiments; I recollect of seeing men taken off their

carta or wagons on Fayette street, and brought up; tie
parties who brought them up tried to force their votes in
as illegal voters; they did not live in the ward, I was sat-
isfied of that. One I recollect when asked by the jud-
ges where he lived said, he lived on the Philadelphia
road, which is not in the fifth ward, and he was turned
away by the judges, of course; there were numerous
men which came there and said they lived in Potter
street and they were turned away by the judges, oth-
er parties who lived in Stirling street, as they 9aid, were
also turned away, they seemed to be under charge of the
parties who brought them, and the parties would tell
them to say they lived in some street within the limits of
the ward; one of the men who offered to vote gave his
name as William H. Lester; knowing him and his name.
I said to him, "How do you do, Mr. Coster ?" upon which
he backed down and went away; in the afternoon they
brought hacks there with parties inthem, crowded with
fellows in hacks and wagons, numerous. 1 couldn't pre-
tend to give any idea of them?many with bruised faces,
black eyes,cut heads and the most filthy looking crea-
tures I had ever seen in my life; there were crowds of
parties who came up after that, a perfect onslaught of
voters, I might say, whose tickets were taken by the
other judges, hut none of them by me, and these tickets
were laid on the table hack of the ballot box as before;
the parties on the outside seeing the judges put the tickets ;
there, cursed and swore that they should be put in the
box; they directed their attention or conversation toward
the two other judges particulary, with threats of violence
if they did not put them in; one of the party got in on
the window sill, his head being inside a foot or more, and
swore that they would break up the box; I heard rally
ing cries of "Rose Buds" when these little things oc-
curred, frequently through the day?-"Oh you Rose Buds,"
and such cries; after that there was a hack load came up,
and a man got out with a blue stock with the ends fall-
ing down in front; I heard him call the name, and hand
the ticket in: I understood him to say he lived in East
street; after he had voted, I heard the name called "Le-
vy;" the clerk called out, says lie, "Ras looks very well
to-day," and said I to one of the other judges, "is thatRas Levy ? " said he, "it is hi* brother," very short time
before I left, I told the other judges I would leave; he said
I had better stay; I came out, and I made my way down
to the coiner of Front and Fayette; at one or two stages
of the proceedings, while I was acting as judge, I was
called a "son of a bitch," and a piece of a cigar was
thrown in my face when I left; and before tint, I was sat-
isfied there was no fair election, as the polls were entirely
under the control and in the possession of one party, the
rowdy element; I suppose it to have been the American
party; they came up to the window and asked for tickets,
and Judges Abbess and Cozine would hand them tickets
from a shelf on the inside; these tickets were American
tickets, which they wanted, and they had a black line or
stripe, which ran the whole way down the ticket, with
Washington's head at the top.

MAN BEATEN FOR REFUSING TO VOTE TWICE?TESTIMONY j
OF T. J. RUSK, PIRST WARD.

In addition to the hundreds of cases inwhich citizens i
were cruelly beaten for attempting to vote, we have in
the testimony of Mr. Thomas J. Rusk, of the first ward,
an account of the treatment inflicted upon aman who de
cliued to vote twice. Mr. Rusk says:

"The most brutal treatment witness ever saw in his
life was inflicted on a man who was sitting on a bench on
the opposite side of the street, facing the polls; a party
came across from the polls and presented a Know-Nothing
ticket to him and demanded of him to go and vote it; he
said he would'nt vote it, that he had already voted in
the third ward; they repeated several times that he had
better go and vote it; he refused, and in the mean time
one of the party hail sat down along side of the man, and
said to him that he had blowed; he said he hadn't, and
with that the fellow alongside of him struck him with
something, (itcould not have been his fist, it sounded too
hard,) right in the face; as he fell over, the fellow hold-
ing the ticket kicked him in the face, and from the sound
witness thought it wasn't a fair hoot, there must have
been something on the end of it, and they continued kick-
ing him in the side, and the others beating him over the
face; the one who held the ticket pulled out from under
his own coat a horse-pistol, or blunderbuss, put it to the Jman's backhand used the observation, "I'llput him ,through;" with that a police officer rushed up and said: j
"I'llhe -if I can stand that," and grabbed the man
with the pistol, and they struggled together; finally the
officer got itand fired it in the air; the officer made no Jeffort to arrest him, and the fellow followed him about }
asking for his pistol; no other officer interfered to pro-
tect the man who was getting beaten; there was an old
gentleman rushed up and seized a young man, and the
police officers called to him to let him go, but the old
man wouldn't unless the police officers would take him to
the station house, which witness believes the officers re-
fused to do; witness understood that the young man was
the old one's son.
A CRUEL STORY BRIEFLY TOLD?TESTIMONY OF WILLIAM

voted a Know Nothing ticket on the 2d of November.

Answer.?l am a cooper by trade, and was at my busi-
ness, and five or six men came up to me and knocked me
down, and then put a ticket in my hand to vote it; I
wouldn't; then they drawed my clothes down and pulled
me like a dead dog along; my neighbor, Charles Beckert,
came to help me, and one of them said, "shoot him!
shoot him!"and after that they shooted, he failed; and
he is dead and buried.

Question. ?Did you vote after that?
Answer.?Yes, I had to vote.
Question.?Did these men take you to the polls ?

Answer.?Yes, they took me, and afterwards there came
two or three more, and they pulled me there.

HOW IT WAS DONE?TfSTIMONY OF WM. ALLEN.
Witness testified that he was at the Fourth ward polls.
Question?Did you observe any illegal voting while you

were there?
Answer?l did.
Question?State what it was and how it was done.
Answer?l saw one person while I was there vote at !

least ten times during the short time I was there at dusk: j
he would pass by the window and vote and then whirl j
round, change his cap, and come back and vote again; 1 |saw several men vote in this way more than once; another
had a handkerchief tied over his eyes, and was led up by
a friend and voted as a blind man, and then again he
went round the fence with the handkerchief over his jaw,
and voted, and the third time he had it round his r.eck i
and well up over his chin, as a kind of cravat, and he
voted again.

He called attention to the proceedings of the recent
meeting in Luzerne couuty, Pa., to declare attach-
ment to the Union and Constitution.

Mr. CAMPBELL endorsed the patriotic sentiments
of the resolutions. The time had arrived when he
could say for Pennsylvania,without fear of contra-
diction anywhere, that she has always been true,
and always will be, to the Constitution and laws.
His State was too great to be unjust. She had a
population of three millions. An Empire in her-
self, she sits on her mountains with an iron crown
on her head. She is for the Union now, and will
be to the last syllable of recorded time. She will
not embark in any crusade against her neighbors.
She believes in the equality of the States. She re-
pudiates the idea that any particular man cannothe lawfully,peaceably and quietly carried into the
Presidential rhair. Where would treason show its
front? Who would commit the overt act? He be-
lieved the people would rise in their might to sup-
port the Constitution and laws ofthe land. He had,
he said, voted for Mr. Gilmer with great pleasure,
because Mr. Gilmer was for the Union, the Consti-
tution and the laws, and because he was the un-
llinchingfriend of protection.

Mr. CAMPBELL proceeded to show?in reply to
Mr. Gartrell's remark of yesterday?that a single
cotton crop of Georgia would purchase all the arms
and ammunition Pennsylvania would make?pro-
ceeded to show that the productions of Pennsylva-
nia, mineral and agricultural, inone year was worth
two hundred millions of dollars, whilst the whole
entire value of the cotton crop of the South was
not more than two hundred and sixty-five or two
hundred and eighty-five millions.

Mr. Peon, of Alabama, laid down the following
points as the foundation for his remarks, namely:
First, the present condition of public opinion as to
the real character of our federated system; second-
ly, the basis and motives of such action; and third-
ly, the remedy for the evils which have impaired
the integrity of the Government, and now threaten
to subvert the Constitution. It was his opinion j
that no amount of effort can rescue the Constitution

from the evils which surround it, or restore the j
Government to its original purit.v or perpetuate it
in that form. He'maintained that sla ery is a
blessing to both races, and willsurvive the friction
and weight of the Federal Union.

No wonder that the Black Republicans sing songs 1to the Federal Union,and "that itshall and must be
preserved," for the Federal Union is the coil of the j
anacouda to slavery. He maintained that the "ir- j
repressible conflict" doctrine was brought forwardto supply a want of constitutional power to abolish
slavery in the States. In conclusion, he briefly ad-
vocated a Southern confederacy, with a people ho-
mogeneous in population and pursuits. They
would enjoy peace, and in the utmost degree pre-
sent the spectacle of perfect civilization and free
government.

Mr. CLARK, of New \ ork, asked whether he un-
derstood the gentleman to say that if the anti-Le-
compton Democrats would combine an any nation-
al man, he (Mr. Clark, of Missouri,) would vote
for him.

Mr. CLARK, of Missouri, said he would vote for
any nominee outside of the Republican party,
whenever his vote could elect him.

RAILROADS WORKED BV CONTRACT. ?Wherever the
working of a railroad has been let out by contract
the most satisfactory results have followed. The
Philadelphia, Wilmington and Baltimore Railway
has been worked by this system for several years
past, and the President in his annual report, speak-
ing of it, says "it still works well and is produc-
tive of much saving to the Company. It likewise
promotes regularity in running the trains, and in
all branches of our business. It diminishes acci-
dents to both persons and property, bv bringing
home the responsibility directly upon individuals
instead of the corporation."

THE PACIFIC RAILI OAD.? Senator TJwin, of Cali-
fornia, has introduced in the Senate of the United
States his Pacific Railroad bill of the last session,
with the amendments then made bv the Senate,
and proposes to call it up at an early "day. This bill
authorizes the President to invite proposals for
carriage of mails, troops, munitions of war, &c. on
the service of the United States by railroad from
the -Missouri river between the Big Sioux and Kan-
sas rivers, to San Francisco?the road to be put
into operation within twelve years and to be finally
surrendered to the United States, and transferred
to the States within whose limit 3it is built. Alter-
nate sections of public lands for twenty miles on
each side of the road are to be appropriated for the
purpose of building it, besides which bonds of the
United States are to be issued to the company,
payable in thirty years, to the amount of $34,000,-000, bearing interest at five per cent., the principal
and interest to be paid by the company in transpor-
tation and mail service. The road is to be laid with
iron of American manufacture.

THE PHILADELPHIA UVINO-IN CHARITY AND NORSE
SOCIETY. ?The twenty-seventh annual meeting of
the contributors to this Association was held in that
city on Monday evening lait. From the annual
report we leerh that during the year 98 garments
were distributed to those applying to the society,
and 32 garments loaned; 410 poor women have been
supported by the association during the year. The
Home employs 21 nurses to attend to the increasing
number of females applying for relief.

THE POLITICS OF THE GOVERNORS OF THE DIFFER-

PROCEEDINGS OF TIIK fHITOIXTfI C'OMiRKSS.
SEXATE.

WASHINGTON, January 11, IB6o.?Mr. KICK pre-
sented the credentials of Hon. iMorton S.
Wilkinson, elected Senator from the State
of Minnesota for the term of six years from the 4th
of March, 1859, which were read, and Mr. W. ap-
peared. was qualified and took his seat.

Mr. IVERSOX introduced a bill to amend the act
"to establish a court for the investigation of claims
against the United States," approved 24th Febru-
ary, 1855.

Mr. HEMPHILL introduced a bill to increase the
salaries of the Judges of the United States for the
Eastern and Western districts of Texas,and to reg-
ulate the compensation of attorneys and marshalsof the United States for said districts; which was
read twice and referred to the Committee on theJudiciary.

Mr. DAVIS, from the Committee on Military Af-
fairs, reported back the bill for retiring disabled
and infirm officers of the army, and the bill to pre-
vent desertions and facilitate enlistments of soldiers
in the United States army.

Ma. MALLORT, from the Committee on Naval Af-
fairs, reported several private bills for the relief
of David Porter, RichardjW. Meade, Samuel A.
West, George McCullough and others.

The resolution of Mr. PCGH, which was under
consideration yesterday, was again taken up, and
Mr. GKERN resumed his remarks on the subject of
territorial rights, answering the various arguments
that have been adduced in favor of "popular sover-
eignty." He remarked that he yesterday used the
word sovereignty in a sense that might be misun-
derstood. When he said that the sovereignty over
the territories was in Congress, he simply meant

that Congress had a right to exercise jurisdiction
over them. The jurisdiction was in "the Federal
Government?in the whole government, to be exer-
cised either through the legislative branch, the ex-
ecutive branch, the judicial branch, or the three,
combined. The executive can protect with the'
army and navy; the judiciary has power to adjudi-
cate, and Congress has power to legislate. Butneither of the three, nor all three combined, have
unlimited power. There are restraints that neither
one can transcend.

In answer to a question as to the source of this
power, he replied that itwas a necessary incidentof the power to acquire. The right to bold slaves
is a part and parcel of the Federal Government,
and hence the Federal Government cannot be in
antagonism to a principle upon which that Govern-
ment itself is founded; it cannot be inconsistent
with its own existence. Without it, it don't exist;
hence it cannc t strike at it. The power of this
Government is protective, not destructive. The
Government was formed to promote the peace,
prosperity and happiness of the people, bv the ex-
ercise of the limited powers granted. As' all the
States at the time of the adoption of the Federal
Constitution held slaves, it would be absurd to sup-
pose that they would authorize the Governmeut to
do anything to lessen the value of that species of
property, or to strike at the institution in anv way.
The States may prohibit slavery within their own
borders if they choose; but no such power is re-
served to the territories, because the territories
were not parties to the formation of the Constitu-tion. They have nothing reserved. Their inhabi-

tants have chosen to plant themselves upon the
common property of the United States, and tbey
are entitled to protection as an infant rising com-
munity, until they shall show themselves fit for
self-government, w :hen the portals will be thrown
open and they can be admitted into the Union as a
sovereign State.

One of two things is now indispensable, to re-
store that good feeling and harmony between dif-
ferent sections of the Union, that existed several
years ago. There must be a reaction of the Re- j
publican sentiment in the North, or there must be !an armed police from the Atlantic to the Pacific. I
The rights of property which have been destroyed
is too great an amount to permit this thing to go
on much longer. On the conclusion of his remarks,

Mr. CLINGMAN obtained the floor, but as he was ;
not very well to-day, he preferred to go on withhi ]
remarks some other time. II any other Senator
wished to speak on this question, he would vield
the floor to him.

Mr. Peon replied to the speech of Mr. Iverson.
He undertook to show from the past action of Mr.
I. that he had not been very consistent in his own
support of the Democratic policy, while at thesame time he complained of the unsoundness of the
Northern Democracy. The Senator from Georgia
had said that slavery was a blessing, and in accord-
ance with the Divine will; but the people of Ohio
had never received any such revelation of the Di-
vine will; and if a denial of that proposition was
an evidence of nnsoundncss, he would confess that
all his constituents, of all parties, were hopelessly
and incurably unsound.

Mr. P. proceeded at some length to explain
the "true intent and meaning" of the Kansas-Ne-
braska bill; but, without concluding, gaxe way to
Mr. YCLEE, who moved that the Senate proceed to
the consideration of executive business.

Before this motion was put, Mr. FITCH submitted
a resolution, (which lies over until to-morrow un- !
der the rule,) that the Senate will on -Monday next"
at half-past one o'clock, proceed to the election of
printer for the 36th Congress.

After the consideration of executive business, the
Senate adjourned.
