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Under the general head of “blessings, which a
“bountiful Providence has permitted us to enjoy,
“and which at no former period have been more

To the Henorable the Members of the
First and Second Branches of the City Council
GENTLEMEN : The commencement of a new year again
opens upon you with its duties and responsibilities. The

original grant of incorporation confe
powers under which you act, dates from
our entire population little exceeded twenty
habitants; it now finds you the representatives of more
than a quarter of & million of people, with commercial
relations extending to every part of the civilized world.
The auspices under which you assemble to d ¥ impose
renewed obligations of thankfulness to a bountifal Provi-
dence for the blessings which he has permitted us to en
joy, and which at o former period have been more
marked or encouraging.

The general trade of our city during the past year has
been well maintained, notwithstanding the drawbacks
which have been experienced in several important items,
owing to causes which have operated with equal force in
other cities. The total aggregate is estimated at the large
sum of one hundred and fifty millions of dollars.

The statistics of the health department continue to
show a marked improvement, and 1 take pleasure in
commending them to your particular notice. No city in
the Union has been more exempt from the ravages of dis-
case. But while much is due to climate and position, 1
cannot withhold my acknowledgment of the important
services which have been rendered by the Board of
Health. The sanitary discipline introduced by that de-
partment, and the promptness with which they antici-
pate and guard against every probable approach of dan-
ger, have largely contributedto the results which have
attended their labors from year to year.

While, however, we have had so many causes for
thankfuiness and gratitude, eveats have occurred, T re-
gret to say, almost at our own doors, which have greatly
excited the feelings ofa large class of the citizens of
ourown and adjoining States. The invasion of the
homes and firesides of a people united to us by ties of so-
cial and commercial brotherhood, by a band of ru
led on by influences which I could hope were less irritat-
ing to conservative and Union-loving men, could not be
lightly regarded here. It is with unfeigned pleasure that

bear witness to the alacrity with which the people of
this city volunteered their support, and held themseives
in readiness with their capital and facilities of transpor-
tation, to give protection to a community shaving with
them common institutions, and bound to them by a com-
mon destiny.

Baltimore is a southern city. The gr
nal improvement upon which she plac: er chief reliance,
have been projected upon southern soil.

Itcan never happen that she
will be found a passive speetator in the midst of events,
which if permitted to recur, may involve cons neces at
once momentous and threatening to the pub
Relying as we have heretofore done upon the na 3
and conservatism of our northern brethren, and believing
in the existence of a sound public sentiment, and a de
termination on their part to respect obligations which
date from the origin of our Federal compact, we shall
look. with confidence, for practical results, from the
monstrations now happily going forward in that section
of our Union. If the ballot-box is made to embody a be-
coming and signal rebuke of that spirit of wild fanati
cism, which, in the blindness of its career, would bring
ruin alike upon our institutions and our people, we may
hope for a speedy retarn of those fraternal relations which
can alone ensurc confidence in the fature, an. prevent
danger to that cherished Union under which we have so
long prospered, and wkich Baltimore will be the last to
forsake. While the people of this city will use every
effort, as heretofore, to foster and kecp alive kindly rela-
tions between all sections of our common Confederacy,
they will shed their blood, if necessity compels it, in de-
fending their just rights and those of their southern
all under the gnarantees which the Constitution has
provided,

The re organization of the various Departments of the
City Government, commenced three years ago,and steadi
ly persevered in up to the present time, may be claimed
now, under the management of tie excellent officers in
charge, to have reached a point which speaks well, both
for the system and those upon whom its success must
always so largely depend. The public interest is care-
fully guarded, and the wants of those having business
with the cily, are met with a promptness and regularity,
which cannot have escaped notice. The Auditor e
partment, organized during the first year of my adminis
tration, has exercised an influence which is more and
more manifest with every annual exhibit of our finances;
and the neople have reason to be gratified at the results
which it has already accomplished in the cconomical
working of the whole system.

Every effort has been
made by me to confine the disbursements within the most
economical limits, and I have felt constrained, on many
oceasions, to withhold my signature fr. i
were not deemed of pressing necessity.

It is earnestly to be hoped that no such accumulations
of outstanding taxes, as those which have heretofore
burdened the oflice of the Collector, resulting to a large
amount ina total loss to this city, may be permitted to
arise in the future. The ability of the city to meet her
indebtedness, rests upon her basis of taxation—and
public dues must be collected with promptness and regu
larity, if we would do justice to those whose habit it is to
pay punctually. The failure to realize any portion of the
levy, is just so much of additional burden thrown upon
the punctual tax payer, who must be called upon at a fu
ture day to make good the deficiency.

Assuming the unpaid taxes due within the
equivalent to the outstanding claim the
actual expenses required to be provided for by taxation
will be regulated according to the views of your honora
ble body, when the subject comes to be submitted by your
proper committee.

On the 224 of March last, I made a communication to
your honorable body in reference to the ordinance pro
viding for a system of Passenger Railways through the
leading thouroughfares of this city. This ordinance, with
certain modifications proposed by me, was subsequently
passed by both Branches of the Council. Before the com-
mencement of the work, it became my duty, owing to ru-
mors which had been prevailing in this community,
touching the transfer by the original grantees toa com
pany of gentlemen in another city, and the intention of
the new company to commence cperations without regard
to what I deemed the most important feature of this ordi-
nance, viz : that which invited our own citizens to a par
ticipation in the capital proposed to be created, and the
consequent profits of the enterprise—that [ should dis
tinctly understand the relation in which the city stood to
wards these parties.

The 7th section of thegrdinance provides

Sec. 7. ““And be it enacted and ordained, That the said
association shall, after the passage of this ordinance,
cause a book to be opened in this city, for the purpose of
receiving subseriptions to the capital stock of the siid
City Railways, and the subscriptions to the sawe from
such persons as may wish in their own right to become
stockholders therein; and said books shall be opened for
the purpose within ninety days from the passage of the
ordinance, and its approval by the Mayor, and shall be
kept open for five days; and the said association shall
zive notice of the time and place of opening said books,
in all the daily newspapers of the city, ten days previous
thereto, and in the event of more stock being subscribed
for than said Company are authorized to issue, the same
shall be divided pro rata to each subscriber

This section, I regret to say has been entirely disregar.
ded by the assignees in possession; although hooks were
duly opened by the original grantees. If complied with
in the spirit in which I was induced to give my sanction
to this measure, it would have placed the control and
management of these works, notwithstanding the tians-
fer of the frarchise to a foreign company, in the hands of
our own citizens. It is needless to say that without
such a provision it could never that have my ecounte
nance or co-operation,

The correspondence which took place in furtherance of
my ohject, wasduly submitted to your honorable bady
on the 16th of June last.

The disregard of this ordinance in it: most umportant
feature, and the conclusion to which I was reluctantly
forced that the city was absolved from all legal or equitahie
obligation to recognize further the claims of these partics,
induced e to recommend to your honorable bady. the
submission of the subject to a select committee, with pow
er to consult counsel, in order that if sustained, prompt
and decided measures might be taken to compel a strict
compliance with the terms of the contract with the ¢ity.

The positions assumed in my communiecation to your
honorabie body, were re-affirmed by the decision of the
select committee, under the advice of counsel, after the
fullest investigation, and I refer to them here for the bet
ter understanding of the course which I deemed it
my duty to pursue, and as part of the history of this
transaction.

1. “‘That the ordinance approved March 28th, isin the
nature of an equitable agreement resting upon mutual
obligations, and the good will of the people of this city.

2. That the absolute transfer. by the original grantees,
before the commencement of the work. to an association
in Philadelphia, is contrary to th> spirit and intention of
the ordinance.

3. That the orizinal grantees have no power to open
books, having transferred all their rigits and powers
under the ordinance to a Philadelphia association.

4. That the Philadelphia association took the deed of
transfer, with its risks and responsibilities; and by a re
fusal to open books, have forfeited all claimd upon the
city.”

As an application is proposed to be made to the Legis

Fire

- latureat its present session for an act of incorporation, it

is sincerely to be hoped that the subject may receive the
fullest investigation by that body—and that the amplest
Justice may be done to all coneerned. The parties now in
possession of the grant, although failing to comply with
their contract, according to my construction of its terms,
have incurred a heavy outlay, and should be protected to
the full extent of their legitimate expenditures—the
rights ef our citizens to a fair participation in the profits
of the enterprise, should be fully gnaranteed, as provided
for in the ordinance—and the measure of the capital stock
authorzed to be subscribed under any new arrangement,
should be graduated with a strict eye to the actual capi-
tal required in the constructlon and successful develop-
ment of these important works.

On_ the 4th of November last, the proprietors of the
City Railway reported, as the city’s one-fifth of the result
of their earnings upon one half the Baltimore street line
alone, for three months, $2.576.08.

It will thus appear that the plan of a Pablic Park, and
connected with it, the prompt construction of the Boun-
dary avenue, both included in the ordinance approved
March 28, 1850, can no longer te considered matters of
mere speculation. In less than twelve months, we have
®0od reuson to assume, that the receipts into the City
Treasury, from the source above named, will reach an
amount equivalent, or nearly so, to the interest upon the
cost of both these improvements.

As some legislation, looking to the extension of our
corporate limits, will be necessary, in order to enable the
city to prosecute these works, when the proper time shall
havearrived, I would recommend the appointment of a
joint special committee, to determine npon the steps pro-
per to be taken in advance. The receipts from these roads
must increase daily with our population, and the expe-
rience of one year may always be expected to show a safe
and reduced basis for the estimates of another.

The Boundary Avenue was marked out by Commis-
sioners appointed by  your honorable body in 1853. It
occupies & space of 250 feet in width, commencing at
Canton and termi at Fort McHenry—a circuit
aronnd the whole cily of 14) miles. Jt was intended to
form the permanent boundary ofour city. I{mnnot be
doubted for a moment, in view of the great importance
of this measure, that the holders of property adjacent to
and covering the bed of this avenue, would willingly and
without cost, cede to the city the right to make this im
provement, and thus lend their aid towards facilitating
the 'y ) .

The character of the improvementscontemplated in the
| plan of this magnificent thoroughfare, within convenient
access to eve t of the city, would present a feature
at once imposing and attractive; nor would its propor-
tions, gigantic as they may seem, swell beyond the mea
| sure of our rapidly increasing wealth, or the prospective
wants of our large population. Should the bed of this
Boundary Avenue be ceded without cost to the city, the
outlay in grading and planting might be regulated, for a
time, by the receipts from these Railways, and without
resort to any more active steps for the present.

The location of a Public Park, at some convenient point
continguous to, or intersected by the Boundary Avenue,is
a not less important provision in the ordinance to which
I have referred. The working classes of this city are
without the means of recreation so amply provided for in
many other cities. New York is now constructing a
Park ata cost of $10,000,000, and there is no measure of
her municipal legislation which has united more strongly
the support of all classes of her citizens. Philadelphia is
moving in the same direction. The meagre appropriations
of ground which have been heretofore reserved in many
parts of the city, are in no respect suited to the public use
and enjoyment. Our city requires a Park of at least four
or five hundred acres, which at some convenient point,
would be readily accessible by cheap transportation to the
humblest of our citizens, and furnish an occasioual re-
treat to those whose engrossing pursuits, or straightened
circumstances, confine them at all seasons of the year
within the limits of a crowded city.

I earnestly commend both these important and uscful
measures to your timely consideration.

It is with no small degree of pleasure that I announce
the complete success of the Paid Fire Departmeni, which
has been fully organized since my last annual communi-
cation. Itis needless todo more than point to the re-
sults of its operations for thie past year. Its effect upon
the morals of the youth of our city, not the least of the
benefits resulting from its introduction, is already pro-
claimed by the experience of many a cheerful fireside.—
The total outlay in supplying the city with the necessary
machinery and equipment, including houses, stabling,
Xec., is stated in the report of the Commissioners at some-
g upwards of $90,000 for the year.

- 20 flattering to the Insurance Companies doing busi
ness in our citv, to the sheer justice of some contribution,
on their part, to the expense incurred in the maintenance
and support of the Paid Fire Department. Large amounts
of premiums are annually paid to capitalists for a protec-
tion which the city is now furnishing without the contri-
bution of a dollar on their part.

From ihe report of the Fire Inspector, I learn that the
total number of actual fires for the year 1859, amounted
to 179, of which 77 were of incendiary origin, against 251
in 1858, of which 130 were of incendiary origin—a de
crease of 73 in the former and 53 in the latter

The number of fires and alarms of fire in 1859 were 26
whilst in 1838 there were 428, a decrease of 171, b
nearly equal to the actual fires in 185

“The entire loss by fire during the year,” says the Fire
Commissioner, “will not exceed $150,000, being but a
nominal sum for a city containing 250,000 inhabitants
Of the 179 actual fires, the larger portion of the buildings
were only slightly damaged, the Fire Department being
so promptly upon the ground, and so systematically at
work that the flames were immediately ‘crushed out.”

On the 16th of June last, I made a communication to
your Honorable Body, enclosing the final report of the
agents of the estate of the late John MeDonogh. This es
tate is now so nearly closed as to leave little more to be
done than the collection of the bonds and other securities
held by the city, as the result of sales made by ouragents,
and secured upon her share of the property in New Or-
leans and elsewhere. We are assured by the agentsin
their report that “ Baltimore will ultimately receive up-
wards of $660,000 clear of all expenses.” A portion of
ge amount may be expected to be paid into the

A plm of a City Hall judiciously arranged—with the

The graduation and masonry of the lake were contract-
ed for early in 1859—and, in November last, a contract
was made for the lower receiving-reservoir. A contract
was also made for more than one half of the large cast
iron mains required to complete the line of works outside
the city limits. -

The lower reservoir has been located on the high
grounds above the first toll gate on the Falls road. This
will be connected with the high service reservoir, (the
terminus of the Aqueduct proper,) by a double line of cast
iron mains, about a mile and a quarter in length, forming
a continuous line of aqueduct, from the dam to the city
limits, about five miles in length.

The Chief Engineer, Mr. Manning, reports the progress
of the work as follows

Two-thirds of the graduation and masonry of the lake
are done,

Two-fifths of the masonry of the Dam are built,

The entire line of the aqueduct proper is finished ex
cept a few feet at each end, which cannot be done till the
dam and high service reservoir shall have been nearly
completed.

Nearly all the excavation, and the major portion of the
embankment of the high service reservoir are done, and
a considerable part of the botton is already puddied and
covered with a pavement of stone.

All the cast iron mains contracted for have been deliv-
ered—proved and aceepted; ard the graduation of the
low service reservoir is being prosecuted as rapidly as
the service will permit.

The engineer expresses his opinion, that with a favora-
blc season, and with no unforeseen accidents, the new
works may be made available before the elose of 1860.

There is also due to contractors $39 361.20, making in
all $420,988 20 still to be provided. Against this estimate
there is still on hand an unexpended balance in bonds
amounting to upwards of $200 600.

The property belonging originally to the old Water
Company and xow held by the city, applicable to these
works, is also undisposed of, amounting to not less than
$250,000 in value, which it is preposed to bring into the
mai ket early in the ensuing spring. The Water Board
have used their best efforts to complete this great im-
provement with the means at their disposal, and they
have every ground to hope, that with reasonable sucees
this will be accomplished.

There is no cause for just apprehension that the city
will ever be taxed for the support of these works when
completed and in fall operation. The gross annual revenu
from rents and other sources has already reached a limit
of $164,018 00, and will make a reéturn with the new sup-
plies fully equal to the interest upon the whole cost of the
investment.

Th
attempt to reform all these abuses without the aid of an
adequate criminal system, must continue, T fear, with the
best intentions of the executive, to prove, as it has here
tofore done, a fruitless struggle.

1t will be my pleasure at all times. and I am sure your
honorable body will unite in the same desire, to give my
support to any judicious measure of reform calculated to
punish erime and lawlessness, to restrain and bring un-
der subjection the angry feelings which have so long dis
tracted this community; and to introduce such guards as
may be effectual in protecting the citizen in the exercise
of his just rights, both at the ballot-box and elsewherc.

“It is unquestionable that in these counties bordering
upon neighboring States, and in our large and populous
city, as in every other in the country, which is without
proper safeguards, fraudulent votes have been cast, at all
our elections, by some dishonest persons who are resi-
dents, and by non-residents, who, of course, are not by
law competent to vote, and who take their chances for se-
curity or impunity in the great crowd, or in the fact of
their residence beyond our jurisdiction.
