A New Donce or SwinoLiNe.—We learn from the
Lancaster Zuquirer that Mr. Levi Wissler, a farmer
in Clay township, Lancaster county, has lately
been puzzled out of $1,000 under the following cir-
cumstances: It appears that a German in the em-
ploy of Mr. Wissler had, about a year since, gone
to New York to visit some friends; “when he return-
ed he brought with him a letter purporting to be
from Germany. The letter stated that a near rela-
tive of his had died, and that he was heir to some-
thing like $7,000, for which a draft was enclosed,
payable in November, 1859. The German ap-
peared to be much puzzled as to what he would do
with his money, and finally made up his mind to go
West and invest it in land, and for that purpose he
asked Mr. Wissler for the loan of $600 until his
draft became due, promising to give Mr. Wissler
his foreign draft for security. Mr. Wissler furnish-
ed him said amount; he started off with his booty,
but returned again in a short time asking for $600
more, stating that he had bought a large tract of
land, and would want that amount to complete the
purchase. Mr. Wissler gave him $400 more and
took his draft for security, which proved to be bo-
gus. Since then nothing has been heard from the
man, and, undoubtedly, never will be i that
vicinity.

The Mayor of Baltimore, in his annual message,
says Baltimore is a Southern city, with Southern
interests, and cannot be a passive spectator to
events like the Harper’s Ferry raid.

Wisconsiy Axp ILuixois.—The Secretary of State
of Wisconsin has published a table giving the total
vote for Governor at the recent election in that
State, with an estimate based thereon of the popu-
lation of the State. He estimates one vote to every
seven inbabitants. The total vote for Governor
was 123,299, which, according to the estimate gives
a population of 863,093. The population of Wiscon-
sin in 1850 was 305,391, showing an increase of
557,702, or an increase of about 152 per cent. Esti-
mated upon the same ratio, the voteat the last elee-
tion in Illinois would indicate thatin November,
1858, the population of that State was nearly 1,800,-
000, which isprobably not far from the actual figures,
1llinois now bas nine members of Congress, and
Wisconsin three—total twelve. If the ratio be fixed
at 105,000 for a member of Congress, it will give
Wisconsin eight and Illinois seventeen members
after 1861. Both States have now sixteen votes for
President; after 1860 their combined vote wiil be
twenty-nine.

Wasnisaroy, January 18.—There were indica-
tions to-day on the part of the Republicans, of an
effort to have a night session of the House, with a
view, if possible, of bringing the contest for Speak-
er to a termination, but a sufficient number of them
were not united on that purpose.

Several Senators have prepared speeches to be
delivered next week on the slavery question: Some
of the most intimate friends of Mr. Seward say he
has no idea of making a speech during the present
feverish political excitement.

Within the past week from fifty to sixty men from
this city and Baltimore have gone South, abun-
dantly provided with arms. They form a portion of
a large party whose destination is said to be Mexi-
co to assist the Liberal Government.

Resolutions of Connecticut Manufacturers
against Sectionalism.

of fidelity to the Union and the Constitution.

Deatn or tue HoN. Jony NeLsox.—We regret to
announce the death of the Hon. John Nelson,
which occurred last evening, about 94 o’clock, at
his residence on Mt. Vernon Place. Mr. Nelson
was over seventy years of age, and had been ill for
some time, but only within a few days past had
his disease taken a critical turn, so as to excite the
serious apprehensions of his friends. Mr. Nelson
was one of the acknowledged leaders of the Bar of
Maryland, and indeed of the country, and during
his long life had been called to various positions of
trust and importance, having been Attorney Gene-
ral of the United States under the administration
of President Tyler, and Minister to Naples during
that of President Jackson. The members of the
Bar will meet to-day to give expression to their
sense of the loss which the profession and the com-
munity have sustained.

AL Lapor Scuoor.—The President and Di-
of the Baltimore Manual Labor School,
ed their fifteenth annual report. They
state that they have had much encouragement from
a generous public, upon whose contributions the
usefulness of the school mainly depends. Designed as
a farm school, and as a house for destitute boys,
where they are removed from the coatagion of cor-
rupt and depraved company, and where their mor-
al, mental and physical training, is the primary
object of their officers. The institution has thus
saved many from ignorance and vice, and enabled
them to fill situations of usefulness and honor.—
The school is seven miles from the City, two miles
north of the Washington turnpike, (adjoining the
property known as “Wartman’s Sulphur Spring,”)
and a farm of 140 acres, which belongs to the Insti-
tution, and is free of incumbrance. The situation
is very healthy. During the seventeen years of its
organization, but three deaths have occurred
among its inmates. 1t contains at present its fall
compliment of pupils, (fifty). The rudiments of a
plain English education are taught, and the more
advanced boys are instructed in_practical farming,
or bound oat to learn s»me mechanical occupation.
It is also an institution where the orphan, or the
child of vicious parents, may find a home. Some
of these, through a sense of gratitude, are at this
time contributors to the school.

The Treasurer’s report shows the entire cost of
maintaining the farm, and other expenses of the
school, such as salaries, &ec., for the last year to be
threethousand eight hundred and forty-five dollars
and twenty-seven cents, ($3,845.27,) and incidental
expenses $207.50.  The average cost for each boy
for 1859 has been $81, which is $3 above the cost of
1858, but S7 per head less than in 1857. The total
amount of agricultural products sums up $2,! 3
of which $1,713.73 were realized from sales at mar-
ket, and the remainder $675.50 consumed at the
school. The teachers’ report shows that there are
at present 46 boys in the school, 10 of whom have
been recently admitted. The managers tender
their thanks to Dr. Joel N. Hopkins, who has ren-
dered professional services to the school withoat
charge. The boys during the busy season are em-
ployed on the farm, from which "they go to their
studies with a good will. A festival was held on
Christmas day, when the pupils sung, recited dia-
logues, &ec., which were alike suitable to both teach-
ers and scholars. v
The Baltimore Manual Labor School is an unob-
trusive charity, quietly and modestly doing good,
and snatching as a brand from the burning, many
youths, who otherwise might be an inmate of the
penitentiary or jail. These children are takenfrom
the vile associations too common in all large cities;
vicious and ragged boys are transformed into edu-
cated and ambitious men, and prepared to pass
through life with honorable distinction.

Barranion Barrimore Ciry Guarp.—Yesterday
morning at eight o’clock the Battalion Baltimore
City Guard met at their armory where they form-
ed into line and proceeded to the wharf of the Nor-
folk steamship company, when they embarked for
Aunapolis. There were ninety-eight muskets out,
and the corps was accompanied by Vollandt’s band
and a large number of citizens. “On reaching An-
napolis the Guard marched to within one square of
the State House, when they halted, and the peti-
tion, remonstrating again:t the passage of the pro-
posed law for the re-organization of the Militia,
containing over three thousand signatures, was
conveyed by the citizens who accompanied the Bat-
talion to the Senate, where it was presented to
that body by Mr. McKaig, of Allegany. The Bat-
talion was then dismissed and the members visited
the Naval School. After which they again formed
in line and were reviewed by Commodore Blake, of
the United States Navy. At the request of some
wmembers of the Senate the Battalion marched into
the Capitol grounds, where they were addressed by
Senator Kimmel, of Frederick county. After
spending a couple of hours in the ancient city they
left, and reached home about seven o’clockin the
evening. The trip was one of much pleasure.

** Resolved by the Mayor and City Council of Ballimore,
That permission be, and the same is hereby granted to
Joseph P. Baynes, to keep hay and cut straw on his pre-
mises, at the southeast corner of Eden and Monument
streets; also to Chas. W. Hynes, to keep hay and cut straw
on his premises, on Shroeder street near Baltimore street:
provided, however, the building-in which the hay shall
be kept, or the straw cut, shall be constructed of brick or
stone, with walls not less than eight and a half inches
thick, and if the buildings be of but one story, the roof
shall be covered with gravel, slate or metal, and the doors
and windows to be covered on the outside with sheet-iron:
and to all others who are or may hereafter be engaged in
the business of selling hay and cutting straw, upon com-
plying with the provisions under this resolution.”

Under the present law it is a fine of $5 for any
person {o sell hay on their premises, or cut straw
without a special grant from the Council. Should
this resclution pass, it will only be necessary for
the vender tocomply with the requirement, and he

The following occupied yesterday :

After the call of the jurors, Mr. "Whitney ecalled
the attention of the Court to the case of Sarah Mer-
cer, a witness, now confined in jail, in the case of
Thomas Hoffman, indicted for the murder of Hugh
D. 0’Sullivan, and for whom bail was asked on the
previous day. He said that he had been at the
Jail, and learned that the woman had already been
there five months. It was very hard that she
should be kept there, he knew, but it was absolute-
ly necessary that she should remain, as she was the
only witness on the part of the State who counld
testify to the shooting. The counsel in the case
had filed a paper asking for a discharge of Hoff-
man, and he would desire to argue that motion at
once, and dispose of it; so that the case could be
brought to trial.

The Court asked on what ground counsel asked
for the discharge.

Mr. Whitney said they took the position that
Hoffman had already been put upon his taial, after
the twelfth juror was sworn, and that his life
could not be placed in jeopardy the second time for
the same offence. Mr. Yellott and Mr. Sweany
were in the case, and he desired Mr. Sweany to
come in and fix a day when the motion could be
argued,

Mr. Sweany was sent for.

Mr. McFarland asked the Court to fix the bail in
the case of James Hutton, indicted, with other par-
ties, for rioting on Federal Hill.

Council supplied themselves with stationery. Now,
if he believes so, it is his duty, and T hopé he will
demand the appointment of a committee to investi-
gate the charge. I will willingly second his motion.
He has no right to indulge in insinuations touching
the character of gentlemen unless he can substan
tiate what he insinuates.

Mr. Bavener—The gentlemen is mistaken. [ in-
dulged in no insinuation—no reflection against any
member.

The case of Edward Murphy,indicted for the wil-
ful murder of Samuel Patterson, alleged to have
been committed in the city of Baltimore, on the
14th day of February, 1859, by stabbing him in the
abdomen, was resumed this morning, and the
following additional evidence elicited in the case:

Charles King, sworn—Was present with Patter-
son and others on the corner of Canal and Jefferson
streets, on the 14th of February last; saw the pris-
oner coming up towards the erowd, staggering;

when he reached them he took his knife
and plunged it in Pattterson; Patterson
took the knife from him and the prise-

ner asked him to give it back, but Patterson
refused, and said “you have cut me with it and you
can’t have it;"”’ the prisoner then said “you are all
aset of s—ns of b—hs, but if I have cut you, you
can cut me back for it,”” at the same time pulling
off’ his coat and laying his breast bare; Patterson
refused to cut the prisoner, and he and others start-
ed for the drug store; when Patterson had gone
about thirty yards he fell, and had to be carried
home by his friends; witness asked the prisoner to
o with him to the'apothecary’s and see if Patterson
was stabbed; he replied “no, I'm afraid they will
arrest me;” witness then said “you might as well
g0, for you'll be arrested anyhow;” the prisoner
then went with witness, but the erowd was so0 large
in the store they could not get near Patterson.

By the defence.—Patterson and the prisoner
were always on good terms, and at the time of the
stabbing they had no words; did not hear Patter-
son say he believed the prisoner did not intend to
cut him.

Dr. Dwinelle, sworn.—Witness attended Patter-
son after he was stabbed; the knife passed between
the lower ribsand tended upwards; he vomited
biood; this was remedied in a short time, but on
the following Friday Patterson was taken with the
hiccups,which were alarming symptoms of mortifi-
cation, and from that time he grew worse until on
Monday, when he expired; witness made a post-
ntortem examination, and found the knife had pen-
etrated to the depth of three or four inches; it wi
a clean cut, and the wound was about 1'{ inch in
length.

By the defence—Was mnot present when the
wound was probed,and do not know whether it was
or not, but Dr. Taylor had called to sce Patterson
and dress the wound before witness arrived.

PROCERDINGS OF THE THIRTY-SIXTH CONGRESS.

Wasning : r. Gwix introduced a
bill to facilitate communication between the Atlan-
tic and Pacific States by electric teleg aph.

Mr. Cray introduced a bill declaring the assent
of Congress to any act which may be passed by the 1
Legislature of the State of Alabama, authorizing
the municipal authorities of the city of Mobile to
impose and collect duty on the tonnage of vessels
entering the port of Mobile; which was read twice
and referred to the Committee on Commerce.

Mr. Bexsasin introduced a bill to amend the ex-
isting laws relative to the compensation of district
attorney, marshals and clerk of the Circuit and
District Courts of the United States; which was
read twice and referred to the Committee on the
Judiciary.

Mr. Browxs introduced a series of resolutions to
the effect that the Territories are the commot pro-
perty of all the States, and that the citizens of all
had a right to enter into them with their property
recognized by the Constitution. That it was the
duty of the law-making power, whether exercised
by Congress or Territorial Legislature, to pass laws
for the protection of such property, and instructing
the Committee on Territories in reporting bills for
the organization of such Territories, to insert a
clause requiring such protection, and in case the
Territoriaf Legislature fails to comply, Congress to
apply a remedy.
