and steer hither and thither—learn a little more, and it
will swell into a sea—yea, stretches into that boundless,
hooming ocean, upon which even a Newton had not em-
barked, but which iay unexplored before him as he gath-
ered shells upon its shore

In the first place, I give an expression of pride
in memory of the singular universality with which our
Poet’s Centennial Aniversary was celebiated over all
the face of the globe. Many an eye looked across the seas
and continents of the earth to Burns’ native place on the
Festival of his Centenary; for Burns made Scotland a
kind of central sun whose light and heatrise and burn
over allinationalities and kindreds, “The whole unbound
ed Universe was his.”

One hundred and one years agoa man child was born
inamud cottage in A Twelve months ago, on
the 25th of January, 9, a sudden fire warmed up the
great English race, from the Hymalaya mountains in the
East, to the prairies and forests of the farthest Western
Wild—from the Tropic of Cancer to that of Capricon, to
hold a festival in honor of that poor child’s birth. Is it
any wonder that we have found out his worth, since na-
tions and generations have been echoing his words, alike
from palace and from hut.

Through busiest street and loneliest glen,

Are felt the flashes of his pen.
No matter that he wore hodden grey, and got a Sunday
coat only every twelve yeais; he had that which the
linen-draper could not sell him and which his landlord
could not buy. He had the genius of song, equal
to the loftiest themes that poetry ever strained
to reach. He might have found his.- imagination’s
home in palaces, but he gave his voice to all
the experiences of common life, and sought rather the
huts where poor men lie; he looked at and sung of only
us—the lowliest of us—and of us_only as we are. He sung
of cottages, and of Saturday nights; he sung of poverty
and of debt—the joys and the sorrows of the poor—their
loves, too, and their religion. He might have sung of
kings and warriors, and olden martyrs; but he laid his
hand on the Scottish peasant, and in our sight he stands
a hero. Speaking in the mother-tongue of his nation—
the harsh Dorie of the working-man—he nevertheless
opened ears polite; and with such genius did he draw
from the hottom of society the strength of its speech,
that he has got millions of his own order everywhere to
sing his songs. Every name in broad Scotland—the
Americans, the English and the Irish—keep his fame
bright this day.
Great was the day when Scotland threw back upon his
haunches the Lion of England, and silenced that war
which made her mountains tremble; but it was a greater
day when he was born, who could, from an Ayrshire cot-
tage, send forth that immortal De ation of Indepen-
dence, ‘A man’s a’ man for a’ that.
For a’ that and a’ that.

It’s coming yet, for &’ that:

When man and man the world o'er,

Shall brothers be and a’ that.
°Tis not the forts the builder piles,

That chain the earth together;

The wedded Crowns, the sister isles,

Would laugh at such a tether.

The kindling thought, the throbbing words,

That set the pulses beating.

Are stronger than the myriad swords

Of mighty armies meeting.

Thus while within the banquet flows,

Without the wild winds whistle;

We drink a triple health—the Rose,

The Shamrock and the Thistle.
Their blended hues shall never fade,

Till war has hushed his cannon,
Closed twined as ocean-currents braid

The Thames, the Clyde, the Shannon.
GENTLEMEN:—We are proud of Burns, for the world re-
Joices in his memories. He commends himself to all, not
only as a poet, but as aman. He taught a doctrine that
the world is slow to learn, but which when learned will
put man in his right place everywhere.

“‘The rank is but the guinea’s stamp,

The man’s the jewel for &’ that,”
He prayed for the time
“When freedom’s treasure shall be free as air,
And tyrants and despots be but things that were.""
And amid all his changes he held to this—
““‘But deep this truth impressed my mind,

Through all his works abroad,

The heart, benevolent and kind,

The most resembles God.”

His patriotism is for evermore celebrated in the war-
song, cots wha’ hae wi' Wallace bled,” to be sung
(says Carlyle) with the throat of a whirlwind. His
friendship he sings in “Should auld acquaintance be for-
got and never brought to mind,” and “Willie brewed a
peck o’ maut and Rabb and Allan cam' to prie.” His

And who can doubt his own personal sympathy after
reading “Duncan Gray” and “Highland Mary,” and
especially after singing *“What can a young lassie do wi’
an auld man?”
There is one thing about Burns that has not been suffi-
ciently noted. And it will please our bonnie lasses when
they come to know it, that Burns was the handsomest
man of his day. When lighted up, his face shone with the
brilliance of a morning star. His eye had in it the blue
depth of an unclouded firmament. ‘“‘He wore upon his
big broad brow the round and top of sovereignty.”” Wo-
man clung to him ashe. ideal of a man. She adored him
as she listened to the music of his voice. Her heart sung
himself while her voice sung his songs. What a man to
make a poet of!  Sir Walter Sectt was more like a rugged
shepherd of the highlands than the real author of the
Lady of the Lake. Hogg was no beauty. Many of the
English Bards are mean-looking as we behold them in
their person or in portraits. Burns stands forth as
among the noblest-looking man that ever bore the image
of the Eternal. With Shakspeare and Milton of the past—
with Byron and Moore—Burns may show his face as
handsomer than them all.
Let our ladies be informed of that, for T want them to
honor manly beauty. 1tistruelam selfish in this, for
I know I will be made a demi-god if that be the case; but
I want them to honor beauty on account of our Club, for
I am sure you would not see from New Orleans to Buffale
a handsomer set of gentlemen than you who surround
this table as the lineal descendants and admirers of
Burns.

William Jones, sworn.—Reside in Elkton; am
State’s Attorney for Cecil county; have known the
prisoner since he was a small boy; he was generally
reported to be a quiet and orderly boy in the neigh-
borhood; he was not insane; never knew that he
was a passionate boy; he became unusually excited
at very slight causes; laughed immoderately at
slight things; did not know deceased; Gale’s mother
was as crazy a woman, periodically, as witness ever
saw; have heard persons often speak of his charac-
ter; it was always spoken of well.

Andrew Alexander, sworn.—Reside in Elkton,
Cecil county; have known the prisoner since he
was a small boy; as far as witness knew, his charac-
ter for peace and quietness in the neighborhood
was good; never heard that he was revengeful;
heard him spoken of sometimes as a mischievous

and quiet-

Jacob B. Ash, sworn.—Reside in Elkton; known
the prisoner since he was a boy; his character in
the neighborhood was very good; he was not re-
vengeful; he had au extraordinary disposition; at
times he would be passionate, and in a moment
calm; only heard that bis mother was insane; don’t
know it of personal knowledge.

William Torbert, sworn.—Reside in Elkton; know
the prisoner; as far as witness knows,his reputation
was good; knew the reputed mother of Gale; she
was named Emeline; at times she was crazy.

Callender, cashier of the Hartford Bank, testified
on Tuesday before the Senate Brown Raid Commit-
tec that Brown deposited with hiw, and that he
never paid money on Brown’s check to any one
but Brown, except in one case ta Col. Forbes, to
whom he gave $600 on Brown’s check. Thisis a
contradiction of Forbes’ statewent in his letter, in
which he stated that he never received money from
Brown. Callender also testified that when the
Missourians invaded Kansas, he and other Connec-
ticut men advised Brown to go there, and he gave
him a Sharp’s rifle, and told him to use it.

It gives me pleasure to answer the inquiry propounded |
in that order. This Company does not discriminate |
against the city of Baltimore in its rates of freight
has on the contrary been its constant effort to contribute |
to the welfare and prosperity of that community, by ma
king the largest practicable differences in its favor.
I presume that the inquiry owes its origin to circum
stances which I will briefly ask you to lay before the
House of Delegates.

The Baltimore and Ohio Rs
several great lines of railway hich streteh from the
board to the West. The others are the Penn
Railroad Co., the New York and Erie, and the New Y
Central. Not one of these roads reaches, by its own line,
to the valleys of the Mississippi and ssouri, and the
leading cities in the West and Southwest, from which an
immense tra isdrawn. They connect with otker West-
ern lines. Upon the character of the arrangements which
they make with those lines depends the amoubt of trade
which each is able to obtain. The road which does not
compete with them in making such arrangements receives
no part of the freight which passes aver them to the
Eastern markets

The Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, and Baltimore city,
were long the victims of the agreements thus made be-
tween the Northern and Western lines. The road has in
consequence, ag occasion required, retaliated, to vindicate
its real advantages. In executing this policy, and in the
very maintainance of a discrimination by this Company
in favor of Baltimore, a conflict occurred with the North

ern lines last year.

During a brief portion of that time, all the Companies
engaged in cowpetition for Western traffic, and in that
battle carried *‘through freight’’ at rates below the actual
cost of transportion.

The Baltimore and Ohio Company, at great temporary
sacrifice, refused to agree toany arrangement but such
as would properly recognize discriminati in favor of
the city of Baltimore, to which its geographical advan
tages entitled it. It succeeded in enforcing and establish
ing its equitable demands. It boldiy met the ¢morgency
when necessary, and at the earliest practica i
ranged for remunerative rates, when its ohje
accomplished.
