LATEST NEWS

TELEGRAMS.
From Washington.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 27.?Dr. S. <>. Howe, of Bos-
ton, has returned from Canada, and is expected to
appear before the Senate's Harper's Forrv Investi-
gating Committee next week.

Gen. I'omeroy and Judge Amy are now here co-
operating with the Hon. M. J. Parrott, the dele-
gate from Kansas, endeavoring to effect the speedy
admission of Kansas as a State under the Wyan-
dotte Constitution. Messrs. Pomeroy and Amy are
candidates for the Senatorsliips under the Con-
stitution.

The Investigating Committee was not in session
to-day, and probably will not be before Monday.

The prominent reason why the Peruvian Gov-
ernment refused to make reparation for the seizure
of the vessels Lizzie Thompson and Georgiana, is
that they were engaged in the guano trade under
an arrangement with the Revolutionists and contra-
ry to law. It is supposed in Peru that the Ameri-
can Minister, Mr. Clay, is personally interested in
the claim.

Senor Gezarra. the Peruvian Minister to the
United States, is lying dangerously ill at Washing-
ton.

The receipts into the United States Treasury, the
past week, amounted to $1,700,000, mostly on ac-
count of customs. Of this amount, New \ork con-
tributed $850,000. About $8,000,000 are now in
the Treasury subject to draft.

It is said that judges Pettit and Elmore, of Kan-
sas, are here to settle the question who shall be
United States District Judge in the event of the
Admission of Kansas as a State.

Mr. Smith's vote to-day for Speaker included
the votes of all the North-western Democrats, with
three exceptions. Mr. Smith utterly disavowed
any connection with the American order or ittprin-
ciples. He would have been elected, but for the
withdrawal of several Pennsylvania members, who
had supported him.

The Republicans arc to have a caucus to-morrow
at noon, in the Hall of Representatives, and it is
supposed to-nigbt, that either Mr. Corwin or Mr.
Pendleton will be nominated. The probabilities
are in favor of the latter.

The .Members of Kentucky and Tennessee
Legislatures in Columbus.

Governor Magoliin, of
Kentucky, replied, returning grateful thanks, in
the name of the people of his State, for their most
cordial welcome. He expected a warm welcome
from the people of Ghio, but was entirely unpre-
pared for the greeting which had been given them.
He would tell it to the people ofKentucky, and tell
them, too, that all we have to do to keep the gov-
ernment together is to see each other oftener and
know each other better. Governor Magoliin then
introduced Colonel Newcomb, of the Tennessee
Legislature, who responded on behalf of his State.
He said that while Congress cannot organize, Ohio,
Tennessee and Kentucky can meet and greet each
other as brethren. He eulogized the Union and
Constitution. His speech was received with great
applause. After the adjournment of the conven-
tion a meeting was extemporized, at which nume-
rous speeches were made?the best of feeling and
great enthusiasm prevailing.

Arrivalofthe Overland California Mail.
MALLOY'S STATION, Jan. 27.? The Overland Cali-

fornia Mail of the Cth has arrived.
The failure of a Sacramento house, including the

temporary suspension of a San Francisco jobbing
firm, had been magnified by a portion of the press
into three or four failures of heavy houses, but was
not correct. The San Francisco house has com-
promised at 70 cents on the dollar and resumed
business. There was no general uneasiness and no
cause for it.

The Democratic Legislative caucus at Sacramen-
to on the sth, to nominate a United States Senator,
had seven ballots. The average vote for Mr.

Cortinas, with a force of 260 men, is above Meta-
moras, plundering Texans. The Federal troops
have returned to Brownsville, and the rangers are
at Rio Grande city. The opinion prevailing on
the frontier is that war with Mexico is inevitable.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
EXAMINATION BEFORE THE UNITED STATES COM

MISSIONKK.?\ esterdav.at 12 o'clock,the negro Ben-
jamin Brown, who is charged with the murder of
George Crozier, in the port of lrica, West coast of
South America, in the month of October last, had
an examination before United States Commissioner
Ilannan. The principal witnesses were two of the
crew. One, named Willis, testified that he had
lowered a boat and taken Crozier and another of
the crew in it with himself, with the intention of
putting moulding on the stern of the bark; soon af-
ter getting under the stern and before he com-
menced working, he heard the report of a gun, and
young Crozier fell, the ball having entered his
head; a rope was lowered and the body of Crozier
taken on deck, when he died in about ten minutes;
the shot was fired from the cabin window; witness
did not know who fired until he got on deck, and
there found the negro Brown crying and exclaim-
ing, "1 did not intend to shoot him;" the negro was
the cabin boy and had a right in that apartment; the
gun was always in the captain's berth; it had been
fired offonce previously on the voyage; don't know
of any difficulty existing between the negro and
voung Crozier; the two had quarrelled some months
before, but appeared again to have become friendlv.

George Williams testified that he heard the re-
port of the gun; went aft and heard the crv for a
rope; witness went down into the boat "where
George Crozier was lying, and tied the rope around
his bodv; never heard that there had been a diffi-
culty between Crozier and the negro.

Mr. Addison, the United States District Attor-
ney, not being present, the Commissioner continued
the case until this morning at 12 o'clock.

THE SHOOTING OF DAVID HOUCK.?John McPher-
son, in whose hands the pistol was fired, which re-
sulted in the death of David Houek, was yesterday
afternoon committed on a bench-warrant by order
of the State's Attorney, to await the result of the
investigation into the affair by the Grand Jury.

A WOMAN OVERBOARD. ?About 2 o'clock, yester
day afternoon, a woman, intoxicated, fell oft' the
Light street wharf into the dock. Officer Hall
rescued her from her perilous situation.

IIORSE-TUIEF ARRESTED. ?Yesterday Hiram Nael
was arrested by officers Stinchcomb "and Rivers, on
the charge of stealing, on the 19th inst., two horses
belonging to Dr. John A. Hoover, of Conowaga
township, York county, Pa. The horses were
brought to this city and put up at the Star tavern
in Front street, where they were recovered. Justice
Logan committed Nael to'jail to await the requisi-
tion of the authorities of Pennsylvania.

DROWNED.? Yesterday morning about 10 o'clock,
as the Fairy Queen tug-boat was towing the brig
Jauthe out of the harbor, when opposite the wharf
of Messrs. Boyce & Callow, Thomas Pcrrv, the
engineer of the tug-boat, was observed by the crew
of the brig to fall overboard. Two negro men, in
a small boat, went to his rescue, but before they
reached him he sunk. Efforts were made to recover
his body, but without success.

SEVERELY SCALDED.? Yesterday at noon a little
daughter of Captain Tully, two years of age, No.
209 Washington street, was severely scalded by an
elder sister, nine vears of age, who, in remov-
ing a coffee pot from the stove to the table,
stumbled and fell, the contents being poured
on the child, scalding her face, neck and shoulders
badly. Dr. Evans rendered medical aid.

DEATH OF HA VID HOUCK?THE INQUEST.
We announced in our issue of yesterdav the

shooting of David Houck, at a house kept bv
Richard Harris at the corner of Pennsylvania
avenue and Biddle street. The wounded man"linger-
ed in great pain until about twenty minutes before
two o'clock yesterday, when death'ended his suffer-
ings. Coroner Greentree summoned a jurv, who,
after viewing the body, adjourned to the Western
district station, when the following testimony as to
the manner of his death was elicited:

David Uiricli testified that he, in company with
Houck, McPherson, and Suter, had been down town
"drinking around," and when they started to re-
turn to their club-room all were more or less drunk;
when they reached the club-room they sat down
and commenced talking; witness waked np Alexan-
der Levy, who had laid down and went to sleep on
a settee; Houck was also lying down on a settee,
the witness supposing him to be asleep also; Mc-
Pherson, who had been seated by a centre-table
near the middle of the room, suddenly jumped up,
drew a pistol and fired; witness believed that it
was a single barrel pistol and that its discharge
was purely accidental; he had been with the party
the whole evening and knows of no difficulty oc-
curring between any of them; when we were on the
way up to the club-house, and near the corner of
Saratoga and Paca streets, the deceased drew a pis-
tol and shot a dog, because, he said, the dog was
making too much noise.

Alexander Levy was next examined. When the
firing took place witness was asleep; during the
evening he had been with Ulrich, Suter, Houck
and McPherson?this was about o'clock; when
witness entered the house be took a small box and
some papers which he placed under his bead, and
laid down on a settee and went to sleep; witness
laid there for several hours and was awakened by
the firing of a pistol; he supposed he had been
asleep for two or three hours; he went up to Houck
who was lying on a settee, and asked him what was
the matter; Houck replied, "Oh my God, chummy,
Pm a goner?l've been shot;" witness then exam-
ined Houck's person, and perceiving a large quan-
tity of blood, thought that the wounds might prove
fatal, and ran up stairs and awoke Isenhardt and
Harris, who were asleep; he tola them that Dave
Houck was shot, but be did not know who had shot
him; also told them to run for a doctor; had heard
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of no difficultybetween the parties, but on the con-
trary believed theui all to be friends.

John Suter testilied that Houck, l.'lrich, McPher-
son and witnesshad been down town, and drank
freely, and returned to Harris' house at a late hour;
llouck had laid down on a settee and seemed to be
sleeping; Ulrich and Levy went towards him for
the purpose of waking him, when McPherson.pulled
a pistol from his pocket, which witness thought he
was going to put in the cupboard, but he began to
flourish it about, and it was discharged; witness
thinks that the pistol must have been cocked when
McPherson took it from his pocket; never knew of
any difficulty or any unkind leeling between him
and llouck, on the contray, they were always on
the best terms; don't remember of hearing Mc-
Pherson make any expression at the time of the
shooting; after the firing of the pistol he went
away?did not run away; Houck was liked by all
the club.

Mi -. McDonald, foreman of the jury, said that in
a conversation with a sister of Houck, the deceas-
ed had made a statement amounting to about the
same as recounted by the witnesses, at the same
time exonerating McPherson from all blame.

Doctor H. W. Baxley,sworn-Saw deceased some
hours after he was shot; found the abdomen pierced
by two balls, which he had no hesitation in saying
caused his death, both balls having cut the intes-
tines.

The jury, in consideration of the evidence, ren-
dered the following verdict: "That David llouck
came to his death by a pistol-shot, accidentally dis-
charged in the hands of John McPherson." Houck's
funeral will take place to-day at 2 o'clock, from his
mother's residence,and his remains willbe interred !
in the Baltimore Cemetery.

PROCEEDINGS (IP THE MARYLAND LEGISLATURE.
ANNAPOLIS, January 27, ISOO.
SEX ATE.

After the close of my letter last evening the de-
bate in the Senate was continued.

Mr. MCKAIG said that the remarks of the gentle-
man from Dorchester were all seemingly fair, if to
be judged by themselves; but we are to take into
consideration the fact that we are met at the
threshold in this discussion by the threat that the
streets of Baltimore shall flow with blood to resist
the operation of these laws, and especially of the
police bill, accompanied as these threats were with
the notes of preparation, and appeals for time to
consummate them.

Colonel KIMMEL begged an opportunity to ex-
plain, as he presumed the gentleman alluded to his
remark.

Mr. MCKAIG?The gentleman "is entirely mista-
ken. It is impossible for me to speak on any sub-
ject without the gentleman imagining that I ain
referring to him. I was not thinking of the gen
tleman.

Colonel KIMMEL replied that, although the gen-
tleman might not have intended it, his remarks
would be taken to refer to a declaration that he
had made, that the streets of Baltimore would flow
with blood if this bill was passed. What I said
was, that I regarded this measure as of so outrage-
ous a character, striking down the civil rights "of
250,000 people, that it would not he surprising if
such was the result of it. The extinction of the
Edict of Xante* had produced the massacre of St.
Bartholomew, and he regarded the police bill as a
measure fraught with as great danger of bloodshed.
He was opposed to all such Kobespierean massa-
cres, and to all measures that might lead to them.

Mr. MCKAIG said that he had never heard before
that ltobespiere had anything to do with the mas-
sacre of St. Bartholomew, lint we must live and
learn. Ifthere wa3 to be bloodshed in Baltimore
in consequence of this bill, that would be nothing
new or uncommon there. They were used to it.
The gentleman talks of taking away the civil
rights of 250,000 people. Why, does the gentle-
man not know that the people of Baltimore have
no rights? They have been despoiled of them
amidst scenes of blood, long ago. The gentleman
himself would not be allowed to vote, if a resident
there, only as a matter of sufferance. The brass
knuckle and the slung-shot govern and control, and
the rule of that city has been a rule of murder and
bloodshed. We are bound?the city of Baltimore
has the right to call npon us to come to their assis-
tance, to protect them from the rule of blood
and violence. We of the counties have also the
right to know whether we are to be disfranchised
by the 20,000 majorities manufactured to order by
that God-forsakeu city?the city of blood and out-
rage and violence?that is now in a condition that
is disgraceful to the age of civilization in which we
live. We are met with threats of blood and vio-
lence if we attempt to put a stop to murder and
outrage. He could, therefore, see no reason for de-
lay. Itis a matter that requires prompt action,
and he hoped that no delays would be allowed.

Mr. GoLnsBORODGK replied atconsiderablelength,
asserting that the history of Baltimore for the last
twenty years was one of Democratic fraud, vio-
lence and bloodshed. When that city was regard-
ed as the citadel of Democracy of the State, and
its majorities were depended upon to help out the
lack of Democratic votes in the counties, there was
no attempt to bring in such a measure as this. The
bloody deeds of the city were then lost sight of in
the welcome of Democratic majorities. He repeat-
ed that he was prepared to honestly co operate
with all parties in protecting the purity of the bal-
lot-box and the rights of the people. All tbevwanted was time and opportunity to see if they
could not propose amendments that would be ac-
ceptable to all parties.

Mr. YELLOTT argued in favor of the proposition
to make them the order of the day for Wednesday
next. He was surprised that any member would
oqject to give the short time asked for the consid-
eration of such important measures. In reply to
the remark of the Senator from Allegany, he said
that the inference from his remarks was, that imme-
diate action was required to preserve peace in the
city of Baltimore. Why, sirs, there is danger of
blood and violence in all parts of the country?ac-
cording to the resolutions now sleeping on our
table from the other House?and yet the ' Senator
from Allegany takes no measures to prevent this
threatened dissolution of the Union. When those
resolutions came up for the action of this body, we
desired speedy action; but the gentleman 'from
Allegany moved that they be laid on the table.?
Here was a case for speedy action. There is
plenty of business to occupy the time of the Sen-
ate until Wednesday nexU He did not admit
the necessity of speedy action in regard to the local
laws.

As to the general police and order of the city, he
could produce authority, and Democratic author-
ity, to show that it is better now ihan it was six
years ago. The great evil to be remedied was not

as to general disorders, but to disorde-s and
violence on a special day. To prove this he read
the resolutions introduced by Mr. Gill at a meeting
of the 11th ward Reform Association, in which it
was declared that the great evil sought to be rem-
edied was violence and disorder on election days?-
that at other times the city was always as orderlv
as other cities. There is no election day now ap-
proaching, and why this great baste? When the
American party came into power they found these
political organizations in existence, and they have
endeavored to reform and check them, but have not
yet entirely succeeded.

Mr. YELLOTT proceeded to quote from the Penn-
eylvauian of Philadelphia, describing the Empire
Club in 1854, under a Democratic Mavor and a
Democratic Police. That a party of Philadelphi-
ans had visited Baltimore, and were pursued to the
cars, and shot at in the presence of the police, by
the Empi'e Club; that the members of this Club
are Clerks of Courts and officials?and that the
"city of Baltimore is in a more deplorable condi-
tion than any city in the Union." This, he said,
was Democratic authority to show that the Ameri
can party found this condition of affairs in vogue
when they came into power. Fraud on election
davs, accompanied by violence, was nothing new
in Baltimore. It is an old evil, and to sustain this,
he read from the address of the Whig Central Com-
mittee in 1844, in which some forty of the most re-
spectable gentlemen of the city declared that the
city had been carried by the Democratic party, by
fraud and violence. The name of Mr. George M.
Gill, a prominent gentleman in the Reform move-
ment, and one of the getters up of this bill, is
among the signers; and also the name of William
H. Gatchell, who is named in this police bill as one
of the Commissioners to be appointed, is also there.
They both vouched for the truth of these charges
against the Democratic party, and both were gen-
tlemen whose veracity was not to be questioned.

These measures were prepared by citizens of Bal-
timore?not Whigs, nor Democrats, and not Ame-
ricans?but Reformers. Mr. Yellott then proceeded
to review the formation of this party. The conduct
of the press of the city, and the violent language
that was used was quoted. After a large and re-
spectable meeting in Monument Square, one paper
termed them "a mass of conglomerated ruffianism."
Such violence was unusual with the press of Balti-
more; and it was no wonder that an excitement un-
precedented was occasioned. The election day ap-
proached, and he looked to it with the most fearful
forebodings. The day closed, and on summing up
the events of the day, but two were killed ?one on
each side. He felt relieved that it was not worse,
for he feared more serious results from the excite-
ment that existed.

The getters up' of these bills were mostly resi-
dents of the tenth and eleventh wards, some ol
whom were misused and maltreated, he would ad-
mit, in a most outrageous manner. He had not
read all their statements, but he had read enough
to know that they had been badly treated. He
would doubtless have felt, under similar treatment,
as they have felt, and he might have acted as they
have acted. They went to bed that night in a pas
sion a#d they got up in a rage, and they have been
in that condition ever since. We ought not, how-
ever, to be in such an excitement. Those matters
ought to be acted on calmly and wi'h deliberation;
and he therefore hoped that, the bills would be made
the order of the day for Wednesday next.

The question was then taken on the motion to
make them the order of the day for Wednesday,
and lost?ayes 10, nays 12.

Mr. GoLDSBORocn, of Talbot, then offered an or-
der, which was accepted, that the Senate meet
hereafter at 11 o'clock.

Mr. GOLDSBOROUGH, of Dorchester, then moved
the bilis be made the order ofthedayfor Monday
next. Lost?ayes 10, nays 12.

The same gentleman then meved that they be
made the order of the day for Saturday, declaring
most earnestly that his only desire was to obtain
time to fairly examine and consider the bills. He
could see no reason for this hot haste. He, as a
member of the Committee, had not read these bills,
and he did not believe that any member of the
Committee had read them.

Mr. GOLDSBOROUGH, of Talbot, begged to inter-
rupt the gentleman. As a member of that Commit-
tee he must deny the assertion. He had read and
re-read all those bills himself, and he would venture
to say that there was not a Senator in this hall who
was not familiar with every provision contained in
these bills. Tbey have been published in all the
papers, and read in all portions of the State. No
one who takes any interest in them is ignorant of
their provisions.

Mr. GOLDSBOROUGH, of Dorchester, resumed, and
said that alterations and amendments had been
made in these bills since ther were originally pub-
lished, and no one knows what those changes are.

[ Mr. GOLDSBOROUGU, of Talbot, stated that the
i only changes that had been made in these bills
i were those suggested by the action of the Mayor
i and City Council of Baltimore, as conveyed to this

body by their august plenipotentiary (Col. Kim-
mell), who brought them down with such gratifica-
tion, glorying in the honor conferred upon him.?
The alterations that had been made had been such
as the despatches of the plenipotentiary had made
necessary?such as the Mayor and Councils of Bal-
timore had taught them. A playful allusion waa
made by Mr. G. to the aspirations of Col. Kimmell
for the Gubernatorial chair.

Mr. GOLDSROROUGII, of Dorchester, replied at
considerable length, defending his appeal for time.

Col. KIMMELL replied in a playful manner to the
remarks ol Mr. Goldsborough. He admitted that
the Democracy had "put the screws to them." He
quoted from Shakspeare, and recited portions of
Macbeth?alluded to the bull-tights of Spain?the
Edicts of Nantes?"when Greek meets Greek, then
comes the tug of war," &c. The gentlemen who
prepared these bills were more suitable for the lu-
natic asylum than they are for preparing legisla-
tion for this body. He coucluded by proposing
that these bills be made the order of the day for
Monday next at 12 o'clock, and hoped that if he
had said anything personally offensive that it
would be regarded in a political light?and he be-
lieved that politicians were not personally respon-
sible for political offences.

Mr. MCKAIG explained that it was by general
t consent that the bills were not read in Committee.

The vote was then taken on Col. Kimmell's mo-
tion, fixing on Mondav at 12 o'clock, which was
lost.

The question then recurred on the motion of Mr.
Goldsborough, of Talbot, to make them the order
of the day for to-day at half-past 11 o'clock, which
was adopted by a vote of ayes?l 2; nays?lo.

The Senate then went into executive session on
some appointments made during the recess, in the
several counties, and after a few minutes adjourned
at half-past four o'clock.

HOUSE OF DELEGATES.
After the close of our report of the proceedings

ot this body yesterday, the second reading of the
Baltimore Female College bill was continued and a
few slight alterat'ons and amendments made, allapproved of by the friends of the measure, and it
passed to a third reading. The bill was then final-
ly passed. Ayes?4l; nays?3l. The House soon
after adjourned.

ANNAPOLIS, Jan. 27, 1860.
SENATE.

The Senate assembled this morning at 11 o'clock,
and during the morning hour,a number of unimpor-
tant private bills were read a second timo and
appropriately referred.

Mr. YELLOTT presented the petition of Wm. R.
Thompson, and what was represented "to be 3,700
other" signers, protesting against the passage of
the Police bill.

On motion of Col. KIMMEL, the memorial, with
the names of the signers, was ordered to be read.
The memorial is a protest against the Baltimore
bills, on various grounds,principally that they take
from Baltimore the right to select its own govern-
ors.

THE BALTIMORE BILLS.
The PRESIDENT announced that the hour had ar-

rived for taking up the special order of the day,
"the Baltimore Bills." The reading of the signa-
tures was stopped. The first of the series of bills
was then taken up, being the act to take from the
Mayor of Baltimore the power to call out the militia.

Colonel KIMMEL took the floor and proceeded to

declaim against what he called the "bill of
abominations." He related a dream which he
had last night. He dreamed that he was in the
Vatican of Rome, and about to be presented to his
Holiness the Pope. His Holiness inquired where
be was from, to which he replied that he was from
the land of religious freedom. Among other matters
he protested to the Pope against the appointment
of an Irish priest at New York as a cardinal, and
recommended some American-born divine. That
the Pope called him a sad heretic, and went into a
discussion with him about the Bible, and then gave
him a commission to convey a Pope's "bull" to the
would-be Irish cardinal at New York. That he
proceeded to New York and presented the "bull,"
and went into a discussion with him about politics
in Maryland, each of those high functionaries hav-
ing questioned him with regard to the meaning of
a gold trinket he had on his watch-chain, to which
he replied: "Why, sir, that signifies lam G-and
Master, sir, of the Masonic fraternity of Maryland."

Col. KIMMEL then proceeded to attack the principles
of the bills, and to reply to Mr. Goldsborough's re-
marks yesterday, telling that gentleman that he
would force him to listen to him, and to heed him
also,before he was done with this measure. Hecbar-
ged Mr. McKaig with being an enemy to Maryland
interests, and with being devoted soul and body to
Washington city, where his pet ditch (the Canal)
emptied, or sympathizing with the abolitionists of
Ohio or Pennsylvania. He meant nothing that was
personal. His remarks were all political, and he
did not hold himself personally responsible for any-

thing he might say. He then commenced to allude
to Mr. McKaig's views when he was a Whig candi-
date for Congress from Allegany.

PRESIDENT. ?The gentleman from Allegany's po-
litical views have nothing to do with the motion to
strike out the enacting clause of this bill, and the
gentleman from Frederick is out of order.

Mr. KIMMEL begged pardon, and then preceded
inhis rambling remarks, to the great amusement of
the lobby, and finally sat down, saying?"l ain
helpless?the gag is put on me?l can't resist?l
submit to my fate ?iny neck is ready for the guillo-
tine?sharpen your knife for the slaughter," &c.

The second clause of the bill being read, Mr.
YELLOTT proposed an amendment, as a proviso,
giving to the Mayor, in case of an insurrection and
riot, the power to call out the military, ifthe po-
lice authorities should from any cause be rendered
unable to suppress such insurrection. In sustain-
ing this amendment, Mr. Yellott went into a gene-
ral examination of the law in relation to the re-
sponsibility of the city for damages in the case of
riot or insurrection. It was an anomoly, he de-
clared, in the history of legislation to take away
from the local authorities of Baltimore the power
of suppressing riots, whilst you hold them pecuni-
arily responsible for all damages occurring from
such riots.

There is not a Senator on this floor who would
not denounce the application of any such law to
his constituents. He alluded to the refusal by the
Constitutional Convention to give to Baltimore
representation according to population?apainciple
that is accorded to every other city in the Union,
and to every other county in this State. This out-
rage on Baltimore was reluctantly submitted to by
the members, on the express understanding, as de-
clared in the Constitution, that Baltimore should
be left to regulate its own internal affairs. If it
was not an expressed, it was undoubtedly an im-
plied, contract,that Baltimore was not to be inter-
fered with by the counties, but was to be left to
govern herself?that her charter should be perpet-
ual and inviolate. You tie the hands of the local
authorities, and forbid them to resist a riot, but
hold them pecuniarily responsible for the damages
that may be inflicted by the rioters.

Mr. YELLOTT proceeded to review the old Federal
riots of Baltimore, occasioned by improper and ex-
citing articles in newspapers. This was when the
population of Baltimore was less than 40,000. and
he had read articles much more violent and calcu-
lated to excite riots in Baltimore within the past
few months. These, he contended, showed
that the Mayor of the city should always have the
power to call out the military to suppress riots.
He did not desire to take the power from the
Police B >ard, but he desired that the Mayor and
Judges of Courts should have the power in case of
sudden and vital necessity, when delay for the as-
sembling and action of the Board could not be ad-
mitted of.

The amendment was lost ?ayes 8, nays 12?there
being two absentees.

On motion of Col. K IMMEL, a call of the House
was ordered, and, after a half-hour's delay, the Se
cretary announced that he had notified the ab-
sentees.

Mr. GOLDSBOROUGH, of Dorchester, then proposed
an amendment, declaring that from and after the
passage of this act, the city of Baltimore shall not
be liable for pecuniary damage in case of riot, and
that the section of the Code imposing such liability
be repealed. He repudiated the idea that he and
his party friends came here pledged to support
rowdyism in the city of Baltimore. They came
here determined to render justice to Baltimore, and
he was honest in the declaration that he was pre-
pared to vote for any constitutional bill that will
protect every voter of Baltimore in the peaceable
exercise of the elective franchise, even if by so do-
ing it will give a Democratic majority of thousands
in that city. He was very severe on Col. McKaig,
for his declaration of yesterday, that Baltimore is
a "God-forsaken city." When that city gave
Democratic majorities, amid riot and bloodshed, he
alleged it was termed by Democratic orators and
Governors the citadel of Democracy?a very
model of good government. Now, for political rea-
sons, it was stigmatized with all the denunciation
that language was capable of. In conclusion, he
hoped that the amendment would pass.

Colonel KIMMEL, as usual, whenever a Senator
takes his seat, made a rush for the floor, and spoke
at random for half an hour on a variety of subjects,
occasionally interspersed with an attack on Colonel
McKaig,as the leader of the army, being marshaled
to place the manacles on Baltimore. The work
was being hurried on with a perfect "locofocomo-
tive velocity." [Laughter.] Why did not the
gentleman come to Harper's Ferry with us and
meet old John Brown with his mountain rangers?
Where was he then with his rangers? that was a
field for his valor. [Laughter.] He has rebuked
me for speaking of the party he now leads as "the
once glorious Democracy. 5 ' Yes, sir, it's glory is
departed with the gentleman's champion-hip.

A vote was then taken on the amendment, as
follows:

Ayes?Messrs. Bradlev, Grahame, Dashiell,
Goldsborough, of Dorchester, Kimmel, Wittaker,
Nuttle, Yellott, Stone, Smith?lo. Nays?Messrs.
President, Miles, Blackistone, Franklin, Gardner,
Lynch, Goldsborough, of Talbot, Heckart, Town-
send, Duvall, McKaig, Watkins?l2.

So the amendment was lost.
Mr. SMITH, of Carroll, then offered an amendment

declaring that this bill shall not go into operation
until the bill establishing the Board of Police Com-
missioners shall be enacted.

Mr. SMITH urged the adoption of this amendment,
declaring that he was not here as the apologist of
rowdyism?that there was no man iu this body who
would spurn with more contempt than he would the
wretch who would dare to deprive even the most

humble citizen of the enjoyment of the inestimable
rights of franchise. He would do nothing to protect
such fellows from punishment, hut he was unwilling
to take from the citizens of Baltimore the right to
govern themselves.

He understood Democracy to mean the power of
the people to govern; and he looked upon this series
of bills as intended to oppress and crush the peo-
ple of Baltimore?leaving her as a vessel on a lee
shore,without rudder or compass,speeding on to des-
truction. Mr. Smith addressed the Senate for nearly
an hour, and was listened to with deep interest by a
crowded gallery and lobby. He concluded by ex-
pressing the hope that if these bills are passed, as
he believed they would be, the people of Baltimore
will peaceably submit to the enforcement as good
citizens, depending on the sense of right and justice
that this great wrong willarouse in all parts of the
State, for their repeal and abrogation, with the
same speed that has prevailed in their enactment.

The PRESIDENT was then about to put the bill on
its passage, when Mr. Yellott proposed to offer
another amendment, but the Speaker declared it
was too late, unless by the consent of two-thirds of
the Senate. The ayes and nays were called, and
the Senate decided that the bill should be put upon
its engrossment for a third reading by a vote of
14 to 8.

The billwas ordered to be engrossed?ayes 12;
nays 10, ?a stiict party vote.

Air. YELLOTT proposed a recess until 4 o'clock.?
Air. GOLDSBOBOUOH, of Talbot, proposed an amend-
ment that the Senate sit until 3 o'clock and then
adjourn to meet again at 4 o'clock.

Mr. GOLDSBOROUOH, of Dorchester, moved as asubstitute, that the Senate now adiourn until 12
o'clock on Monday.

The ayes and navs being called on the latterproposition, it was rejected?ayes 10; nays 12.
Mr. VELLOTT called the ayes and nays on every

motion, and on the proposition to adjourn at 3
o'clock until 4, the vote was as follows?avcs 11;
nays 11?lost.

The question then recurred on the motion of Mr.

I Vellott to adjourn now (2 o'clock), and meet again
| at 4 o'clock. Ayes and nays called?ayes 10, nays

12. So this motion was also lost and the Senate re-
fused to adjourn.

THE POLICE BILL.
On motion of Sir. GOLRSBOKOCOH, of Talbot, the

bill establishing a permanent Police for Baltimore
city, was called up, and the reading of it commenced
by sections.

The first section being read, Col. KIMMEL moved
to strike out the enacting clause of this most vil-
lainous of all'tho "bloody bills." He presented this
amendment merely as a "peace-offering."

The aves and nays being called, the motion to
strike out the enacting clause was lost?ayes 9,
navs 12.

Mr. GOLDSBoaouoH, of Dorchester, offered an
amendment to the first section, declaring that any
damage occurring to property of any kind fromriot shall not be recoverable from the city of Bal-
timore.

The ayes and nays were called, previous to
which a call of the House was asked for by Mr.Yellott, several American Senators being absent.
The absentees were waited upon'by theSergeant-at-
Arrns, and business resumed.

Col. KIMMKLL offered an amendment to the
i amendment that the Board of Commissioners shall
give bond to secure all parties from loss from riot
or violence. He wished them to give bond for
their good behavior.

Ayes and nays being called on the amendment,
it was lost?ayes 10, navs 12.

The vote was then called on the original motion
of Mr. Goldsborough, to exempt the city of Balti-
more from all pecuniary liability, which was lost?-
ayes 10, nays 12.

Several other amendments were voted upon, and
at the time the cars left, the Senate was about to
take a recess for an hour for dinner, with the de-
termination to sit until midnight, if necessary, to
put the whole of the five bills through, to be en-
grossed for a third reading.

HOUSE OF DELEGATES.
The House met at the usual hour; all the sitting

members from Baltimore city, except Mr. Wisong,
in their seats.

A number of unimportant petitions and memo-
rials were presented.

Mr. MCALLISTER, of Baltimore city, presented a
petition of the ship owners and others of Balti-
more, praying the amendment of the pilot laws of
the State; referred to the Special Committee on
Pilot Laws. By Mr. Beall, leave to report a bill to
incorporate the People's Gas Light Company of
Baltimore; referred to the Committee on Corpo-
rations.

Mr. JACOBS, of Worcester, arose, and asked the
Speaker to permit him to resign his position as
Chairman of the Committee on Militia. The ardu-
ous duties of the Committee on .Negro Population
took up so much of his time that he could not (ill

both positions. He respectfully asked a considera-
tion of his resignation.

The SPEAKER accepted the resignation, and filled
the vacancy by the appointment of Mr. Compton,
of Prince George's county.

Mr. BRISCOE, of Calvert, offered the following
resolutions:

Resolved, That the Commissioners of Public Works of

this State be instructed to report lo the Committee on In
ternal Improvements the rates of tolls of the several rail-
roads of this State in which the State is interested as a
stockholder or creditor, and the rates of tolls on the Ches-
apeake and Ohio Canal.

Resolved , That the said Commissioners of Public Works
he instructed to report to the said Committee on Internal
Improvements whether any legislation is necessary lo
prevent injurious competition between the several public
works of this State in which the State is interested as a
stockholder or creditor.

Resolveil , That the Committee heretofore charged by
order of this House with power to inquire into certain al-
legations made against the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad
Company, he instructed to report to the said Committee
of Internal Improvements

Resolved, That the said Committee on Internal Im-
provements he requested to advise with the Commission-
ers of Public Works, touching the matters inquired of
in said last named order, and that they report on all
matters referred to them by these resolutions, by bill or
otherwise.

The rules tvere suspended, so a3 to give the reso-
lutions a second reading, when the}' were adopted.

PAY OF ELECTION WITNESSES.

Mr. FUF.ANEU offered an order to the effect that
the witnesses summoned by the Committee on Elec-
tions, by order of this House, be allowed mileage

and a per diem of St per day, to be paid as the
officers and members of this House.

Mr. LONG asked if it was customary to do this ?

was the State to pay their expenses 1
Mr. FitEANEit stated that they were summoned by

the Legislature, on the business of the State.
Mr. (LOUDON asked what the mileage was to Bal-

timore.
Mr. Mack cub in replied SIT.
Mr. (JOUDON? SIT for mileage and four dollars

besides, was pretty good pay.
After a little discussion, the entire matter was re-

ferred to the Committee on Claims.
Mr. DENISON, of Baltimore city, asked leave to

bring in a bill approving of ordinance No. C of the
Mayor and Citv Council of Baltimore, empowering
certain parties to lav down a city passenger rail-
way in certain streets of that city, approved Dec.
Tth, 1859: referred to Committee on Corporations.
By Mr. Ford, leave to bring in a bill to refund to
Charles 11. Mann, of Baltimore, a sum of money
ei roueously paid into the treasury by him; referred
to Committee on Claims. By Mr. Mackubbin, the
petition of a number of ci izens of Anne Arundel
county, in favor of authorizing the sale of free ne-
groes for debt; referred to the Committee on Col-
ored Population. By Mr. Berry, leave to bring in
a bill to incorporate the Miller's Island Company
of Baltimore; referred to Committee on Cor-
porations.

By Mr. TITUNKU, of Baltimore city, leave to bring
in a bill to amend the Code regarding the incorpo-
ration of the Howard Bank of Baltimore; referred
to the Committee on Corporations. By Mr. Seth,
of Baltimore city, leave to bring in a bill to con-
struct a borse railroad from Baltimore to the Relay
House through the lands of Colonel Forbes; referred
to the Committee on Corporations.

Mr. MACKDBBIN offered a resolution to furnish
the students of.St, John's College with seventy-five
cadet muskets and accoutrements. Read and laid
over tinder the rule.

BillsZ reported. ?Mr. BAYI.KSH, of the Harford
delegation, reported a bill entitled an act to amend
laws to increase tax for public schools and amend
108th sec. 12th art. Code, giving School Commis-
sioners power to sell lands, houses, Ac.; laid over.

Mr. KESSLER, of a special committee, reported
favorably on a bill entitled an act to authorize the
Comptroller to pay Capt .1. T. Sinn the sum of S2OO
for two days'services lately rendered by the Uni-
ted Guard of Frederick at the Harper's Ferry
bridge. Rules suspended; read a second and third
time, and passed?veas, 48; nays, 0.

Mr. HARPING, of the Montgomery delegation se-
lect committee, reported a bill to allow Win.
Thompson, late collector of taxes, further time to
complete his collections; laid over.

Mr. GRIFFITH,of a special committee of the Mont-
gomery county delegation, reported a bill to regu-
late constables' fees in Montgomery county; laid
oyer.

Mr. MCCLEAHY. of a special committeee, report-
ed a bill to allow the Frostburg Bank, of Allegan v,
to erect an ofiice of discount in Cumberland. The
rules were suspended; bill read a second and third
time, and passed.

Mr. GORDON, of the Committee on Judiciary, re-
ported unfavorably upon a bill entitled an act to
authorize the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore
to licence carts and other vehicles to use the streets
of Baltimore.

Mr. MCALLISTER urged that the bill was greatly
to the benefit ot the city. The owners of these
vehicles used its streets and paid no taxes.?
They live without the city, and come in every
day, and have free access to the streets, without
taxation.

Mr. DENNISON, of Baltimore county, stated that
the owners of these vehicles paid taxes in the coun-
ties, and ought not to be doubly taxed. It was
against the interest of the city, as well as every
one else. It is a system of legislation which will
continually involve the city and county in litiga-
tion, and ultimately render the law a dead letter.

The unfavorable report of the Committee was
then adopted and the bill defeated.

The Chairman of the Committee on the Judiciary
reported unfavorably upon a bill to amend the Code
so as to provide that in cases of execution of crimi-
nals sentenced to death, the Sheriffs of the differ-
ent counties may authorize deputies to act for them;
adopted, and bill defeated. Also, unfavorably upon
a bill to authorize the erectiou of mills in Somer-
set county; report adopted, and bill defeated.

He also reported unfavorably upon a bill to reg-
ulate and provide for the payment of the fees of the
criers of the various Courts of Baltimore.

Mr. MCALLISTER explained that in the bill sub-
mitted by him, he had tried to bring about a little
retrenchment. The bill provided for a permanent
salary, large for the officers, yet which would save
the city some thousands. He moved the bill be re-
committed, when he would furnish such testimony,
such evidence as he desired.
Mr. GORDON suggested to the gentleman from Bal-

timore, the proper way to save these fees to the
tax-payers was to introduce a bill to cut down the
pay of the crier of the Criminal Court, who, it was
alleged, receives St,ooo per annum, while the criers
of the other Courts get only S7OO or SBOO. He
thought Mr. Allister's way of going about the
reformation rather out of the way. It was, in fact,
only taking from one to give to another.

On motion, the bill was then recommitted in ac-
cordance with the wishes of Mr. McAllister.

Mr. GORDON, of the Committee on Judiciary, re-
ported favorably upon a bill entitled an act to au-
thorize the State's Attorneys of Baltimore city,
Baltimore county, Anne Arundel county, and

Prince George's county, to institute proceedings to

forfeit the charter of the Baltimore and Washing-
ton Turnpike Company. Read and laid over.

Also favorably upon a bill entitled an act to in-
corporate the Elysville Manufacturing Company.
Read and laid over.

Mr. MACKCBBIN, of the Committee on Claims,
called up a bill entitled an act to refund to the
Society of Redemptionists, of Baltimore, a sum of
money erroneously paid as taxes. Rules suspend-
ed, read a second and third time and passed?ayes
42, nays none.

.MR. MACKCBBIN called up a bill entitled an act to
compensate James Revel for legal services in the
Court of Appeals, at the appointment of the Gov-
ernor. Rules suspended, read a second and third
time and passed?ayes 45, nays 2.

In obedience to an order to that effect, passed by
the House some days ago, the Speaker appointed
Thomas Mason, of Worcester, as folder of this
House. Joseph T. Tarr, of Caroline, having vaca-
ted the same by not attending to the duties of his
office in person.

Mr. BKALL,of the Committe on Pensions, reported
unfavorably upon the petition of James D. Clifford,
of Queen Anne's county, for a pension; also upon
the claims of Elizabeth Hetts, widotv of a revolu-
tionary soldier. The reports were both adopted.

Mr. QDINLAN,of Baltimore county Select Com-
mittee, reported favorably upon a bill to authorize
the Commissioners of Baltimore county to pay
such a sum of money (not exceeding $200) to sup-
ply the Register of Wills with record books.
Rules suspended, read a second and third time and
passed.

Mr. MAXWELL,as acting Chairman of the Commit
tee on Corporations, reported favorably on a bill to
incorporate the Washington County Railroad Com-
pany, from Hagerstown to the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad, a little east of Harper's Ferry. Rules
suspended, read a second and third time and passed.

The HOUSE was still insession at the time this re-
port was closed.

The Board of Managers of the Virginia Military
Institute has instructed the Superintendent to

confine his purchases for the Institute, as far as
practicable, to goods manufactured in the State,
or to foreign goods imported directly into the
State.

! PROCEEDINGS OF THE THIRTY SIXTH CONGRESS.
SENATE.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 27.?The Senate is not in ses-
| sion to-day.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. ADRAINcaused to be read a paragraph from

! the New York Tribune, in which it was said that
Horace F. Clark, and Messrs. Riggs, Adrain,

j Briggs, and Davis, of Indiana, were elected with
1 the aid of Republican votes, with the understand-
j ing that they would assist the Republicans in the

organization of the House. He said he would not
engage in a personal controversy with the editor
ofthe Tribune. It was bad policy to engage in a
personal controversy with the editor of any paper,
particularly a daily paper, which has an opportu-
nity to fire a shot every day. [Laughter.] They
had seen this most fully exemplified in the attacks
made by the distinguished gentleman from Vir-
ginia (Mr. Pryor) on the editor of the New fork
lieraid. He thought at the time the gentleman
made a mistake, and now he discovered it because
the Herald has an opportunity for making an at-
tack every day. He repeated that he would not
engage in a controversy with Mr. Greely, whom he
regarded as a man of marked ability and great
moral courage and fidelity to the principles which
he upholds. He differed with Mr. Greely on tho
question of slavery and his mode of settling the
question, but Mr. Greely was entitled to his opin-
ion. He did not believe that Mr. Greely intended
to do him any wrong, but presumed some evil-
disposed person had furnished information on
which he based the charge. There was not a par-
ticle of truth in the statement. He was an Anti-
Lecompton Democrat, and made no pledge directly
or impliedly, that he would vote for any Republi-
can or aid the Republican party in the organiza-
tion of the House.

In ISSB, it was believed, owing to the suicidal
policy of Mr. Buchanan on the Kansas question,
that the Republicans would have the majority and
could organize without the aid of the anti-Lecomp-
tonite Democrats; and, therefore, no pledges from
them were expected. He asked for the proof from
any livingmortal man in his district, that he ever
made a pledge to aid in tho organization of the
House by the election of a Republican Speaker or
any other way. He repeated, he made no pledges,
but looking to the exciting discussions which might
lead to discord out of the House, and, perhaps, to
a dissolution of the Union, he did not know but
that when his sense of duty, and the interest of his
country demand it, he would unite with the Repub
licans on such a man in order that the House
may be organized and relieved from its present
dilemma.

The House now proceeded to vote for a Speaker.
There was much excitement and great interest
manifested on all sides.

The South Americans voted for Mr. Smith, of
North Carolina, and various Democrats, not seeing
a prospect of an election, changed their votes for
him. Some made brief explanations that they
wanted to promote harmony, and end the contest.
Frequent bursts of applause came from all sides.
Messrs. Norris, of Pennsylvania, Milnard, Nixon,
Seranton and Wood, who had voted heretofore for
Mr. Sherman, now voted for Mr. Smith.

Before the result was announced, there was a
change in the current of feeling. Mr. John Coch-
rane rising to give his reasons why he could not

vole for Mr. Smith,
Several gentlemen endeavored to deprive him

of the floor by raising points of order on him. In
conclusion Mr. Cochrane changed his vote to Mr.
Millson. . He said he could vote for none but a
Democrat.

Various other explanations were made by Demo-
crats lor changing their votes to Mr. Smith.

Mr. MCCLERNANDsaid that as it was now in the
power of the Democratic party proper to elect
Mr. Smith, he changed his vote for him and expres-
sed the hope that Democrats from the North and
West would give him their support.

Mr. BOCOCK made a short speech. He was always
willingto unite on any soundman ?and he voted
for Mr. Smith.

Other Democratic changes to Mr. Smith were
made with occasional remarks ?some saying they
desired to give peace to the country am) strike a
blow at the "irrepressible conflict" party, prefer
ring a national Whig to a sectional Republican.

Much applause greeted the announcement of Mr.
Cochrane's change of vote, and the interest greatly
increased as the House neared an election.

Mr. BARR changed his vote for MR. Smith.
Mr. SHERMAN voted for Mr. Corwin, when Mr.

Jenkins changed from Mr. Smith to Mr. Sherman,
thus spoiling for the time an election.

Mr. SCRANTON withdrew his vote from Mr. Smith
and put Mr. Corwin in nomination. [Cries of "too
late," and much sensation.]

Mr. MORRIS, of Pennsylvania, said that, under-
standing the Republicans presented Mr. Corwin, ho
withdrew his vote from Mr. Smith and voted for Mr.
Corwin. [Hisses from the galleries and on the
floor, and great confuson, mingled with cries of
"announce the vote."]

Messrs. Vallandigham and Cox changed their
votes to Mr. Smith.

It was now understood that but two more votes
were required to elect Smith, and the most iHtense
interest everywhere was manifested.

Mr. NIXON changed his vote from Smith to Pen-
nington, thus removing the result farther off.

l>lr. lvr.irr commenced making a speech.
Mr. DUNN said Mr. Keitt's remarks were designed

to delay the result in order to afford an opportuni-
ty to manipulate the tender-looted Democrats.

Mr. KEITT proceeded to expose the inconsistency
of those who voted for and then changed against
Mr. Smith.

Mr. .MORRIS, of Illinois, said if his vote could

elect Mr. Smith, he would not give it.
Other explanations were made favorable to chang-

ing votes for Mr. Smith.
Intense interest was expressed throughout these

proceedings.
More short speeches followed. Mr. COBB made a

humorous speech byway of exhortation to bis dis-
senting political friends to come up to the support
of Mr. Smith. Ho called attention to the fact
that men of all parties voted for him, and ifgentle-
men did not now avail themselves of the present
opportunity, they never would come near electing a
nominee opposed to the Republicans.

Mr. RLTITN, as the only man standing aloof from
the Southern phalanx, voted, after explanation, for
Mr. Smith, saying he had been encouraged bv his
Northern Democratic colleagues to do so.

Other explanations were made. Messrs. ENGLISH
and NIBLACK said they voted for Mr. Smith, as the
contest had narrowed down between the Republi-
can and American nominees.

Mr. MORRIS, of Illinois, wished Mr. Smith to say
for himself whether he repudiated the doctrines of
the Know-Nothings.

Several Democrats stated that they heard this
fact from his own lips.

Mr. BURNETT said lie thought they ought to let
patriotism rise above party in this crisis.

Mr. MORRIS wanted Mr. Smith to answer tbe
question.

Mr. CLEMENS and others objected to Mr. Smith
responding.

Mr. CLEMENS wanted a man to go into the Chair
untrammeled, as a fair, honest man should.

Other votes were now changed for Mr. Smith,
and were severally greeted with applause.

MR. MORRIS, of Illinois, finally came over to Mr.
Smith, being, as he said, satisfied that Mr. Smith
was not a Know-Nothing. [Tremendous Applause.]

Several other Democrats changed their vote to
Mr. Smith, among others Mr. John Cochrane, who
had learned he said, that Mr. Smith never was a
member of the Know-Notliing party, but an Old
Line Whig, and the representative of National
principles.

Finally the result of the long-pending ballot was
announced as follows:

HEMLOCK BARK. ?The purchase and shipment of
