Grand juries have done good in their day, but
they have accomplished their mission and must
now pass away. They are too slow a coach for
this age, and must give place to a more expeditious
system of jurisprudence. There are no less than
nine States of the Union where the grand jury sys-

stands a good chance,

Court—Yes; I suppose he is waiting to see how
this jury comes out.

After some conversation between the Court, the
State’s Attorney and counsel, it was arranged that
the hack rioters would be tried to-day, and after-
wards that the case of Peterson should be taken up;
the court stating to Mr. Gleason, that he must be
ready to go on, or remove the case.

The Court then directed a bailiff to proceed to
the jury-room and ask the jury to come into Court.

When the jury were seated, Judge Stump said :
G¥ntlemen, the Court has been waiting on you a
long time, expecting you to return a verdict in
this case; you are the judges of the law and the
facts, and you have heard all the evidence in the
case, and the Court cannot guesson what point youn
differ; however that’s your own business, and not
the Court’s; if the Court would discharge you now,
the case would all Lave to be tried over again—all
the evidence—all the witnesses—great expense to
the city—waste all our time in trying cases over
again; the Court has been sitting three weeks, and
nothing done; the Court can’t see why you can’t
agree as well as any other twelve men; the counsel
fully explained the law to you when the case was
argued; the Court will not discharge you. Yester-
day I allowed you to go to a hotel because one of
the jurors said he was sick—had a rush of blood
to the head. (To one of the jurors)—Mr. Vance,
you sent a note to the Court, stating that you were
sick, with a rush of blood to the head;, the Court
allowed you to go to Sherwood’s and have a physi-
cian; you went there, and the bailiff said you'did
not get a doctor and was not sick. The Court
thinks you have practiced a deception upon it.

Mr. Vance.—Judge Stump, I am sick, sir; was
when I wrote the note, and am now; I can hardly
stand on my feet; T am in such a condition that T
am not competent to perform the duties of a Jjuror.

Court.—Well, why did’nt you'send for a physi-
cian?

Mr. Vance.—Did’nt want one; if 1 had been in
any other place but a jury-room I would have taken
medicine; but I can’t go'through a course of medi-
cine with eleven men in a room with me.

Court.—Well, gentlemen, you must go up stairs
and remain there until you agree on something.

Mr. Vance.—How am I to convince the Court
that | am sick? you wont take my word for it.

Court.—You said you had a rush of blood to the
head; why not get a doctor? The bailiff said you
were not sick,

Mr. Vance.—I said in my note 1 was threatened
with a rush of blood to the head; I am threatened
now: I had a stroke of paralysis about four years
ago from that cause; I think, sir, my life is in dan
ger by remaining on this panel; if the bailiff said |
was not sick, it was false.

Court.—If you had told the Court this at first,
might have excused you—(to the Bailiff,) get a
doctor for Mr. Vance—(to jury,) now, gentlemen,
go back to your room, and stay there till you
agree on something.

Mr. Rogers—I would only say to the jury that
they have certain rights, independent of the action
of the Court, and I hope they will exercise them.

Court—Now, youa set down.

[Laughter. ]

The jury then retired.

Mr. YELLotT said in support of his amendment,
that by the bill now under the consideration of the
Senate a great principle was established—a princi-
ple never before recognised in this State. The
Legislature takes upon itself to say that the local
police force created in the city of Baltimore shall
no longer be a local force, but a State force. It is
not under the government of the city and its au-
thorities, bnt under officers appointed by the State.
It is proposed for the State to regulate the internal
affairs of the city; to step over the boundaries of
the city, and with its strong arm control the local
affairs of the city. It notonly does this, but it says
that the officersof the city elected by its own citi-
zens, shall no longer be authority; the police force
appointed by those officers, duly elected, are swept
away, and the voice of an overwhelming majority
of its citizens disregarded.

If, however, it is determined to give the power
in the bill specified, he wished to protect the inter-
estsof the people of Baltimore. When the State
takes it upon herself to protect the lives and pro-
perty of the citizens of Baltimore, it is but right
and just that the source from whence this p .wer
emanated be responsible for all loss of life or pro-
perty which might occur under her rule. She
should be made to give a guarantee to that effect.
She should be responsible for the conduct of her
officers. If there are any mobs; if there are any
buildings burned or torn down; if riot and destruc-
tion should have free sway under the government
proposed, there should be no responsibility resting
upon the city to indemnify her citizens for their
losses. The State and the State alone should pay.

Mr. KivuEer asked the gentleman if he distinctly
understood him to say that he wished the State to
pay for all houses torn down by Baltimore mobs in
that city ?

Mr. YeLrorr—That is my object in offering the
amendment. The 81st act of the New Code is but a
re-enactment of the law of 1835, enacted immedi-
ately after the Baltimore Bank riots. It provides
for indemnifying citizens of Baltimore in riots—by
the city government. He merely wished a transfer
of that indemnifying power.

Mr. Kivser—Then I suppose that if any riots
occur in Baltimore, my county—my constitnents
will have to indemnify Baltimoreans for the doings
of her rowdy Know-Nothings?

Mr. YerLorr—Yes, sir, you have the idea.

Mr. Kiwwer—Then I think that as things now
are, it is bad enough even under Know-Nothing
rule—Heaven knows what it will be under Demo-
cratic rule. He did not think the counties should
be made to pay for their rascality and lawlessness.
This bill, filled as it is with monstrosities, would
with the amendment fall from the sublime to the
rediculous. The Senator then harped upon his
one string—Linganore—and said he thought the
yoemen of Linganore would not submit to the
amendment.

Mr. BranLey moved to lay the amendment on the
table—but no action was taken in it.

Mr. Kuver, politically speaking, advocated the
measure.

He believed that we were
at a dangerous time. Whom now could we trust ?
Natives can hardly be trusted. He would amend
the amendment; yet, upon consideration, he thought
he would not. ~ [Laughter. ]

What then is the difference between our sending
down these policemen and appointingothers to do
it? Tt is clearly a violation of the 6th article of the
Bill of Rights.” We can create the office, but we
must stop there. You caunot fill it—that belongs
to the Executive.

It is urged that in New York a similar bill was
passed. The Constitation in New York was nearly
the same as ours. The Republican Legislature
wished to appoint a police force to prevent New
York from rolling up Democratic majorities. That
bill as it was then presented, excited the indigna-
tion of all Democrats in this State, and we now
find the same wmen turned round and advocating
the same measures. Yet all this Black Republican
Legislature of New York dared to do was to create
the office of Police Commissioners. They did not
dare to fill the offices.

The questionon the amendment was put and lost
—nays 12, ayes 10.

Mr. Dasuikr, of Somerset, moved to amend the
fifth lineso that the Commissioners would hold
their offices during life.

Mr. MivLes, of St. Mary’s, thought that the Sena-
tor from Allegany was the last man in the world to
do anything else than stand up against the Black
Republicans.

Mr. Yeurorr movedto strike out al! the section
after line 8.

He argued that this property belonged to the
Mayor and City Council. Their rights ought to be
respected.—The first 8 lines gave the Commissioners
power to supply themselves with oflices, &c. This
could be done; but to take away what belonged to
the city and had been paid for by them was not
fair, to say the least. The motion was rejected.

Mr. YeLLorr made several other amendments—

all were lost. Asa last resort he moved to strike

out the entire 13th section, which was lost.

In the 14th section, wherever a penalty was defi-

nitely fized, Mr. Yerrorr, of Baltimore, wmoved to

amend by inserting the words “not exceeding” such

asam. They were all lost.

Mr. YeLLotrr then moved to amend the 14th see-

tion by adding to it the words: ““Provided this sec-

tion does not deprive the Mayor and City Council

of any rights vested in them” by the 19th section

4th article of the Constitution.”

We have been
here a long time. Vote after vote has been taken
upon amendment after amendment, and with no
hope.  We feel that the majority will carry things
to the bitter end. All now that we ask is, that we
may be alfowed to put our solemn protest upon re-
cord against the indecent haste with which these
measures are being forced. The fate of all the
amendments to the Police Bill has shown us that
there is no hope for anything else. Let us enter
the protest, and the majority can do as they please
with everything else. 'We will not attempt to im-
pede them.
The Presivent asked the gentleman tosubmit his
proposition to writing.
The ten American Senators, after consultation,
entered upon the journal of the Senate a protest
against proceeding with the second reading of the
three other bills about Baltimore, for the reason
that they had never been printed, and until this
evening they had not an opportunity of looking
over the bills. [Signed by the ten. ]
Mr. McKaig ofierea the foliowing:
Ordered, that the protest of the minority be put
on the journal under protest of the majority, that
the statements contained therein are not admitted
by the majority as strictly true.
Mr. McKar withdrew his order, and offered the
following:
Ordered, that the protest of Anthony Kimmel and
nine others, be entered upon the journal, but that
such entry is not to be construed as an admission
by the majority of the strict truth of the statements
contained in said protest.
The order was unanimously adopted. The mi-
nority, however, reserving the right to discuss the
bills fully to-morrow on a third reading.
The three other bills relating to the city of Bal-
timore, reported by the Committee on Judiciar
were then read by titles, and ordered to be
grossed.

The Senate assembled at 10 o’clock, and after
prayer and the reading of the journal, proceeded to
business.

THE BILL REPEALING MILITARY POWERS.

Mr. Dasurery, of Somerset, called "the attention
of the Senate to the fact that the atendment of
Col. Kimmel prohibiting any person who is in favor
of the Helper Book and Black Republicanism from
becoming a member of the police force, had not
been read.

Axorner CHicaGo M RY.—A barrel contain-
ing the body of a man was received at one of the
railroad depots in Chicago on Wednesday last.—
Before the arrival of the train a telegram “was re-
ceived by the agents, instructing them that such a
karrel would arrive, and asked them to retain it
until some one called for it. Officers were set to
watch it, and about one o'clock, a young man
named James Philp, of Algonquin, McHenry county,
came and demanded it. He was not arrested, but
after some explanations went before a magistrate
and testafied as follows:

I live at Algonquin, McHenry county; havelived
there seven years; am a blacksmith; have seen the
body here taken from a barrel; it is the same body
that 1 assisted in putting in a coffin yesterday; his
name was Dan. F, y morning

Frary; he died on Sunda
last; had been gick nearly three yea 3
confined to the house; was buried yesterday fore-
noon. This morning his brother came to me and
said some one had taken the body up. A young
man living near the grave had gone out early in
the morning, and saw that the grave had been dis-
turbed; he found a white necktie near it, and the
track of a wagon leading from the grave; followed
the track to Dr. Winslow’s house; got out a search
warrant and went to the depot; learned there that
Dr. Winslow had shipped a barrel to D. S. Babbit |
& Co., Chicago; I then followed after the barrel,
at the request of deceased’s brother; at Flgin tele-
graphed to have the barrel stopped; D. and S.
Babbit keep a country store at Algonquin, under |
the style of D. S. Babbit & Co.; they are relatives
ol Dr. Winslow; S. Babbit came on’to Chicago by
the train which brought the barrel; the deceased
died of what was called the hip disease; he was at-
tended by Dr. Goodwin, of Dundee. Dr. Winslow
knew of the case, and saw the body after death.

This witness established his own identity by men-
tioning the names of a number of well-known par-
ties in Chicago, with whom he was acquainted and
who could be ca'led to identify him. His statement
of the case, however, was perfectly straight in all
particulars, and left no room for doubt as to the
solution of the mystery. He deserves great credit
for the promptness and energy with which he fol-
lowed the corpse of his deceased friend, and rescued
it from the body-snatchers in the nick of time.

The coroner’s jury rendered a verdict in accord-
ance with the facts set forth above.

The body was placed in a coffin, and delivered to
Mr. Philp, who returned to Algonquin with it last
evening.

Tue LeMMoN Stave Case.—This (:ase, being now
ten vears old, has at last come up for argument in
the New York Court of Appeals, at Albany. The
facts in the case are quite simple, and probably
are still well remembered generally. For conve-
nience of transportation, Mr. Lemmon brought
from Virginia to New York eight slaves, which he
intended to take with his family to Texas, where he
was about to settle. While in New York they were
slaves in transitu. They were not brought into
New York for the purpose of being held there as
slaves. Upon a writ of habeax corpus, the Superior
Court of the city of New York ordered their libe- |
ration from the control of Mr. Lemmon, upon the |
ground that they were not fugitive slaves. Mr. |
Lemmon carried the case up to the Supreme Court,
which aflirmed the decision of the court below. Mr.
Lemmon then abandoned the case; but the State of
Virginta took it up, and carried it to the Court of
Appeals. The Abolitionists also raised a fund for
carrying on the case, an behalf of the slaves, who
in the meantime had been conveyed to Canada.
The case was opened on the part of the plaintifl in
error (nominally Jonathan Lemmon), by Charles
0’Conor, on Tuesday, who maintained, under his
construction of the Dred Scott decision, that as a
slave is recognized as property in the Constitution,
the owner has a right to convey a slave from one
State to another, whether it be a slave State or
free, if it be not the intent of the owner to maintain
his relation _of ownership beyond the purpose of
transportation through the free State.

| HON. J. A. GARFIELD’S SPEECH.
| Hon. J. A. Garfield, of the Ohio Senate, in re-
sponse to a toast te Ohio, said :
Legislators of Kentucky and Tennessee,
and Fellow-Citizens of our Common Country:

With pleasure undissembled I arise to respond, in
behalf of the State I have the honor to represent,
| the sentiment just offered. We greet you here to
{ night as brothers of this great Union—zealous for
I its common good and its common glory. This is an

aaspicious hour—and the representatives from
[ Ohio are happy to participate with you in its fes-
tivities. It is'a new epoch in our history when the
Legislatures of two great States, and delegations
from two more, are permitted to clasp hands “be-
side the beautiful river,” and let the strong bar-
riers of party prejudice be, for a time, over-
whelmed and swept away by the stronger currents
of manly regard and In:ullwrly affection. It is an
event full of good omen, that, when party rancor
has reached the highest degree of bitter intensity,
when the tempest of partizan strife is ring with
unexampled fury, and its waves have risen almost
to the light-house, and are threatening to extin-
guish our beacon, and in the gathering darkness
toss our Ship of State upon the breakers, that here,
in the Great Valley of the Great Wast, sister
States have met ir ial friendship, and are say-
ing, with united voice to the angry waves, ‘“Peace,
be still.” Brethren, we have too long heard of the
North and the South. Their angry words have
too long vexed the hearts of our fellow-citizens,.—
