We understand that a call for a town  meeting,
to express the opposition of the citizens of Balti-
more to the passage of the measure known as the
Brock City Passenger Railway Bill, headed by
the Presidert of the Board of Trade and the
President of the Corn Exchange, and already nu-
merously signed by our most prominent business
men, is in circulation. We rejoice that public
sentiment, which we believe to be almost unani-
mous here about this matter, is taking this appro-
priate and definite shape. As suggested in our
Annapolis letter, some public expression here will
doubtless have a most happy effect at the seat of
government, where, already, under the lead of
Mr. Gorooy, of Allegany, steps have been taken
to investigate the charges of corruption, preferred
against the Philadelphia party. The call will
goon be published, and an early day fixed for the
meeting.

We also ask attention to the very decided reso
lutions passed by the Democratic Convention, re-
ported on our first page. With such intimations
of public sentiment, we trust that the Legislature
will at any rate pause before it has irretrievably
committed so great an outrage on public senti-
ment in this city as the granting of the Brock

charter.

The Reform Bills yesterday passed the House of
Delegates, and are now become the law of the
State. Although this result has been anticipated
from the first, it is none the less a matter of con-
gratulation that these long-looked-for measures of
relief have passed the Legislature, in the identical
shape in which they came from the hands of the
Committee charged with their preparation. The
gentlemen composing that Committee are entitled
to the gratitude of every man, woman and child
in this community, for the zeal and fidelity with
which they have discharged their important trust.
We congratulate them, with all our heart, upon
this happy termination of all their pains and
trouble—the Legislature upon the promptness
and firmness with which it has performed its
part of the important work—and society at large
upon the good which is certain to result from
the labors of both.

Immediately upon receipt of the news of the
passage of the Bills, as will be seen by the report
in another column, Mayor Swany despatched a
Message to the Council, asking leave to test their
legality, and volunteering his own opinion that
they are “‘without the authority of law, and can

The ageisa progressive one,

and notwithstanding its many admitted failures

and defeats, it is scarcely prepared to fall back

upon principles that were tried and rejected so

long ago. We may deprecate its tendency to-

wards radicalism, and deplore its desire for inces=
sant and needless changes; but it dees not follow

that we are ready to defend & political system,

simply because it has been uniformly administered

since the era of CONSTANTINE. Ancient abuses

are not hallowed by years; and if such have
gradually corrupted or ‘enfeebled the Papal gov-
ernment, it is no vindication of them to aver that
people have endured them from generation to gen-

eration. Neither can it avail the supportersof the
secular rights of the Papacy to refer,at this juncture,

lo the inestimable advantages resulting to the world

from the early assumption of temporal power by

the Pores. This may be conceded, and we

suppose, will be by all who have studied M. Gur-

zor's masterly and philosophical History af Civil-
ization. But the question now under considera-

tion, is not to be affected in the slightest degree

by facts like these. The people of Italy have
their rights as well as the Pontiffs, and if, as

seems to be admitted on all hands in Europe, a

reformation is more needed in Rome than at any

other point on the Continent, established codes

and constitutions must give way there as else-

where. The mediseval castles, in which the dig-

nitaries of the church were wont to dwellin feudal

state, have long since been dismantled; and there

is no reason why the solitary fortress that now

represents them should not share their fate. With

the ecclesiastical supremacy of the Pore, with the
creed he represents, and with the pontifical func-
tions he exercises, we have nothing to do. We

speak of him here simply in bis character of a

ruling potentate of Europe. As such his position

is an anomalous one, and as long as he maintains

it, his subjects are likely to be in the future as
they have been in the past—the worst governed

people in the Peninsula. There is no necessary

connection between the general spiritual jurisdic-
tion of the Pore and his secular power in Italy;

and they who persist in treating them as insepara-
ble, and contend for his right to both, may com-
pel many men unwillingly to deny his claim to
either. We believe that before many days the
American Bishops will find they have made a
mistake, and damaged the cause they have most
at heart.

AN ExprosioN oF A Powper MirL.—Last Satur-
day the graining mill of the Orange Powder Works
of Rand & Smith,situated about three miles from
Newburgh, N. Y., exploded, destroying the build-
ing, and killing Christian Simmerman, who was at
the time in front of the mill, with a wheelbarrow
of powder. The body of the unfortunate man was
thrown a great distance from the mill, where it
was found entirely lifeless. The walls of the build-
ing were entirely demolished, and the timb:rs and
machinery were thrown hundreds of feet. The
windows of the dwelling houses in the vicinity were
broken by the concussion. The quantity of powder
destroyed was equal to forty kegs.

Very Coor ANp Distizeuiseep Visitors —The
Picayune says a deputation of Kansas Indians,
twelve in number, all chiefs, lately arrived at New
Orleans and presented themselves before Mayor
Siith, and claimed the hospitality of the city. They
said they bad come down on a pleasure trip to see
the sights of this great place, and as they had heard
that he was very rich, being the chief of the great
people of New Orleans, they supposed he would
provide quarters for them during a month.

AMERICAN COMMERCE AND THE FINANCIAL CRiStS.—
The annual report of the Corn Exchange Associa-
tion of Philadelphia, read before the Association
on Wednesday evening, closes thus: In glancing
at the mercantile features of the year that has
closed we are impressed with the fact that no na-
tion upon the globe recovers from the disastrous
effects of a financial crisis more rapidiy than the
people of the United States. We are now sanguine
that during the year 1860, every trace of the crash
of ’57 will disappear,and a buoyant feeling pervade
every department of our trade.

MariNE Losses For JaNvary.—During the month
of January, disasters occurred to four steamers;
twenty-eight ships; thirty barks; twenty brigs, and
twenty eight schooners, involving a loss on vessels
and cargoee of $2,828,200.

Of the above number of vessels, one steamer, the
“City of Norfolk,” and two ships, the “Flora Tem-
ple” and the ‘Carrier Dove” were built in this
city. The City of Norfolk was grounded on ilan-
of-war Shoals; the Flora Temple lost in the China
Sea, and the Carrier Dove putinto New York in
distress.

PASSAGE OF BALTIMORE BILLS IN THE HOUSE—ME,
GORDON ON THE CITY PASSENGER RAILWAY—IN-
TRODUCTION OF A REGISTRY LAW—CONNECTICUT AND
BALTIMORE CARBINES, &C., &C.

After much futile opposition the Baltimore Bills
were all read the second time in the House of Del-
egates yesterday, and when the time arrived for
taking them up to-day it soon became evident
that their immediate passage was secure. A cal|
of the House was ordered, but the members absent
from their seats had only passed into the rotunda
or lobbies, and thronged back in such numbers

We have no apprehension that the vote of the
Hon. Hexry WisTer DAvis in favor of the Repub-
lican candidate for Speaker will be misunderstood
any quarter, whether in or out of Congress. |
In the House of which he claims to be a member,
the peculiarities of his mental constitution have
long since condemned him to a position of almost
perfect political isolation even in his own party.
From the day when he signalised the commence-
ment of his Congressional career, as he has its

close, by contributing to the election of a Republi-
can Speaker, and during the whole of his interme-
diate term of service, Mr. Davis' idiosyncracies
and vagaries have been a constant barrier to any
thing like a cordial union between him and any of
the political divisions of the House. Blessed with
a serene confidence in the infallibility of - his own
judgment, which be will permit nothing to dis-
turb, and a balmy contempt for the opinions of
others, which he is at no pains to conceal, Mr.
Davis has earned a reputation more for dogmatism
and fluency in debate, than for sound statesman-
ship or practical sagacity. A statesman, indeed,
he never could aspire to become—lacking both the
breadth of intellect and catholicity of spirit which
are essential to the character. A glib tongue and
a bitter, and an inveterate hatred of the Democratic
Party bave been the qualities by which be has made
himself chiefly distinguished. His inconsistencies
have been too frequent and too glaring to make
his vote in favor of any side of any question &
matter of surprise to anybody; even if previous
manifestations of Free-Soil proclivities had not
prepared us for his final summersanlt into
the arms of that party. Apart, therefore, from
the fact that his was one of two votes which were
decisive of the comtest, we do not suppose that
Mr. Davis’ action in relation to the Speakership
awakened the slightest interest in the House. So
far as this city and State are concerned, it pos-
sesses even less sign ficance. It is, in fact, entitled to
noneatall. In nosenseis Mr. Davis therepresenta-
tive of Baltimore, or of Marylaud. He neither
reflects the sentiments of our people, nor does he
hold bis seat by any valid title. Returned to the
place which he assumes to fill, by violence and
fraud, he has no right to speak for this commun-
ity. Coutent to be the beneficiary of the crimes
committed on Klection Day, Mr Davis can claim
to stand upon no higher level than those who per-
petrated them. The ruffians and bullies of his party
stuffed the ballot-boxes, and Mr. Davis produces the
fraudulent ballots in proof of his election. Peace

ful voters were bealen and driven from the polls
by scores and hundreds, and men were murdered
in the streets, and Mr. Davis proffers the returns,
reddened with the blood of his fellow-citizens, in
vindication of his rights. The effrontery that can
claim an election under such circumstances, is
equal to even nore than the contemptuous disre-
gard of public opinion and moral obligation, man-
ifssted in Mr. Davis’ vote for Speaker. Claiming
his seat in opposition to the wishes of an immense

majority of the people of his District, we have no
right to complain or to be surprised that Mr. Davig’

votes should be equally at variance with their views.
The outrage which placed him in possession of a
vote, can scarcely be aggravated by any use which
he may make of it. To strip him of the fruits of
his dishonest victory, and to divest him of the
character which he usurps and abuses, should be
the next concern of the people of the ourth on-
gressional District, as it is the duty of the House,
upon whose deliberations he intrudes.
e ———

The Ameiican prelates who have protested
against any dismemberment of the States of the
Church, have advanced one argument in support
of their cause, which is, to say the least of it, ex-
traordinary. They rely upon the antiquity of the
Pore’s claim to his dominions in Central Ttaly,
asa conclusive reply to those who are disposed
now to curtail his authority. They point to the
long line of Pontiffs, who have exercised undis-
puted sway in Rome for many successive: centu-
ries, and insist that an order of things which im-
memorial usage has sanctioned, shall never be
disturbed. Such a plea us this is no longer valid,
even in Europe, and by the people of this country
it will be regarded as of little force. It is not the
first nor the hundredth time that this appeal has
been made, in bebalf of princes, nor are the in-
stances unfiiliar, in which its cogency has been
denied. Had it not been repudiated by gur ap-
cestors, CARLES the First, would probably have

that further proceedings under the call were dis-
pensed with., The first Bill was read through—
the Speaker paused a moment, announced that it
was on its passage, and requested members to an-
swer aye or no as their names were called. The
result was that the Bill passed by a majority of
nearly twg to one. Its title was then considered,
and no objection being offered the title was adopt-
ed, and the first Bill of the series—first because tie
law. All the rest were read merely by their titles,
and were made laws as fast as the yeas and-nays
could be taken. They passed precisely as they
came from the Senate—Helper proviso and all—so
that no Black Republicans need apply for a place
in the Police. They may be elected to Congress,
but cannot wear the city uniform.

In the House to-day Mr. Gordon, of Allegany,
offered an order that the Committee on Corpora-
tions be empowered to send for persons and papers,
for the purpose of investigating the charges of cor-
ruption brought against Messrs. Brock & Co., in
the matter of obtaining the railway ordinance
from the Mayor and Cit{ Council last spring. Mr.
Gordon in a short speech declared, that if the Phil-
adelphia gentlemen could be proved to have had
any understanding with the Travers party, before
the ordinance was passed, that they were much
worse, in his opinion, than the tools used in the
dirty work. Messrs. Briscoe, Freaner and Legge
also expressed themselves in favor of a thorough
investigation; while your Mr. McAllister claimed
Mr. Gordon’s order as his thunder, and expressed
his obligation to the gentleman from Allegany for
his assistance in probing this matter to the bottom.
The people of Baltimore owe a debt of gratitude to
Mr. Gordon and those who acted with him, and may
rest assured that their interests are in safe hands.
The subpenas are made returnable on Monday
next. In the mean time I would observe that one of
the most common arguments in favor of the Brock
charter is that the people of Baltimore have not pe-
titioned against it. That arguwent, I should think,
might be easily nullified by the least effort on the
part of the opponents of the Philadelphia grant.
Itis not yet toolate. Inthe Senate the third reading
of the Brock Bill had not been reached to-day, but
if reached before theadjournment I understand that
an attempt will be made to postpone it until the re-
sult of the investigation in the House can be known.
I cannot help thinking that there are many, indeed
a majority of Senators, acting upon false informa-
tion and deceptive appearances. The contest here
has been made to assume the appearance of a per-
sonal scramble for a great prize between two rival
parties of speculators, The. interest of your citi-
zens has been studiously kept in the back-ground,
and you are represented as all being so much in
love with street railways that you are singing ho-
sannas to Brock and his engineers., Let the people
of Baltimore speak for themselves, and let them not
permit themselves to be misrepresented by Judge
Hinesley or any other membver of the lobby.

In the House to-day, Mr. Turner, of Howard,
asked leave to report a Registry Law for the city
of Baltimore. This I understand is not the mea-
sure prepared by the committee of the city Reform
Convention; but one digested by Mr, Stockbridge,
one of the contestants from your city. Itis spoken
of as a more simple and eflicient bill than the other.
After it is reported; an amendment will be offered
to make it extend over the whole State, which
many Democrats will vote for; but if this amend-
ment is not adopted the law will probably pass for
the city of Baltimore. With the measures just fer-
fected, an equitable City Passenger Railway sys-
tem, agnd good Registry law, Baltimore may safely
be left to herself for the next two years. 7

Tae WasHINGTON AcQUuepvor.—Among the pub-
lic works now in course of completion at Washing-
ton, one of the most remarkable, though least
known, is the Washington aqueduct bridge, over
Rock creek, at the western end of Pennsylvania
avenue, now nearly completed, from the designs
and under the direction of Capt. Meigs., This
bridge is a cast-iron arch of twenty feet rise, and
two hundred feet clear span between the abutments.
The arch consists of two ribs, each of which is com-
posed of seventeen cast-iron pipes, of forty-eight
inches internal diameter, and twelve feet three
inches in length. They have flanged ends, pierced
with holes for screw-bolts, by which the pipes are
firmly connected together. ‘After being cast, they
were placed in a lathe, and the ends and flanges
were accurately turned or faced off. They are put
together in the form of a circular arch, the faced
ends abutting against each other, and forty serew-
bolts firmly secure each joint. Such is the accura-
cy obtained by the present use of machinery in en- |
gineering, that these joints are water-tight, under
the adequate pressure of one hundred and twenty
feet hel%, by mere application of the dressed sur-
faces of cast-iron, no packing or cement being used
in the joints. :
