James Moore, carpenter, testified to hearino-words between the first mate and prisoner; heardthe mate say, "You'll rip my guts out, will you?"
twh.ch Ellis replied, "Yes, and any other s?n ofa b?h on board the ship who pushes" me to work."

One or two witnesses for the defence were ex-amined; the first was James Foley, seaman, who
testified to seeing the tight between the stewardand one of the men; saw no knife in any one'shands; did not see the prisoner take out his knifeand hand it to the sailor; did not hear Ellis say hewould not work; hoard him say that he wa3 not ableto work, that his side was very painful and that his
ribs were broken; Ellis and a boy on board had a
tight and the bov had struck the prisoner with acapstan bar in the side.

Burns, seaman, testified to hearing Ellissay that he was not able to work, that his side wasbadly injured.
Charles Behvard, seaman, heard Ellis say his ribswere broken, and that he was not able to work.
Mr. Moon, a carpenter, who attended to Ellis

when in irons, said that the prisoner's ribs were
not broken.

After bearing the above testimony, the Com-
missioner committed Ellis to jail in default of SSOOsecurity; and held the United States witnesses on
bail to appear at the March term of the U. S Dis-trict Court.

FRANCE.
Napoleon has addressed a most important free

trade manifest to Fould, Aliniste- of State. It is
dated st_h January, and published in the Moniteurof the 15th. The letter is in effect as follows :

"Despite the uncertainty which prevails on cer-tain points ot the foreign policy, a pacific solutionmay confidently be looked forward to: the moment
has therefore arrived to occupy ourselves withmeans of giving greater development to different
branches ol the national wealth. I communicate to
you here the basis of programmes of reform, sever-al parts of which willhave to receive the approba-
tion of the Chambers.

"Our foreign commerce must be developed by
exchange of products, but we must tirst improve
our agriculture and free our industry from all in-
terior impediments, which place it in a position of
inferiority. A general system of sound political
economy alone can, by increasing the national
wealth, spread prosperity amongst the working
classes. Every year the State grants considerablesums to agriculture, for clearing woods and low-ering hillygrounds. Great works of draining, irri-
gating and clearing ground are to be continued.

"To encourage manufactured productions, it isnecessary to exempt from all duties, primary arti-
cles indispensable to industry, and to advance cap-
ital at a moderate rate of interest, which will assist
in perfecting materials. By these measures,agricul-
ture will find an issue for its products, industry,
free from all interior obstacles, willadvantageously
compete with foreign products, and commerce willmake fresh advance. To counterbalance the reduc-tion of duties on primary materials and provisions
of great consumption, "redemption of public debt
will be provisionally suspended."

The letter then sums up the intended reforms,viz:?Suppression of duty on wool and cotton: suc-
cessive reduction of dues on sugar and coffee, vigo-
rous improvement of the means of communication;
reduction of the canal dues by a general lowering
of transport costs; loans to be granted to agricul-
ture and industry; considerable works of public
utility; suppression of the prohibition in customs,
and commercial treaties with foreign powers. The
160,000,000 of francs remaining disposable from thelast loan willbe applied, in three yearly credits, to
the execution of great public works. The Emperor
concludes : "I am convinced that I shall obtain the
support of the Senate and Legislative body to these
reforms. lam anxious to inaugurate with them a
new era of peace and to insure its blessings to
Prance."

The letter attracted great attention. Withscarcely an exception the Paris press applaud theobject, and in England it gives great satisfaction.?The London Timet concludes a leader on the letteras follows:
"We are in no condition ourselves at present to

reduce our revenue, and we are opposed to com
mercial treaties; but still we hope it mav be in the
power of the Chancellor of the Exchequer, in con-
sideration of the impulse these changes must give
to British commerce, and the probable increase in\u2666he customs revenue, to make some reduction onr rench products which will he at any rate an ear-
nest of good will."

and liable to abuse, in the opportunity it gives for
perversion of the great power of the Union to thegratification of vindictive party passion in variousways, to the peril of private right and personal lib-erty, as by dragging citizens from their homes in
any part of the country, and renderingno man se-cure in his own house.

The witness stated that he had known JohnBrown during the troubles in Kansas; helped to
raise money and arms; they were raised by contri-butions made from the aid (if inhabitants of Kansas-that he expected Brow i would repel armed inva-
sion by armed resistance; that Brown had gained
his entire confidence; that he was a man of triedhonesty as well as courage;'that after the troubles
had ceased in Kansas, Brown continued to devotehimself to advance the cause of practical anti-sla-very; that in 1858 Forbes wrote to witness, claim-ing money for past services, informing him that
Brown had arms, &c., belonging to the committeeand intended a hostile demonstration in some slave
State, and that he was incompetent to it; that un-less the management of affairs was taken fromBrown and given to bim (Forbes) he would expose
it; witness had never known Forbes; that Senator
Wilson about the same time wrote to witness stat-ingbe had been told Brown intended using 'armsand means belonging to the committee for unlawfulpurposes, warning witness against Brown, and ad-
vising that the arms be taken from him; that inconsequence of such information, orders were
sent to Brown to take the arms, and property
of the committee, then stored in lowa, intoKansas, to be used only in defence of the freedomthereof; witness bad no means of knowing whether
the arms were the same taken at Harper's Ferry,
but supposed they were; witness could procurecopies of the record, and of orders sent to Brown,
and would do so; witness knew nothing of the con-vention in Canada; was not privy to the plan of at-tack on Harper's Ferry. There was much other
evidence, but none involvingany leading Republi-
cans; he recognized several papers found in thecarpet bag to be in his handwriting; did not knowof any organization or society in aid of Brown'splans; believed Brown to be an honest and highly
conscientious man, determined upon practical anti-slavery, but opposed to exciting insurrection orshedding of blood, except in self-defence; had o-iv-en him aid and comfort as such. Witness, beinn-pressed to know what he meant by spreading antf-
slaverv doctrines, for which purpose contributionswere made, illustrated by comparison with effortsmade to spread the Gospel among the heathen &cAc.

JOSHUA It. BIDDINGS BEEfIRE THE COMMITTEE.
Mr. Giddings also appeared before the Commit-tee. Senator Mason, the Chairman, received himwith some coldness of manner.
Mr. Giddings testified in substance as follows :

John Brown had become known to the people ofhis town?Ashtabula. Jefferson countv?through
the transactions in Kansas, and had "lectured Inseveral villages in that part of the State. The peo-
ple of Jefferson had become anxious to see and hear
him, and a son of his, John Brown, Jr., being
about fifteen miles from Jefferson, hearing of thisfact, wrote a letter to him (Giddings), saying thatBrown would be at Andover at a given time, whichwas in the latter part or May or June last MrGiddings then addressed a note to him (Brown) at
West Andover, requesting him to call up and seehim, with the expectation that he would give a
lecture. Brown came one Saturday afternoonwhile a number of men of the village, Giddingsamong them, were engaged in a game of base ball,or bat and ball. Giddings was called aside and in-
troduced to Brown, who stated that he came thereto make arrangements to lecture, and appeared
anxious to have some arrangement as to the amountof cash he was to receive. Giddings disliked theidea of chaffering about the amount, and toldBrown to come and give the lecture, and they
would see him paid. Brown accordingly came, on
a Wednesday afternoon, and lectured in the church
in which be (Giddings) was accustomed to wor-ship. After the lecture Giddings invited him, with
other gentlemen, to tea, and Brown accepted the
invitation, and took tea with him and remained inconversation some half or three-quarters of anhour, when his carriage or conveyance drove up to
the door and he left. These were the only occa-
sions on which he ever saw John Brown. Neitherin his lecture nor in his conversation did Brown
allude in any manner to any arrangement, combi-nation, or preparation, to invade any State to in-cite insurrection among slaves or rebellion, or any-thing of the kind. Mr. G. was very positive andemphatic on this poißt.

Mr. Mason inquired about a letter which JohnBrown, Jr., was said to have written to somebody
in which he stated that Giddings had contributedthree dollars, and had formed societies for the rais-
ing oi tunas.

To this Mr. Giddings replied, that he could not,of course, undertake to any letter that
John Brown, Jr had written. Tie could only savthat Mr. Brown had called on him as he (Giddings)was about leaving Portage county to lecture at the
Eclectic Institute in the the town of Hiram, and

lie told him that as he was advertised to lectu o at
Ravenna the following day, and a lawyer lived
there who had been a Senator in that State (Ohio),
a man of repute, by the name of 0. P. Brown?no
relation to John Brown?and who was said to have
been at the head of an association to raise funds for
"charitable purposes," which he understood dis-
tinctly to mean the aiding of escaped slaves, he
(biddings) would call on said O. P. Brown andsee if he would not give something from thefunds of that society or association. This, Mr.
fbiddings said, must have been the onlv remark
upon which Brown could have based the statementin his letter about associations as connected with
him.

Mr. Mason inquired what was the subject of his
(Biddings') lectures?

Mr. Biddings?l lecture upon the trial of John
(Juincy Adams, upon the "higher law," upon scenes
"}Congressional life, and upon the powers and du-
ties of human governments.

Mr. Mason?ln regard to your lecture upon thepowers and duties of human government, does thatnot have direct reference to slaves and the rights
of slaves in slave States?

Mr. Biddings?lt lias direct reference to therights of human nature, the Divine will, as mani-fested in the laws of nature, the legitimate powers
of human governments, the duties of human gov-
ernments, of the powers possessed by governments.

\u25a0 Mr. Mason?But has not all that direct reference
1 to slaves in the slave States?

Mr. Biddings?Wherever a human soul exists,there the rights to which 1 have referred exist, in-
eluding the whole human family.

Mr. Mason?Do you consider'that this higher law
is superior to human laws and the Constitution ofour country ?

Mr. Biddings?No enactment or mandate of adespot invading those human rights is law, nor hasit any of the elements of law. It confers no powersupon the oppressor, imposes no obligation upon thevictim I pun these points Mr. Biddings said heurged the doctrines ot all the Berman writers upou
natural law, and most of the continental writers
Upon that subject in all the Christian world for thelast two centuries. He proceeded to say that thismandate of despots was entitled to no respect fromany person; that opposition to such despotic enact-
ments was not only the right but the dutv of ever vgood citizen; that those who pass such enactmentsrender themselves accessory to the crimes com-mitted under them, and have for ages received thedetestation of all patriotic men, and that from thetime of Aero to the present day despots have beenregarded with contempt by all lovers of justice.

Senator Davis, of Miss.?Do these principles,
which you have laid down, apply tc lunatics or in-sane persons?

,\' r ' biddings?Certainly. They are taken careol by the hand of afleetion, in away to secure tothem the enjoyment of life and all that liberty
with which they can safely be intrusted, and ren-dered as happy as they can be under a state of de-rangement.

TERRIFIC EXPLOSION IN NEW YORK.
SIX PERSONS KILLED AND ABOUT PIP-TEEN INJURED.

Under tbe telegraphic head in our issue of Satur-
day there was announced anther horrible occur-
rence in New York, the explosion of a steam boiler
in a hat factory, which utterly demolished thebuilding and killed six persons and wounded a
number of others. We present below a full ac-count of this latest tragedy:

At 40 minutes past 7 o'clock on Friday morning,one of the boilers of the new hat factory, owned bvMessrs. Ames, Molten & Co., of East Brooklyn, ex-ploded with terrific force, killing and woundingover a dozen persons?several of whom were warm-
ing themselves in the engine-house at the timeand wrecking almost the entire building. The edi-fice was new, having been occupied only about aweek, and stood between Sanford street and Nos-trand avenue, a short distance north-west of Myrtle
avenue. The main building was of brick, 200 feet
l°.n K -Y -;> in width, and three slories high. A
wing, forming an 1,, extended from this 75 feetalong Sanford street, and thence along the marginot the lot half way back to Nostrand avenue.

The remainder of the premises was enclosed by a
wooden fence. Near the centre of the square wasthe engine-house, of three stories, with a chimney
70 feet high. The lower floor of the main factory
was occupied principallywith machinery, the secondwith stock, while the third was used as a finishing-room. The L contained the hatterv, where thebats were made previous to finishing. About 200employees were on the books, but less than halfthat number were present at the time, the othersbeing absent at breakfast.

There were three boilers in the engine houseeach ..2 feet long, by 4 feet in diameter, and con-
| taming two Hues of about fifteen inches in diaine-
[ ter. They were entirely new, haying been put up

by U oodruff & Beach, of Hartford, Connecticutwho sent their engineer, Mr. Eastman, to superin-
tend their erection. Mr. E. had just returned frombreakfast, and, it is said, found the boilers withthree guages of water; everything else was inprop-er condition, when one of them blew up.

So tremendous was the force of the explosion,
that the boiler was cut in two, across the middle'the large portion of its cylinder passing through
the factory, and alighting at a distance of over 100feet from its first position; the furuace was fearful-lyripped, and remained close by. The next boilermade a complete summerset, and remained on theground. The third appears not to have movedIhe engine, of course, was demolished, and abouthalf tbe large building laid in ruins.An alarm was instantly raised, and several firecompanies ruslied to the spot. After considerablesearching among the immense pile of ruins fivedead bodies were extricated, while manv othershad been sent to the hospital, more or less danger-ously hurt. A large force of policemen fromBrooklyn, W llliamsburgh and New York, were
present to preserve order during the whole of yes-
terday.

The noise of the explosion was heard a mile dis-tant, and such was the force that the houses in theneighborhood shook to their foundations.A general fire alarm was rung, and the firemenand police were promptly on the ground, and com-menced tearing away the rubbish. Thev succeed-ed in extricating all who were supposed" to be un-
derneath. The dead were taken into the sizing de-partment, and at noon all had been recognized ex-
cept one. The injured were taken to their resi-dences or to the Hospital.

Joseph McCracken, foreman, aged 35 years, liyed
in New York. He was blown against the boardlence, and taken up dead. His body, and those ofthree others, remained for some hours in the work-
room, to which they had been conveyed, and pre-

mutilated, and in one or two cases the bowels pro-
truded in a frightful manner.

John Werner, foreman of the plane shop, former-ly of .New York.
Mr. Eastman, engineer, who put up the engines,

family resided in Hartford, Conn. Mr. Eastmanwas most horribly mutilated.
Theodore Higb'ie, aged 20. Parents live inSpen-cer street, near Myrtle avenue.
Patrick McConnolly, a steam-titter in the employ

oj J. O. Morse &, Co., No. 76 John street, New
York. He was literally crushed to atoms.

These are all ascertained to be dead.

Our reporter visited the City Hospital of Brooklyn in the afternoon, and found six patients who

had been brought in from the scene of the explo-
sion, and procured the following particulars:

Mulholland and Farrell were considered hope-less cases, having been severely bruised and
scalded.

Gallagher lay on his bed almost lifeless; hisshoulder had been dislocated, and his breast somuch bruised as to affect his lungs. He did notseem, yesterday afternoon, likely to live many
hours.

CORONER'S INQUEST.
The dead, with the exception of Iligbie, wereranged in a row in the "Plank House," where Cor-oner Horton summoned the following gentlemen to

act as a jury : Henry Jackson, John H. Martin, J
S. Darcv, Ira Powers, Thos. E. Wood, James Wil-son, Ephraim Place, 11. Frank Wing, T. J. Powell
P. H. Simes, Jonathan Faulkner.

The jurywere sworn in, and viewed the bodies
when the coroner adjourned thei nquest until Mon-day at 12 o'clock at noon. Curing the day Mr.
Horton was busy summoning witnesses, and the de-plorable affair will, it is hoped, be thoroughly in-vestigated, so that the blame may he attached to
those who are responsible for what has happened.

INCIDENTS.
The exact time the explosion occurred was ascer-

tained by the watches of Mr. Eastman and Mr.
McCracken. The hands of both pointed to 7 o'clockand 40 minutes. The crystals were broken and
faces battered. Mr. McCracken had his life insuredfor $5,000 and Mr. Eastman for $2,000.

About 200 persons were employed in the build-ing, ot which from 50 to 75 were" females. Itbeing
some time before the hour to commence work but
few, comparatively, were there when the catastro-
phe occurred. Five girls only had entered, andperhaps thirty men and boys. Had the explosion
taken place one hour later, the loss of life wouldhave been frightiul. Dozens were approaching
the building from different directions, and somejust entering.

The young man/Theodore Higbie,(killed) had ap-
plied for work some days before, and had been toldto come yesterday morning. According to the en-gagement, he reported himself, and sat down before
the boiler to warm his feet. He was launched intoeternity a moment afterward. The body wasbruised into an indistinguishable mass; and his
lather was able to recognize him only by a defect
in one of his feet.

A man named James Wilson had been in the
boiler room, where he saw Higbie, Eastman, and
McCracken. Having occasion to leave the room
for an instant, he walked toward the fence, about
twenty-five feet distant, when he was startled by
the explosion, ana while he saw the building fali,
and portions of the rubbish thrown several hun-
dred feet in the air, he himself, escaped uninjured.
A portion of the boiler was impelled a distance of
250 feet, and alighted upon a shed, breaking in the
roof by its force.

Shortly after noon the proprietors of the estab-lishment employed men to clear out the rubbish
preparatory to re-erecting the buildings. Therewas no lire, the tlames having been completely
smothered by the immense pile ofrnbbish.

The buildings, which were new, cost $12,060: the

APPEARANCE OF THE BCINs!
No spectacle could more vividly impress one withthe enormous and terrible power of steam thatgood servant, but bad master, than the scene pre-

sented yesterday after the explosion. The entiremain building, 200 feet by 25, with the exceptionot the extreme eastern and western ends, was liter-
ally blown to atoms. The waste and ruin were themore striking from the fact that the building haftjust been constructed, and the thousands of bricks,planks, wheels, &c., that lay in every direction,
looked a9 if they had been indiscriminately piledtogether by some madman who was about attempt-
ing an architecture of his own. An immense divi-sion of the great boiler lav at least sixtyfeet to thenorth of the structure, to which it had been blownu ith a force that can hardly be conceived. Tinroots, floors, beams, planks, machinery, bricks,mortar, wool, shafting, ic., were heaped in chaoticcontusion over a space at least one thousand feetsquare. The floors at the extreme eastern end, stillleit standing, were so compressed that if the work-men had been in that part of the building, they
would inevitably have been killed. Laborers werebusily at work yesterday, removing the machinery,
saving the wool, and searching for the bodies "ofno men who are still missing, and are supposed to
have been buried in the ruins. The name of one of
them is Pickings; the other is not known.

EXECUTION OF STEPHENS?THE WIFE-POI-

SONER?HE ASSERTS HIS INNOCENCE.
At an early hour on Friday morning the Tombs

was surrounded by crowds of spectators, whohoped to obtain a sight, ot the execution which was
about to take place inside. A large force of police-men was stationed at the entrance and across
Franklin street, to preserve order and keep thecrowd back from the gates, that those who had
tickets of admission might have free ingress. Ste-phens was attended in his cell all the morning by
the llev. Mr. Knapp, Mr. Skinner, and one or two
other persons, and passed most of the morning in
Prayer and religious exercises. Mr. Knapp staged
with him the greater part of Thursday night andsays that Stephens seemed to have "found peacethrough the mercy of Bod," and never appearedhappier than during the last few hours of his life

lie has slept but little for two days and nights
but has spent his time in reading his Bible, praying
singing, and in animated conversations witfi theclergymen. He took but little food during the
previous day, and ate scarcely anything on Friday
morning. Athalf-past nine o'clock he issued from
his cell and moved toward the gallows in the rearyard. Approaching the place of execution, the
procession passed through two squads of policemen
who were guarding the entrance, and passing thegate, advanced to the gallows. The procession washeaded by Police Justices Connolly and Steers, fol-
lowed by Sheriff Kelly and Mr. Vultee, his deputv.
Next cauae Stephens, walking between the Rev. Mr.
Knapp and Mr. Skinner. The prisoner had a blackcloak thrown over his shoulders, and the black capupon his head. As he approached the gallows hewalked with a tirin tread, cast his eyes upon theglanced to the cross beam, aud appeared per-
fectlv cairn and collected. His long confinementhad blanched his cheek considerably, and his skinwas of that almost transparent whiteness peculiarto prisoners who have long been incarcerated insolitary cells.

Having arrived directly beneath the fatal noose.Mr. Kelly said:
"Stephens, it becomes my duty to execute thelaw's sentence upon you. H'ave you anything to'say before the performance of this duty ?"
In a tone of voice audible but to three or fourpersons who stood in his immediate vicinity, the

condemned man said:
"I stand here as a sinner, but through the blood

ot Christ lam saved. I don't stand upon anv merit
of my own, but on the merit of the Redemer, whodied for ine. My kind spiritual advisers there
(pointing to Messrs. Knapp,Camp and Skinner)will
tell you all I have to say. They know the truth,
and it is needless for me, a dying man, to speak
aught but that, I have a strong and abiding faith
in the Lord Jesus Christ, who died for us all, and I
hope to be saved by the blood He shed for us poor
sinners. I feel prepared to die."

Sheriff?Have you no more to sav ?

Stephens?No, no; nothing morel
The Rev. Mr. Knapp then said, in accordance withStephens previously expressed wish,in an imploring

voice, "Stephens, for God's sake, if vou have oneword to say, say it now. Ifyou are guilty confessit; your salvation depends upon it.
Stephens?l am innocent. Redeemer, save methen addressing Mr. Kelly, he said, "Be quick 1 bequick 1 Mr. Kelly then, with the assistance of Mr.Isaacs, placed the rope about the neck of the con-demned man, took off hi 3 cloak, and pulled the caoover his eyes. During these preliminary opera-tions, Stephens stood with his arms tied behindhim, muttering an almost inaudible prayer for

mercy.
The Sheriff gave the signal to the executioner,

the weights were loosened from their fastenings
and as the rope tightened about the culprit's neck,the prayerful expression "Lord Jesus" was hoardto issue from his hps, and then at just 21 minutesbefore 10 o clock the body slowly rose several feet
in the air.

At the end of fifteen minutes, the body was par-
tially lowered, when two physicians Jelt of the
pulse in the wrist, hut no throb could be discovered. The clothes covering the breast of the dead
were then opened, and the doctor placed his hand
above the heart, but no signs of life remained. Thebody was left suspended tillthe expiration of fortyminutes, when it was lowered, and taken into an
adjoining room.

After the body had been officially viewed by the
Sheriff and the attending physicians, it was formal-ly delivered to four gentlemen who had been depu-
ted by the friends of deceased to receive it. TheSheriff and his deputies then retired to an office inthe J ombs, and the crowd left the prison and nrmd-ually dispersed.

A Notable Charactkh.? The widow of Santerre,
the brewer who played so prominent a part in ther rench Revolution, and presided at the executionof Louis XVl?is still living. She resides in the
raubourg St. Germain, and affirms that she has inher possession the keys of the Bastile; also a num-ber of curious minutes and manuscripts relative topersons who were imprisoned in that fortress.
