Arrival of the Overland Caiifornia Maile--
Nomination of Governor Latham as U. S,
Senator.--- Loss of Steamer Northerner---

Thirty-two Lives Lost.

St. Louis, Feb. 6.—The Overland California
Mail has arrived.

The Senatorial struggle in the California Demo-
cratic Legislature caucus was terminated by the
nomination of Gov. Latham on the first ballot af-
ter his name had been introduced. The use of his
name took Mr. Weller’s adherents by surprise, and
was quite unexpected by the public at large. His
success isattributed to the determination of the De-
mocracy to rid itself of the dynasties which hitherto
have governed, to a great extent, the polities of the
State. Lieut-Governor Denny, who now becomes
Governer, will be inaugurated on the 16th. Mr.
Guinn, the President pro tem. of the Senate,becomes
Lieut-Governor.

Itis thought that before winter passes, a Senator
will be elected to succeed Mr. Gwinn.

The steamer Northerner, bound to Portland, was
wrecked January 6th, near Cape Mendocious, and
eleven of her passengers and twenty-one of her
crew were lost. The vessel is a total loss, but the
mails and treasure were saved.

Judge Baldwin will probably be Senator Gwinn’s
successor, and Eugene Caperly will succeed Judge
Baldwin on the Bench.

Joshua Price as Secretary of State, and George
Wallace as private Secretary, have been confirmed
by the Senate and retained by the new Governor.

Governor Latham sent a special message to the
Senate in relation to the six southern counties of
California proposing to separate from the State and
organizing under a Territorial form of government.
The Governor says that a two-thirds vote is necessa-
ry to pass an act authorizing such separation, and
that no turther action is necessary on the part of
the State to consummate this purpose. The author-
ization of Congress, however, he suggests, will be
necessary. - He doubts not that the aggregate sen-
timent of the State is opposed to a separation, and
he considers it proper that Congress should decide
whether the opinion of the people of the proposed
Territory ought to be accepted as conclusive.

CORRESPONDENCE BETWEEN GENERAL

WARD, AND THE AMERICAN MERCHANTS

AND RESIDENTS IN CHINA.

Suancnar, Nov. 11th, 1859,

To Mis Excellency

The Hon’ble Joux E. Warp,

Envoy Extraordinary and_Minister Plenipo-
. tentiary of the United States of America:

Sir,—Prior to your Excellency’s departure, we
the undersigned, American merchants and residents
at Shanghai, are desirous of expressing and placing
on record our sincere appreciation of the exertions
ot your Excellency in the ratification of our Treaty,
and the establishment of our new political relations
with China.

We are aware of the difficulties which have
arisen, and the obstacles against which you have
had to contend, and we can therefore with the
more heartiness congratulate you on the successful
termination of this portion of your labors.

And further, as we review the few months which
have elapsed since your Excellency’s first arrival,
and the momentous events which have transpired,
the diflicult and delicate positions in which you
have been placed, both in relation to the Powers
of this country, and those of civilized nations, we
feel great pleasure in respectfully assuring you of
our unanimous_and cordial support and approval.

Beginning with your first conference with the
Imperial Commissioners at Shanghai, down to
the present moment when our Treaty is about to
enter into actual operation, there is no act, no
opinion of your Excellency, which does not com-
mand the assent of your countrymen.

More particularly are we glad to express our
profound appreciation of the course your Excel-
ency pursued at the North, and while we do

justice to the moderation which ruled your coun-
sels, we bear willing witness to the energy and
ability which guided them to a successful issue.

Your desir- to co-operate with your colleagues
of England and France, in the common interests of
all, indicates the justice and soundness of your
policy; while the independent course pursued by
you, under the pressure of subsequent events, we
feel was the only one consistent with the dignity of
our Government.

Vé fully appreciate the motives which induced
your Excellency to give your support to the gen-
erous assistance afforded by Commodore Tatt-
nall to the English and French forces after the
disastrous action of Taku, and cannot refrain frem
here expressing our admiration of that officer’s gal-
lantry.

Your Excellency’s visit to Peking, and the able
and energetic manner in which you there support-
ed the dignity of our country, the successful ratifi-
cation of our Treaty, and its speedy promalgation,
are events honorable alike to yourself, and to us as
your countrymen.

" Weare pleased to understand that the present
anomalous and unsatisfactory state of the Imperial
Customs has attracted your Excelleney’s attention,
and that it is vour purpose to insist upon such al-
teration in their constitutions as shall prevent any
infringement of our Treaty rights by their regula-
tions. We deem this a matter of signal importance,
but feel confident that it will, with other complica-
ted negotiations, which remam for you to conduct,
receive at your hands most able and judicious man-
agement.

Mavor SwaNN AND THE Poutce CoMyissioNers, —
It was stated yesterday that the Police Commis-
sioners, on Saturday, sent a request to his Honor
Mayor Swann, inviting him to meet them and to
co-operate with them in any measures which they
might initiate under the new law, and that the
Mayor had intimated that he would send the Com-
missioners a reply in writing.

The Commissioners received a note from Mr.
Swann late Saturday evening. He thanked them
for their invitation to meet them, but said as the
City Council had instructed him to contest the con-
stitationality of the law just passed, and authori-
zed him to employ counsel to protect the city in
case her rights were violated, he could do no more
than to respectfully decline to meet the Commis-
sioners while this case was a matter of litigation.—
He further said, that when the cace was brought to
an issue, and in the event of the Courts deciding
that the law was constitutional, he would be found
ready and willing to do all in his power, cheerful-
ly, to carry out its provisions.

The Commissioners yesterday held a preliminary
meotinﬁ at the office of the late John Nelson, Esq.,
on St. Paul street. After their adjaurnment, Mar-
shal Herring received a note, desiring him to ap-
pear before them this morning at 10 o’clock. The
law inflicts a penalty of five hundred dollars upon
the Marshal for refusing to attend upon the Com-
missioners when required so to do.

Tae New Pouice Biun.—On Saturday Mayor
Swann sent a note to Coleman Yellott, Esq., asking
him to act as one of the counsel for the city of Bal-
timore, in testing the constitutionality of the new
Police bill, recently passed by the ILegislature.—
Mr. Yellott replied that he highly appreciated the
compliment of the appointment thus tendered him,
and writes that ““a sense of duty to the people of
Baltimore compels me to say that I cannot accept
the appointment you have so kindly tendered.”

Mr. Yellott further says that as the sole repre-
sentative of Baltimore, in the State Senate, he con-
siders it his duty to be present there, and that he
could not give proper time and personal attention
to the contemplated legal proceedings necessary to
a faithful discharge of the important duties which
would devolve upon each one of the city’s counsel.
It is believed that Jonathan Meredith, William
Price, William Schley, and Thomas S. Alexander,
Esqs., have been requested to act as couusel for
the city in the anticipated legal proceedings, and
that they have each accepted the appointment.
Fararn Accipest.—On Sunday last, as the even-
ing train on the Northern Central Railway was ap-
proaching Baltimore, it ran over a man named
John Burns, who was lying on the track, near Lu-
therville, instantly killing him. The deceased lived
at Rockland Factory, and leaves a wifc and several
children. Justice Nelson Cooper, of the county,
held an inquest over the body, and it was supposed
that Burns, having been intoxicated, had laid down
upon the track. The jury rendered a verdict that
“the deceased came to his death by being crushed
beneath the cars.”

VioLeNT AssavLT.—Mr. erson James, residing
on West Lexington street, when passing the corner
of Charles street, about 10 o’clock on Sunday
night, was accosted by an unknown man, who de-
manded money. Upon the refusal of Mr. James to
comply with the demand, the highwayman gave a
signal for his companions, when two other ruffians
immediately made their appearance and the trio
set upon him and beat him badly. Mr. James was
assisted to his home by some friend, where he re-
ceived medical treatment. His assailants were not
known, and no arrests made.

A MoverN LaocooN—TerriBLE CONFLICT WITH A
SNARE—Nakrow Escare rrox DeAta oF n1s Keep-
ER.—It was only a week or two since that we au-
nounced the arrival at Salem, from Africa, of a
monster boa constrictor, in size one of the largest
ever brought to this country. Itslength, inits quiet
state, was full thirty feet, with a capability of ex-
tension, when in motion, to nearly forty feet. In
its largest part it was some twenty inches in cir-
cumference.

This snake was purchased by Mr. Goodwin, bro-
ker, of this city, and placed on exhibition at Hor-
ticultural Hall, School street,whereit proved quite
attractive. Last week, however, his anakeshép ex-
hibited symptoms of illness in the form of infliges-
tion, and upon one occasion, Mr. Bishop, the keep-
er, removed a number of feathers of an animal
which the reptile had swallowed, from its throat.

On Sunday the snake was treated to a warm
bath, and Mr. Bishop was again lt(emptinﬁ to re-
move some obstructions from its throat, when the
snake suddenly exhibited signs of hostility, er. cted
its bead, seized Mr. Bishop iy the hand, and com-
menced to coil its enormous length about the body
of the keeper, in order to crush him to death. The
other attendants, in the first moments of alarm, re-
treated, but recalled by the cries for help of the
imprisoned keeper, they armed themselves with
clubs, and commenced fo belabor the snake in or-
der to induce him to release his hold.

No impression was made, however, and one coil
was already around the body of the unfortunate
man, when a brother of Mr. Goodwin came to the
rescue with a large hammer. With this he struck
the snake two violent blows upon the head, which,
together with a violent choking about the throat,
induced the reptile to unloose its coil, when Mr.
Bishop wasat once set free from hishorrible impris-
onment. The snake soon began to sink under the
treatment which it had received, and in two hours
was dead. Its remains were purchased by Mr.
Vickery, of Lynn, who will have the skin stuffed
for preservation.— Boston T'raveller Feb. 1.

| WASS MEETING AT THF MARYLAND INSTITUTE.

The Institute Crowded to Overflowing.
—_———

SPEECHES, RESOL UTIONS, dec.

——

In accordance with the call published in the
morning papers. thousands of citizens met in the
Maryland Institute Hall, last night, to enter their
protest against the confirmation of the charter of
Brock & Co., for a City Passenger Railway, The
immense hall was jammed from end to end. The
meeting was organized by Lawrence Sangston, Esq.,
nominating Adam Denmead, Esq., President, who
was unanimously elected. Mr. Sangston then
placed the following gentlemen in nomination as
Vice-Presidents: John C. Brune, J. Parkhurst,
Jr., J. Hanson Thomas, Frederick Fickey, Thomas
E. Hambleton, Israel M. Parr, Wm. G. Harrison,
Charles Webb, Wm. F. Murdock, Peter Mowell,
Wm. J. Rieman, Jas. Hodges, Albert Schumacher
Win. D. Miller, John R. Conway, John B. Seiden-
sticker, John C. Bridges, John 'S. Williams, Hugh
Bolton and S. K. George, who were also unani-
mously elected. The following gentlemen were ap-
pointed Secretaries: Philip P. Pendleton and A.
H. Jenkins

Peter G. Sauerwein moved that a committee of
five be appointed to present a series of resolutions
expressive of the sense of the moeting on the sub-
Jject which they had convened to consider. Adopted.

The Chair nominated the following gentlemen as
the Committee: ¥. Sauerwein, Lawrence
Sangston, Wm. H. Brune, Jos. R. Spencer, and
Hon. Joshua Vansant.

The committee retired, and during their absence
a number of the Vice-Presidents took their seats
upon the stand.

In a few minutes the committee returned, and
Hon. Joshua Vansant read the following resolu-
tions.:

WrEREAS, Jonathan Brock, John Ely, Laurence John-
son, Conrad 8. Grove and Robert F. Taylor, non-re
dents of this city and wholly unknown in this communi
ty, have applied to the General Assembly of Maryland for
a charter entitled “‘An act to incorporate the Baltimore
City Passenger Rarlway C mpany,” the object of which
is to confirm and make valid an ordinance of the Mayor
and City Counci! of Baltimore, approved on the 28th day
of March,1859; all the rights, powers and authorities
conferred or intended to be conferred by which ordinance
were immediately assigned by the parties named therein
to the said Jonathan Brock and his associates; and fur-
ther, to create a corporation with a capital stock of two
millions of dollars, divided into forty thousand shares of
fifty dollars each, with a further power to borrow on cou-
pon certificates of not less than five hurdred dollars each,
one million of dollars more, thus providing a capital,
substantially, of three millions of dollars, to accomplish
a work which need not cost more than one fifth of that
amount, clearly indicating a sinister and improper pur-
pose on the part of said Brock an® his associates, since no
legitimate use for such an amount of capital for such an
enterprise can be pretended;

And whereas the charter
his associates makes no provision for bona fide sub: crip-
tions, on the part of the citizens of the State of
Maryland, to the capital stock of said company, in
whose operations they are deeply interested, and in whose
profits, drawn as they must be from themselves, they are
entitled to share, but confines all the benefits of said
charter to said Brock & Co., and such persons as they
may choose subsequently to assoclate with them;

And whereas the ordinance now proposed to be con-
firmed by the sovereign power of the State, was, and is,
extremely repugnant to a vast majority of the people of
Baltimore, on account of its provisions, the way in which
it was obtained, and the mauner in which it was carried
out; its provisions exacting a fare of five ce in favor
of parties notoriously without the means or credit neces-
sary to accomplish the work, when other parties of known
wealth and credit were willing to into the city trea

sury a honus of ten thousand dollars a year for the
privilege of performing a better service for a fare of three
cents; the said ordinance having been obtained in a way
universally believed to be the most improper and cor-
rupt, and with the full knowled and consent, if not by
the direct projecting and instigation, of the said Brock and
his associates, and the manner in which it has been
carried out being in d °t violation of the letter and
it of the ordinance f, and of general law, the
ordinance requiring books to he opewed for subscription
on the part of citizens to the capital stock, which the
said Brock & Co. not only refused to do, but, allying
themselves with the most notorious desperadoes and evil-
doers to overcome opposition, proceeded to scize upon our
highways and convert them into uses never con

lated by the grant, and without auy sufficient local
authority;
And whereas, even if it cannot be shown that the said
Brock & Co. we parties in advance tothe fraud and
corruption practised in obtaining the ordinance subse-
quently assigned to them, they became a mplices after
the fact, with full notice in the public press and other-
wise, and proceeded to act in virtue of (he said assign-
ment in a manner entirely in a lance with that in
which said ordinance eared, disreputably con-
suwmmating what was ally begun;

And whereas, if the s & Co have any rights

If
they succeed, they wiil impose & most onerous ty-
ranny on the people of this city, none the less oner-
ous because it will be imposed by foreigners, Ile
was on that stand to speak of the means which had

He was not there to make the charge of fraud
direct in the case of any member of the City Coun-
cil. It was a matter which would be difficult to
prove. It would be useless to summon the man
who had bestowed the bribes to bear witness to
facts which had already covered him with shame
—or to place those who had received the bribe on
the stand with the expectation that they would be
truthful, when they had already been guilty of
perjury in the betraval of their trust.

charter to a company of men who were not worth
the interest on the amount of money they proposed
to expend on the work. They raised the fare to
five cents and received no bonds for the grant.
They sacrificed the interests of the people and scld
this great franchise to speculators, It is for you—
it is for the Legislature to say, what influaences
were operating on the men who ecommitted this
great public wrong.

SeratvALsy N e Unir 4 -The “Fourth
Annual Spiritual Register,” for 1560, contains some

statistics which indicate a rapid increase of beliey
ers in spiritualism in this country and elsewhere,
and a corresponding inerease of spiritual literatare.
According to the Register there are one million
five bundred and thirty-seven thousand believers in
the United States, and sixty-three thousand in the
Canadas, Cuba and South America, making a total
of 1,600,000 in America. In the State of New York
there are 420,000, in Ohio 200,000, in 1linois 100,-
000, in Massachusetts 150,000, in Michigan and
Wisconsin 80,000 each, in Maine 50,000, in Missouri
32,000, and in Pennsylvania 40,000. The believers
in the Southern States are less numerous than in
the Eastern or Western. South Carolinaand Arkan-
sas are set down at 3,000 each, and Kansas, Nebr
ka, Oregon and New Mexico at 2,000 each. Eye
State and Territory is represented as having be-
lievers. Florida, containing fewer than any other,
is set down at 1,000.

It is claimed that during the year there has been
an increase of 160,000. Besides this great number
are claimed five million “nominal believers.”

The compiler of these statistics gives no authori-
t{‘ for his estimates, and it is probable that they are
chiefly founded on conjecture.,

According to the same authority there are 230
“trance” speaking mediums in this country, and
303 “test,” “healing,” and other mediums, 182
spiritual preachers or speakers, 1,500 places where
spiritual meetings are held regularly or oceasion-
ally, 600 different.books and pamphléts on spiritual-
ism, and thirty periodicals, with 200,000 circula-
tion, devoted to the subject.
