Resolved, that the report and papers submitted to this
meeting by the President and Directors be referred to a
Committee of — stockholders for examination, and that
said Committee be authorized to inquire into the general
policy of the Company, its connections with other roads,
the conditions on which this Company pro-rates there-
with as compared with its charges on local business, and
the probable influence thereof on the revenues of the Com
pany, and the industrial interests of Pittsburg, Philadel
phia and Pennsyluania, with directions to report fully
thereon to an adjourned meeting of the stockholders

Mr. Kennedy argued at length against the policy of
the Directors of the Company. If the stockholders of the
United States or the Bank of Pennsylvania had reposed
less implicit confidence in their Boards of Directors the
consequences would have been less disastrous. [Ap-
plause. ]

Mr. Elkin reminded the meeting that under the present
law the report was published a month before the elec-
tion of directors, and every stockholder has an opportu
nity to examine the report before voting. If the appoint-
ment of an inquisitorial committee was ordered he be-
lieved that a portion of the board would resign. He
moved the indefinite postponement of the amendment

A stockholder—*If that is to cause them to resign, the
sooner they resign the better”” [Applause.]

The above not being accepted, Mr. Moncure Robinson,
inview, perhaps, of the election of Mr. Thompson, the
President, to the Presidency of the Pacific Railroad,
urged that the administration of affairs of the Company
should receive the undivided attention of its chief exe-
cutive officer. He was willing toincrease the salary of
the President. He offered the following resolution:

W. H. Stevens, Corps Engineers, engineer of the
Ninth Lighthouse District, that the new lighthouse at
Ship Shoal has been completed. It will be lighted for the
first time at sunset, on the evening of Wednesday, the
20th day of February next, and wlil be kept burniog
during that night, and every night thereafter

This new lighthouse is an iron screw pile structnre, in
the form of a truncated pyramid. The tops of the plles are
five feet above the water, and the dwelling, which is of
boiler iron, has its floor 20 feet above the water. The color
of the tower is brown.

The local plane is 110 feet above the mean sea level,
The illuminating apparatus is a second order lens of the
system of Fresnel, showing bright flashes at intervals of
30 seconds, which should be visible, in ordinary weather,
from a distance of 17 nautical miles.

The approximate position of the lighthouse is—

The light vessel at this station has been discontinued,
and a temporary light will be shown from the lighthouse
until the date above given, viz: February 9th, 186C.

STATEMENT 0F THE REGISTER.--Mr. John A. Thomp-

son, City Register,has submitted to the two Branch- !

esof the City Council his annual statement, from
which we extract the following: The receipts du-
ring the past year amounted to two millions nine
hundred and fourteen thousand nine hundred and
fifty-three dollars and fifty-six cents; which, added
to two hundred and three thousand.one hundred !
and eighty-five dollars and forty-four cents, the |
balance in hand on January 1, 1859, make a total
of three millions one hundred and eighteen thou-
sand one hundred and thirty-nine dollars. The dis-
bursements for the same period were three millions
and fifty-three thousand nine hundred and nivety-
two dollars and four cents; leaving a balance in the
Treasury on the 31st of December, 1859, of sixty-
four thousand one hundred and forty-six dollars
and ninety-six cents.

On the 27th of May last, the balance of the Five
Million Loan was issued to the order of the Balti-
more and Ohio Railroad Company. The sinking
fund for the redemption thereof, amounts to $672,-
372.32. The city stock debt issued for stock in in-
ternal improvements and for miscellaneous purposes,
amounts to $5,364,134.90; against which the City
holds stock in the Baltimore and Chio Railroad
Company to the amount of $3,500,000.

The amount required from Direct Tax, after al-
lowing the estimated collections of the Collector,
as well as supposed receipts from other sources du-
ring the current year, will be $1,059,185.60. The
amount of money collected by the Collector for
taxes for the pastfive years, has averaged anaually
only six-tentbs of the levy. The existing claims
and estimated expenses of the city, reach the sum
of $1,511,818.33.

The amount required for direct tax is $1,059,185.-
60; internal improvements $62,d484.17; certain ex-
penses $54,187.99; Criminal Court $29,809.80; city
poor $21,531; and public schools $141,192.81 —
total $1,368,391.37. The amount of real'and personal
property assessed within the limits of direct taxa-
tion for the year 1859 was $131,540,072, while the
additional assessment for the present year will pro-
bably reach $6,000,000. The amount of real estate
property exewpted was $6,502,424, personal $448, -
205. The amount due for 1859 is $22,157.70, and
the amount required for 1860 is $72,868.88—total
amount required $95,026 58.

For the present year it will require for the snp-
port of the public schools the sum of $208,790,
while the receipts for tuition will amount to $24,
000, leaving a balance of $184,790 to be provided
for by the City Council. Of the expenses $20,000
will be for the erection of a new Central Male High
School.

The expenses of the Steam Fire Department for
1859, including purchase of apparatus, horses, hose,
&c., and running expenses, amounted to »123,-
185.33. The Commissioners think that the expen-
ses of the department for the year 1860 will be
about $62,000. During the year there was expend-
ed $5,150 for the working of the police and fire
alarm telegraph. In this department there are four
operators who are appointed as police officers.

Orrrerar Visit 1o tHE Anymsuouse.—Y esterday
the members of the City Council and other city
officials made the annual visit of inspection to the
Almshouse. The party were conveyed to the insti-
tution in omnibuses, and upon their arrival, were
cordially received by Mr. John McCollum, the
Superintendent, and the Board of Trustees. After
a short time spent in social conversation, the com-
pany were conducted through the different depart-
ments and wards of the building, all evidencing
that the utmost care and attention were bestowed
upon the institution and its inmates by the officers,
and in fact, taking into consideration the unfitness
of the old building for the purposes for which it is
used, it was surprising to see tﬁe cleanliness of the
apartments, and the perfect system of discipline
exacted from and displayed by the inmates.

There are at present within the walls of the
Almshouse 940 persons,a greater number than were
ever there before, and 90 over the nnmber at the
same period last year. A great number of persons
now confined in the Institution are there as va-
grants; and there not being proper accommodations
for this class of persons, it becomes necessary to
confine a large number in one roow, endangering,
not only their own health, but that of all in the
building. It seems to be the opinion of the resi-
dent physicians, that if an epidemic should unfor-
tunately break out in the Institution, it would be
impossible to check it; and that, in such case, it
would carry off the inmates by hundreds, such is
the inappropriateness of the building as regards

construction, space and ventilation. To prevent
such an alarming occurrence, the'strictest sanitary |
regulations are made by the physicians, and un-
tiring vigilance on the part of the superintendent,
to carry them out, is required. Notwithstanding
the great number of persons now in the Almshouse, |
the general health is very good, but few being in
the hospital. i

The apartments designed for keeping the insane
poor are miserable—in many instances, we think, |
calculated to increase madness, rather than cure it.
After examining the entire building, the company
at 4 o’clock returned to the city.

Mr. Cuapuax presented the report of the Com-
mittee on Ways ana Means, with an ordinance to
endorse $200,000 of the bonds of the Western Mary-
land Railroad Company. The ordinance requires
that tbe road must give a mortgage on the pro-

erty for the amount endorsed by the city, to the

ayor and City Council, and binds the Company
not tosell the bonds for less than par. The first
endorsement will be for $75,000, and on the com-
letion of five miles of the road, $25,000 of the
ds shall be endorsed, and the same amount on

, the completion of every five miles of the road, until

the $200,000 of the bonds have be:n issued. It al-
so requires that the Company shall deposit in the
hands of the Register of the city, all sums over
eighty per cent. for which the bonds shall be sold,
to be used as a sinkmng fund for the final liquida-
tion of the bonds endorsed. Laid on the table.

Navan.—Thearrival, Sunday, in Hampton Roads,
of the U. 8. steam frigate Merrimac, from the
Pacific, has been briefly announced; the next morn-
ing she came up to the Naval anchorage, and yes-
terday morning exchanged salutes with the Pénn-
sylvania, the flag-ship of the station. The Merri-
mac left Valparaiso on the 14th of November for
Rio de Janeiro, where she arrived on the 17th of
December, and left again on the 24th of the same
montb for home. During the first week out from
Rio, she experienced boisterous weather and head-
winds, which tended to lengthen her passage. She
brings home a number of invalids from the Pacific
and Brazil Squadrons. The health of the officers
and crew of the Merrimac has been remarkably
good, having lost only four or five during a cruise
of thirty months. The United States ship John
Adams, Commander Murray Mason, was at Rio
when the Merrimac left on the 24th December.
She had undergone some repairs, and was expect-
ed to sail for the East Indicsin a day or two.

Uxsitep Startes Vessens At Rio Janeiro.—The
New Orleans Crescent of the 4th instant, says: We
learn from Capt. Pettingill, of the bark "Corilla,
arrived last evening, that the ship Carico was
chartered at Rio Janeiro by the United States au-
thorities, for the purpose of taking out the men
and gans of the United States sloop-of-war John
Adams, during the time necessary focr her repairs
in that port. The United States frigate Congress
was at Rio de Janeiro when the Corilla left; just
arrived from a cruise; officers and crew all well.

Capt. Pettingill reports having signaled, on
29th December, in latitude 23 54, longitude 31 35,
the United States steam frigate-of-war Merrimac,
from Rio de Janeiro bound to New York.

It appears that she was
engaged to be married to a student, at school in
that town, who, after gaining her affections and
completing his studies, left, chose predching for
his profession, and wrote to her, stating that he
could not marry her. Upon the reception of this
unwelcome news she became serious and melan-
choly, and in a very short time died—the victim of
a broken heart.

A Lumisouvs Verpier.—The coroner’s jury called
to investigate the late Hudson River Railroad acci-
dent, have rendered the following luminous verdict:
“And we further find that after a most searching
inquiry as to the manner in which the Hudson Ri-
ver Railroad is conducted, that the Company are
exempt from all blame in the matter; the rules and
regulations for the safety of passengers being so
ubly and efficiently devised and stringently enforced
that no accident can well occur, except by the inex-
cusable neglect of the employees of the Company.”

ArnaBaMA ON Fore16N BANK NotEs.—The Committee
on Banks and Banking in the Alabama Legislature,
bave reported a bill requiring all banks, corpora-
tions, copartnerships and commission houses that
put into circulation in that State the notes of for-
eign banks, to stamp them and reedeem such notes in
specie when presented at their counter. It also im-
poses a State tax of one dollar on each hundred
dollars of such notes thus put into circulation.

The corperation of the city of New Orleans are
considering the expediency of borrowing and em-
ploying the money realized by the sale of the Mec-
Donough estate, for the purpose of public improve-
wents. The funds are now unproductive, and the
city proposes to take the money and pay six per
cent. for its use.

Mr. Stoxe asked leave to introduce a bill to ir-
corporate the People’s Passenger City Railway
of Baltimore, which was referred to the Committee
on Corporations.

Mr. Yervorr asked leave to introduce a bill to
incorporate the Florence Mining Company; also,
obtained leave to incorporate tho Collateral Bank
of Baltimore; also, to incorporate the Potomac and
Chesapeake Steam Packet Company; all of which
leaves were referred to Committee on Corporations,
Mr. Y. also obtained leave to introduce a bill pro-
viding for the exemption from execution of proper-
ty of debtors, which was referred to a Special
Committee.

Mr. Ly~cu reported a bill to incorporate the
Union Express Company, which was read the first
time.

Mr. Ly~cn also reported a bill entitled an act to
amend the act of 1826, ch. 123, entitled an act to
incorporate the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Com-

any, which, on motion of Mr. Goldsborough of
albot, was made the special order of the day for
Tuesday next, the 14th of February.

Mr. Warkixs, from the Committee on Agricul-
tare, reported unfavorably upon the bill entitled
an act in favor of the Maryland State Agricaltural
Societ{.v

Mr. WriTARER, from the Committee on Agricul-
ture, delivered a minority report, in which he
recommends the passage of the bill entitled an act
in favor of the Maryland State Agricultural So-
ciety.

Mr. Brackistox, of Kent, asa member of the
Committee on Agriculture, concusred in the minor-
ity report presented by Mr. Whitaker.

Mr. McKaie anvocated the adoption of the re
port of the minority of the Committee on Agricul-
ture.

Mr. KiMyMeLL was opposed to the minority re-
port, and expressed himself for the adoption of the
report of the majority of the Committee, who re-
ported unfavorably upon said bill.

Mr. McKa1g expressed himaelf surprised at the
course pursued by Mr. Kimmell, especially when
the Senator from Frederick represented the
wealthiest county of Maryland, and even left his
dauties in the Senate for the purpos: of attending in
Washington city a meeting of the United States
Agricultural Society; he did not suppose that op-
position would have proceeded from the Senator
from Frederick.

Mr. Tow~sesD also expressed himself favorable
to the bill, and was surprised that Senators, who
had been voting appropriations so liberally hereto-
fore, should now oppose an appropriation to the
Maryland State Agricultural Society.

Mr. Yecvorr also advocated the appropriation
asked for by the Maryland State Agricultural So-
ciety.

The bill for the Agricultural Society was still
under discussion at half-past 2 o’clack, the opposi-
tion to it being very strong.

HOUSE OF DELEGATES,

The House proceeded last evening, under the or-
der of yesterday, to act on local bills, the ccunties
to be called in regular order.

Anne Arundel county being called, had no local
bills. Mr. Morgan, of St. Mary’s, having no bill
for his county, called up the bill chartering the
Monumental Steam Towing Company of Baltimore.

An act to confirm the
charter of St. Anthony’s Orphan Asvlum of Balti-
more; passed.

The House assembled this morning at 10 o’clock.
Reports were received from the Bank of Commerce
and Isaac S. Nicholson, in relation to protes
Several local bills were received from the Senate,
and read a first time.

Mg. DENisoN presented a memorial from Balti-
more, against any change in the present mode of
importing liquor. Also, a traders’ memorial in fa-
vor of a reduction of licences. Referred.

Mr. FreaNer presented a petition praying that
the charter of the Baitimore City Passenger Rail-
way be granted to those who became s ribers
to the stock when the books were opened in accor-
dance with the ordinance of the City Council.

Mr. Jacops presented a memorial praying for
some action to protect Maryland vessels from being
searched by the authorities of Virginia, whilst
trading in Chincotink Inlet. Ie proposed a joint
committee to present a remonstrance to the Legis-
lature of Virginia. Adopted.

Mr. Beary, of Allegany, introduced an order to
appoint a committee to ascertain the number of
extra police engaged round the public buildings,
who employ them, who pay them, and what is their
compensation. Laid on the table.

Mr. Krarr, of Baltimore, asked leave to intro-
duce a bill to make valid the acts of Edward Pe-
ters, asa wmagistrate of Baltimore ecity. This
the gentleman who persisted in actin, a mag

tion day.

A bill to incorporate the Brooklyn Company was
reported

Mr. Dexxis, from the Committee on Colored Po-
pulation, reported a se of bills: first, to prevent
the circulatian of incendiary papers; mas
groes competent witnesses against white p
certain cases; prohibiting the manumission of
slaves; to prevent the immigration of free negroes;
to author
to establish a police.

The Seeaker appointed Horace J. Gambrill, un-
der anorder of the House, as Clerk to the Commit-

ays and Means of the House, the business
before which has accumulated to a great extent.

Mr. Gorpox, from Committee on Judiciary, re-
ported a bill to prohibit and make unlawful the
marriage of first-cousins.

Mr. Mackussiy, ot Committee on Claims, report-
ed favorably on several local bills.

Mr. Gorpoy, from the Committee on the Judicia-
ry, reported unfavorably on tie bill introduced by
Mr. McAllister, ‘or the purpose of an equal division
of the fees of Criers of the Criminal Court and Su-
perior Court of Baltimore city, fixing their salaries
at $1,500.

Mr. McAvrLister said that there seems to be some
misunderstanding in relation to this matter. The
action of this bill would be to save to the city of
Baltimore the sum of about $2,500 per annum.

Mr. Gorpox said the committee think that the
best mode would be to fix the salary of criers, and
abolish the fees, and that he had understood that
the gentleman from Baltimore was preparing such
a bill, which the committee will be pleased to en-
tertain.

Mr. McAruister replied that he was now prepar-
ing a general bill with regard to the fees of all
the officers of the courts,abolishing them and fixing
salaries, which will save the city of Baltimore not
less than $30,000 per annum.

Mr. Gorpoy, from Judiciary Committee, report-
ed unfavorably on a bill from the Senate to prevent
judges from acting as executors and administra-
tors. Also, an unfavorable report on the bill en-
larging the powers of the justices of the peace.—
Also, unfavorably oa the bill requiring the taking
out of licenses to use fire-arms.

Mr. Forp, from Select Committee, reported a
bill to incorporate the Baltimore and Towsontown
Railway Company. Also, a bill to facilitate the
collection of taxes in Baltimore county. Also, a
bill to correct any errors made by the new assess
ment in Baltimore city. Also, to prevent the
sale of writing, wrapping, or printing paper, in
less quantities than & ream, within the State of
Maryland.

Mr. Moraax, of Cecil, presented a special report
from the Joint Committee appointed to visit the
House of Refuge. The report was read, and ex-
pressed the highest appreciation of the committee,
of their admirable Institution, and recommends it
to the liberal encouragement and fostering care of
the State. OUrdered to be printed.

Mr. JoxEs, of Prince George’s, presented a bill
authorizing the construction of a bridge over the
Big Patuxent river, near Snowden’s iron works.—
Read three times and passed.

The bill authorizing the Comptroller of the Trea-
sury to adjust and settle the claims of the Inspec-
tors of Grain in Baltimore city, was taken up. The
law appointing the inspectors required that one-
half of their receipts be paid into the treasury, but
the receipts have been so small that they have re-
ceived but $500 each, and deposited in the treasury
the same amount. This bill, on account of the light
receipts of the inspectors, authorizes the Treasurer
to refund to them the amount they have paid into
the Treasury.

Mr. WortHINGTON opposed the bill as unconsti-
tutional, and an attempt to plunder the Treasury,
and as having a concealed object in view.

Mr. LisTaICUM also opposed the bill as an attempt
on the part of the House tobe liberal at the ex-
pense of their constituents. This bill could be
construed by the Comptroller, if he thought proper,
to pay them $10,000 out of the Treasury.

Mr. Lecae contended that the inspectors were en-
titled, under the circumstances, to have the money
refunded to them that they had paid into the trea-
sury. The bill asked for nothing more than the re-
funding of the sum of $2,422 which they had paid
to the Comptroller.

Mr. Lintaicvy said this bill did not limit the
Comptroller to that amount. The debate was con-
tinued at considerable length, when the question
was put upon the motion of Mr. Worthington to
strike out the enacting clause of the bill, on which
he called the previous question. The ayes and
nays being called, the President explained that he
was compelled, by his construction of the Constitu-
tional clause prohibiting any increase of salary to
a public officer. retrospective in its operation, to
vote in favor of striking out the enacting clause.

The vote was taken, the whole Baltimore dele-

ation voting in the negative. The motion was

ost—ayes 28, nays 30. ‘The bill was then recom-
mitted-—ayes 28, nays 24.

Mr. Dexnis, of Somerset, reported a bill to in-
corporate the Eastern Shore Railroad Campany.

The unfinished business of yesterday was then
taken up, the first being a bill appropriating $1,000
to each of the twelve members of the last Legisla-
ture, appointed to examine the new Code, and
$1,000 to their clerk.

Mr. GoLpssorouvGH proposed an amendment, to
strike out $1,000 and insert $500.

Mr. Forp proposed that the bill be recommitted
to the Committee on Claims, to inquire into the
number of days each member of the committee
spent in session, and to allow them not more than
$20 per day.

Mr. Gornox suggested that these gentlemen were
from all parts of the State—that they had to spend
time and money in travelling to meet; and that
each member had duties, in connection with the
examination, to attend to at home, &e., all of which
ought to be paid for.

'Fhe House refused to recommit, and a vote was
taken on the motion to strike out $1,000 and insert
$500.

Mr. Feeaner gave his reason for voting for the
reduction, on the ground that the motion to recom-
mit to obtain information, had been rejected. He
regarded the appointment of the Committee asa
piece of political legerdemain, and, as an opportu-
nity to obtain information on the subject had been
denied him, he must vote for the reduction. Mo-
tion lost.

Mr. GoLsBOROUGH then moved that $600 be in-
serted in place of $1,000. Lost. Motion to reduce
to $700.

After a call of the House, Mr. Freaxer moved
that the friends of the bill permit an adjournment,
in order that an opportunity be allowed for consul-
tation with regard to this bill. He was desirous of
giving these gentlemen a fair compensation. but he
was unwilling to vote in the dark on the subject.

The Presipext (Mr. Kilgour) having called Mr.
Gordon to the chair, addressed the House on the
subject. The friends of this measure, and some of
the gentlemen of the Committee, when this subject
was up in the last Legislature, urged that the ex-
pense to the State would not be more than $300 or
$400 to each of the members. He opposed the ap-

Mr. Dexxis was willing to vote a fair compensa-
tion to these gentlemen; but if this bill was pressed
to a vote without information as to the extent of
the labors performed, he gave gentlemen notice

Witbout such information, he should vote

that he should vote against it.
Mr. FueaNer then renewed his motion that the
House adjourn. Carried.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE THIRTY-SIXTH CONGRESS.

SENATE.

The resolutions of Mr. Davis were postponed
until Monday next, when they will come up as the
special order.

Mr. GreeN presented the pefition of the mail
contractors, asking the immediate passage of a bill
for their relief, with the interest left out and to be
settled by future legislation.

Mr. Giues presented the credentials of James
{larlnn, Senator from Towa from the 4th of March,

861.

Mr. Pearce introduced a joint resolution, au-
thorizing the Secretary of the Interior to make the
necessary arrangements for the dedication of the
statue of Washington in this city on the 22d inst.,
and appropriating three thousand dollars, or so
much thereof as may be necessary for that purpose.
He asked that the joint resolution might be imme-
diately put on its passage; but

Mr. FessENDEN objected, and it was laid over.

On motion of Mr. Haxy, a resolution was adopted
instructing the Commitee on the Post-office and
Post Roads to inquire into the expediency of estab-
lishing a line of mail service by steamship from San
Francisco via the Sandwich Islands and Japan to
China.

Mr. Firer, from the Committee on Printing, re-
ported in favor of printing sundry documents.

Mr. Davrs, from the same Committee, reported
in favor of printing the reports of Major Delafield
and Major Mordecai on the Crimean War; and also
printing ten thousand extra copies of the same. He
characterized it as a wosk of great value, which
ought to be widely distributed.

Mr. Fessexpen objected, that under the present
system the printer for Congress made too much
money. He thought we had better not have an
more printing done until the system was amended,

After some further debate, the motion to print
the above reports was rejected.

The Senate resumed the consideration of the Post
Office Appropriation bill. Mr. Powell made an
able speech in favor of the abolition of the franking
privilege, pointing out the abuses to which it gives
rise, and commenting on the enterprise which char-
acterizes the public press, by which a synopsis of
the Congressional proceedings and all the impor-
tant news of the aay _is laid before the people of
every city and town in the country.

Mr. Geeex thought this was not exactly the best
plan, andif all other amendments should be voted
down he would vote against this. The discussion
was continued at great length by Messrs. Gwinn,
Toombs, Simmons, Hunter, Trumbull, Fessenden,
Doolittle, Douglas, Foot and other Senators.

Finally the amendment abolishing the franking
privilege was rejected by a tie vote—yeas 27, nays
b7

Without taking any definite action on the bill the
Senate adjourned.

A YOUNG GIRL STOLEN FROM HER PA-
RENTS BY WOMAN’S RIGHTS DISCIPLINE.

An extraordinary abduction case has just been
brought to light, the cause of which as yet
remains a mystery i

land and Toledo Railroad, resides at No. 26 Onta-
rio street, and has a daughter, Anne ) arie, about
Lately she received an invi-

fifteen years of age.
tation from an uncle in Defroit to go to that place
and attend school there.

On Wedn ¢ her father told her she might ac-
cept the invitation, and she went up stairs with
the ostensible purpose of writing to her uncle.
About eleven, A. M.,on that day she left the house,
and shortly afterwards called "at Capt. Barrows’
and inquired for a niece of his, with whom she
was acquainted. This young lady was not at home,
and Miss Parker left “there, after which nothing
was seen or heard of her by ber friends. Inquiries
were made for her among her former schoolmates,
but without avail. Informaiion was given last
evening to the police of her disappearance. It was
supposed most probable that she had been enticed
into some house of ill-fame and forcibly detained.
The members of the police were instructed to make
search for her in all the houses of ill reput2 upon
their several beats, which was done, without suc-
cess

This morning oflicer M’Ilrath obtained informa-
tion that the girl was atthe house of Mrs. Saxton,
in East Cleveland. In company with Mr. Parker
| be at once set out for that place. On the way they
| met alady ina buggy, accompanied by a little
i girl, which proved to be Miss Parker, but so dis-
| guised that she was not recognized. On arriving

at the house of Mrs. Saxton, a thorough search
was made, but no traces of the girl could be found.
| Mrs. Saxton said that a girl, whose name she did
E not know, came there a day or two since and left
| the next day. After some other stories, she said
| that Mr. Parker had abused his child, and that if
she (Mrs. 8.) knew where the girl was she would

not tell him. It was discovered through some
| other persons in the house that M P. had been
secreted in the house, but had been taken away
this morning. It was then learned that the girl in
| the buggy was the one the officer was in search of.
Ihe officer and Mr. P. then turned around,
| and drove to the house of the lady in whose charge
the girl had been taken off. She had just reached
home, but denied that she had got the girl, and at
first stated that she had not brought her from Mrs.
Saxton’s, but afterwards admitted it.

Mrs. Saxton is represented to be a believer in
Woman’, ts doctrines, and, it is said, takes
every occasion—in season and out of season—to
preach her belief. She told the oficer this morn-
ing that she would assist any fugitive from oppres-
sion whether white or black, and claimed that the
girl had been ill-used by her parents. Thisthe pa-
rents strenuously deny, and some perfectly reliable
persons, who know the family well, unite in the de-
nial. M arker has been in the greatest anguish
since the loss of her daughter, and is now quite ill
from excitement.

Nothing further could be done, and officer M’Il-
rath returned to the station, when Marshal Craw
took the matter in hand, and set out, with the fath-
er, for the house of Mrs. Hill, in Oak Place, she be-
ing the person who took the girl from Mrs. Saxton’s
house.

After the above was in type, we learn that Mar-
shal Craw threatening to bring the force of the law
to bear upon the parties, Mrs. Hill consented to re-
turn the girl to her parents.
| . She persists in refusing to disclose its present hid-
| ing place, but promises that the girl shall be at the
house of her parents at five o’clock this afternoon.
The cause of the abduction remains as much a mys-
tery as ever. ’

ATTEMPTED ARREST AND Escare or Coprie.—A few
days ago an officer from Virginia arrived at Des
Moines, Towa, with a requisition from the Govern-
or of Virginia on the Governor of Iowa for the
body of young Coppie, brother of the one who was
executed at Charlestown for participation in the
Harper’s Ferry disturbance. Young Coppie, after
the arrest of his brother and John Brown, managed
to escape to Canada, but recently returned to his
home at Spring Grove, Iowa.” Governor Kirk-
wood, on examining the Virginia officer’s papers,
stated that they were informal and refused his war-
rant. The officer then sought the aid of the United
States Marshal, but in the meantime, a friend of
Coppie started on horseback toinform him of his
danger, and it is presumed he escaped before the
United States Marshal could reach his house. A
letter from Des Moines to the Chicago Tribune says
that “if the requisition had been made in com-
pliance with the provisions of the law, Gov. Kirk-
wood would have complied immediately.”

Prescorr’s Linrary.—In the annual reportof
Mr. Sibley, the librarian of Harvard College, it is
| stated that on the 29th of January, 1848, Mr. Pres-
cott made a catalogueof books, and with his own
hand wrote on it: ‘“To go to the Library of Harvard
College after my death.”” More than ‘eleven years
afterward, on the 3d of June last, all of these vol-
umes, with the exception of five, which could not
be found, were transferred to Gore Hall. ‘They are
two hundred and eighty-two in number, compris-
ing five large volumes of manuscripts. They con-
stitute all that portion of Mr. Prescott’s library
which related exclusively to the reign of Ferdinand
and [sabella. Ou this subject it is undoubtedly the
best collection in the world. Mr. Prescott’s histo-
ry ol the reign contains full bibliographical notices
of a great part of the volumes.

Scenes IN A NEw York Courtr.—The New York
Evening Post of Tuesday gives the following report
of a scene in the Special Term room of the Supreme
Court on the morning of that day :—This morning
the Special Term room was crowded to the utmost
extent by lawyers and others interested in the
Chambers calendar. Theroom became so packed that
counsel got upon the chairs, and while the Judge
heard the motions, cries of ‘‘sit down in front,”
“sit down in the pit,” &c., were heard. At one
time two counsel argued a motion, one standing on
a chair on the west side of the room and the other
on a chair on the opposite side.

SiNGuLAr Suicipe.—A woman residing near the
village of Hunt’s Hollow, Lexington county, Mass.,
hung herself a few days since under rath_cr peculiar
circumstances. She had been an attentive peruser
of all newspaper information relative to the execu-
tion of John Brown, and her mind had become so
far infatuated thereby as to lead her to experiment
for the purpose of ascertaining the kind of physical
suffering attendant upon hanging. Her experi-
ment, however, resulted fatally.

Tue Dosinicay Repusric.—We learn from the
Gaceta Oficial, of San Domingo city, that the
Dominican government has published ‘a protest in
regard to the recent ceremony of saluting the
French and English Consulates, declaring it to
have been done under compulsion.

The military force of Louisiana, according to the
Adjutant General’s report, consists of 5 divisions,
11 brigades, 68 regiments, 169 companies, 88,137
non-commissioned officers, musicians and privates,
and a total rank and file of 91,179,

It is stated that Governor Stewart, of Missouri,
has refused to sign the bill passed by the Legisla-
ture for the exclusion of the free colored population
from that State. Itisalso said Gov. Perry, of
| Florida, has declined signing a bill of similar pro-
| visions.

A special commission appointed by the Legisla-
| lature of Virginia to make out an estimate of the
cost of arming and equipping a brigade of five
thousand men, made their report on Saturday last,
in which they state the amount necessary at $148,-
342,

In a petition recently presented to the Ohio Legis-
lature, praying for relief against the ravages of
dogs among sheep, it is asserted that not less than
$150,000 worth of sheep is annually destroyed by
these worse than useless brutes.

FOREIGN COUNTRIES.

The annual report of the foreign commerce of the
United States for the year 1859 was transmitted to
the Senate by the Secretary of State on Meonday.—
The report is a valuable document, containing, as
it does, a general statement, compiled from diplo-
matic and consular despatches received during the
year atthe Department of State, of the navigation
and commerce of the United States throughout the
world; the commercial legislation of foreign
countries applicable to American exports, tarifl
charges, prohibitions and restrictions; naviga-
tion and port dues, and much other general infor-
mation that will enlighten the legislature and bene-
fit those engaged in agricultural, mechanical and
mercantile pursuits.

Below we give the letter of the Secretary, and
some extracts from the report:

THE SECRETARY’S LETTER.
DEPARTMENT OF StATE, February 2, 1880.

Str: In compliance with the acts of August 16,
1842, and August 18, 1856, I have the honor to
communicate herewith a Report of the Com-
mercial Relations of the United States with For-
eign Nations for the year ending September 30,
1859.

‘I'he report is divided into two parts:

Part I. embraces in substance the despatches on
commercial subjects, received at the Department
during the year, from Diplomatic and Consular
Agents of the Government abroad, as well as the
information contained in the official publications
of other Governments which has been deemed suffi
ciently important to the commercial interests of
the country. ol

During the last session of Congress a joint reso-
lution was adopted, having for its object the remo-
val or modification of the heavy duties to which
American tobacco is subjected in most of the coun-
tries in which that leading staple seeks a market.
In pursuance of this joint resolution proper instruc
tions were at once transmitted to the diplomatic
and consular officers of the United States.

The special consular despatches which have been
received at the Department in.reply to these in-
structions, numbering in all nearly fifty, are incor-
porated in this part of the report, and will be fonnd
to contain much valuable information on the sub-

ject of the tobaceo trade of the United States in the
various markets of the world. The present legis
tion of the different Governments of Europe, Asia,
and South America in reference to the importa-
tion of tobacco: their tariffs and monopoly regu-
lations; their aggregate and per capita consump-
tion of the article, together with the laws regula-
ting its production or affecting, directly or indirect-
ly, its price to the consumer, are presented in these
despatches with much «laborateness of detail and
in a form at once succinct and comprehensive.

Part II. of the report is devoted to the Naviga-
tion and Commerce of the United Statesin those
ports where there are Consuls or Commercial
Agents of the Government. This partof the report
is presented in tabular form, and is compiled from
the quarterly returns regularly transmitted to the
Department by those officers. With but few ex-
ceptions these tables will be found complete for
the entire year, thus exhibiting, at a glance, the
number and tonnage, the ports whence American
vessels have proceeded, and their inward and out-
ward cargoes.

Although returns from one or two important
ports have unavoidably been omitted, these omis-
sions have been supplied, as far as it was possible
to do so, in Part I, from oflicial publications and
custom-house reports reccived during the year.

Hon. J. C. Breckinridge, President of the Senate,
CUBAN GUANO.

The following despatch from our consul at Porto
Rico in regard to “Cuban Guano” is of “much in-
terest to the agricultu ts of our State :

PORTO R1CO,—(C. DE RO Y, CONS .

SAx Juaw, January 15, 1860.—I have been ofli-
cially informed that, by a very recent decree, the
Spanish Government has directed the Captain-Gen-
eral of this island to send to the Spanish Consal in
England fifteen tons of the guano or fertilizer from
the islands of Mona and Monita, lying off the west-
ern part of Puerto Rico, and also fifteen tons
tothe Governor of Cadiz, with a view to its dis-
tribution, and in order to test its character and

uality as a fertilizer or guano, and its value in
Lurope.

I have thought it proper to communicate this
fact to the Department because citizens of the
United States onseveral occasions, the last one
within a few weeks, have made application to the
Captain-General for the privilege of working these
islands,upon the payment of a stipulated considera-
tion therefor, without success.

To the last petition or application, dated Febru-
ary 10, 1859, made by an agent of the hcuse of Pat-
terson & Merguiondo, Baltimore, the Captain-Gen-
eral, under date ot December 13, replies :

“Her Majesty denied another petition o
kind, presented by George Latimer, E
having ordered an examination to asec
quality of said guano, both on the Island of Mor
as well as on that of the Monita, the process
which as has not been as yet terminated, it is not
in my power to accede to your petition without
previous superior orders.”

The applicants in this case solicited the sale
the guano or fertilizer that existed on the Island of
Mona, proposing to purchase it for a round sum of
money or by the ton; or, if the Government pre-
ferred, to pay for it according to its true value, in
bills on the ited States, England, France, orin
cash in this island. For the better information of

ol

the Government in its sale, the application was ac-
companied by various analyses of the Mexican
guano, which, as respects its component part
more or less equal to the guano of the Mona isla
the former selling for or ching in the United
States twelve dollars per ton, including freight and
other expenses from Mexico.

For the further information of my Governwent
and of those persons who re made iuquiries
touching the guano on the islands referred to, it
may be proper for me to add that no steps have as
yet been taken to carry out the royal decree in the
shipment of guano as aforesaid, and it is believed
that considerable delay will take place in the exe-
cution of the royal order, in consequence of the
diflicuities apprehended in bringing the guano to
this port for transhipment, and consequently that
some time must elapse before its character, quali-
ty, and virtue can be known and fixed in Europ
and likewise as to the determination of the Sy
ish Government as to what disposition it will
of it hereafter.

15,800,003 bushels, against 21,000,800 in 1858, e
shipments by other routes leading to the seaboard
show a considerable decrease compared with 1858,

ReAL Estate 1x New York.—The lot on which
the Methodist church stands in Duane strect, the
size of which is 100 by 127 feet, has been sold for
$72,200. The lot on Broadway, occupied by
Chinese Assembly Rooms, 50 feet front by 66 deep,
has been sold for $196,000. The space
cupied by an immense store. An adjoin
by 200 feet, has been sold for $89,000.

It is stated that in addition to the $94,000 which
the State of Maine has been defrauded of by its
late Treasurer, Elder Peck, the sum of $70,000 has
been found to be owed by him outside of his lia-
bilities to the State, besides what may not vet
be matured. This carries the amount up to $164,-
000.

Last Friday night, the 27th ult., the dwelling of
Luther Briggs, in Davenport, Delaware county,
New York, was destroyed by fire, in the absence of
Mr. and Mrs. Briggs, and four children perished in
the flames.
