HALIFAX, Feb. 10. ?The steamer Canada has ar-
rived, from Liverpool on the 28th ult., bringing ad-
vices three days later than per steamers North
Briton and City of Washington.

and America for the prevention of cruelty to sea-men on board American vessels.

The treaty between France and England engross-
ed public attention.

The Earl of Granville, in reply to a question in
Parliament, said the Government had no informa-tion of any negotiations for the annexation of Sa-
voy to France.

In the House of Commons Mr. Griffith called at-
tention to a rumor that 30,000 French troops were
expected at Leghorn. He inquired whether there
was any reason to suppose the object of suchmeasure was to prevent tbe annexation of CentralItaly to Sardinia.

Lord Russell said there was no truth in tbe state-
and he could see no reason to believe that

tbe French Government contemplated any such
step with the view imputed in the question."

NEW YORK, Feb. 10. ?Tbe steamer Atlantic fromAspintvall, and bringing California dates to the
20th ult., has arrived. She brings $1,500,000 in
specie and three hundred passengers.

The United States steamer Saranac had arrived
at Panama. The sloop-of-war Levant had sailed for
Lealejn. The Preble had sailed on the 26th fromAspinwall for Vera Cruz.

Ibe California Legislature had under considera-tion a resolution instructing the Senators of theState in Congress to oppose the proposed division
of the State. It would probably pass, at least a
test vote so indicated.

The attempt to authorize tbe raising of a volun-teer company to suppress Indian hostilities In Men-
docies county had failed, and the Governor had
referred the subject to Gen. Clarke of the United
States array.

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 20.?A fair amount of trade
for the season has been doing this week. Communi-
cation with the interior is almost entirely cut off
by the bad state of the roads, retarding business
materially. Domestic liquors are firm. Consider-able sales have been made of Eastern crushed sugar
at 12% cts. Choice clear pork and baionare in
better request, but prices have not advanced.?
There is a better feeling in the market for boots,
shoes and dry goods. The money market is qqiet.
The receipts of gold from the country have been
fair. There is no difficulty in obtaining loans on
good collateral security.

The effort to elect a successor to Senator Gwin
would probably fail, as the present indications were
considered unfavorable.

The State Central Committees of the Lecompton
and Anti-Lecompton Democrats met at Sacramento,
when an ineffectual effort was made to unite the
two wings into one regular Democratic party, but
it was found impossible to agree upon any tests.
A feeling of intense bitterness was manifested
against tbe anti-Lecomptonites, although a con-
siderable number, who have acted all along with
the Lecomptonites, appeared to be admirers of
Mr. Douglass, and advocated a fusion in his inte-rest.

The Democratic State Convention to elect dele-gates to the Charleston Convention was to meet at
Sacramento on the 29th.

The latest accounts from South America repre-
sent Guayaquil as still in possession of the Peru-
vians.

At Bogota, the Ilomish clergy had collected all
the Bibles distributed by the London Bible Society
and burnt them in the public square. The British
Minister had strongly protested against the act.
The American Minister, Mr. Jones, was present
and countenanced the act. A full statement had
been sent to Washington.

Another destructive fire had occurred at Valpa-
raiso, by which fifty houses were burnt.

The markets at Valparaiso were inactive.
BCENOS AYRES, Jan. 12.?Indignation has been

manifested in consequence of the attack by the
British squadron upon the Paraguay steamer Ta-
cuari when leaving the harbor with General Lo-
pez on board. The General had returned to Bue-
nos Ayres.

Bolivia was manifesting great discontent against
the President.

From Washington.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 10.?The aggregate amount

reported by the Commissioners, for the expenses in-
curred by the Indian tvarin Oregan and Washing-
ton Territories, is over $6,000,000, but the thirdAuditor of the Treasury has reduced it to
$2,715,000, on the bases of the instructions adopted
by the last House of Representatives.

Itis the intention of Hon. Mr. Grow to introduce
a bill for tbe establishment of a Territorial Gov-
ernment in Dacotah, and one in the western por-
tion of Kansas.

Mr. Florence to-day gave notice that he will in-
troduce the Naval Spoliation bill, and a bill to
equalize the army and navy and marine pensions.

The War Department has ordered the readver-tisement of proposals for the transportation of the
army supplies on the routes to and throughout New
Mexico. Sixty days' notice is given, which mustsecure genera! competition (as many parties in the
West possess large means of transportation) and
result in securing to the Government low rates.

The Post Office Appropriation bill, as returned
from the Senate with amendments, is in the posses-
sion of the Committee of Ways and Means, who
willreport on it to morrow.

The Administration attaches the greatest import-
ance to the ratification of the Mexican treatv, and
in the event of its non-ratification anticipates'much
trouble. Careful and extensive inquiry justifies
the remark that the views of Senators are not yetsufficiently matured to indicate the probable result
on that subject. Pending the treaty, it was not
deemed essential that Minister McLane should re-
main at Vera Cruz, and besides, his presence here
is desirable, to shed further lighton Mexican af-
fairs.

Tle Gale.
PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 10.? A furious Northwest

gale is prevailing here and at New York. All the
Eastern telegraph wires are damaged.

NEW T ORK, Feb. 10.?The gale is'raging here ter-
ribly and great damage is being done to vessels at
the docks. Many of the ferry bridges have been
demolished, and the Wall street and South Ferry
boats have been compelled to suspend their
trips. The wind is apparently increasing in vio-
lence.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
LAKE ROLAND.?This large artifical lake, for thesupply of Baltimore withwater,is rapidly approach-

ing completion, everything being removed from thebed thereof, and the shores being graded at a pro-
per slope, [t willbe a large but irregular body ofwater, the centre being the flat on the shore of
Jones Falls, immediately above the Relay Houseon the Northern Central Railroad, with branchesrunning up the several streams entering the same
from every side. It is said that the length of theshore line will be about seven miles. The dam
across the stream, at a point where the hills ap-proach it on both sides, is a most massive work ofmasonry. Immense blocks are fitted in, and laidin cement, while the outside is of finely-dressed
blocks of white marble from the Texas quarries, all
of equal size and shape. This dam, lake, and con-
duit are now well worth a visit. When this damis finished, and the water flowing into the conduit,
one can form no idea of the immense amount of
work done; everything willbe covered with water.Now, in its unfinished state, not only the heavy
work at the dam, but the brick arch of the tunnel
or conduit can be seen; but when the lake is tilled
with water all willbe hidden, and the bottom of it
will, in all probability, never be .viewed by this
generation of mortals.?

W. Windsor as one of the Deputy Sheriffs, he hasbeen untiring in his endeavors to ferret out andbring to punishment certain parties suspected ol
being concerned in the brutal murder of Mr. Adam
Barclay Kyle, on the 2d of November last. Afterthe arrest of Doamouth, some davs since who is
now in jail,Deputy Windsor investigated 'the mat-
ter further, and from certain information, he pro-
cured a warrant, and in company with Sergeant
Short, of the Southern district, on Friday morn-ing at 3 o'clock arrested a man named "Samuel
Adams, at his home on Columbia street, near Fre-
mont, charged with being an accessory to the mur-
der of Mr. Kyle. The accused was "taken before
Justice Myers and committed to jail in default of
security to answer tbe charge.

GALE OK WIND. ?About ten o'clock on Thursday

TAXES IN' BALTIMORE.

taxes shall be collected after the lapse of three
years after the levy of the same, and all owing a
plea of this act of limitation in the courts.

Mr. FREANF.R stated that many of the membersof the committee worked at their houses; perform-
ed masses of work, so that the committee meetings

THE SOUTH CAROLINA RESOLUTIONS.

Mr. COMPTON, of Charles county, called up thesecond order of the day, being the'South CarolinaResolutions, passed by the Legislature of that
.State at the session of 1852, maintaining the right
of any State to secede from the Union, and asking
the concurrence of all the Southern States in A
Seceding Convention, and the appointment ofdeputies, delegates, Ac. The Resolutions were, at
the last session of the South Carolina Legislature,
ordered to be sent to the Governors of all Southern
States.

Mr. DENNIS, of Somerset, having obtained a sus-
pension of rules, offered a message to the Governorrequesting him to send to the House a copy of theresponse of the Governor of South Carolina to hi*
communication acknowledging the receipt of the
South ( arolina Resolutions. He stated that it was
necessary to hear everything South Carolina had
to say upon the matter, and tin* last cominunica
tion would be necessary.

Mr. CHAPLAIN thought the adoption of the mes-
sage would defer any action on the matter, and
its great importance demanded immediate action.

Mr. LONG, of Somerset, stated in the fir t instanceour Governor had replied, dissenting from the
views of the Legislature and the Governor of South
Carolina. The Governor of South Carolina had
written a communication replying to the Governorof Maryland upon the subject, and it was materialthat everything should be beard. This last communication from South Carolina may contain im-
portant features hitherto unconsidered. We should
know if this is a fact. At all event,., let everything
come before the House, so that no ex parte actionmay be had.

Mr. COMPTON ottered as an amendment to themessage of Mr. Dennis, another message to theSenate, asking their concurrence in a joint commit-tee, to whom the whole matter would be referred?-
which he afterwards withdrew.

Mr. GOLDSBOROUGH asked, as the message ofMr. Dennis was in effect to put the matter off,
how the gentleman knew that the Governorol Maryland was in receipt of a later communica-tion from South Carolina.

Mr. DENNIS, though disclaiming anv intentionof putting the matter off', and denying the right of
Mr. Goldsborough to cross-question him as to hisinformation, would however answer the gentleman,
lie said he knew the Governor had received the
communication because he had read it. fLaun-h---ter.]

The question was then taken upon the original
message of Mr. Dennis, of Somerset. The message
was adopted.

Mr. COMPTON then again offered his message to
the Senate, asking their concurrence in the refer-ence of the subject to a joint special committee.

Mr. GOLDSBOROUGH moved as an amendment thatall the resolutions, Ac., be made the order of the
day for Monday at 12 o'clock, and that the House
then go into a committee of the whole.

Mr. DENNISON, of Baltimore county, thought the
best way to get at the matter was" to adopt themessage ot Mr. Compton. He then argued thematter at some length.

Mr. GORDON, of Allegany, had not the pleasure
of hearing the resolution's when first read. If,
however, they mean secession, he thought there
was no constitutional right to secede. If one sec-tion trample on the rights of the other?if there is
no redress?if the Constitution is a dead letter, and
the blessings designed by it to be conferred upon
the people of the Union are nullified?then he wasagainst the Constitution. If the Constitution be-
comes a mere instrument of torture, to grind downone portion of the people, he was against it-
otherwise he was a Union man. What is the ob-ject of the Constitution but to secure justice and amore perfect union. Ifit fails to do this, he could
not promise to be its advocate, or to support it.He, for one, would, in that case, stanl up against
it, but not otherwise. The time had not come totake the measures proposed by South Carolina.-They were premature. We are not yet driven to
such a length as to go into convention to determine
upon a secession from the Union. If it was neces-
sary to secede, he would be the first to advocate
the measure. Let us send to South Carolina such
resolutions, stating that we acknowledge our right,
and the right of our sister States, to secede, but
that the time has not yet come for us to take such
a step. That, he thought, was the proper couise.

The question was then taken upon the substitute
of Mr. Goldsborough, and Inst.

The message of Mr. Compton to the Senate was
then adopted.

The SPEAKER announced the names of Messrs.Compton, Long, and Goldsborough as the commit-
tee on the part of the House.

On motion of Mr. GOLDSBOROUGH, the 3rd order
of the day was deferred for half an hour, so as to
give a second reading to the bill appropriating
$1,000,000 to the Eastern Shore for internal im-
provements.

The bill was being read when our report closed.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE TIIIRTV SIXTH CONGRESS.
SKNATET

WASHINGTON, February 10.?The Senate is not in
session to-day.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. REAGAN has been appointed a member oi the

Committee on Indian Affairs, in the place of Mr.
Farnsworth, excused.

Mr. THOMAS was appointed a member of the Com-
mittee on Revolutionary Pensions, in the place of
Mr. Reagan, excused.

Mr. HISDMAN was appointed a member of the
Committee on Private Land Claims, in the place of
Mr. Hamilton, excused.

MR. MOORE offered a resolution, which lies over,
calling on the President to communicate copies of
all the communications which have been received
from the British Government and other officers on
the subject of the African slave trade since Febru-
ary, 1858, and copies of all correspondence between
the British and United States Governments on the
subject of the slave trade.

On motion of Mr. MORSE, the Committee on Com-
merce were directed to inquire into the expediency
of prohibiting by law all American vessels engaging
in the Coolie trade, or transporting apprentices to
the West Indies or other parts of the world.

The SPEAKER laid before the House a copy of the
State Constitution of Kansas, recently adopted at
Wyandotte, as preliminary to the admission of that
State into the Union.

Mr. MORSE introduced a resolution that the seve-
ral standing committees authorized to employ clerks
at the second session of the last Congress be now
authorized to do so with the addition of the Com-
mittee on Accounts and the Committee on Territo-
ries.

The resolution was resisted on the Democratic
side.

The resolution was iinallv passed over, and the
House resolved itself into a Committee of the
Whole on the State of the Union?Mr. Washburn,
of Illinois, in the chair.

Mr. SHERMAN offered a series of resolutions, pro-
posing to refer the various branches of the Presi-
dent's message to the appropriate standing com-
mittees; that part relating to a Pacific Railroad, to
a select committee of fifteen members.

Mr. FERRY, of Connecticut, occupied an hour in
refuting what be considered the fundamental prin-
ciple of the Democratic party on the question of
slavery, and argued that property in man cannot

exist as a natural right.
Mr. REAGAN briefly explained his views on the

subject of slavery, arguing that neither Congress
nor the authorities of a territory have the right to
destroy slavery therein.

The memorial of Mr. F. P. Blair, of Missouri,
contesting the seat of Mr. Barrett, was presented,
and referred to the Committee on Elections.

The House adjourned.
