CAUTION.?The mariner will observe that the above
bearing from the light to Huachueucuy head, W. by S.,
passes to then" soutliward of Huapacho point and Corona
head, vessels therefore approaching Port San Carlos from
the southward, after rounding Huachueucuy head, should
continue steering to the northeastward (keeping Corona
head to the southward of east to avoid the Huapacho
shoal) until the lighthears SB by E.. when they can haul
to the southward and act according to circumstances.
