Buyers are numerous
from all points South and West, and purchases have becn
made quite freely during the week. As regards prices,
however, there is no improvement  Goods are selling at
cost and under, and the prospect of an immediate im-
provement is not very promising, as dealers are still anx-
ious to reduce their stocks. It looks to us that merchants
from the South and West so far have been operating with
too much caution, but they may possibly make up for it
by purchasing more freely the balance of the season.—
Prices are certainly low enough to induce free purchases,
and probably buyers will not be able to purchase on so
favorable terms fora long time. At present prices of
Hides, Leather cannot be tanned and sold except at a 10ss.
Curriers have been doing an unprofitable business for
some time, and in fact almost every description of Leath
er is selling at less than the cost of production, while for
Boots and Shoes manufacturers can scarcely realize cost
for the most desirable goods. It would appear by this
comparison that the bottom of the Boot and Shoe market
had been touched, and that the buyers who now purchase
freely at the present low prices are likely to make good
bargains.

Mapufacturers are confining their operations mostly to
orders, and our stock must soon begin to feel the influ-
ence of the present active demand. If manufacturers
continue to pursue their present cautious policy, of man
ufacturing as few goods as possible, it will be likely to
place the business in a healthy position before the next
=11 trade. This season remunerative prices can scarcely
be looked for.— Shipping List.

A Fauary Poisosep.—Yesterday morning the
family of Mr. Emanuel Irons, living on Lauaensla-
ger’s Hill, were poisoned by drinking coffee in
which there was a large quantity of arsemic. Mr.
Irons was just recovering from a severe attack of
gastric fever, and was still confined to his room.
Yesterday morning his breakfast was taken up to
him, but he partcok but sparingly of it, aud drank
but little coffee. Mrs. Irons felt very unwell when
she rose, and breakfast not being ready, she re-
quested the servant girl to give her a cup of coffee
which she drank, and in a few minutes, she, to-
gether with the following persons sat down to
breakfast: Mrs. Witts (Mr. Irons’ daughter) and
her son, Mrs. Fairbanks, Louis Irons (nephew of
Mr. Irons) and Henry Carr, the bar-keeper. It
was remarked at the table that the coffee had an
excellent flavor and each of the persons drank
freely of it. In the course of ten minutes from the
time they finished the repast, Mrs. Irons became
very sick and commenced vomiting. Being sick
before breakfast she attributed her violent illness
to eating too heartil While Mrs. Witts was
waiting on her mother, she too, became sick, which
was also accompanied by vomiting and prostra-
tion. Mr. Ironsdespatched the negro boy for Dr.
Inloes, and before the physician arrived “all those
who partook of the coffee, together with the negro
boy who went for the doctor, were all suffering in
the same way. Mr. Irons was also seized with the
same symptoms, and Dr. Inloes, on seeing their con-
dition and learning that each was suffering from
burning in the stomach, pronounced them poisoned.
Powerful emetics were administered, which proved
sucecessful in removing the most of the poison from
their stomachs, and although Mrs. Irons and her
daughter are yet suffering greatly, Dr. Inloes ex-
presses the opinion that they will recover.

There was still some of the coffee remaining, and,
on examination, the arsenic was plainly visible, a
white froth exhibiting itself on the top of the fluid.
No suspicion rests on the servant, who is a white
woman, very faithful and much attached to the
family. She drank of the coffee, was visited by
vomiting, suffered similarly from the burning sen-
sation in the stomach, and " is now confined to her
bed. The coffee bad been prepared the evening
previous, and put in the coffee-pot, and the arsenic
must have been placed in it during the night by a
Yen:nn or persong who entered the house. Mr.

WASHINGTON NEWS.

According to official advices, Miramon is expect-
ed to attack Vera Cruz early in March, and a
serious question may then be presented, involvin,
the position of this' Government. A demand will
doubtless be made upon him to know whether he
will afford protection to the American citizens who
may be in Vera Cruz, which, from the nature of
things, cannot be satisfactorily answered, and may
not be at all. In view of this contingency, the al-
ternatives will be presented to our Government,
whether to instruct the minister or commanding
officer of the squadron to extend protection by
taking those citizens on board the ships of war, or
ordering a force of marines on shore. There is
good reason to believe that the latter course will
be pursued, as furnishing an opportunity for car-
rying out the President’s policy. Events will soon
test the accuracy of this staterment.

Though official orders have not yet been issued,
it is decided to withdraw all our troops from Utah,
with the exception of one regiment, and scatter
them principally over New Mexico and Arizona, in
range of the posts from El Paso to Fort Yuma
Some delay in this transfer has been occasioned by
the President’s indecision, as to the extent of force
which should remain in Utah, but be is now re-
garded as concurring in the views of the War De-
partment, which are substantially stated in the fore-
going programme- If this policy be carried out,
the transportation to Utah will be reduced from
500,000 pounds annually to one.

The President intended to accompany his mes-
sage, communicating the correspondence relative
to our claims against Peru, with a recommendation
of compulsory measures similar to those applied
to Paraguay. But Zegarra, the Peruvian Minis-
ter, has, within a few days, suggested a proposi-
tion, which will probably be accepted, and then be
formally submitted as a basis of satisfactory set-

lement.

The Democratic leaders in the Sepate declare
openly, if the House rejects the amendment abol-
ishing the franking privilege, without passing a
bill for the same object, which is already prepared,
they will defeat the Post-Office’appropriation again,
as was done at last session.

Governor Beal, of Jefferson Territory, is here,
and will cause a memorial to be presented to
Congress which is signed by eleven thousand
miners, who protest against being annexed to
Kansas, and ask for an independent Territorial
Government.

On complaint, the gas company
declared, first, that it was impossible for them to
have made a mistake; and, next, when the parties
put in affidavits of the fact, that if error was com-
mitted, ‘“there was something wrong with the
metre,”

Mr. Goupssorouch, of Dorchester, offered an
order to print 3,060 copies of the report of Philip
T. Tyson, State Chemist, with the map accompany-
ing, for the use of the Senate. It was explained
that such an order had previously been adopted.

Mr. WaiTARER, of 'Harford, offered as an amend-
ment, an order to rescind the order passed January
12th. 1860, providing for the printing of 1,000
copies of the State Chemist’s report, for distribu-
tion by bim, and substituting 200 copies for his
use.

It was explained by the gentleman offering the
amendment, that only 3,000 copies would be print=
ed, and of that number the chemist would be allow=
ed only 200. Adopted.

On motion of Mr. GArDINER, it was ordered that
a committee be appointed to inquire into the expe-
diency of reporting a bill withdrawing all the do-
nations to the colleges and appropriating that sum
to the primary and other public schools of Balti-
more city and the counties of the State.

Mr. KnuueLL obtained leave to report a bill to in-
corporate the Mutual Insurance Company of Me-
chanicstown. Referred to the Special Committee.

Mr. Eckart asked leave to bring in a bill, allow-
ing the Law Greys, of Baltimore, to confer hono-
rary membership in the same manuner as other com-
panies. The leave was referred to Messrs. Eckart,
Smith and Gardiner, as a Special Committee.

Mr. Ky of the Committee on Corporations,
reported a bill to incorporate the Libertytown,
Frederick county, Turnpike company. Read a first

time. Also, a bill to incorporate the Queen Anne’s
and Kent county Railroad. Read a first time and
laid over.

At 12 o’clock, the order of the day—being a_bill
in relation to the Chesapeake and Ohin Canal Com-
pany—was taken up. Mr. McKaig called Mr. Gar-
diner, of Charles, to the chair, and took the floor.
Before the bill was read he asked tobe allowed to
make a few remarks reviewing the past history of
the Canal.

He then proceeded to address the Senate in ad-
vocacy of the bill, and gave a history of the issue of
the scrip, and contended that it does not comport
with the dignity of a sovereign State thuz to re-
ceive the services of contractors in completing a
work in which the State was the largest stock-
holder, and in fact the real owner. That the
State authorized the issue of the scrip by repeated
legislation, and never did repudiate the issue of
the scrip, but on one occasion had only said,
in a minority report froma committee at the
session of 1842, that it was inexpedient at that time
to make any provisions for the redemption of the
serip.

M’:. McKaia spoke impressively and feelingly of
individual cases of contractors, who not only in-
vested their labor, but every cent of their means
in the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal Company.

Mr. McKate said that this bill only asked the
State to surrender to the creditors the canal until
their debts were liquidated, and that under the
management of creditors the State would be more
likely to realize something eventually from the
canal, than if managed by the State. Mr. Mec-
Kaig’s explanation consumed nearly an hour, when
he gave way, and asked that the Clerk read the
bill section by section. The Clerk proceeded to
read the bill, and it was finally ordered to be en-
grossed for a third reading.

HOUSE OF DELEGATES.

The following business was transacted in the
House:

Mr. Forp, of Baltimore county, presented the
petition of 117 citizens of Baltimore, praying the
passage of a bill to make the salaries of officers of
the city of Baltimore and the State liable to attach-
ment. Referred to the Judiciary Committee.

Mr. Tur~eg, of Baltimore city, presented the pe-
tition of 120 citizens of Baltimore, praying that no
charter be granted to any railway company in Bal-
timore city proposing to charge an excess of three
cents per head on passengers. Referred to the
Committee on Corporations. By Mr. Stake, peti
tion of 37 citizens of Washinnton county, praying

further protection to game in said county. Refer-
red to Washington countv delegation. By Mr.
Brown, the memorial of 58 citizens of Ellicott’s

Mills against the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad.—
Referred to committee on that subject. By. Mr.
Burgess, the petition of a number of the citizens of
Charles county, asking an appropriation of money
sufficient to arm the volunteer companies of this
State. Referred to Committee on Militia.

By Mr. Linthicum, the petition of sundry citi-
zens of Dorchester, for regulating the oyster trade.
Referred to the Committee on Oyste By Mr.
Jones, leave to bring in a bill authorizing the sur-
vey of the boundary line between the counties of
Méntgnmery and PrincelGeorge. By Mr. Morgan,
leave to bring in a bill for the relief of the chief
and other clerks of the State Tobacco Warehouses
of Baltimore. Referred to Committee on Claims.

On motion of Mr. GoLpseoroucH, it was ordered
that Charles L. Flanigan, during the term of his
services as Clerk to the Committee on Penitentiary,
be considered as a Clerk of this House, and be al-
lowed the same compensation usually paid to Clerks
of this House.

Mr. Jacons, of Worcester, presented a mass of
correspondence between the President of the Balti-
more and Ohio Railroad, and Gov. Wise, Mr. Bu-
chanan, and Gov. Hicks, in relation to the John
Brown Harper’s Ferry raid. He asked that the
correspondence be printed for the information of
the people of the State. The wmotion was carried,
and the correspondence ordered to be printed.

Mr. Buiscog, of Calvert, offered an order to ap-
point a special committee to take measures for the
liconsing of oystermen, and for the purchase of an
armed steamer to enforce the oyster laws of the
State of Maryland.

Upon the representation of Mr. Seru, chairman
of the Committee on Oysters, that he would make
an effort to bring the committee together and have
a meeting, Mr. Briscoe withdrew his order.

Mr. Sern stated that repeated efforts had been
made to have a full meeting of the committee, but
without success. If they could be gotten together,
such measures would be introduced that it would be
unnecessary to appoint another committee.

Mr. Gorpoy, of the Committee on Judiciary, re-
ported favorably upon the following bills:

A bill to increase the municipal powers of the
authorities of Camberland. A bill to amend the
laws regulating the compensation of the Sheriff' of
Baltimore county, allowing him $2 per day for at-
tendance at the Orphams’ Court and Superior
Court. A bill to authorize the vestry of the Epis-
copal Church of Prince George's county to hold a
lot of ground to be used for the purpose of burial.
A bill to give priority to the bills of physicians, in
cases of last illness of deceased persons; giving
those bills precedence, and considering them as pre-
ferred claims. Also, a bill to prevent the issue of
licenses to sell liquor in Kent county, when the
Grand Jury is not in sessien.

The same gentleman also reported unfavorably
on the following bills:

A bill to make valid a deed from Samuel Thomas
and others to James Gillispie. Also, a bill to au-
thorize the performaunce of a contract on the part
of a lunatic’s guardian.

Mg. ComproNn, of the Committee on Militia, re-
ported favorably upon a bill to appropriate a sum
of money to arm the militia of the State. Read a
first time and made the order of the day for
Thursday next. Mr. Compton also reported unfa-
vorably upon a bill to allow the Junior Artillery
Company, of Baltimore, to receive honorary mem-
bers.

Me. Loxg, of Somerset, having obtained a sus-
pension of the rules, called up a bill entitled an act
to regulate public landings, providing that when-
ever landings are so made, public roads shall be
opened to the same. Read a second time and en-
grossed.

Mz. GoLpseorouvGH, of the Committee on Corpo-
rations, reported favorably on the following bills:—
A bill to incorporate Wyoming Tribe of Red Men,
of Uniontown, Maryland. Also, a bill to incorpo-
rate the Towsontown Land Company, for the pur-
pose of disposing of building lots in said town, cap-
ital $8,800, with power to increase to $150,000, the
charter to extend to 12 years from passage of bill.
Rules suspended, and bill read a second time and
re-committed on account of errore. Also, a bill to
incorporate the Frostburg and Westport Turnpike
Company.

Also, a bill to incorporate St. Vincent’s Orphan
Asylum of Baltimore. Rules” suspended, read a
second time and lost—nays 38, ayes 1. The princi-
pal objection to the bill” being the neglect to have
all children under the care of the society bound
out, with the approbation of the Orphans’ Court.
It was looked upon as giving too much power tothe
association. With this exception there was no ob-
jection to the bill.

Mr. Forp, of Baltimore county, moved to recon-
sider the vote. Carried.

On motion of Mr. McArnisrer the bill was recom-
mitted to the Committee on Corporations.

The bill introduced by Mr. Cuapraiv, for the
suppression of the sale of lottery tickets in this
State, was read a first and second time and ordered
to be engrossed for a third reading. It makes the
provisions of the new Code more stringent.

Mr. Bearr, of Allegany, called up a bill entitled
an actto incorporate the Westport Academy of
Allegany. Rules suspended and passed—yoas 43.

Mr. GorLpseorouGH having obtained a suspension
of the rules, called up a bill entitled an act to in-
corporate the Brooklyn Company of Anne Arun-
del county. The bill had been previously read as
far as the 5th section, and laid over. The opposi-
tion to the bill objected to the 5th section, because
it gives power to the members of the corporation
to testify in the Courts of law and justice for or
against the company.

Mr. Goupssorouen produced precedents to author-
ize the action of the House, and argued that when
witnesses are examined it is upon their oath, and it
matters not whether they were personally interest
ed not. They were sworn to tell the truth.

Mr. Gorpox, of Allegany, would voteto strike out
the section. He thougnt it was changing the whole
law of evidence. The law expressly declares that
no parties shall testify in cases where they are
pecuniarily interested. That the Legislature had
on former occasions set a bad precedent, was no
reason it should be followed in the present instance,
He moved to strike out the 5th section, which was
carried.

The bill was then put to a third reading and pass-
ed—ayes 44; nays noue.

Mr. Forp, of aSpecial Committee, reported favor-
ably upon a bill to regulate the payment of the per
diem of bailiffs and jurors of the Circuit Court of
Baltimore county during a temporary recess. Read
and laid over.

SOUTH CAROLINA CORRESPONDENCE.

A message was received from the Governor, in
reply to the request of the House of fhe 10th inet.,
enclosing the reply to the Governor of South Caro-
lina to Governor Hicks, and Gov. Hicks’ response
thereto, in relation to the South Carolina resolu-
tions.

Gov. Gist denies that South Carolina proposes
secession. She only asks that the Southern States
would meet in convention—insist on their rights—
act in concert to defend them without dissolution
—show the North that the South is determined,
and they would cease to agitate slavery.

The reading was received with applause. Pend-
ing the reading the cars left.

In the New York Legislature or Friday, the As-
sembly discussed at some length the resilutions

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Tae Currvre oF Fuax.—It will be remembered
that about ten years ago, a man by the name of
Claussen, in Europe, supposed that he bad discov-
ered a mode of preparing flax, or that it could be
spun like cotton, Ly machinery. High expecta-
tions were entertained of it, v white and beauti-
ful article was produced, which promised to be a
valuable material.

It was found on trial that the process was too
expensive, and the fibre would not permit it to be
used so as to make it a substitute for cotton.

Recently improvements are said to have been

the diflicultics which have been encountered in
this watter. We do not know whether there is
any good foundation for this new claim, but the
process bas already reached such a stage, that it
will be in all probability perfected at no distant
day.

At the annual meet
cultural Society of R 3
on Monday evening, Stephen A, Allen, Esq., a gen-
tleman who has devoted much attention to the cul-
ture of flax and its fabrication by the use of ma-
chinery, read a paper that throws considerable
light on the subject.

Mr. Allen states that since Claussen’s first discoy-
ery, ten years ago, he has experimented extensive-
ly upon Flax Cotton, which be calls Fibrilia, and

Tue Prorecrive System or France.—This sys-
tem, which in fact is prohibitory rather than mere-
ly protective, the burden of which the Emperor
proposes to lighten, has been the most severe of
any in the world. It was originated by the first
Napoleon, who sought to make France indepen-
dent of all other nations.

As aspecimen of this system, we note the follow-
ing articles, the importation of which into France,
for a long series of years, has been entirely prohib-
ited, namely:—

Cotton manufactures of all kinds; boots
shoes; glass, soap, carriages, cambrics, &e.

Nearly all manufactures of iron are prohibited;
cotton duck iz entirely prohibited, but hemp or
flax duck is admitted, under a duty of $18 per 100
pounds.

Upon sperm candles a duty of 20 cents per
pound is imposed, and upon stearine 3} cents per
pound.

Carpets pay duties of $20 to $27 per 100 Ibs.;
coffee 9 cents a pound; cotton varn 6 cents a lb.;
raw cotton 1 cent 7 mills a pound; rosin $1 per
bbl.; tar aud pitch 64 cents to $1 per bbl.; leaf to-
bacco isin its importation and sale a government
monopoly, no person being allowed to import it,
and none to sell it, except those who purchase the
article from the agents of the government.

Unmanufactured wool pays a duty of 20 per cent.
ad valorem, only, but woolen manufactures are re-
quired to pay $18.50 to $19.50 per 100 Ibs,—in ef-
fect prohibited, as woolen hosiery is positively.

These are but samples of the present French tariff
policy, which it is now proposed to melicrate by
changing prohibitions to specific duties, and by
admitting raw materials at lower rates. There are
mauy items still more restrictive on articles, the
products of other countries.

Larer rroyw Kansas.-—The Kansas correspondent
of the New York Times, writing from Leavenworth
under date of the 3d instant, says:

Some three days ago, the House had under con-
sideration! a bill to prohibit slavery in Kansas.

Yesterday, the bill was upon iis third reading,
when the whole afternoon was spent in the most
able debate of the session. About an equal number
spoke upon each side, and the vote on its final pass-
age gtood 30 yeas to 6 nays. It takes effect imme-
diately. So from the hour of its approval, slavery
is prohibited in Kansas, by ‘“unfriendly legisla-
tion.” It was like drawing teeth to bring the
Democracts up to vote. They tried every evasion,
but at last were compelled to face the music, when
only six dared to vote against the bill.

The provided for by a law of

Irox Masrers” Convestion.—We learn from the
Cincinnati Commereial that a large convention of
iron masters, farnace men and eapitalists, met in
Portsmouth, Ohio, on Tuesday morning, On a call
of delegates, it appeared that nearly every furnace
and iron interest in Kentucky and Ohio were repre- |
sented. After organizing, a statement was made
of the iron interest of the two States, from which
it appears that the yearly average produce of pig
iron from sixty-two furnaces was 155,000 tons per
annum; value of cold and hot blast metal, $4,650,-
000; population supported by furnaces, 31,000;
hands employed, 6,200, &c. In the afternoon the
committee to whomw the matter was entrusted re-
ported a memorial to Congress, in which they re
present that iron manufacture is in such depressed
condition as to render the capital invested scarcely
remunerative, aud that relief can only be afforded
by a specific duty on the import of foreign iron. A
series of resolutions was then passed, alleging,
among other things, that it is the duty of Congress
to afford such protection as will infuse new life and
energy into the unprosperous iron trade of the
country.

Tue Late Gare.—The New York papers continue
to record d ters caused by the gale of Thursday
night. All along the line of the Hudson its track
is visible in demolished buildings, unroofed edifices,
and unsteepled churches. The damage above
Peckshill is very serious, scarcely a village or city
escaping without receiving serious injury, either
to buildings, green-houses, or bridges. In Norwalk
serious damage was done. The new Methodist
church is 2 complete wreck. The chimney on the
Union School House has blown down,and the
scholars dismi Ely’s building at South Nor-
folk suffered. everal stores moved from their
foundations, and the proprietors closed them. The
pole and signal on the railroad bridge has just gone.
Two men are on what is called “Round Beach,”
and it is feared that they must perish,as no as-
sistance can be rendered them, the surf being near-
ly over the beach.

New Arcric Expepitions.--It seems probable
that there will be at least two Arctic expeditions
fitted out at an early day.
