FOUR DAYS EATER FROM EUROPE

Portuanp, February 14.—The steamer Bohemian
has arrived from Liverpool with advices of the 1st
instant. The steamer Hungarian’s advices reached
Liverpool the same day.

ENGLAND.

The ship Endymion, for New York, was totally
destroyed by fire in the Mersey, just as she was
about ready to sgail.

[SECOND DEsPATCH. ]

Portraxp, Feb. 14.-—The Bohemian arrived at
11.30 this morning. The steamer Kangaroo sailed
at the same hour for New York. The Arago was
to leave Southampton also to-day for the same port.

The Bohemian saw the Europa, for Liverpool, on
the 3rd inst.

Liverroor, Thursday afternoon.—The sales of
cotton during the last two days amount to 15,000
bales, including 2,500 bales for export and specula-
tion. Holders offer freely but show no disposition
to ‘press sales and the market is generally un-
changed, but closes with an u}gward tendency.

The ship Armonial, from Bristol to Savannah,
has been abandoned at sea. The crew were saved.
The ship Endymion belonged to the Dramatic line
of packets. She was burnt on the 31st ult., from
some unknown cause. The disaster occurred at 4
A. M. The crew numbered 30, and there were 25
second-cabin passengers, all of whom were saved
with their luggage. The vessel was scuttled, but
the receding tide left her well out of the water, and
in spite of every exertion the flames raged for
many hours and she was almost totally destroyed.
She had a large and valuable cargo of silks, satins,
crape goods and general merchandise, a portion of
which it is supposed will be saved in a damaged
state. The loss is estimated at £30,000. The ship
was insured,but it was not known whether the car-
g0 was covered.

The English budget was to be brought forward
on the Gth inst.

The Times says that propositions have been made
to the United States in’ the San Juan case which
may fairly satisfy both countries.

The London Times says, in reference Lo the San
Juan question, that the "proposal of Great Britain
is,that instead of standing out for Rosan’s Channel
and the whole group of islands, as against Haro
Channel and some of them, a third channel is pro-
posed, which gives San Juan to England, and all
the other islands to America. So considerable is
the concession, that the American Government will
be asked to give us the whole of a coast of head-
land which the 49° parallel now cuts in two.

The riotous proceedingsheretofore noticed as be-
ing carried on by some ill-disposed persons, at the
chureb of St. George’s-in-the East, London, has
reached such a disgracefvl height, that on Sunday

| night, the 29th ult., attempts were made to domol-

ish the altar, and the officials of the church were
treated with violence and considerable property
was destroyed. The Government was taking prop-
er measures to stop sxlxch proceedings.

"RANCE.

It is stated that the immediate cause of the sup-
pression of the Univers, was the publication of a
letter from the Pope to the Archbishop and Bish-
ops of France, stating his motives for refusing to
accept the advice of the Emperor.

The steel-plated frigate Gloire, at Toulon, has
been ordered to make ready for sea with the ut-
most despatch. Her destination was unknown.

The party hostile to the accession of Savoy to
France had made a demonstration at Chambery,
and asked of the Governor whether it was the in-
tention of the King to cede Savoy to France. The
Governor replied that the King was not willing to
do so, amid eries of “Vive le Roi.”

The Paris Bourse was greatly depressed, owing
it is =aid to Napoleon’s breach with the Pope.

The 7imes believes that the Bank’s minimum rate
of dizcount will yet touch 5 per cent.

AUSTRIA AND ITALY.

A state of siee was expected in Hungary as well
as Venetia. Agitations continually prevail in the
latter, and in the course of one day seven officers
were wounded in Venice, and the cavalry were or-
dered to clear the streets. Attempts to raise the
tri-colored flag had been made at three towns. At
Venice numerous arrests had been made for in-
sulting persons promenading whilst the military
bands were performing. The authorities of Venice
had been made acquainted with the determination
of Austria to retain Venice and defend it to the
utmost,

Gen. Garibaldi arrived at Milan on the 28th with
his bride.

A Tarin letter says that the military ties between
Sardinia and Central Italy are very positively and
openly being drawn closer, and almost authorize
the assertion that a military fusion has been ac-
cowplished. The question discussed at Turin now
is: how the de facto annexation is to be effecteds
It is thought that the Deputies of Central Italy
will get first the representatives of the respective
capitals to decide whether they might, as subjects
of Victor Emmanuel, take their places in" the
National Parliament'at Turin. No doubt was enter-
tained that their decision would be in the aflirma-
tive.

The Hungarian Protestant Association had left
Vienna, without obtaining an audience with the
Ewmperor. The Emperor had offere] toadmit two
of them as mere private individuals, but the offer
was declined.

The Hungarians demand the restoration of all
their rights, and the privileges of their Church,
and will accept nothing less. If the Emperor com-
plies it would be tantamount to a confession that
the Austrian policy of the last few years has en-
tirely failed. One side or the other must give way,
or a violent struggle is feared.

THE LATEST VIA QUEENSTOWN.
SPAIN.

Maprio, Thursday.—Yesterday a considerable
Moorish force attacked the right wing of the Span-
ish epcampment, but they were repulsed. The
Spanish troops then attacked the Moorish lines and
threw their troops into disorder and took their po-
sitions, maintaining them to the end of the fight.

The Spanish artillery inflicted a great loss on the
enemy, estimated at 2,000 men, while our own force
was only two thousand strong.

INDIA AND CHINA.

The India and China Mail had arrived with Cal-
cutta dates to December 22d, and Hong Kong ad-
vices to the 13th of December. The reported death
of Nena Sahib was regarded as almost certain.

An escort will leave both Sante Fe
and the Pawnee fork on the first of each month to
protect the mails passing each way, and meeting at
Cemerene Springs. The escort of this mail remains
atthe Pawnee fork until the mail which left bere
to-day arrives at that point.

Responsible parties at Santa Fe are preparing a
petition to the Postmaster-General to annul the
present contract, and agreeing to carry the mail
once a week, and farnishing their own escort.

A resolution had passed the New Mexican Senate
requesting Judge Benedict to resign.

{'urv deep snow and cold weather were encoun-
tered by the mail party.

Five tribes of Indians were passed at the cross-
ing of the Arkansas river. A few hostile Keowas
were there, but they offered no molestation. The
main portion of that tribe are on the upper Ceme-
rene river, in a starving condition, being compelled
to eat their ponies to sustain life.

Sr1. Louis, February 13.—The Santa Fe corres-
pondent of The Republican says that the Sgenker
of the House introduced a bill to repeal the law
passed at the last session of the Assembly protect-
ing Slavery in the Territory of New Mexico, and
on the next day a resolution was almost unanimous-
ly adopted requesting him to resign the Speaker-
ship, which he did.

MEETING OF MERCHANTS AT THE CORN
EXCHANGE.

In accordance with a call published in several of
the morning papers, a large number of our merchants
met at the rooms of the Corn Exchange yesterday
morning to discuss matters relative to the South-
ern trade. Mr. Phillip P. George called the meet-
ing to order by nominating Mr. James Hodges, of
the firm of Hodges Brothers, Chairman, and Mr.
Joseph Reynolds Secretary, and the gentlemen
were unanimously chosen.

Mr. Hodges stated that the meeting had convened
for the purpose of considering the proposition of
establishing a line of steamers to the port of Sa-
vannah, and the Chair was now readv to receive
any propositions relative thereto, which gentlemen
would suggest.

Mr. Wm. Crichton,the President of the late Savan-
nah Steamship Company, at the request of the Chair-
man, addressed the meeting. He said that when he
consented to appear before the meeting it was un-
derstood that he was not to deliver an address on
the subject, but merely to talk to his brother mer-
chants as one merchant talks to another, on a sub-
ject of business in which both were intercsted—to
give them the information connected with the
Southern trade that he had gathered from mercan-
tile experience, and in the capacity of Presi-
dent of a steamship company running vessels
between this port and Savannab. He was there
only for the purpose of demonstrating, from
reliable data and other statistics, that a line
of steamships to the port of Savannal, properly
inaugurated, would pay, although the mere ques-
tion of pay should not be a prominent featare in the
consideration of a question where the prosperity
of the city and the success of its business were to be
the results. His interest in the business with the
port of Savaonah was small—mot to be com-
pared to that of many of the gentlemen whom he
was addressing. Nevertheless he felt deeply inter-
ested in the establishment of the line of steamers.
He had just returned from the city of Savannah,
where he had been called by private business, but
while there he had taken the oceasion of incident-
ally mentioning the subject to several of its mer-
chants, and had reccived the most gratifying as-
surance that the line would receive a cordial sup-
port, and that a portion of the stock necessary for
its establishment would be taken jin that city.
They say it is only necessary for Baltimore to start
the enterprise, and from $20,000 to $25,000 worth of
stock would be subseribed by the merchants of that
city. He had hoped to, but did not, see the President
of the Georgia Central Railroad, which company is
largely intcrested in the stock of the line of steam-
ers plying between the ports of Savannah and New
York. In conversations with gentlemen intimate-
ly connected with that road and familiar with its
policy, he had been assured that the same assist-
ance would be extended to a Baltimore line which
the New York line had received. Gentlemen who
bave not investizated the matter had but little
idea of the rapidly increasing trade of the South.
Two years ago, in the city of Savannah the article of
guano was scarcely known. This season the sales
will amount to one quarter of a million of dollars.
Other articles exhibited a similar increase.
At the present time the trade between that city
and this is so heavy, that the steamships are unable
to despatch it, and sailing vessels are employed. It
is now advertised by the Cromwell line to despatch
a steamer every five days. He was glad to see
this, as it would afford oppertunities for the prompt
delivery of goods South. But a line to be a per-
manency and a success, must be owned by the mer-
chants at the termini of the route. When conduct-
ed by others, it will nccessarily be a failure. When-
ever the interests of the owners demand a removal
of a steamship or the entire line, the removal will
be made. 1f transportation and freight are more
profitable on other routes, the interests of private
owners will cause them to seek such routes for
business, It is a mere question of dollars and cents
between them, and as such they will treat it.

Mr. Crichton here read from his late report to
the Board of Directors of the old Savannah Steam-
ship Company, and also gave other statistics, to
prove thatit was not for want of trade that the
line failed, but for want of capital, and a series of
misfortunes which happened one of the vessels of
the line. The Company had an indebtedness hang-
ing over them on the first of May, 1858, of $36,-
170.53. Of this amount $21,000 was owing to & de-
ficit in the capital stock; there being but $54,000
of the $75,000 capital stock paid in. The rest ot
the indebtedness was occasioned by the loss at sea
of the steamer Freeman Rawdon, which wasnot fully
insured. From May, 1858, to June, 1859, the net
earnings of the line were $13,484.53. Of this
amount $1,567 was appropriated towards paying
the interest on the debt of the Company, and
$11,917.53 to the liquidation of the debt, leaving
the Company’s indebtedness on the 1st of June,
1859, $24,253. During this year the Company
were unfortunate in having one of the steamships,
the Commerce, disabled, and she failed to make her
trips regularly, and that, too, ata season of the
year when freight was most abundant. From June
Ist, 1859, to January 1st, 1860, the steamship City
of Norfolk was alone on the line, and her net
earnings amounted to $4,480. And yet four of
those seven months were the dullest of the year,
and did not include either of the spring months,
which is the very harvest of the business. Mr.
Crighton next referred to the address issued by the
directors of the Company, inviting stockholders
and others to subscribe for stock for the purpose of
placing the Company ina proper condition, but
there was no response. The statistics of the Com-
pany, he continued, proved that the line had failed,
not from want of trade, but for want of capital.—
Men in the South will purchase in those cities
which offer the best facilities for prompt and safe
transportation of goods, and if Baltimore does not
speedily secure the means demanded by the South,
tgey will lose much of the trade which they now pos-
sess,and fail to secure an immense trade which isanx-
iously waiting to throw itself in her lap.

Mr. Phillip P. George said that he, with other
gentlemen, had held a con-ultation with the Direc-
tors, a majority of whom reside in this city, of the
Merchants and Miners’ Steamship Company, ply-
ing between this port and Boston. The Directors
assured them if the proper guarantee was given to
the Company, that they would reccive the support
of the merchants doing business with the South,
that they would put on a steamer, now being built
in Wilmington, Delaware, of 1,200 tons burden,
and would make the trip between Savannah and
this city every eight or ten days. If the trade de-
manded more than one steamship, they would put
two op, Oor as many more as necessary to accom-
modate the trade. He offered the following re-
solution, which he hoped would meet with the ap-
probation of the meeting:

Resolved, That a committee of one from each branch of
business interested in the Southern trade, be appointed
to take into consideration the propositions made to this
meeting, and others which may be made to the commictee,
and to call a general meeting of the whole traae if deemed
necessary.

Before the resolution was put, Mr. A. Rieman of-
fered the following:

To the Merchants and Miners’ Transportation Company:

We, the undersi d h and shippers of the
city of Baltimore, trading with Savannah, Georgia, being
much in need of a permanent line of steamers to facilitate
the interests of this city have thought proper to make you
the following proposition: That if you will place one or
more of your steamers on the route between Baltimore and
Savannah, we will bind ourselves severally aud jointly to
give your steamer all the freight we have control of des-
tined for the port of Savannah, and will use our influence
for the success of the said steamer or steamers placed upon
the line between Baltimore and Savannah.

Mr. Crichton said that he thought the proposi-
tion absurd. There could not be found a merchant
who would sign such a paper. If the line of steam-
ers was to be established, it should be done by the
merchants of the city; and if done by others the
interests of the merchants would be sacrificed when-
ever the interests of the company demanded it.

Mr. Rieman said that he would assure the gentle-
man that he could get more than forty names to that
paper before noon of the next day. The proposi-
tion was a fair one. The Savannah line had failed,
and all those who invested moneyin its capital
stock lost. The Merchants and Miners’ Company
were able to do what they proposed, and the suc-
cess with which they had conduncted their business
was the surest guarantee that the business of the

ANNUAL VISIT OF INSPECTION TO THE
HOUSE OF REFUGE.

Yesterday worning the members of the City
Council and other city officers, with a number of
invited guests, made the usual annual visit of in-
spection to the House of Refuge, situated near
Gwynn’s Falls, about two miles from the city.

The company arrived at the institution a few
minutes after 11 o’clock, where they were welcom-
ed by Mr. W. R. Lincoln, the Superintendent, and
the Board of Managers,

The guests were then invited to inspect the
buildings and the various workshops connected
therewith, where the inmates are kept employed
for certain hours of the day, and in which they are
all taught some useful trade, enabling them, when
they leave the Institation, to earn an honest liveli-
hood. The first place visited was the shoemaking
room. Here there were some twenty-five boys,
ranging from 8 to 18 years of age, engaged in the
manufacture of shoes and brogans. All the boots
and shoes worn by the inmates are here manufac-
tured, and a considerable portion of the work,
made by the most expert hands, is got up for some
houses in the city.

The next shop was that for the manufacture of
all kinds of paper boxes—band-bexes, hat-boxes,
collar-boxes and oyster-boxes. In this room there
were about fourteen boys, none of whom appeared to
be over 13 years of age. The tailoring and knitting
department was next visited. Here were collected
about ninety-three boys, from 5 to 18 years old, all
busily engaged, some—the youngest—cutting out
paper labels, alarge majority knitting stockings
and suspenders; and the remainder—older ones—
employed in making pantaloons and jackets. The
specimens of work shown were considered the best
of workmanship. After going through the work-
shops, the company lef", the main building and pro-
ceeded to examine the gas works, where gas is
manufactured to supply the whole house; and next
the kitchen and bakery, in all of which departments
the work is performed by the boys, under the
charge of proper superintendents.

The laundry was next visited. In this depart-
ment, all the washing and ironing 15 done by the
boys, and about 1,700 pieces are washed and ironed
by them per week, employing not over fourteen of
them at any one time.

After examining everything of interest in that
part of the Institution set apart entirely for the
boys, the guests visited the female department.—
There are now in the Refuge about 24 girls, rang-
ing in age from 7to12 years. The girls, when
not at school or engaged in recreation, are employ-
ed in sewing garments for the inmates. The girls,
schools are under the charge of excellent female
teachers; some specimens of writing exhibited
showed much ability.

All parts of the building having been visited, the
company were then invited to the chapel. On the
south wall of this room, we noticed an admirable
full length likeness of the late George Brown, for-
mer President of the Refuge, painted by Mr. John
Robinson,which was presented to the Institution by
the family of the deceased.

After the guests were seated, the boys, all uni-
formly dressed, entered the chapel in military
order and occupied the seats assigned them; the
girls occupied seats directly in front of the sta

Then followed music by a band of twelve b
who played on brass instruments in a very credita-
ble manner. The girls and boys, to the number
of nearly three hundred, then joined in singing a
piece of sacred music, under the direction of Prof,
Root. Dr. John J. Graves, Secretary, then wel-
comed the ers to the Institution, and in a clear
and concise manner, related the work and good
which has been done and is still doing by the Insti-
tution; the manner of discipline carried on; the
cost of sustaining the Refuge, and other statistical
and interesting facts, most of which are embodied
in the annual report of the managers.

“Hail Columbia” was here sung by the boys and
girls in a beautiful manner.

After this,one of the bovs came upon the stand, and
in aspeech, which w vered inexcellent style,
welcomed the City Fathers, and urged upon them
the necessity of bestowing aid on their Institution
and keeping it under their fostering care. Samuel
G. Spicer, Esq., then arose and thanked the Mana-
gers for the kindness received at their hands du-
ring the day, and assured them that as far as he
was persoually concerned, he would do all in his
power to further the objects of the Institution. The
boys and girls afterwards sung several songs and
choruses, and to conclude the exercises of the
chapel, the whole assembly joined in the hymn be-

ginning “Praise God, from whom all blessings
flow.” The company, after partaking of dinner

REPORT OF THE COMMISSIONERS OF THE
PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

The annual report of the Commissioners of the
Public Schools is now complete, and will probably
be presented to the City Council to-day. The fol-
lowing is a summary of the transactions of the
Board during the past year:

But one new school has been established within
this year. The school referred to, Female Primary
No. 29, was rendered necessary by the overflowing

of Primary No.10. 1t was opened ina rented
house on West Baltimore near Oregon street, as a
temporary measure, to serve till the new school-

house in the 1Sth ward should be completed. The
latter building is now in process of erection, and
will be ready for occupancy early in the new year.
This is the only new school-house undertaken the
present vear, and the payment for it is to be made
out of the levy of 1860,

The whole number of schools is now eighty-three.
OFf these there are three High Schools and the
Floating School, twelve Male Grammar Schools,
fourteen Female Grammar Scheols, eirhteen Male
Primary Schools, twenty-eizht Female Primary
Schools, six Night Schools and the Normal Clas
In the Male High School, according to its last re-
port, there were 205 pupils on the roll; in the two
Female High Schools, 492; in the Floating School,
73; in the Male Grammar Schools, 2,313; in the F
male Grammar Schools, 30; in the Male Primary
Schools, 2,739; in the Female Prin ry Schools,
3,651; and in the Night Schools, 72I; together
with 135 attending the Normal Cla making in
the aggregate 12,679 pupils on the roll of the
schools. The increase in the number of pupils over
that of 1838 is 508. The entire nuwber instructed
in the schools during the year 1869 is 18,29¢. The
entire number instructed in 1858 was 19,696,

The number of teachers engaged in the schools is
284. Of these 53 are males and 231 females. The
increase in the number of teachers in 1859 is 12.

The whole amount expended during the year for
the support of the schools and for the payment of
past indebtedness is $185,554.34. Of this amount
$29,698.13 was on_account ofarrears of a miscella-
neous character; $9,596.75 balance on the Western
Female High School building; and $3,313.37 for
farniture for same; $5,169.48 was on account of the
building and furniture for Male and Female Prima.
ry Schools No. 18, and $1,181.09 for alterations and
repairs to the building occupied by the Eastern
Female High School and Female Grammar School
No. 13. These amounts make up the sum paid on
account of back indebtedness $50,958.82, leaving
$134,595.52, as the proper expenditure of 1859, Of
this sum $90,922.24 was applied to the payment of
salaries; $12,563.47 was paid for alterations, re-
pairs and cleaning; $10,591.42 for rents and ground
rents; $12,603.25 for books and stati nery; $552.12
for insurance; $4,713.05 for fuel; $656.40 for inter-
est; $443.68 for apparatus and expenses of com-
mencements of High Schools. These sums, to-
gether with $1,549.89 due the treasurer, make up
the aggregate of $185,554.34.

No sum appears as_expended on new buildings
projected or for new furniture projected this year.

Of the entire amount required, $154,029.13 was
received from the City Register; $24,290.68 on ac-
count of tuition, which is an increase of $932.8
upon the preceding year; and $9,718 33 on account
of loans authorized by the City Council, all of these
being now paid. From the Sheriff of Baltimore
city, on account of taxes for the unauthorized sel-
ling of lottery tickets and for violations of the law
prohibiting the sale of liquor on Surday, $346.50,
Of the sums expended, $10,259.09 was devoted to the
Central High School, $2%,404.93 to the Female High
Schools; $45,947.50 to the Grammar Schools; $44,-
964.44 to the Primary Schools; $2,907.65 to the
Floating Scheol; $2,502.65 to the Night Schools;
$58.33 to the Normal Classes. In these sums
the amounts expended for buildings and furniture
are not included, because in making up the tables
which show the cost per pupil per annum, the in-
terest on buildings and furniture, as a permanent
investment, is added to the several accounts.

The report is a lengthy one, treating of all the
subjects connected with the schools and their
general conduct, and suggesting many plans of im-
provement, all entirely consistent with, and de-
manded by the advanced condition of education in
our day. The general exhibitshows that Baltimore
has a system of common school instruction second
to no other city in the country.

FIRES.

About twelve o’clock on Monday night, the house
of Mr. Joseph H. Boyd, No. 270 East Baltimore
street, was discovered to be on fire. The fire de-
partment were promptly on the ground, and after
much effort the flames were checked. On examina-
tion it was found that the fire was the work of an
incendiary. It was started in the basement with
shingles, directly under the stairway, to which the
flames communicated, and from thence to the first
story of the house. The stairway was destroyed,
and the walls and ceilings much injured from smoke
and water. The damage will not exceed $1,000,
which is covered by a policy in the Franklin Insur-
ance Company of Philadelphia. On Tuesday even-
ing of last week, the roof of the house of Mr. Boyd
was on fire, but was extinguished without much
damage being done. Two hours after it had been
put out it was again on fire,and was checked before
it had gained much headway. Mr. Boyd was at a
loss to know how the fires originated. ~At the time
they occurred there was but little fire in any of
the'stoves, and it was improbable, under the cir-
cumstances, that the roof could have taken fire
from the chimney. He suspected that a negro
woman in his employ had kindled both the fires,
but has no evidence suflicient to warrant her ar-
rest. Yesterday morning, however, he determined
to have her arrested, and officer Rockhold took her
into custody. She is named Rachel Johnson, slave,
and belongs to a gentleman living in Baltimore
county. She was committed for an examination.

At half-past two .o’clock yesterday morning, a
bright light was observed to the north of the city,
which was occasioned by the burning of a frame
shed on the farm of Mr. John McCornish, situated
on the Cold Spring land, near Charles street avenue.
The building was totally destroyed. Loss $150.

Il{xllnnd, to read all of the different series of bills
without allowing any amendments, was out of or-
der—was unprecedented. If the member wishes
the reading of the bills merely for information, he
can read it in his printed copies.

The Seeaker decided that Mr. Holland had a
right to ask for the reading of all the bills, one af-
ter another, for information.

The Clerk then read the first bill reported by
Mr. Jacobs, providing for the repeal of all the
Colonization Laws of the State, and abolishing the
Board of Supervisors for sending free negroes out
to Africa from Maryland. i

Mr. Briscor proposed an amendment to abolish
the pay of the Board of Commissioners, and allow
them only so much per capita upon all negroes as
were actually sent out by the Society, provided the
sum total does not exceed $5,600 per annuwm. He
proposed to strike out everything else in relation
to the Colonization Society.

Mr. Jacops said that when he first came here he
was looked upon as a great ‘‘nigger” man—a ty-
rant; but when they came to know him he was seen
in a better light. ‘At the first meeting of the Com-
mittee it was unanimously agreed to strike out all
the law on the statute books relating to the Coloni-

zation Society. The bill offered proposes to do it.
Ve few of the free negroes go out from this
State.

$10,000 is appropriated annunally for their
removal. After having been formed 20 years, the
Society sent out only 1,000 negroes, only a tew of
them being free by birth the rest having been set
free on consideration of removal to Africa.

He then entered into a history of the Society in
Maryland—the colony at Cape Palmas—the sums
expended by the Society to keep up the colony and
the sums they spent for officers’ salaries. He de-

lared the Society a complet humbug and a failure.

voasted State of Maryland in Africa has been
roken up by the natives, and it has become but a
gment of Liberia,

Are we in this small State, with more free ne-
groes in our midst than Pennsylvania and all ber
freedom; than New York and all her freedom—are
we to hold on to this explode stem? The sys-
tem can no longer be well received. 1t can no lon
ger afford us relief. It has been fairly tried. The
negroes will no longer avail themselves of the in-
ducewments held out by the Society. They won’t
emigrate. He boped that Maryland was done with
this sickly sentimental mode of treating the idle
and vicivus element we have in our midst,
done with it. We should hesitate no longer. In
Pennsylvania an extraordinary movement was on
foot. The people were asking to have a slave code:
and when they take such steps, is it not time for us
to act? The people of that State are beginning to
see their folly and are trying to get rid of the free
negro.

Unless by amalgamation, which is horrible and
revolting to our ideas, the negro and Anglo-Saxon
race cannot exist together in a state of freedom.
One must predominate. The time has come when
all the free negroes should be sent back to slavery.
They should be put where God and nature designed
them to be. In Worcester county there has beena
terrible increase of free negroes. The result was that
the poor whites were driven out. For the protec-
tion of our own free white citizens, they should be
sent out of the State, or into slavery. Maryland

P in Congress? What induced all
our excitement, but this eternal nigger? He im.
plored the House to consider the subject well, to
think of the excitement all over the country, and
adopt his measures to save the State. Let Mary-
land be disenthralled of the curse of free-negroism.
He appealed, not to the Demncratic party, not to
the Awmerican party,but to patriots—lovers of their
country. Maryland has the chance tostay the
excitement in the country. Letus doit. Let us
make for Maryland a name upon which our chil-
dren will look with pride.

Mr. Briscoe.—The legislation of Maryland for
20 years back has failed to produce good results in
this matter. Recognizing this, I am here to go
| into a thorough investigation. Let us probe it to
| the bottom. The gentleman from Worcester has
‘ taken a wide range on the whole matter. The
| subject should be confined to the amendment offer-

ed. He proposed to do the same thing Mr. Jacobs
| was driving at. but he thought the matter should
} be considered in a different way.

Is the gentlemen not willing to give seventy dol-
lars to remove a free negro from the State? He
acknowledged that the Colonization Society was a
failure. But adopt a system of legislation'to con-
form with the times. If the gentleman drives out
all the free negroe: from the State, they shounld
have some means for getting away. Thisis the
purport of the amendment. All that may be sent
away the State will pay for, and no others. The
sum—not to exceed $5,000—was sufficient. He
proposed to retain the colonization system, but to
allow only $70 per capita for each negro sent
away. As it has been, the Society is of no use,.—
If you say the negroes must go, by all means allow
them a way to get off from our shores. That is the
only reason he desired to encourage the Coliniza-
tion Society. >

Mr. Brragess, of Charles, argued that time had
not been given for the!Liberian colonies to develope
themselves fully, or show their capabilities of self-
government. He ecompared the colonization of Af-
rica by negroes, with the first settlement of James-
town, Virginia, by the whites.

Mr. Jacops contended that the case was not
analagous. In the one instance the colonists were
whites—in the other,negroes. There was no equal-
ity.

Mr. Burcess—Never mind, I will touch upon
that subject at some futare time. He thought there
was a bright future for Liberia. Everything should
be done to promote her interest. It should be fos-
tered and nourished, and time will show.

Mr. Jacoss—Hope for a change in the condition
of affairs in Liberia is dead. We have hoped and
hoped on until hope is dead. There is no longer
room for it. The thing is dead. There is no vi-
tality in it. 1In this state of affairs, it was aston-
ishing that any gentleman should get up in this
Houge and hope for anything from the dead carcase
of the Society.

Mr. Jacops then entered into a minute detail of
the last census, showing the great increase of free
negroes over the white population. He declared
that the State was in a deplorable condition.

Mr. Burakss asked the object of the gentleman’s
statistics.

Mr. Jacoss replied, to show that this great in-
crease of free negroes acted in a manner detrimen-
tal to the interests of the whites. The whites were
thrown into competition with the negroes. The
negroes, increasing more rapidly, drove out the
whites.

Mr. Bureess.-—Before the gentleman will con
vinee me that negroes drive out white men, he
must furnish statistics to prove it. Aseertion is not
fact. 1 call on him to tell me how many whites are
driven out.

Mr. Jacops.—I have in my possession a petition
five yards long from Baltimore mechanics, whose
business has been injured by free-negro compe-
tition.

Mr. Boreess.—Then it is proved that the free
negro does work. That he is not that idle, vicious
curse, that he has been represented. If he works,
there is no competition. If he does not work, how
can he compete with white men?—and the gentle-
man’s argument falls. But if you enslave him he
is allowed to practice his trade. Owners of slaves
will have their meehanics, and in this way there
will be great competition with the poor white man,

Mr. Jacoes did not think so, He resumed his ar-
gument.

Mr. Freaver spoke in favor of the amendment.
The amendment makes the Colonization Society
work. It they do not work they get no pay. If
they send out no negroes, the Society gets no per
capita. The repeal of the other sections of the
law takes away the appropriations to the Society.
He thought the Society had been a failare, but he
was unwilling to take away the last ray of hope
from the negro for enigration from the State.

The question was taken upon the amendment.
The ayes and nayswere ordered, and pending the
call the cars left.

We have already stated the fact thet a reduction
of three and five cents had been made by all rail

! PROCEEDINGS OF THE THIRTY-SIXTH CONGRESS.

Wasnixaron, Feb, 14.—The Caam presented a
Constitution adopted by the Constitutional Conven
tion, assembled at Wyandotte, for the admission of
| Kansas as a State into the Union.

Mr. Sewarp moved to refer it to the Committee
on Territories.

Mr. Browx moved to amend the motion by in-
structing that Committee to inquire whether, in the
formation of said Constitution, the act of Congress
approved May 4, 1858, entitled ‘‘an act for the ad-
mission of Kansas into the Union,” has been com-
plied with in all respects, especially whether a cen-
sus was taken of the population of Kansas before
the election of delegates to said Constitutional Con-
vention, and if so, whether it appears from that cen-
sus that there was a number of inhabitants equal to
theratio of representation required for a member of
the House of Representatives.

Mr. Sewarp asked for the yeas and nays on
those instructions 5

Mr. DooLirrir moved to amend the instructions
by instructing the Committee on Territories to re-
port a bill for the immediate admission of Kansas
into the Union, under the Constitution formed at
Wyandotte, on an equal footing with the other
States.

Mr. Pucu thought it was out of all order and
propriety to precipitate the Senate into a debate
upon this subject,on the motion to refer a docu-
ment; and he should therefore vote against all mo-
tions to instruct the Committee.

Mr. Bavarp remarked that the instructions of
Mr. Brown were merely to inquire and report cer-
tain facts, and not whether Kansas should be admit-
ted or not. The Senate might need those facts to
govern their action in the case; and he saw no harm
in them as viewad in that light.

Mr. CotraMer thought the propriety of the in-
struetions turned upon the question whetber the
facts were material to the issue or not.

Mr. Sewarp was in favor of referring the Con-
stitution to the committee without instructions of
any sort.

Mr. MasoN remarked that there wasan existing
law which declared that under the circumstances
known to exist, the people of Kansas shall not be
admitted as a State unless theyshall have the popu-
lation prescribed inthat law; and whether they have
it or not, the law declares shall be determined by
a census. Now the motion is, that the committee
shallinquire whether that law has been complied
with as a preliminary. The amendment of Mr.
Doolittle proposes to override that law. If the
Senate should deem that law unwise, they can take
steps to have it repealed, but while it stands on
the statute book, let it be observed.

Mr. Browx thought the object of his motion was
0 apparent, that he was surprised to find the least
objection to it from any quarter, There were
rumors that this proceeding of forming the Consti-
tution had not been conducted in compliance with
the act of Congress; and be wanted to ascertain the
truth of these rumors. If they had gome on in
total disregard.of law, he should feel constrained to
reject their whole work. He wanted the informa-
tion to govern his own conduct.

Mr. Puon said if he was satistied that Kansas had
the requisite population, the mere question of a
census was immaterial. He should lonk at the
spirit of the law, and not stick in the bark. Be-
sides, Congress was foreclosed from that objection,
because it had refused to make an appropriation to
defray the expense of taking this census.

The discussion was arrested by the arrival of the
hour for taking up the special order.

Mr. Hare made a long speech -in reply to Mr.
Toombs, and arraigned the Supreme Court of the
United States as influenced by political considera-
tions.

Mr. Toouss briefly replied, maintaining the posi-
tion he assumed in his former speech.

Mr. DooLiTrie moved that the further consider-
ation of this subject be postponed until Tuesday
next, which was agreed to. i

THE SENTENCE OF STEPHENS AND HAZ-
LETT, THE HARPER'S FERRY INSURGENTS.

After the finding of the verdict in the case of
Hazlett, at Charlestown, on Saturday last, his
counsel filed a motion for arrest of judgment. On
Monday morning the Judge decided on the several
points raised by the counsel, and ordered the pris-
oners to be brought into Court for sentence. The
several questions were propounded to each of the
prisoners, as to whether they had anything to say
why sentence of death should not be passed upon
them. Stephens, in a firm and distinet voice,replied
“that he had, if it pleased the Court.” Hazlett
also responded in the affirmative, aithough in an
agim!c-‘ manner.

Stephens continuing, said that although most ot
the testimony in bis casc was true, yet, in regard
to what had been stated by one or two of the wit-
nesses that he desired the “damned town (Harper’s
Ferry) to be burned, as also the people,” he de
clared most positively he had never made use of
any such language, and called upon God and the
Court to witness his declaration. Where he was
koown this imputation would need no denial. He
had also to say that he had no fault to find either
with bis treatinent at the hands of the authorities
since a prisoner, nor with the proceedings on his
trial; all bad been done for him that he could rea-
sonably exvect—his counsel had done his utmaost,
but he appealed to the Court that as he had ex-
tended mercy to others he thought he might expect
some degree of merey. But whatever his fate
might be, he would meet it as became a man, un-
shrinkingly.

Upon his concluding, Hazlett addr d the Court.
He said he had afew words to say. The testimony
given against him was false, one witness in particu
lar was entirely mistaken. He spoke of the testi-
in regard to his identity, and said that he had
been in the habit since he had a beard of
g it off every three wecks. He stated that
since a prisoner he had been treated most kindly,
that his counsel, Messrs. Green and Botts, had done
more for him than Northern counsel could have
done, and that since he had seen Virginia and her
people, he had formed an entirely different opinion
of the whole subject of slave to what he had
entertained previously. Hazlett in the delivery of
his remrrks was considerably agitated, which
probably arose from the fact that he was unused to
public speaking.

Judge Kenny then proceeded to pass sentence on
the prisoners, which he did in the most feeling and
impressive terms. He sentenced each of them
to be hung publicly on Friday, the 16th day of
March next, between the hours of 10 o’clock, A.
M., and 2 o’clock, P. M.

Immediately atter passing sentence, the Court
remanded the prisone to jail, and the crowd
drawn together to witness the proceedings quietly
dispersed.
