THE norSE OF DELEGATES, IN THE CASES OF COMP-
TROLLER AND CLERK OF THE CIRCGIT FOURT FOR FAI-
TIMORE CITY.

ANNAPOLIS, Feb. 17,1860.
Joshua Underwood, 4th ward judge of election.

Age 55 years; resided in Baltimore 40 years; was
at election as return judge; the election progress-
ed; saw no fighting; saw pushing, but no more
than he had witnessed before; urged parties to
clear the way for voters; saw no violence except
pushing; never saw pushing at previous elections;
the election would compare favorably with otherelections; witness is well acquainted in tho ward.

Alexander Stewart, 4th ward.? Was at election;
got there at 9LT o'clock; not much difficulty? less
than he ever knew. Ruled out.

Julius Johnson ? Never saw* a more peaceable
and quiet election in the ward; no unusual pushing
or fighting; much less than in years back; was
judge for both parties in old times; no difference
in comparison with other elections.

By MR. Freaner? Are you a member of a politi-
cal club ? No_. Is a member of the church.

John McNeio ? Hard of hearing; lives in sth
ward; got to polls quarter before nine; helped to
arrange things in room ; after which came to cornerol Fayette and High streets; saw persons (Reform-
ers) two abreast coming to polls; saw nobody pre-
vented from voting; was there off and on ail day;
voter 10 years; was formerly a judge. In compar-
ison with other elections, has seen worse under
Democrats; no fighting; nobodv molested; a mannamed Dun voted and was struck half square from
the window There is a political club in the
ward called the St. Lawrence ? belonged to it,but did not know its object; had meetings iustbefore the election, not as a club, but as "sth
ward Council; did not see Levy nor Joshua
Yausant; saw no shooting; heard no pistol
tired that day near potts; does not know* object ofSt. Lawrence Club; knows it to he a political club.

Robert McCoull? Lives in sth ward; is 53 years
old; lived all his life in Baltimore; got to polls after
12; stayed short time; voted; all quiet, nothing to dis-turb or prevent persons from voting; incomparison
with other elections it was quiet and orderly.

Capt. Zacbdry, 6th ward? 6s years old;'arrived
at polls about V/. o'clock; all as quiet as be ever
saw an election in his life; way was made for him
when he got near the polls; has not voted before
for 10 years, for the reason that he did not, come to
vote; was confoundedly whipped 10 or 12 years
ago; voted then for Stansbury for Mayor; was talk-
ing with a friend; Empire Club had" eye on him;
mistook him for Brown who had stolen' 73 men out
of their coop; did not see day light far two davs;
the last election was a one-sided affair; saw nobody
opposing those WHO wanted to vote.

Robert Loss? Lives in the 7th ward; arrived atpolls quarter to 9, stayed till 10 or 11 at night? was

anxious to secure their own votes or that of friends
? not so much of it as ho had seen at other elec-
tions in 7th ward; saw nothing to prevent ~ person
from voting; considered it A fair, and peace-
able election . only saw what took place in imme-
diate vicinity ot window? was not in the street at
all, does not know bow the room above was used;

er they keep a place of business or oflico in any
other ward than that for which elected; if so, how
many hours thoy remain there, and the law or au-
thority under which they thus act; also, whether

they do or do not consider themselves, respectively,
tbe proper and legal guardian of the peace of the
ward for which they were elected, and that thelaws require them each to keep their place of busi-
ness within the ward for which they were elected,
and to remain there from 8 o'clock, A. M., to 1
o'clock P. M., and from 3 I'. M. to 6P. M. each
day. Ordered also, that each of the Justices of the
Peace of Baltimore city, who were such during the
year 1859, report the amount of fees, costs and re-
ceipts ot all kinds, received by them respectively
during said veer.

Mr. M CALLISTER stated, in explanation, that
exorbitant charges were made by the magistrates
for hearing cases at night. He wished to regulate
the matter? to bring in a hill to require them to
furnish the State with an account of their prices
and charges. Some justices received over §B,OOO
or SIO,OOO per annum. He warded to know howthey got them.

Mr. FRKANEK had heard these charges reiterated,
and thought the evil should he remedied. It was a
most infamous outrage, and stringent laws should
'pe made tq regulate it. He offered an amendment,
which was accepted by Mr. McAllister, to compel
the justices likewise to report the amount of illegal
fees charged by them.

Mr. GORDON, of Allegany, thought that was a
severe order, to ask men to criminate themselves.

to take it at its face. Some were so sure of the
correctness of their judgments that they wouldbet SIOO to $lO that it was good. And well thev
might be thus confident, since it answered all the
tests ot weight, sound, circumference and thick-
ness. In fact, externally, it was a standard coin;
but upon BEIDJJ cut in two, tic cheat was made pal-
pable. The piece had evidently been split edge-
wise, both halves tiled quite thin, and in place of
the stolen gold a piece of whitish metal placed be-
tween the halves, and the whole re milled. YY'liat
metal was substituted for the gold is not known,
but some judges pronounced it platinum; but it is
not likely that so costly and scarce a mineral
would be employed in counterfeiting; and yet it
must have been of a very dense body to equal gold
in bulk and weight.

the fulfillment of those stipulations. "It would notbo impossible, whenever it shall become necessary, 1
to point out the mode, the time, and the man, in
which, at which, and bv whom the negotiations ;
were conducted?facts which, when they are clear- j
ly ascertained and established, will place beyond j
all doubt the true character of the ruler of France j
and the tendency of his policy." He says that the
conditions on which Savoy and Nice were to be i
surrendered have not yet been performed; and the !
object of M. Cavour and Victor Emmanuel is sim- !
ply to compel France to perform them, at whatever jperil to the future peace of Europe.

AUSTRIA.
Kossuth had suddenly disappeared from London,

and it was thought he had gone to Hungary.
The address of the Hungarian Protestant. Asso-

ciation says that the present national movement j
will resemble an avalanche, and Hungary will do- j
tach herself at the tirst opportunity from Austria.

Tlie London Olobe's Paris correspondent says tliat

it is generally understood that France and England
are about to make a jointsummons to Austria to
delist from sending troops on to Marches and An-
emia, and to evacuate Venetia at the earliest pe-
riod, and accept such indemnity as Italy is now
ready to oiler.

The Vienna correspondent of the Tinier, writing
on the 25th ult., says: "Yesterday morning, alter
the receipt of a telegram announcing the appear-
ance of Sardinian troops at Mirandola, near Modena,
such violent language was used by influential mili-
tary men that an immediate interference on the
part of Austria appeared probable, hut information
has since reached me that the Emperor, 'for the
moment,' intends to remain a passive spectator of
the doings of the non-Austrian Italians. Offers to
purchase Venice have been made, but Austria has
paid no attention to them, because she intends to
re-take Lombardy whenever a favorable opportuni-
ty may present itseli, and that province would be
ol little use to her if she had parted with Venice
for a valuable consideration. Another reason why
Austria witl not sell Venice is that she knows the
sale of one province would produce an exceedingly
bad impression on the others, ar.d more particular-
ly on the Southern Tyrol and Hungary. It is cer-
tain that, large bodies of troops have recently been
sent to Venetia, but the reinforcement of the Aus-
trian army in that province must be considered a
precautionary rather than an offensive measure."

The Vienna correspondent of the Times, writing
on the 27th ult., says:?

The more influential members of the Hungarian
deputation have repeatedly been closeted with
Count Kechberg, the Minister President, and one
of them. Baron Nicholas Vay, had had an inter-
view with the Archduke Reignier, who is ''resi
dent of the Council of the Empire, but his Majesty

refuses to grant an audience to the Protestant dele-
gates. The members of the deputation, who are in
direct communication with Count Rechberg, hav-
inginformed the Minister President that the Prof
estants in Hungary wished to have the question
relative to the Evangelical Church settled "in a
way which was in accordance with their historical
rights," were told that the Government was desir-
ous to satisfy the Hungarian Protestants, hut that
it could not quit the path it had entered. The
Austrian Minister President believes that the Hun-
garian Protestants are cowed; but he is mistaken.
For the sake of peace and quiet some of the Lu-
therans may be inclined to do as they are bid
by Count Leo Thun, but the Calvinists, who are
Magyars to a man, are almost as stern and inflexi-
ble as the Scotch Covenanters of the I7th cen-
tury, and will not cease to insist on the com-
plete restoration of theii religious rights and priv-
ileges.

HUNGARY.
Further letters are published from Hungary,

showing that things are beginning to assume a
very serious aspect in'that country, owing to the
perverseness of the Austrian Government in its
dealings with the Hungarian Protestants.

The Hungarian deputation having been refused
an audience of the Emperor Joseph or his minis-
ters, have published a memorandum explaining
the object of their mission. It is drawn up in a
menacing tone, and gives expression to the most

sombre predictions. The national movement will,
they say, resemble an avalanche. Hungary will
detach herself from Austria at the first opportuni
ty, as the Austrian Government has insulted and
overthrown everything that existed in Hungary.

SPAIN.
Another corps is being got ready for Morocco, to

be commanded by General Concha. Reliable ac-
counts say that the Moorish regular annv has not
yet been brought out. This division is said to
number over sixty thousand disciplined troops, who
are waiting for a great battle. The object of the
Moors is said to be to draw the Spaniards into the
interior.

The Commander-in-Chief of the army in Africa
has sent the following despatch to the Minister of
War:

P.M.?With a view to protect the works of the
advanced redoubt, 1 placed this morning at the
acimt-garde one battalion, two squadrons, and four

ALOESIRAS, Jan.24, 1. 15 P. M. ?The enemy at-

tacked the encapment in large force about noon;
the Moors were completely driven hack by our
troops, whose bravery was what it has always
been. Our artillerymen decimated skillfully the
ranks of the enemy's cavalry every time it attempt-
ed to attack our left. The landing of ammunition
for the artillery and infantry, and of provisions,
continues actively. The weather is fine; the wind
from the west. The ships are firing salutes in hon-
or of the Prince of the Asturias.

MADRID,Feb. 2.?Yesterday considerable Moor-
ish forces attacked the right wing of the Spanish

encampment, but were repulsed. The Spauish
then made an attack on the Moorish lines, threw
the M oors into disorder, and took their positions,
which they maintained until the end of the fight.?
The Spanish artillery caused enormous losses to
the enemy, estimated to amount to 2,000. The
Spaniards lost 200. The victory was complete.?
The brother of the Einperor commanded the Moors.

ITALY.
lturing the last few days some ef the ringleaders

in the political demonstrations at Treviso, Venice,
Padua, and Verona have been arrested, and the
(iazetla di I'cnezia has announced that the Austrian
Government intends to punish all those persons
who may in future disturb the public pfcace with
great severity. Almost all the theatres in the Ve-
netian cities and towns are closed, and the persons
connected with them are reduced to the greatest
distress. A few nights ago many persons paraded
the streets of Verona shouting "Evviva l'ltalia!"
and "Eviva l'lndependenza!" and some of them
were taken into custody. During the night ot the
19th or 20th ult. a tri-eolor was hoisted on the
mast or pole which is on the principal place of

Chioggia. and it was not remarked until the inhab-
itants of the town went out in the morning to make

their customary purchases. The Venice corres-
pondent of the Vienna H'ontferer relates that a
printer was arrested at Mestre while occupied in
"composing" a revolutionary proclamation. In
spite of the vigilance of the police, in the principal
Venetian towns revolutionary placards are night
after night posted on the walls of the houses.

Count Bessingen, the Lieutenant of Austria at
Venice, addressing the Municipal Council, a few
days ago, said; "Do not give way to the illusions

and hopes of the revolutionary party. His Maiesty, while conversing with me on this subject, said\ entce shall never be ceded, sold, or separated inany way from the Austrian monarchy-, nor detachedlroni the empire, as long as we have a musket todefend it with. '

Baron Ricasoli, inpresenting flags to the NationalGuard, at Florence, delivered a long address. Hesaid; "We require great prudence and large threesto preserve our independence. A great deal re-
niatns to be done. The annexation of the provinces
of Italy to Piedmont is necessary to guarantee
Italian nationality, the defence of which has be-corne a common duty."

About eighty persons have been arrested at Venicetor taking the lead in political demonstrations, and
sent to the island of St. Giorgio, Maggiore.

General Fanti retains the superior command ofthe troops in Central Italv at the same time that he
is Sard,man Minister of War. He leaves his staffat Bologna, and in person occupies the War Officeat Turin.

SWITZERLAND.
The Swiss Federal Council has just drawn up a

circular despatch, in which it expreSles alarm atthe possibility of the annexation of the country ofN tee and ql Savoy to France. According to ananalysis ot the document, the F'ederai Council re-
marks to the Powers that the part of Switzerland
in Europe is to represent the principle of neutrali-
ty in all the wars in which France mav find herselfengaged, jhat neutrality, which is for the inte-

r®3t European order,'would, in the opinion ofthe Federal Council, be compromised, if France,
taking possession of Savoy, was consequents to
enclose a part of Switzerland within Iter frontiers.
In support of that opinion, the despatch alludes to
the events of the First Empire, and the difficulty

THE SUPREME COURT OF OHIO? The Visible Ait
mixture In to?Unconstitutional Decision of the
Courts.-?' The famous "Visible Admixture law" ot
Inst session was taken out of politics yesterday
morning, by a unanimous decision of the Judges ofthe Supreme Court ot Ohio that it is unconstitu-tional. We publish the syllabus of Judge Gbolson,
who delivered the opinion of the court, viz: 1.
Persons having mixture of African blocd, but a
preponderance to white blood, or being more white
than black, and being otherwise qualified, were, bythe settled construction of the section of the con-
stitution of 1802, regulating the exercise of th
elective franchise, entitled to enjoy the right of an
elector. No change was made in this report by
the corresponding section of the constitution of
1851. The same persons being otherwise qualified,
are not to be excluded on account of color, but an?
entitled, under the present constitution, to vote atall elections.

2. Ihe plaintitl being one of the description of
persons so entitled to vote, having only one-eighth
ot African blood, and his vote having been refused
for that reason only, at the election of 185G, forelectors of President and Vice President of the
I nited States, bv the judges of the election,against
whom he brought an action for such refusal?held
that he was entitled to recover for the violation of
a right secured by the constitution.

promise of better Carriage, they are Released by
the Governor."
