THE PASSAGE OF THE BROCK BILL—THE EASTERN SHORE

RAILROAD IN THE HOUSE—THE CONTESTED ELECTIONS,

Everybody has gone to Washington to-day. The
streets and lobbies are deserted and the clouds have
been pouring down torrents.

[COMMUNICATION. ]
THE NEGRO QUESTION.

Messrs. Epirors—Will you give place in 7k«
Exchange to the voice of a Private citizen, on the
subject of the bills relating to the free black popu-
lation of this State, now under discussion before the
Legislature ?

During the twenty years that 1 have enjoyed a
citizen's privileges, there has beén perhaps no sub-
ject that, as a citizen of Maryland, has interested
me more constantly and deeply than the slavery
question. I was born and have passed my life in
this State. Slaves have been held in my own
family, and are held by many of my intimate friends
and neighbors; 1 may, therefore, presume to as in-
timate a knowledge of the subject as a life-time
familiarity with, and study of it, can give. “ I have
been in the habit of discussing the subject freely
| and fully with many persons of intelligence and
| wisdom here and abroad, with a view either to my
own better information or theirs, and not, 1 believe,
without regult in both cases. In a word, I am
satisfied that, without presumption, I may claim to
speak the sentiments and opinions of a class—and
a numerous one—neither fanatical, unreasoning
nor ignorant, that truly conservative clase, indeed,
in whom the institutions of the South have always
found their strongest defence.
| T venture the broad assertion that any oppressive
legislation in the spirit of the bills introduced into
the Legislature by Mr. Jacobs, will ereate in this
State a feeling more dangerous and damaging to
the rights ansintn-rosts of the slaveholder than the
concentrated form of all his enemies beyond its
borders. Let any such act accept its title in ad-
vance—‘‘An act to erect an anti-Slavery party in
Maryland.” 5

I need not here recapitulate the arguments by
which ever rht-minded Southerner defends the
i nstitution of slavery as it has hitherto existed in
this State; enough that we believe them based
upon and entirely consistent with humanity, sound
philanthropy, and humble acknowledgment of
the hand of a Divine Providence ruling inall hu-
man relations. Especially are we accustomed to
point to the superior condition of our free black
population over the same class in the free States, as
evidence that the humane duties of the strong to-
wards the weak are better understood and more
truly practised on the soil where slavery exists
t han elsewhere.

Let the slaveholder of Maryland beware how he
destroys this ground under our feet, and makes
the “institution” such that a man of conscience and
| humanity can no longer stand up in defence of it.
The eyes that must sink in shame before the taunts
and criminations of those whom we have hitherto
confronted upon a ground of truth and reason, will
turn with terrible indignation upon him who shall
bring this disgrace upon us. The spirit he will
evoke will be something different from that which
| we know by the detested name of ““Abolitionism.”
Fanaticism is impotent in its insanity. Even sin-
cere and intellizent philanthropy abroad is mad in
its ignorance of, and rémotenéss from, the subject
with which it deals. To both we have said, “Let
us alone—wé will manage our own affairs.” Citi-
zens of Maryland are neither fanatical, nor igno-
rant, nov weak—and they will manage their own
affairs. And wo unto the slaveholder when that
hitherto imaginary antagonism betweon him and
the non-slaveholder of his own State shall become,
through his own insane act, a terrible reality! Wo
unto him when “his foes shall be those of I
household!”

A few words tp those gentiemen who appear sin-
cerely to look upon this proposition of “binding
out” free megroes as a truly humane measure.—
They have considered it in theory only, Let them
in imagination go forward a féw months to its
practical working. A swarm of despicable, low
officials, will be let loose upon the most thriving
and worthy of the free black population—upon all
who have means to be plandered—for those will be
their chief mark. A hideous traflic in wretched-
ness will spring upin this State,which will degrade
the white man who practises it lower than the
most abject of the negroes in whom he speculates.
Within a week, I have heard of a country lawyer
who invested four dollars and fifty cents in a negro
convict, and sold him for $1,000 to the South. He
has rid the State of one negro convict. He out-
weighs the benefit by remaining here himself.—
This “binding out” tem is even now practised
in the sordid spirit ggest. In my own country
neighborhood recently, a tree black woman fled in
terror to a humane gentleman to protect her four
children against a magistrate, who was making
“eight dollars a head” by seizing negro children
and binding them out on the fulse pretext of vaga-
bondism. Can the legitimate slaveholder expect
that the spectators of these acts will choose to
draw any very nice distinctions between him and
these “bond-holders ?”” Let him pause ere he cre-
ates a class of shaveholders whose infamy must cer-
tainly become his.

There is probably, on the average, not a family
in this State which has not its worthy free black
dependent—dependent, not for material support,
but for kindness and counsel, for protectionin trou-
ble, for all that a helpless race should and must
have from their superiors. Leave the class to the
protection of our social system as it now is, and let
us hope that the movement which has stirred so
many minds on this subject recently may result
only in turning them witfx a more on])ﬂrge‘[ human-
ity towards our feeble dependents. HarrEr.

WASHINGTON NEWS.
Tue MexicAN TreATY—MisCELLANFOUS.

The correspondent of the New York He rald,
writing from Washington on Tuesday, says:

The general impression in political circles here
is that the Mexican treaty will not be ratified by
the Senate in its present form, although it is not
believed they will go to the extent of rejecting it.
The principal ground of opposition to the treaty is
the authority whick it confers upon the govern-
ment of the United States to intervene forcibly at
the call of the government of Juarez; and this op-
position is not confined to party, but is equally
shared by Democrats and Republicans. The pro-
posed amendments seck to gnard against any pos-
sible interference between the opposing parties in
Mexico otherwise than diplomatically.

Miramon has sent here to every Senator an ur-
gent protest against the ratification of the treaty,
and endeavors to show that the treaty-making pow-
er cannot be exercised by Juarez. %o this Mata,
Juarez’s minister, replies, that an act of the Mexi-
can Congress expressly authorizes the President,
under contingencies like the present, when the
state of the country prevents the meeting of Con-
gress, tomake treaties.

The treaty undoubtedly grants important privi-
leges; but whether sufficient to counterbalance the
objections urged, is debateable. An armed inter-
vention would soon give us the two provinces on
the Rio Grande—New Leon, and Tamaulipas—
magnificent territories, doubtless, and admirably
adapted to the cultivation of sugar and cotton, be-
sides being possessed of much mineral wealth,—
Without this armed intervention, Sonora will, pro-
bably, be the only State we shounld acquire for the
present, and that must, necessarily, be a free State.
Hence it is that extreme Southern Senators gene-
rally are favorable to the treaty. But, at the same
time, others are unwilling, for the same reason, to
enter into an arrangement of donbtful propriety,
which, if successful, might re-open the nigger ques-
tion, and keep up an agitation whose baneful effeets
hasalready given the Republican party a promi-
nence it could not otherwise have obtained.

Unless a very marked change takes place in the
minds of Senators, you may rest satisfied the treaty
in its present shape will not be ratified. Not a
single Republican Senator is squarely for the trea-
ty, and but one has been heard to say that he will
go for it at all, and then not unless there existed a
Tegitimnte and generally recognized government in
Mexico, and a Republican President of the United
States.
