Per Steamers Europa & Vigo.

CAPTURE OF TEUTANBY THE SPANIARDS.

NEW YORK, February 24.?The foreign mails, per
steamer Europa, arrived here this evening, and

shortly thereafter the steamer Vigo, from Liver-
pool, arrived, with the mails of the Bth inst., not so
late as the dates bv the Europa, but yet embracing
many items of interest not heretofore received,
owing to the loss of the mails of that date in the
steamer Hungarian.

There are some items of interest not embraced in
the telegraphic despatch of the Europa's advices.

THE LATEST PER TELEGRAPH TO QUEENSTOWN.
Teutan was stormed and captured on February

2nd by the Spaniards, after a tierce and sanguinary-
attack and desperate resistance. The loss on both
sides was comparatively immense. One transport,
containing 27 wounded Spanish officers, had ar-
rived at Algesiras. The artillery, camels, and all
the camp equipage of the Moorish army had been
taken. The brother of the Emperor had fled in ar previous battle on the 31st of January. The Moors
commenced a tierce attack on the Spanish advances posts, being repulsed, and again and again return-
ing with increased fury to the attack, and finally

' closing with the Spanish batallions and fightingr hand to hand, and'obstinately disputing every foot
t of ground until finally defeated.

A letter from Milan says:
We continue to receive afflicting news from Ve-

? netia. The Austrians have sent off to the fortresses
, of Monrovia and the Danube the trains, including

one hundred and eighty persons in chains, arrested
on suspicion of feeling a love for their country, not
having undergone any form of trial. Fresh ar-
rests are being made in all the towns of Venetia.
Every day acts of violence are committed in provo-
cation, in order to force the people to resist, bv
which to have a pretext for exciting Austrian
rage.

PER STEAMER VIGO.
The question of the annexation of Savoy to

France has boen debated in the British Honse ofLords, and strong sentiments expressed against it.
Lord Granville said that the government had as
surances that the annexation was not now contem-
plated.

Lord John Russell announced that England badmade four propositions to France and Austria re-
lative to Italy. Neither powers were to interfere
without the consent of the live great powers. The
French troops to be withdrawn : Venetia to be left
to Austria and the central Italian States to be left
to again express their desires. France had agreed
to all but the foui th proposition. Austria had not
replied, but was Jobjecting to the two last proposi-
tions.

Lord John Russell expressed confidence in the
amicable settlement of the Italian question.

THE ADMINISTRATION WING OF THE
DEMOCRACY IN COUNCIL-THE DOUG-
LAS WING READ OUT OF THE PARTY.
Yesterday morning, at eleven o'clock, the dele-

gates that seceded from the Democratic Fourth
Congressional Delegate Convention on Friday night,
met at Rechabite Hall. Mr. John Hoffman, who
was nominated as Pre=ident the preceding evening,
took the chair and called the Convention to order.
John A. Bowen acted as Secretary. The roll was
called, when delegates from the 11th, 12th, 15th,
16th, 17th, 18th, 19th, and 20th wards answered.?
J. A. L. McClure,of the Committee on Credentials,
stated that owing to the absence of witnesses the
Committee had not been able to come to a decision,
and, to give the Committee more time to complete
their labors, moved that the Convention adjourn
until four o'clock, P. M.

The motion was put and the Convention adjourn-
ed.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
The Convention met at four o'clock, the Presi-

dent in the chair. The proceedings of the morning
session were read, and adopted.

After the wards were called, the Committee on
Organization reported the following gentlemen as
permanent officers: President, Charles Towson,
of the 20th ward; Vice-Presidents, J. B.Emory,
of the 16th ward; Edward Walls, of the 18th ward;
Secretaries, John A. Bowen, of the 12th ward,
and Mr. Kribbs, of the 19th ward. On motion, the
report was unanimously adopted.

The President, Mr. Towson, not being present,
the first Vice-President, Mr. Emory, took the
chair.

Mr. J. A. L. McClure, of the Committee on Cre-
dentials presented the following report-

The Committee appointed to examine into and report
upon the cred ntials of members of this Convention beg
leave to submit:

That after a careful investigation, and a patient hearing
of the delegates, contestants and witnesses, they find
that elections were held in the following wards on Mon-
day evening, the 20th inst., in accordance with the call
made by the "Democratic City Convention," vis :
The Twelfth, Fourteenth. Fifteenth, Sixteenth, Seven-
teenth, Eighteenth, Nineteenth and Twentieth wards.Your Committee also find, from reliatle evidence, that
no election was held inthe Ninthward, by reason of the
frauds there perpetrated, inthestufling of the ballot box,
and the predominance of the rowdy element.

Your Committee further find that in the Tenth ward
such gross outrages were committed in the polling of ille-
gal votes, that nothing but a mockery of an election
was held.

Your Committee further find that in the Eleventh
ward, at an early hour, a notorious club of disorderly
persons, belonging to the opposite political party, was in
attendance for the purpose of voting, and that said club
did vote freely and in considerable numbers, and that
consequently no election was held in said ward.

Your Committee also find that no election was held in
the Thirteenth ward, because of the fact of its meeting
being broken up and dispersed by an attempt to intro-
duce persons as voters who were not members of the
Democratic party, and because of the further fact that
what ballots had been legally cast were not preserved
and counted, but were scattered on the streets.

On a call of the wards, all the wards answered
except the 14th and 19th.

Mr. John Hoffman moved that the Convention
proceed to nominate two delegates to represent the
district in the National Covention to meet at
Charleston.

Without discussion, the motion was adopted.
Mr. Bruce, of the 15th ward, nominated Philip

Frank Thomas, and Mr. Grist, of the 15th, nomi-
nated Chas- J. M. Gwinn, Esq., as delegates.

A motion was offered and carried that the
nominations be closed.

The Convention then proceeded to vote, with the
following result: The 12th, 15th, 16th, 17tb, 18th
and 20th wards, each cast five votes for the gentle-
men nominated, and the Chair announced that thev
were duly elected.

Mr. J. T. Watkins moved that a committee beappointed to wait upon the delegates to inform
them of their election. The motion was adopted,
and the following named gentlemen selected to per-
form the duty: J. T. Watkins, John Hoffman and
coi. w. M. - .

Mr. J. A. L. McClure moved that a committee be
appointed to draft resolutions expressive of the
views of the Convention. The motion was adopt-
ed, and the Chairman appointed the following
gentlemen to act as the Committee: Col. Wm. M.
Carey, J. A. McClure and Jos. A. Bruce.

Mr. Bruce nominated John Kettlewell and Robt.
A. Magraw, Esqs., as alternates to the National
Convention.

Col. Carey, ofthe Committee on Resolutions, then
presented the following preamble and resolutions,
which were read and unanimously adopted :

WHEREAS acertain faction, professing to belong to the
iiemocratic party of this C'ty, has for some years past
been noted forpersistent efforts to control the action of
the party for selfish purposes, and has become famous for
its preternatural activity at ward meetings, its unscrupu-
lous combinations before elections, and its total ineffi-
ciency in the hour of danger and difficulty;

And whereas, since the period when the recognized lea-
ders of this faction deserted their original party relationsand unfortunately attached themselves to the Democratic
party, they have aspired to rule its destinies; and, in the
attempt, have never hesitated at the means to the end,
have always kept on foot a party within a party, drilled
to immediate and unhesitating obediences to "the man-
dates of its chiefs, have yielded to the party no aid in
its severest contests, and have sought to place'it in a po-
sition ofhostility to both the present and former National
Administrations; have invariably subjected to bitter de-
nunciation these whom they could not control; have
introduced from time to time dangerous heresies into our
political creed; have sedulously inculcated differences of
opinion and fostered bitterness of feeling between mem-
bers of the party; have contrived to keep it in a con-
tinual state of intestinal excitement, and contributed
more than any other cause to its present overthrow by
the Know-Nothing party;

And whereas, in the recent primary ward elections heldby order of the Democratic City Convention, to take the
usual measures for the representation of the Democratic
party of this city in the Charleston Convention; though
defeated in their schemes, this faction has so far exceeded
its former mischievous and disorganizing practices as to
emulate the deeds of a late and now happily exploded
combination which has maintained a reign of terror in
this city for the last four years;
i And whereas the Baid faction did manufacture major!,
ties in many or the wards of this city (at the said recent
primary meetings) by the same means and withthe same
material by the use of which the Know Nothing clubocra-
cy have prostrated civil and political liberty in this city,
and laid its streets in blood;

And whereas we cannot recognize as brothers men who,
calling themselves Democrats, can wear the cast off gar
ments of dead Know-Nothingism, and, to gratify their
insatiate thirst for rule, can condescend to employ the
services ofhired ruffians calling themselves by the filthy
names which have earned an eternity of infamy in our
late political annals.

Therefore, Resolved, That this Convention does now, in
the name and in behalf of the Democracy of this city,
proclaim that the leaders who control the faction referred
to inthe foregoing preamble have not and do not politi-
cally deserve nor possess the confidence of the Democratic
party of this city; that since their unwelcome incursion
Into our ranks their work has ever been, with suicidal
hands, to defame and destroy the party, its purest pa-
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triots and holiest institutions: and that we cannot and
wiil not, in our party relations, further recognize its
leaders as members of our organization, in good faith, en-
titled to either the respect or support politically of the
Democratic party; nor will we hereafter affiliate with
them as such.

Resolved, That we repudiate this faction And its lead
ers, and denounce them as political disorganizcrs and
revolutionists; and we call upon al! true, conservativeDemocrats, who have seriously at heart the integrity of
our principles and the advancement of our interests, to
join us in this repudiation and denunciation: and we in-
voke their-aid, in the future, in tne eradication of the
abuses which, with the fostering care of said faction,have crept into our party organizations, and threaten to
destroy the character and efficiency of our party, and
driven from itpeaceful and patriotic citizens.

Mr. J. A. L. McClure offered the following reso-
lution, which was also unanimously adopted:

Resolved, That this convention distinctly announces
its hearty endorsement of the foreign and domestic
policy pursued by the administration of James Buchanan;
that it hereby pledges?whilst expressing its heartiest
sympathies withthe sentiments and interests of our sis-ter States of the South?the support of the Democratic
party of this Congressional District to the nominee of the
Charleston Convention ; and that the delegates this day
elected tnrepresent this said Congressional District in
said Charleston Convention, be left free and unpledged to
support such candidate before said Charleston Conven-tion, as may in their judgment he deemed most availableand deserving.

The Committee appointed to inform Messrs.
Thomas and Gwinn of their election as - delegates,
returned and informed the Convention that Mr.
Gwinn was not in the city, and Mr. Thomas, though
in the city, was indisposed.

The Convention adjourned until Thursday eve-
ning next, when it is expected that the delegates
elected will be present, and address the body.

sed Code of 1858, it was directed that all officers of
the city, with certain specified exceptions, shall be
appointed annually in the month of February, and
enter into their respective offices on the first day of
March immediatelv following their appointments.
It is therefore my duty to send in the list of nomi-
nations, in accordance with the provisions of the
ordinance. Ifit were a matter of discretion, I
would defer my nomination of Police officers until
aftef-the question of the constitutionality of the
Police act, lately passed by the General Assembly
of Maryland, liael been finallysettled by the Courts.
I would not do this merely Iroio courtesy, but
would deem it proper in itself; that no "action
which could possibly be avoided should be had
pending the litigation" in the Courts; but I am ad-
vised by counsel, that the Police act is unconstitu-
tional, and incase no appointments shall be made
of Police officers by the city authorities within
the time limited by the ordinance, there will be no
citv police in commission.

Under these circumstances, I have thought it ad-
visable to nominate the list, as itnow stands upon
the Marshal's books; thus preserving the organi-
zation as constituted at the time of the passage of
the said Police Act. In doing this, I deem it my
duty to state that complaints are now pending
againt many of the officers, which I have not been
able up to this time to investigate, in conse-
quence of my indisposition. It is competent,
however, for the city authorities, incase the power
of appointment and control shall be adjudged to re-
main with them, to re-organize the corps, or to re-
move any unworthy person; and this_power, so far
as I am concerned, will be promptly exercised at
the proper time.

In acting upon these nominations, I respectfully
recommend that your Honorable Body would indi-
cate by resolution, that all commissions thus or-
ganized shall be held subject to revocation at any
time hereafter.

The Secretary of War is preparing an order fora movement of the United States troops now sta-tioned in Utah and other points in the West.?Owing to the present deplorable condition of af-fairs along the Rio Grande, and at various points

on the Mexican frontier, there will undoubtedly bea large movement of troops in that direction. The
administration are determined, if possible, to putan end to the guerilla warfare which has been car-
ried on along the Mexican frontier. By order of
the Commander of the West, a detachment of theThird infantry now at Fort Leavenworth, under
laicut. Lnos, of the Mounted Rifles, will proceed to
Camp Alert, on Pawnee Fork The detachment
will escort ail outgoing mails that may have accu-mulated at Little Arkansas and Pawnee Fork.

The revenue for the six months ending the 31st
December exceeds, bv $4,238,000. the same period
last year. The increase at New York for January
and February authorizes the belief that .Secretary
Cobb's estimate of $56,000,000 for the present fiscalyear will be fully Sustained, and perhaps exceeded,
ifthe imports continue to crowd in as recently.
The amount snhject to draft in the Treasury is
50,300,000. Beside this sum, the Secretary has at
his disposal about 52,500,000 of Treasury notes ca-
pable of reissue. These notes will cover the Post
Office liabilities of the last two quarters, whenever
required by that department, leaving the other
balance for ordinary purposes.

The House Commitiee on Public Expenditures,
Mr. Haskin, Chairman, have commenced opera-
tions. Ibis Committee have assumed the functions
of the Special Committee moved by Mr. Grow for
the purpose of inquiring into the public printing,
binding, &c.,and have subpoenaed Mr. Wendell and
several other witnesses to appear before them at
their meeting to morrow. This Committee intend
to overhaul every department of the Government,
and institute a thorough examination into ail ex-
penditures. They commence with the public print-
ing, and as soon as that is thoroughly ventilated
they will proceed to other departments of the Gov-
ernment, with the view ofexposing and showingup
any abuses which may exist.

The Committee appointed by the Democratic
Senatorial caucus, have agreed upon a set of reso-
lutions, which will be reported to the caucus called
for Saturday next. It is understood that they com-
bine the principles contained in the two sets" of re-
solutions introduced by Mess*. Davis and Brown,
of Mississippi. They will undoubtedly give rise to
considerable debate in caucus, and "it is doubtful
whether they will be adopted, as many of the Sena-
tors are opposed to any such action. The com
tnittee do not consider them as a guide for a plat-
form to be adopted at Charleston, but simply to
harmonize the conflicting views of Democratic
Senators upon the several sets of resolutions under
consideration by the Senate.

The Senate Committee on Territories met Thurs-
day morning, and had under consideration tile sub-
ject of organizing the Territory of Nevada. Judge
Cradelbaugh, at the suggestion of the committee,
having just returned from Utah, and being familiar
with that Territory, appeared before them, and
communicated all facts in his possession relative to
it. The committee are of opinion, as is also Judge
C., ttiat by organizing this Territory it will in a
great measure tend to break np the Mormon settle-
ment, by diverting the population into this new
Territory. The committee will accordingly report
a bill, and urge upon Congress its early adoption.

The Committee on Elections had "the case of
Sickles versus Williamson before them to-day. Mr.
Sickles argued his case, but did not conclude. Mr.
Sickles' official plurality was one hundred and six-
ty-one- Mr. Williamson informs the committee
that he can show that three hundred and twenty
illegal votes were thrown for Mr. Sickles. The
point upon which doubt seeins to hinge rests upon
the fact that Williamson did not notify Sickles
that he intended to contest his seat.

The Senate Post Office Committee met Thursday
moaning, and had under consideration the subject
of the overland mail service. The committee are
maturing a bill changing the whole postal service
between the Atlantic and Pacific. They intend to
abolish all the Isthmus routes, and urge the adop-
tion of a daily overland mail, starting from two
different points. The committee have a special
meeting to-morrow, when the whole subject will
be disposed of.

No orders have been issued by the War Depart
ment for any movement of the troops in New lilexi
co into Chihuahua, to redress the alleged outrages
upon our citizens, and no otlicial information has
been received justifying so serious a step.

THE BOSTON BOOT AND SHOE MARKET AND THE

"STRIKE." ?The Reporter of the 23d says:?There
has been little change since our last. Bayers have
taken hold more readily, as recent movements of
the journeymen have had a tendency to make the
manufacturers firmer, and the idea prevails with
some that, ifthe strike be persisted in, whether the
"strikers" carry their point or otherwise, the effect
will be to advance the price of manufactured goods
to a fair paying rate. In Essex county nearly
every town has been canvassed, and the journey-
men drop the lapstone on the anniversary of the
birth of Washington, stake their awl on the event,
and refuse to abate a peg from their demands.
With a dull trade and well stocked market to con-
tend against, they can scarcely secure a favorable
issue.

PROCEEDINGS OP THE MARYLAND LEGISLATURE.
ANNAPOLIS, Feb. 24, 18(10.

SENATE.
The President presented a communication which

had been addressed to him as President of the Sen-
ate. The memorial was read, which was a remon-
strance on the part of the City Directors in the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company, against abill now pending to increase the number of private
stockholders' direction in the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad Company.

Mr. YELLOT presented four memorials from large
business firms in Baltimore city, Messrs. Oelrichs &
Lurman, and others,remonstrating against the pas-
sage ol the billwhich proposed.'an increased number
of directors on the part of the private stockhol-
ders.

The remonstrances were read, and on motion of
Mr. McKaig, were referred to a selfct committee,
which was composed of Messrs. McKaig, Yellot and
Lynch.

Mr. KIMMELL asked leave to report a bill to pro-
vide for closing that part of Conway street, between
Howard and Exeter streets, which was referred to
a Select Committee.

Mr. KIMMELL offered an order "that the Presi-
dent of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company
bo requested to inform the Senate what will bethe effect of the proposed bill to reduce the rates of
local freight on said road, upon the revenue of theState."

Considerable discussion ensued upon the proprie-
ty of the adoption of the order, in which Messrs.
Kimmel, Lynch, Watkins, Yellott and McKaig,
participated, when the Senate refused to adopt the
order by a vote of 11 to 8.

Mr. DASIIIELL asked leave to introduce a bill toincorporate the Southern Slaveholders' Company,
which was referred to the Committee on Corpora-
tions.

Reports from Standing Committees being in or-
der, a number of bills were reported from the Com-mittee on Finance. Among the bills reported wasa House bill, being an act to compensate MiltonWhitney for the trial of the cases of William G.
Ford and Thomas M. Watkins in the Court of Ap-peals, as counsel on the part of the State by ap-
pointment of the Governor.

Mr. on the second reading of the bill,
moved to strike nut S2OO and insert S4OO. This
motion created considerable discussion, which was
participated in by Messrs. Kimmell, McKaig. Gar
diner and Yellott.

Mr. GOLDSBOROUGH, of Talbot, is making a most
earnest and impressive speech in behalf of the

The hour having arrived, the free negro bills
were taken up as the order of the day.

Mr. BURGESS moved to postpone further consid-
eration of this matter until Tuesday next. He de-
sired their postponement chiefly on account of the
absence of Mr. Dennis, of Somerset.

Mr. FORD acquiesced in the motion.
Mr. LANDING thought it was made only to put ofF

the bill and secure its defeat.
The motion was lost, and Mr. Jacobs' bill was

read. The first section relating to manumission of
slaves, and the 2nd section relating to assembling
of negroes for purposes of worship, being read.

Mr. FREANKU otFered an amendment to the Ist
section providing that any one could emancipate a
negro provided he left money enough to send the
negro so manumitted out of "the State.

Mr. J Aeons pbjected to the amendment. He de-
signed to have no free negroes in the State, it
was false humanity to think of such a thing. He
hoped the amendment would not prevail.

Upon consultation, Mr. FREANER withdrew his
amendment, designing to offer it at another time,
when a substitute to Mr. Jacobs' bill should be of-
fered.

To the sth section Mr. JACOBS offered an amend-
ment to prevent free negroes from following the
business of caulkers, ship joiners, farmers, shoe-
makers, bricklayers, carpenters, or other mechanic
trades on their own account. Mr. Jacobs said he
offered the amendment because he had received pe-
titions from all parts of the State to bring about
this end.

Mr. FREANER.? Does the gentleman offer this
amendment in earnest, and in consequence of peti-
tions received to that effect?

Mr. JACOBS. ?Yes, sir, certainly; I hare received
petitions from ten counties and the city to that
effect.

Mr. FREANER. ?Why, then, do you not take into
account the numerous petitions received from Bal-
timore citizens against the movement.

Mr. JACOBS.?Because I am now in the right
train to find out whether the names of all the gen-
tlemen signed to those petitions are genuine. 1
saw a gentleman of position who told me that his
name had been put on one of the petitions, and I
have reason to believe there are others in the same
category.

Mr. CHAPLAIN said that if there was a combina-
tion to allow Mr. Jacobs' bill to be read, and after-
wards to offer a substitute and pass it, the House
should know it. It has been said that we will al-
low this bill of Mr. J. to be read?let him perfect
it, and that other gentlemen should reserve their
amendments for the substitute.

On motion of Mr. DENNISOS, of Baltimore county,
the House resolved itself into a Committee of the
Whole.

Mr. HOLLAND moved to subsiitute his bill for
that of Mr. Jacobs?which was lost.

On motion of Mr. BURGESS, the bill of Mr. Den-
nis, of Somerset, No. 44, was substituted for that
of Mr. Jacobs.

Bill No. 44 was then read. To section 2, Mr.
Freaner offered an amendment providing that
slaves set free should be sent out of the State per-
manently. The amendment was adopted.

To the section imposing a fine of S2O npon a free
negro coming into the State for the first time, and
slaverv for life upon a second offence?Mr. JACOBS
offered an amendment to make the penalty in the
Ist offence, slavery for life.

Mr. GOLDSBOROUGH moved to amend it by impo-
sing a fine ofSIOO for the first time, and forfeiture
of freedom for the second offence. Both the
amendment and substitute were rejected.

The cars left while the section was being per
fected.

The Massachusetts Legislature consists of sixty
Senators and two hundred and forty Representa-
tives. Of this aggregate, twenty-four are lawyers,
fifty-six are farmers, thirty-one are merchants,
about fifty are manufacturers, eight are physicians,
three are clergymen, and five are editors.
