From Washington.
WASHINGTON, February 27. ?The election of Ex-

I.ieutenant Governor Ford of Ohio as House printer
to day was rather an unexpected event. All the
Republicans present voted for him, together with
one Southern oppositionist, Mr. Anderson, of Ken-
tucky.

Mr. Davis, of Maryland, and Mr. Etheridge, of the
Southern opposition, voted for Mr. Ball, while oth-
ers of that organization supported Mr. Seaton of
the National Intelligencer, in addition to two Dem-

ocrats, Messrs. Pryor and Millson. Mr. Adrain,
Anti-Lecompton Democrat, voted for Mr. Winton.
With the exceptions above named, Mr. Glossbrenner
received the votes of the Democrats present.

The Senate, in Executive session, to-day finally
disposed of the commerce and amity treaty with
Paraguay by ratifying it. The Mexican treaty
was then read but the general discussion of its
merits was not commenced.

Among the memorials presented to-day in the

Senate was one from Samuel F. Dunlap, claiming
that Nicaragua had given him and his company
the exclusive right to navigate by steam all the
waters of that country, and complaining that our

of the People's party of Pennsylvania, at their
Convention held at Harrisburg on Wednesday:

Mr. Curtin is a resident of Centre county, where
he is very much respected and quite popular.?
Thoroughly identified with the interests and feel-
ings oftbe'people of Western Pennsylvania, he has
ever been to them in some sort a representative
man, characterized by that love of material pro-
gress, ardent pursuit* after intellectual and educa-
tional development, and restless activity and enter-
prise, which have made Western politicians and
public men persons of mark everywhere. In Penn-
sylvania affairs he has long been well known, though
still a comparatively young man. He was an influ-
ential member of the Whig party, and when the
Hon. James Pollock was elected "by that organiza-
tion Governor, he was appointed Secretary of
State and Superintendent ot Public Instruction,
which offices he filled with credit and distinction
during Pollock's administration. He was a promi-
nent candidate for United States Senator in the
unfortunate difficulties at Harrisburg in 1855, be-
ing the chief competitor of General Cameron.

TAKIXQTHE KAILROAD TAX HARU.?The ljfowns-
ville, Pa., Times says: The people of Washington
county seem determined to offer at least a passive
resistance to the collection of a railroad tax. A
few (lays ago we noticed the case of a man who
had his horse levied upon by the collector; hut, in-
asmuch as no bidder for the animal could be found,
he was returned him again, the tax gatherer not

even making his expenses by the operation. This
week we have to announce the seizure and sale of
the lion. W. Montgomery's library, for railroad
tax. The gentleman is one of the most steadfast
opponents of the impost in the county, and permit-
ted his books to go to sale that he might bring the
matter to a legal test in a higher court. What
the result willbe remains to be seen.

CtJhtoDs LAW.?There is a law in Pennsylvania
which requires that all wills which contain be-
quests for charitable and religious purposes shall
be made twenty days before the death of the testa-
tor. It will be remembered that ex-Mayor Gilpin,
who died recently in Philadelphia, bequeathed a
large sum or money 10 various cuaruaoie anu lit-
erary societies. The munificent intentions of Mr.
Gilpin are likely to fail through a legal defect in
his will, which was made only twelve days before
his death.

The chain-gang, as a mode of punishment for
crime,, is extensively patronized in many ot the
Western cities, and is working wonders. The
papers complain that the principal material for
items, drunks and disorderlies, have subsided into
the chain-gang.

A charge of bribery was lately preferred against
Sinclair Roberts, a member of the lower house of
the Kentucky Legislature, and it is said to be the
first charge of the kind ever brought against a
member of the Legislature of that State.

A few mornings since, the dead body of a little
girl, about ten years old, was found on the ice in
Muskegan Lake, Michigan. She had been across
the Lake to church, and on her return had lost her
way, and eventually her life on the frozen ice.

The N'ew York Tribune thinks the postponement
of the Chicago Convention, to June, a grave mis-
take, both in loss of time and the opportunity
given for breeding dissensions among the Republi-
cans about rival candidates.

Intelligence has been received from Lieutenant
Mullan's Expedition to the first of December. A
severe snow storm had overtaken the party in the
Rocky Mountains, and that many animals had been
lost and men frozen by the severe cold.

Jerry, the slave convicted in Clarke county, Va.,
of inciting insurrection, and sentenced to be hung,
but whose sentence has been commuted to imprison-
ment lor life, has been taken to the penitentiary at
Richmond.

The citizens of Columbia, South Carolina, have
had manufactured a cane of palmetto, which was
suitably inscribed and sent to Washington, to be
presented to Mr. Edmonson, of Virginia.

Howard and others, "The Board of Police ol the
Citv of Baltimore," vs. The Mayor and City Coun-
cil of Baltimore. Application lor a mandamus.

lleverdy Johnson, J. Mason Campbell, William
Henry Norris and S. Teackle Waliis, Esqrs., for
the relators; J. Meredith, Wm. Price, William
Schley and Thos. S. Alexander for the respondent.

As is well known to our readers, the Police bill
which was passed at the present session of the Leg-
islature, contained a clause looking to the decision
by the Courts of the question as to the constitu-
tionality of the Act, and providing for the issuing
of a writ of mandamus in the following words :

SEC. 11 The said Board shall be, and they are hereby
authorized, to provide themselves with sueli offices and
office furniture,and other tilings; and sucli clerks and
other subordinates as they may neeil, and to have and use
a common seal; they shall divide the city into theneedfui
number of police districts, and provide if necessary in
each of them a station house or houses, with all tilings
and attendants required for the same, and all sucli other
accommodations as maybe required for the police; the said
Board, for the purposes of thisarticle.shall have the use of

the fire alarm and police telegrapli in said city, and of all
station houses.watcli boxes, arms,accoutrements and other

accommodations and things provided by the Mayor and
City Council of Baltimore, for the use and service of the
police created by saiil Mayor and City Council, as fully
and to the same extent as the same are now and may be
used, by or for the said city police; and the said Mayor
and City Council, and all persons and municipal officers
in charge thereof arc hereby ordered and required
to allow such use accordingly; in case the said Mayor |
and City Council or its officers or agents refuse or neglect
to allow sucli use, as and when the same shall be requir-
ed by said Board, the said Board may apply to the Supe-
rior Court of Baltimore city, in the name of the State, for

a mandamus to compel a compliance with the provisions
of this section, and the application therefor shall be heard
and decided by the Court; one week's notice of the appli-
cation shall he given, and the respondent or respondents
shall have the right to answer within the week, and if
testimony he needed on either side, the same shall he
taken within ten days after the answer is filed or the said

week shall have expired; from the decision of the Supe-
rior Court in the premises either party may appeal within

ten days, and itshall be tiie duty of the clerk to send up
the record immediately, and the appeal shall he heard by
the Court of Appeals if then in session, and if not in
session at the next term; in both Courts the case shall be
taken up and tried in preference to all others.

In accordance with the provisions of the above
.notion, as i. aim nanprallir known, the Police
Commissioners, on the 9th day of the present
month, made application to the Mayor for the sur-

render of all station houses, watch boxes, Ac., as

above provided, with which requisition the Mayor
declined to comply. On the 10th inst., therefore,
the Commissioners, by their counsel, Messrs.

Reverdy Johnson, J. Mason Campbell, Wil-
liam Henry Norris and S. Teackle Waliis, made

application to the Judge of the Superior Court for
the writ of mandamus. Upon this application,
Judge Martin ordered a hearing in the case on the
27th, (yesterday,) provided a copy of the writ be
served upon the Mayor on or before the 13th inst.

This order having been complied with, the

Mayor and City Council, bv their counsel, Messrs.
Jonathan Meredith, Wm. Price, Wm. Schley and
T. S. Alexander, on the 17th filed their answer
to the writ, to which answer the counsel for the
Commissioners demurred.

The points in the case are fully presented in the
printed briefs prepared by the eminent counsel on
each side, and which we accordingly subjoin :

The counsel for the respondent will maintain, inargu
ment, the following positions:

1. By the Constitution of Maryland, the City of Balti-
more is recognized and established as a municipal Corpo-
ration; and, as such, certain powers, faculties, and franchi-
ses are, by the Constitution, secured to said city, as con-
stitutional rights.

2. That such constitutional rights, (the nature and

character, and extent of which willappear by a just con-
struction of the Constitution.) are, as respects the es-
tablishment of a police force in this city, exclusive of any
power of the Legislature, except, only, as to fixing, from
time to time, the number of Justices of the Peace and of
Constables.

3. That, at all events , the Legislature has no power,
validly, to pass any Bill, or to confer powers of faculties
of a police character on any persons, individually or as a
Board, to be exercised within the territorial limits of
Baltimore, in conflict with the police established by the
City of Baltimore?much less as a police to act for or on
behalf of said city.

4. That the Billmentioned in the Petition in this case,

for the reasons above stated, and for the various additional
reasons suggested in the Answer in this case, is unconsti
tutional and void.

5. That the prayer for a mandamus, as prayed in this
case, if granted, would be virtually subverting the City
Government, and establishing, in lieu thereof, an aiiamo-

lous body unknown to the Constitution, and utterly in-

compatible with its provisions.
6. That the police provided by the Constitution for the

City ofBaltimore, being intended by that instrument as
an entire arrangement, complete inall its parts, cannot

be superseded by the Legislature, nor in any manner
interfered with, except in the mode pointed out by the

Constitution itself.
7. That the power of calling out the militaryis confided

by the Constitution to the Governor alone, and that under
strict limitations; and the attempt to confer upon the
Board of Police Commissioners the same power, without
any limitation at all, is repugnant to the Constitution
and void.

8. That the Sheriff, the Justices of the Peace, and the
Constables, are recognized by the 19th section of the 4th
article of the Constitution, as the permanent Police of

the City of Baltimore, and that the Legislature has no
constitutional power to substitute any other permanent ,
police for that so recognized by the Constitution*

9. That the position upon which the respondent mainly
relies is this: That the whole ground covered by the bill

is already pre-occupied by the Constitution. That to

make room for the bill, it will be necessary to displace
the entire arrangement made of the same subject by the
Constitution itself. That by the very terms of the act

the Legislative Police is made to extinguish the Consti-
tutional Police of the City of Baltimore?which cannot

be done unless the law is held to be superior to the Con-
stitution.

The relators in answer to the points of objection set
forth in respondent's answer willcontend

Ist. That the Legislature had the competency to appoint
the relators to the olfices created by the law?which is de-

nied by the respondent's answer.
2d. Tliai. no soupd construction of the Constitution will

justify the doctrine that the whole permanent rouce
power of the State is vested in Sheriffs, Justices of the
Peace and Constables to be elected by the people, and
that the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore have ex-

clusive rigiit to organize and control a police force like

that now existing in the city, and such as is provided for
in the Police law of the General Assembly passed at its
present session;

As the Legislative power has no other limitations than
such as are imposed inthe Constitution of the State, or of

the United States, and before any powers are denied or
exclusively vested elsewhere, the purpose to this end in
the Constitution must be clear and distinct.

3d. That the Sheriff's duties and powers, and those of
other peace conservators, arc not unconstitutionally af-

fected by the Police law of this General Assembly.
4th. That the Police law does not interfere with the

military power of the Governor.

sth. That the Legislature has devolved no judicial
powers on the Board of Police by enabling them to ex-
amine witnesses, and to affect, ascontemplated in the law,
police officers for misbehavior in office.

6th. That itwas entirely competent to authorize process
to run beyond the city limits.

7th. That the taxing and legislative power of the State,
are never to be deemed divested out of the Legislature,
except by express provisions of organic law?and it is
doubtful if even such a provision would prevent their re-
sumption by the people and their representatives. It can
be delegated.

Bth. Conferring the power of estimating the necessary

police tax on the Police Boards, is entirely constitutional,
and violates no principle of representation.

9th. As municipal corporations are, as respects their
public franchises and property, but branches of the State
Government, the State can modify and control them, and
exercise every power over them for the purpose of local
government, which it can exert a9 respects any other
State power or property?unless restrained by exclusive
limitationin the Constitution.

The hearing in the case, therefore, commenced
yesterday.

Much interest has been manifested since the is-
suing of the writ of mandamus, and many specula-
tions have been entertained as to the probable de-
cision of the Court. The Court-room yesterday
was crowded, both inside and outside the bar, and
the proceedings were listened to attentively.

William 11. Norris, Esq., one of the counsel,
opened the argument on the part of the Commis-
sioners.

Mr. Norris commenced by saying:
?that if the large assembly who were present in the
Court-room expected him to go over, recount and dwell
upon certain facts and events, which had transpired in
this city for a few years past, showing the inefficiency of
the present system of police, and the inability of the au-
thorities to protect the citizens of Baltimore in l ights
guaranteed to them by the Constitution, they would he
disappointed; he would only refer to them, whenever and
wherever it was necessary in the course of his argument.
Certain powers had been delegated to the city of Balti-
more. among which was one to protect the right of suf-
frage, but since the year 1856 that power had not been
used. Certain powers had been delegated.not onlyfor the

establishment ofa police, but power to call out the mili-

tary arm whenever an occasion should arise demanding
their concurrent action. This power was delegated to the
municipality by the Legislature, and it was so delegated
because every citizen is entitled to demand from the su
preme power certain protection in all his rights of citizen
ship.

If the power delegated is not exercise 1, then the dele-
gating power has a right to annul those grants and pro-
tect the citizen itself. If the officers to whom the power
is given, to protect each individual in the community in

all his rights, fail in their duty, then it is the right
of the State by its strong arm to take the power from

them. The State is be und to protect the citizen irrespec-
tive of the action of the local authorities. Mr. Norris
cited several authorities in support of this position. lie
referred to the Staten Island riot, the burning of the qua-
rantine buildings, and said that not one arrest was made
there by any of those inauthority, because those delega-
ted with powers to suppress the riot.were almost all sym-
pathizers with the rioters; some, a minority, did protest
against these acts, hut it was not until fiov. Kirig, ofNew
York, brought the military power of the State to bear
?t|Utn tt.o ruttord thot ll.a otximit f /lijAi-Jui- IC9S tramnlpil

down and quiet and order restoied. Hedidthis because
of the obligation of the State to protect ail iter citizens.

Mr. Schley.?This was suppressing a riot.
Mr. Norris continued.?lt was because the local au-

thorities failed to exercise the rights which had beeu given
them by the State: and those few persons who protested
against the proceedings at Staten Island, spoke as our
citizens have spoken at the Mayor's office here from 1856
(o 1859. It is because this power delegated by the State

has not been exercised, that the State has been called
upon to revoke these powers, and take it upon herself to
protect its citizens Ten thousand of the citizens ofBal-
timore have said to the Legislature, we are not protected
in our rights of suffrage or of property, or any of those
rights of society in which we are to expect protection;
and now we demand that, revising the past, and seeing
tiiat the powers delegated have not been exercised, you

shall recall those powers and transfer them to others who
willprotect us.

The act of 1853, creating a local police for this city,
gave the power to invoke the aid of the military in cases
of emergencies; 'the Legislature has now withdrawn those
powers from the city, and placed them in other hands?-
the principal has revoked the delegated powers of the

agent ?they have given them to others, who, if the re-
fractory spirit should again arise, they have the power
to exercise that last resort ?the sword?to subdue
those blood-stained men, who have for so long set the
laws at defiance within our city.

Two laws have recently been passed. First?the elec

tion law, which willenable every man to go and deposit
his ballot in accordance with the rights guaranteed by
the State. Ten thousand men have said they could not
vote. The Legislature have passed a law, delegating
certain powers to the judges of election, to protect them
in their sovereign right. But they can't obtain access to

the polls without aid of an organized police?a drilled
and disciplined police must be organized to protect these
rights. This does not only concern Baltimore, but the
State at large; there are elections for Governor and other

officers for the State,in which the State is part of the con-
stituency?ihe counties say the polls are not free in Balti-
more. and she can byfraud control the whole State.

Some persons say, let us regulate our own affairs: ifwe
can make as many riots as we please, you have nothing
to do withit. This is not so. The State has a right to be
heard. There is no feature in the election bill, said Mr.
Norris, to which a right-minded man can object. The
whole purpose of the hill is, that the right of suffrage
shall be exercised according to the theory of true republi-
canism. Mr. Norris said he knew there were men who,
ia alluding to the outrages at the polls, fiad styled it the
play of freemen's spirits, and had held up the Legislature
who had framed this law as a set of clowns. Does the
law not show that the Legislature are a nthle body of
men ? The provisions of the laws are that by whicii the
character of the Legislature is to he judged.

Mr. Norris then referred to the Police bill, passed at

the present session. He spoke of recent affairs in this
city and the necessity for the organization of a police
force according to the provisions of this bill, as the only
mode by which the evils complained of by the citizens

could he remedied. He then read certain sections of the
hilland explained the objects and purposes had in view
by the Legislature when it was passed. In alluding to

the Helper provision, he said, itwasput therefor the pur-
pose of malting the hill ridiculous or obnoxious. It had
no business in such a bill. He was as much opposed to

Black Republicanism as any man, but he thought this
bill was not the place in which to express political opin-
ion; the provision did not affect the constitutionality of

the entire bill, although it might be unconstitutional in
itself.

Mr. Noma then reviewed the proceedings in the case,

anil hail not concluded at o'clock, when the Court ad.
journeil.

CRIMINALCOORT?Hon. Henry Stump, Judge.?
Milton Whitney,Esq., prosecuting Attorney.

The Court assembled yesterday morning at eleven
o'clock, and the names of the Grand Jury, Petit
and Special Panel jurors were called. Alter
which, Judge Stump said that, owing to the fact
that his case was still pending before the Legisla-
ture of the State, he would be compelled to be in
attendance thereon, and consequently would have
to discharge the jurors until next Monday morn-
ing at eleven o'clock. They conld consider them-
selves discharged until that time.

The Petit and Special Panel jurors dispersed,
and the Grand Jury returned to their room for a
few minutes and then adjourned.

Wm.*H. Cowan, Esq., appeared before the
Court on behalf of Henry Downs, the young man
charged with the murder of John Joyce, which
took place about one year ago on Laudenslagers
Hill, and who, on the 20th inst., surrendered him-
self to the police of the Western district. Mr.
Cowan asked the Court to fix the amount of bail in
the case,stating that there was no evidence to convict
the boy. Judge Stump fixed the amount at $2,000,
and authorized Mr. Pinkney, the Deputy State's
Attorney, to take the bail in the Clerk's office.

Windham Spurrier, Esq., appeared in behalf of
Henry Drown, charged with assaulting Mr. Thos.
Wildey, with intent to commit highway robbery,
and asked the Court to fix the amount ofbail.

Judge Stump fixed the amount at SI,OOO, but
the security was not offered.

Robert Barry, Esq., appeared in behalf of Wes-
ley Woodward, confined in jailon the charge of
shooting with intent to kill Franklin Naff, on the
night of the 2fith of December last, and asked the
Court to fix the amount of bail inthe case.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE MARHAMI LEGISLATURE.
ANNAPOLIS, Feb. 27, 1860.

SENATE.
The PRESIDENT presented a report addressed to

him bv the President and Managers of thb Mary-
land Colonization Society,which was read, and on
motion of Mr. Yellott, two hundred copies were
ordered to be printed lor the use of the Senate.

The President of tho Chesapeake and Ohio Canal
Company delivered a report in answer to a resolu-
tion of inquiry adopted by the Senate as to the hold-
ers of scrip and canal bonds, Ac., and stated that
he could not furnish the Senate with the informa-
tion they required, as the records inthe office of the
Canal Company threw no light upon the parties
who now held the bonds and scrip.

Mr. LYNCH asked leave to introduce a bill to au-
thorize and empower the Mayor and City Council
of Baltimore to endorse or guarantee $500,000 of
the bonds of the Northern Central Railroad Com-
pany. Leave was granted and referred to Com-
mittee on Judicial Proceedings.

A message was received from the House of Dele-

gates, containing a bill appropriating seventy thou-
sand dollars for the purchase of arms. The rules
were suspended for a second and third reading, and
the bill was passed by yeas and nays. Allthe Sena-
tors voted for the appropriation.

On motion of Mr. STONE, it was ordered that tho
bill relating to the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal
Company be postponed and made the order of the
day for Wednesday next, at 12 o'clock.

Mr. HECKART, of the Select Committee appointed
to investigate into the charges of discrimination
made against the Chesapeake and Delaware Canal
Company, submitted a report, setting forth that
great discrimination was made bv the Company to'
the detriment of the interests of Baltimore and the
State of Maryland, while it favored the city of
Philadelphia, and recommended the passage of a
bill to regulate the &aine. The report was ordered
to be printed, and made the order of the day for
Thursday ne?:t.

ney of Baltimore city to give bond for the faithful
discharge of his official duties. Referred to Messrs.
Freaner, Burgess and Salmon, as a Special Com-
mittee.

Mr. CHAPLAIN, of the Committee on Judiciary,
reported unfavorably upon the increase of pay of
the Judges of the Orphans' Court of Baltimore.

Mr. M.U'KOBBIN, of the Committee on Claims, re-
ported a bill in favor of the claim of the Annapo-
lis Gas light Company, making an appropriation
therefor.

Mr. MCALLISTER, of Baltimore, ottered an order
requiring the trustees of Greenmount Cemetery to
report to this House whether they have not for-
feited their act of incorporation; the total amount
of receipts for the past year?and the number of
lot-holders up to the present time?which was
passed.

,

Mr. FREANER, of the Committee on Elections,
submitted a report to the House in the contested
election case of Adam Denmead and others, con-
testants, against Charles L. Krnfl't and others, sit-
ting members of the House of Delegates. The re-
port declares that there was no election in Balti-
more on November 2d, 1859, and was signed by
M I.'- /al?: , l. jl. U. o. li.
MORGAN, A. C. HARDING, and G. W. GOI.DSBOROIOH,
and may be found in another column. In con-
cluding, the report recommends the issue of a war-
rant, by the Speaker, for holding another election
in Baltimore, to fill the seats of the gentlemen thus
declared to be non-elected.

On motion of Mr. CHAPLAIN, 3,000 copies of the
report were ordered to be printed.

Mr. FBEANER' also ottered a report of the com-
mittee in tiie contested election case of Kerr r*.

Gaither. The report declares that there was no
election, and the'oflice is declared vacant. The re-
port also recapitulates nearly the same reasons for
declaring the farce of November 2d, 1859, no elec-
tion, as in the above case. The testimony infavor
of Mr. Gaither is declared negative?that it proves
nothing, and was given in by men who were either
at the polls for a short time, or were Judges and
Clerks of Election, who were in the house all the
time, and could see nothing but what occurred im-
mediately infront ot the window, and about the
premises in which they were located. Three thou-
sand copies were ordered to be printed.

Mr. Freaner expressed bis intention of reporting
upon the Case of Jarrett v. Purnellto-morrow. He
Would write out the report to-dav.

Mr. CHAPLAIN called up a bill for the relief of
the sureties on the bond of John MeXabb, late tax
collector of Talbot county. The bill was read a
third time and passed.

Mr. GOLDSBOROOOH called UP a bill to regulate
the time of continuing the fisheries in the Potomac
river, and regulating the use of seines and prohibi-
ting the use of gill-nets, <tc. Mr. Goldsborough ex-
plained that as soon as passed the bill would be sent
to the Legislature of Virginia to be acted upon
there in concert with the course of this State. The
bill was read a third time and passed.

A message was received from the Senate embrac-
ing a House bill to appropriate the sum of §70,000 to
purchase arms for the use of the State. The bill
was passed by the Senate and is now a law.

Mr. MACKORBIN reported a bill to give additional
power to the city of Annapolis. Referred to Com-
mittee on Corporations.

By Mr. Harding, of Select Committee, a bill for
relief of John Honesty, a free negro, of Montgom-
ery county. By Mr. Legg, of Select Committee, a
bill for relief of J as. Perkins, late Sheriff of Queen
Anne's county.

By Mr. NAILL, of Select Committee, favora-
bly on a bill to prevent the sale of liquor
within three miles ot Mount St. Mary's College,
Frederick county.

Mr. BURGESS having obtained a suspension of the
rules, called up a Senate bill providing for the
amendment of the 83d section, 74th article, Code
General Laws, so as to extend the right to sue cap-
tains and owners of vessels and steamboats in the
coußty where they take in freight.

A call of the House was made and ten absent
members sent for. The proceedings under the call
occupied about 20 minutes. After the call was isuspended the bill was passed.

THE SENATE DEMOCRATIC CAUCUS RESO-

LUTIONS.
The Democratic members of the United States

Senate held the most important caucns of the session
on Saturday last, for the purpose of discussing the
report of the Select Committee to whom had been
referred the resolutions of Messrs. Brown and Da
vis. The attendance was large, Mr. Hammond and
a few others only being absent.

Mr. Brown's resolution for an immediate Slave
Code received five votes, viz.; Messrs. Mason, Clay,
Chesnut, Robert Johnson and Brown. Those of
Mr. Davis were carried without a division, and will
command every Southern Democratic vote in the

Senate, and all from the North but those of Messrs.
Douglas and Pugh. Mr. Davis' resolutions are

as follows:
1. Resolved, That in the adoption of the Federal

Constitution, the States adopting the same acted
as free and independent'sovereignties, delegating
a portion of their powers to be exercised by the
Federal Covernment, for the increased security of
each, against dangers domestic as well as foreign;
and that any intermeddling by any one or more
States, or by a combination of their citizens, with
the domestic institutions of the others, on any pre-
text, whether political, moral, or religious, with
the view to their disturbance or "subversion, is in
violation of the Constitution, insulting to the
States so interfered with, endangers their domes-
tic peace and tranquility?objects for which the
Constitution was formed?and, by necessary conse-
quence, serves to weaken and destroy the Union
itself.

2. Resolved, That Negro Slavery, as it exists in
fifteen States of this Union, composes an important
portion oftheir domestic institutions,inherited from
their ancestors, and existing at the adoption of the
Constitution, by which it is recognized as consti-
tuting an important element of the apportionment
of powers among the States; and that no change of
opinion or feeling on the part of the non-slavehold-
ing States of the Union in relation to this institu-
tion can justify them or their citizens in open and
systematic attacks thereon,with a view to its over-
throw; and that all such attacks are in manifest
violation of the mutual and solemn pledges to
protect and defend each other, given by the
States, respectively, on entering into the constitu-
tional compact which formed the Union, and are a
manifest breach of faith and a violation of the most
solemn obligation.

3. Resolved, That the union of these States rests
on the equality of rights and privileges among its
members, and that it is especially the duty of the
Senate, which represents the States in their sove-
reign'capacity,to resist all attempts to discriminate
either in relation to person or property, so as, in
the Territories ?which are the common possession
of the United States?to give advantages to the
citizens of one State which are not equally secured
to those of every other State.

4. Resolved, That neither Congress, nor a Territo-
rial Legislature, whether by direct legislation or leg-
islation of an indirect and unfriendly nature, possess
the power to annul or impair the consiitutional right
of any citizen of the United States to take his slave
property into the common Territories; but it is the
duty of the Federal Government there to afford for
that, as for other species of property, the needful
protection; and if experience should at any time
prove that the Judiciary does not possess power to
insure adequate protection, it will then become the
duty of Congress to supply such deficiency.

5. Resolved, That the inhabitants of an organized
Territory of tbe United States, when they right-
fully form a Constitution, to be admitted as a State
into the Union, may then, for the first time, like
the people of a State when forming a new Constitu-
tion, decide for themselves whether slavery, as a
domestic institution, shall be maintained or pro-
hibited within their jurisdiction; and if Congress
shall admit them as a State, "they shall be re-
ceived into the Union with or without slavery, as
their Constitution may prescribe at Jbe time of
their admission.

ti. Resolved, That the provision of the Constitution
for the rendition of fugitives from service or labor,
"without the adoption of which the Union could
not have been formed," and the laws of 1793 and
1850, which were enacted to secure its execution,
and the main features of which, being similar, bear
the impress of nearly seventy years of sanction by
the liighestjudicial authority, hare unquestionable
claim to the respect and observance of all who en-
joy the benefits of our compact of Union ; and that
the acts of State Legislatures to defeat the purpose
or nullify the requirements of that provision, and
the laws made in pursuance of it, are hostile in
character, subversive of the Constitution, revolu-
tionary in their effect, and if persisted in, must
sooner or later lead the States injured by such
breach of the compact to exercise their judgment as
to the proper mode and measures of redress.

FROM CALIFORNIA AND SOUTH AMERICA.

The steamer Baltic, with California dates to the
Gth inst., arrived at New York on Sunday.

ffc take the following summary of her intelli-

gence from the Herald of yesterday:
The Baltic brought 51,393,579 in specie, and

among her passengers was the Hon. M. S. Latham,
the newly elected Senator from California. Pub-
lic opinion in San Francisco was very strong
against the United States in reference to the Alma-
den mine suit, as it was believed that improper in-
fluences had been used at Washington to prevent
justice being done. The hostilities carried on'
against the Indians in the Northern part of Cali-
fornia had been conducted in the most barbarous
manner, and hundreds of Indians ?men, women
and children ?had been slaughtered in cold blood
by the volunteers. Benchley & Co., prominent
hardware merchants in San Francisco, had failed.
The reported discover}' of silver mines in Napa
county is said to be exaggerated, but the prospect-
ing had brought to light valuable quicksilver de-
posits. Forbestown, Butte county, was entirely
destroyed by fire on January 28. A bill to release
the sureties on the bond of Henry Bates, late State
treasurer, had passed both Houses of the Legisla-
ture. The animation in trade at. San Francisco in
the first fortnight of the year had died out, and ex-
treme dullness is reported in nearly every depart-
ment of mercantile business.

Among the passengers by the Baltic are Messrs.
Whitewright, Gouverneur Kemble, and Isaac
Tonnsend, of the Panama Railroad Company, and
C. H. Russell, of the Pacific Mail Steamship Com-
pany, who have been on a short tour of inspection
of the properties of these Companies on the Isthmus
and in the bav of Panama; Hon. M. S. Latham, the
newly elected Senator from California; General
Totten and Professor Bartlett, United States army.

WASHINGTON TERRITORY.

From Washington Territory we have dates to
January 30. At a meeting held on the 23d, at

which a number of the members of the Legislative
Assembly were present, Genera! W. S. Harney was
nominated for the Presidency of the United States.
Captain Maloney's Company, Fourth Infantry, had
marched against the Chehalis Indians. A report
had reached T'ownsend that an express had arrived
from the Boundary Commission on Similkimoen,
for assistance, as all their instruments and animals
had been lost in the snow; it was also stated that
the soldiers and men were making from S2O to SSO
a day by mining, but little confidence was placed
in the report.

CENTRAL AMERICA.

The news from Central America is interesting.
Mr. Wyke, the English Minister inNicaragua, had
negotiated a treaty with Martinez, having for its
object the gradual extinction of the Mosquito pro-
tectorate; the King to be taken as a pensioner on
the civil list of Nicaragua. Mora had completely
failed to effect a return to Costa Rica, and his for-
mer friends were making allegiance to the new-
government. Very great hopes were entertained
in San Juan del Norte that the Anglo-American
(Croskey & Co.) Transit route would soon be
opened. There were large shipments of coffee to
Europe from Costa Rica, but the prospects of the
present crop were not encouraging.

NEW GRANADA.

From New Granada we learn that the report of
a revolution in Bogota, brought by the last steam-
er, was unfounded. Very great excitement pre-
vailed, however, amongst the different States, and
a secession of as many as five of them from the
Union was anticipated. Panama, it was thought,
would remain neutral if called to aid either side.
The courts-martial on the United States ship
Cyane were drawing to a close. The Cruces gold
excitement had nearly died out.

PL ItU AND ECUADOR.
Our advices from the South Pacific inform us of

the conclusion of a treaty of peace between Peru
and Ecuador, and the return of a large number of
Peruvian troops home. The treaty contains thirty-
two articles. Ecuador cedes a large portion of her
territory to Peru, and the sth article declares void
the grant made to the British creditors of the lands
in the territories of Quijos and Canelas, and states
that they are to be indemnified by the grant of
other lands, the exclusive property of Ecuador.?
Chile was quiet, and trade bad improved. The
news is not important in other respects.

SANDWICH ISLANDS.

We have news from the Sandwich Islands dated
to the 7th of January. The King has returned to
Honolulu from Lahaina. The birthday of the
Queen was duly celebrated on the 2d ultimo.?
Elections for members of the Legislature had taken
place in the islands. A Russian war steamer had
aiilieUai Iloncjalu from Japan. H. Bingbam, a
wheat grower, of iilakawoa, had been murdered by
natives.

PARRICIDE IN JACKSON COUNTY, OHIO. ?The Jack-
son, Ohio, Standard furnishes the particulars of a
shocking murder committed in that county on the
night of the 13th inst. The victim was DanielWinchell, an old resident of Jackson township, and
the assassins were one of his sons, his son-in law
and nephew. As he was about entering his door,
one of the above parties knocked hiin down, when
the accomplices seized him, and carried him a shorl
distance from the house, cut his throat with a
knife, and then held him over a hole already dug
in the ground for the reception of his blood. His
body was then tied up in a sheet and thrown into a
neighboring creek, where it was found by some of
the neighbors. A littleson of the deceased gave
the information which led to the discovery of-the
above facts. The murderers are now in jail.

THE AMERICAN PARTT IN LOUISIANA.? The late
stampede of the American party in Louisiana to
the Democrats has created trouble. Some of the
leading Democrats proposed to admit them to full
communion and equal benefits at the primary meet-
ings, on condition of their turning in and sharing
alike. The offer was accepted; but the step has
produced much angry discussion. A similar course
seems to have been followed in other parishes.?
Having no regular opposition, the Democratic par-
ty in Louisiana seems determined to get up an in-
testine feud to give spirit to the contest.

Louis NAPOLEON AND THE RHODE ISLAND SHOEMA-
KERS. ?One of the speakers at the Lynn meeting of
shoemakers, said the journeymen shoagnakers
in Massachusetts numbered about fifty thousand
men, and if they concentrated their political power
they could do almost anything they wanted to do.
They could make laws for the protection of the la-
borer, and could do away with the competition of
prison labor, and prevent the repitition of such an
event as is now taking place in Rhode island, where
the prisons are Ailingan order for Louis Napoleon
for 260,000 pairs of brogans, because prison labor is
cheaper than the pauper labor of Europe can do it.

Undoubtedly the oldest man in the world, says
the New Orleans Crescent, is Captain Viroux, of
Belgium. He was born on the itth of November,
1709, and is consequently 150 years old. He en-
tered the army in 1830, at the advanced age of 121
years of age, and remained in the service until
recently, when he was put upon the pension list.

A Frenchman one day last week committed, a
theft of two watches in Warrenton, S. C., and on
Friday last, when in Charleston, delivered himself
up to the authorities, saying that the spirit of his
dead mother had appeared to him and warned him
to make restitution.

The New York city authorities have resolved
upon cleaning the entire city with the machine
street-sweeper,

Mr. MILLER called up a bill to amend tha 19th
section of the 20th article of the Code of Local |
Laws, which provides for the formation ot corpora-
tions for the purchase, improvement, sale and
lease of land in Baltimore city, so as to extend

the same to the whole State. The maximum
stock of such companies is limited to $300,000. The

rules were suspended and the bill passed.
Mr. KRAFT, of a Select Committee, reported a

House bill to incorporate the Southwestern Mutual
Insurance Company of Baltimore.

Mr. FREANER having obtained a suspension of
the rules, called up a bill to compensate James M.
Hawk,Sheriffof Washington county,by appropriat-
ing to him the sum of 5775 for expenses incurred
under authority of the Governor in keeping up a
patrol during the John Brown raid. The bill was
passed.

At 2 o'clock the House adjourned till 3%.

PROCEEDINGS OF'"THE TIIIRMTII CONGRESS*
SENATE.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 27, 1800.

Mr. DAVIS presented resolutions of the Legisla-
ture of New Mexico, praying Congress to erect the
territorial government of Arizona, which were
read and referred to the Committee on Territo-
ries.

Mr. CLAY, from the Committee on Commerce, to
whom was referred the bill to provide for the con-
struction of a marine hospital at Apalachicola, and

another to provide for the construction of a custom

house at the same place, reported them back, with
the recommendation that they do not pass.

Mr. HALE presented the memorial of F. B. Stan-
ton, remonstrating against the recent action of the
Senate inordering his arrest, because he refused
to obey the summons of the Harper's Ferry Inves-
tigating Committee, and praying the Senate to re-
scind that order, as being improper and illegal.?
Mr. 11. said he cordially concurred with the prayer
of the petition; but inasmuch as the Senate, in
spite of all he could say, passed the vote by a pret-
ty large majority, be would move that the petition
lie on the table, which was agreed to.

On motion by Mr. COLI.AMER, a resolution was
adopted, directing the Committee on the Post
Office and Post ltoads to inquire into the expedi-
ency of providing by law that any letter which
shall have remained in the Post Office fos the space
of thirtydavs undelivered, shall be returned to the

and residence thereon. Mr. C. remarked that
under the present system of requiring all letters to
be prepaid, there was no pecuniary inducement for
the Government to deliver letters at all; and it was
no more than just to require of the Government
what would be required of a private carrier, that
when he failed to deliver a package entrusted to
his care, he should return it. It would cost no
more to carry those letters back to their writers,
than to take them to the Dead Letter Office.

On motion by Mr. HAMMOND, a resolution was
adopted that when the Senate adjourns tomor
ow, it be to meet on Tuesday next.

On motion by Mr. CHANDLER, the bill making an
appropriation to deepen the channel over the St.
Clair Flats, was made the special order for next
Thursday.

On motion by Mr. RICE, a resolution was adopt-
ed instructing the Committee on the Post Office
and Post Roads to inquire into the expediency of a
revision of the postal laws, and to report by bill or
otherwise.

On motion by Mr. HAMMOND, the joint resolution
from the House of Representatives, appropriating
ten thousand dollars to defray the expenses of in-
augurating the equestrian statue of Gen. Washing-
ton, on the 22d inst., was taken up and passed,
yeas 38, nays 13.

Mr. CLARK made a speech on the subject of slave-
ry, attributing all the agitation on that subject to
the Democratic party.

The Senate resumed the consideration of the
resolution of Mr. Brown in regard to territorial
rights, and

Mr. TOOMBS replied to the speech of Mr. Dno-
little delivered on Friday last. He repeated the
charge he had formerly made, that nine States of
this Union were faithless to their compact, in re-
fusing to execute the fugitive slave law. Between
independent sovereignties there must be an arbiter
somewhere. Where is it ? If they refuse to com-
ply with their solemn obligations, and persist in
aggression upon the rights of their neighbors, the
cannon's mouth must be the final arbiter; and he
was prepared for that at any time, if there was no
othi r. Mr. T. then gave a historical statement of
the case of the Georgia missionaries, Wooster and
Butler, showing that in no particular was the Con-
stitution violated by Georgia, in the action of her
Supreme Court. It was a record, every page of
which he was proud of. He then contrasted with
that action the course of the State of Wisconsin.
On the conclusion of his remarks,

Mr. WADE obtained the floor, and the further
consideration of the subject was postponed until
Wednesday of next week, at half past 1 o'clock.

On motion of Mr. MASON, the Senate then pro-
ceeded to the consideration of executive business,
and after some time spent therein, adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
The House met at noon. The bill providing for

th i payment of invalid and other pensions was
passed. Also, a bill for the support of the Military
Academy.

Mr. CONK DIN asked, but failed to obtain, consent
to offer a resolution instructing the Committee on
the Judiciary to inquire whether any, and if so,
what legislation is necessary to secure the liberty
of speech or person in the District of Columbia,
and whether, and ifso, what practical legislation is
necessary to secure the rights of free persons in
said District.

Mr. GCRLEY, from the Committee on Printing,
reported a resolution proposing to print twenty-
five thousand extra copies of the annual message of
the President of the United States, with the reports
proper of the heads of the Departments and the
heads uf itie Bureaus connected therewith, omitting
the statistical portion, and that five thousand copies
of said message and reports, complete, be printed.
He said that this proposition was an innovation in
the nature of reform. II the House were to print
these documents, as heretofore, the cost would be
S3B.SGG, but by the plan now proposed $22,771.75.
Besides, instead of printing a large number of vol-
umes of dry statistics, the matter now to be fur-
nished would give all valuable information in one,
instead of three or four volumes ?which would be
of more convenient size for the mails and for hand-
ling.

Mr. GURLEY said, in reply to a question by Mr.
Burnett, that, under the law, this printing job
would go to the Senate printer. The plan now pro-
posed had acted so well in the Senate that that
body had at the presentsesion re-affirmed it.

There was quite a lively time for a few minutes.
Mr. ADRIAN desired to make a personal explanation,
with a view of refuting certain imputations con-
tained in Mr. Carter's resolutions of Friday last, in
relation to alleged discorteous treatment of the
New York Seventh Regiment by the Bresident,
heads of departments and the committee of arrange-
ments.

Mr. JOHN COCHRANE caused to be read an article
from the New York Tribune about that regiment?-
saying they were shabbily treated, and were the
victims of false pretences. Mr. Cochrane was
therein spoken of as the Chairman of the Com-
mittee, which, he said, was untrue.

The following States and
parts of States will be occupied by them, viz :

New York and Connecticut?from Long Island
Sound to Washington county, N. Y.; from the
Connecticut river to the Hudson river, and seve-
ral counties in New York west of the Hudson river,
to Montgomery county, on the Mohawk river.

New Jersey?occupying the whole State.
Pennsylvania?in that portion bounded by Peter's

Mountain on the south, Mahantango Mountain on
the north, the Delaware river on the east, and the
Susquehanna river to the west.

Maryland?from Anne Arundle county to the mid-
dle of St. Mary's county; from the Chesapeake to
the Potomac river.

Virginia?from the south partof Loudoun county
to the Roanoke river; from the Blue Ridge to the
Potomac river.

North Carolina?Caswell, Rockingham, Stokes,
Guilford, Roman, Surry and adjacent counties.

Michigan?about Kalamazon.
Indiana?Dearborn and adjacent counties.
They willcommence emerging in North Carolina

about the 10th of May, and a few days later for

every hundred miles as we progress north, until the
Ist of June, in Washington county, New York.?
This willafford a tine opportunity to test the cor-
rectness of the assertion that they do not appear
regularly every seventeen years. None of the
southern tribe\ thirteen-year locusts) appear this
year.
