Kxritemnit at Louisville, Kentucky.
LOUISVILLE, Kentucky, February 27.?A man

The State of Maryland, on the relation of Charles

Howard and others", "The Board of Police of the
city of Baltimore," vs. The Mayor and City Coun-cil of Baltimore. Application for a mandamus.

Reverdy Johnson, J. Mason Campbell, William H.
Norris and S. Teackle Wallis Esqrs., for the Police
Board; Jonathan Meredith, Wm. Price, William
Schley and Thomas S. Alexander, Esqrs., tor the
city.

The court-room yesterday was crowded with lis-
teners to the proceedings. On the opening of the
Court, Mr. Norris arose and continued his argu-
ment on the part of the Police Commissioners.

Mr. Norris recapitulated some of the points argued
by himon Monday and contended that the Mayor and
City Council had not the exclusive right to organ-
ize and control a police force, such as is now exist-
ing in this city, and such as is provided for in the
Police Bill passed at the present session of the Leg-
islature. He referred to the latter part of 19th sec-
tion of the 4th article of the Constitution, which
says that the Mayor and City Council may provide
by ordinance, from time to time f for the' creation
and government of such temporary additional police
a3 they may deein necessary to preserve the public
peace. He argued that this temporary police or
special constabulary force was nothing more, and
was so intended to be, by the frainers of the Con-
stitution, than an improvement upon the old En-glish style of summoning a posse comitatus; they
were 011IJ to preserve the public peace. They
were to be appointed from time to time, when an
emergency called for it.

The first, part of the section provides for the elec-
tion of Justices of the Peace and Constables foreach ward for the term of two years, and they can
only be removed by indictment and conviction,
as the Judge of the Criminal Court, down stairs,
could be removed ; they are Constables, having
power to preserve the peace and serve civilprocess ;
the Constables, provided for in the latter section,
have other powers, and they only exist as long as
the emergency endures for which they were called
out. Mr. Norris said that, at the time of the adop-
tion of the new Constitution there were three class-
es of Constables known to the law. The first were
Constables, who waited upon the courts and served
civil process ; the second were Constables appointed
for a special emergency, or a temporary additionalpolice, to preserve the "peace, and the third were
those who had both the power to preserve the
peace and enforce the city ordinances?to abate nui-
sances, prevent swine from running at large, &c.

Mr. Norris then argued that, as the Legislature
had the right to delegato certain powers to the
Mayor and Oitv Council to appoint a temporarypolice, it had the reserved right itself to appoint
a permanent police. He contended that the re-
served rights of the people, vested in the Legisla-
ture, could not be changed except by express con-
stitutional act. The employment of the words
"temporary additional police'' in the Constitution,
implies that the right to appoint permanently is
reserved to the State. The power to appoint tem-
porary police was given to the city, as the agent

of the State; and the argument on the other sideis, that the giving of that right to the agent, is therelinquishment of all right to appoint by the prin-
cipal. This was not statutory law, and the coun-
sel argued against it, and cited many authorities in
support of his argument.

This present city government, said Mr. Norris,
think that they have absolute powers?that they
cannot be disturbed or abridged by the sove-
reign power; they think that they are'supreme; itought to be called the State of Swann. The Legis-
lature has said that the Mayor and City Council
shall have power to pass ordinances to "carry out
the powers delegated to the city merely?there was
no intention to prefer the city government of theState powerthe mere giving of the right to the
city to appoint a temporary police does not ex-
clude the State from appointing a permanent one-
there is nothing inthe Constitution to indicatethat it was intended to prefer the citv goverement
over the State; but, on the contrary, that the rights
of the State were reserved.

Mr. Norris then referred to the ordinances of thecity, passed since 1853, in accordance with the act
of Legislature of that year, to establish, orga-
nize, and arm a police force for the city of Balti-
more, and contended that such police force was or-
ganized as a temporary police, under section 19 of
the Constitution, and that the State had this power
reserved to itsell of establishing a permanent po-
lice, as by the Bill passed at the present session.

Mr. Norris then proceeded to discuss the third
point , set down in the Relator's brief; that the
Sheriff's duties and powers, and those of other
peace conservators, are not unconstitutionally af-
fected by the Police law of this General Assembly.
To the position taken by the repondents tbat the
powers of the Sheriff were of so high a characterthat they could not be subordinated to other offi-
cers. he took exception; and argued that, as dutiesof the sheriff were defined by the law and were
creatures of the law, the law-making power could
increase or diminish them. Several authorities
were cited to sustain this argument.

The fourth point in the relator's brief was then
taken up, viz: That the police law does not inter-
fere with the military powers of the Governor.?
Mr. Norris contended tbat the power of calling outthe military was not confided by the Constitution
to the Governor alone, and that, under strict limi-
tations; but that bv several laws passed bv theLegislature, from 1813 to 1835, that power had
been conferred upon other persons; it had been
con ferred upon the Judges of the Superior Court
and Criminal Court; and two Justices of the Peace
could make a call in writingupon a militia officer.

The fifth point, viz: that the Legislature has de-
volved nojudicial powers on the Board of Police by
enabling them to examine witnesses, and to affect,
as contemplated in the law, police officer* for mis-
behaviour in office, was referred to.

The counsel argued that the power of examining
witnesses conferred upon the Board, was not a ju-
dicial poyver. The mere fact of putting parties
upon their oath, to be examined, was not a judicial
power. Tax assessors have the power to examine
parties under oath, but no one ever considered thatthey were exercising judicial powers. Ifthat were
the case, an immense amount of judicial power was
exercised every day at the Custom-House. There

ol Jacob Shock, indicted for shooting WilliamCahoon, were continued to the next term.

The removed case of Frederick Keiner, from
Baltimore county, charged witn the larceny of a
lot of corn, the'property of Dr. Grafton M. Bos-
ley, of Towsontown, was assigned for trial on
Thursday next.

In the case of the State ra. Nicholas Phantom, of

PASSENGER RAILWAY QUESTION.
MAJORITY REPORT IN FAVOR OF

BROCK MINORITY REPORT OF MR.
TURNER INTERESTING REBATE, &c.

The subject of the City Passenger Railway was
up before the Legislature, yesterday, in its various
phases, of which we give the following detailed
summary of proceedings.

PETITIONS PRESENTED.
During the morning hour the following petitions

were presented:
Mr. KRAFT presented the petition of W. S. Pat-

tinger, Daniel D. Hobbs, J. T. Wallis, and 54 oth-
ers of Baltimore, in favor ol the Brock Railway
charter.

Mr. BAYLESS presented the petition of John H.Rogers, John W. Davis and 42 other citizens of
Baltimore, in favor of the Brock charter.

Mr. MILLER presented the memorial of John H.
Read, George M. Addison, Charles kidd, and 41
other citizens of Baltimore, in favor of the Brock
charter.

Mr. MILLER presented the-memoriat of J. Weston
Perkins, 11. H. Grahame, J. D. Gilmour, Blair &
Co., and 32 other citizens oTßaltimore, in favor of
the Brock charter.

Mr. SETH presented the memorial of Walsh &
Conradt, W. 11. B. Fusselbaugh, F. 11. B. Boyd,
Augustus Getty, and 52 other citizens of Baltimore,
in favor of the Brock charter.

Mr. WILSON, of Cecil, presented the memorial of
R. G. Rieman, W. T. Foster, C. F. Taylor, and 47
other citizens of Baltimore, in favor of the Brock
charter.

Mr. MILLER, of Cecil, presented the memorial of
E. C. Goodman, Charles Caspari, and 27 other citi-
zens of Baltimore, in favor of the Brock railway
charter. Also, a memorial of the same character
from Messrs. Coleman A Bailey, John W. Randolph,
David B. Grieves, William Henry Hiss, and 60 other
citizens of Baltimore. Also, a similar memorial
from R. B. Chenowith, Edward It. Price, and 33
other citizens of Baltimore.

MAJORITY REPORT.

Dr. GOLDSBOROUGH presented the following report
of the Committee on Corporations to the House of
Delegates, relative to the Baltimore City Passenger
Railway :

The Committee having investigated the charges of
fraud and corruption in the obtention of the ordinance of
the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore, passed and ap
proved March 2S. 1859, in relation to the Baltimore City
Passenger Railway, beg leave to report that they have
examined a great number of witnesses, and taken a large
mass ofevidence, which they herewithin submit to the
consideration of the House.

After the most diligent investigation, the Committee
have failed to obtain --VBLFNRR of finu,l ana OORRNPTIONeither on the part of the City Councilor assignees. The
utmost efforts have failed to show that any bribe was of-
fered or consideration received on the part of the CityCouncil, or that the grantees used any undue influenceon the same.

In regard to the allegations, that the assignees andtheir associates belong to the Republican party, which isjustlyobnoxious to the peopleof Maryland, the committee
have been satisfied of the utter groundlessness of the
charge by letters and certificates from gentlemen of th
highest character. The seventh section does not provide
for the amount of the capital stock to be subscribed, northe value of the shares, nor the payment of the subscrip-
tion money, qor for the election of Directors or Managers
Nor does it define the relative power or influence which
the several stockholders shall have in the conduct of the
business of the partnership. There exists nowhere any
power to exclude any one offering to subscribe on theground of pecuniary inability to pay or any other moral
consideration.

In regard to the opening of books for subscription,
Messrs. Hrock A; Co. have acted under the advice of coun
sel. who were very decided in their conviction that theobservance of the section was not binding and obligatory
on the assignees. In relation to the fare charged o'r
allowed to be charged under the ordinance, the amount
of four cents for each passenger goes to thecompany, and
theothercent for the purchaseof parks in the city of
Baltimore.

at heart. He, however, did not wish to do justice
to them alone, hut he wished to do justice to the
people of Baltimore, and even to .Mr. Brock him -

self. In this connection, he would say one word
about newspaper reports. He had never allowed
them to inlluence hiin. They spoke out for and
against the bill; but he waited for the sworn testi-
mony and the official documents of this House be-
fore he would cast his vote. He thought that if thebill was all right, ifit was honest, if there was no
fraud in it, there was no use to delav the inciter.
The cause would not.be injured by delay. He asked
a postponement of the subject for these reasons.

Air. FREANER said that the Committee on Investi-
gations had been in session manv days; a mass of
testimony had been taken; a volume of 136 pages
had been formed of it. The charges of fraud against
the parties concerned were serious. They had been
reiterated over and over again by the press, and
re-echo d by the people in all sections of the State.
h raud is in most cases difficult to prove positivelv. A
conclusion to this end must be arrived at by infer-
ence. In most cases of fraud, the tracks of its
perpetrators are so well covered that we must
arrive at our conclusions only by inlerence.

It is urged by the gentleman from Baltimore
(Mr. Kraft) that the interests of the city of Balti-
more are involved in this matter. lie wishes the
matter pushed through on this ground alone. He
thought this was not the main question at issue. It
was true that Baltimore had more interests at stake
than any other locality, but the question of
most importance to his mind was, whether theLegislature shall consecrate and sanctify frauds and
iniquity, if frauds have b en committed or iniquity
perpetrated, or not ?

This was the question, in comparison with which
the barren question of interest to any particular
locality was lightindeed. If we are to hurry thismeasure through without investigation, without
due consideration; if we are to turn a deaf ear to
the charges of fraud; if we are to shut our eyes to
things most apparent, we should prove recreant to
the interests of our constituents, and sanction fraud
and give it the stamp of this body. To this blind
and deaf course he would never consent. His re-
quest was reasonable, and he thought the House
would accord it.

Air. Kit AFT suggested that if the bill was post-
poned to Monday or Tuesday, it might be amended,
passed and sent back to the Senate, stand a chance of
being called up there, adopted and sent back to the
House again?which would virtually kill the bill.
He knew Air. F. did not wish to destroy the bill by
this means. He knew the gentleman was bold
enough to stand up and vote as he thought best,
and not seek to strangle the bill by a postponement.

To the gentleman's idea about fraud he would
simply say, that when fraud was perpetrated it
could be proved as easily as anything else?as easi-
ly as theft.

Air. FREANER ?Yes ; but in this case it is proved
that the grantees received each SSOO from Brock.
They acknowledge the fact, but they allege that
they did not receive the money for the grant, but
for a variety of other considerations.

PERSONA!. EXPLANATION.
Air. AIORGAN, of St. Mary's county, arose to a

personal explanation. He said that when he left
the city of Annapolis, some eleven days ago, he
had instructed Air. Goldsborough to sign his name
to the report of the Committee on Corporations,
investigating the charges of corruption, Ac. At
that time he was of the same inind with Air. Golds-
borough. On returning this morning he had found
that gentleman entertained different views on the
subject. For himself, Air. M. said he had never
been actually against the Brock bill, but lie could
not and would not vote for the bill now offered to
the House. He had made up his mind to grant a
charter to the Brock Company, if such restrictions
were thrown around it as was necessary?not
otherwise. He did not blame Mr. Goldsborough
for what he did, for it was done with a misunder-
standing. Since he had been away from the city he
had traveled over portions of Charles county,
Prince George's county, and his own county. The
feeling of the people was everywhere against the
Brock bill, lie had seen not a single man in favor
of the bill, and had come back impressed with the
idea that it was as unpopular as a thing could
well be.

Mr. GOLDSBOROUGII replied that, in the conversa-
tion be had with Air. Alorgan, he understood that
gentleman to agree in all points with himself upon
the testimony which had at that time been addu-
ced. He understood the gentleman to authorize
him to sign his name to a report on the testimony
in the case, and not to a report upon the bill. He
had acted accordingly. Since the gentleman has
thought best to go home and learn the opinion of
his constituents, he was sorry a misunderstanding
had occurred. When he came here, he came as a
freeman. He would not be trammeled or bound
down by any one. He voted as he pleased.

Air. MORGAN stated that he had never heard of
any report to be made upon the evidence in the
case. Allthat he had ever heard of was a report
to be made upon the bill. He never contemplated
anything else. He was not in favor of giving an
unconditional charter to Brock <t Co. at that time.
He was adverse to it. So was Air. Uoldsborough;
and under these circumstances he made the gentle-
man his proxy.

He thought both agreed upon what was to be the
bill, what it was to contain, Ac. He declared most
emphatically that Air. Goldsborougii was opposed
to the bill when he made him a proxy. He could
never vote for objectionable features in the bill.
He was against the one cent tax and would never
vote for it.

As to the opinion of his constituents, he did not
care for the gentleman's opinion. He (Mr. Alor-
gan) represented a constituency whose voice he
would obey?whose mandate it gave him pleasuiai
to acquiesce in. He thought, in a few weeks, many
gentlemen here will have cause to regret their
course of action, and wish they had obeyed the be-
hests of the people on the "highways of their
counties.

ARRIVALor THE BALTIMORE COMMITTEE.
At half-past twelve o'clock the committee ap-

pointed by the "three cent" meeting, at the Alary-
land Institute, arriyed at the Capitol, and were
courteously received by Speaker Kilbourn, who
happened to be at the time inthe rotunda, Air. Ford
being in the chair.

Speaker KIIBOURN bi ought the memorial before
the House, and asked a suspension of the rules, in
respect to the numerous committee who brought it
here, that it might be read. The rules were sus-
pended and the memorial read, which embraced the
resolutions adopted at the meeting on Saturday
evening.

After the reading had commenced, Mr. MAXWELL,
of Cecil, suggested as it was to be printed there
was no necessity of taking up the time of the House
by reading it.

Air. AICALLISTER hoped that it would be read.?
He was sure that gentlemen would all like to hear it.

Air. MAXWELL withdrew his motion, and the read-
ingwas completed.

Air. .MORGAN moved to print 1,000 copies of the
memorial.

Mr. BROWN argued against it. Hesaid the whole
matter had been printed in the newspapers.

AH-. KILBOURN thought we should not look to
newspapers for our information; we should take
the documents of the House; they were sufficient
and reliable. He thought it would facilitate busi-
ness to print, and therefore advocated it.

There has been no evidence before the Committee to
satisfy it that a rate of fare lass than four cents would
remunerate the parties working such roads, and the' ex
perience of other cities seems to prove the contrary. As

MINORITY REPORT.
Mr. TURNER, of Baltimore city, presented the fol-

lowingreport from the Committee on Corporations
on the Brock Railway bill:

That in the beginning and in the subsequent course of
the parties concerned, fraud and corruption was resorted
to; that the assignee of the grant from the Mayor andCity Council of Baltimore was never made witha&cnu
fide intention of carrying out the provisions of the seventh
section; that the faithful performance of that part of the
ordinance was an essential requisite to malte the assign-
ment legal; and any attempt to set aside anil defeat the
objects and purposes of the said seventh section, and con-
strue the meaning of the grant differently from the evi-
dent designs of the grantors and the express terms of the
ordinance itself, would amount, in the judgment of the
minority, to an absolute forfeiture of the grant, and a re-linquishment by the grantees or their assigns of all
the benefits and profits to be expected from its operations.

The general tenor of the evidence brought before the
Committee satisfies the minority, if there was not positive fraud, yet there was evident Complicity on the partor the assignees and their friends or agents in the varioustransactions that have attended the history of the mea-sure, which should vitiate their whole proceedings anddeprive them of the consideration of the Legislature in
seeking a confirmation of the privileges granted them by
the City Council and Mayor of Baltimore.

The evidence of manv of the witnesses is such as to sat-
isfy the minority that whatever names may have been
put in the grant, the capital and resources of Mr. Brock
and his associates were the means relied upon by the
grantees for carrying into effect the objects of the ordi-
nance; and therefore the rramers of the ordinance appear
to have acted with a duplicity and unfairness which the
minority cannot but look upon with suspicion and repre-
hension. In justice to Mr. Brock and his associates In
the business, the minority willinglyadmits their un
doubted right and legitimate privilege to employ their
means inthe formation of street railways, whenever op
portunities therefore are properly presented. And in this
particular case the minority is under the impression that
from thf tram nf rarv nppiiliur plrmimjiunnna w t,; n i.
round it, Air. Brock may have been placed in a position
calculated to reflect more injuriously upon them than the
evidence in the premises would justly seem to warrant.

THE SENATE BILLREPORTED

Mr. GoLDSBORnraH, Chairman of the Committee
on Corporations, on the part of the majority, then
reported favorably upon the Senate bill granting a
charter to Messrs. Brock A Co., for the incorpora-
tion of a Baltimore City Passenger Railway.

DEBATE ON THE BIU..
Mr. KRAFT moved to print the bill and make it

the special order of the dav for Thursday next.
Mr. FREANER arose and said; This, 1 believe, is

the celebrated City Passenger Railway bill, which
has convulsed the" city and State for so many
weeks. The course of the press on this subject has
made it more than local. It has extended over the
State, and the artificial circumstances thrownaround it have made it of more importance than
it would otherwise have been. He thought
the testimony wns voluminous; we have not nad
time to look into its merits, and considering the
vast interest manifested by the people at large, thematter should be well w"eigbed"before this House
came to act upon it. He therefore asked a post-
ponement until Tuesday next.

Mr. KRAFT thought the matter had been discuss-
ed thoroughly. Ifthe State was convulsed by it,
if the papers have teemed with no other
be thought every one should now be prepared to
meet the question at issue. If it is to be condemn-ed, if it is to be killed, let the Legislature act atonce. It has been debated in the Senate. It lias
been debated in the House. Weeks have been con-
sumed in the taking of testimony. Every gentle-
man in the House has either heard or read the
evidence, and no one, he thought, had not hismind made up on the subject. Delay would ad-
vance the interests of neither party. "The friends
of the bill would not risk anything in promptly
acting on the matter, while the enemies of the
measure ould not gain anything by putting it off'.
As I have before said, the papers all over the State
have teemed with matter about this bill. Onepaper has been constantly filled with it. The sub-
ject of fraud has been thoroughly ventilated. Al-
most every line in this journal has made the
charge, and in the face of all this he could not see
how any one could not make up his mind.

The bill concerns Baltimore city alone. Every
one of ber delegates, he knew, had made np their
minds. They were willingto take the responsibili-
ty and come to an issue at once. If they havemade np their minds, whv not allow an immediateexpression of opinion? He moved that the bill be
made the special order of the day for Thursday.

Mr. MILLER had not made up his mind. He knew
nothing of fraud in the matter. He had not time
to investigate the matter. When the bill was just
reported from the Committee, and he had no chanceto think over it, to investigate the matter, howcould he come to a conclusion ? He had not com-
mitted himself on the bill, but waited to see the I
evidence before he made up his mind. He repre- I
seated a constituency whose interests he had near

Mr. HARDING coincided with the gentleman. lie
would do more. Ha would move that we adjourn
and allow the gentlemen of this Committee to see us
in person?to lay before us their ideas, and take us
by the button-hole and talk familiarly with us.?
[Laugh ter.]

Mr. FEE A NEK would move to amend by entailing
the expense upon the gentlemen of the Baltimore
Committee for printing the document.

Mr. KILBOURN said it was not the expense. It
was the hounden duty of this House to respect the
large committee of citizens from Baltimore. They
were here to call upon us in the name of their city.
We should treat them as the representatives of a
great city; entertain their request in a respect-
ful manner. It was their due, and he would stind
up for it. [Applause.] As to the paltry $lO it
would cost to print, he would pay the money him-
self. [Applause.]

Mr. MCALLISTER.?"So would I; so would I."
[At this point a great deal of excitement was vis-

ible amongst the large audience as well as among
the members.]

Mr. FREANER withdrew his amendment, and the
question recurring on the original iuotion, it was
carried by a large majority.

G. Ridgeley and Saml. Pentz, to lav down a track
for a passenger railroad in certain streets. A bill
authorizing the Mayor and City Council to con-
struct a bridge over Jones' Falls at Northern
avenue. A bill to incorporate the Leitersburg and
Ringold Turnpike Company. A Senate bill for the
relief of the Trustees of the Poor of Montgomery
county.

Several other local bills of no general interest
consumed the afternoon, when the House adjourned
till10 to-morrow.

THE OUTRAGES IN TEXAS AND CHIHUA-
HUA.

\ From the. N. O. Picayune, Feb. 25.)
A letter from Fort Texas, dated 10th February,

in the San Antonio Ledger and Tcxian, of the 18th,
has the following in regard to the movement of the
Indians in that neighborhood :

On the afternoon of the Bth, a party of Indians,
to the number of twelve or fifteen, as near as could

be ascertained, came into the rancho of Mr. Mus-
ques, v ithin four or five miles of this post, and suc-
ceeded in driving off all his stock, which amounted
to twenty head of cattle and ten head of horsesand mules.

The same paper contains an account of ter-ible
outrages and wholesale depredations committed inChihuahua, by a robber chieftain, who is more for-
midable to the peaceful citizens than Cortinas has
been to the inhabitants of the Rio Grande. Some
account of his action has been given bv us through
the medium of the telegraph. The details are abloody history of savage ferocity, which cannot
but convince our government that measures of adecided character must be taken to protect the
Texan border. There is more than one Cortinas
afoot. On the capture of the mining town of Par-
rol, after the defeat of the Mayor of the city in the
battle of which we have before made mention, the
following atrocities were committed?American
citizens, as will be seen, not meeting with any pro-
tection :

The band of robbers under command of Capt. Co-jin, the robber chief alluded to, by a forced loan,
took from the citizens of the place $40,000: also at
the city of El Vallo they took $5,000. They then
resumed their march, committing the most atro-
cious cruelties as they passed through the country
on their way to Chihuahua. A panic pervaded
that city, and all foreigners and wealthy Mexicans
have abandoned their homes and gone either to
Preside del Norte or to El Paso. At Parrol and at
El Yalle, defenceless females, married and single,
were torn from their homes and taken to the quar-
ters of the troop?where, after being defiled the
most inhuman manner, were turned loose ,n thestreets. The American and foreign citizens of Chi-
huahua on leaving, hardly had time to take their
chattels with them, and even now may have been

taken and massacred. Such are about the particu-
lars as we derive them from an eminent merchantdoing business in Chihuahua, and who is largely
interested in the silver mines of the country.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. MILLSON ineffectually endeavored to intro-

duce a resolution providing for the election*of aChaplain to-morrow.
Mr. SHERMAN, from the Committee on Wars andMeans, reported a bill providing that it shall be theduty of the President to cause his annual message

and the executive documents to be printed, and
copies delivered to the Secretary of the Senate and
Clerk of the House in time for distribution at the
commencement of each session of Congress. That
said printing shall be executed by the Printer of
the Senate and Printer of the House, at the ratesprescribed by law, provided one-half now allowed
tor compensation be allowed to each, and no more.
It is also provided that ten thousand additional
copies of the message and reports proper of the de-partments and bureaus, omitting the statistics, be
printed for the use of the Senate, and twenty-live
thousnnd for the House, and for each five thousandof the complete documents in addition. The bill
was referred to the Committee on Printing.

Air. SHERMAN also reported a bill proposing, in
place of the present mileage of members of Con-
gress, to allow 20 cents per mile, to be computedby the straight geographical line, and repealing all
acts and parts of acts on this subject.

Mr. SHERMAN said that some members received
from live to six thousand dollars mileage. Every-
body admits the present system is unequal and
unfair. It was adopted at a time when it required
as many weeks as itnow does days to get here, and
to pay members' expenses of travel as well as loss
of time.

This state of affairs does not now exist, lie had
before him a table showing that a saving of $200,-
000 annually could be effected by the proposed re-
form. The amount provided by the bill is more
than enough to pay expenses to and from Wash-
ington, travelling in the best style, with wife and
children, if a member has any.

Mr. WASHBURNE, of Illinois, doubted the proprie-
ty ofpassing this bill in haste. It should be calmly considered in Committee of the Whole on theState of the Union.

Mr. SHERMAN said such a reference would be,
substantially, a defeat of the bill.

Mr. MAYNARD wished to know how the line was
to be determined.

Mr. SHERMAN replied, that would be (he business
for the Committee on Mileage.

Mr. FLORENCE agreed with Mr. Washburne, and
moved that the whole subject be laid on the table,
but the question was determined in the negative-
yeas 21, nays 119.

Mr. SHERMAN, after further proceedings, explain-
ed that his substitute proposed to give twenty in-
stead of lortv cents, as the nresent law allows.

Thelobby-dogs, great and small, snap and snarl dailv,
either because they are paid by the opponents of
the treaty to do so, or because they are not paid bv
its friends to do otherwise. Senor Moto, the Mexi-
can Minister, is overrun with applications from the
lobby for money. The Senor replies that he has
no money to expend in the matter, and is not au-
thorized by his Government to do anything of the
kind.

The case of the bark Adriatic is now under dis
cussion in the House Committee on Foreign Affairs,
and the result willlikely be a resolution denying
that France, bv her local laws, takes jurisdiction
over open seas, and the President will be directed
to demand of the French Government full indemni-
ty for losses by the illegal seizure of said vessel. It
is doubtful if any action will be taken on the French
Spoliation claims.

The same Committee, I understand, w ill ignore
the proposition to purchase Cuba, and recommend
the negotiation of a liberal commercial treatv with
Spain.

A NEW PAPER IN NEW YORK.?We have received
the second number of anew paper published in New
York, called the Spirit of the American Pre.se. The
prospectus states that the journal is "designed to
reflect the spirit of the American press, from the
editorials of the daily papers, without distinction
of State, party, or creed." Judging from the issue
before us the publishers evidently think that the
New Y'ork papers are representatives of the whole
American Press, as nearly all of the selections are
from the daily journals of that eitv.
