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DR. HAYES' NEW ARCTIC EXPEDITION. ?The mem-
bers of the Geographical Society and a number of
invited guests met at New York", Thursday, to re-
ceive Dr. I. I. Hayes, of the Polar Exploring Ex-
pedition; Mr. C. i\ Hall and Captain Quayle, of
the new Franklin Research Expedition; Captain
Buddington, of the Resolute, and a native Esqui-
maux. The last distinguished stranger was brought
to this country in December, hy a whaling vessel.
He has been spending the winter in New York.Dr. Hayes said ; The expedition would be ready
in May next, and would depart from New York.
He pointed out the route of Dr. Kane and showed
his surveys. It was believed by the speaker that
on the western coast he would find protection from
the ice which came down upon Dr. Kane. The
land would be his base of operation, but he would
travel over the ice, as the land was rugged anduneven. He hoped to secure a proper harbor by
the Ist September, and soon after would cross the
land in sledges. In April he would start with aboat, and hoped to meet open water in the 82d
parallel. He did not confidently expect that the
North Pole could be reached by vessels, but he
based his success entirely on the boat journey
across the ice. Attempts had been made for three
hundred years to get a true route to this open
water, but the only true route was discovered ov
Kane, who, had he been on the western side, would
have left nothing to be accomplished by his suc-
cessor. During the spring, after attempting the
passage by boats, the Dr. expressed his intention
of trying'it by dogs.

It is said that Dr. Hayes has already had fifty
applications for permission to accompany him on
his projected expedition in search of the open polar
sea. He proposes to take but twelve men, as his
schooner of a hundred tons burthen will not ac-
commodate more. He expects to be absent for two
years and a half.

ARRIVAL OP THE AMERICA.

THREE DATS LATER FROM EUROPE.

HALIFAX,March 12. ?The steamer America arri-

ved here this morning, with Liverpool dates of the

25th, and per telegraph, via Quecnstown, intelli-
gence to the 2Gth.

The resolution offered in the British House o'
Commons in opposition to the Budget has been re-
jected by 11C majority.

The arrangements have been concluded for Lord
Elgin going to China on an extraordinary mission.

The British Channel Fleet has gone to the Medi-
terranean, it was rumored, on account of Spain
having demanded a large cession of territory from
Morocco as one condition of peace.

Austria rejects England's Italian propositions and
announces that she abides by the Villafranca agree-
ment. She will not employ force at present but
reserves liberty to do so in the future.

Spain demands from Morocco, as a condition of
peace, a large indemnity and the possession of all
conquered territory, etc.

The Atlantic Telegraph Company propose again
to attempt to restore the old cable.

HALIFAX, March 12.?The America brings no list

of the Hungarian's passengers.
Of the £600,000 of the new capital of the Atlan- '

tic Telegraph Company, only £70,000 have been
subscribed.

The London Morning Chronicle intimates the fol-
lowing as the provisions of the new treaty of alli-
ance between Austria and Russia, namely:

First.? Ample concessions by Austria to Russia
in all matters touching the Holy Places at Jerusa-
lem.

Second. ?Austria agrees to conform her policy
to that of Russia, as to the Danubian provinces
and Servia.

Third.?As a compensation for these concessions,
Russia guarantees to Austria all her Territory, in-
cluding Hungary and Venetia,against insurrection
and foreign foes.

Advices from Madrid say the Spanish squadron
was about bombarding the sea-port towns of Mo-
rocco.

The London Timet, referring to the French
Commercial treaty, calls attention to the immense
impetus which will be imparted to the cotton
trade.

It is reported that England and France are about
to sign a convention relative to the prizes resulting

from the China expedition.
A banquet took place at London on the 22nd of

February, in honor of Washington's memory.
The Paris correspondent of the Timet counte-

nances a rumor that Napoleon is endeavoring to
conciliate the Pope; and that arrangements res-
pecting Komagna, likely to satisfy both parties,
had been proposed. AVicarate and lay Govern-
ment are spoken of.

The Paris correspondent of the London Globe
says the chances of a war in the spring are daily
becoming stronger. Austria is accumulating troops
behind the Mincio and the north banks of the river
Po. Other continental correspondents write in
the same strain.

A majority .f the Madrid journals are opposed to
the conclusion of peace with Morocco, and de-
mand the occupation of Tangiers.

The King of Sardinia and Count Cavour re-
mained at Milan at the latest accounts. They
were cordially received.

The clergy had presented a complimentary ad-
dress to the King.

It is denied that the King of Sardinia was about
to address a proclamation to the inhabitants of
Central Italy.

Letters affirm that the Pope had received a com-
munication from the King of Sardinia demonstra-
ting the improbability of the retention of the Um-
brian Marshes of Rome, and proposing a treaty of
cession. The negative reply of the Pope was
couched in the strongest terms.

The London Herald says that Mr. Bright is to be
Postmaster General, in the place of Lord Elgin,
who goes to China.

The steamer Louise, bound to Marseilles, had
foundered in the Mediterranean, and fifty persons
were drowned.

The London Timet announces that its circulation
has been suppressed throughout the Austrian
Empire.

From Turkey it is announced that a conspiracy
has been discovered in Montenegro, and the princi-
pal participants have been sentenced to death.

A Constantinople despatch says the typhus fever
is carrying off the fugitive Circassians "at the rate
of one hundred souls per day.

Advices from Shangliae, dated January 7th, say,
the ports- of Swartow and Kiarraro have been
opened and the provisions of the American treaty
extended to the British and other powers.

A canton telegram of the 14th of January, says,
that there is nothing new in the state of affairs at
Japan reported, but it was hoped the firm attitude
of the Consuls would re-assure the Japanese.

Missouri Republican Convention.
ST. LOUIS, March 10.?The Republican State Con-

vention met t!iis afternoon. The attendance was
very small, there being less than two hundred dele-
gates. Only one county sent regularly elected
delegates. Four delegates at large, with two alter-
nate delegates and alternate delegates from each
Congressional district, were chosen to represent the
State in the Chicago Convention. The delegates
at targe are F. P. Blair, li. Gratz Brown, Frede-
rick Muericb and James O. Sutton. A strong
opposition to Mr. Bates for the Presidency was
manifested.

The resolutions adopted endorse the principles of
the call for a National Convention; pledge support
to the nominee of the Convention, and favor the
colonization of free blacks. They also recommend
the nomination of Mr. Hates for the Presidency;
regard the threats of disunion with scorn, pledging
their lives, fortunes and sacred honor to the Union;
recognize the irrepressible conflict between free and
slave labor in Missouri; declare it to be the duty of
the government to protect the right of free inter-
course between citizens of the different States; op-
pose any change in the naturalization laws, and
favor the homestead bill and Pacific railroad.

The resolution in favor of Mr. Hates met with
most persistent opposition from the German ele-
ment, who refused to support any candidate not
squarelv on the Philadelphia platform.

The Central Committee was elected with power
to appoint the Electoral ticket.

A resolution instructing the delegates to the
Chicago Convention to vote as a unit, was passed,
when Mr. Pinner, a delegate from the fifth district,
and Mr. Kennick, a delegate at large, withdrew,
stating that if he went to Chicago, he must go un
fettered.

The Convention adjourned without action on the
withdrawal. It is understood that the delegation
stands twelve for Hates, and six opposed to him.

which passed the House to-day, provides that any
person who is the head of a family, or who has ar-
rived at the age of 21 years and is a citizen of the
United States, or who shall have filed his intention
to become such,shall be entitled to enter free ofcost

son may have filed a pre-emption claim, or which
may at the time the application is made be subject
to pre-emption at 51.25 or less per acre, or eightv
acres at 52.50 per acre.

No certificate is-to be given or patent issued un-
til the expiration of five years from the date of ttie
entry and on payment of $lO. The rights secured
by the actual settler issue to the heirs and devi-
sees, the lands thus acquired in no case to become
liable to the satisfaction of anv debts contracted
prior to the issuing of the patent,

Mr. CRITTENDEN advocated the resolutions. He
said no man had a right to set up the dictates of
his conscience against tbe laws and authority of
his country.

Mr. SIMMONS submitted a substitute that Mr. Hy-
att be discharged from custody, as he has declared
his willingness to testify voluntarily; but this
amendment was subsequently wilhdrayvn.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

Mr. WASHBURN, of Wisconsin, offered a preamble
setting forth that most shameful frauds have been
perpetrated on the Menominee Indians, by design-
ing men, reducing them to utter destitution, and
asking the appointment of a select committee to
inquire into the subject, and report, by rvbat au-
thority R. W. Thompson received 540,000 of their
money. These Indians have always been on most
friendly terms with the United States, and joined
our forces in the Black Hawk war.

A few years ago they owned nearly all the State
of Wisconsin, but now having been defrauded out
of their lands, they have been reduced to a verv
small reservation.

Mr. LARRABEE desired to have the resolution
amended so as to call for all the correspondence on
the subject. In the course of his remarks he said
that Mr. R'enshaw, who came here in connection
with these Indians, did so in direct contravention
of the wishes of the Interior Department. He
thought that the adoption of the resolution bv the
Wisconsin Legislature in one day, by a strict Re-
publican vote, looked suspicious.

Mr. WASHBURN, in reply to a remark of Mr. Lar-
rabee, said that the reason why the latter had not
been consulted on the subject, was because he had
gone to Wisconsin to attend the Democratic Con-
vention, expecting to be elected a delegate to
the Charleston Convention, but he had not suc-
ceeded.

Mr. LARRABEE. ?"That is false, sir."
Mr. WASHBURN. ?"I don't know anything about

it."
Mr. LARRABEE.?"Then you should not speak on

the subject."
Mr. W ASITBUUN.?"I kelieve, however, the gentle-

man was a candidate there, but did not succeed in
being elected."

? After further proceedings the House refused to
suspend the rules for the introduction of the reso-
lution?yeas 113, nays 60.

Mr. DAWKS, from the Committee of Elections, re-
ported a. resolution?that Amer J. Williamson, con-
testing the right of Daniel E. Sickles to a seat in
this House from the third Congressional district of
New York, serve on said Sickles, within ten days
after the passage of this resolution, a particular
statement of the grounds of the contest, and that
Sickles serve on Williamson within twenty days
thereafter, a reply, and that both, within sixty
days, take testimony in the manner prescribed by
law.

The further consideration of the subject was post-
poned till Thursday next.

? Mr. tin, MEU, from the same Committee, made a
minority report against Mr. Williamson, giving
him leave to withdraw his papers.

Mr. DAWES also reported a resolution, which was
adopted?that Mr. Williamson have leave to occu-
py a seat in the House pending the contest, and
that he have leave to speak to the merits of the
question.

Much time was wasted in an attempt to intro-
duce, by Mr. CARTER, a preamble and resolution
in relation to the New York Seventh Regiment.

Mr. LOVEJOY called up his motion to reconsider
the vote by which the Uomestead Bill was referred
to the Committee of the Whole on the State of the
Union. This was agreed to. Yeas 106, nays 67.

MR. BRANCH moved that the bill be laid upon the
table; but the question was decided in the negative.
Yeas 62, nays 112.

The Homestead Bill?giving to every head of a
family a homestead on condition of actual settle-
ment and cultivation?was passed. Yeas 11*1, navs
66.

Mr. MORRILL, from the Committee of Ways and
Means, asked leave to report a bill providing for
the payment of outstanding Treasury notes, au-
thorizing a loan, and regulating and fixing the du-
ties on imports, and for other purposes. He moved
that it be printed and referred to the Committee of
the Whole on the State of the Union.

Mr. BARKSIIALK objected.
Mr. MORRILL moved a suspension of the rules;

but the question was decided in the negative?yeas
105, nays 69?not two-thirds.

The House passed the bill authorizing the sale
of the military asylum at Harrodsburg, Kentucky,
and adjourned.

FROM CENTRAL AMERICA.?From our files re-
ceived by the steamer Atlantic, we glean the fol-
lowing Central American items:

[From the Panama Star and Herald, March 3. ]

OUTBRL. '
" THE REVOLUTION IN THE CAUCA.

The Doe Aimtjoe, Capt. Nunez, from Buenaven-
tura, arrived at this port on Sunday evening, 19th.
A revolution has broken out in the State of the
Cauea, the contending factions had met, and life
was lost. The revolutionary troops are command-
ed bv Carillo. Gen. Murgueitio on the Govern-
ment side was killed, and GenObando is reported
to have 1,500 men ready to march against the re-
volutionists.

IMPORTANT FROM NICARAGUA.
We are in receipt of private advices from Nicara-

gua, of the most undoubted character, to the effect
that Mr. Wyke, H. B. M.'s Minister to Central
America, had succeeded in negotiating a treaty
with the President and Cabinet of Nicaragua,
which, ere this, has been submitted to the Congress
of that country for its ratification.
It is understood that Great Britian agrees to aban-

don herProtectorate over the Mosquito territory,in
consideration of which Nicaragua has made certain
concessions to England, the precise nature of which
we have not learned. ' It is further understood that
the treaty has been made in strict pursuance of the
understanding between the Governments of Great
Britain and the United States. Indeed, such is the
happy accord that exists between the two Govern-
ments, that the identical treaty negotiated by Mr.
Wyke was submitted to the Cabinet of Washington
before it was transmitted to Central America. This
we have from a most reliable source. Yet it is a
little singular that Mr. WyKe should have en-
countered the opposition of Mr. Dimitry, the United
States Minister to Nicaragua. He did all he could
to obstruct Mr. Wyke's negotiations, but fortu-
nately to no effect.

Mr. Wyke willremain at Managua until Congress
acts upon his treaty. Little or no apprehension is
felt as to the final action of that body. Its appro-
val may be looked upon as certain.

MARYLANDNEGROES IN CANADA.?The Kent Hews
of Saturday says :

We understand from good authority, that a gen-
tleman, who, till recently, was a resident of Ches-
tertowD, but now a citizen of the District of Co-
lumbia, has received a letter from a fugitive slave
man, who ran awav from himsome four years since,
and escaped to Canada. He represents his condition
as deplorable indeed-regrets leaving his master-and
is fearful that starvation may end his life before
the return of Spring. He says that seven others,
most of whom ran away about the same time from
this neighborhood?like himself, are anxious to re-
turn to slavery, together with their offspring which
have been born since their departure. We know
"Jack" very well, and do not wonder at the con-
clusion he has arrived at, for a kinder and more in-
dulgent master than he had did not live inKent
county. XX e suppose the necessary steps will soon
be taken to gratify Jack and his comrades, since
their voluntary return to slavery would be instru-
mental in preventing others from undertaking such
perilous journeys, to which they are generally per-
suaded by their pseudo abolition friends.

WASHINGTON NEWS.
MEXICAN AFFAIRS?MISCELLANEOUS.

The War Department received the following
letter on Saturday morning from Major Ileintzle-
man, dated Fort Brown, Texas, February 10th,
giving an account ot the recent engagements had
with Cortinas and his band of outlaws. lie says:

Since my letter of the sth, I have received Capt.
Ford's report of what took place on the 4th, when
he crossed the river into Mexico to protect thesteamboat Itancbero, on her way down, with a
cargo valued at two hundred thousand dollars. On
the 2d of February two companies of State troops,Captains Ford and Littleton's, were placed undermy orders by Commissioners of the State of Texas.I sent Captain Stoneman's cavalry to occupy the
country from this point to about thirty miles
above, and the two companies to occupy from thereup as far as Ldinburg. On their way they found
some of Cortinas' men depredating on stock andkilled some of them. At Zacetal ltancho, opposite
La Balsa, he encountered thirty Mexi ans, and
drove them across the Rio Grande. His party,
with some Rangers, were fired upon from the
Mexican side, and one man was mortally wounded.
In the meantime the steamboat, which was near
by, was also fired into. Captain Ford arriving,
crossed the river with forty-nine uieu, and after a
short skirmish, kept up fop about an hour, tbe
enemy was driven from his defences. We had twoRangers wounded. The Mexican loss, according
to their own account, is twenty-nine killed and
forty wounded. Their whole force was one hun-dred and fifty infantry and fifty cavalry. Our offi-
cers and men behaved admirably The next morn-
ing, the better to protect the boat, forty seven offi-
cers and men crossed the river with their horses,
and accompanied the boat, At La Pqlmaa, two ortb,ree miles down, they encountered a body ofarmed men retreating before them. Some of thembelonged to the rural police. The larger portion
no doubt belonged to Cortinas. After a short con-
ference with General Garcia, the troops recrossedto our side of the river on the following dav. Thedangerous excitement of the last few days hassomewhat abated. The'troops will resume theirposition on the river.

Despatches justreceived from New Orleans leavethe impression that the steamer Indianola has been\ era Cruz, and armed to repel the at-
\u25a0tck anticipated from two small steamers sent from
lavana. The ownerof the Indianola was on board,

and new s of the intended attack must have reachedV era Lruz by the British steamer which left Ha-vana two days in advance of the war steamer. The
conclusion seems to he that the owner arranged
wuh the liberal Government for arming his vessel
and defending the city. The news due to-morrowby the Isabel will be looked for with anxiety.The Opposition members of the Ways and Means
Commitfee have matured aTariff, and are ready- to
report whenever the opportunity is ottered. Themain features of Mr. Morreli's bill are preserved,
with various improvements. A loan of $20,000,000'to fund the Treasury Notes, forms a part of' the
measure.

It is considered sure that the House Committee
on Territories will report in favor of organizing
the Territories ot Dacotah, Nevada and Pike's
Peak.

THE NEXT QUEEN OF GREAT BRITAIN.
Far awav be the time when Great Britain shallknow another Queen than she whose very name

scents to have heralded a succession of victories to
British arms. British policy, and British commerce,
victories all the more brilliant for the sore trials
through which they have been won. We are sure
that all our readers, whether subjects of her most
Gracious Majesty or not, will join heartily with us
in this wish; and yet we have noticed in various
quarters an uneasy curiosity as to the personality
of the next Queen. She, of course, willbe merely
a Queen Consort, not a Queen Regnant; her present
most excellent Majesty has taken care of that.?
Hence it would seem that the question as to whomshe may be would have at this time very little
interest; bnt on the contrary, if we may judce
from some of our English files, that verv reasonappears to make the subject a matter of curiosity
and discussion in certaiD circles. Therefore it isthat we depart from our usual custom, and decidea disputed question which has been submitted tous by some of our readers. We are asked to say
whether, "Ifthe Prince of Wales, now heir to the
British throne, should not marry before he becomesking, he can then marry a subject, or whomsoeverhe likes, and whether the issue ot such a marriage
would he lawful heir to the Crown?" To the ques-
tion, in both its parts, we answer, Yes. The action
of any member of the Royal Family, in this mat-
ter, is,of course,as independent as that of any otherperson, except in so far as it is restrained by Acts of
Parliament. Of these there are three touching themarriages of Princes and Princesses of the Blood.1 he first tvas passed in 1772, at the special instance
of George 111. himself. It rendered all the de-scendants of that monarch's predecessor incapable
of contracting marriage without the consent of hisMajesty; hut such descendants being above twenty-
tivo years of age, on giving the Privy Counc'iltwelve months previous notice, might, "after theexpiration of that time, marry without the royal
assort, unlcoo within that time huth Rouses or par-
liament should declare their disapprobation of the
proposed nuptials. This act originated in the mar-
riage of two of the then king's brothers; the Duke
of Cumberland with a Mrs. Horton, and the Duke
of Gloucester with Lady Waldegrave. The other
Acts were passed in 1827 and 1836, we believe.?They were amendments of the former, and had
special reference, if we remember aright, to the
connexions formed bv George IV. when PrinceRegent, and William IV. when Duke of Clarence.They, however, did not deprive the King of the
same power of consenting to his own marriage,
Avhich he had the right to exert in regard to anyother member of his family. The right of the King
of England to marry whom he pleases, has not
been restricted by any Act that we can remember;
and it has twice, at least, been exerted in the mar-
riage of subjects by monarchs upon the English
throne, ana without in any manner
validity of the claim of the issue of those marriages
to the succession. Edward IV. married Ladv
Grey, the daughter of one commoner, and the
widow of another?Sir John Grey; and the title of
his elder son by her to a place on the English
throne as Edward V. has ne\'er been disputed,
although he did not reign, as he was murdered by
the usurping Richard 111. Again, Henry VIII.
married Anne Bolevn, the daughter of a common-
er; and ifany Englishman had called in question
the title of the only issue of that marriage to the
throne, as Queen "Elizabeth, he rvould probably
have received without delay sufficient information
upon the subject to last him as long as he lived.?
So let all British mammas who have daughters
approaching marriageable years regard them" with
complacency and treat them with respect?for
who knorvs what may happen!

A DEAD WOMANCOMES TO LIFE AND UPSETS THE
FUNERAL ARRANGEMENTS.? ConsiderabIe excitement
was occasioned in some circles on the West Side
last week, bv the occurrence ot a singular circum-
stance. A young woman was taken sick a few days
previous, and after much suffering was reduced to
such a low state that her case was considered hope-
less. The neighbors took turns at sitting up with
the dying woman, hourly expecting her dissolu-
tion.

On Friday evening a new married sister of the
sick woman and a young girl were acting as watch-
ers, and were sitting by the bedside. After giving
the sick woman her medicine they sat quietly sew-
ing, the sufferer having apparently gone to sleep.
The watchers on looking again at the supposed
sleeper became startled at her death-like appear-
ance, and examined her more closely. The bodv
was rapidly growing cold, and the pulse had ceased
to beat. A looking glass was hastily torn from the
wall, and placed over the mouth, but no stain was
visible. The woman was evidently dead.

The watchers left the room to procure assistance.
An elderly neighbor was sent for to "lay out" the
body, and the messenger, meeting the undertaker,
told him of the circumstance. He proceeded to
the house, arriving about the same time with the
neighbors who had been summoned, and all hands,
after discovering the nature of the fatal disease,
and talking over some of the funeral arrangements,
prepared to enter the chamber of death in order to
perform the last sad offices for the deceased. The
young girl went lirst into the room for the purpose
of making it ready.

She had no sooner entered the room where the
body lay than a succession of piercing shrieks struck
terror into those outside. They rushed in, and
found the girh in a fainting fit on the floor. A
glauee around the room at once explained the cause
of her terror, aud caused almost equal alarm to the
others.

The dead woman wan silling up in led !

At the first glance the entire party fled scream-
ing from the room, but soon collected their senses
and returned. The "dead woman" had resumed
her recumbent posture, but was so far from being
defunct that she inquired, in a weak voice, the
meaning of the strange scene. It seems that she
had fallen into a short trance-like slumber, seem-
ingly like death itself. Just as thegirl entered the
room she had partially awakened and moved her
head. The shrieks of the terrified girl thoroughly
awoke her, and she sat up in bed to learn the cause
of the screams. Restoratives were immediately
applied, and the "defunct" is now in a fair way of
returning to healthy existence. The climax of her
disorder had passed.? Cleaveland Herald.

! CARSTANG BREACH OF PROMISE CASE.
By telegraph we learj that a jury inthis cele-

brated case was einpanneled at St. Louis on Satur-
day, and the opening speech for the plaintitl made
bv one of her attorneys, Win. Herves, E q.

The particulars of the case have already been
published, and we now give the following sketches
of the parties to the suit, copied from the St. Louis
Democrat:

THE PLAINTIFF, KFFIE CATHARINE CARSTANO.
Ihe plaintiff, Miss Etlie Catharine Carstang, has

lived in comparative obscurity till the commence-
ment of the present proceedings. Shecame tothis
city in the year 1854, and has resided since on Fifth
street, between Franklin avenue and Morgan, with
*, ? teaman, her sister. Her acquaintance with
Mr. Shaw commenced during the year 1556, and
the promise to marry is alleged to have been given
in November, 18afi. In personal appearance Miss
Carstang is rather tallin figure and withal graceful,
has dark hair, brilliant eyes, blonde complexion
and a firmness of features indicating the decisionof character which has marked her participation
in the present suit sinoe its inception. We shouldjudge the lady to be on the shady side of thirty,
and not unattractive in point of personal beauty!
She has maintained a remarkable perseverance
throughout the whole trial, and accompanied hercounsel personally to New York and other places,
gathering testimony in her own vindication. The
attempt to compel her to give bonds for payment
of the costs was unsuccessful, the motion thereforhaving been denied by .fudge Reber. Pending this
matter. Miss Carstang proved the ownership of
property reputed to be worth about $3,000, consist-
mg of promissory notes secured by a mortgage on
land on the Southwest Branch of the Pacific Rail-
road.

THE DEFENDANT, HENRY SIIAW.
The defendant, Henry Shaw, has been a resident

ol St. Louis for forty-one years. He was formely
a merchant, and acquiring great wealth, retiredfrom business as long ago as 1841. Subsequently

THE LONDON TIMES ON AMERICAN INSTITUTIONS.?
The London Times, commenting on the Speaker-
ship contest in which our House of Representatives
indulged the other day, pronounces our system of
government a failure in essential respects. The
article to which we refer concludes thus:

American statesmen saw that, though the En-
glish system might be the best, it was one that
could not be engrafted on a constitution thorough-
lyDemocratic. The Legislature which is to be in-
trusted with the delicate task of making and unma-
king the Executive Government, while abstaining
from the ruinous error of usurping executive func-
tions into its own hands must be composed of men
superior to the momentary influences which sway
an unbridled Democracy, and capable of the habit-
ual exercise of moderation and forethought. Such
a body cannot spring Irom equal electoral districts
and universal suffrage, where the voice of the un-
instructed may overpower the opinion of the edu-
cated few. There was, therefore, no choice for
America but to invest the administration by posi-
tive law with that durability which it was vain to
hope from the prudence and moderation of a Legis-
lature so constituted, and if America has thus lost
the advantage of an Executive in harmony with
the feelings of the Legislature, she has, at any rate,
avoided the evils of perpetual change. It is, we
fear, but too probable that our colonies which have
chosen to imitate America rather than England in
the highly Democratic constitutons of their Legis-
latures will find themselves driven to apply the
same remedies to the same evils, and forced by the
intolerable instability of successive governments to
give them a legal duration, and thus affect a final
divorce between the legislative and executive pow-
ers. In the meanwhile, we have good reason to
congratulate ourselves that we have not, instead of
our present Parliamentary government, a band of
officials unconnected with Parliament, and holding
office, whether popular or unpopular, efficient or
inefficient, for a fixed term of years.

FEAT or A RAILROAD EMPLOYEE. ?A recent achieve-
ment of a brakesman on the Michigan Central Rail-
road exhibits a degree of skilland presence of mind
that renders it well worthy of record. Last Thurs-
day night, when the passenger train coming east-
ward was between Chelsea and Dexter, a broken
rail was encountered, throwing, we believe, one
car from the track. A freight train was known to
be coming behind, and a brakesman ?Nelson Imus,
a young man, who makes his home at Ann Harbor
?retraced the irack half a mile, equipped with the
red lantern, the signal of danger. When the train
loomed in sight, the red light was waved in the
usual manner, but there was no movement on the
part of the engineer to indicate that he discerned
the signal. It became obvious to Imus that the
d :fficulty lay in the steam having become con-
gealed on the window to such an extent as to ob-
struct the engineer's vision, and baviDg no torpe-
does to place on the track?an appliance some-
times resorted to?he was left entirely to his own
resources. Taking his position as near the track as
was consistent with safety, as the machine came
thundering along, with well directed aim he hurled
his lantern into the window, shattering it, as well
as the lantern, into small fragments, some of which
struck the engineer, who, seeingaud "making note

of" the red pieces, of course reversed the engine
in time to avoid a serious accident.?Detroit Tri-
bune.

FROM VENEZUELA. ?Advices have been received
to the 15th of February. Gen Falcon, of the revo-
lutionary army, having left San Carlos for the pur-
pose of effecting a junction with the revolutionary
force in the east, the place had fallen into the
hands of the government. In an attempt to regain
it Gen. Lamond of the rebel force was killed. The
government general of the same name is still alive,
the report of his death having arisen from that of
his namesake. It is believed that the revolutiona-
ry movement is nearly at an end.

COFFEE IN COLD REOIONS. ?Dr. Hayes, of Arctic
fame, in his recently published work, expresses the
opinion, based upon experience, that to men living
on a short allowance of food, in a cold climate,
where special stimuli are required, there is nothing
as valuable as coffee. Tea is not much prized by
explorers in frozen regions. To Arctic travellers,
the Doctor adds, spirits in any form are in almost
every case worse than useless; while coffee is
always grateful, and always beneficial.

THE JAPANESE EMBASSY.?The Alia Cali/ornian
says that there are no longer any doubts as to the
Japanese Ambassador's touching at San Francisco
while en route from Jeddo for Washington in the
United States steamship Powhatan. Orders have
been received at the Navy Yard, at Mare Island,
from Commodore Tatuall, to have the dry dock in
readiness to receive the Powhatan for repairs. She
was to leave Japan some time in February, and

would thus be here during the month of March.
