lots of inferior at $1.30@1.33, and good white at $1.62.
Rye is also more plenty, and Pennsylvania is offered at
93 cts., without finding buyers. Corn is rather lower,
with sales of 4,000 bushels yellow at 73 cts. afloat, and 72
eta. in store; some very handsome lots brought 74 cts 1
Oats are unchanged, with sales of 1,500 bushels Southern
at 44 cts. afloat, and some Pennsylvania at4s cts. instore.
Barley and Malt are quiet.

The Provision market is quiet hut withoutany changes
to notice in barrelled Meats and Bacon, and a small busi-
ness to note inboth. Green Meats are steady, with sales

HON. EDWARD BATES.?Tlie Hon. Edward Bates,
of Mo., has written a letter to the delegates from
that State to the Chicago Convention, giving his
views on the issues before the country.

The Grand Jury of Jefferson county, N. Y.,
presents as a nuisance the army of vagrants and
petty criminals that crowd the poor-house and
jail. The jury recommend that measures be
taken to set them at work, and thus lessen the
public burdens.

The town of Schiedam, in Holland, has a popula-
tion of about twelve thousand five hundred, a large
portion of whom are engaged in the herring fish-
ery. The manufacture of gin, for which it is
particularly noted, gives employment to over two
hundred distilleries.

The Patent Office announces that tea-plants
for the South have mostly been forwarded to their
destinations, and all the grape roots, of varieties
both foreign and domestic, which were on hand in
the condition fit for removal, have been distributed.
Measures, however, have been taken to procure
additional supplies, and, when re&dy for distribu-
tion, notice thereof will be given.

TELEGRAMS.

Arrival of the Overland California Mall.
MALLOT'S STATION, March 21.?The Overland Cal-

ifornia Mail, bringing San Francieco advices to the
3rd inst., has arrived. The Democratic Convention
met at Sacramento on the 29th ult., when Philip
Moore was elected President. A committee of for-
ty was appointed to draft resolutions, Senator
Sharp, a Douglas man, being chairman. A series
of resolutions were reported and adopted. The
first endorses the principles of the Cincinnati plat-
form as those which can alone preserve the Unionand maintain the integrity of the Democratic par-
ty. The second approves the Dred Scott decision.
The third and fourth favors the Pacific Railroad
and Telegraph, and the Overland Mail. The fifth
fullyendorses the Administration of Mr. Ifuchanan.
The sixth approves the past and present Democrat-ic State Administration. The seventh declares
Daniel S. Dickinson as the first choice of the De-
mocracy of California for the Presidency, but does
not instruct the delegates to support him. The
following delegates were chosen to the Charleston
C invention, the last four being alternates: JohnBidwell, John A. Dresslillis. G. W. Patrick, JohnS. Dudley, Austin E. Smith, John Renis, D. S.
Gregory and Mayor Bradley. As the delegates
are not instructed and are selected from differentwings of the party, it is impossible to foreshadow
their votes. None of them have been known as
particularly hostile to Mr. Douglas.

Alter their election Mr. Gregory, a positive
Gwin and Weller man, offered a resolution that
Stephen A. Douglas be declared the last choice of
the Convention, which was laid on the table by a
vote of 284 to C5. It is now pretty generally con-
ceded that seven ot the eight delegates are friends
of Senator Latham.

The official survey of Gen. Sutter has been re-
turned to the United States District Court by the
Surveyor-General. It locates the claim in. two
tracts; one tract of two square leagues covers Sa-
cramento City and environs. The other, of nine
leagues, is located on Fraser River, so as to include
the city of Marysville. The locations willbe con-
tested by hundreds of people outside and inside ofthe boundaries indicated.

A bill is maturing and will be introduced in the
Legislature to provide a metropolitan police sys-
tem for San Fran'ciseo, alter the plan of the present
New York law.

Since the roads have become passable for loaded
teams from the WTishoe silver mines, about a ton
and a half of silver ore has arrived in San Francis-
co at a cost sl2 per hundred for transportation
Many people leave San Francisco daily for the sil-

ver region. The interior papers report parties
leaving many California mining towns for the same
destination. The fortune-hunters seem determined
to be on the ground long before the snow leaves it.
Stages arrive at Placerville daily loaded down
with passengers, all eager to cross over the moun-
tains at the earliest moment.

Ball, Baker & Co., bankers of San Francisco,
have bought a ninety-sixth interest in the Ophir
Company, a part of the original Comstock lead,
for SIO,OOO. Three other shares in the same Com-
pany, representing 175 feet of the lead, have been
recently sold in San Francisco for $105,000.
Another sale of 124th of 14,000 feet was made
at $45,000.

The news from Carson Valley continues of the
same character as before. Many San Francisco
capitalists have arrived there, and the value of mi-
llingclaims was rapidly increasing from the eager-
ness of parties to purchase. On the Devil's Gate
and Chinatown district 214 leads of what are hoped
to be silver ore, have been claimed and recorded,
includingan area of five miles square.

The gold mining at Gold Hill was highly suc-
cessful.

WAsH INGTox, March 22.?Consul General Harris,

writing from Jeddo to the Secretary of State,
says American affairs there are in an unsatisfactory
condition.

the Homestead, and thought, as the night was cold,
they had better walkhome,and that he would accom-
pany him, at the same time putting his arms around
Stevenson apparently in a friendly manner, and
cutting both pantaloons' pockets with some sharp
instrument, from one of which the pockef-book was
abstracted; Skinner then ran off".

The case was brieflyargued before the jury, who,
after being out some twenty minutes, rendered a
verdict of guilty. Sentence deferred. Wm. H.
Cowan for the defence.

State vs. Thomas Chapman, indicted for an as-
sault with intent to kiil Charles Hancock, a con-
ductor on the City Passenger Railway.

Mr. Whitney said that the evidence of the State
could not convict on the first count of the indict-
ment?assault with intent to kill, and that the
prisoner would plead guilty to the second count?-
simple assault.

George P. Harlan, convicted of breaking into
the house of Mr. Edward W. Jones, on the York
road, and stealing therefrom the sum of $1,150,
was sentenced to confinement in the penitentiary,
at hard labor, for the term of nine years and four
months.

The Court, in pronouncing sentence, said that
the prisoner, after being liberally and ably defended
by two members ot the bar, had been found guilty
of committing the crime of burglary, to which",
from the evidence, it was also very apparent he
intended to add murder. The weapons found in
the house plainly indicated this. The Court was
inclined to be merciful, but from the confessions of
the prisoner himself, that he had committed robbe-
lies in other States, it was of the opinion that he
was an old thief. The prisoner, the Court believed,
was very poor, so much so, that the lawyers who
defended him, had done so without the least re-
muneration; but that poverty, no doubt, was the
result of the dissolute life which he had always
led; and the Court must recollect that the prisoner,
in committing this burglary, had reduced a man,
apparently in affluent circumstances, to almost the
same degree of poverty as himself.

John Offley, (negro,) convicted of stealing nine
live chickens, valued at ten cents each, was sen-
tenced to be sold by the Sheriff' at public sale,
within the State, for the term of six months.

The motion for a new trial and in arrest of judg-
ment, in the case of Ernest Dash, convicted of
stealing twenty-three pounds of iron from Levin
Jones, was then frrgued by Mr Fisher for the tra-
verser, and Mr. Whitney for the State. New trial
granted.

The Court was of opinion that if the State had
no more testimony than was adduced on the trial,
if was useless to go into the case again. The
State's Attorney then consented to a plea of not
guilty being entered.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE THIETIf SIXTH CONGRESS
SENATE.

WASHINGTON, March 22. ?The CHAIR laid before
the Senate a communication from the Secretary of
State, transmitting copies of correspondence be-
tween that Department and Townsend L. Harris,
minister resident of the United States in Japan,
concerning the proposed diplomatic mission from
Japan to the United States.

On motion by Mr. SEWARD, a resolution was adopt-
ed requesting the President of the United States to
communicate to the Senate, if not, in his opin-
ion, incompatible with the public interest,
whatever inlormation he may have concerning the
expulsion of Eugene Delli, a native of Prussia and
a naturalized citizen of the United States, from 1that country in or about the year 1857.

The bill to establish a mail route in Kansas was
passed.

MR. TOOMBS presented a petition in tavor of the
Homestead bill.

A large portion of the morning hour was occu-
pied with the consideration of a local bill relating
to and authorizing the corporation of Washington
to contract a debt of §220,000, to build a new mar-
ket-house.

A number of bills were presented for reference.
Mr. JOHNSON, from the Committee on Public 1Lands, reported back the House Homestead bill I

with an amendment, striking out all after the en-
acting clause, and substituting the Senate bill on '
the same subject. I

On motion of Mr. Gwix, the bill for the con- :
struction of the Pacific Railroad and Telegraph 1was taken up, in, order that certain amendments '
might be introduced and printed, which were
agreed to, and the bill and the amendments were
ordered to be printed. 1

On motion by Mr. NICHOLSON, a resolution was
adopted requesting the Secretary of War to fur-
nish the Senate a copy of the memorial of Brevet
Lieut. Col. B. S. Roberts, of the United States
Army, relating to a re-organization of the militiaof the United States, under a revision of the law of
Congress in conformity witf, the Constitution.Air. URIGHT introduced a billfor the prosecution
of the work upon the extension of the Capitol;
which was read twice and ordered to be printed.

Mr. YCLEE, from the Committee on Post-Officeand Post Roads, to whom the subject had been re-
ferred, reported a bill in relation to the return of
undelivered letters in the Post-offices, which was
read three times by unanimous consent and passed.
It provides that when any person shall endorse onany letter his or her name and place of residence,as writer thereof, the same after remaining uncalled
for at the Post-office thirty days, or the time the
writer may direct, shall be returned to the writerby mail without being advertised; nor shall the
same be treated as dead letters until so returned to
the office of the writer, and there remaining uncall-
ed for one quarter.

The Homestead bill was discussed by Messrs.
Clingman, Hale, Johnson of Arkansas, Johnson of
Tennessee, Wigfall and others, until half-past four
o'clock, when the Senate adjourned. Mr. Green
has the floor on this bill.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. NOELL made a few remarks on the bill here-

tofore introduced by him, proposing to withdraw
from the people of Utah the power to make their
local laws through an elective assembly. If the
House should attempt by direct legislation to gup-
press polygamy, they would fail, for they would
not strike at the root of this festering sore on thebody politic.

He held that the organized territories derive
their power to legislate from Congress, but Utah
should be an exception, and instead of a legislative
assembly, the power to legislate should be invested
in some other tribunal which would protect, not
only the inhabitants of Utah, but the rights of theentire Union.

MRI DAVIS, of Indiana, called up the bill granting
alternate sections of lands in Nebraska for the
construction of live railroads thereon, to be free
of toll to the property and troops of the United
States, and to carry the mails at such prices as
Congress may direct.

On motion of ilr. ETHEKIDOE, the bill was tabled
?yeas 131, nays 51.

The House proceeded to consider the resolutionof the Committee of Elections, declaring it inexpe-
dient to allow Mr. COOPER, the sitting member,
from the First Congressional District of Michigan,
(whose seat is contested by Mr. Win. A. Howard,)to take further testimony.

Mr. CAMPBELL spoke in favor, and Mr. STEVEN-
SON against the resolution.

Mr. HOWARD spoke insupport of his claim to the
seat.

After lurther proceedings the resolution was
agreed to. Yeas 89, nays 79.

The House adjourned.

STATISTICS OF INSANITY.?We have derived con-
siderable interest (says the Harrisburg Union)
from an examination of the annual report of the
trustees and superintendent of the State Lunatic
Hospital ot Pennsylvania. Contrary to the gener-
ally conceived idea that the "mental occupations"
are most conducive to insanity, we find from a list
ot 705 inmates of that institution, embracing every
avocation of human "industry, that the farmers
make much the heaviest proportion, and the labor-
ers next. There are 226 farmers, 180 laborers]
to 25 merchants and those of other trades and pur
suits, ranging in number from Ito 15. In the list
we find but 3 printers?a class of men who undergo
more "brain wear," we suppose, than any other.In a list ot 487 females, too, we Hnd that, next to
housewives, the daughters of farmers form much
the largest proportion. Is out-door work condu-
cive to insanity 7 Ifnot, why is the preponder-
ance so largely against the agricultural and labor-
ing classes?

THE CROPS. ?The Houston (Miss.) Petree of the
7th says:

"We learn that the late cold weather not only
destroyed the wheat, but all the vegetables.
Spring has been very Dackward, and we have had
enough of cold and rain to last three winters."

We saw none winter killed, but all the
fields are presenting a vigorous growth, and ifno-
thing untoward in the way of fly,or drought,or late
frosts, should overtake them, the yield will be
abundant.

CONSPIRACY AGAINST THE KING OP SARDINIA.?

?LOTS TO ASSASSINATE GARIBALDI.?The JFco d'ltaliaof March 17 contains the following remarkable
statement:

"from private letters coming to us from Milan,dated h ebruary 17th, we learn that the police ofMilan have just discovered an atrocious scheme, theobject of which was to assassinate Victor Emanuelon the occasion of his entry into the capital of Lom-bardy One of the conspirators, a certain CountBrambilla, the same who, in 18-19, abstracted thegolden medals from the Gregorian Museum wasarrested, and on his person were found suspicious
documents and large sums of money destined for
the Pontifical court. Other conspirators, all Aus-
trians or priests, are in the hands of the police.

"By another correspondence we are assured'that
the indefatigable Farini has discovered a vast con-
spiracy organized by various officials at Verona,
aided by the anti-Napoleon party of France. The
intercepted correspondence shows that the con-
spirators intended to make use of the dagger and
of poison in carrying out their schemes. One of
the intended victims was General Garibaldi; the
Courts of Naples and Rome were ignorant ofcthe
conspiracy, but would'have been informed of it.
The director of this plot was a famous ruflian of
the ex-Duke of Modena, one Virginio AlpiofForli,
the very type of the desperate assassin."

THE COUNTESS LIONEL OP CHALVILLAN, betterknown as Celeste Mogador, is about to publish at
Paris a new novel, "Est-il Foxtriat" a sequel to a
work she wrote in 1848. The most remarkablething about it is the dedication, which reads as
follows:

"1 dedicate this book as a sad souvenir to uiv
husband, to him who was my strength, my joy, my
hope, my courage. There is on earth one grea't
soul the less, but in Heaven one star more. Had
not the Count Lionel de Chalvillan, faith and chari-
ty, the two virtues most pleasing to God ?

"In resuming again the work, so long suspended,
I obey a material need, as the Wandering Jen-
obeyed the imperious voice which incessantly cried
to him, 'March on 1 March on!' "

DIRECT TRADE BETWEEN BELGIUMAND THE SOUTH-
ERN STATES.? A Paris paper states that the Duke
of Brabant gave a private audience on the 3d of
March to a deputation from the Belgico-American
Company for the development of a direct trade
with the Southern States of the American Union.
IllsRuyol Illgliucss expressed groat interest in theobject of the Company, and hoped that the institu
tion which promised so many advantages to Bel-gian industry would meet with success.
