The Covode Investigating Committee on Fridavexamined George Plitt, of Philadelphia. Theyasked him whether he was Treasurer in 1850 ofthe Democratic State Central Committee ? He re-plied that he was. They asked him how muchmoney he received, and paid out for election pur-poses for that campaign ? Governor Winslow ob-

jected to the question. A long and protracted dis-
cussion ensued, and, owing to the absence of twooltbe committee, ended by adjournment. Thev
met again at lialt-past two, when they orderedMr. Plitt to answer the question in regard to the
money used. He stated that seventy thousand
dollars was in liispossession, and that every dollar
was expended by Forney's written order. Thev
desired to know what 'amount Collector Scheilsent. He said he would not reply, except
that Mr. Scheil had informed them' upon thesubject. He said the amount received from
Mr. Scheil was eighteen thou And five hun-
dred dollars, made payable to his (Mr. Plitt's)
order, which was likewise paid out by order of
Forney; they then branched off in regard to the
fraudulent voting, and asked him whether he wasClerk at that time of the Court of the UnitedStates ! lie said, yes. By whom appointed ? Hereplied, by Judge Greer. They asked him whether
the seal of the Court was ever used for the purpose
of making fraudulent naturalization papers? Heanswered emphatically, no. They asked him
whether he was aware "that fraudulent papers were
issued by the Court ? He said he did not believethere could De without his knowledge. Could any
one have access whereby fraudulent papers could
be issued? He replied that it was impossible forhim to say what people might do if they chose.?They then desired to know what his relations were
with the President? He replied, kindly as I hope.
They have been ever since I have knpwn him. For-ney willbe subpoenaed, as by the evidence thus far
elicited inthis matter he is an important witness, totell what he knows about the use of money and cor-
ruptions in the Pennsylvania elections of 1856.
The Navy Department has received a communica-
tion from Lieutenant John M. Brooke advisatory
of his arrival at San Francisco in the Japanese
steamer Candininarruh, accompanied by Mr. E.
M. Kern and nine of the crew ot the FenoimoreCooper. Lieutenant Brooke had designed return-
ing to San Francisco in the steamer Po-" hattan,
but on being informed that the Japanese Govern-
ment proposed sending a steamer to California,
and that they had requested Flag Officer Tattnallto detail an officer or officers to aid in navigating
the vessel, he volunteered to perform that service.
Speaking of those on the Candininarruh, he
says that the sailors are fast becoming expert inthe science of navigation, and experience will
soon render them fully equal to our American sea-
men in this respect. As the Japanese sailors hadnever encountered such severe gales as were met
with during this passage, the management of the
vessel was left pretty much in the hands of the
American seamen; but the Japanese displayed
great aptness in acquiring the requisite know-ledge. The officers are good.observers; they rated
their chronometers at Yeddo, and are particularly
familiar with lunar observations. The engineers
are very competent; and the watch officers, with
practice, willacquire skill in their profession.
The Attorney General concurs with the Secreta-ry ot the Navy in justifying the capture of the
Mexican steamers, and has given an opinion tothat effect. They are libelled at New Orleans as
prizes, and the question will be judicially deter-
mined whether they were pirates, or became prizes
through an alleged act of war in firing into the
Indianola. easy to anticipate the verdict of a
New Orleans jury. With the popular prejudicewhich exists there against Miramon's Government,

TELEGRAMS.

Tim Cnlifomin Pony Express?Klevpn <lnys
Later from Snn Francisco?Arrival of the
Japanese Embassy.
ST. JOSEPH, MO., April 14. ?The first messenger

on the Central Overland Pony Express arrived
here at four o'clock yesterday afternoon, with
California dates to April 3d, and Carson Valley
dates to the 4th. This messenger came through
in ten days to a minute, be having left San FraV
cisco at four P. M., on April 3d. Owing to the
derangement of the wires between here andSt. Louis, the reports were delayed until thismorning.

The Lnited States steamer Powhattan, with the
Japanese embassy, consisting in all of 72 persons,
arrived on the 27th. Alter repairs and coaling,
which will take some days, she will proceed to
Panama. The embassy propose spending a month
on the Atlantic side, and wish to return via Pana-
ma in the Powhattan.

The Legislature is occupied in considering the
San Francisco bulkhead bill. The contest is excit-
ing proportionate to the vast interest involved.
The result is doubtful. The State capitol seems
permanently located at Sacramento, SIOO,OOO hav-
i"g been appropriated for the commencement of a
capitol building, which is to cost when complete
$500,000. The Japanese steam corvette Candin-
inarruh has been in the dry dock at Ware Island
navy yard, and been put in complete order, free of
charge; Commodore Cunningham explaining that
while he had no actual authority to render this
accommodation, he felt sure he was but carrying
out the intentions of his government in doing" forthe Japanese steamers all that he could do for an
American tnan Jof-war.

Kong, takes considerable flour, 200,000 feet oflumber, and 5350.000 in gold and silver. The Ea-
gle Wing for New York takes 19,000 hides, 70
bales of wool, 60 casks of California wine and other
domestic products.

VV ASHT.NGTON, April 15.?As a number of the op-

position will "pair oil" with the Democratic mem-
bers of Congress who are going to Charleston, and
willavail themselves of this arrangement to visit
their homes, it is probable that scarcely a quorum,
if so many, will be left here to attend to the public
business. David A. Burr, who has recentlv re-
turned from Utah, in a lecture last night refuted
Hie statement of Mr. Hooper, the delegate from the
Territory, that the Mormons have no coinage of
theirlown, and exhibited some of their money, which
the authorities have forced into circulation, to show-
that it is 30 per cent, below the national staudard.

The Freshets and Western Travel.
PITTSBURG, April 13.?The damage to the Pitts-

burg, Fort Wayne and Chicago Railroad is very
slight; passengers and freight trains are running
with the usual regularity. The Pennsylvania Rail-
road is uninjured. The river is in fine boating or-
der; boats are plenty and loading for all points.

CINCINNATI, April 13.?Columbus papers state
that the injuries sustained by the railroads and
canals in the central portion of the State are much
greater than was anticipated. The damage to the
public works is immense, probably not less than
$50,000. East of Newark the Central Ohio road is
covered with water for miles: At Marietta, yes-
terday, the water was six feet deep on Harmar
street, and was rising at the rate of three inches
per hour.

ESCAPE OF A FEMALE CONVICT FROM THE PENITEN-
TIARY.?We heard the other day of a very daring
escape from the Indiana State prison, at J'efferson-
ville, by a girl, which pretty nearly equals the
enterprise of the adventurous girl in the Columbus
penitentiarv, or which the papers gave an account
recently. The women's range of cells in the In
diana penitentiary is four stories in Light, we be-
lieve, with grated windows in each story looking
into the court-yard. This girl climbed up the
highest window as far as she could, the grate bars
enabling her to cling to it firmly, and when at the
top, she managed in some inexplicable way to fas-
ten the sheet of her bed to the bars of the next
window above, then climbed up it to the top, as
she had done with the first one, and again fastened
the sheet to the window above, and thus managed
to get to the roof, whence she escaped down the
ladder which is used for the guards to mount to
the wall with. Her escape was not known till
some time after, and she has probably got safely
out.?

SPECULATIVE WEALTH.?A WasboecorrespomU'iit
of the Alia California eires the I'oilowiog graphic
description of the value of speculative wealth:?
"Everything bears the appearance of California in
184' J. Red shirts and gray are moving to and fro
with blankets, pick, and pan. In the towns rude
houses are hastily thrown together. The saloons
are crowded. Gambling is conducted openly?faro
and inonte tables are in active operation iu every
camp, and heavy betting indicates an abundance
of money. However, there is more prospective
wealth than present coin. Men have claims in
their own estimation worth thousands of dollars,
without a ceut in their pockets. Everybody talks
rich. 1 have seen no man yet who thinks himself
worth less than $50,000; but I have seen a good
many get trusted for drinks and meals.

Twenty-one orphans were accidentally poisoned
in the orphan asylum at Lexington, Ky., on Wed-
nesday evening, 4th instant. A quantity of ar-
senic had been purchased to destroy rats at the or-
phan asylum, which was mixed with meal, upon a
plate. The matron being unwell that morning,
directed one of the children to give out the break-
last. In so doing she ignorantly used the plate
upon which the arseuic had beeu placed, in taking
from a barrel the meal out of which to make the
bread. Twenty-one children, together with the
matron, partook of the repast thus prepared, and
all were at once seized with sickness and vomiting,
some before leaving the table. A prudent pre-
scription of the physician of the asylum saved
the lives of the children.

J THE HUMBOLDT BAT MASSACRES.? A short para-

I graph regarding those tragic occurrences appeared
a few days ago. It is said that the number killed
n as iift\-fiveon Indian Island, fifty-eight on South
Beach, toity on South Fork of Eel river, and tbir-
y hve on Eagle I'rairic?one hundred and eighty-

eig t in all, principally women and children, mas-sacred ,n cold blood, while slecoing in their buts,by white men, none of whom have been arrested
or are publicly known. A correspondent at Hum-
boldt Bay gives the following account:

"For the last two or three years there have beenlarp settlements or lodges of Indians on what iscalled Indian Island and South Beach both of
which are within a short distance of this'place saya mile. These Indians?a great many of them at
least?have learned to speak the English language
so as to be understood; and a great many haveearned an honest living by working in town and
among the settlers. There were not lees than ten
or fifteen half-breed infants among the squaws, andall were livingon the most friendly and intimate
terms with the whites, and had all been assured ofthe protection of the United States garrisonot this place, commanded by Major Raines.?In the midst of this fancied security thetwo camps were rushed upon early in the morn-ing of Sunday, 25th February, and literallyandcompletely wiped out. Yes, sir. my pen almost refuses to record it. Nearly two hundred human beingswere put out of existence in the short space of onehour from the commencement of the butchery
and, though you will hardly believe me, I assumeyou that every squaw and child was killed thatcould be found. One man alone, captain of the
band, boasted next day (hat he had killed thirty
women and children with his own hand, or rather
hatchet! Fire-arms were used to a very limitedextent, but the work was chiefly done withhatchets, iron bludgeons, knives, Ac. Next morn-ing I visited the camp, and I assure you that thescene was harrowing and sickening in the extreme.
Old squaws, decrepit and grey-haired; younc
squaws, the mother of two or three children, werelying in a pile. Sometimes, and frequently, the
infant would be morta'ly wounded, and clingingto
the dead breast. The stalwart bucks lay
scattered round quietly despatched with a blowfrom a hatchet, and a thrust or two about theheart witha bowie-knife. Infants were crawling
around and hiding among the rubbish, &c. Alto-gether, it was the most sickening spectacle that Iever beheld. And all this was done within stone-throw of the United States Barracks. * * *

These facts can hardly be credited in the AtlanticStates, but I assure you they are strictly true. Thesame party are now out on the scout for morewomen and children: and when there are no more
Indian women and children for them to kill theblood-thirsty fiends will turn their hatchets andknives upon their own countrymen."

THE AAUICDLTUBAL BUREAU.? The following is
the preamble anil resolution presented in the
House of Itepresentatives on Thursday last, by Mr.
Carcv, in relation to the establishment of an Agri-
cultural Bureau by the Government:

Whereas history teaches that there can be nocivilization without skill in agriculture, that death
is the award of improvidence to nations as well asindividual*, and that the extinction of vitality isthe consequence of abuse in this fundamental art:that we have the example of the solicitude lelt by
all the civilized nations of the world for the ad-
vancement of agriculture: that itis beyond a doubtthat much of our public domain is not capable of
supporting life, and much of the land once consider-
ed to be inexhaustible has ceased to be cultivated,
and the process of exhaustion is on th<-increase: that
the main subsistence?crops of the United States-
is yearly growing less, from causes which would
appear to be increasing in their action, and which
have not been appreciated or properly studied, and
there exists a conviction in the minds of scientific
and learned authorities, and it is proved by our
short experience that the possibility of continuing
to produce our great staples, cotton, wheat, tobac-
co, and corn, under the system of culture practised,
is most questionable, and must eventuate in pover-
ty, wretchedness, and a disappearance of popula-
tion : that the causes and consequences thereof,
with their remedies, are susceptible of incontesta-
ble proof: that our population is subject to period-
ical returns of calamities and fatal diseases in a
great measure dependent upon our bad agricultural
practices: that the richest portion of our inheri-
tance remains not only uncultivated, but a living
cause of disease and death, and that within com-
paratively few years, science has revealed a know-
ledge of the constitution of the earth, connected withvitality,of the deepest interest to our race ?a know-
ledge not possessed by our fathers, and for a want of
which they are in no wise responsible : that the
means of greatly lessening the uncertainties that
attend upon the methods now* in use of increas-
ing articles of necessity and luxuries, of removing
the causes of disease, and lengthening the average
duration of life, of improving the vield of our
lands, is within our reach;

%

that all these great re-
sults are perfectly feasible and practicable; and
that they are iustantlv required, is shown by mani
f stations emanating from dives sources, "and by
the repeatedly expressed desire of this community
that there should be an independent bureau estab-

lished by this Government: Therefore,
Be it resolved, That the Committee on Agricul-

ture be instructed to report to this House a bill for
the promotion of the interests of agriculture, for
the orgaurzation of the agricultural division of the
Department of the Interior, now ina defective con-
dition, and demanding an immediate remedy.

board, as a trader, mail-carrier, and revenue cut
ter. The necessity lor such a craft has long been
experienced, and is now met by the Colonization
Society, who are wisely devoting considerable
attention to the physical improvement of Liberia.
I he packet Mary Caroline Stevens willcommence
her usual spring voyage from Baltimore on the2<)ih instant., thus anticipating, for special reasons,
her regular time ten days. The great work of
African colonization progresses surely and encou-
ragingly. To the people of color no other country
promises equal advantages, political, agricultural,
and commercial?none such a home for the educa-
tion of their children and for general prosperity
and growth to national independence and influ-
ence.

CALLED KOK.? Thousands of letters misdirected or
never called for at the post-office annually find their
way to the dead-letter oflice at Washington?-

a bourne from which very few misguided missives
ever return. The law, however, recently enacted,
provides away for the return of letters to their
writers. It is lawful to request the Postmaster at
the ollice to which the letter is directed, to return
it unless called for within thirty days, and when
this request is made, it becomes the" duty of the
Postmaster to return it to the writer without ex-
pense to him.

PETTY TYRANNY.? The Austrian authorities at

Venice have issued an order directed against the
practice of persons wearing beards on their chins.

The notice en-
joins all to conform exactly to the imperial order
as regards to the beard; and ordains that they
cannot, moreover, on any account, he allowed to
wear hats ala favour.
