Mr. Garruer.—Last evening, the friends of Thos.
B. Gaither met at Rechabite Hall, for the purpose
of expressing their indignation at the course pur-
sued by Judge Krebs, in removing him from the
Clerkship of the Circuit Court, and in imposing
fine and imprisonment on him for contempt. At a
quarter past eight o’clock, with about seventy-five
persons in the Hall, the meeting was organi )
ex-Justice Jolly moving that Mr. Wm. Carmichael
be called to the chair. Mr. James Morrow was
made Seeretary. The President stated that he had
refused to act as Chairman, being a relative of Mr.
Gaither, but, notwithstanding his refusal, he had
been called on.  He then stated that it was well
known what the object of the meeting was, and he
was ready to receive any proposition. There was
a pau here of two minutes, when Mr. Morrow
moved the appointment of a committee of five to
draft resolantions express of the sense of the
meeting; adopted. The Chair asked how the com-
mittee should be appointed, and when that officer
was requested to name the committee, he said he
would rather not, as the audience were all strangers
to him. Mr. Morrow (Secretary) suggested the
following persons for the committee, and they were
appointed :(—A. D. Evans, (Warden of the Peniten-
tiary,) J. A. Vallee, E. A. Bryan, J. E. Prigg and
Mr. McCoul. The committee retired, and in a few
minutes one of them came back and reported that
Mr. A. D. Evans was not present.

I cannot serve,
asitis not my intention to remain long.” Thus
matters rested, when, after a few minutes’ absence,
the Committes; (or what was left of it) enterod,
and Mr. Vallee said—‘Mr. President, in the ab-
sence of the Chairman it devolves upon me to pre-
sent the following preamble and resolutions,” which
the Secretary read.

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CAPTURE OF THE “BENECIA BOY.”

[ From the Manchesler Guardian, April 7.)

Heenan, the “Benecia Boy.” who is matched to
fight Tom Sayers for the “Championship of the
world,”” is now in the custody of Mr. Hilton, Head
Constable of Derby. The details of his apprehen-
sion are as follows. On Thursday afternoon last,
Clark, a Detective Officer of the Leicestershire
constabular rrived in Derby with a warrant for
the apprehension of Ieenan, it being understood
that the celebrated pugilist, with his trainers, was
located at Trent Locks,which divide the counties of
Derby and Leicester. The Leicestershire oflicer
got the warrant backed by a Derbyshire magis-
trate, and at 10 o’clock on Thursday night Clark,
accompanied by Sup, Shaw, Sergeant Lowndes,
and Police Constable Hallam, ot the Derbyshire
forces, p eded in a “trap” to Trent Locks, where
they arrived about one o’clock yesterday morning.
They put up at Deacon’s public-house, and re-
mained there until 5 A. M., when they proceeded
to the Navigation Inn, kept by Mr. Rice. A Trent
ferryman let them into the house, and they at once
planted themselves at the bottom of the bedroom
and then asked for the landiord. The land-
we down® In answer to the question wheth-
er Heenan was not in his house, he replied that he
had been there on the evening previous, but he did
not know that he was sleeping there. Sergeant
Lowndes and Police Constable Hallam then pro.
ceeded to a room, the bed of which had evidently
Jjust been vacated, and by the side of it were a shirt,
trowsers and waistcoat. In the room also were
two of Heenan’s backers, and O’Donnell, his train-
er. Oneof them was an American, who said he
had only arrived in England the day previous.—
They all denied any knowledge of 1leenan’s where-
abouts

the officers had searched every room up
stairs for about an hour, they descended again.
Directly afterward, a man named Henry %
who keeps the lock-house on the Trent bank,
into the house with a note written in pencil, which
he gave to the landlord.  The police were in plain
clothes, and Superintendent Shaw said to Zachnison,
“What is it?” He replied that ““it was (rom Heenan,
who was at his house.” The note was as follows:

“T am waiting for my shoes at th
nell must bring them to me directly.”

The oflicers then proceeded to the Lock-house.
Zachison denied all knowledge of Heenan, and
would not allow them to go up stairs without pro-
ducing a search-warrant. Sergeant Lowndes then
went to a county magistrate for a search-warrant,
and after he had been gone about ten minutes
Heenan jumped through Zachison’s bedroom win-
dow and leaped over the head of Police Constable
Hallam. He at once took to his heels, followed by
the oflicers. An exciting chase ensued, but t

nerican not knowing the “line of country,” was
captured after clearing a few fields. Both Heenan
and his backers appeared deeply mortified at his
being taken. This was about en o'clock yester-
day morning, and, a trap being sent for, Heenan
put in and conveyed to Derby, a distance of
ten miles. On the road he had a good deal of

Sergt. Lowndes’s nose, but the latter replied that
no American could do it. Heenan said he had never
signed any agreement to fight Say therefore, it
was an illegal apprehension.

Divested of its personal features, the antagonism

between the Senators of South Carolina and Ken-
tucky was as marked as in the other instances.—
The one gloried in the contemplation of the vast
ness of his country—the other thought it necessary
to watch with closest serutiny, if not suspicion,
the delicate relations of the different members.
Mr. Clay, as the native of one State and the

adopted child of another, considercd the divisions
between the States as lines which paliey drew, but
which affection should not regard.  Mr. Calhoun
watched them as jealously as the founder of Rome
guarded his growing walls, which not even a bro-

ther might leap over with impunity. One expe nd-
ed hiz time and talents in curious dissection of the

body politie, tracing its wonderful, and to him too
often its fearful anatomy; the other sought to en-
due it with health and strength, make it instinet
with life and rac beauty. Or, if |
may add another illustration, the South Carolinian,
in his more hopeful moments, regarded the Union
as a Constellation, deriving itslustre and grandear
