Official information lias been received at this office that
an iron Light house tower lias been erected on the Cape
ofGood Hope, a light from which willbe exhibited on the
Ist of May, 1860.

The tower is 30 feet above the ground, and is painted
white; the lightis 816 feet above the sea, and is visible
in all directions from N 34 deg. W, round by the West,
South, East and North to N 7 deg. W., save and except
on a sector included between N 54 deg. W. and N 61 deg.
W., where it is obscured by the intervention of a high
peak 880 feet above the *Rea, and 1.800 yards from the
Light-tower.

The light is on the catopric principle, and of the fir-t
class; it is white?revolving?and shows its most bril-
liantbeam one in a minute for the space of 12 seconds
time; and is visible in clear weather from a dock, 10 fret
high, at the distance of 36 nautical miles.

greatly your debtor. My narrative will be ready
for the press in about a month, and will be just
like mvself, a plain and singular production. It
will afford, 1 have no doubt, much amusement
everywhere, as my life has been full of strange and
laughable incidents. It will afford matter for at
least a hundred and fifty pages. I know the de-
mand for the work will be great, but as I am in
quite humble circumstances, if I can sell the copy-
right for a respectable sum, I shall thereby accom-
plish two objects?first, I shall vindicate myself
from the spurious work sent abroad, and, secondly,
shall get the means of going ahead, just now.?

SEVENTH DAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

THE REPORT OF THTMORITI ADOPTER.
A SHARP DEBATE.

A CONCESSION TO THE SOUTH.

Several ef tlie Southern Relegations Recline to Vote.
Alabama, Mississippi, Louisiana, South

Carolina, Florida. Arkansas, Dela-
ware and Texas Withdraw from the
Convention.

MEETING OF THE SECEDING DELEGATES.

Outside Rumors and Speculations.

.1 VV. FORNEY'S ULTIMATUM.

THE CINCINNATI PLATFORM, A3 OFFERED AS _ A SUBSTI-
TUTE FOR THE MAJORITYREPORT,.REJE'CTEB.

CHARLESTON, April 30.?The Convention met at
10 o'clock, pursuant to adjournment- After pray-
er had been ottered the President addressed the
Convention, apologizing for the harsh language hehad made use of during the disorder on Saturday-
evening. lfe, however, considered it to be his
duty to speak plainly and positively.

The President then announced the first bnsiness
to be the taking the vote on the main question,
whieh was on the substitute offered by Mr. Butler
on behalf of Massachusetts, Minnesota, Indiana
and New Jersey, presenting the Cincinnati plat
form with a resolution for the protection of citi-
zens of foreign birth.

The vote being taken, the Butler platform was
rejected by nearly a two-thirds vote?veas 105,
navs 198.

When New Jersey was called a delegate stated
that the Convention of that State, on appointing
the delegates, recommended them to vote as a
unit.

The President decided that the word recom-
mended tvae equivalent to an instruction.

This decision of the Chair was appealed from.?
A motion was made to lay the appeal on the table,
which was lost. Ayes 150, nays 140.

The question then recurred on the appeal and a
vote bv Slate 3 was demanded, which resulted?-
ayes 145, thus reversing the decision.

This result is a gain of two votes for Douglas in
New Jersey; and Georgia will also claim its right
to vote by Districts.

The next vote will he on the adoption of the
minority report, which, whilst it re-allirms the
Cincinnati platform, pledges the Democratic party
in reference to the differences of opinion in regard
to the nature and extent of the powers of Terri-
torial legislation, and the powers and duty of Con-
gress under the Constitution over the institution
of slavery in the Territories, to abide by the de-
cision of the Supreme Court.

It is expected, should this platform be adopted,
that the delegates from Alabama, Arkansas, Missis-
sippi, and portions of Louisiana and other Stateswillpresent a protest and withdraw from the Con-
vention.

[SECOND DESFATCII.]
CHARLESTON, April 30. ?After nearly an hour

spent in discussing points of order and various
parliamentary movements to prevent reaching the
main question,

Mr. Butler, of Massachusetts, moved to lay the
whole subject on ihe table and proceed to ballot
for a candidate for President. [Cries of "agreed."
"No," "no," etc.]

Mr. Winthrop, of Alabama, contended that the
motion of Mr. Butler was out of order. That the
vote on the platform must now be taken.

Mr. Clark, ot Missouri, was unwillingto reach a
result by subterfuge that he cannot reach.by plain
dealing.

Mr. Gittings, of Maryland, attempted to address
the Chair but was called to order.

Mr. Butler withdrew his motion to lay on the
table the whole subject and proceed to ballot for a
nominee.

Mr. Ashe, of North Carolina, said if these mi-
nority resolutions are adopted.be wonld be compel-
led to abandon the Convention and disconnect him-
self from the Democratic party.

Mr. Butler demanded that the question be first
taken on the first part of the resolution, affirming
the Cincinnati platform, separately; adopted.?
Ayes 233, nays 70.

When Mississippi was called, Mr. Glenn arose
and voted "no," declaring that Mississippi believed
the Cincinnati platform as explained North and
South to be an unqualified swindle. [His voice was
drowned in cries of "order."]

The next half hour, up to 1 o'clock, was spent in
discussing the right of the Georgia delegation to
vote by districts.

The President having repeated his decision that
the word "request," in the case of Georgia, is
equivalent to a permission or intimation to vote as
a unit,

Mr. Seward appealed from the decision, and
whilst the vote was being taken, lie withdrew the
appeal.

Mr. Briggs, of New York.?Now that the Cin-
cinnati platform was adopted, he would move that
all the balance of the resolutions be laid on the ta-
ble.

Mr. Gittings, of Maryland, rose to know whether
he had been ruled out "of oi der simply because he
came from a slave State. [Cries of "order," and
great confusion.]

The Chair stated that he had not, to his knowl-
edge, called the gentleman to order except when
he was clearly out of order.

Mr. Gittings replied, perhaps so; and then added,
that he had nothad the honor of meeting the Presi-
dent belore since 1849, when he made the most vio-
lent Whig speech he had ever heard. [Cries of
"order."]

Mr. Steuart raised the point of order that the
motion to lay on the table would carrv the whole
subject with it.

The President decided that it would not earn- to
the table the Cincinnati platform justadopted.

Mr. Gittings rose to a personal explanation. He
did not mean any insult or offence to the Chair by
the remark that he had first seen him a Whig
meeting, making a Whig speech. lie honored
such men. lie honored any man who dared to be
a Democrat in Massachusetts.

Mr. Yancey, of Alabama, said the motion to lay
the balance of the minority report on the table is
out of order, as it is equivalent to a motion to strike
out all hut the first resolution, which would be
clearly out of order.

Judge Meek, of Alabama, demanded that the
Convention proceed to vote,and that no other busi-
ness be allowed.

Mr. Cochrane, of New York, asked a suspension
of rules to allow Mr. Richardson to speak.

The motion was declared out of order, and
another half hour was spent indiscussing points of
order and privileged questions, when

The question was then taken on the motion to
strike out the preamble and first resolution, relat-
ing to the Dred Scott decision of the Su-
preme Court relative to slavery. Mississippi, Ala-
bama, Arkansas and Florida declined to vote, and
the delegations generally went out to consult.

The vote was flnally.annouuced'hs follows:?Ayes
40, nays 230. The only ayes were New Hamp-
shire, 1; Massachusetts, Rhode Island, 4; Con-
necticut, 4; Pennsylvania, 9; Maryland, Mis-
souri, 5; Kentucky, 4.

This was regarded as yielding to the South.
The President then announced that the preamble

with the first resolution was rejected.
Mr. Butler proposed that the balance of the plat-

form be voted upon without a decision.
Mr. Steuart, of Michigan, demanded a separate

vote on each resolution.
The vote was then taken on the resolution to

protect foreign born-citizens in foreign countries.
Mississippi, Louisiana, Texas, Florida and Ala-

bama, declined to vote.
The resolution was adopted unanimously.
The vote was then taken on the Pacific Railroad

resolution, which was likewise adopted, the same
States refusing to vote.

He was ready to
yield money or property for peace and harmony,
but could never consent to yield honor, as demand-
ed of hiiu by the South.

Mr. Yancey replied at some length, declaiing
that Congress has the right to protect the property
of slaveholders against the encroachments of terri-
torial legislation wherever it may occur.

Mr. Steuart, when he had concluded, moved to
lay the motion to reconsider on the table, and
called the previous question, but gave way to Mr.

from California, with San Francisco advices to the
20th inst., has arrived.

WASHINGTON, April30. ?The United States Su-

The House
l'ost Office Committee have agreed on an amend-

From Havana--Lairge Fire on the Sugar Es-
tates in the Valley of Triniilaii

NEW YORK, April 30. ?The steamer Star of the
West from Havana, brings information of a de-
structive tire which occurred on the 19th ult., in
the Valley of Trinidad, extending along the vallev
a distance of some eighteen miles and sweeping
down all the standing cane and sugar estates on
that locality. The loss is estimated at $1,500,000,
and it is estimated that the disaster will reduce
the production of sugar on the island to the extent
of over 8,000 hogsheads.

The Secession ofthe Southern Delegates from
the Charleston Convention.

WASHINGTON, April 30.?The excitement hereto-
night, consequent on the proceedings of the Deino
cratic Convention at Charleston, is intense. The
Tennessee Congressmen, in response to an inquiry
of the delegates from that State, advised them this
morning to remain in the Convention and support
the nominee.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
THE MARYLAND INEBRIATE ASYLUM.?The trustees

appointed by the act of incorporation of the Mary-
land Inebriate Asvlurn have published an address
to the people of Maryland, stating at length the
objects of the proposed Institution and making an
appeal for aid. It is stated that to accomplish the
object proposed in a manner sufficiently extended
to meet the necessities of the State 1, will require the
outlay of a large amount of money, but the enter-
prise may be started, however, with about one
hundred thousand dollars. The report concludes
as follows: "Either as a habit, or as a disease, in--
temperance requires treatment; and to treat it
properly, either morally or physically, the subject
must be removed from the agencies that produce
it, and the intluenoes that perpetuate its practice.
The Asylum appears to be the only sure refuge for
the unfortunate subject of the vice, and the only
encouraging hope of his reformation. It affords
the only certain means of escape from its effects,
and the ruin to which itleads. In the seclusion the
Institution will afford, the victim may find a com-
fortable home, to which he may retire, and avoid
the public notoriety that must ever follow him
while indulging his habit, and inflaming his disease
among the community. In his quiet retreat, the
means of study and reflection, as well as of recrea-
tion and amusement, will be afforded him. In the
use of a Library of choice works upon every sub-
ject, he may pass his time in profitable study, and
prepare himself for future usefulness. His oppor-
tunities lor meditation will be renewed and repeat-
ed every day, and in their use, he may become
more settled in his purpose, and gather strength
for the contest with his propensity, and better able
to resist it. The moral force of reflection, aided
by medical treatment, may be productive of the
best results, and he may daily measure his progress
in the great labor of his reformation, until restored
to his family, and to society, a renewed and better
man. The Asylum will be located in a healthy
part of the city of Baltimore. Itwill be commodi-
ous and convenient, and supply a comfortable home
for the unfortunate objects of its sympathy. The
best medical advice and attendance will be secur-
Ed, and everything essential to the successful per-
formance of its important service willbe supplied.

MEETING OF THE BALTIMORE UNITED FIRE DE-
PARTMENT.?The Baltimore United Fire Depart-
ment met last night in their room in the City Hall.
Nineteen of the companies were represented. The
department was called to order by C. A. Oliver,
who in the absence of the President, and first Vice
President, took the chair. The Secretary read the
proceedings of the last meeting. Col. Cohen
called attention to the case of Jaines Morgan, of

Walker, chairman of the Alabama delegation,
who rose and announced that he bad a communica-
tion from that delegation to make to the Conven-
tion. He then proceeded to read a statement and
protest, giving their reason for withdrawing from
the Convention. He also read a resolution, de-
claring that in case the delegates of Alabama
should withdraw as adopted by the Convention of
that State, no other person should represeut thatState in this Convention.

The Alabama delegation now rose to depart, andas they did so,
Mr. Barrv, of Mississippi, rose and stated that

the delegation of that State authorized him to
state that the delegation also withdraw from the
Convention with Alabama.

Mr. \\ tu. Morton, ot Louisiana, announced thathe was authorized to state on the part of the dele-
gation from his State, that they no longer retain
their seats in this Convention. We have heretofore
declared that the Democratic party was harmoni-
ous, but we are now parted forever?separated on
principle, it our friends from the free States cannot
join us in lighting the Black Republicans. He con-
cluded by stating two of the delegates declined to
join the majority, hut that the majority contend as
they are instructed to vote as a unit; no one has
power to cast the vote of the State after they leave.

General Simmons, chairman of the South Caro-
lina delegation, read in behalf of that delegation a
paper, protesting that as the platform adopted is
in contravention of the principles of the State
Convention, therefore the delegation withdraws,
with the exception of three of its members.

Mr. Glenn, of Mississippi, delivered, in behalf of
the delegation of that State, a powerful and excit-
ing address, telling them that in less than sixty
days they will see a united South acting in con-
cert. [Deafening applause, the galleries joining.]
The time will come when you will want us. He
continued by giving notice that all who sympa-
thized with the retiring States should meet them
at St. Andrew's Hall fo-night.

Mr. Hilton, of Florida, in behalf of that delega-
tion, presented their protest and withdrawal, tell-
ing the North and Northwest that, as they had har-dened their hearts and stitl'ened their necks, they
parted with them with but little regret. He read
a long protest, signed by the whole delegation,
and refusing to allow any others to cast the vote
of the State.

Mr. Bryan, of Texas, said he had long looked tothat result. After a few further remarks he pre-
sented the protest of the Texas delegation, declar-
ing ttiat a persistence in the principles maintainedby a majority of this Convention will ultimately
dissolve the Union.

Mr. Burrows, of Arkansas, on behalf of the dele-
gation of that State, entered a protest, setting
forth that they cannot consent to place a sound
man on an unsound platform, and expressing the
opinion that the chief of Squatter Sovereignty
should receive the nomination. The protest "was
signed by three ot the delegation who protest that
no one else shall cast the vote of the State.The Georgia delegation asked leave to retireand consult on the question presented to them.

Mr. Gittings, ol Maryland, again took the floor
to make a personal explanation, but was ordered bvthe President to take his seat.
Mr.Merrick, ofIllinois, addressed the Convention,

asserting that the chairmen of some of these dele-
gations were withdrawing their States withoutconsulting some of their delegations, and he pro-
posed an adjournment to enable them to properly
consult.

At the request of Mr. Russell, of Virginia, Mr.
Merrick temporarily withdrew the motion to enable
him to say a few words.

Mr. Russell then speke for Virginia, expressing
his deep sympathy for the Southern States, and
asking that an adjournment may be made to allowof consultation.

Mr. Bayard, of Delaware, then, in behalf of
hiinseli and one other colleague, withdrew from
the Convention. He came hereto join in a Con-
vention of thirty-three States, five of which have
now withdrawn, and lie refuses to fetter his Stateby participating in the action of those that re-
main.

Mr. Saulsbury, of Delaware, said that himself
and the majority of the Democratic delegation are
not now prepared to act, and asked leave to retire
to consult.

Mr. Merrick moved to adjourn till 8 o'clock to-
night.

Mr. Cochrane, of New A oik, moved to adjourn
until to-morrow morning, which was adopted, and
at C o'clock the Convention adjourned, after a con-
tinuous session of eight hours.

The excitement in the city is very groat, and a
salute is preparing in honor of the Southern dele-
gates.

The seceders will meet to-night and it is expect-
ed they willnominate Mr. Dickinson, with, pro-
bably, Mr. Stevens as Vice President.

There is considerable feeling against the three
South Carolina delegates who refused to secede.

North Carolina stands firm, so also Maryland.
Virginia and Georgia are discussing the subject,
and a part of these delegations have concluded to
withdraw. The Kentucky delegation are also con-
sulting as to what course they willtake.Douglas willno doubt be nominated to-morow
on the first ballot. There will be some difficulty
in obtaining a Southern candidate lor Vice Presi-
dent.

OUTSIDE RUMORS AND SPECULATIONS.
[From Special Despatch, of J'hila . inquirer.]

CHARLESTON, April 29. ?The Sabhath is honoredby an adjournment of the Convention, but not by
any cessation to the excitement and discussion.
It is transferred from the hall to the rooms of the
delegates, and every effort is being made to restore
harmony and good feeling. Saturday's proceed-
ings were of the most inflammatory kind, and the
debates are assuming a personal character that tore-
bodes difficultyand contusion. The Convention is
to-day no nearer a ballot than it was on Monday-
last, when Judge Smalley rapped upon the table
and called the Convention to order. The voting
yesterday was the source of much speculation, and,
The voto'oil"the'questilm 1o"r ecofirmill oE o'u.uruay
morning, of one hundred and fifty-one in favor,
shows that Douglas has not even one-half of the
Convention, and from that figure must he sub-
tracted the six votes from Pennsylvania that he
cannot get in any event. These telling facts are a
great damper to Hie friends of tbe Little Giant. ?

Tile South will yield a Northern Platform, upon
consideration of receiving a Southern President?-
at least, a candidate for the Presidency. The
"Little Giant" is thus put to the test, and compelled
to decide the question, whether he favors men or
principles. It is universally conceded here that
Douglas cannot be nominated by the united Con-
vention. A row and a division are his only hopes,
and even then he is politically dead.

CHARLESTON, April 29.?At first the success of
the motion to recommit the platform was regarded
as a triumph over Douglas, hut when the com-
mittee made their second report, it soon became
evident that his friends would be a!le to defeat the
majority platform, and the proceedings of the last
three hours on Saturday night showed not only
that his strength was increasing, but also that it
was becoming more firm. Many of the Southern
extremists became ashamed of the factious course
of their associates, and at last refused to sustain
them; but Bigler, Baker, Dawson, Packer, and
Browne, stubbornly adhered to their position,
steadily voted to the end in favor of every dilatory
and factious motion made, even to the extent of vo-
ting down the Cincinnati platform, and of adjourn-
ing without any platform. In tny opinion, the mi-
nority platform will he adopted. And, byway of
preparing for that event, Slidell and Bright have
been working very hard to-day to persuade the
delegates from the extreme Southern States not to
earrv out their threat to secede, so that they may
still command sufficient strength to prevent the
nomination of Douglas, and, if they finallyfail fo
defeat him, that they may break up the Convention
by a row. The Douglas forces here are completely
united and thoroughly organized. They await
with impatience the ballots upon the platform, and
for the candidate, and feel confident of success.
In many respects the friends of Douglas are
having their own way in the Convention. They
conceded an adjournment last night, as they had
the night before, for the sake of harmony.

In the programme of the Cin-
cinnati platform are?Breckinridge at the head,
Guthrie, Joe Bane, Dickinson, and Horatio Sey-
mour. As matters stand, there is a great difficulty
in nominating either Northern or Southern men.

CHARLESTON, April 29.?When the platform was
first-reported, the Douglas men boldly claimed at
least 170 votes against it.

transatlantic brethren. 1 have the manuscript
still by me, and partly the reason it was
never published was owing to what
his lordship said to me about it. Liber-
al and just as 1 then ihought my views to be,
1 found that they were less so in reference to Amer-ica and her institutions, than his greater experience
and wisdom pointed out to me they should be.?W ell do Iremember almost his very words in refer-
ence to the United States, and the mighty future in
store for that Republic. Even as I strongly recall
to mind his remarks when, on the day of the' French
Revolution in 1848, on coming from the council, he
gave me the first tidings of that event. In both
cases he seemed to me to have the clearest and most
truly liberal views. He struck me as being a sin-
cere friend of the people, and certainly not at all
such as the letter to Mr. Randall would imply.?
That he may have altered his opinions on thosepoints since ISSO, is very possible, though, from
some observations he made to me in 1857, I should
have thought not; but esteeming, as I do, the mem-ory of one whom 1 look upon as indeed a great and
good man, I have ventured upon these remarksirom a feeling of respect to liis name, and a desire-to show that, certainly at one time, Lord Macaulay
was, at heart, a fervent advocate of the rights ofthe people. 1 might add that during the months 1was engaged upon his great work, I had numerousopportunities lor closely seeing into and under-standing his wonderful mind, even more so, perhaps
than many others had?and could give several in-stances in confirmation of what I have here writ-ten; but 1 need say no more at present except this.I he style of the letter to Mr. Randall is partly suchas belongs to Lord Macaulay and partly not. Hence

1 infer that it may have been written hastily, or
under that illness from which he was recovering
just about the time it4\vas dated."

The London Times, in an editorial on the Randall
letter, endorses the views therein expressed, and
goes even further, as shown by the following ex-
tract from the article in question:

'?Tlie evils of the American government do not,
unfortunately, require a hundred years to ripen.?
They are even now fast growing to'maturity. Long
betore New England shall have become as popu-
lous as Old England; long before the ruling power
in the State shall find itself in the condition of
wanting a meal and be driven by indigence to
plunder, there is reason to fear that the institu-

tions of America will have run their destined ca-
reer, and been superseded by something more spe-
cious, and perhaps far less tolerable than they are.
We do not speak of electoral corruption and intim-
idation; we know by experience that corruption and
intimidation are disorders which, though disgracing
and enfeebling, are not mortal; but we do not
speak of the (rightfully increasing corruption and
venality of the Executives and Legislatures of the
different States, of the tyranny of the majority,
which tramples not only on the minority, but on
the law itself; of the contempt into which the judi-
cial office, held for short periods and elected by a
very low franchise, has fallen; and of the utter dis-
trust which the nation itself feels of the ability oT
its institutions to answer the end and objects of
civilized government?the security of property,
the protection of individual liberty, and the pure
and upright administration of the public revenue.
The danger that most nearly besets America is
that those institutions which the fathers of the pre-
sent generation of Americans believed to be per-
fect, and praised with an ardor corresponding to
their belief, the children of the present generation
of Americans should learn to dislike and despise,
that the principle of authority and the veneration
for law should be destroyed, and no curb should
remain strong enough to rein in the headlong
course of democratic passion."

The Timex concludes by moralizing on the inex-
pediency of reducing the franchise in England to
such a level as willplace the governing power in
the hands of the poor and ignorant.

In Cosmos we find a detailed
account of an amputation performed while the pa-
tient was under its influence in the Ilotel-Dieu of
Poitiers, on a man aged 34, whose left knee was in-
creased by white swelling to nearly double the size
of the right knee, aud was so painful that the least
movement produced the most intense suffering.?
The hypnotism was produced by placing a spatula
about eight inches in front of the root of the nose.
Looking at this, he soon became insensible, in spite
of the severe pain which he was in from being ta-
ken to the operating room. Insensibility was pro-
duced in ten minutes, and the amputation occupied
a minute and a half. The patient made no sign of
pain, and when questioned by the doctor said he
thought he was in paradise. His features were
perfectly tranquil; his eyes only seemed to be wan-
dering in search of the brilliant object which had
been before them. A very singular experiment inhypnotism has been many times repeated in France.
It consists in marking a chalk-line along a floor,
and placing a hen whose beak also has been whiten
ed with chalk in the axis of the line and nearly
touching it. She soon sinks into the most complete
hvpnoticsleep,accompanied by insensibility and cat-
alepsy. By blowing gently" on her eves, she is
awakened and immediately shakes herself, flaps
her wings, and runs away with much squawking.

Mr. KING presented the petition of Soloironhippie, praying an extensiou of his patent for amachine for cutting piles. Mr. SEBASTIAN
presented the memorial of Barrow, Porter &
Crenshaw, contractors for carrying the mails from
Kansas city, Mo., to Stockton, Cal., praying in-demnity for mules stolen by the Indians, whichwas referred to the Committee on Indian Affairs.

Without doing any other business of general interest, the Senate adjourned until Wednesday next
HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

The House met at the usual hour and went into
Committee of the Whole on the State ol the
Union.? Mr. MOORE, ot Alabama, opposed thetariff bill. The friends of protection, he said,
seized on the payment of the public debt, which is
comparatively small, as a pretext to increase the
duties. Wherever tree trade has been
tried the result has proven the wisdom
of that policy, and we should not aban-don the advantage gained in that direction.Mr. ALLE\, of Massachusetts, explained the posi-
tion and purposes ot the Republican party, and re-viewed the action of the Democratic party as being
destructive to the commercial, agricultural, and
manufacturing interests of the country, as well as
subversive of great political rights. He institutedcomparisons of statistics between the revenues andproductions of the free and slave States, and
treated the threatened non-intercourse and dissnlu-
tion of the Union as imaginary. Mr. WADE, of
Ohio, in the course of his remarks, justified his
endorsement ot the Helper book, but condemned
its harsh expressions. He never advocated or
countenanced the violent overthrow of slavery.
Jn tins subject he went no step in advance of Jef-terson and other Southern slaveholders. The
Northern Democrats agitated this question, but itwas a lie, a falsehood of a moat malignant charac-ter, for them to say that the Republicans want tooverthrow Southern institutions. After MrWade had concluded, the Committee rose and the
House adjourned.

THE IXSURREC\u25a0 ION IN SICILY.
I From o,e Correspondence of the Kern York Tribune.)
I tie insurrection now or lately going on in Sicily

was not unexpected; the calmness of the Siciliansis always sullen, and for several months there havebeen mutterings which threatened a storm. luthe
last days ot March, there occurred at Palermo oneof those events that show the temper of the peo-
ple. 1.11 Traviata was performed at the theatre,
and the prima donna appeared with tri-coloredfavors. The whole house greeted the colors with
enthusiasm, and the stage was covered with came-
lias, red and white, with the green leaves append-
ing. On the following evening the same scene was
enacted, and, though the police were stationedoutside, no attempt was made to enter the theatre
or suppress the exhibition of feeling. Saturday,
the 31st of March, was the last evening of the
\\ inter season, and as much as 10 piasters were
offered for a place. A great demonstration was to
be made during the evening, but before the eve-
ning came the police sent round to say that the
gasometer was out of order, and the house was
closed. It had been determined to commence the
revolution at Palermo on the 4th of April; thesignal was to be a musket shot in a certain spot,
following which the monks, who favored the insur-
gents, were to ring the bells of the Monastery della
Granecia, on the l'iazza della Marina. The police
were informed of this bv a traitor, and the signal
shot was fired by them, thus precipitating the re-
volt. The monastery was sacked, four of the
monks were killed, the others seized and impris-
oned. As a party of the Royal soldiers were going
along tiie street early on tlie morning of this tight,
they heard a slight noise from a house bv which
they had just passed; at once thev turned about
and discharged their muskets at the'Palazzo Petro-
ella, where Mr. Gardner, an English merchant,
resides, killinga servant girl who was just unclos-
ing a shutter. Indeed, it appears that the troops,
alter hastening on the catastrophe, as just narrated,
went firing at random along the street, seeming
careless, or wantonly murderous in their inelina-
tions. Through this dav there was much fight-
ing in different parts of the city, but it
is impossible to obtain anything like au-
thentic information; for telegraphic com-
munication across the Straits of Messina has beensuspended, and the Government take good care that
nothing true shall go forth. The official despatches
are tissues ot lies, being little luore than reiter-
ated assertions that all is quiet, when every one
who knows anything about the matter knows that
the island is thoroughly uneasy, and daily break-
ifl&OUt into nnsiHve violence Hosts of "iVx. -I,atmis ot 1 alerrno, Messina, and Catania were leav-
ing the island, and numbers had been arrested.?
From Palermo alone 200 had been sent into exile
within a fortnight. The Government despatch con-
cerning the outbreak of the 4tl> was as follows :
That a few ill-intentioned persons tiad dared to at-
tack the royal artillery troops in Palermo, and had
killed four soldiers and three companions of arms;
that the troops tiad taken possession of the monas-
tery of the Granecia (in the Piazza Marina, almost
in the center ol the capital), and that some armed
bands which bed appeared in the neighborhood of
the capital bad been destroyed, but that tranquil-
lityand order had been perfectly re-established.?
The fighting, thus began, continued daily through
the week till Sunday, the Bth, to which date only
we have anything lik? reliable information. It is
said that twenty monks were taken out and shot.?
Among other brutalities recorded by an eye-wit-
ness, lie says be saw an abbess and a nun dragged
along through the street by soldiers, some of whom
urged theui on by thrusts of the bayonet. Their
offence was th;it they had given shelter to a com-
promised person. At Messina it was arranged that
the rising should be made on Sunday, the Bth, and
an at tempt was made to carry out the design; but
the insurgents were disheartened by the bad news
from Palermo, and the revolt was a failure, as all
the Sicilian revolts seem fated to be unless some
leader with discretion as well as courage shall head
the movement. The insurgents had fled to the
country, or were driven outside the walls; the roy-
al troops held all the strong places of the city, and
many citizens are supposed to have been killed.?
Among the revolutionary party are numerous
members of the highest families; and, as in the
outbreak of 1848, most of the youßg men are on
that side. Troops were leaving Naples for Sicily
in large numbers, at the latest accounts, though
the Governor had sent word that he needed no
more. The Royal Intendente is said to make com-
mon cause with the revolutionists. From Palermo
the supply of fresh water and provisions from the
country had been cut off', and great scarcity fol-
lowed. What effect this had upon the troops who
held the city, but cquld not control the bands roam-
ing in the mountains, it remains to be seen.

JAPANESE.
[ From the San Francis*'" Hullcliii, April 7.)

On its top is a socket tor the
support of the stall bearing a small flag. The

mask, the armlets and gauntlets are of elastic steel.
The cuirass is of copper. The story goes that this
magniliceni suit belonged to the grandfather of the
reigning Emperor of Japan. A sailor on board
had a pretty present for his sweetheart ?sundry
dainty little Japanese mice of variegated colors,
which he keeps in open boxes. The little fellows
Were represented as merry as crickets, fond of be-
ing fondled, with keen eyes for a bit of clieese, and
two ears apiece for the music of the band when it

plays. In the intercourse of the officers of the
Xavv Yard with the Japanese officers some curious
facts were evolved, showing a similarity of origin
between the Japanese and our North American
Indians. It was found that several Japanese words
nearly coincided with words having a similar
meaning in use among some of the Indian tribes.
For example, the Japanese word tor haste is
It acks; the Oregon Indian word for speed
is hijack. When this similarity was named to
the Japanese, they remarked that it was not un-
likely that it might be attributed to the landing of

their junks on our shores. The following tacts,
which we obtained from Mr. Charles Wolcott
Brooks, go in a ineasHre to justify the presumption
thst Japanese junks have roved a good deal more
than is generally supposed. Many years ago a
Japanese junk was cast away on Kaui, Sandwich
Islands. Another was found on the coast of upper
Oregon a few years ago. One was found below
Fetropaulski, inKamschatka, some 200 years since,
of which an account may be found in Findley's I 'acit-
ic Sailing Directions. Capt. N. C. Brooks, on the
cruise of the Gambia, found the remains of a junk
of Japanese construction on Ocean Island, one of
the group northwest of the Sandwich Islands, ot
which French Frigate Shoals is a part. The same
navigator some years since picked up an abandon-
ed junk in latitude 42° N., and longitude 170° W.,
900 miles from land. Four years ago another junk
was found near Guam, of the Ladroce Islands. In
1848, Captain Cox, of New London, (Ct.,) when
bound north on a whaling cruise, crossed a dis-
abled junk, and took from her 15 or 20 of her crew
He carried them into the Okotsch Sea, aud landed
them finally at Lahaina. after having them some 6
or 8 months on board. Hence the supposition that
some Japanese vessels may have been driven on
