Arrival of the Bohemian.
FOUR DAYS LATER FROM EUROPE.

FARTHER POINT, May C.? The steamer Bohemian,
from Liverpool, on the 25th inst., has arrived off
this place on her way up to Quebec.

Adriatic on the 25th and the Canadian and Kanga-
roo arrived at Queenstown on the 26th.

The steamer Illinois would not sail from Liver-
pool before the 2Sth. Her mails for New York
were taken by the steamer City of Washington,
which sailed on the same day as the Bohemian.

FARTHER POINT, May 6, P. M.?The steamer

Brazil leaves Gahvay on the 28th, in the place of
the steamer Circassian.

A report was current at London that Heenan had

died of erysipelas, but it proved to be unfounded.
Heenan, on the 22d, writes to the London Times as
follows:

"Isee, by your article of Saturday, that you
misunderstand my wishes, and it does me great in-
justice. I have no difference to settle with Mr.
Sayers except such as I tried to settle on the 16th,
and, instead'of being called a boy, I ought to be
termed a baby, if, after having come so far and not
having got a settlement, I should be willing to re-
linquish mv purpose for a few good-natured pats
on tbe back and being told that J am a fine fellow.
I have received many anonymous letters asking
me if I am not nsbamed of myself for a great fel-
low like me to come over to whip such a little man

like Sayers. Under ordinary circumstances I
should not think of sending a challenge to a man
of Sayer's size, but England thinks him big enough

to defend the belt. 1 want it and cannot get it ex-
cept through him.

"Tbe enclosed is a letter which I sent to Bell's

Life when I heard that they intended to call in a

surgeon to name a day before which Sayers
could not finish the pending affair. It will show my

position, and as Bell's Life has not published it,
you willdo me a great kindness in letting the Eng-
lish hear what 1 have to say. Ifthe late meeting
is not resumed and the belt is not to come to me
for what has already taken place, I claim to be the

first on the list to meet Sayers again for the next
chance to conquev it."

The letter to Bell's Life is as follows :

"Not having been able to obtain from you, as a
referee, a final decision upon (be fight on Tuesday
last, I desire to demand through you a new meet-
ing within the present week. I make this de-

mand from having been informed that it had been
suggested on your part that I should give Savers

sufficient time to recover from certain injuries re-
ceived by bim.
"Now, sir, while I am willingto accommodate him

in any proper way, I must not be unmindful of my
own "right. 1 also received injuries, but 1 bar-
gained for them, and I put it to you as a man of

honor whether, if I had been deprived, through the

effects of said battle, of my eyesight or the use of
my arm, as in the case of llrettle when disabled by
Savers, you would have made Sayers wait for me
for anv length of time that might be dictated by
my private doctor?

"When this match was made the date for the
battle was the 16th, or as soon as we could get to
fight, and, according to the rules, if the battle
should be interrupted, it was mv understanding,
and I believe it is the law, that we should fight
within a week. We did meet according to con-
tract. The battle was said to be unfinished, and I
am prepared to renew it any moment within law-
ful limits. 1 fSayers is not able, on account of in-

juries received from me, and cannot meet me ac-
cording to the rules of manly opposition, I demand
and claim that he resign to me the belt, which he
is not,according to the rules of the prize ring, en
titled to retain. Hoping to receive an answer be-
fore this week expires, stating your views in full,

1 am yours, etc.
P. S.?You will please understand that I don't

wish to compel Sayers to fight because he is rep-
resented to be in a disabled state. Hut I wish to
obtain what 1 think 1 have already won, and which
I will cheerfully hand back, when he or any other
person thinks he can take it from me.

THE LAW PARADE.?The first regular law parade
for the year, ot the First Light Division ol Mary-
land Volunteers, willtake place at 2 o'clock to-day.
The 53d Regiment will assemble in Monument
Square, the Rifle Regiment on Holliday street, and
the sth Regiment on Gay street. The force of the
53d Regiment will be materially increased to-day
by the appearance in parade of the four Companies
C. D. E. and F. of the Maryland Guard. The
Guard willparade in a simple"fatigue dress, not
having as yet adopted a uniform. No arms having
been furnished these Companies by the State, they
will appear, Companies C, 1). and E. with Minnie
muskets loaned to them by the City Guard, Com-
pany F. with muskets loaned them by the inde-
pendent Greys. Considering that they have had
no arms with which to learn the elements of a sol-
diers duty, and but little opportunity for theoreti-
cal or practical instruction, the progress made by
the Guards is extremely creditable, while the dis-
position shown by the members of the corps to im-
prove the military organization of our city, de-
serves every encouragement. Such n corps as the
Maryland Guards, ifproperly sustained by our cit-
izens and judiciously aided by the authorities, can-
not fail to reflect upon our city, and in case of
emergency, would prove an invaluable protection.
The Towson Guards, of Towsontown, whose uni-
form is similar to the Independent Greys, and who
are also attached to the 53d, will make their first
parade to-day. The Greys appear in a new uni-
form cap recently procured from New York, and
will be commanded by their new Captain, J. Lyle
Clark. The Division line willbe formed on South
Gay street, and willbe under command of General
George H. Steuart. The City Guard Battalion do
not parade until the 17th of June!

FIRES. ?On Saturday morning about 3 o'clock
firp was discovered in the large bricg carriage
house and stable, on Wayne street near Eutaw.
The alarm was given from No. 2 engine house,
Barrc street, but before the department got to
work the flames had made such headway that it
was impossible to save anything in the building.
The stable was occupied by Messrs. John F. and
W. J. Lloyd, proprietors of the Union Hotel, cor-
ner of Pratt and Charles streets, whose loss is
about $3,000. Thev have a policy for $2,000 on
their stock in the Firemen's Insurance Company.
The property destroyed belonging to these parties
consisted of two hacks, a barouche, five horses-
one a very fast trotter?and a large quantity of
hay and feed. The building, which is owned by
Mr. H. B. Clase, was damaged to the amount of
about $1,500, upon which there is no insurance.

The alarm on Saturday at 8.55 P. M., from
box 52, was false. The alarm at 1.30 A.M.,
yesterday, from box 23, was caused by the burning
of the block and pump shop of Mr. Levi Lewis, at
the foot of Cross street, Federal Hill. The loss of
Mr. Lewis is about $1,500, covered by insurance in
the firemen's office. The building was owned by
Mr. John Skinner?no insurance. At3.30 A. M.
yesterday another alarm was sounded from box 52,
Pennsylvania avenue, near Dolphin street, caused
by tire being discovered in the stable of Mr. Wm.
G. Seltzer, on Tripe alley, near Hoffman street.
The roof the building was alone damaged to the
amount of about $75. No insurance.

SWINDLED. ?On Saturday morning a man from
Pennsylvania, recently arrived in the city, was
swindled out of sl6 by two rogues who played the
"change" game on him. One rogue engaged him
in conversation at the Northern Central Railway
Depot and proposed a walk. This being acceded
to, they proceeded to Lexington street, and when
near St. Paul street, the strangers companion was
familiarly accosted by another decent looking man
with a one hundred dollar note in his hand, saying
that he was about paying a bill in a certain oflice
close by, but the party could not change his money,
and asked the loan of about twenty dollars until
he could go to the bank and get the note broken.
The strangers friend had no money just then, but
the stranger had sixteen dollars which he would
loan for a few minutes. Both rogues then entered
the house where the money was to be paid, leaving
the Pennsylvanian standing on the pavement. Re-

The case of the State vs. George
lloten, of Baltimore city, indicted for assaulting
with intent to kill Jacob Baker and wife, was
resumed this morning, and Rosanna Baker,
Joseph Ellinger, John Ilorap, Valentine Homber-
ger and Alexander Bosman testified for the State,
and proved the prisoner went to Rosemark's
brewery and attempted to get in the cellar for
beer; Baker, being an employee at the brewery,
put him out, and a noise was raised; Mrs. Baker
ran to see what was the matter, and the prisoner
knocked her down and then snapped a revolver
three times at both Mr. and Mrs. Baker. The fol-
lowing witnesses were examined for the defence,
viz:?Margaret Bender testified: Mrs. Baker told
her she did not know who struck her, and if it had
not been for the police, Roten would not have been
arrested. Mrs. Matchett testified the prisoner
came out of the cellar at the brewery, and, while
quietly walking along the street, Mrs. Baker called
for the officers to arrest Roten; witness WRS stand-
ing under her door, and did not see Roten strike
any person, and did not see him with a pistol. The
case was argued at considerable length. Messrs.
Miller and Franklin for tbe defence. The jury
rendered a verdict of guilty of an assault with in-
tent to kill on Baker, and of a common assault on
Mrs. Baker.

LETTER OP OL'R OWN CORRESPONDENT.

Depnrture from Wheeling?Visiting the
Great Tunnels?Enthusiastic Receptions
along the Line?Admiration of the Road
and Its Machinery?Night at Cumberland?
Progress to Baltimore?Reception at Mar-
tinsburg and Harper's Ferry?Military Dis-
play?Speeches Made?The New Sleeping
Cars, Sic. ike.

On Friday morning at eight o'clock the train

consisting of ten cars, containing nearly three hun-
dred guests, left Wheeling. The locomotive was
decorated with flowers and flags. At all the sta-
tions along the line, crowds of people had gathered
who welcomed the excursionists with cheers. The
first stop was made near Broadtree tunnel, to give
the party an opportunity to visit the venerable
Henry Church, who lives in the vicinity, and who
expressed himself greatly pleased with the com-
pliment. He enjoys excellent health, although he
has reached the remarkable age of 109 years. His
wife and daughter live with him, the former being
102 years of age and the latter in her 82d year.?

Mr. Church was born in the year 1751, and came
to this country as a soldier in Lord Cornwallis' ar
mv. He was taken prisoner by a detachment of
Gen. Lafayette's command just previous to the
battle of Yorktown. and was afterwards exchang-
ed. Just previous to the English army leaving
this country, h<? deserted, and soon thereafter
married and moved to the wilderness, as it was
then, where he has resided ever since. This histo-
ry of the old gentleman was related to the visitors
bv Wm. Prescott Smith, Esq. Stoppages were
aiso made at several of the tunnels, and the party,
one and all, expressed the greatest admiration after
viewing the'se stupendous works. Tbe train stopped
and the company got out at the iron bridge over the
Monongahela, near Fairmont, also at the beautiful
and picturesque Valley Falls, near Grafton, the
Buck Horn Wall, and the Tray Run Viaduct along
the Cheat river, Allamont, the highest railroad
point in the United States. These wonderful
works of art am) nature extorted the greatest ad-
miration, and but few of the visiters had anv idea
of the vastness of this great work, and were not
prepared to see such developments of skill and en-
terprise as were presented to their view in a con-
tinued succession of scenes, exhibiting the triumph
of mind over matter. At Cameron, Grafton, Pied-
mont and other places, large numbers of the people
had gathered and greeted the visiters with cheers,
the firing of cannon and other demonstrations of
welcome. Every attache of the Railroad Compa-
ny exerted his utmost to add to the pleasure of the
party, and as the train proceeded from station to
station, the laborers on the line dropped their picks
and shovels, and hats in hand, used their lungs
lustily in giving a "God speed" to the train. The
excursionists were as enthusiastic as the people,
and returned the greetings in the warmest manner.
The ladies were delighted with the trip, and they,
as well as the sterner sex, have busied themselves
in inditing verses and sentiments, called forth by
the inspiration of the occasion.

they were either killed or made prisoners them-
selves. After a general inspection of these, and
other historical objects, the company returned to
the cars. The military followed the company to
the station, after giving repeated volleys from
their guns, both as a welcome and parting salute.
"When all aboard," three cheers for Harper's
Ferry was proposed by the visitors, and most heart-
ily responded to. The military and citizens of
Harper's Ferry?"Old Virginia"?the Baltimore
Railroad, and other sentiments were pro-
posed and heartily cheered by our train, and, in
turn, the "Western Editors" were just as enthusi-astically cheered by the military and citizens.
Amid this exciting demonstration the last sound of
the whistle was given, and our locomotive slowly
entered the Western portal of the great bridge,
and carried us from Virginia into "Maryland"
once more.

THE MAILS OF THE CANADA.

THE INSURRECTION IN SICILY.
[From the Corrcsp-ndenceof the London Times.]

NAPLES, April 7.?A despatch received by the
King last Thursday, at eight o'clock, says that the
insurgents had all been driven out of Palermo,
and were CM route to Termini, near which they had
cut the telegraph wires. From Termini to Messina
all was said to be quiet. The troops are said to
have fought well, and certain names are mentioned;
but it was stated that the struggle had been most
bloody. At mid-day yesterday the Elettrico came
in with letters from Palermo. She has taken into
the new port, and every precaution taken to cut
oil all communication between the vessel and the
population. Altogether there ivere about 100 per-
sons on board, of whom the majority were Sicil-
ians, many of high rank, either exiled or Uyinv
from Palermo, and these go'on to Marseilles. In thecourse of the afternoon 1 managed to see two ofthopassengers, one Englishman and an American, one
of whom reports as follows: I heard on Tuesday
night that the revolution would break out on the
following morning, and about 5 A. M. on Wednes-day I was awoke by volleys of shots. On looking
out of my window in the Trinacria, I saw a num-
ber of soldiers running down the streets, firing
right and left at random, and then re-loading. At
a slight noise they fired 20 shots at the Palazzo
Petrula, and shot a poor servant girl who was
opening the bolt of a window; not far from thehotel 1 observed five men, apparently peasants,
firing at the soldiery, and I never saw more to-
gether; but I did not go out early. By nine o'clock
I think all was over in Palermo. The fightingtookplace in several parts of the city, but principally
in and about the Monastery of the Granecia, in the
Piazza della Marina. Indeed, according to a pre-
concerted signal, which was to be a musket shot,
the monks sounded the tocsin. One of the resident
consuls heard the officer in command of a body of
troops give the command to take and sack and pil-
lage the building, and this was done. Three ofthe monks were bayoneted on the spot, and dieddirectly after; another is said 'to be mortally
wounded, and the rest are in prison. My inform-
ant further said:?l was walking later in the day
and one of the soldiers came to us laden with booty,
which he offered for sale. All fighting was now
over in Palermo, but in the afternoon and evening
there was sharp work going on at Monreale, for

saw a cart brought infull of wounded?hesaid, dead soldiers.

AtHarper's Ferry we were met by a large dele-
gation from Baltimore. This embraced a number
of gentlemen connected with the Baltimore and
Washington "Press men," Messrs. Coates, Smith
and Chase, Directors of the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad, and Mr. Callis, of the Baltimore City
Council. At this point a despatch was received
from the President of the Railroad Company, ex-
pressing his regret that business engagements had
prevented him accompanying the guests over the
road, but saying that he would meet and welcome
them at the Washington Junction.

Mr. Garrett bad been frequently inquired for by
the party during the trip, and among the witty
squibs gotten oil' by the guests, was the following :

"The Presideut of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad?
History informs us that great genius is often found in a
Garrett."

A despatch was also received from the Compa-
ny's agent at Washington, inquiring on behalf of
the Mayor of that city, as to what time the ex-
cursionists would arrive there. They were in-
formed that the party would proceed to Baltimore
first.

The beautiful scenery of the Potomac betweenHarper's Ferry and the Point of Rocks, was much
admired by the visitors as the train proceeded along
the borders of the Maryland shore adjoining the
Chesapeake and Ohio Canal.At Monocacy station, the Frederick Junction, a
despatch was received by Mr. Smith, from Balti-
more, stating that the President of the road and
quite a number of the Directors and leading mer-
chants of the city were about starting from the
Camden station for the Washington Junction to
meet the excursionists. At this point another of
the extensive iron bridges for which this road
is remarkable, was casually reviewed while the
train passed slowlyover it. At Elysville factory, 21
miles from Baltimore, two more of these structures
of the largest class excited renewed admiration and
imparted additional confidence in the strength and
completeness of the road. Allthese bridges for
180 miles east of Cumberland, are built according
to the highly approved patent of Wendall Ballman,
who was for twenty years or more in the service
of the Baltimore and Ohio Company. Those upon
the newer part of the road west of Cumberland,
after the plan of Albert Fink, a civil engineer, who
acted as one ol Mr. Latrobe's assistants in build-ing the road.

On reaching the Washington Junction, the party
were met by Mr.Garrett, several of the Directors",
Col. Whitely, of the Baltimore Clipper , and othergentlemen connected with the city press, together
with a number of merchants and citizens. Some
twelve or fifteen of the visitors took the Washing-
ton train, while the rest continued in the train for
Baltimore, where we arrived about six o'clock
There was no public reception at the railroad sta-
tion. This was owing to the fact that not until
late was it known that the excursionists would
visit this city first.

The trip has been a great success, and not an in-
cident occurred to mar in the slighest the pleasure
of the visitors. The arrangements on the road
were most ample and perfect, the greatest caution
having been taken along the entire route to pre-
vent accidents of any kind. The train was under
the conductorship of Mr. John P. Dukehart, whose
efficiency and popularity are always brought into
requisition on occasions of this kind.

The following gentlemen, connected with the
departments named, were on board the train, giv-
ing their especial care to its progress: . Transpor-
tation Department?W. P. Smith, Master of Trans-
portation, and B. L. Jacobs, and Alexander Diff'y,
Supervisors of Trains. Track Department?John
1,. Wilson, Master of Road, and Mr. Quincey, civil

Kngineer and Assistant, and Messrs. Geary and
Allee, of Bridges and repairs. Machine Depart-
ment?Thatcher Perkins, Master of Machinery;
John B. Smith, Superintendent of Engines, and
several aids. Col. J. B. Ford, Agent at Wheeling,
and other agents along the line, rendered effective
services.

Over twenty-two hundred tickets were issued for
this trip?to not less than twenty-one hundred dif-
ferent newspapers, of the west", northwest, south
and southwest. The tickets are good from the 15th
of April until the first of July, and consequently a
large number of the holders used them previous to
the trip, while others willuse them in the future.

The locomotive and the entire train of ears
which bore the large and excellent company of
railroad guests from the Ohio river to Baltimore,
was a subject of frequent approving comment. The
engine was indeed a beautiful machine, and
seemed to embody all the power and all the skill
which an extended experience of modern machinists
could ensure. In all the long journey from Wheel-
ing to Baltimore, with the ten large cars filled
with their valuable freight, this beautiful evidence
of American ingenuity never flinched or threatened
the least incapacity or inreadiness for its task.
The hand that guided it must have been a practical
one, for the train always moved with a steadiness
and freedom from jarring and abruptness in stop-
ping and starting, which afforded a marked con-
trast to the frequent instances of the contrary
within our experience.

On examination we found that it had been built
by Messrs. Mason & Co., of Taunton, Mass., and I
that it had been on the road some three years past,
with some ten or twelve of the same make and di-
mensions, and working with invariable success.

The train consisted of ten cars. The first was
appropriated exclusively to baggage; the second
exclusively to smokers; the third was absorbed by
the few loud talkers and political editors without
ladies; the fourth seemed to be occupied by the
German and other editors chiefly without ladies;
and the fifth was evidently the choice resort of the
most dignified and older of those with ladies.

The sixth, seventh and eighth cars were the most
delightful conveniences of the kind for comfortable
and easy traveling, in which we had ever had the
pleasure to ride. These were all entirely new, and
were the sleeping and general day passenger car,
invented by B. C. Knight, Esq., of Philadelphia.
For striking originality and complete adaptation
this is surely far superior to anv similar improve-
ment within our knowledge, 'fbey are over fifty
feet in length, and of full width, and comfortably
seat fifty-two or fifty-four persons, and sleep
from seventy to seventy-eight. There is a most
surprising variety of contrivances embodied in this
invention which are worthy of the ingenuity of
the whole State of Connecticut?so fertile in in-
ventive skill. Mr. Knight is a most excellent and
intelligent merchant of Philadelphia, whose mind
was singularly directed to the development of this
structure, by his experience of the tedious trips
from New Orleans to Philadelphia a year ago
without the advantage of a sleeping car. These
charming coaches were built by Messrs. Murphy &

Allison, of Market street, Philadelphia, and Mr.
Murphy was on the train with the guests to share
with Mr. Kuight in the enconiums so justly show-
ered upon the new sleeping cars.

These luxurious vehicles were occupied by the
pretty ladies and their quiet husbands, staid papas
or attentive gallants. Among the company in the
middle one, was a couple that attracted much in-
terest, from the beauty of the lady and the fact
that she had been married to her solid looking,
middle-aged husband but the day before the 3' left
Kentucky last week to join the editorial excursion.
Behind the sleeping cars were two officers cars,
used by the masters of machinery and transporta-
tion respectively. These were used as storehouses,
lounging rooms, and look outs, being at the rear of
the train.

IN CASE OK ACCIDENT.?Life notoriously
insecure in New York, one of the New Y'ork pa-
pers has proposed that every citizen should
have his name and residence marked on his cloth-
ing, so that in case anything should happen to
him,?to use a mild expression?whatever is found
may be identihed. The discovery of a body
stripped and sunk in the river, however, has sug-
gested a defect in this arrangement, and it is now
proposed (need we say by the Louisville Journalf)
that every New Y'orker should have his name
tattooed on his breast or some such secure place.
"As to marking the place of residence, that would
be impossible, for New Y'orkers all move every
May-day, so that a full-grown man or woman
would look like a printed directory."

MISLED BY A CHURCH. ?The steamer City of
Cleveland arrived at Buffalo May 20, and the fol-
lowing incident is told as having occurred at Dun-
kirk. The mate who was at the wheel while mak-
ing the port of Dunkirk (who is an old lake sailor
and well acquainted with the harbor there, but
who has been absent for the last year) always laid
his course by a certain church spire. He did so this
time, and the consequence was that the vessel was
soon high upon the reef. The church had been re-
moved, it seems, recently, some four blocks from
its original position. It is said the mate is losing
confidence in everything, now that the churches
deceive him.

AN INDIGNATIONMEETING. ?The New York Clip-
per says that it is in contemplation to call a public
meeting of the friends of "fair play," to take some
action in reference to the recent fight in England,
and to express the indignation of the American
people at the unfair treatment which the "Boy"
has met with throughout the match; but more es-
pecially while in the ring, when, the battle being
in his hand, the mob interfered, and saved the
Champion from further punishment at the hands of
Ileenan. A testimonial to be presented to Ileenan
is also talked of.

The Mormons, without doubt, make the best of
the presence of the United States troops, and find
it on the whole rather profitable. A correspon-
dent of the New Y'ork rime*, writing from Camp
Floyd, April 5, savs that the Mormons are in hopes
that the army will remain, for its disbursements
among them now amount to half a million yearly,
the camp being the only market in the territory
for vegetables and grain.

THE OCCULTATION OK PLANET MARS.?The occulta-
tion of the planet Mars will take place in the
morning before sunrise, of Thursday, May 10. It
willbe visible in a large part of the United States
and the British provinces. As the moon will then
be about four days past the full, the emersion will
take place on the dark side. The color of Mars
will be a fiery red, as it will be quite near the
earth.

In Memphis, Tenn., theatres are taxed $250 a
year; concerts and shows by traveling minstrel
companies, $25 for each twenty-four hours, or each
exhibition; other concerts by traveling companies,
or by concert or opera troupes, $lO for each twen-
ty-four hours, or for each exhibition; circuses $75,
and menageries SSO for each twenty-four hours, or
for each exhibition.

It seems clear that muscle alone doesn't make the
man. Dr. Winship, "the strongest man," who
can lift 1,100 pounds, is painfully bashful and timid
before an audience, although within the past six

months he has appeared in public at least eighty
times. He is conscious of his nervous peculiarity,
but cannot explain or conquer it.

At Lawrence, on Monday, a fatal accident oc-
curred on the site of the ill-fated Pemberton Mill.
A laborer employed in rebuilding the mill, was in-
stantly killed by a derrick falling upon him, caused

by the breaking of an insufficient guy while hoist-
ing a large stone. He had a daughter killed at the
time of the great catastrophe.

At Point Coupee, Lai, lately, a slave owner was
convicted of unnecessary cruelty to his slaves, and
the Court ordered that they should all be sold away
from his ownership and custody.

MARSEILLES, April 14.?According to letters re-
ceived here, the insurrection at Messina commenced
on Sunday evening last. The popular movement
commenced by shots being fired in the Strata Fer-
dinando. Pieces of furniture were thrown upon
the troops. The Governor threatened to bombardthe city, should resistance be offered. The princi-
pal inhabitants of the city then interfered, and in-
sisted that the police, the principal cause of the
irritation, should be removed. The troops made
themselves masters of the town, and the insur-
gents withdrew into the country. On Monday
evening the Meandre left Messina, with despatches
from the French Consul. Allis over. Further de-
tails willshortly be received.

NAPLES, {via Genoa.) April 12.?According to
advices from Sicily, the revolutionary movement
is increasing in the country, which is full of armed
men. The Royal Intend'ente Celeste has made
common cause with the revolutionists. The 14th
and 15th regiments are being despatched from Na-
ples to Sicily. Artilleryand other troops are be-
ing sent to the citadel of Messina. A populardem-
onstration had taken place at Aversa, in favor of
Victor Emanuel, in consequence of which the town
has been declared in a state of siege. Arrests have
been made.

MARSEILLES, April IC.?The direct steamer from
Naples arrived this evening, and brings advices
from that city to the 14th inst. It is asserted that
on Thursday "last a large bomb was thrown before
the palace. The explosion shattered all the win-
dows. No person was injured. The revolutionary
attempt of the Bth at Messina commenced by the
killingof two sentinels. The movement was less
serious than reported by the passengers of the Me-
andre, which remained a great distance from the
spot where the combat took place. Flying col-
umns were pursuing the bands of insurgents who
had taken refuge in the mountains.

The official Neapolitan journal, from the 10th to
the 13th instant inclusively, says nothing of the
popular movement at Messina. Private letters
merely state that the attempt to surprise the mili-
tary posts at Messina had been repulsed, and that
the agitation was less at that place than at Paler-
mo. One thousand men were pursuing the insur-
gent bands. Since the insurrection commenced,
the government has sent into Sicily four battalions
of infantry, two battalions of artillery, and a regi-
ment of lancers. The Governor of Sicily had
written that no more reinforcements need be sent,
his forces being sufficient. Gen. Filangieri had re-
tired to Naples, and counselled military measures.
A correspondent considers the movement in Sicily
to have miscarried. The diplomatic corps were,
however, much occupied with the unsettled state
of the island.

TRIESTE, April 17.?The Trieste Gazelle says:
"According to authentic private information from
Messina, to the 9th, the Austrian Consul had left.
A bombardment of Messina was expected on the
9th."

NAN'S PROTEST.
To the Editor of the London Time* :

SIR:?I am desired to state, on the part of Mr.
John C. Heenan, in answer to your report of this
morning, that neither he nor any person author-
ized to aot for him requested the referee at the late
encounter bet ween Sayers and himself to stop the
fight when the ring was broken into. On the con-
trary, he and his friends, nearly all of whom were
grouped in a little handful at his corner, repeatedly
protested against the invasion of the
manded that the fight should not be interrupted!
In proof of this, Heenan breasted his way three
times through the crowd of persons who poured
into the arena from the side ofSayers to renew the
combat after that outrage had taken place, and who
refused to leave the ring, and did not do so until
Sayers had been withdrawn. He wishes me to say,
moreover, that he feels sure that, had not that oc-
currence taken place, he would soon have made his
victory manifest to the most prejudiced person on
the ground. As to the suggestion which has been
kindly made by the editor of Bell's Life, that Say-
ers and be should have a belt apiece, he beg 3 to say
that, while he will cheerfully subscribe to a new
testimonial for his brave and honorable adversary,
he willhave none other than the one he came 8,000
miles to get, and which he honestly feels he has al-
ready won. He believes, however, he can win it
again, if required to do so, and if it be really amen-
able to conquest by a stranger, he will not leave
your shores until he brings his late contest to a new
and due conclusion.

On the part of many Americans in London who
have called upon me, we repudiate entirely the
idea expressed at the conclusion of your article ?

namely, that Heenan's American supporters "con-
sent to the contest being considered a drawn battle."
They, on the contrary, insist that the fight, ifnot
decided to be already won by Heenan, shall be con-
sidered as still pending, and subject to renewal at
the earliest possible day. Through a note from
the referee, which now lies before me, I learn he
has refused a new arbitrament this week (accord-
ing to the usual custom), "on the ground of hu-
manity;" but, while the friends of Mr. Heenan
cannot object to such a highly creditable motive,
they disclaim for him the requirement of any such
consideration, he being quite capable of respond-
ing to the orders of the referee, and willso respond
at an hour's notice. The friends of Heenan, while
they acquit the upright and gallant Sayers and
his immediate backers from any participation in
the violent interruption of the contest, wish to
declare the clearness of Heenan's supporters lrom
any complicity with that outrage; and in this con-
nection desire me to say that when a man in our
country who has engaged to subdue another re-
quires outside aid to help him, as was given to
Sayers in the 39th round, he is considered to be
beaten. In short, whenever "humanity" justifies
such interference, the verdict is given against the
man whose conquered and hopeless condition re-
quires the practical interposition of such a senti-
ment.

In conclusion, I wish to say for myself that in
the haste of writing m v long report, the battle part
of which has been published here in an illustrated
extra, a few errors crept in which could not be cor-
rected for that edition, as I had no time allowed
me to cither revise my manuscript or read its
proof. One of these errors was omission of the
word "at" in the last line of one of the closing
rounds, when, in speaking of the conduct of the
persons who broke into the ring, it should read
."they kicked at and struck at him," instead of
"kicked and struck him."

I send with this a corrected copy of that report,
and if you will lay it before the gentleman who
prepared your ably-written account of Wednesday,
and he will point out any errors I have made
therein, I will cheerfully correct it for perusal in
America.

REPLY OF THE REFEREE.
The referee, in his own vindication, has published

the following statement of how and in what man-
ner he was conveyed from the ring :

"We have taken some pains to trace out the ac-
tual state of the case as to the struggle at the ropes
?when we were forced out of our place by the
crowd?and also as to the fact of Heenan's having
struck the seconds of Sayers after the battle was
virtually over, and we are informed by gentlemen
of position, who were present, and who had an op
portunitv of seeing, that once, if not twice, while
Heenan had Tom on the ropes, the latter got his
knees on the ground and was lifted up again by the

Boy, and again held in his vicious grip. If this
was the case, and we see not the slightest reason to
doubt its truth, it is a fortunate thing for lleenan
that the referee was prevented from seeing, for had
he witnessed this act he must have unquestionably
decided against Heenan. By the rules of the ring,
a man on both knees is down, and if interfered
with after that event before "time" is called he is
entitled to the money. On the other point, we
have only the statement of Macdonald to contradict
the testimony of some twenty or thirty gentlemen,
besides our own reporter, as to Heenan's having
struck down and kicked Jemmy Welsh,and knock-
ed Sayers oil'his second's knee! As to his kicking
Brunton. the evidence is not conclusive, but in the
case ot Welsh and the Champion we have do doubt,
especially as we are corroborated by the account
in Leslie's illustrated Paper alluded to below,
which was written bv Mr. Wilkes, of II like s
Spirit of the Times. That account says: "lleenan,
"finding that though Sayers could not, or would

"not, rise from his seat in his corner, and his

"seconds refused to award him the victory that
"belonged to him, by throwing up the sponge, he
"advanced upon bim in the midst of his seconds,
"and struck himwhere he sat." This admission is

tantamount to an acknowledgment of defeat bv a
foul blow; and yet Mr. Wilkes calls on every im-
partial Englishman to award the belt to Heenan. ?

Our own opinion of the matter is this?that as the
men were fighting in a crowd without anv order or
regularity, and as Heenan was almost blind, and
his noddle was doubtless in a state of considerable
confusion, he did not quite know what he was
about, and mav therefore be excused for the unjus-
tifiable act. Nevertheless, had the referee been
present, he would have had to do his duty, and no
one would have more regretted this than himself.
We omitted altogether to state that the referee
was only enabled to approach the ring?after being
driven away?through the efforts of some of Hee-
nan's friends.

CUMBERLAND, May 5, 1860.
This is a beautiful morning. Not a cloud to be

seen, and the air genial as May should be. The en-
tire party are in excellent spirits, and have been
entertained in a manner which has made a most fa-
vorable impression on all. Just prior to starting
the mail through train bound from Wheeling to
Baltimore arrived, and proceeded, leaving off a
number ol the excursionists who passed the night
at the quiet and healthful mouutain resort of the
Glades Hotel, at Oakland, of the attractions ol
which and of the attentions of its proprietor. Col.
Dailey, they speak in the highest terms. Nearly
the entire company visited the surrounding moun-
tains to catch a panoramic view of the basin in
which the town is situated. A beautiful scene was
here presented; the mountain with its gorges, and
the minatnre city, with its busy life just awaken-
ing. The former site of Fort Cumberland was vis-
ited. A neat church edifice is now
erected?the foundation of which is partly
built with the stones which were once a part of the
Fort. It was here that Washington first assumed
his command as Lieutenant in the Collonial army.
The old well which be ordered to be dug is within
a few steps of the church door, and within a short
distance is to be seen a portion of the earthen
works. Much interest was felt in visitingthis spot.
The train left on time, amid the cheers of the mul-
titude. Along the line, as on the day previous, it
was greeted by the heartiest welcomo from thepeople of the surrounding country, who had gath-
eied at the crossings and the stations. The first
stop was made on the fifty feet grade, approaching
Doe Gulley Tunnel, where a most beautiful view
was presented of the Potomac river and the Canal,
and the bold, sweeping curve of the railroad, three
miles in extent, backed on the west side by the
Frostburg Mountain. The entire party got out and
lingered for some minutes in admiration of the
scene. The cars were again resumed and the train
went dashing along until near Rockwell's
run. Here an extraordinary sight present-
ed itself. This was the ten trains of
empty and loaded cars, (with their engines,)
numbering more than three hundred, and occupy-
ing the sideland for a distance of more than one
and a half miles. At this place there occurs an-
other of those long, bold, sweeping curves, which
form such a beautiful feature in the scenery of the
road, and affording an extensive view of each end
of the road and the surrounding country. The
train proceeded to Sir John's Run, (the station for
Berkeley Springs,) where a short stop was made,
and the course was again resumed until a point
two miles below was reached, where a brief halt
was made to enable the party to look at a curious
formation of rock on the Maryland side of the Po-
tomac, overhanging the canal. In a few minutes
the train proceeded to a point opposite old Fort
Frederick, two miles east of Churry run station,
and 112 miles from Baltimore. Here the whole
party again got out and rambled to the
bank of the Potomac in groups, looking
with interest across to the gray bastions,
which are yet in a good state of preser_
vation, though somewhat encumbered by the
strange contiguity of large barns and domestic
looking stables, which a thrifty farmer has erected
in close proximity. Many inquiries being made
by the company concerning the history of the
place, Mr. Smith (the Superintendent) mounted a
hillock and briefly spoke of the origin of the fort
and offered suggestive contrasts to the scene before
them, and that of 105 years ago, when, in 1755, the
year before the defeat of Braddock, this work was
erected as a necessary defence of our colonial fore-
fathers from the incursions of the Indians, and as a
refuge from the French armies. The rage for
speaking seemed to take possession of the compa-
ny, under the inspiration of the place, and calls
were made for several to follow Mr. Smith.?
Coleman Yellott, Esq., in response to repea-
ted calls, took the hillock and made a
few remarks, in which he happily intro-
duced an allusion to one of Washington
Irving's humorous ideas, suggested by a scene in
the Knickerbocker about the J/errylanders, who
lived in the province South of New York. He |
wanted the Westerners to understand that they
were approaching through old Virginia, a region
which, for hospitality and cordiality of welcome,
they would assuredly find a merry as well as a
Maryland. After a humorous episode, which gave
a finishing touch to the scene, the company re-
sumed the cars with renewed spirits, and the train
passing through the massive cuts of the North
Mountain grade, reached Martinsburg in a few
minutes more. Here a most excited and unexpect-
ed demonstration awaited the company. The rail-
road hotel in all its departments was handsomely
decorated with flags and flowers, while in the i
rooms were tables neatlv arranged and capable of I
dining 260 persons. The upper windows were i
graced by numbers of fair and beautiful faces, from j
which two sparkling eyes of Virginia's handsome '
daughters beamefl a radiant welcome. Fronting
the hotel upon the long platform of the station, '
there was drawn up a military company, number- |
ing nearly 100 men. These presented a beautiful
and effective appearance, and were found to be the |
"Berkeley Border Guards," an entirely new and
spirited infantry and rifle corps under command of
Uapt. Alburtis. This officer,who served with distinc-
tion in the Mexican war, with a hurried command
of volunteers, promptly rushed to Harper's Ferry,
and headed the first effective assault on John
Brown and his followers. Adjoining the hotel,
upon an open plateau, a full and formidable-looking
artillery company was arranged, with heavy can-
non, from the brass mouths of which belched" forth
at intervals a deafening salute that added much to
the eclat of the occasion. A fine brass band per-
formed the national melodies, which were varied
by choice quicksteps, during the time the guests
were entering the hotel and dining there.

In order to facilitate our movements, it had been
arranged previously that an engine should take
the two forward cars with about seventy-five of
the guests direct to Harper's Ferry, so as to arrive
there before the rest of the party followed to that
point, and also to avoid the confusion of a second
table. One sentence must be devoted to the praise
of the admirable meal furnished by Col. Reaner,
of the Railroad Hotel, and for his extraordinary
number of guests. It was generally remarked that
the quality as well as the quantity of this enter-
tainment was an exception to the usual "hasty
plates" served on such occasions, as when a party
whose desires lead to the expectation of a good
meal, are most likely to be "dished." During the
dinner the Boarder Guards fired repeated salutes
by platoons and hy Company, showing much
proficiency in the discipline for so new an organi-
zation. On emerging from the Hotel to take the
cars the guests assembled upon the platforms and
the car tops, from which addresses of thanks were
made to the militaryand citizens by Col. Switzer,
editor of the Missouri Statesman, and also by Beal
H. Richardson, editor of the Baltimore Republican,
each of whose remarks were received with much
approbation. Capt. Alburtis briefly responded on
behalf of Martinsburg, and amid further salutes by
the artillery, inspiring music by the band, the in-
terchange of cheers by the military and citizens
and the editors on the train, with the waving of
handkerchiefs by the ladies in the hotel and on the
cars we made our departure from this most beauti-
ful imposing and effective scene. In passing through
Martinsburg the company's attention was called
to the extensive workshops and other buildings of
the Railroad, and also to a large number of the
heavy freight locomotives with which it is so
abundantly supplied.

Proceeding steadily onward from this point,
which is one of the most important to the railroad
on its line (exactly 100 miles from Baltimore) in
less than one hour we reached Harper's Ferry.
Here another military and civic demonstration of
the most enthusiastic and spirited character awaited
us. Without looking fullv at the beautiful scene-
ry which had long ago made this place famous, our
attention was absorbed in the generous and hearty
welcome. Here there were no less than three fine
looking infantry and rifle companies arrayed upon
the platform between the government works and
the railway tracks. They were formed as a bat-
talion, commanded by Col. George Chambers, who
is also a worthy hero of two wars, Mexico and
Harper's Ferry. Descending into the armor.y
grounds where the shade of the large buildings
and the smiling grass lawns invited us, the milita
ry were drawn up before us wish presented arms,
and a salute from the martial music at the head.
Col. Chambers mounting the steps of the nearest
building, offered as the Mayor of Harper's Ferry,
a hearty welcome to the place. Col. Alfred M.
Barbour, the Superintendent of the Armory, be-
ing also present, tendered a cordial invitation to
the company to inspect the works, remarking,
however, that they did not at the moment appear
to proper advantage, because a large proportion
of the workmen attached to them were on parade
for the militaryreception.

Time not permitting a full inspection of this ex-
tensive establishment, with its long range of build-
ings, immense mass of beautiful, delicate and cost-
ly machinery, its large stores of tinishea weapons of
the most modern and effective construction, its im-
mense water-wheel and other attractions, the visi-
ters contented themselves with a march along the
highly cultivated lawns, with the military at their
head "as an escort. On returning to the lower por-
tion of the premises near the gate and near the
railroad station, the military were again drawn up
in front of the Superintendent's office, and the visi-
ters gathered around. Desiring to offer some ac-
knowledgment of this whole-souled and generous
welcome, Col. Switzer, their appointed spokesman,
addressed the militaryand citizens in a few timely
and appropriate observations. Capt. Duke, of the
Rifle corps, then extended a welcome on behalf of bis
Company and the men of the Armory. Mr. Yellott,
of Baltimore, was called for repeatedly, and finally
responded in a few happy remarks, in which he
made some patriotic allusions to the fraternal feel-
ing and interests of Maryland and Virginia, and
also to the Brown insurrection in October last, the
immediate scene of which his hearers were that
moment occupying. All these several addresses
were listened to with evident interest and elicited
cordial and general applause from the company.

Every body seemed to have in mind, on reaching
Harper's Ferry, as their first consideration, the af-
fair of John Brown and bis deluded followers.?
There were present, besides Col. Chambers and
many ctherswho participated in the exciting scenes
incident to tint event, several of the men who had
been wounded by the shots of the insurrectionists.
These, as a matter of course, soon became the spe-
cial heroes of the moment, and feelingly "fought
their battles o'er again."

The extensive masonry and peculiarly construct-
ed railroad bridge by which the I'otomac, at the
mouth of the Shenandoah, is here crossed, (nearly
a quarter of a mile in length,) and upon which
Brown and his men were first discovered by the
act of stopping the express train from Wheeling,
was, of course, fully examined. The interest of
the party, however, culminated in their inspection

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. TRAIN, of Massachusetts, asked leave to re-

port from the Committee on Public Buildings and
Grounds a joint resolution providing for a watch-
man to protect the equestrian statue of Washing-
ton and for other purposes- Mr. CRAWFORD
objected. He said to employ a man to watch the
statue was a disgrace to the'country. It was out-
rageous. Mr. HOUSTON remarked that they
might send one of the dook-keepers up there for
that purpose. Mr. TRAIN referred to a corres-
dence between the Commissioner of Public Buildings
and the Secretary of the Interior on the subject.?
There was now no protection to the statue except-
ing the low paling, and the grounds had been in-
jured bv the arrangements for the inauguration. Of
the $50,000 appropriated for the last named purpose,
$17,000 remain. This would repair, the ground
and pay a watchman until Congress shall make
permanent arrangements. Mr. CRAWFORD re-
plied there was not a man on this continent who
would interfere with the statue of Washington or
do it harm.-?-Mr. TRAIN inquired whether the
gentleman objected to putting the grounds in suit-
able reprir. Mr. CRAWFORD said ho had
no objection to that, but, he added, you will be un-
happy until this money is spent. (Laughter.)
Mr. ELLIOT, of Massachusetts, asked leave to in-
troduce a resolution, requesting the President of
the United States to communicate to the House any
information recently received respecting the Chi-
nese Coolie trade, not heretofore communicated to
Congress. Mr. JONES.?We have had enough
of that; I object. Mr. ELLIOT said our Minister
to China has recently sent to the State Department
information upon this subject, and it is being copied
for the use of Congress. This call was with the
knowledge of the Department.-?-Mr. JONES re-
peated his objection. The House resolved itself
into a Committee of the Whole, and proceeded to

the consideration of private hills, and among those
passed was one authorizing Captaitv Hudson and
Sands to receive a snuff-box and medal from the
British Government, as a testimonial of their ser-
vices in connection with laying the Atlantic cable.

At the time we printed the article we were not
aware that a fortnight before the article in the
News appeared a long and able statement appeared
in the London Athencenm, written by its impartial
editor, Sir J. Wcntworth Dilke, wherein theimpu-
ted forgeries are, one and all, entirely refuted,
and proved to be base and wilful falsehoods. A
correspondent who has looked into the subject
says:

"Amongst the charges brought against Mr. Col-
lier is one stating that he had forged the cele-
brated I'etition of the Players, wherein Shak-
speare's name appears. This paper is dated
during the reign of James the First, and
among the evidence brought forward to
prove Mr. Collier's innocence of the charge
is the testimony of Mr. Robert Lemon, keeper
of the State papers. Mr. Lemon succeeded his
much respected father, and lie testifies
that long, long before, even forty years
ago, Mr. Lemon had called Mr. Collier's attention
to the Petition. The writer of this article had the
honor of knowing the late Mr. Lemon. He has of-
ten been in the State paper office, and knows with
what scrupulous care every document is preserved.
Hut the fact of the existence of the Petition having
been for hundreds of years in the national sanctu-
ary, establishes, beyond all doubt, Mr. Collier's
reputation as a gentleman of unblemished integri-
ty. The other charges are blown to the wind as
perfectly as this one. But we would ask, in the
name of truth, what motive Mr. Collier could have
inforging Shaksperean papers ? We can easily as-
sign a motive for the publication of Hamilton?it
is evidently to gain a name or reputation, and he
has most effectually attained it?that of a base,
cruel, ignorant, unreflecting blockhead."
