The Tribune , of this morning, says:
There was a fair amount of transactions to-day at theStock Board, but in the morning there was an appearance

of reaction, and some hesitation on the part of buyers.?
This was taken advantage of by the bear jobbers, who
aided the heavy feeling to the extent of their courage.
The moderate decline undoubtedly brought in some sell
ers to realize profits who feared a further decline, and the
market generally looked quite heavy on the first call
On the second call, however, buyers came forward with
some energy, the market stiffened, and after the regular
session the decline of the morning was nearly all recov-ered. Central sold up to 82, and was the onlyactive stock.
At the Second Board the full buoyant movement of yes-terday was resumed, although the whole list did not par-ticipate in it, and the improvement continued up to the
latest moment in the street. We annex a comparative

Occa
sional choice lots arc taken at s#, while paper of less
credit rules at from S,' to 1 percent, a month. The hanks
are, however, willing to do all the good hills offered them.

A railroad meeting held at Cincinnati, on Friday, re-
commended the discouragement by all honorable means,
of double-deck cars for hogs and sheep. The rate of stock
per car load to Parkcrsburg and Bellaire, was fixed at
$53 forcattle, S4O for hogs, and S4O for sheep. To Pitts-
burg the rate is $77 for cattle, SSB for hogs, and SSB for
sheep?single-deck cars in all cases. By this tariff the
full rate to Baltimore, via Parkershurg or Bellaire, is
sl43 ?to Baltimore viaPittsburg sls7 ?a difference ofsl4
per car load in favor of the Baltimore and piiio Railroad.
The principal changes in the new tarifffrom the winter
schedule arc an advance of $lO per car on the fat cattle to
Philadelphia and Baltimore, and sl2 per car to New York.
So says the Cincinnati Commercial. The Cincinnati Ha
cettc, in alluding to the new schedule, says: "Itexcludes
the Steubenville and Pennsylvania Central Railroads from
the Cincinnati market. The general freight agent of the
Steubenville protested, in behalf of his road and of the
Pennsylvania Central: but the rates were nevertheless
agreed to. It was carrying out the principle of the Penn-
sylvania road in charging so much per mile, and the
roads nut of Cincinnati were only protecting themselves.
The Marietta road having no double-deck cars, and in-
sisting upon the right to contract three single-deck cars
at two double-deck rates, double-deck car rates for hogs
were entirely abolished on the roads leading east. These
new rates were submitted to the Committee of Presidents
at two o'clock, and were adopted.

placp and make suitable arrangements for the oc-
casion. The report was tabled, and ordered lo be
printed.

Mr. hilicer, from the Special Committee to whom
was referred the communication of I>|-. Luckey,
reported in favor of substantially adoptihg the
plan recommended for an executive or biennial
conference. The report was tabled, and ordered to
be printed.

Mr. Munsell, of Peoria, called up the resolution
presented by him yesterday, and undisposed of at
the hour of adjournment. The object of the reso-
lution was to establish the rule that actions which
are constitutionally wrong and not forbidden by
the Discipline, shall not be tolerated, or acquire
any rights or privileges in consequences of the
silence of the Discipline in regard to them. He
proceeded to explain the nature of the resolution.

Dr. Hodgson objected to the discussion. The
resolution evidently was designed to have a bear-
ing upon the Slavery question, and the proper
time for the discussion of that question had not
come.

The Chair (Bishop Scott) overruled the objec-
tion, and

Mr. Munsell proceeded, and was continually in-
terrupted by points of order until his time expired,
and the resolution was tabled.

The design YVBS evidently to stave oil" the discus-
sion ofthe Slavery question till a more convenient
season.

A resolution instructing the Committee on
Boundaries to inquire into the expediency of a
union of the Arkansas and Missouri Conferences,
occasioned some debate, iu the course of which the
troubles in Texas were alluded to.

The resolution was finally tabled.
The Bishops, by resolution, were requested to

inform the conference whether any additional num-
ber of Bishops are required by the Board.

The Book Agents were instructed to take proper
steps to procure an act of incorporation lor the
Bonk Concern.

The Committee on Correspondence was instruct-
ed to inqnire into the expediency of preparing a
suitable address to the Methodist Episcopal Church
South, with a view to the establishment and main-

tainance of-fraternal relations between (lie two
bodies along the borders.

Mr. Colchnser, in explaining his resolution, said
that it was designed to cover such action as is ne-
cessary to be taken inregard to the persecution to
which the church is subjected in the llorder States.
Since his arrival here he had received an account
of the mobbing of a church in Eastern Virginia.?
A state of war existed, and there was no use in at-
tempting to reply with bowie-knives. He believed
that a proper address to the brethren of the South
would meet with a proper response, and that meas-
ures would he taken bv them to put a stop to these
border difficulties, and restore peace and harmony
to the church.

Dr. Flov, of New York, thought he had heard
strange things here to-day. He had heard of bowie-
knives, war and bloodshed?strange things to be
heard of in a body like this, composed of the min-

isters of the Church of Christ. He had heard
strange propositions before, but the proposition to
send a Iraternal letter to a body which we have
never recognized, asking them to put a stop to out-
rages, was the most astonishing of all.

The resolution was tabled by a decisive vote.
Mr. Conkhill offered a resolution directing that

a committee of five be appointed, to memorialize
the Governors of Southern States, asking that our
people be allowed the privilege of worshipping
God in accordance with the spirit of our institu-
tions. Adopted.

The session to-day has been rather stormy and
gave the first real indications of the feeling exist-
ing between the extremes on the subject of sla-
very.

The Slavery Committee will report to-morrow,
endorsing the plan of the sub-committee, as fol-
lows:

VVe believe that the buying, selling and holding
of human beings as chatties, is contrary to the
laws of God and nature, inconsistent with the
Golden Rule, and with that rule in our Discipline,
which requires all who desire to continue among
us to "do no harm," and to "avoid evil of every
kind." We therefore, ail'ectionately admonish ail
our preachers and people to keep themselves pure
from this great evii, and to seek its extirpation by
all lawful and Christian means.

IMPORTANT FROM MEXICO.

BRILLIANT VICTORY OF THE LIBERALISM'S
?SECOND CORPS OF THE REACTIONISTS
CUT TO PIECES-CAPTURE OF GEN. LA
VEGA, HIS WHOLE TRAIN OF ARTILLERY
AND MORE THAN 1.000 PRISONERS.
By the brig Nahum Stetson, Capt. Trenis, which

arrived at this port yesterday, we have advices
from Tampico to the Gth inst. The news is highly
important. On the 23d ultimo was fought at the
Rancho jlelCliino, State of San I.uis l'otosi, a gen-
eral engagement between the second corps of the
Reactionary army, commanded by General Romulo
de la Vega, an 4 the Liberal forces, under General
Uraga, inwhich the former were utterly routed,
and General Vega and a large portion of his army
made prisoners. Also, were captured eighteen
pieces of artillery, thirty ordnance wagons, a large
quantity of ammunition, provisions, stores and bag
gage ot every description. In fact, to use the words
of Gen. Uraga'B report, "the Second Corps of
the Reactionary army no longer exists." To say
nothing of the losses on the battle-field, during a
well-contested engagement of four hours and a
half, more than a thousand prisoners fell into the
hands of the victorious army. The rout was com-
plete, and the whole of the enemy's train fell into
the hands of the Liberals. Also were captured
Gen. La Vega himself, the general-in-chief, Col.
Calvo, his second in command, ami a large number
of other officers. The w hole number of prisoners
is stated to be upwards of 1,000. Of the killed and
wounded we have no estimate, though all the re-
ports state it to have been very great on both sides.
This sudden change in the fortunes of war has
breathed a new life into the hitherto desponding
Liberal army, and already dispositions are being
taken for a combined attack on the city of Mexico.
To perfect these it is said a number of officers have
gone on to Vera Cruz, where were Alatriste and
Caravajal on the 2d, for general consultation. In
the meantime Gen. Ampudia has succeeded Par-
tearroyo as Minister of War, in which office he
promises a more vigorous campaign. At last ac-
counts, also, Gen. Hegollado, the Comuiander-in-
Chief, was on the way to San Luis, to take tho
command in person.

THE EASTERN SHORE KAILUOAD.?The Centreville
Time': says that a meeting was held in that town on
Tuesday last, for the purpose of taking steps to se-
cure the'early construction of the Queen Anne's and

THE MAIL LINK TO MEXICO.?We learn from

Washington that the Postal Committee on Tuesday
unanimously agreed to report in favor of Colonel
Buttertield's proposed line of weekly mail steamers

from New Orleans or Mobile to the ports of the

Gulf of Mexico. This measure received the ap-

proval of the Senate last session, bat did not reach
the House before adjournment.

A complete canvass of Cincinnati has lately been
made, with a view to obtain information in refer-
ence to its manufacturing interest. It appears
there are engaged as operatives in manufacturing
and mechanical pursuits 33 101 men, 1,423 girls,
and 04!) boys. The value of the aggregate annual
production is $56,502,441).

FREMONT'S CHANCES.

CHICAGO, May 16.?Long before the hour for the
meeting of the Republican Convention to-day, the
vicinity ol the Wigwam was thronged with thou-
sands eager to gain admittance to its spacious en-
closure. Within, the scene was very exciting.
As soon as the doors were opened the lobby of the
Wigwam was solidly packed with men, whilst the
seats in the galleries were packed with ladies. The
interior was handsomely decorated with ever-
greens, statuary and flowers. It was estimated
that ten thousand people were within the building.

At noon the Convention was called to order by
Mr. Morgan, and on his motion Hon. David Wil-
mot was made temporary Chairman. On taking
the Chair he delivered an address, thanking the
delegates for the honor conferred. The address
was warmly applauded.

As each State was called loud cheera greeted the
delegates. When the list, was concluded, the ab-
sent States were called. Alabama, Mississippi and
South Carolina were received with hisses.

Mr. Biddings expressed the hope that the Con-
vention would finish all its business by 3 o'clock
to-morrow afternoon. [Applause.]

After some unimportant preliminaries, including
the appointment of a committee to select perma-
nent officers, the Convention took a recess till 5
o'clock.

Horace Greeley, as the delegate from Oregon,
moved that, the roll of the States he called, and
that the Chairman of each delegation present the
credentials thereof, and that if anv be contested,
the same to ho referred to the Committee on Cre-
dentials.

Mr. Carter, of Ohio, moved that the credentials
of the gentlemen from Oregon or New York (he
did not know which) be presented to the Commit-
tee.

Mr. Greeley?l accept the amendment of the gen-
tleman from Maryland or Rhode island, I am not
particular which. [Loud Laughter.]

The motion was adopted..
The letter of Col. Fremont to Judge Staples, of

California, positively declinieg to have his name
presented to the Convention, is published here
to-day.

AFTERNOON SESSION?PERMANENT ORGANIZATION.
CHICAGO, May IG.?The Convention re assembled

at 5 o'clock, when the Committee on Permanent
Organization reported for President the name of
George Ashman, of Massachusetts, who took the
Chair amid immense applause.

In his address he said: We have come here at the
call of the country for the purpose of preparing for
the most solemn duty that freemen can perform.?
We have here,in our ordinary capacity as delegates
of the people, to prepare for the formation and
carrying out of a new administration, and,with the
help of God,we will do it. [Loud applause.]

No mere controversy about miserable abstrac-
tions brought us hereto-day. We do not come
here on any idle question.

1 think we have a right to-day in the, name of
the American people, to impeach the Administra-tion of our General Government of the highest
crimes that can be committed against a constitu-
tional government, against a free people, and
against humanity. [Prolonged cheers.]

Tho catalogue of its crimes it is not for me to
state. It is written in every page of the history
of the present administration of the Government,
and 1 care not how many paper protests the Presi-
dent may send into the House of Representatives.

Wm. L. Marshall, of Maryland, and Richard
Crawford, of Virginia, are aniong the Vice-Presi-
dents.

Win. E. Coale, of Maryland, and A. W. Camp-
hell, of Virginia, were chosen Secretaries.

A Committee on Resolutions was appointed, to
whom the Illinois resolutions were referred.

A resolution was adopted, that each delegation
report the name of one person as a member of the
National Committee for the ensuing four years.

OUTSIDE RUMORS AND SPECULATIONS,
r /Yi.m Special Despatch nf the Rem York Herald ]

CHICAGO, May 15, 18(10.?The Seward men are
not a little frightened at the earnest opposition to
him from all quarters except New York. The an-
nouncement ol' Mr. Curtin, the Republican candi-
date f. r Governor of Pennsylvania, that his own
defeat will surely follow Seward's nomination; byMr. Lane, of Indiana, that his State can be carriedwith any other Republican candidate than Seward;
by the Illinois delegation, that the Republicans of
Southern Illinois will vote for Bell if Seward is
nominated; by the New Jersey delegation, that
Seward's nomination will give the State to the
Democrats, and that Dayton, Bates or Lincoln will
carry it; by the Missouri delegation, that with Bates
they can carry their State, and with Seward he de-
feated; by Rhode Island aud Connecticut, that Sew-
ard cannot carry either of those States, has produ-
ced a reaction in the ranks of the various delega-
tions that injures Seward's chances materially.?
Ninety-four votes were the most counted for Sew-
ard this morning before the above canvass. To-
night Indiana, by a majority vote, has decided to
vote for Lincoln; Ohio informally voted a majority
for Chase, but it obliged to leave him,as they must,indicate preference as follows:?Wade, 24; Lincoln,
1G; Seward, 3; Bates, 1; McLean, 2. Many of the
delegations are still caucusing. The feeling against
Seward increases. The Pennsylvanians declare
that they will stick to Cameron till the last. TheCameron stock went up considerably this
morning. It was believed yesterday that
Seward's nomination was inevitable, hut
many of his former supporters are begin-
ning to think that it would he equivalent to
party suicide. The list of candidates now stands
thus: Wade very strong, and Bates, Cameron,
Lincoln, with one or two more, in the hack-ground.
There is some talk of putting Banks on the ticket
with Lincoln. That Seward has lost during the
canvass is generally conceded. The prospect is
that there will be a running light for a day or two,
and a new deal. The weather is warm, and the
political thermometer very high. The city is full
of strangers, and the Convention creates the great
est excitement. It is a perfect political saturnalia.Virginia, Kentucky and Maryland are short, and a
row is apprehended ifthe few persons from the
Slave States attempt to cast the full vote of these
States. They are understood to he Bates men, al-
though ol the \ irginia refugees nearly the whole
delegation are for Seward.

ranks is, that if Seward is dropped, an outsider
will have to be taken up. The elements opposed
to him are so conflicting, that it will require an
almost omnipotent power to unite them on any
name now mentioned.

It is well known
that he does not desire the position, hut he would
not feel at liberty to decline it if offered. His
strength in the New England delegations is tery
great, in fact, he is the lirst choice of many who
are compelled to vote for Mr. Seward through fear
of distracting the party.

THE IRISH EXODUS.
f CarrespoTutence of the London Times. 1

The exodus this se asoti?if the reports are not
exasperated?is likely to be as marvellous in its ex-
tent as that which followed upon the terrible fa-
mine of 1840-7. The provincial papers teem with
the subject, and the farmers remaining at home
have taken the alarm at the almost certain pros-
pect of a scarcity of laborers, and the consequent
enhanced price of labor. A Kerry paper (the
font,) reports as follows:

"From our own county, earlv as it isih the year,
an unusual number have already gone, and there
are signs of an emigration doubling, nay trebling,
that of some years past?and this, tooj though it
is said that no emigrant vessels will sail direct from
this port (Tralee), as they have done \u25a0 for several
seasons past. Now the railroad is availed of, and
every Wednesday for the past month, the early
trains have carried away crowds of emigrants, in-
tending to go by those new lines of steamers which
call in at Cork for passengers. Last Wednesday,
as we have heard, very near 150 persons left Tra-
lee by the early train en route to catch the steamer
for America, besides those who were picked up at
Farranfore, Killarney, &c. Those parties were,
most of them, booked through for America in Tra-
lee. From what we can learn, the greatest rush
across the Atlantic is, comparatively speakine,
from the ltingle district, from which town and
neighborhood no less than 550 persons have either
already left, or are preparing for the voyage;
and we have heard it stated that, if the hoped for
remittances come Iroin relatives in America,
that number will be more than doubled before
the close of the season." It is fairly remarked that
this revival of the emigration panic is not to be at-
tributed to the want of a Tenant Right Hillor fix-
ity of tenure, for the emigrating class is lor the
most part composed of mere laborers and house-
hold servants, but is to be traced to the simple fact
that every mail from America brings large remit-
tances lor passage and outfit to relatives in the old
country, who, of course, are willinglytempted to
better "their condition in a country which offers a
larger field for industrial enterprise. The Kerrv
paper adds: "With these inducements offered to
them, all the tenant right measures that could be
devised will not keep the laboring classes at home
and dependent on the farmers for house-room and
their daily wages. The farmers' children are going
because,such is the demand and competition for even
the smallest lots of land that can be called farms,
there is no chance for even a tithe of them being
settled in any comfort as farmers in this county.
For those of this class who will not consent to be-
come hired laborers, there is no room in this part
of the world, now that our landlords have wisely
set their faces against that division and subdivision
of land that brought such misery on the country
in the famine years. It is better, therefore, for
themselves to emigrate with what little capital
they tnay possess, to a country in which they will
find plenty of room. We cannot, however, say
the same in reference to the farm laborers and
household servants who are, on every opportunity,
crowding from onr shores to England or America.
The country can ill spare them."

AN ANTIUOTH FOR POISON.?The Rochester Union
of May 12, says: "Two or three days ago a lady of
Avon took, by mistake, a quantity of corrosive sub-
limate, sufficient to have caused death had not an
antidote been speedily administered. The circum-
stances of the case are about as follows: The lady
meant to taste some maple syrnp. hut a bottle of
bed-bug poison had been carelessly left where the
bottle of syrup had stood, and she took a small
quantity before she discovered her mistake. For-
tunately, a domestic who remembered the fatal
poisoning case of Mrs. N'owlan, which occured at
Avon a few vears ago, had the presence of mind to
run to the poisoned lady with a pan of milk, who
drank ofit very freely, and also took the white of
eggs so as to render the poison inqocuous. She
was soon out of danger. Let this antidote be re-
membered and used in similar cases."

CONCLUSION OF MR. DOUGLAS' SPEECH IXI

REPLY TO MR. DAVIS.
WASHINGTON, May 16, 1860.

Mr. Douglas to-day resumed and linished the
speech which was interrupted by the adjournment
yesterday. He said ho had been charged with in
consistency because he bad voted against the

Trumbull amendment to the Toombs bill, authori-
zing Kansas to form a State Constitution prior to

admission into the Union. That amendment, which
simply defined the true meaning of the Kansas-Ne-
braska act, as stated in the act itself, was rejected,
first because it was irrelevant to a bill looking to
the admission of a State, and secondly, because it
was assuming to judge a question which had been
left to the Courts. lie quoted from Mr. Rayard's
speech in opposition to the amendment, in which
he argued that it was a proposition for Congress
to assume judicial powers, and then asked if the
resolutions of Mr. Davis, then before them, did
not propose to do the same thing. They
were designed by a Congressional declaration
to deline and explain a decision of the Supreme
Court. This he held to be beyond the power of
Congress, for if there was any ambiguity in the
decision, the Court could make its meaning plain
whenever a similar case arose. Mr. Douglas next
caused extracts from the annual message of Presi-
dent Pierce, of December, 1855, to be read, and
contended that they fully sustained the doctrine of
non-intervention as he understood it, and warmly
commended the Kansas bill, because it was based
on that great principle, lie was therefore sur-
prised when the Senator from Mississippi pro-
nounced the effects of that bill in Kansas to be
disastrous, for he had supposed that he (Davis) bad
acquiesced in that measure, the more especially asbe was the Cabinet officer of an Administration
which gloried in its passage. He contended that
the troubles in Kansas resulted from the fact that
the principle of non-intervention had been violated.After again referring to the Alabama resolutions
of 1856, Mr. I). caused to be read Mr. Buchanan's
letter of acceptance and Mr. Breckinridge's Lex-ington speech, and contended that both of these
admitted, to the fullest extent, the power of the
people of the territories to regulate their domestic
institution, lie now tendered those declarations to
the Democratic party as the platform upon which,
as its candidate, he would he perfectly willingto
stand. He next alluded to his removal from thechairmanship of the Committee on Territories by
a caucus of Democratic Senators, on the ground ofheterodoxy, although from first to last lie had never
changed his views. He did not think Senatorswere charged with the declaration of Democratic
doctrine that was lett to bodies elected fresh fromthe people eve, y four years. From the decision ofthe Senatorial caucus be had appealed
to the Charleston Convention, and that recognized
Democratic authority, after three days of delibera-tion, had, by 27 majority, sustained him. Wonld
the Senator from Mississippi, he asked, acquiesce?
The Convention had also decided that he was the
choice of the Democratic party for the Presidency
by a majority vote. He had no desire for that
oliice, and his name would never have been pre-
sented at Charleston but. for the fact that it was
necessary to do so to vindicate his reputation as a
Democrat. Had any other gentleman received
the nomination, the lightning would have assured
the nominee of his support. He had no such lustfor the oliice as would induce him to oppose the
candidate of the majority. What then, he asked,
did gentlemen want? Did they want the majority
to yield to the minority, and that, too, with theknowledge in advance, that it the party were
successful, they were to be proscribed? uot
held tit to be chairman of a committee, or col-
lector of a port, or tide-waiter? No one
could be found mean enough to accept a nomi-
nation on such terms, unless it was some wretch
not yet named. Mr. Douglas then caused
Mr. Yancey's letter to Mr. Slaughter to be
read, to show that Mr. \. was a disunionist, and
desired the destruction of the Democratic party as
a means of accomplishing his object, lie pointed
out the danger to the Democracy of following sucha leader, and charged that the Southern States
had planted themselves on a platform which they
had rejected in 1848. lie concluded bv a powerful
effort in advocacy of his doctrine of non-interven-
tion, which he regarded as the only sale policy for
the South, and for the preservation of the Union.

Mr. Davis immediately rose to reply, tint alter
some preliminary remarks, in which "ho retorted
rather severely on the Illinois Senator, lie gave
way to a motion for an executive session, lie will
reply at length to-morrow.

PIiIICKKDINGS (IP THE THIRTY-SIXTH CONGRESS
SENATE.

WASHINGTON, May 16.?The VICE PRESIDENT
laid before the Senate a communication from the
Secretary of the Interior, transmitting, in compli-
ance with a resolution of the Senate, additional
information in relation to depredations committed
by Indians upon citizens of ltntte countv, Cali-
fornia; which was referred to the Committee oil
Indian Affairs. On motion by Mr. HALE, a
resolution was adopted, instructing the Postmaster
General to inform the Senate when the Posti.fiice
Department first had any knowledge that any de-
falcation existed on the part of the Postmaster of
the city of New York; and also to inform the Sen-
ate if the Sixth Auditor of the Treasury has faith-
fully performed, in reference to the Postollice in
the city of New York, the duties imposed upon
him by the act of March 3d, 1851, and especially
by the l!l7th section of said act.- Mr. DAVIS
introduced a bill to regulate public contracts;
which was read and ordered to go on the calendar.

Mr. GREEN .from the Committee on Territories,
to whom was referred the letter of ttie President of
the Kansas Constitutional Convention, communica-
ting an enrolled copy of the Constitution of Kansas,
adopted at Wyandotte, July 29, 1859, and also the
House billfor the admission ofKansas into the Union,
reported back the same, without recommendation,
for such action as the Senate should deem proper.
Mr.G.remarked that be should submit several amend
ments to this bill designed for the better protection
of the rights of citi/.ensof the United States, and
for the maintenance of good faith with the Indians
located under special treaties, and he moved that
the bill be made the special order for Wednes-
day week at one o'clock, which was agreed to.
On motion of Mr. LANE the bill for the pay-
ment of the Oregon war debt was made the
special order for Monday week. The bill for
the relief of Anson Dart was again taken up
and discussed by Messrs DOOLITTLE and LANE
until the expiration of the morning hour.
The special order was resumed, and Mr. DOUG-
LAS proceeded to finish his speech commenced
yesterday. He remarked that he was somewhat
troubled by a disease in his throat, having almost
lost his voice in consequence of bis exertions in the
open air, defending the doctrines of popular sove-
reignty. He then took up and and answered some
objections that had been made to his position, and
quoted from a speech of Senator Bayard in 1856,
denouncing the attempt at Congressional interven-
tion as an act of usurpation; but the resolution of
the Senator from Mississippi asks us to do the same
tiling, lie wanted the question left to the Courts,
where the Constitution leaves it and where the
Senate had once agreed to leave it, and thus ban-
ish it from the halls of Congress forever. If the
Court has made a decision, will it be any stronger
after the Senate shall have passed these resolu
tions? If it has not, what right has the Senate
to prejudge the case? If the Court has made a
decision and there is a dispute about it,
who is to be the judge of the case? Can
the Senate determine by resolutions what the
decision is, or what it ought to be? No! The Con-
stitution has wisely separated the political from
the judicialdepartments of the Government. Mr.
D. said he was willingto take the Cincinnati plat-
torni, or the letter of acceptance of I'resident Bu-
chanan, or Vice i'resident Breckinridge's speech
after his nomination. He would take any of these
for a platform, and let them construe themselves.
Ifthe Democratic party stand now where they
stood in 1856, he was with them; and if they bad
changed, he had no complaint to make. He
thought he had a right to ask that lie should he
furnished wiih the new light they had obtained,
that lie might change too, if he should see cause.
The Charleston Convention having sustained non-
intervention, he was no longer a heretic, a rebel,
an outlaw. He was the choice of a majority of
that Convention for I'resident, and desires no
higher endorsement, tie would scorn to be the
standard-bearer of any party if he was
not the first choice of a majority. lie
closed his remarks at half past three.
Mr. DAVISreplied, stating that the Senator from
Illinois tiad not met the questions at issue between
them. He set out by saying that he should arraign
no Senator, bnt he had arraigned everybody. Not
only that, but lie had brought up sovereign States
to answer at his bar on a charge of inconsistency.
He bad assumed the air of the monarch of France,
who exclaimed "L'etal, e'eot moi t" and undertook
to dictate to the National Convention on what
terms he would accept their nomination. He had
also assumed that a Senator could not allude to the
doctrine of popular sovereignty without meaning
him?a doctrine of which he was neither the author
nor the exclusive professor. Mr. 1). went on to re-
ply to those remarks ofMr. Douglas in reference to
the action of Mississippi, and indicated the action
of Southern Democrats generally, in demanding a
recognition of their rights under the Constitution.
What they asked was nothing more than the Con-
stitution intended to give them; and he was willing
to let the question come fairly before the country
whether they were not entitled to it. Without
concluding his remarks, he gave way; and on mo-
tion by Mr. GREEN' tbe Senate proceeded to the
consideration of Executive business. After a short
time spent therein, the doors were re-opened and
the Senate adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
OH motion of Mr. MOHIUS, of Illinois, a resolulion was adopted calling on the Postmaster Gen-

eral to communicate to the House at as early a day
as possible all the lacts and circumstances relative
to the defalcation of Mr. Fowler, Postmaster at
New York; stating the particular time when said
defalcation-commenced; its progress; when it lirst
became known to the Postmaster General; the ag-
gregate amount; and, if any, what legal proceed-
ings or prosecution has been instituted; and to
what amount the Government has been secured bv

bond or otherwise. Mr. PENDLETON presented
the resolutions of the Ohio Legislature in favor of
the improvement of the Louisville and Portland
Canal. He submitted statistical information in re-
gard to the matter. Mr. HICKMAN made an
ineffectual effort to take up the report of the Ju-
diciary Committee on the President's protest.
The House proceeded to the consideiation of the
bill to provide additional measures to insure the
safety of passengers in vessels propelled in whole
or in part by steam. Several hours were spent
in the consideration of amendments to the first sec-
tion, some of which were adopted. Mr. WASH-
BUKNE, of Illinois, gave notice of his intention to

propose a substitute for the bill, incorporating the
amendments made to-day. [The proceedings
were exceedingly dull and uninteresting.] On
motion of Mr. SHERMAN, the further considera-
tion of the subject was postponed till to-morrow,
when the House resolved itself into a Committee of
the Whole on the State of the Union on the Post
Office Deficiency bill; and having perfected the
same, the bill was laid aside to be reported to the
House.??The Senate's amendments to the Defi-
ciency bill were then considered. The Post
Office bill was reported to the House, but without
any definite action being taken, the House ad-
journed.

The public interest in these singular Orientals
increases momentarily. Throughout yesterday andlast evening not only was the sidewalk under their

The I'rinces who form the Embassy were evi-dently the object of special interest with thoseflocking thus to that hall. Rut not a glimpse of
either of them did they catch. Their Excellencies
since arriving at Wiliards', have kept themselves
entirely secluded in the apartments provided for
their especial use and furnished and decorated bv
the proprietors, in a style to vie fairly published
accounts of Oriental household magnificence. They
are, nevertheless, by no means uninterested in whatis passing around them, and continue to receivetrom their numerous intelligent attending coun-trymen, lull accounts of everything transpiring.?
lo reach the voluptuous semi-sanctuary inwhich they are ensconced requires one to passthrough four or five ditlerent Japanese guards orcouncils, stationed to protect their dignity fromthe slightest intrusion. The Prince Embassadors
ol course have a separate table and separate at-
tendants. Those in rank next below them mess in
what is known as the tea room of the establish-
ment, withthe American Naval Commission hav-
ing them in charge, which has been transformedinto the most luxurious and elegant dining hail ofits size probably in this country. The servants ofthe Embassy have a dining hall to themselves. The
cooks of the house prepare all their regular meals,
(and they breakfast at 8 A. M., dine at 12 M., and
sup at 7 P. M.,) under some supervision of their
own cooks as to the style and preparation of the
various dishes. Throughout the day, however,
their own cooks are constantly busy in preparing
for them innumerable littleeatable and drinkable
nick-nacks. They prefer the simplest food?-
chickens, ham, vegetables, fruits, sweetmeats and
confectionery?consuming no other meats what-
ever, except those named above. Their artistsclerks, and interpreters,who freely pass to and fro inthe crowd at times, are exceedingly intelligent per-
sons. The artists are constantly engaged insketch-ing every conceivable thing around them, from thesimplest article of American furniture up to the
most intricate parts of the steam machinery of the
house. They sketch the crowd from a hundred dif-
ftkrent points of viow, and make striking and capi-
tal pictnres withal. Their clerks, too, seem never
idle, but from morn tiltnight may be seen taking
copious notes of the impressions made upon theirminds by all the?to them?so strange sights sur-
rounding them. Their interpreters (Japanese) by-the-bv, speak English, and write it with a facility
that would well nigb cheat one into the belief thatthey are to the manor-born. Every person, highana low, connected with the Embassy, bathesregularly at least once a day, and the scrupulous
neatness and cleanliness of their persons attest the
great advantage id" rigorous adherence to that na-tional custom of theirs. Allof them are remark-ably quiet, and polite to everybody, and give farless trouble to the attendants of the house than halfas many American guests would do. In their inter-course with each other they rigidly maintain their
ideas of caste. Indeed, the first thing done bytheui on reaching their quarters, was to cause thedoor of each room to be labelled with the name
and rank of its occupant, (written in Japanese
chrracters,) so as that their national ceremonies of
intercourse among themselves might not bo set at
naught by the confusion growing out of the strange
circumstances by which they are now surrounded.

RY TELEGRAPH.
VISIT OF TUK JAPANESE EMIIASSY TO THE STATE

DEPARTMENT.
WASHINGTON, May 16.?The Japanese Ambassa-

dors, together with the principal otiicers, nuinber-ingeight persons in all, accompanied bv the Naval
Commission, proceeded to the State Department
about noon to-day, and, after the customary pre-
liminaries, were introduced to the Secretary ofState (Mr. Cass) by Captain Dupont.

Mr. Cass courteously invited them to seats;
when, in the name of the President, he extended to

them a grateful welcome to this country. He as-
sured their excellencies that the mission on which
they had arrived was of considerable importance,
and as such was appreciated by this Government-
it being the lirst visit of an Embassv from Japan.
The exchange of the ratifications of'the treaty, he
then stated, would result in a further development
ot the friendly and commercial intercourse already
commenced; and he assured them that in whatever
part of (he country their excellencies may visit,
they will meet with a cordial welcome.

In conclusion, he repeated that lie extended tothem in the name of the President of the United
States, the hospitalities of the government and
people.

The Ambassadors, in reply, said they were ex-
ceedingly grateful tor this kind reception, and were
much pleased to make-the acquaintance of General
Cass.

Mr. l'ortman acted as the interpreter to Mr.
Cass, and Namura Gnhatsiro to the Embassy.

The Lieutenant Governor of the First Ambassa-
dor then produced the box, almost two and a half
feet, in length,containing the letters of the Japanese
Chief Secretary for Foreign Affairs, addressed to
Secretary Cass, and written severally in Japanese,
Dutch and English, copies of which had been com-
municated to Mr. Cass the day previous. The docu-
ments were profuse in expression of amity and
peace, and it was stated therein that instead of the
Japanese corvette proceeding to Panama, as had

been stated, it would return from San Francssco toJapan direct.
The Embassy availed themselves of this opportu-

nity to express to General Cass their gratitude for
the kindness with which they had been received,
and said they were extremely pleased with their
visit and welcome in all respects. Nor did they
neglect to acknowledge their obligations to Com-
mandant Cunningham, of Mare Island, for his
courtesies, and to Captain Rrook, who navigated
the Japanese corvette to San Francisco.

Mr. Cass stated to them that arrangements had
been made for their presentation to the President,
at 12 o'clock to morrow, to which they replied
that this would be agreeable to them, and that
they bad no other official business to transact.

Ex-Minister Used, Minister Preston, Mr.Appleton, Assistant Secretary of State, Mr. Hun-
ter, Chiet Clerk ot the State Department, Miss
Ledyard, Mr. Cass' grand-daughter, and his three
grand-sons were then introduced to the Japanese.
They did not>hake bandsNvith the lady, as this, it is
said, would have been contrary to their in-
structions 111 relation to the fair sex before they
left home.

This afternoon was spent by the Embassy in
making preparations for their presentation to-inor-
row, when they wilt be accompanied by their
standard-bearers and make a display of pikes and
halberds and emblems of their rank.

ENGLISH OPINION OK TUB-JAPANESB EMBASSY".?
Whether the Embassy will be welcemed in every
part of the world with the same enthusiasm is an-
other question, but YVO may assure our American
triends that we are not in the least degree jealous
of their priority in these arrangements, tf their
squadron first scared the .Japanese into sociability
they had a claim to the first treaty, and their geo-
graphical position Yvas a pretty good guarantee for
the honor of the first visit. It was no more than
natural, indeed, that the first efforts of the .Japan-
ese in the way of commerce should be directed to
the shores of China or Calilornia, instead of being
addressed to the more distant region of Europe.
We care little in what way the current llows so
long as it Hows freely. It is already clear that .la-
pan may become an exporting country of great im-
portance, and it seems now ascertained that,
though the shipments to Europe have not been nu-
merous since the opening of the trade, the business
transacted with China has been on a very exten-
sive scale. We are quite satisfied Yvith this begin-
ning. The early navigators hugged the shore be-

fore they ventured out upon the deep, and the .Ja-
panese ineichants may feel their way to profit in
contiguous ports before they stretch across the
great oceans of the world. This Embassy, however,
ought to do something in smoothing the road to in-
tercourse. If a hundred selected Japanese are to
travel freely over Europe, Asia and America, they
can hardly fail of getting their ideas expanded, and
communicating their impressions to their country-
men at home.? London Times, May 2.

IMPORTANT FROM JAPAN. ? From a private letter
from Japan, dated Ilakodadi, January 12, 1m;o,
Yvritten bv an American in business in that city,
we hear of an incident which may lead to results of
importance. The Americans have hitherto been
highly esteemed by the natives for their peaceable
and honest manner of doing business. Our infor-
mation, per letter forwarded via Shanghai, gives
an account of the shooting of a native by an Amer-
ican, the first instance ot the kind which has ever
occurred in .Japan. The incidents are these: A
.Mr. Smith, an American merchant doing business
at Ilakodadi, recently caught one of the natives in
tlic act of robbing his house. Sir. Smith discharg
ed his pistol at the intruder, and thinks he wound-
ed hint, but the robber, dropping some money he
had obtained, took to tliglit. Mr. Smith pursued
him, and fired six times Yviiile running about three
liundred yards, until the man fell pierced Yvith five
balls. lie lived only about one hour. Mr. Smith
was arrested, tried by the American consul, and ac
quitted. The Kussian and English cousuls, the
Governor, Vice-Governor, two interpreters, and
several of the lower grades of natives, were pre-
sent at the trial, and did not appear to be satisfied
with the decision. The afi'air was settled too quick
ly to suit their fancy. As this is the first instance
of the kind that has occurred in Japan, it has exci-
ted considerable interest among the foreigners in
that country.? N. Y. POKI.

On the Uth ult., Jo-
seph Smith, of Lewisburg, Ark., was arrested on
a charge of setting fire to the gin of Mr. Anderson
Gordon. Smith was tried on the Kith and 17th and
acquitted, but, on his way from the Court House
to the ferry he was shot in the left arm. During
the night some parties procured ladders, ascended
to his bedroom window, and shot him in the shoul-
der and breast, causing bis death in a few- hours.
No steps were taken to discover the murderers.

The Independent and the Anti-Slavery Standard
are at war. The Independent has accused W. L.
Garrison of infidelity, and said that the reason
why the Tappans and Leavitts left the Anti-
Slavery party was because it was verging towards
infidelity.

Considerable excitement was created, last week,
by the arrest at Aurora, Indiana, of two fugitive
slaves from Hamilton, Ky., by their masters. A
party of Abolitionists attempted a rescue, but w ere
beaten off and dispersed bv the two Kentuckians
with the assistance of several friends.

The friends of Mr. Douglas held a preliminary
meeeting in the city of New \ ork on Saturday
night, to organize for a great public Douglas dem-
onstration in that city prior to the re-assembling
of the Nati.mai Democratic Convention in Balti-
more.

A correspondent of the Philadelphia A'orth
