fflctlMutlMt Episriipnl Grnrriit Conference.
BUFFALO, Mav IG, JBlio.?The proceedings ot' the

Methodist Episcopal General Conference to-day
were of more general interest than they have here-
tofore been. The reports of the Slavery Commit-
tee, which have been so anxiously looked for, and
about which there has been so much speculation,
were to-day presented, read, and ordered to be
printed. Both the majority and minority reports
were accounts of some length, occupying nearly
two hours in the reading. The majority report
recommends a change in the present rule. The
minority report recommends an official declaration
on the part ol the General Conference, re affirming
the anti-slavery position of the Church, and thatthe Committee on Pastoral Address be instructed
to state this position to all the churches, and to
give such counsel as they may deem advisable.

The reports were laid over for one day, under
the rule, and ordered to be printed. Before the
presentation of the slavery reports, Dr. Dempster,
ot the Bock Biver Conference, a huge
bundle of petitions from England, praying for a
change of the slavery rule.

Mr. Moody objected to the reading, and moved
that they be returned to the offerer. He objected
to the precipitation of an avalanche of foreign in-
fluence upon this Conference.

Objection jieing made to the discussion of thesubject, and the point of order being raised that
the presentation ot the memorials was out of order,
the chair decided that it wqs a privileged question.
An appeal from this decision was taken, and the
decision reversed, thus ruling out the memorials
tor the present.

A delegation from the National Association of
local pregchers ot the M. E. Church of Baltimore
was admitted to the platform, and presented a me-
morial from 12,000 local preachers against a change
in the slavery rule.

A memorial from a minorityof the same Asso-
ciation, asking for a change in the rule, was pre-
sented and received with great applause.

The Conference adjourned till Friday.

slaver which was lately noticed as being ashore atAndros Island was brought here under jury masts
on Monday. She is a tiue vessel of about 300 tons

ions. and several tierces of rice,besides water casks,
were found on board. No books or papers were
discovered, but the following lines wore written on
the beam:?John Prjor, 185!); John Pryor, No. 37
Warren street, Baltimore, Maryland, left Baltimoreon the 28th of January, 1859, for Laguavra, S. A.;
J. W. Taylor, left Baltimore 25th of October, 1858,
for Laguavra, S. A.; O. W. Bobb, Whitehead,
White and O. W. Billevs; name of makers of stove,
Hay ward, Bartlett A Co.' The brig IP. T. Hall
was formerly owned by Messrs. Dunnock A Wetker-
ly, of this city, and employed in the Laguayra trade,
and by reference to the record of the movementsof vessels, it is shown that she sailed from this port
October 25th, 1858, and January 28th, 1859, the
same dates as those mentioned above. l)uring the
year 18;>9 John Pryor, whose name is one of those
mentioned above, was a hand on the vessel. Thebrig was transferred to William Applegarth A Son,
and by them sold to Oliver, who took com-
mand of her." Little doubts remain but the brig
is the William Taylor Hall , that she has brought a
cargo of slaves from Africa, landed them safelv anddisposed of them, and then deserted.

EXCITED DEBATE.

THE REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE RECOMMITTED.

THE PHILADELPHIA PLATFORM REPORTED.
O U TSIDE R ITMORS.

CHICAGO, May IT. ?Much excitement exists here
to-day. The streets are crowded, and several pro-
cessions, Leaded by bands of music, have been
parading the streets. The New York and Michi-
gan delegations, with visitors from those States,numbering from three to foor thousand, paraded,
carrying a banner with Seward's likeness.

At the hour for the meeting of the Convention
the Wigwam was densely crowded.

The Convention met at 10 o'clock pursuant to
adjournment.

B. M. Corwin, from the committee appointed
yesterday on Rules of Order, reported rules for
the government of the proceedings of the Conven-
tion.

An invitation was given to the delegates to take
a tripover the Bock Island Railroad to Davenport.
lowa. Laid on the table.

A letter was also read, asking the President if
he could send some effective speaker to entertain
twenty thousand Republicans on the outside of thebuilding. [Loud cheers.]

Convention. Seward on the first ballot willprob-
ably have 160 to 180 votes of the 448 to be cast.

Among rules reported was one that four votes be
cast by the delegates at large, and two from each
Congressional District, and that three hundred and
four votes, being the majority of the whole num-
ber of votes, when all the States of the Union
should be represented on the above ratio, be re-
quired to nominate candidates. [Loud cries of
"No ! no!" with mingled cheers and hisses.]

Mr. James, of New York, desired to say that
only seventeen States were represented, when the
rule requiring three hundred and four votes was
adopted, by one majority. He presented a minori-
ty report, a substitute for said rule, requiring onlva majority ot all the votes cast. [Cheers and
hisses.]

Mr. Carter, of Ohio, called for the report of the
Committee on Credentials, and moved to lav the
report on the rules on the table for the present.?
This motion was carried.

Mr. Benton, of New Hampshire, Chairman of the
Committee on Credentials, reported that there were
no contested seats. Twenty-four States were rep-
resented. Pennsylvania and New Jersey had sent
four delegates from each Congressional District,
and lowa had sent eight.

Mr. Davis, of Massachusetts, moved to referback the Texas delegates to the Committee.
Mr. Wilmot moved also to refer back Marvland,

Kentucky, and Virginia. This was a representa-
tive body, and men who represented no con-
stituencies should not come here with a full vote.
[This motion produced quite a stir. Very warm
remarks were made from Mr. Parmer, of Maryland,
Clark, ot Kentucky, and others.] Such practices
would demoralize and break up the party. InMaryland, thirty persons had gathered at Balti-
more and sent delegates here. There was no party
organization there and would be none till the Re-
publicans hud wrested the government from the
hands of the present possessors. If the precedent
was established, there would soon be delegates in
the Republican Convention from every State ofthe
Union, only .sent there to demoralize and break up
the party and infavor of some Northern intrigue.
One mischievous rule has been adopted where these
States were admitted, and the other objectionable
rule requiring a majority of all the States in the
Union to nominate, grew out of this. He denied
the right of these men, respectable as they were,
to pretend to represent Republican constituents.

Mr. Wilmot replied in defence of his motion to
refer back Maryland, Kentucky and Virginia to
the Committee on Credentials. He maintainedthat the Committee ought to report what districts
were entitled to vote. Itwas rumored that there
was not a Texan on the Texas delegation. They
ought not to vote if no State Convention was held
in Texas. Will Mr. Seward or Mr. Cameron's
friends submit to be overslaughed by delegates sent
here wrongly to control the result? [Shouts of
"we'll go home and run a ticket,"?"That's the
talk," cheers.] Such a rule would break down
the party. He- made no charges of corruption,
though questionable inducements were held outby
yarious candidates.

Mr. Blair said that Maryland wished far a larger
representation than she \\ a3 entitled to. We don'twish to dictate.

Mr. Cleveland, of Connecticut, said but for Hen-
ry Winter liavis, our hopes of victory in the strug-
gle to organize the House of Representatives
would have heen dashed to pieces. Yet we haggle
about giving Maryland a vote. [Cheers.] We will
have delegates from all the slave States if we treat
them justly. We will then have the united voice
of the American people. We are a national Union
party.

All Indiana delegate here read the call for the
National Convention, in which all the oppo-
nents ot Mr. Muchanan's administration were invi-
ted. [Great, applause.] He thought ov\r Southern
brethren had rights here.

Mr. Kobb vindicated t\ie gallant State of Mary-
land.

Mr. James Weiss, of the District of Columbia,
spoke infavor of that disfranchised portion of the
country. [Applause.]

Mr. Blakcly, of Kentucky, made an indignant
speech. Had he been told that the bones of Wash-
ington and the ashes of Henry Clay had been re-
moved from the Confederacy, he would not have
been more astonished. They might as well banish
Cassius Clay. [Tremendous cheers.] Mr. Blakely
alluded to the Wilmot proviso in 1856 at the Phila-delphia Convention; he said Kentucky voted for
Wilmot. [Mingled hisses and applause for Wilmot.]

Mr. Philips, of Kansas, eulogized the Republi-
cans of that blood-stained territory.

Mr. Wilmot replied amid signs of disapprobation.
He said that he regretted that he was misunder-
stood by the Southerners. He made no proposition
to exclude them, hut wanted the slave State dele-
gations referred back to the committee to deter-
mine their proportionate representation.

Mr. Robb, of Maryland, replied that a party
organization did exist in Maryland. Every Con-
gressional district was represented in the State
Convention. The hall where the Convention met
was full of Republicans, and many towns in Mary-
land were halt Republican.

Finally the entire report of the Committee on
Credentials was re-committed?yeas 27514, nays

17214.
A recess was then taken till five o'clock.

AFTERNOON SESSION,

CHICAGO, May 17.?Upon re-assembling, Mr. Ben-
ton, of New Hampshire, from the Committee on
Credentials, again reported giving Virginia 23
votes; Kentucky 23; Oregon 5; Maryland 11;
Texas 6.

Regarding the organization of the party in Texas,
the committee reported that delegates were elected
at mass meeting called by notice in all papers fa-
vorable to Republican principles, and that the dele-
gation were entitled to their seats.

The report was adopted with applause.
The vote in these States, it will he observed, was

cut down below their full double electoral vote.
The report of the Committee on Rules of Order

was taken up.
The second rule giving the delegates at large

four votes, and each Congressional representation
two votes, except as modified by the Committee on
Credentials, was amended by providing that no
more votes shall be cast than there are delegates
present; and, as thus amended, was adopted.

On the fourth rule being read, which provides
that three hundred and four votes, being a majori-
ty of the whole double electoral vote, shall be ne-

l cessary to nominate candidates, the minority report
to nominate by a majority of the votes cast, was

' moved as an amendment.
? Finally, after some debate, the minority report

was adopted as a substitute for the 4th rule, thus
requiring only a majority ot all the votes cast to
nominate.

The Committee on Platform reported a series of
resolutions similar to that adopted by the i'hiladel-
phia Convention, and after a lively discusssion the
Convention adjourned till Friday morning.

TUB PLATFORM.
CHICAGO, May 17.? The Platform as reported re-

solves as follows: That the history of the last four
years has established the propriety of a perpetua-
tion of the Republican party.

That the causes which called it into existence de-mand its peaceful and constitutional triumph.
That the maintenance of the principles of the

Constitution is essential to the preservation of Re-
publican institutions and the union of the States.

Congratulates the country that no Republican
Congressman has countenanced threats of disunion,
and denounces these threats as an avowal of con-
templated treason.

Declares that each State has a right to order its
institutions in its own way, and denounces lawless
invasions by an armed force Troiu any other State
or Territory, no matter under what pretext, as
amongst the gravest of crimes.

That tiro present Administration has far exceeded
the worst apprehensions by its measureless subser-
viency to the exactions of sectional interests as
evinced bv its exertions to force the infamous Le-
compton Constitution on the protesting people of
Kansas.

That the people view with alarm the reckless
extravagance pervading every department of the
Government, while recent startling developments
ol fraud and corruption at the Federal Metropolis
show that a return to rigid economy and an entire
change of Administration is imperatively de-
manded.

That the new dogma, that the Constitution car-
ries slavery into the Territories, is a dangerous po-
litical heresy, at variance with the provisions of
the Constitution and is revolutionary in its tenden-
cies. That the nominal condition of the Territo-
ries is freedom, and when freedom is threatened it
becomes a duty to maintain that provision of the
Constitution declaring that none should be deprived
of liberty or property without due course of law.

The re-opening the slave trade is denounced, and
approval is given to a tariff for the protection of
domestic industry. The passage of the Homestead
law, now before the House, is also demanded. The
resolutions also oppose any change in the naturali-
zation laws; approve of appiopriations for the
improvement of rivers and harbors, and recom-
mend the construction of a Pacific Railroad.

" Resole ed, That, holding that libertyis the birth-
right ol every human being, slavery cannot exist in

State °r Territory, except by law constitu-tionally enacted." So much of the resolution is
(Jreeley's. The balance is Thayer's, and reads,
"We are inflexibly opposed to the extension ofslavery into any Territory, by legislative, execu-
tive, or judicial interference."

There is an irrepressible conflict existing here,
surpassing in violence that which prevailed at
Charleston. A row in the Convention is anticipa-
ted, the friends of the different candidates threat-
ening if their favorite is not nominated they will
break up the Convention. This feeling may be-
come so violent that all the candidates now prom-
inent may he dropped by general consent, and Fes-
senden, ot Maine, taken up for the sake of harmonv.

THE JAPANESE EMBASSY.
THE PROCESSION,

Presentation to the President.
SPEECHES AND CEREMONIES.

A LETTER OF AN OCCASIONAL CORRESPONDENT,

THE PROCESSION.

1 esterday, at noon, the ceremony of the formal
presentation of the Japanese Embassy to the Presi'
dent, took place at Washington. About 10 o'clock
A. M., the battalion ot the United States Marines
and the Ordnance Corps, under command of Major
Terrett, Lieut. Kirkland acting Adjutant, and the
r-ll Mmiuc AJ(i..a utldci Ocaia, mo.il.cJ

through the avenue to Willards' Hotel, the head-
quarters of the Embassy, and took position in
Fourteenth street, in front of the door of entrance)
forming in open order on either side of the street,
with space between the two lines for the carriages
that were to convey the Embassadors to the Execu-
tive Mansion. The arrival of the.military was the
signal for a rush by thousands of curious people to
the spot, and in a few moments the surrounding
streets as well as the front windows and housetops
were crowded by spectators, who continued to
gather as the preparations for the procession were
pending.

The Ambassadors, preparatory to proceeding to
the White House, made every arrangement appro-
priate to the great occasion. By the orders of the
Tycoon it is made their duty?and they seem to
be eager to carry those orders into the fullest
effect?to conduct the ceremonies of presentation
in the very highest style and most respectful man-
ner known to their whole system of court etiquette.
So far as in their power, 'they arranged the cere-
monies in strict Japanese fashion. They had in
the procession standard-bearers and pike-lien, and
each officer occupied a carriage to himself. Thevappeared in full-dress, a circumstance which would
not before have been in their power, had they sowished, on account of the delav in sending themtheir baggage.

After the preparations had been completed, theChief Ambassador, accompanied by Captain Du-pont, made his appearance, dressed in the most
imposing manner, and descended the steps, when
he was instantly surrounded by his officers, whoguarded him to the open carriage in which he took
a seat, the servants of the expedition kneeling
while he passed them. His body guard immediate-ly placed themselves on each side and behind the
coach, (positions which they held during the sub-
sequent march to the President's House,) and the
coach moved forward to give place to that of thesecond Ambassador. The appearance of the I'rince
at the door was a signal to the military, who at the
word of command shouldered arms, and the band
played a national air. The second Ambassador then
appeared, followed by liis suite, and similar cere-
monies as were observed in the case of the princi-
pal were gone through for the second, and so withall those whose rank entitled them to seats in the
coaches. Each coach, as it received its distinguished
occupant, was surrounded by a bodyguard of Japa-
nese, one of whom bore at his side a stall' or ban-
ner, according to the rank of his master. The
others wearing two swords each. When the Em-
bassy bad all taken places in the coaches, the order
was given to march, and the military, keeping
their position and extending the entire length of
the procession on either side, came to a front face
and marched in close order, entirely precluding thepossibility of any such intrusive manifestation on
the part of the throng of outside spectators as
transpired on the occasion of the march from the
Navy Yard to their quarters. In this manner the
procession moved up the Avenue, the band playing
a livelyair, followed by thousands of persons onall hands.

The Chief Prince was arrayed in a rich brocadepurple silk sack, with ample overhanging sleevesand flowing trowsers of the same color. The
other dignitaries were dressed in green silk of sim-
ilar texture and style. The inferior ollicers wore
small hats, consisting of a round band with trian-
gular crowns, also tied to the head bv strings under
the chin.

They carried pikes, halberds, and emblems of
their rank.

Allprominent points along the Avenue were oc-
cupied by anxious spectators, to view the display.
The street was also crowded, and multitudes fol-
lowed the procession to the President's house.?
Meanwhile, on the East row, had assembled a bril-
liant company, among whom were the New YorkMunicipal Committee, who came hither to invite
the Japanese to visit that city.

AT TUB PRESIDENT'S HOUSE.
Contrary to the programme there was a large

attendance of ladies, who accompanied members
of Congress, and others holding prominent public
positions. The naval ollicers formed a line in theMast Room, prominent among whom was Capt.
Tatnall, while the army ollicers formed anotherline, including Lieutenant-General Scott, with his
statf. Between these lines was an open space
about twenty-five feet wide, to be the scene of thegrand presentation. The interest manifested was
intense, and the usual stir characterized the pre-
liminary proceedings. The folding-doors were
thrown open at noon, when the President of the
United States entered,accompanied bv the Cabinet
ollicers, and took their position on the east, facing
the west.

Secretary Cass now retired to the ante-room,
and soon returned with the Japanese Commission-
ers and their attendants, who made several pro-
found bows as they approached the President and
his Cabinet. Then one of the Japanese opened a
series of paper boxes, one within another, and
produced several letters, which were handed to the
President, and by him placed in the hands of Se-
cretary Cass.

The principal Japanese Ambassador then ad-
dressed the President as follows :

THE ADDRESS OF THE AMBASSADORS.
"Ifis Majesty, the Tycoon, lias commanded us that we

respectfully express to his Majesty, the President of the
I'uited States, inhis name, as follows: Desiring to estab
lish on a firm and lasting foundation the relations of
peace and commerce so happily existing between the two
countries, that lately the Plenipotentiaries of both coun-
tries have negotiated and concluded a treaty. Now, he
has ordered us to exchange the ratification of the treatyin your principal city of Washington.

Hence, further, he hopes that the friendly relation shallbe held more and more lasting and be very happy to have
your friendly feeling, that you have brought us to theUnited States and willsend us back in your vaan-of war.

Having delivered their message, they retired,
bowing to the President and Cabinet repeatedly in
leaving their presence- Thoy soon, however, re-
turned, bowing profoundly as before, when the
President addressed them as follows, Mr. Port-
man interpreting to the Japanese interpreter and
the latter communicating with the principal Envoy;

THE PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS.
The President replied to the Ambassadors as fol

"1 give you a cordial welcome as the Representatives
of his Imieriai Majesty the Tycoon of Japan to the
American Government. We are all much gratified that
the first Embassy which your great empire has ever ac-
credited to any foreign power has been sent to the United
States. I trust that this willbe the harbinger of perpetual
peace and friendship between the two countries. The
treaty of commerce, whose ratifications you are about to
exchange withthe Secretary of State, cannot fail to be
productive of benefits and blessings to the people, both of
Japan and the United States. I can say for myself, and
promise formy successors, that it shall be carried into
execution in a faithful and friendly spirit, so as to secure
to both countries all the advantages they may justlyex-
pect from the happy auspices under which ithas been ne-gotiated and ratified. I rejoice that you are pleased witli
the kind treatment which you have received on hoard of
our vessels of war, whilst on your passage to this
country. You shall be sent hack in tlx- same manner to
your native land, under the protection of the American
flag Meanwhile, during your residence amongst us.
which, I hope, may lie prolonged, so as to enable you to
visitdifferent portions of our country, we shall be happy
to extend to you all the hospitality and kindness emi-
nently due to the great and friendly sovereign whom you
so worthily represent.

The President handed them a copy of his address
aud then shook hands with them.

The subordinate Japanese ollicers were also
brought iu and introduced, Capt. Dupont taking a
prominent part in this portion of the ceremonies.

The cabinet ollicers were presented in the follow-
ing order:?Secretary Cobb, Secretary Floyd,
Secretary Toucey, Secretary Thompson, Postmaster
General Holt, and Attorney General Black. The
respective official positions of each were brietty ex-
plained. Lieutenant General Scott was next intro-
duced, and they warmly greeted him, evidently
delighted with his fine commanding appearance
and in view of his public position.

General Cass asked for Vice President Breckin-ridge to introduce him, but he was absent.
Speaker Pennington, of the House of Representa-

tives, was then introduced to the distinguished
visitors.

The Japanese again repeated their profound
bows in finally retiring, when the impressive scene
closed.

Mr. Cass said, privately referring to the ample
trousers of the Ambassadors, that they would
look better in hoops.

The crowd slowly dispersed and the Japanese re-
turned to their hotel in the same order in which
they went to the President's House, evidently de-
lighted with the imposing proceedings.

The members ol the Embassy did not present a
uniform appearance in their costume, which differ-
ed according to their respective ranks or positions.

[ FROM A -VOCCASONA L QORRESPONDENT]
WASHINOTON, May 17. ?Washington having very

wide streets, and a population by no means redun-
dant, cannot get up such a crowd as you manage
to call out on very short notice in Baltimore. All
the elements, however, of a Metropolitan mob were
in front of Willards' side-door this morning at ten
o'clock, and pretty well filled the street, except
such part as was kept clear by the Marines, who
mustered infull force and in their best looks. On
my arrival near Willards' steps, which are high
and open, there was a party of the interesting

j foreigners, whom the crowd had assembled to see,
standing upon them. These were of the lower
class ot the Embassy, the dignitaries maintaining
the reserve of their apartments till the moment
of setting forth to the President's mansion?
I managed, without much difficulty, to work
my way to within a few steps of the par-
ty, and had a fair yiew of every member

of it, who was in his best array. It cannot
be pretended that the Japanese have much preten-
sions to beauty as we understand it here; of course,
ifthe question were argued at Yeddo there might
be a different verdict. In truth they looked to
your correspondent more.like mulatto women or
squaws in masquerade, than any other sort of hu-man beings. They are all more or less yellow,
some quite dark, of low stature, and of a" flabby
and uninuscular structure. They shave the hair
from that part of the skull where baldness usually
commences among American gentlemen, and brineit forward from behind and plait it over the barespot, pretty much in the style which some of the
aforesaid American gentlemen adopt to conceal theloss of hair on the crown. They are well kept,
and apparently extremely tidy in their person, or
at least were so on this important occasion. I
have seen some attempts at a description of
the apparel in which these Eastern strang-ers array themselves, but as all, that I
have seen, failed to convey any detinite idea to me,
so in like manner I should probably fail were I to
attempt a description on my own account. The
chief garment is a sort of frock or talma, of a fancy
pattern and made of various stud's, and 1 observedall sorts of nether integuments from what seemed
very respectable hose, and small clothes to panta-
loons that looked amazingly like a pair of bolsterswith legs inside instead of feathers. Most of the
party had a pair ofswords, of which the hilts were
nearly a foot long. The banners, about which there
had been much talk and expectation, turned out tobe some half dozen slender staves of about a spear's
length, each with a fantastic head, which had prob
ably a deep significance, entirely lost, however,
upon the crowd. At about half-past eleven
theie were signs indicating & Nortie, and the ser-
vants, or halberdiers, or whatever was their rank
and function, took post between the door of the hoteland the carriages, forming a do. hie line through
which their superiors passed?themselves protected
from the crowd by a strong detachment of Wash-
ington police. Very soon the head of the proces-
sion appeared at the door ami tiled dowu the steps,
each Ambassador, of rank entitling him to thehonor, leaning on the arm of an officer of the Navy,
and still suggesting the idea of a mild-looking,
homely mulatto woman in masquerade. Each ofthese high and mighty dignitaries was gorgeously
arrayed, although the colors adopted were notgaudy. The garments seemed to have no specialfashion, but to be rather pieces of rich stuff foldedafter a peculiar style about the person. The mostufutning jrrs...l, w?<. il.? 1..4,
head-gear?for hat itcould not bo called. Uponthat
part of the head, which, as I have before said, is
shared, was placed something which in shape and
color more resembled one of those embossed little
French leather work-boxes used by ladies, than
anything else, and held to its place by long strings,
tied under the chin. "Nice hats to save their tine
complexion," said one of the crowd. Each of the
parties with a work-box on his head carried a
double sword at his side, and a lan in his hand.
Those whose heads were without the work-boxes
had no fans. But one of these envoys extraordi-
nary rode in each carriage. Each, however, had
a military friend with him, with a single excep-
tion, which was that of the Envoy most portlv in
size, with the largest-work box, swords and "fan,
who had an entire barouche to himself. When their
Chiefs were all seated in their coaches, the proces-
sion moved ofl. The Japanese menials walked on
foot, behind their masters' carriages, displaying
their halberds or standards to the best advantage,
and looking neither to the right nor left. In this
order they moved to the gates of the President's
house, which were closed on the crowd, and your
correspondent saw no further.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE THIRTY-SIXTH CONGRESS
SENATE.

WASHINGTON, May 17.?The Senate metattwelve
o'clock, and the journal was read, there being only
six Senators present Mr. HAMLIN remarked
that it was not very difficult to see that the Senate
was not remarkably full, [laughter,] and hence it
would not take long to get through with the ordi-
nary morning business, such as the presentation of
memorials and reports from committees. The un-finished business of the morning hour yesterday
was the billfor the relief of Anson Dart, against
whom the Senator from Oregon (Mr. Lane) had
spoken with some earnestness; but he presumed
that Senator would prefer hurling his darts when
the Senate was fuller than at present, and he there-
fore moved that the Senate take a recess for one
hour, when there would, doubtless, be the usual
attendance. Several Senators proposed a longer
recess. Mr. HAMLIN thought a quorum would
be present by that time, and if not it, might
be extended then. The motion was agreed
to. At ten minutes past one o'clock, the
VICE PRESIDENT called the Senate to order,
and laid before the body a communication fromthe Secretary ol the Interior, transmitting, in com-
pliance with a resolution of the Senate of the 7th
ult., the correspondence between the Indian otlice
and the present superintendents and agents in
California and John Ross Browne, together with a
report of t'ue Commissioner of Indian A tfairs, en-
closing the same to the Department, which was
read and ordered to lie on the table. Mr. DOO-
LITTLE moved that the Senate resume the consid-
eration of the billfor the relief of Anson Dart ??-
Mr. LANE hoped it would belaid over until to-
morrow morning, as the Senate was now thin;
which was agreed to. Mr. ANTHONY made a
few remarks laudatory of Roger Williams, who he
claimed was as much the discoverer ofreligious free-
dom as Harvey was of the circulation of the blood.
??The Senate resumed the consideration of the
special order, and Mr. DAVIS continued his remarks
in reply to Mr. Douglas. He entertained a hope
that the Democratic party would yet here-unitedon a sound constitutional basis, on which all could
stand?the South and the North together. Whenthe Cincinnati platform was made, itwas satisfac-
tory under the circumstances then existing, but
within the lasc four years, a question has arisen
dividing the Democratic party upon the construc-
tion ot one of the articles of its creed; and it now
behooves them to prescribe what the construction
is; for if the Democratic party was not a union of
men upon principle, the sooner it was dissolved the
better. He proceeded to allude to squatter sovereign-
ty, and to the position of Mr. Douglas on that ques-
tion. Mr. DOUG! LAS said he was opposed to what
be called squatter sovereignty: that is, the exercise
ol sovereignty where there was no authority to ex-
ercise it, as in the early settlement of Calilornia, at
Pike's Peak, Ac. In Utah, too, there was rebel-
lion against authority; that sort of squatter sover-
eignty he was opposed to.- Mr. DAVIS thought
he and the Senator from Illinois were not likely to
get any nearer together in their views; for the
very ease that Senator denounces was the only
case where lie could admit the necessity and conse-
quent propriety of the exercise of sovereignty. If
men were cast upon a desert island, the sovereignty
over which was unknown, they would find them-
selves necessitated to establish' rules among them-
selves for their own government; and so with the
people of California. When Congress failed to
give them a government, and refused to enact ter-
ritorial laws, they were obliged to act for them-
selves. When Mr. D. concluded his remarks, Mr.
DOUGLAS replied, defending his own position and
reiterating his former arguments. He claimed that
he was no more out of the Democratic party than any
other Senator, for not one of them agreed with the
President on every point. Some opposed the Pa-
cific Railroad, anil others opp&sed specific duties.Adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
The House met at 11 o'clock, but very few mem- Ibers were in attendance, and the House took a recess

till2 o'clock to enable members to attend the presen-
tation of the Japanese Embassy to the President.
On motion of Mr. DAWES, from the Committee of
Elections, a resolutionwas adopted, authorizing the
Supreme Court of New York to employ counsel to
take testimony in the contested election case of
Williamson against Sickles, the Supreme Court
having reported that it has not time to take testi-
mony. Mr. CURTIS, from the Committee on
Military Aflairs, reported a bill regulating army
contracts, and a bill to restore super-
numerary or disabled officers. Mr.
WINSLOW, trom the Covode Investigating
Committee, reported the testimony of Cornelius
Wendell and F. W. Walker, and moved that it be
printed. From the reading it appeared that Mr.
Wendell had given Walker checks for $2,500, which
Walker had cashed; but in response to the
persistent inquiries of the Select Committee, he
said the money was not in consideration of services
in assisting to pass the f.ecompton or English bill,
to which he was opposed. He was the correspon-
dent of the New York Expreaz, but was also here on
political business. He had often received windfalls.
On one occasion a gentleman put two hundred
dollars in bis hand. These gentlemen, who thus
acted, have no business before Congress. At the
time he received the notes from Wendell, nothing
was said about the passage of any measures. He
got the money toward the close of the last session
of Congress. Itwas given him for his general
good-will for Wendell, he supposed. The report
concluded with a resolution that Francis W. Walk-
er be expelled from the reporters' gallery. Mr.ROTKLEK caused to be read a letter, addressed to
him by the editors of the New York Express, dated
the 15th instant, in which, speaking of the subject
under investigation by the Select Committee, they
say they never received any portion of the
$2,500 given to Mr. Walker, etc.- Mr.
SHERMAN said the gentlemen who occupy
the galleries as reporters are paid by their
respective employers, and when they abuse the
privilege given to them for reporting the proceed-
ings, and become lobby agents, he would expel
them, and was therefore ready to vote for this res-
olution. Mr. WINSLOW said that there was no
intimation whatever before the committee that the
editors of the E.rpre** had received any of this
money, nor did it appear that any member of Con-
gress was improperly implicated in the passage or
defeat of measures before this House.?
The scandal originates in the preten-
sions of lobby agents, who claim that no bill can be
passed without the use of money; and thus prey
upon claimants.??The resolution for the expul-
sion of Mr. Walker was then adopted. The
House then proceeded to the consideration of, and
passed, the Cost Office Deficiency bill,which di-
rects the l'ostmaster-General to restore the hereto-
fore suspended land service, and, also, the trips of
the steamer Isabel, from Charleston to. Key West.

The House also acted on the Senate's amend-
ments to the Deficiency Appropriation bill. The
Consular and Diplomatic bill, as returned from the
Senate, with amendments, was considered in Com-
mittee of the Whole on the State of the Union.
The Committee proceeded to the consideration of
the Legislative, Executive and Judicial Appropria-
tion bill, but without coming to any conclusion the
Committee rose and the House adjourned.

FEARFUL MARINE DISASTER? HVcefc of (he Ship
Cicero?l.o* of Life. ?By the arrival at this port
this morning of the steamer Karnak, from .Nassau,
N. I'., May 11, we learn tbatthe ship Cicero, which
left Boston on the 23d of April last?of 1.000 tons
burthen, and owned by Messrs. White & Co., of
that port?went ashore at the Great Guano Kev,
Bahamas. Allsail was set at the time, and such
was the force with which she struck, that in halfan hour she went to pieces, becoming a complete
wreck. On board at the time were Captain Smith,
the master, with Mr. CarMby and Mrs. Smith, as
passengers, and a crew of twenty men, with a car-
go of ice in the lower hold, and a general cargo
between decks. The captain and two passengers,
the cook and three seaman were drowned. Eight
ol the crew are on board the Karnak. Some of
them are in a bruised condition from having been
dashed against the rocks. The names of those
known to be drowned are: Captain Smith, Mr.
Carney, Mrs. Smith, and J. P. Shepherd, a sea-
man.

T.IE "IRREPRESSIBLE CONFLICT" IN THE
M. E. CHURCH.

f From the Buffalo Courier of Saturday. ]Iho question how the Church will rule in refer
once to its slavehohliug members, is perhaps the
most absorbing one which shall come up before the
Methodist Conference now in session. A brief his-
tory of the slavery agitation in Ihe'American Meth-
odist Society willconduce to a better understand-ing of the merits of the controversv. Methodism
is now about a hundred years old in this country.
I n the early CliHrch some of the membership wereintensely opposed to slaveholding, and in 1784, astringent law was passed by the clergy, requiring
Methodist slaveholders to emancipate or withdraw

from the communion. Thissevere enactment, how-
ever, was tempered with a proviso, which nullified
the obligation to emancipate when this was incom-
patible with the State law. The opposition to the
enforcement oi this rule, even as modified, was such
as to necessitate a suspension of legal proceedings.
1 he arrestment ol the anti-slavery process was un-
derstood to he "tillthe deliberations ola future
Conference." From 1784 till 1844 the Methodist
interest at the South continued to strengthen and
increase. At the General Conference in the latter
memorable year, it was found that oven one of theliishops held slaves, l'he Conference remonstrated,
but the Southern delegates insisted that he should
remain in the exercise of his episcopal functions
without censure or disability. The Conference de-cided otherwise, an J the result was the grand seces-
sion of 1844. Hence came the "Methodist Church
South"?a body noxv comprising 700,000 members
and 2.500 preachers. As the issue on this occasion
was not on the absolute sinfulness of slavery per or,
but rather on the question of retaining a slavehold-
ing Bishop, the secession did not carry with it the
entire slaveholding communion. The States of
Delaware, Maryland, Virginia, Ken tuck v, Missouri,
Arkansas and the District of Columbia, "a territory
holding about 100,000 Methodists,still clung to their
mother-connection. In this district are located the
"Border Conferences," which comprise over 100,600
Methodists; GOO travellingand 1,000 local preach-
ers. It is estimated that from live to ten thousand
of this membership are slaveholders. From 1844
to 1852, attention was not specially directed to the
existence of slavery in the border conferences. Up
to 1856, however, it was warmly discussed, and, in
the Conference of that year, two plans were pro-
posed for reaching the question of slavery; first,
the insertion of a new extirpatory law among the
General Rules, as they are called; second, the
enactment of a new chapter on slavery, to the same
effect, in the place of the existing chapter on that
subject. The former was called the indirect pro-
cess, because it would require the concurrence of
three-fourths of ail the members of the several An-
nual Conferences present and voting, with two-
thirds of the General Conference, while the latter
was callen the direct process, because it could he
done Ey a bare majority of any General Conference.
The former process was adopted, and the three
rules known as the Cincinnati, Providence and Erie
Rules, intended to change the General Rule, were
submitted to the Conferences for their votes. The
Erie rule has obtained the highest vote of the three,
but it has fallen far short of obtaining the requisite
majority, so that the attempt to change the Slavery
rule is admitted to he a failure. The contest in the
present Conference will most likely be on the enact- !
ment of a new chapter on slavery in place of tho
one which now exists in the Discipline.

TION.
MR. FOWLER NOT YET ARRESTED ?HIS BONDSMEN OFFER

TO PAY UP?THE SUCCESSOR TO MR. FOWLER ?WHAT
THE NEW YORK POST-OFFICE IS WORTH, ETC.

We have no more developments connected with
the defalcation in the New York Post-Office. We
learn from the papers of that city that the friends
of Mr. Fowler, forgetting the crime in their re-
gard for the man, express their sorrow at his down-
fall, their joy at his escape from the clutches of the
law, and their wonder as to what he has done with

the money.
The Time*' article says: United States Marshal

Rynders continues his search for the missing de-
faulter with unabated vigilance, and has sent out
scouts in all directions, whither the fugitive was,
or was not, likely to have fled. It is to be hoped
that the Captain's extraordinary efforts will
be duly appreciated at Washington, for here it is
not too much to say that they are the laughing-
stock of the whole city. Nobody believes that he
would arrest Fowler if he could, or that he could
ifhe would. The whole thing is a farce, and might
as well be dropped first as last. The bondsmen of
Mr. Fowler?Messrs. Law and Conovcr?have sig-
nified their willingness to respond immediately to
the extent of their bond ($75,000) without a pros-
ecution. As for the remainder, Uncle Sam has only
to think ol Swartwout, put his hands in his pockets,
and whistle. The investigation into the affairs of
the late Postmaster and the books and papers of
the Oliice is proceeding, under the direction of the
General Otlieera, with alt poaoiblo dicpatob, but it

will be several days before anything definite is
known as to the extent of the defalcation, or the
number of parties implicated in it. The name of
Mr. Caldwell, the First Assistant and Cashier un
der Mr. F'owler, was mentioned in yesterday's
report as being implicated in the fraud. By this
was not meant to he understood that he was a
sharer in the proceeds of the defalcation, for he is
able to show, and did show to the Government
Officers, previous to his resignation, vouchers for
all the moneys that passed through his hands?but
only that he was cognizant of the frauds of his su-
perior officer?a knowledge that every one ac-
quainted with the duties of his office knows he
must have possessed. We are enabled to state
that the position so hastily vacated by Mr. Foxvler
fas been tendered to Hon. John A. t)ix, and that
his acceptance of the appointment was yesterday
telegraphed to Washington. Mr. Butterworth,
the well-known Superintendent ot the Assay office,
was first tendered the positien, but promptly de-
clined. The truth is that that the New York Post
office, if honestly administered, is not so lucrative
an office a3 is generally supposed. Mr. Horatio
King, the Assistant Postmaster-General, who
ought to know the facts, says that it is legitimate-
ly worth just$4,000 a year, and no more. This
salary, considering the responsibilities of the posi-
tion, and the $75,000 bonds required from tho
incumbent, does not render it a very enviable po-
sition. It is rumored that there will be a gene-
ral removal of the subordinates in the office, on

the incoming of a new Postmaster, and a great
deal of anxiety is naturally felt among the clerks.
Thus the criminality of one man is likely to entail
suffering and misery upon hundreds of innocent

1 persons.
The Washington correspondent of the Tribune

says:
It is now positively ascertained that no part of

Mr. Fowler's defalcation occurred during the
Pierce Administration, and all statements to the
contrary are unfounded. He was appointed by
Mr. Buchanan at the close of March, 1857, but
gave 110 bonds for three months afterwards. His
accounts were adjusted to the 30th of June that
year, as Postmaster under Pierce, and a balance of
$23,000 was paid, which closed all his responsibili-
ty to that Administration. His affairs were con-
ducted without serious derangement until recently,
when a balance of more than $30,000 accumulated
for quarters preceding and ending in December.The great hulk of the defalcation is traced to the
very last quarter, ending March 30, in which over
$120,000 are proved to been abstracted. These are
the official figures.
