Frre.—Last night about eight o’clock, an alarm
was sounded from box No. 32, corner of Franklin
and Chatsworth streets, cansed by fire being dis-
covered in the two-story brick stable on George
alley, near George strect. The flames next com-
municated to a similar building adjoining, used as
a packing house by a man named Murray. The
stable was occupied by a laboring wan” named
Snyder, who had there two horses, which were
saved, and a quantity of provender which was
burned. The buildings, which were almost entire-
ly destroyed, belonged to Alexander Shriver and
were insured. Loss about $300. The stable was
in the rear of the dwelling of Henry D. Mears,
No. 27 George street, which was damaged in the
back building to the amount of about $ his
property also belonged to Mr. Shriver and was
insured.

AN OvteAceous Assavir—-Man  Stabbed.—On
Sunday night, about nine o’clock, Mr. G. F. West,
who keeps a grocery store on Lexington street, at
Poppleton street, was walking on Fayette street,
between Poppleton and Schroeder streets, and
when in front of a row of houses which are in pro-
cess of erection, three men jumped from one of the
cellars and made a violent assault upon him. One
of the desperadoes stabbed Mr. West in the left
breast, the blade the knife passed through his
clothing and inflicting 2 wound, fortunately not of
a serious character. Mr. West grappled with the
scoundrels, and defended himself with a detevmina-
tion which they little expected, whereupon they
fled. He was not able to recognize any of the
party, and did not give pursuit.

Removarn or Dt rrom tHE StrREETs.—The late
freshet carried into the several streets of the city
an immense amount of sand and filth. On Holli-
day street, from the old City Hall to Bath street,
there were not less than five inches depth of dirt
over the entire strcet. There were also large
quantities of it on the streets in the Eastern and
Western sections of the city. During the past
week the Superintendents of Streets, under the di-
rection of the Health Department,bave taken away
about 3,500 cart-loads of this dirt, and it is expeet-
ed that during the present week the remainder wil!
be removed.

Aceravaten Assavrt.—William Edwards was
arrested yesterday by officer Carter, of the West-
ern police, on a warrant issued by Justice Knsor,
charging him with assaulting a man named Robert
Miles. The parties live in Moore’s alley, and the
affair originated from a quarrel between the fe-
males of the two families. Miles was very much
cut and bruised about the face and head when be-
fore the Justice, bis assailant, it appeared, having
knocked him down in the street some four or five
times. The accused was held for a further hearing
in the sum of $300.

A Mavricrous Aor.—Yesterday evening, about six
o’clock, a man, named John McGaw, wantonly and
maliciously killed a cow, the property of Michael
Kelley. The animal was grazing on the commons,
at Canton, when McGaw was passing along. He
drew a revolver from his pocket, and deliberately
fired three balls into the cow, and after the animal
had fallen to the ground he picked up a large
stone, and crushed in the animal’s skull. The hu-
man brute was arrested, and taken to the Eastern
District police station, where Justice Griffin com-
mitted him to jail for Court.

CRIMINAL COURT—Jupae Bonb.

A jury de lunatico inquirendo was empanelled,
and found Matilda Clark to be a lunatic and pauper.
She was directed by the Court to be confined at the
expense of the city in Mt. Hope Hospital. ——James
Manly and Ann Manly, charged with an assault
upon Mary Dickenson, were admitted to bail in the
sum of $500 each; Simon J. Block, 254 South Bond
street, bondsman.—State vs. Joseph H. Awey,
Charles Swearer, Charles Green and David S.
Wallis, indicted for conspiring together and selling
outof the State of Maryland, as a slave for life, one
Lydia H. Anderson, a slave for a term of years It
appeared from thestatements made to the Court by
the State’s Attorney and J. Dean Smith, Esq.,
counsel for Messrs. Amey and Swearer, that the
man David S. Wailiz had visited the city during
the fall of 1859; that he made the acquaintance
here of several persons, (among whom were three
of the parties indicted,) representing himself as a
farmer from St. Mary’s county, Md., anxious to
purchase slaves for a term of years, giving as a
reason for so doing that he had not means enough
to buy slaves for life. By these misrepresentations
he got possession of this girl, among other negroes,
and then left the State. In one case, he had
procured a title for a slave from the Orphans’
Court by the same misrepresentations. It was also
stated that Wallis was now in California, and had
never been arrested.  The State’s Attorney was of
opinion that the allegationsin the indictment could
not be sustained against any of the parties except
Wallis. The Court directed stetts to be entered in
all the cases except that of Wallis, with the under-
standing that if he was afterwards arrested, non
pros. would be entered, and the other parties held
to testify in the case against Wallis.——State vs.
George Williams, indicted for manslaughter in
shooting William Barber, on the night of the 5th
of March last. John L. Thomas and Dennis
Sweaney, Esqra., for defence.——A jury was se-
lected from the regnlar panel. Mr. Whitney ex-
plained to the jury the nature of the indictment,
and the distinction between homicide and man-
slaughter. In homiclde the element of malice was
to be shown, bat in manslaughter no such element
was necessary. Officers Hanson and Witts, and
Dr. Hoffman were examined on the part of the
RLH (P SN SRS o3RSt NEiR on " ome
bard street, opposite Lloyd, at the time the pistol
was fired. There were some twenty-five or thirty
persons in the house; everything was quiet at the
time, no wrangling or quarrelling. As the officers
were taking Williams to the station-house, he being
very drunk, said “he did’'nt intend to shoot.”
Dr. Hoffman testified to the nature of the wound,
and that it was the cause of Barber’s death. Mr.
Dennis testified for the defence that he wasin
company with Williams and deceased during
the whole of the cvening; that the best feeling
existed between them, and that they had always
been very intimate; the pistol was a long one,
went off very easy when cocked; did not see the
shooting; the pistol was loaded by Barber that
night and afterwards given to Williams. Jacob
Reed testified to giving a pistol to Williams on the
morning of the day when the shooting occurred;
this pistol had gone off once while witness was
putting it under the waist of his pantaloons and
blew out all the seat of his trousers; don’t know if
it was the same pistol which killed Barber. Wil-
liam Counselman, lsaac Corryell and William
Chaney testified to the good character of accused
for peace and quietness. The evidence on both
sides being closed, the counsel went before the
jury in argument, and the indictment was handed
to them at 14 o’clock. State vs. Joseph Ballin-
ger, indicted for obtaining goods from Edward
Bird under false pretences. Ballinger not appear-
ing, his recognizance was forfeited. The case was
then stetted. State vs. George Somers, a non-
resident, indicted for selling goods without license,
in violation of the act of Assembly. Traverser not
appearing, case was fetted. State vs. Johanna
Cohick, indicted for selling liquor without license.
Mot appearing, her recognizance was forfeited and
a fine of $100 and costs imposed.——In the ecase of
Dobbin & Fulton, indicted for libel, plea of non
cul. entered, and suggestion filed to remove the
case to an adjoining county.——The Court at 214
o’clock took a recess until 4 o’clock.

AFTERNOON SESSION,

On the re-assembling of the Court at 4 o’clock
the jury in the case of George Williams sent a note
to the Court asking if they could receive instruc-
tions. Counsel for defence objected to any instruc-
tions being given by the Court. The Court sent a
note, asking what instructions they wanted. In re-
ply the jury sent a note inquiring if they could
bring in a verdict of manslaughter without ma-
licious intent. To this no answer was sent,——State
vs. Henry Brown, indicted for assaulting with in-
tent to rob Thomas Wildey, the offence alleged
to have been committed on the Sth of Jannary last,
on the corner of Holliday and Baltimore streets,
Mr. Wildey testified thathe had just returned from
a visit to Washington, and was ‘proceeding home-
ward at the time the assault was cowmitted; the
prisoner put his hands upon his breast and ran one
down into his waistcoat pocket; he caught the
hand in his pocket, and exclaimad: “Ah, young
man, you don’t know your business;” the prisoner
then made off with two or three others; he was ar-
rested by officer Gorman. The defence produced
two witnesses, who swore that the prisoner wason
the side of the street opposite to that on which Mr.
Wildey was standing. The case was fully argued
and given to the jury at 614 o’clock, who, in twenty
minutes, rendered a verdict of guilty. Leakin for
defence. The jury in the case of George
Williams came into Court at fifteen min-
utes past five o'clock, and rendered a
written verdict of ‘‘guilty without any
malice or premeditation.” The counsel for
the defence objected to the form of the verdict.—
The Court ordered the verdict to be stricken out,
and after giving the jury certain instructions as to
the law in the case, directed them to again retire
and render a general verdict of guilty or not guil-
ty. After being out some five minutes, they again
cime in and rendered a verdict of “guilty of man-
slaughter, with a recommendation to the mercy of
the Court.”——State vs. David A. Sanborn, in-
dicted for renting a house to Elizabeth Norris for
the purposes of a bawdy-house. The State had no
testimony, and the jury rendered a verdict of “not
guilty.” Matthews for the defence.——State vs.
John McKenny, indicted for an assault with intent
to kill William Lentz, alleged to have been commit-
ted on the Sth of April last. R. Stockett Matthews,
Esq., asked a postponement, bat the Court declined
to grant it, and the case was removed on affidavit
to Baltimore County Court.——The Court at7
o’clock adjourned until this morning at 10 o’clock.

PROCKEDINGS OF THE THIRTY-SIXT

SENATE.
WasHiNgTON, May, 21.

Houses wsine die on Monday the 11th
June nmext, at twelve o’cleck, M. It
read once, and lies over until to-morrow.
The resolution changing the hour of meeting to
eleven o’clock daily was agreed to—yeas nay
11. On motion of Mr. HALE, the overland mail
bill was made the special order for Thursday next
at half-past eleven o’clock.——On motion of Mr.
SEBASTIAN, the House bill for the relief of Anson
Dart was recommitted to the Committee on Indian
Aftairs. On motion of Mr. WILSON, the bill
introduced by him for the more effectual suppres-
sion of the slave-trade was taken up. Mr. W.
submitted several additional sections, and explained
the objects of the bill; and it was referred to the
Committee on the Judiciary On motion of Mr.
BRIGHT, the bill to enlarge the public grounds
surrounding the Capitol was made the special
order for Saturday next at twelve o’clock.——A
large number of House bills were severally read
twice and referred to the appropriate committees.—
Mr. TOOMBS made an energetic and argumenta-
tive speech, proving the power of Congress to
legislate over the territories, and showing the
reasonableness of giving such protection to the
rights of property as the exigencies of the case
might require. It was not originally his purpose
to take part in this debate, but the principles con-
tained in the resolutions of the Senator from
Mi pi were not only assailed and condemned,
but large bodies of people holding them, including
many of his own political friends—large enough to
embrace majorities in several States of this Union—
had been denounced as aiding schemes, by their
assertion and vindication of them, unfriendly to
Hhe SRS BhAPBLOBERIER! up'io WAl
great current by which it has sought to overwhelm
them. Under this state of facts, as he approved
the resolutions, and as he approved the acts of
those who do approve them, it would seem to be
his duty to defend them. It wasa great mistake
to call them abstractions. There was a terrible
force and vi energy in them, which is shak-
ing our political, our social, and even our
moral system, from the centre to the circumfer-
ence. They are struggling to be recognized; and
upon their recognition, in his judgment, depends
the peace and safety of the State. But even if
they were abstractions, they are scarcely less wor-
thy of our consideration. The great question is,
what is truth? It is a characteristic of the Ameri
can character, and one for which they have been
lauded by the ablest and be<t men for the last cen-
tury, that they measure danger by the principle
and not by the grievance. Mr. T. quoted Burke
and other authorities in this connection. We do
not want a bad principle to fortify itself by prece-
dent, and it has become our duty to see danger in
the distance and warn the country of it. We can-
not avoid the danger by calling it an abstraction.
When the fundamental principles of our Govern-
ment are assailed—when new theori and new
doctrines are attempted to be interpolated
upon its administration, it will not do to
cry ‘‘peace! peace! it is an abstraction.”——
Mr. T. thought it somewhat remarkable that the
principle should be laid down that it is the daty of
the Government to protect the rights of its citi-
zens, not only native but naturalized, everywhere,
to the utmost parts of the carth, and vet that it
should be claimed that our hands are tied when we
undertake to protect our own citizens upon our
own soil. 1t bas been said that to insist upon the
protection of slave proy v would cause a dissolu-
tion of the Union. *If dissolution of the Union be
the cost of protection,” said Mr. T., “let it come—
the sooner the better! I will support no Govern-
ment that does not protect my acknowledged con-
stitutional rights. That is the price of my alle-
giance; and when it ceases to do this, I will do
what 1 can for its abrogation and the building up
of new systems, better suited for the great end of
our Government, which is the protection of life,
liberty and property.” He took up and replied to
several of the positions of Mr. Douglas, and closed
with an appeal to every lover of his country to come
to the rescue in this the hour of its danger.——
Mr. HAMMOND exposed the absurdity of the doc-
trine of squatter sovereignty, as utterly opposed
to truth, reason, justice and common honesty. The
go-called government of a territory was nothing
but a corporation, exercising police powers, and
professing no sovereignty whatever, much less the
sacred right of declaring what is and what is not
property. Whatever asovereign State declares to
be property, every other State is bound to recog-
nize as property, on the common Territories of the
United Stat: As the Federal Constitution does
not give Congress the right to define what is pro-
perty, if they can confiscate one kind of property,
they can confiscate any other. They may as well
permit unfriendly legislation to injure the coal and
iron interests of Pennsylvania, as the slave inter
ests of the South. Mr. PUGH briefly defined
his position with regard to the resolution.——After
some remarks by Mr. HALE in reference to the
same subject the Senate adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

The SPEAKER laid before the llouse a special
message from the President, similar to that com-
municated to the Senate on Saturday, recommend-
ing further legislation in regard to the re-captured
Africans. Mr. BRANCH said, in addition to the
slaves captured by the Mohawk, unoflicial informa-
tion had been received that another cargo had
been seized on the coast of Cuba. Hence there
should be prompt action on the part of Congress.
It appeared to him that the only additional legis-
lation required was an explanation and construe-
tion of the act heretofore passed. On his motion
the message was referred to the Committee on the
Judiciary. Mr. SOMES introduced a bill to
establish a uniform system of bankruptey. Y
to the Judiciary Comuwittee. Mr. DUE
troduced a bill granting 160 acres of land to each
officer and soldier who has served én the army for
a period of five years, although not in any of the
wars in which the country has been engaged.——
Other bills were also introduced relative to bounty
lands.——On motion of Mr. ELLIOTT, the Pre-
sident was requested to furnish the House with
information rcceutly received relative to the Chi-
nese Coolie trade.——Mr. WELLS introduced a
resolution providing a fine and imprisonment for
the purchase of Africans imported into this coun-
try in violation of the law for the suppression of
the slave trade. Objection being fmade the resolu-
tion lies over. Mr. MONTGOMERY offered a
resolution providing for the adjournment of Con-
gress on the 11th of June. Much confusion pre-
vailed in consequence of an ineffectual motion to
lay the resolution on the table. Mr. SHERMAN
proposed an amendment to substitute the 1Stn,
which Mr. Montgomery accepted, but he refused a
further amendment proposed by Mr. Sherman,
providing for evening sessions.——Finally, after
some debate, the resolution as amended was adopt-
ed—yeas 126, nays 556.——Mr. MALLORY, from
the Committee on Roads and Canals, reported a
joint resolution, authorizing an enlargement of
a branch of the Louisville and Portland canal;
and it was passed.——- On motion of Mr. CUR-
TIS, the Pacific Railroad bill was made the
special order on and after Thursday next, nfvm‘r

If Pennsylvania is subtracted from this column
with her twenty-seven votes, Lincoln and Hamlin
will be defeated. If New York should bolt, they
are defeated. 1If they lose Illinois, New Jersey and
Connecticut, they are defeated. It will be per-
ceived, therefore, that it will require extraordinary
exertions to give them success. They rely upon
the divisions of the Democratic party, and’ calcu-
late either that Douglas will be defeated or cheated
at Baltimore, or, if nominated, that the Adminis-
tration will take open ground against him. On
the other hand, the Bell and Everett movement
may greatly embarrass their operaticns, and may
make up for the deficiency created by the defec-
tion of the Administration and its sympathisers.

THE PRINCE DE JOINVILLE.
The public, or those who are interested in the
movements of the representative men of the day,
were surprized on Friday last by the announce-
ment of the arrival in our city of the Prince de
Joinville. To many of our residents his name i
miliar from a former visit of the Prince to
York, and his tour through the United States. He
came entirely unheralded and unannounced, travel-
ling only with a single servant. Arriving at Bos-
ton on Thursday last, in the steamship Europs, he
passed quietly on to this metropolis, and took up
his quarters at the Brevoort House. It is said that
the object of his journey to America at this time is
to engage in a hunting and fishing excursion in the
North and West, of which pastime the Prince is
very fond; but it is yet unknown to what extent he
will prolong his visit. He proceeded to Washing-
ton yesterday to pay his respects to the President,
and will probably be there abouta week. The
Prince de Joinville was born at Neuilly, on the
14th of October, 1818, and was christened Francois
Ferdinand Philippe Louis Marie, Princed’Orleans.
He is the third son of the late King Louis Philippe
and Queen Marie Amelie. Like his brothers, he
received a classical education under the direction
of a private tutor. Being destined for thenavy, he
made several voyages on the coast of France and
Italy, and afterwards presented himself for public
examination at the Naval School of Brest. - He re-
ceived the commission of midshipman, and thereaf-
ter was subjected to all the requirements of naval
discipline. In 1836 he was raised to the rank of
lieutenant, and joined the squadron in the East un-
der Admiral f[ugon, with a view to operations
against the city o mstantine, in which his bro-
tl’l‘a-r, the Duke de Nemours, was engaged; but he
arrived too late, the city baving been already taken.
In 1838 he had occasion to distinguish himsel Mex-
ico. Onboardthe corvette La Creole, Nov. 27, he
showedboth courage and skilfulness in attacking the
batteries of San Juan d’Ulloa, and a few days after-
wards, at the head of a detachment of sailors, he
forced the gates of Vera Cruz, and with his own
hand, in the midst of a lively fusilade, captured the
then commandant, Gen. Arista. This brilliant be
havior won to the Prince the Cross ot the Legion
of Honor and the rank of captain. In 1840 he re-
ceived the commission to bring back from St. He-
lena the ashes of the Emperor Napoleon. As the
expedition was crossing the equator, a French
ship-of-war met themn with the alarming intelli-
gence thdt host had probably already com
menced between England and France upon the
subject of the Turkish-Egyptian treaty. The dan-
ger of capture was consequently imminent; but
history records that the Prince de Joinville imme-
diately resolved that, in case he should meet with
a superior force, rather that surrender the remains
of the Emperor again to the English, the ship and
all its inmates should go down with the as
Napoleon to a common sepulchre in the abyss of
the ocean. Fortunately, however, this cloud of
war was dispelled, and he proceeded on his way
unmolested. On the 8th of October he cast anchor
in the harbor of St. Helena. The 15th of October
was the twenty-fifth anniversary of the arrival of
the august prisoner at the areary rock, and on this
day, precisely at midnight, the exhumation of the
remains was commenced. After nine hours of un-
interrupted labor the earth wasdug from the vault,
tbe solid masgonry removed, and the coffin was
raised and conveyed to the ship. At the quay,
where the English lines of military terminated, the
Prince de Joinville had assembled around him the
French officers, all in decp mourning. As the car
approached, they stood in reverential silence, with
heads uncovered. The car stopped within a few
paces of the mourning group. The Governor-
General of St. Helena then advanced, and in the
name of the British government surrendered to
France the remains of the Emperor, which, after a
ceremony unparallelled in its elements of sublimi-
ty, were delivered by the Prince de Joinville at
their final resing place in the Church of the Inva-
lides, in Paris.  After this he made a cruise to the
United States, to the Mediterrarean, and other lo-
calities, and in 1843 went to Rio Janeiro, where,
on the 1st of May, he married the Princess Fran-
cezeca de Bragance, sister of Lon PedroIl. In
the same year he was raised to the rank of Rear
Admiral, and authorized to be present, with the
privilege of voting, at the sittings of the Board
of Admiralty. Here he tovk an active part in
the commission appointed for the examination of
questions relative to the organization of a steam
navy and the perfection of naval discipline gener-
ally. Ae was also several times a member of the
Chamber of Peers. In 1845 he took command of
the squadron which was eruising on the coast of
Moroceo, bombarded Tangier, and took Mogador.
After these naval operations he was appointed Vice
Admiral of the imperial navy. As he was almost
constantly at sea, the Prince de Joinville was at
Algiers with the Duke D’Aumale when the news
of February, 1848, arrived. Immediately resign-
ing his commission to the republican oflicials, he
embarked for England, where, at Claremont, he
rejoined his exiled family. When the Assembiy
was engaged in the project of exiling the younger
branch, he sent to the President a «Iignih.ed com-
munication protesting against such action, and
maintaining the rights of the fallen family. Since
that time, excepting occasional excursions abroad,
he has lived in retirement, and his name, so lon
popular in France, and especially in the navy, wit
which he was so honorably identified, has never
been mixed up in the political intrigues of which
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have so frequently been the cause. The Prince de
Joinville has two children—Frances Marie Amelie,
born in 1844, and Pierre Philippe, Duke de Pen-
phiore, born in 1845. He has published in La R ue
des Deux Mondes the result of his observations in
the French navy from 1844 to 1852, and upon the
war in China in 1857, The first of these created
considerable sensation at the time of its publica-
tion, and was reproduced in Frankfort in 1846.—
We may add that the Prince is now about forty-
two years of age, tall and well formed. e hasa
peculiarly erect and dignified gait, but manners at
once kind and unaffected, which render him ap-
proachable by all. He possesses a large private
fortune, which he inherited at the death of the
Prince de Bourbon, the last of the race of the
Condes.

MOVEMENTS IN WASHINGTON.
SR
THE TREATY.
THEIRAinE!‘IGION.

The erowd about Willard’s, in Washington, to
see the eaged Japanese, as the crowd playfully ex-
presses it, is very great. This it owing to the fact
that they keep so closely in their rooms, not going
out or into any part of the hotel off the floor where
they are quartered. The charge is often made by
those who cannot gain admission into their rooms
that they are kept caged against their wishes.—
This is a~ great libel upon the commissioners who
have charge of them. Captain Porter, who has
the special care of them, has had carriages stand-
ing at the door ever since they arrived, and has
urged them repeatedly to ride, but they have posi-
tively declined. On Saturday alternoon, Captain
Porter took them up to the President’s grounds,
where they indulged in all sorts of capers, lying
down, rolling over, jumping, laughing, &e., enjoy-
ing themselves more than they have since they left
Japan. All the party, excepting the two Ambas-
sadors, Censor and Vice-Governor were out. Inthe
evening all, including the four above named, at
tended at a meeting by themselvesin the concert-
rooms belonging to Willard’s Hotel. The room
was brilliantly lighted up, an organist presided and
played several beautifal airs. The four high offi-
cials sat on the sofa. The othersall arranged
themselves according to their rank. Captains Lee,
Hartstene, Porter, Colonel Colt and your corres
pondent were the only ones present. They princes
and officials went up to the gallery and examined
the organ very minutely in every part. Some of
them tried their hands at playing, which caused
great fun and merriment among them, particular-
ly the dor:!or:L The princes are very exclusive;
even coming from Aspinwall, on the Roanoke, the
Ambassadors were not on deck more than a dozen
times during the whole trip, then only a few min-
utes at a time. Itis decidedly contrary to their
ideas of what belongs to their position. " The con-
sider it a great compromise of dignity to go out of
their room, or mix with the officers of  lower rank.
So soon as the treaty is signed the Ambassadors
and other high officials will appear in public. 1t
is said that the ratification of the treaty will take
place at the State Department to-day.

THE JAPANESE TREATY.

From Captain Taylor and the interpreters at-
tached to the Embassy we have learned some im-
portant facts, differing very materially from those
publisbed in the Japan Expedition. = This fact is
accouuted for by information of one—that of Capt.
Taylor—being derived from personal observation,
from travelling amongst them during most of his
stay in Japan—a year and a half—whilst in the
other case most of the information was necessarily
derived from short visits on shore. The informa-
tion published was, no doubt, as correct as it was
possible for it to be under the circumstances under
which it was obtained, and to Commodore Perry
belongs the credit of first proposing the fitting out
of the expedition which opened the ports of Japan.
The idea of fitting out a powerful squadron with a
view of opening the Japanese ports and establish-
ing commercial relations with other nations of the
East, but more especially with Jay had occu-
pied the mind of Commodore Pe and by him
been discussed with his brother officers, long before
he suggested the idea to government. Commodore
Perry spent much time in studying the early his-
tory of Japan, and invariably found that those
whom they had admitted into their country as
friends and treated in the kindest manner, had re-
paid for such hospitality by interfering with the
people, and by practising  the most diabolical
outrages. The discovery of these facts satisfied
the Commodore that by judicious management the
ports of Japan could be opened to the United States.
The fitting out of an expedition was a popular one
from the start, and received the cordial and power-
ful support of President Fillmore and all the mem-
bers of his Cabinet, especially Mr. Webster and
Edward Everctt.  On the 24th November, 1852,
Commodore Perry leit Hampton Roads—the very
spot where the Roanoke anchored, and where her
royal visitors were transferred for Washington, on
board the steamer Philadelphia—and on the Sth of
the following July cast anchor in the bay of Jeddo,
the commercial capital ot Japan. The following
vessels comprised the squadron, some of which ac-
companied, and some subsequently followed and
joined the expedition after arriving at Japan, viz:
Steamers, Mississippi, (flag ship of the squadron,)
Powhatan, Alleghany, Vermont, Susquehanna;
sloops, Saratoga, Plymouth, Vandalia, Macedonian;
storeships, Supply, Lexington and Southampton,
numbering altogether twelve vessels. On the last
day of March, 1854, the treaty was signed —a copy
of which the present Embassy bring with them to
bave signed by the President of the United States,
in lieu of the one destroyed by fire at Jeddo two
vears ago.

Hakodadi
will be the principal resort for our whalers for
their suppli good water and abundance of
fresh provis The original treaty, as made
by Commodore Perry, was, in all its essential fea-
tures, identical with that at present existing be-
tween the United States and China. Bat our Con-
sul General, Mr. Harris, has added many impor-
tant features—in fact, the original was not much
more than an outline or skeleton of th epresentjtrea-
ty. At present there are the port: of Hakodadi, Kan-
agawa and Nagawada opened to American vessels,
and in July, 1862, Jeddo and Heogo will be opened,
and in 1863 Osaka, making six fine seaports opened
to Amevican trade. Besides, Jeddo is now the res-
idence of the American Minister—a privilege con-
ceded lately to Mr. Harris, which, by the original
treaty, was expressly forbidden on any terms what-
ever. Several unsuccessful attempts have been
made during the last three hundred years by the
Portugese, Dutch, French, English and Russian
governments to open the ports of Japan and estab-
lish friendly relations with each other; but every
attempt proved a failure (except the Dutch) till
the United States made a treaty of trade and friend-
ship with them, when their ports were opened, but
to us only. It is well known that a friendly feel-
ing towards Americans has always e ed on the
part of the Japanese. Captain McCluney, when at
Simoda under the Perry expedition in 1854, in com-
mand of the Powhatan, observed one day a v 1
coming into the harbor some two or three miles
distant, wearing the French flag; but no notice was
taken of it. Presently the English flag was hoi
ed, with the same result. After waiting a whil
the American flag was run up, when immediately
two Japanese boats put off and went alongside the
Frenchmen. On inquiry it appeared that the
ve had on board two shipwrecked Japanese
whom they had brought back to their own coun-
try, and wanted their own people to take them
back, which they positively refused to do; but
finally said if they would take them on board of
an Amwmerican vessel that they (the Japanese)
would receive them, but from nobody else. The
two Japanese were brought on board Capt. McClu-
ship and received by the Japanese authori-

The orthodox religion of Japan is Sintoo—all
worship the sun. eir belief is, that the world
was regenerated through the instrumentality and
appearance on earth ot a female, and after having
performed this great and good work, for which by
God she was ordained, she ascended to heaven and
beeame embodied in the sun 'beir national tlag
is emblematical of their religion, displaying as it
does the sun in all its purity upon the white field.
There are other sects, and among them the most
numerous would appear to be the followers of
Buddha. Many suppose that Buddhism is the
principal creed, from the fact that its followers
number three hundred and twenty millions—this
and the Mahomedan religion being the principal
creed or religion of the nations of the East. The
founder of the Buddhist religion was a man called
Sakya Sinha, who was born, as was
2,420 years before the Christian era.
Known for certainty when Buddhism was firs
troduced into Japan. The statement so often made
that Christianity is not at present in any way tole-
rated, is a mistake, for the government is far from
being intolerant in religious matters. The peoplein
Japan attend very little to religious matters. Reli-
gion is a matter of business, which is attended to
altogether by the Makado and his priests. Some of
the Japanese attached to the Embassy worship
Buddha, some Sintoo, some Mahomet, and some
worship nothing. The two Ambassadors and one
of the interpreters are Buddhists; the Censor has
no particular religion; the Vice Governor ispartly
Sintoo and partly Buddhist.

The gold snuff box presented by Queen Victoria
to Towsend Harris, E sul to Japan, in
recognition of his se to the British govern-
ment, is now on exhibition in New York.

Resolutions passed the California Legisla
ture requesting the Senators and Representatives
of that State to urge upon the Administration the
dismissal of this injunction. Yesterday morning
the Senators and Representatives from Cali
fornia, as I am informed, ed upon the
President, and presented these resolutions.—
Mr. Senator Latham was the spokesman on
this occasion. The reply of Mr. Buchanan was,
that the question was a judicial one, with which
the Executive, under the Constitution, would not
interfere. You may recollect an amendment of-
fered in the Senate by Mr. Latham to the home-
stead bill. Senator Bragg, of North Carolina, in
opposing that amendment, referred to its bearing
upon this particular case, although the amendment
seemed to be, and really was, in its phraseology,
general in its character. The Senate defeated the
amendment, which only received nine votes in a
full Senate.

Stantey, Falkland Islands, March 14, 1860.

Nir—I beg to inform you of the loss of the Pata-
gonian mission gchooner Allen Gardiner. She sail-
ed from this port on the Tth October for Wool
ya, Terra del Fuego, taking back several natives
who had previously been brought to these islands.
As nothing was heard of them for three mouths,
the schooner Nancy, Captain Smyley, was charter-
ed to go in search and at once procecded to Woolya
(Beagle Channel ), where he found the
Allen Gardiner in possession of the
of the crew (Edward Cole) came off in a
with the information that he was the only survivor
of the Allen Gardiner. Mr. Garland Phillips, the
catechist; Captain Fell, his brother, who a 3
mate, and five seamen, were all set upon immedi-
ately after prayers on the 6th of November, and all
murdered by the natives. Cole was the oniy per-
son left on board to cook dinner, and from the ship
saw the whole. He took the remaining boat and
got to the woods, where he remained many days.

As soon as he got
Cole, and enticed Jemmy Button on board, he set
sail, and i3 now gone back with extra hands and
weapons, to recover the bodies, if possible, of the
murdered persons, and get possesston of the schoo
ner.
