WASHINGTON' NEWS.
THE COVODF. INVESTIGATION?FORNEY'S TRANSAC-

TIONS?POLITICAL RESIGNATION OF THE ASSISTANT
SECRETARY OK STATE?MISCELLANEOUS.
Various witnesses were examined before the

Covode Committee, the most important of whom
was David Webster, of Philadelphia, who answered
the interrogatories with much reluctance, and only
when the Committee took a formal vote and pro-
posed to brine; the matter before the House in the
event of his positive refusal. He testified to a
respondenee with Attorney-General Black in De-
cember, 1857, and produced a letter from him re-
questing his prompt presence here at that time.?
After reaching; Washington, he bad a prolonged
interview, which resulted in a proposition from
Mr. Black to give Mr. Forney the printing of
the Post-office blanks, in case ne would change
bis policy and support the Administration.?
When Mr. Webster inquired how much of
that printing Mr. Forney's interest would
be, Mr. Black answered the whole of it,
and gave a distinct assurance that he was
fully authorized to make the agreement, or
should not have ventured the suggestion at all.
Upon examining the estimated profits of this
work, it was supposed they would amount to SBO,-
000 for Mr Buchanan's term. Immediately after
this interview, Mr. Webster telegraphed Mr. For-
ney to meet him at the cars in Philadelphia, which
lie did, and they, in company with Henry S. Ma-
graw, drove to Mr. Webster's house, where the
overture and the circumstances connected with it
were fully discussed. A state of things had then
arisen which prevented a reconciliation, and Mr.
Webster wrote Mr. Black announcing Mr. Forney's
declination, when the coi respondenee closed. An
animated contest will take place on the Pacific rail-
road bill. Everybody, with a few exceptions, is
for it: but there is great diversity as to the route,
and the mode of organizing the company. It is
now estimated that, if the House passes Col. Curtis'
billfrom a majority of the special committee, in
favor of a central route, with a Northern and
Southern connection, it will go through the Senate.
This central bill is, however, bitterly opposed bv
the extreme South. They allege that it complete-
ly ignores them, and that it is intended only to
help New York. Col. Curtis' bill proposes to loan
out of the United States Treasury sixty millions of
dollars, at five per cent., in instalments, as the
road progresses, the bonds to be. paid in thirty
years. Col. Curtis believes that this aid from the
Government would induce capitalists to loan as
much more?thus making up the entire $120,000-
000 (one hundred and twenty millions) which it is
supposed the road will cost. Mr. Douglas'
lriends assert that the Southern Senators concede
that he will be nominated at Baltimore?that
North Carolina will give him six and a half votes
on the first ballot, and that Alabama and Georgia
willgive him a majority of each delegation on the
first ballot; but this calculation is made upon the
basis that the old delegates will he ruled out, and
that new delegates will be admitted from those
States. The ground taken by the opponents of
Donglas is that the Convention" have no power to

rule out the old delegates, unless the people of
their several districts oppose their action at
Charleston and elect other delegates. It is
stated on good authority that John Appleton, As-
sistant Secretary of State, to-day resigned, and
that William Henry Trescott, of South Carolina,
has been tendered and accepted the position. This
gentleman is said to be eminently qualified for this
arduous and responsible position. Itis understood
that Mr. Appleton will immediately go abroad in
an official capacity?probably as Minister to Rus-
sia, as Colonel I'ickeus has signified his willingness
to return. It is discovered that the bill reported
from the Committee on Revolutionary Claims, to
pay the officers and soldiers of the Revolution, is a
mammoth speculation for a few claim agents, and
entirely ignores the real actors in the Revolution-
ary war. Mr. Seward will reach here on Wed-
nesday next. His letter, endorsing the Chicago
platform and nominees, is well received here.

THE METHODIST CONFERENCE.
THE SLAVERY QUESTION STILL UNDER DISCUSSION?AN

INTKIIKaTINGINCIDENT.
BUFFALO, May 25.?Th* Conference resumed the

discussion of the slavery question.
Hey. .1. C. Murphy,of Philadelphia, spoke against

the majority report, and was followed by Dr. K.
Thompson, of tht Xorth Ohio Conference, who
made an able argument in favor of the report.

The venerable Dr. Alfred Griffith, of the Balti-
more Conference, then took th* platform. Mr.
Griffith is the oldest member of the Conference,
and on motion of Secretary Harris, as an act of
curtesy, the Conference granted him an extension
of time at his pleasure, fie occupied fullyan hour
with his remarks, in opposition to the report.

He was followed by Rev. J. L. Craw, of Illinois,
in opposition to the report, who proceeded to reply
to the speech ot Mr. Moody, made on Wednesday.

Mr. ('one, ot Maine, offered Aresolution directing
the Committee on Itinerancy to inquire whether
the resolution passed bv the Baltimore Conference
at its last, session on the subject of slavery was con-
trary to the Discipline. lie said that* the dele-

grates from Maine were instructed to make this in-
quiry.

Mr. Goode was in favor of the resolution, but
thought that the Conference was called upon to
consider matters which would he involved in tlie
debate on the slavery question.

Mr. Martin, of Baltimore, had no objection to
the Conference examining their journal. 'J'hov
sbrunk from nothing, but were willingto have a
full investigation, yet he was opposed to being
submitted to a trial" by that body. They had no
right to do that.

Mr. Slicer, of East Baltimore, remarked that the
subject had been referred to the Committee on
Itinerancy, and the special instruction was the
invidious feature of the case. II the minority were
to be subjected to a kind of continual torture and
despotism, if that was the policy, let them know it.
[Applause, which was suppressed by the President.]
When the Border adhered to the Methodist Episco-
pal Church in the memorable controversy of IS4-!,
they expected to be treated justly,ifnot generously
but if Quadrennially they were to have the thumb-
screw put to them, the majority proposed to give
tl.o ?> now. If that was so, he wantedto understand it. The Baltimore Conference wascomposed largely of free State territory, but theirpeople in a/ree State and in a slavt-*Stato nlit,.
stood upon the platform of the Discipline as it is*and, by the help of God, tliev would maintain the
interests of the colored people, slaves and free, at
all hazards. He protested that the whole proce-
dure was unusual and invidious.

Mr. Bristol remarked that there was unnecessary
foverishness upon the subject, and his friend .Slicer
was under a cataplasm.

The President?Bet us .hare the question and not
the brother.

Air. Bristol proceeded by saying that there was
an indication of a fear for an investigation into the
action of an Annual Conference. He claimed that
there was nothing invidious inseeking an examina-
tion into such records by this body, but it was their
inalienable right.

Dr. Durbin thought that the object of the mover
was accomplished by directing the attention of the
committee to the subject.

Dr. Hodgson believed that it was not competent
for the Alaine Conference to sit in judgment" upon
the Baltimore Conference.

Air. Cone, of Maine, denied that they wanted to
do what the last speaker charged th'ein with at-
tempting. The delegates from that Conference
were simply carrying out the wishes of that body
to have the action ot the Baltimore Conferencelooked into.

Dr. Hodgson did not object to the investigation,
hut thought there was a little attempt to apply the
gag law, as well as being an imputation upon the
delegate who represented Alaine in the Committee
on Itinerancy.

Mr. Abbott, of Maine, the delegate referred to,
said that he had been detained from attending themeetings of the committee by sickness.

Dr. Hodgson moved as an amendment that special
inquiry be made in reference to'.the doings of the
Alaine Conference, which was cordially accepted by

Air. Abbott, who proceeded to say that the Maine
Conference had simplyinstructed them to make this
inquiry without attempting to persecute any con-
ference. lhe reason why the matter was introduced
at that time was that the delegates from Mainehad overlooked the request recorded on the jour-
nal, and had not perceived it till this morning. In
reply to the insinuation that he was attemptTng to
apply the thumb-screw, he appealed to" members
of the Committee on Itinerancy to say if he had
not sought to give the confererences in the slave-
holding States fair play. Although every man on
that floor knew him to have abolitionist and anti-
slavery views, he rejected the idea that the Alaine
Conference desired to provoke the Border brethren.
Still he wanted to vindicate the rights which he
claimed the Conference he represented had, and
he would be equally tenacious of the rights of the
other conferences.

Mr. Coombe moved to further amend the resolu-by adding the Back River, Conference resolution on
the subject of slavery, which was seconded; but on
motion of Dr. Raymond, the consideration of the
whole subject was indefinitely postponed.

An attempt was made during ttie proceedings to-
day to create sympathy for the majority report by
Dr. Haven, of the New England Conference in he-
half of some of the Bishops, calling the attention
of the nTerence to the fact that a white woman
was int hall, whose mother was held in slaverv,
and who desired to present her claims to the breth-
ren for assistance in obtaining her liberation. Ob-
jection was made, and the matter was withdrawn.
The election of officers for the Church was madethe special order for Monday next at 12}-< o'clock.

Tin- Chinese Coolie Trade
WASHINGTON, May 27.?Our Minister to China

lias thought that the conduct of the Captains of the
American ships Messenger, Kitty Simpson, Gover-
nor Morton, and Pioneer, as connected with the
Coolie traffic, thus seriously affecting our relations
with that empire, of sufficient importance to makeit the subject-matter of a special' despatch to our
Government. The attention of the Governor-General has been directed to the undisputed fact that
the Chinese were taken on hoard these vessels lying
at Whampoa by force or fraud, against the posi-
tiverule at the port of Canton that they should be
shipped only at tiiat place.

Minister Ward says that no American house will
have any connection with the traffic, but unfortu-
nately ready agents are found among the English
and other merchants of Hong Kong. American
vessels are chartered by subjects of other govern-
ments, and so odious has become the traffic bv re-
cent transactions, that other governments have
either forbidden their vessels to he engaged in it,
or so restrained and regulated it as to throw it en-
tirely into the hands of the Americans.

Mr. Ward expresses the earnest hope that Con-
gress willpass a law to punish such offences, which
obstruct the faithful execution of our treaty stipu-
lations. lie says that the horrors of the Coolie
traffic, as conducted at Whampoa, cannot be prop-
erly described within the limits of a despatch. The
kidnapping grievance has become so intolerable
that the Governor-General has been aroused to ac-
tion, and at Canton rewards have been again
offered for the heads offoreigners.

Tho hill which Mr. Elliott has introduced in the
House as a remedy for this evil, so far as Ameri-
can shipmasters are concerned, is in accordance
with the views of the State Department.

Heavy Itahi Storm?Serious Damage.
OSWEGO, N. \ May 26.?A hcavv storm this

morning washed away the cattle guard on the Os-
wego road, and a train from here this morning
ran into the breach made, throwing the tender,
baggage and one passenger car down an embank-
ment. One lady wa9 slightly cut about the head.
A barn near Baldwinsville was struck by lightning
and consumed. It contained tobacco, hay and
grain. The loss is $1,200. The light of another
fire was seen in a southwesterly direction at the
same time. The storm was the heaviest ever
known here. Fulton street is flooded and many
cellars filled. Some first floors are also covered
with water. The loss of saloon-keepers and gro-
cers is heavy.

A rope was thrown from the Peaboilt/,l)ut in such a manner that Cannuity could not grasp
it. The jury rendered a verdict of accidental
drowning. The deceased was about 22 years of
age, unmarried, and lived with his mother on Pratt,
between Parkin and Scott streets.

On Saturday morning Coroner Sparklin held
a". over the body of a man named\Y illiaiu French, who died suddenly in a room of a
house corner of Tripolet's alley and Second street.
A young woman named Elizabeth Bird, testified
that about five o'clock in the morning lie was ta-
ken with a severe spell ofcoughing, which resulted
in a hemorrhage, and that lie died in live minutes.

A RAILROAD ACCIDENT PREVENTED BY A FARMER
AND HIS SONS. ?On Mondav afternoon last, during
the terrible tornado which visited so large a sec-
tion of the country, a number of trees were bloc u
across tlie track ot the Parkersburg branch of the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad. About the time the
night train was due, an old farmer near the line of
the road discovered a large tree directly across the

at a point where an accident must prove
very destructive. He immediately collected wood
and started bonfires in the road upon both sides of
the fallen tree, and lightinga torch, he proceeded
in the direction of the approaching train. His two
sturdy sons were lirst called, however, who set to
work withtheir axes, and by the time the train ar-
rived at the point of danger, the track had been
nearly cleared, and with but few minutes' delay
was enabled to proceed on its way. Such acts of
disinterested good-will toward a Railroad Company
and a load of human freight, is wortbv of record.
We regret that we have not the names of the old
farmer and his sons, to whose prompt labors so
much is due from the company and the passengers.

THE NEW J CRY LAW. ?This law goes into effect
on the first of June proximo, and in accordancewith its provisions, the City Collector has furnish-
ed to the .Sheriff a list of the taxable male inhabi-
tants of the city. To-day, the Judges of the seve-
ral Courts willmeet inthe.Superior Court-room, and
proceed to select the names of seven hundred and
iffty tax-pavers, capable of performing juryduty.
These names willbe placed in a box, and the Sher-
iff, in presence of the Judges, will draw from the
same forty-eight names, as jurors for the CriminalCourt, twenty-four of whom shall constitute theGrand Jury,'and the others the Petit Jury. Twen-
ty-lour names shall then be drawn for juror 3 forthe Superior Court, and Hie same number for ju-
rors of the Court of Common Fleas. Whenever it
may be necessary, in the Criminal Court, to order
a venire for talesmen, the Sheriff will select the
number directed to he summoned from the remain-
der of the 750 selected by the Judges.

SHOOTING CASE. ?On Saturday morning Sergt.
Chalmers and officer Allen arrested a man named
William Dunn, charged, on the oath of .las.

PRIICMMXfiS DP TilK TIIIKTVSIXTH HIMM
SENATE.

WASHINGTON, May 26.?The VICE PRESIDENT
laid before the Senate a communication from the
Secretary ol the Treasury, in compliance with a
resolution of the Senate oi'the lltth instant., calling
for information inrelation to the claim of Don
Anastasio Cavillo, transmitting the report of the
Secretary of the Light house Board. Also a
communication from the Postmaster General in
answeY to a resolution of the Senate of the 10th
instant, calling for information as to when the
Post-office Department first had any knowledge
that a defalcation existed on the part of the post-
master of the citv of New York, and whether theSixth Auditor of the Treasury had faithfully per-
formed his duties in reference to the New York
Post-office. The Postmaster General says that the
first intimation be iiad of the defalcation of Mr.
Fowler was on the morning of the 10th instant, on
which day Mr. F. was removed by the President, and
that he lias no reason to believe that any knowledge
of the defalcation existed before that day. He furt her
states that in the month of April, while absent from
Washington, a telegraph di spatch had appeared
alleging that there was a deficit in the accounts of
the Postmaster at New York, and the first assist-
ant, then acting as Postniasti r-General, informed
him tiiat, his apprehensions were awakened, tint
that Mr. Fowler had come to Washington, and his
accounts were balanced in the Auditor's office tip
to the Jlst December, 1859, which had quieted all
fears. The defalcation since discovered could not
be detected and verified until the accounts for the
quarter ending the Jlst of March, 18G0, had been
audited, which was not completed until the 10th of
May, 1860, and that the sixth Auditor has faith-
fully performed his duty under the law. Also, a
communication from trie Postmaster General, in
answer to a resolution of the Senate of the 23d ult.,
transmitting additional documents in relation to the
contracts with Daniel H. Johnson and Cor-
nelius Vanderbilt for temporary mail service be-
tween New York and San Francisco.
On motion of Mr. HAMLIN,a resolution wasadopted, directing the Secretary of the Treasury
to communicate to the Senate the amounts due to
the several contractors-dor granite and other ma-
terials already delivered for the construction of
the Treasury building, and the Custom-houses at

New Orleans and Charleston. Mr. JOHNSON,
of Arkansas, from the Committee on Public Lands,
reported back the bill to confirm certain entries of
land therein named, with an amendment in the
form of a substitute. On motion bv Mr. BIG-
LER, the Senate resumed the consideration of the
bill in addition to "an act to promote the progress
of the useful arts," being tlie hillremodeling the
Patent-office laws. On motion by Mr. HALE,
an amendment was adopted striking out the clause
which provides that "no appeal shall iiereafter be
allowed from the decision of the Commissioner of
Patents, except in cases pending prior to the pas-
sage of this act." An amendment was also
adopted, that the board of three examiners-in-chief,provided for by the bill, shall be appointed by the
President, by and with the advice and consent of
the Senate. After some discussion, the bill was
read a .third time and passed. Mr. BRIGHT
made an ineffectual effort to get up the bill to en-large the public grounds surrounding the Capitol.

On motion by Mr. HUNTER, the Indiau Ap-
propriation bill wirs resumed. The pending amend-
ments offered by Mr. Latham, to give the State of
California $50,000 a year for taking care of the
Indians within her limits, was discussed at some
length, anil rejected? veas 15, uuye 28.- The bill
was passed, and the Post-office Appropriation bill
was then taken up. A long debate ensued on the
proposition to advertise for proposals for the ser-
vice between Charleston and Key West, Ac., in-
stead of restoring the "Isabel." Without taking
the question, the Senate adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. ASIIMORE offered a resolution tiiat the

Sergeant-at-Arms be instructed to withhold tlie
further payment of salaries from such members as
have neglected or refused to report their mileage
to the Committee on Mileage. He said that fortV
or more members are interested in this subject,
aud until the members so report, it was impossible
for the Sergeant-at-Arms to balance his report.?
Mr. BURNETT saw no necessity for the passage of
the resolution. If some members have refused or
failed to make a report, it was because thev had
reported at previous Congresses, and are non-
livingat tlie same places, the distance travelled
being the same now a.? then.??Mr. ASIIMORE
replied that the Committee on .Mileage require
nothing?the law demanded it. The Chairman
could not assume authority indetermining the dis-
tance travelled. It was simply absurd. Mr.
KUNKEL thought that Mr. Ashmore required what
was without precedent, and which, by law, he had
no right to demand. Mr. ASIIMORE said that
the distance travelled in some eases was changed,
owing to the railroad improvements. It was im-
possible for the Committee on Mileage to certify to
the Sergeant-at-Arms the correctness of the' ac-
count, unless the members report to them. Mr.
MONTGOMERY thought the resolution proposed
repeals a positive law fixing the salary of Congress-
men.?Mr. ASIIMORE modified hi.; resolution so
as to withhold the pay until the members do report
their mileage. In this form it was passed. Mr.
MORRIS, ot Pennsylvania, called up the bill for
the relief of Mr. Portman, which was passed. It
gives him $3,000 for his services as interpreter to
Commodore Perry during the Japan expedition.

The House then proceeded to the order of the
day, being the consideration of private hills.
When the Committee rose, several private bills
were passed. The PRESIDENT communicated
a message in reply to a resolution of the House,
givinginformation inrelation to the Chinese Coolie
trade, and showing the extent to which it has in-
creased. [This information was in response t a
resolution offered by Mr. Eliot, who has introduced
a bill to suppress this trade bv Americans in Ameri-
can vessels.] Other private'bills were passed, and
at three o'clock the House adjourned.

THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PRESS.
The London Times of the 10th inst. publishes an

article on the responsibility of the press, called out
by a correspondence and afterwards a debate that
took place in the House of Commons on the Bth,
between Mr. Horsman and Mr. Walter, a member
from Berkshire and part proprietor of the Times.
Mr. Horsman wrote a private letter to Mr. Walter,
complaining of a speech which Mr. Walter had
made in the House on the Reform Bill, in connection
with an article which appeared on the day after in
the rimes. In that speech Mr. Walter expressed
the opinion that certain members might not be so
indifferent, or so opposed to the Reform Hill, if they
were assured that the passing of the measure would
not entail an immediate dissolution of Parliament.
Itso happened that in next day's number of the
Tunes, this remark was repeated in connection with
the name of Mr. Horsman; whereupon that gen-
teman concludes that the loading article was writ-
ten by the same person who made the speech, and
complains, in a letter to Mr. Walter, that he had,
in the Times newspaper, used the name of Mr. Ed-
ward Horsman, M.P., "for no other purpose but as
illustrative of the general measures of the House
of Commons." "Purely," wrote Mr. Walter in re-
ply, "tour letter must have been written in a mo-
ment of irritation, and under circumstances of
misapprehension, which your cooler judgment must
have lid you to regret." But Mr. Horsman denies
this mild impeachment, and writes Mr. Walter a
long letter on the duties, obligations, and responsi-
bilities of a journalist. llut Mr. Walter refused
to be looked on as a journalist, and he took the op-
portunity of bringing the matter before the House
of Commons, in order that he might publicly state
once and for ever that he was not the principal pro-
prietor of the Times and ruler of its councils; that
he had no hand in the article of which Mr. Hors-
man complained; and lastly, that he did not. even
know who was the author of that article. On the
10th, as above mentioned,'the following article
which can be read with interest and profit on this
side of the Atlantic as well as in England, appear-
ed in the Times :

It is unnecessary that in this place we shouldeither repeat or comment on the correspondence

cussed, and so invariably decided in its favor, as
essential to its liberty, that for a man to dispute itargues him positively behind hand upon the ad
nutted principles and received philosophy of consti-
tutional order and government. We hare only tolook toFrance, where the press is no longer anony-
mous, to see the legitimate conclusion of Mr. Hor's-
man's theory. While proclaiming the independence
of the press, he insists on its responsibility, andfalls into a strange confusion of the meanim* andform ot that which he thinks is so important to the
welfare ol society. Nobody in this day denies theresponsibility of the press'in its only true and
natural form. There is nothing in the world moreresponsible than the press. For every word oneither side of these two immense sheets we mar be
called to account this very day, either by publicopinion or by some contemporary, or by an appeal
to ourselves, or in the courts of law, or on the
floor ol Parliament. Our words are proclaimed inthe face of day, and not only proclaimed, but left
on record forever. The wish "Oh, that my enemvmight write a book!" is fulfilled in all we do; andit on Mr. Horsman's theory we are every man'senemy, every man has us at his mercy. For themerest passing observation that, in tlic event ofbeing secured against a dissolution for two vears,
even Mr. llorsman might talk more easily of hisruffle with his constituents, tie lias occupied three
hours of public time, and given us the benefit of
some very unpleasant comparisons. We will ven-
ture to say that never was so passing a remark so
gravely interpreted and so heavily visited, and yetMr. llorsman complains that the Time* is irre-sponsible.

Once for all, what is the public press, if l.ord
Brougham willallow us to call it by that name??It is only one form and one development of thatpublic opinion which is the very life of freedom.?
Public opinion is that which rises from the commonheart of society, is informed bv its common sense,
and passes from month to mouth. Public opinionin this country is that flow of thought and reflec-tion which passes from man to man, house to lionse,
table to table, club to club, class to class, and sothrough the kingdom. Itfixes and records itselfin the newspapers, which tliuß become the mirror
of the times, and no one will pretend that they are
not a true and faithful mirror. Now, it so hap-
pens that before public opinion becomes strict Iv
anonytnous it is apt to he very irresponsible, and it
only becomes responsible to all intents and purpo-
ses when it becomes anonymous. In ordinary con-
versation men and things are often discussed with
excessive license. Men of livelyfancies, and per-
haps III' Strong opinions, relate "incidents, describe
persons, ascribe words, and do all and more thanany newspaper can venture to do, with the certain-ty of being believed, and an equal certainty of nev-
er being tailed to account. They express them-
selves with dramatic effect, and si. coin statements
which willpass current, because they are striking,
are bright, sharply cut and ring clear. They may
possess si whole neighborhood, a whole citv,
a whole kingdom, with statements which are
really false and injurious, and which may
never teach the ear. ot the victim. A man
may thus have his character slandered orjested away, and no more know it for vears and
years than the Lnion Bank knew the quiet abstrac-tion of a quarter ola million bv their cashier.
This is going on, more or less, every day, every
hour: and, no doubt, many a man's own familiar
frienrl is talking him down for years without his 1knowing it, or hearing of it, except by altered \u25a0
looks in this or that quarter. Such is the actual
amount ol responsibility attached to that current
of opinions which is not strictly anonymous. The
instant it reaches the press and records itself to the
"anonymous" journal, it becomes responsible. It
is read by the persons accused or reflected on?"it
is on record." Litem eoipta m?na. It cannot be
denied; it can be confronted with other statements,beaten down by argument, or softened bv mitigat-
ing circumstances. If it is confuted, tlie journal
suffers in credit. The accused is only too thankful
that he has at last that opportunity of defending
himself which society never allowed him. Yet this
perfectly responsible, though anonymous press,
which is the great protector, not onfy of our pub-
lic liberties, but also our personal character, which
secures a hearing for everybody, and discoversevery calumny, is compared by Mr. llorsman to a
midnight burglar, to a masked assassin, and we
know not what besides?expressions indicating not
only a most unaccountable loss of temper, bat also,
as we have shown, a temporary abeyance of the
reasoning faculties.

Had we to seek through tiie world lor instancesto show Air. Horsman utterly mistaken, we could
lind none more apposite than his own. in order
to prove that the press is powerful because irre-
sponsible, and irresponsible because anonymous, lie
cites two instances, in which it is evident, on his
own showing, that the press has not one atom of
power, except what it may have by the mere iorce
of truth. It has calumniated him and the House of
Commons, he says, by asserting that the House,
and he in particular, can be biassed in their deci-
sion upon the Reform bill by the personal consider-
ation that, in case of an immediate dissolution, it
may cost many members their seat 3, Air. Hoiwrnan's
among the rest. This is simply a reflection upon
matters before all the world. Hit be an unfair or
uncharitable reflection,it recoils on our heads. Till
Air. Horsman brought it up we certainly were not
aware of any such indignant recoil. * * * *

Hut, according to Air. Horsman, the crowning
feat and damniog crime of this anonymous and
therefore irresponsible, irresponsible and therefore
all-powerful press, is, that for a long time past it
has successively attacked and destroyed the repu-
tation and influence of all our great men. Werenot the facts of the case patent t7> all mankind, it
might be supposed that Westminster Abbey was
full of our victims, most of whom had passed
thither after an arraignment in the neighboring
hall, and a walk through one of the windows of
\\ hitehall chapel. But how stand the facts of thecase? At the very time Air. Horsman was read-ing this astounding demonstration of our despotic
and irresistible power, and our murderous propen-
sities, he was surrounded by men who have not
only survived the very attacks he describes for
half a century, more or less, but are the principal
men of the country; not only that, but on very good
terms with ourselves: not only that, but supplying
by their friendly relations a" new and separateground of accusation against us, who arc de-
nounced in the same speech as the murderers of their
political influence and the objects of their confiden-
tial regards as at once incompatible and insep-
arable. * * * * * * *

The truth is it is not this or that journal, but the
House of Commons, and the House of Commons as
reflecting and embodying the pub ic opinion of
England, that Mr. Horsman must bring into Court.
We beg to assure him it is not we who are anony-
mous offenders, but he must frame bis indictment
against England altogether, her public opinio.i and
her political habits. We are not the kiug-uiakers
and king-killers; such as he have much more to do
with it. If we criticise men and measures, we do
not destroy; we do not even weaken; we do not so
much as alienate. There stand the killed men, notonly healthy and strong, but our very good
friends. They neither need nor desire Air. Hnrs-
man's protecting rcgis against us. With stouter
frames and finer mettle, they can survive, andeven improve by our criticism; and, instead of
trying to hunt us down, can thank us for ourhonesty.

THE MARINE SCHOOL-SIIIP AT CHARLESTON'.?
Charleston (S. C.) papers give an account of the
lirst cruise of the Alarine School-Ship at that port*
concluding with the following very creditable
statement in regard to the progress of the pupils in
nautical studies:?

"Thus the first trip of the Lodebar, as a Marine
School, manned by her own boys, was made in less
than one year from her being taken into service as
a School-Ship to rear American youth of this
State, and complete them in seamanship. Pretty
quick work this: to buy a vessel, lit her out, elect
pupils, learn them to dismantle and rig a brig, row
boats, Ac., and actually make a short cruise out
side the liarand return to the anchorage (without
any other extra help to manoeuvre the vessel on theexcursion) in less than twelve months.

? This is very creditable to theoilicers and all con-
cerned, and should encourage the friends of the
enterprise , and induce others to lend their atd to
so benevolent an object, and one so important to us
as a commercial people.''

A TKKRIBI.RTRAGEDY?Two Mrs MORDERED. A
terrible tragedy occurred on the 18th instant, on
board the steamer B. 1,.

M. Fort), of Robinson coun-
ty Tenreisee, and Mr. R. J Lyle, of Nashville'
were playing cards in the cabin ' about midnight,
Heath entered and seated himself by them, who
paid him no attention, ln a few minutes he arose
deliberately trom his seat ami drawing a large
bowie knife, seized Forb by tbo hair of tbo bend,
and before tbe others of the party- were aware of
his intentions, stabbed him to the beai t, producing
almost instant death. Lyle immediately grasped
tbe murderer by the arm, but freeing himself by
a desperate effort, the latter plunged the deadly-
weapon into the former's neck, inflictinga wound
from the effects of yvhich he in a foyv moments ex-
pired. Another gentleman, Mr. F. G.Jernigan,
was also stabbed by the monster, bnt not fatallv,
yy-ben a bystander, seizing a large iron cliair, dealt
Heath a blow on the head which felled him sense-
less to the floor, and before he had recovered, he
yvas securely bound and taken to Now Orleans.?
The murderer had upon his person at the time of
his arrest several other knives and a revolver. He
is a deformed creature, small in stature, broken-
backed, and about twenty-eight years of age. lie
said he yvas a native of Weston, Lewis county, Vir-
ginia, and that he had been teaching school at a
place called Knoxville, in Cherokee county, Texas.
The reason given by him for committing the deed
was that they were the parties who were seeking
his lite, although they had never met before.

LATEST FROM MEXICO.?The Luited States war
steamer Pocahontas, Captain S. F. Hazard, has
arrived from the port of Vera Cruz and brings
intelligence as late as the 16th Instant. Among
the passengers are General Domingo de Goieouria
and h. La Plumb, Esq., bearer of despatches
from the Government of Maxico to the Mexican
Minister resident at Washington. The news
by the Pocahontas is of the most important na-
ture. On the lirst of the present month, Zuluaga
issued a decree deposing General Miramon from
the Presidency of the Republic. He has assumed
the ollice of the President, much to the alarm of
many citizens. It is supposed that he owes his suc-
cess, in the movement, to the Clergy. Although
General Miramon had sustained many reverses he
had still left a portion of his army. On the Bth
instant Miramon imposed a forced loan of §250,000
on the city of Mexico, in order to raise funds to
carry out his purposes. The tax is placed on for-
eign as well as Mexican houses. General CJrega,
with fver 6,000 Liberals, occupied Guanajuata on
the sth instant, and was making preparations for
moving towards the city of Mexico.. After I'rega's
departure, Miramon occupied the place with a view
of concentrating his troops near Quoretaro, where
a decisive battle was expected soon to be fought.
IfMiramon is defeated in this battle, as it is gene-
rally expected he willbe, the Capital might be im-
mediately occupied by the Liberals. Gen. ["rega
is moving with energy and has larger forces than
Miramon, as well as better artillery. The Liberals
seem certain of securing a speedv termination of
the struggle. M. Galviac, the French Minister,
left the Capital and is now staying at Jalapa. It
is reported that Rubles is preparing to return to
the city of Mexico. The Juarez government is ex-
pected to be removed to the town of Jalapa during
the coming month of June.? X. O. If el>a.

THE PACIFIC RAILROAD.?Hon. Samuel R.Curtis,
of lowa, writes to a friend in St. Louis that the
Pacific Railroad bill, recently introduced in the
House of Representatives, names no exact point for
