The Cincinnati Enquirer learns that the business of the

Baltimore and Ohio Railroad thus far indicates an aggre-
gate of some $450,000 for the month, which will he a
large increase over the receipts for the corresponding pe
riod last year. The road is doing an immense freight

and passenger traffic.
Some excitement was created at liarrisburg, on Tues-

day. from the seizure by the Sheriff' of Dauphin county
of a large number of locomotives and other machinery
owned by the Pennsylvania Railroad Company, on an
execution issued by the Attorney General of the State of
Pennsylvania, for tonnage due this State. It willbe re-membered that last summer the State ohtained a judg-
ment for some three hundred thousand dollars against
this company, for tonnage tax due under their charter
of incorporation, and that the company made arrange-
ments to have the question as to liability tested in the
Supreme Court of the United States, but it remains still
undecided. Since that time more than $300,000 have ac-
crued, for which another suit has been brought and judg-
ment obtained, on which this execution was issued. The
officers of the company at once gave the required securi
ty for the payment of the money, should the suit be de
cided against them, and of course the property levied on
was immediately released. They complain considerably
at the particu ar activity displayed on the part of the
State officers, by theissuirg of the execution, when thev
were fully aware that the case was to be settled by a
higher tribunal, and that it would only impose unneces-
sary cost and trouble upon the parties interested The
Pacific Mail mystery remains a mystery still. The com
pany have now paid up the dividend on nearly the whole
of their capital, and the officers have stamped'as genuine
certificates for 39,736 shares of stock. It is known that
there are some small lots of stock which have not yet
been presented. A holder at Panama has something like
20 shares; a holder in New York 67, another, in thecoun-
try, something like 150, besides some others Itis, there-
fore, pretty clear that there has been an over-issue, and
the question arises, to how much does it amount.

The Tribune of this morning says ?
There was a good deal of strength inthe stock market

yesterday at the opening, and a continuance of the up-
ward movement appeared to be impending when the for-
eign advices by the Palestine were received, and the de-
cline in Consols gave the hears courage to attempt to
arrest the advance of prices and the features of the mar-ket underwent a change to dullness and heaviness. At
the Second Board the foreign news still exercised an ad-
verse influence, notwithstanding the favorable character
of the bank statement. The quotation for Pacific .Mail
fell off to-day 1 per cent. There is agrowing apprehension
that matters are ina worse condition in that concern than
has been supposed, and the insiders, itis understood, have
been quietly selling out. The bank statement is unexpect
edly favorable in the specie reserve, which shows a falling
off of only $300,000. The receipts from neighboring cities
have been larger than was anticipated, and these continue
to considerable extent to-day. The average is supposed
to represent very nearly the actual amount in bank, to
which is to be added the California receipt of $1,500,000,
and deducted the Saturday shipment of $1,200,000. The
loan line shows a very regular movement. In theforeign
bill market there is no marked change, but sterling is
scarcely as firm. The supply of outside hills is moderate;

WASHINGTON NEWS.
RATIFICATION OF TREATIES?TUB CATTLE DISEASE?-

MR. SAN-FORD'S MISSION A FAILURE?JDDGF. DOU-
GLAS?A DIAMOND WEDDING.
It is not improbable that the President may call

an Executive session of the Senate immediately
after the Legislative adjournment, if the treaties
which are still pending shall not be fullv consider-
ed before then. That with Mexico has expired,
but Mata has received authority to extend the
time two months. It is believed'that the treatieswith Mexico, Nicaragua aud Honduras willbe rat-
ified, but with amendments. The clause relating
to commercial privileges with Mexico willbe so al-
tered that the same may be extended to other
nations, on payment by them to Mexico of a sum
proportioned to the relative amount of trade in the
articles specified as free. In the transit route clause
a change will be made, so as to make the stipula-
tion similar to that on the same subject in the
Honduras treaty, negotiated some years since by-
Mr. Squier. The House Committee on Agricul-
ture held another meeting yesterday on the subject
of the cattle disease in Massachusetts. The Secre-
tary of the National Agricultural Society appear-
ed before theui, and gave some further information
relative to the matter, and presented a proclama-
tion from Governor Ranks, calling an extra session
of the Legislature to take immediate measures to
ascertain the true cause of the disease, and to pro-
vide measures to remove it. The panic produced
in Massachusetts in consequence of the disease is so
great that most physicians refuse to eat beef or
veal. At the opening ot the extra session Gover-
nor lianks will make an important statement of
facts on the subject. Advices from Bogota state

that Mr. Sanford's mission there has failed. Ilis
object yvas to negotiate for the Panama Railroad
Company the abrogation of the clause in its grant
under which the New Granadian government can
assume the road in 1874 by paying 53,000,000
therefor. For this boon the company ottered the
infinitelysmall sum of $500,000, to which the gov-
ernment replied yvith the equally ridiculous de-
mand ot $40,000,000. So Mr. Sanford's mission has
been turned into a quizzical farce. At the re-
quest of John Appleton, the President has with-
held his nomination for the mission to Russia. He
is now urged by his friends to act as counsel for the
American claimants before the Paraguay- Commis-
sion, and, as that will prove more proiitable than
the mission, he will doubtless accept. John Van
Buren declines the appointment of Commissioner
to Paraguay. The name of that inveterate oiiice-
seeker, H. M. Phillips, of Philadelphia, who yvent
against Mr. Buchanan yvliile he yvas right, and
worshipped him while wrong, is mentioned for the
place. Judge Douglas is still confined to his
bed by the condition of his throat. If it should
not improve, he will be compelled to visit Neyv
York lor the purpose of obtaining medical assist-
ance there.

MONUMENT TO THE MEMORY OF VIRGINIASOL-
DIERS.?The monument erected to the memory of
the % irginians slain at Wood's barn, near liox-
borougb, Pennsylvania, in 1777, was inaugurated
with imposing ceremonies on Monday afternoon.
The monument is a plain, solid granite column,
erected on an appropriate pediment, and as a testi-
monium it symbolizes strength and durability. It
bears the following inscription:

"This monument is designed to perpetuate the
memory of Virginia Tioopers, taken by

surprise, and killed, at Wood's
Barn, in the winter of

1777-8, by a
Company of British Cavalry."

"Erected by the Pennsylvania Dragoons, in 1860."
"Honor to the Brave, the Constitution and the

Union!"
"Esto l'erpetua!"

The foundation of the monument is composed
partly of the stone of the barn-building in which
the soldiers were surprised. The orator of the oc-
casion concluded his address as follows:?No power
but that which paralyzes all memory and effaces all
history can ever separate us?l mean us of the
Middle States?from our Southern brethren. There
is an unwritten covenant of all'ection which makes
us one. The first delegates who arrived in Philadel-
phia to attend the Congress of 1774 were from
South Carolina. The first States which ratified the
Constitution were the Middle States. There were
more battles fought and victories won by Northern
and Southern troops combiued, within fifty miles of
this spot, than in all New England and New York.
Let these things always be remembered. We meet
to-day to do honor to humble soldiers who came from
the South to fight around our homes and our fire-
sides, and in doing so, we add a new assurance of
the close and affectionate sympathy which hinds us
ogether.

TELEQRAPHI.NO IN ISCo.?Most of the telegraph-
ing in our country is now performed neither with
the Morse, House, Bain, nor any of the visual re-
cording telegraphs, but. simply by sound. Ten
years ago each line had a most complete set of ap-
paratus. The receiving register was made with
the greatest care, so that the clock-work would
move with the greatest perfection, and the various
appliances had to be arranged in a particular form.
The operator put the machinery in motion, and he
read from a paper the despatch as it was slowly re-
ceived. As he read aloud, a copyist near by wrote
it down with a pencil, and when finished it was
handed to the copying clerk, who wrote it out,
put it in an envelope, and despatched it by a mes-
senger. Expert telegraphists at length dispensed
with the copying clerks, and soon after the record-
ing instruments were laid aside. The first opera-
tor who practically received messages by sound
was Mr. Edward F. Barnes, of New York city.
This is now the daily practice of all the leading
telegraph stations in -America, only the local or in-
terior stations have in use recording apparatus.
Mr. Shatfner states in his work that some years
ago, as president of a telegraph line, he made a
rule, forbidding the receiving of messages by
sound, but since then it has been reversed, and no
operator can get employment in a first class station
unless he can receive by sound. At the Cincinna-
ti stations alone there is not a single recording in-
strument: the mysterious agent speaks through the
wires; the pen has given place to the tongue of
the lightning and an expert operator can receive
5,000 words per hour. Such is the perlection, and
such the present daily practice in American elec-
tric telegraphing; and the forty miles of wire be-
tween Washington and Baltimore in 1844, have
grown into about 40,000 miles in fifteen years?an
alaoat miraculous achievement.? Arftmn.

OUTRAGEOUS ASSAULT? The Operation of Judge
Bond's New Law. ?Yesterday afternoon,Mr". Woods,
of the well-known firm of Dougherty & Woods,
Sugar Refiners, accompanied by two of his clerks,
was passing along Centre Market space, and when
near Baltimore street, a fellow named Samuel
McElwee stopped one of the clerks named Charles
Kellev, and instantlv commenced a most violent
assault upon him witli a cowhide, which the ruffian
drew from his coat. Kellev struggled, and MeEl-
ivee ceased the use of the cowhide and butted the
young man with his head. Officer Gay came up and
arrested McElwee. He was taken to the Central
station and confined until eight o'clock, when Jus-
tice Itiss examined the case. McElwee stated that
young Kelly had brushed against tiim on the street
on some former occasion, which he considered an
insult, and desired to lay a charge against him to
that effect. Justice Hiss would not entertain the
charge, hut held McElwee in the sum of SSOO
for iiis appearance at Court. George F. Grot-
hause became the security. Mr. Kelley is a
young man of delicate frame, and bears a
most excellent character, and did not know McEl-
wee even by name. Mr. Woods and the other
clerk, the first from advanced age and the latter
from youth, were incapable of assisting in repelling
this villainous assault. McElwee is over six feet
high, and weighs over two hundred pounds. He is
well-known as a ninth ward Democratic politician,
who has kept quiet for some few years past.

RUNAWAY AND SERIOUS ACClDENT. ?Yesterdav
morning a pair of horses attached to a wagon, left
standing near the intersection of Conway and
Sharp streets, took fright and ran off. They pro-
ceeded down Conway to Light, and out Light street.
Two children, one a son of Mr. Thomas Stanton,
and the other a son of Thomas Haley, were sitting
on the curb-stone, on Light street, near York, as
the horses came dashing along, and belore they
could get out of the way the heavy wagon was
dragged over them, and the horses continued on.

sidered as public lands.??Mr. TOOMBS replied, !
defending the report of the Select Committee, ac- !

Mr. WIGFALL said that although it was rather j
late, yet as the Senate were about to take a vote
on tlie bill, he wished to give the reasons that
would govern his vote. We cannot divest vested
rights, and he was opposed to re-opening the sub-
ject. Vast improvements have been made on the
land, and it has been in the continuous possession
of the present occupants and their predecessors for
more than fiftyyears. Finallywithout taking the
question the Senate adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
The House resumed the consideration of thePacific Railroad bill. Mr. NOEL oft'ered a sub-

stitute providing for the commencement of the
road at the Western border of Texas; rejected.
Mr. WOODSON, as a compromise between the
various piopositions, proposed the main trunk from
San Francisco, between the thirty-fifthand fortv-
second parallels of north latitude to connect with
branches from lowa, Missouri and Texas. Mr.
SMITH, of Virginia, advocated the Southern route,
approving the proposition for branches for the ac-
commodation of local sections. Mr. FRENCH
replied, justifying the action of the Special Com-mittee in reporting the Central route, and insisting
that it is national in character and best calculated
to promote the important purposes designed.
Mr. HAMILTONmade a comparison to show that
the Southern route was in all respects superior to
any other. He said the time had passed when the
South would cringe or beg. They intended to have
what was right, and if they cannot get it one way
they willanother, in spite of every tie which binds
them to the Union. It might be said they would be
coerced by the so called freemen of the North, but
it would not be the first nor the last time the
South would victoriously meet invading tyrants.
Mr. BARRETT made an hour's speech on the gen-
eral subject of a Pacific railroad, advocating St..
Louis as one nf the termini. Mr. DAVIS, of Ma-
ryland,showed that this bill is whollyimpracticable,
the grant being made directly to subscribers, crea-
ting no more nor less than a partnership, which
wonld be dissolved on the first death, and the es-
tate thrown for setttlement into a court of chance-
ry. Without an act of incorporation of some kind
the work must stop. He suggested that the bill be
recommitted to the Select Committee, together
with the amendments, in order that it may be madepracticable under the laws of the land. Mr.
MILLSON, of Virginia, also expressed his views,
taking a legal view of the question, and showing
the scheme is impracticable. Mr. CURTIS, of
lowa, answered the objections which bad beeu
made against the bill, lie said, among other
things, that the grantees only took an expec-
tancy, and would get pay only when they have
done certain tilings, but -not otherwise.?
The question was stated on the motion of
Mr. DAVIS, of Maryland, to recommit the hill and
pending amendments to the select committee.
Mr. CURTIS ineffectually endeavored to obtain
power for the committee to report at any time;
otherwise, lie said, the recommittal would be tan-
tamount to a defeat of the bill. The House voted
on the motion, and decided the question in the
affirmative?yeas 100, nays 87, and then went into
Committee for the purpose of general debate.
Mr. STEWART, of Maryland, proceeded to reply
to Mr. Davis (his colleague), who, some months
ago, reviewed the course of the Democratic mem-
bers of the MarylandLegislature, in condemnation.
He (Mr. S.) stid he would have performed this
duty before now, if be could bare obtained the
floor. Mr. Stewart then read the resolution
passed by the House of Delegates, in which it was
said that Mr. Davis had, bv voting for Mr. Pen-
nington for Speaker, forfeited the confidence
of bis constituents, and commented upon the cir-
cumstances attending its adoption. [Mr. Davis
was not present in the House at this time.]
Mr. Davis being absent. Mr. Stewart waived his
light to the tloor. Several members obtained
permission to print speeches on various subjects.

TRAVEL NORTHWARD?NEW ARRANGEMENTS FOR

GARIBALDI'S EXPEDITION.
Intelligence relative to Garibaldi's expedition is

meagre, and disconnected. It was asserted that
he had landed it Marsala, but another statement is
that although a force of one thousand men landed
there, it was not known whether Garibaldi was
amongst them.

A Vienna despatch of the 14th states, on reliable
information, that part of Garibaldi's expedition
disembarked at Marsala on the 11th, from two ves-
sels. The Royal ships were obliged to cease firing
during two hours, being, it is asserted, prevented
by English steamers. The firing could not be re-
sumed until the English officers had returned from
the shore to their vessels. The volunteers who
landed were fighting with the Royal troops at the
moment of the mail's departure.

An official despatch of the 13th, from Naples,says
the firing of two Neapolitan frigates oil' Marsala
killed several filibusters. As regards the two
vessels, in which they arrived, the "Lombarda"
was sunk, and the "I'iedmonte" has been captured.

Rabalt, excusing himself for having taken the
steamers Piedtnonte and Lombarda on the ground
that it was done in the interest of the nationalcause. These steamers were forcibly taken posses-

(Genoa.') was forwarding the preparations for asecond expedition. Six thousand volunteers werealready enrolled.
It was asserted that the numerous diplomatic re-presentations made to Piedmont would decide thegovernment to prevent the departure of the secondexpedition.
Great agitation prevailed at Naples.

LATEST.
A Turin despatch states that during the landing

at Marsala four persons were killed. The armsand ammunition were disembarked. Other armscoming from the Levant, were landed several days
before on the southern coast.

The Governor of Sicily had issued a proclama-
tion prohibiting the carrying or detention of arms.A portion of the clergy of Florence had refusedto chant a Te Veum, as ordered bv the authoritiesIntelligence relative to Garibaldi's expedition isstill meagre and contlicting, but the reports gene-
rally concur in stating that he was makin-' good
progress. Some say he had captured the most im-
portant positions in Sicily, except Messina andI alermo.

The important announcement was made via Ma-drid that the King ot Naples had applied for for-
eign intervention.

GREAT BRITAIN.
The British government had issued a proclama-

tion against enlistment for the Pope in Ireland, buthad decided not to interfere in the subscriptions
for the Sicilian insurgents, the law officers of thecrown not regarding it as illegal.

The English funds are very heavy under Conti-nental politics, but there was more steadiness atthe close.
In the House of Lords, on the 14th, the Marquis

of Normandy moved for the production of all thecorrespondence with British representatives inItaly relative to Garibaldi's expedition.
The government promised to produce the des-

patches.
In the House of Commons. Mr. Gladstone with-

drew his measure relative to newspaper postage
on the plea that Sir Rowland Hill's health was suchas to require six months' leave of absence.Mr. Curdwell stated that the attention of the
government had been called to the collection of
money being made in Ireland for the use of thePope, and to enlistment for the Papal army. Suchproceedings were entirely irregular, and stepsshould be taken tn check them.

In the House of Commons, on the 15th, Lord?John Russell stated that Lord Cowley had receivedno information from the French Government thatFrance would claim further territorial compensa-
tion if Sardinian territory was extended by thepending movements. He also announced that theGovernment had received information from St.
Petersburg as to the state of affairs in Turkey
similar to what appeared under the head of "Russiaand 1 urkcy," but they had no information as tothe concentration of a Russian army on the Pruth.Lord Lavaiue moved for the correspondence be-
tween Ho: Hume licticlary mill Hie i-souili BasieiuRailway Company with respect to the special train
to the late tight lor the championship. He severe-
ly denounced the conduct of the company.

Lord Palmerston protested against theexaggera-
ted observations of Lord Lavaine with respecftn the
parties who witnessed the fight. Such matterswere certainly matters of taste. lie made a hu-
morous and characteristic apology on behalf of
those who regarded prize-fighting as a manly
amusement, illustrative of the best qualities of theBritish race.

After some debate, during which several mem-
bers protested against the police being called upon
to keep the peace, whilst the government in that
House encouraged those who violated it, the subject
dropped.

A defalcation on a small scale had been discover-
ed against the cashier in Panky & Co.'s Dank, Lon-don, hut no prosecution had taken place.

An influential deputation, headed bv Mr. MilnerGibson, waited upon Lord I'almerston'to lay beforehim the plans of a contemplated telegraph to Ameri-ca, ria Faro Island and Iceland, and solicit the gov-
ernment to despatch vessels to take soundings and
make a survey of the route.

Mr. Crosskey and Col. Shafl'ner explained the na-
ture of the project, and several Arctic navigators
urged the importance of the survey.

Lord Palmerston requested the full details inwriting.
Sir Charles Darrv, the distinguished architect,

is dead.
John C. Heenan writes a letter to the Times com-

plaining of his inability to come to any arrange-
ment with Sayers for the renewal of the contest.

FRANCE.
The Czar's brother, Grand Duke Nicholas, had

arrived at Paris to visit Napoleon.

The Government deposits de-
crease is £1,600,000.

It is interred from some of the Paris papers that,
in the event of a Sicilian insurrection leading to
the extension of the Sardinian kingdom, the Em-
peror willlikely demand compensation for a fresh
extension of French territory.

The Paris correspondent "oi the London Herald
says ominous correspondence has commenced be-
tween the cabinets of London and Paris. Respect-
ing this, he savs : Matters seldom were ina more
critical aspect, and asserts that France, Russia,
Austria and Spain were leagued together.

SPAIN.
Gen. Concha had been elected President of the

Spanish Senate, and decorated with the order of
the "Golden Fleece."

The army of Africa entered Madrid amid much
enthusiasm.

RUSSIA.
The Austrian Government has stated that the

Rritish Ambassador to Russia, on the receipt of
Gortschakofl's communication relative to Turkey,
lodged a formal protest against it; but this was not
so. He only received the communication under re-
serve, by staling that he intended to refer it to his
Government lor instructions on the matter. A
later despatch says that England would not inter-
pose.

all that has been published concerning the Washoe
silver mines has been of a character to lead to thebelief that the Washoe Valley was rich in mineralproductions almost beyond belief. The samestoricsof sudden fortunes, and immense "nuggets" having

letter written by an old settler in the Vallev to theeditor of the San Francisco Times, and the truth ofwhich is vouched for by the editor of that journal,
is corroborative of our informant's statement The
letter is dated April 13th :

"That there is a mineral found in Carson Valley(either gold or silver) is so notoriouslv false thatit astonishes the old settlers who have "lived thereeight years, to read it. GREAT ROBBERY IN HOBTON. ?On Sunday, the
store ot Mr. Josiah Gooding, No. 83 Washington
sti eet, Doston, was broken into bv burglars, and a
stock of watches an i jewelry, valued at SB,OOO,
carried away, the thieves leaving no clue by whichthey could be traced. The burglary was committed
about noon. Among the articles stolen were about
one hundred gold watches, very valuable, and
about forty silver watches, the whole valued at
about So,000; three diamond pins, worth SIOOeach; from seventy-five to one hundred gold vest
chains, about the same number of iadies' neck
chains, the latter very long; two entire travs of
ladies' finger rings, one tray of gentlemen's seal
rings, and a variety of other articles. It is sur-
mised that the perpetrators of this bold and suc-
cessful robbery belong to New York. The variousrailway depots leading from Doston in all directions,were yesterday closely watched for suspicious per-
sons.

A terrible tragedy was enacted in the CaliforniaAssembly a few days before its adjournment. A
member of the House, named John C. Hell, was
shot and stabbed to death, almost, in his seat, by
one Dr. Stone. Stone was a lobby member at-
tempting to procure the passage of a bill for the
division of the county represented by Hell, and to
which the latter was opposed. Mr. Ball was in the
act of consultation with another member bevond
the bar of the Assembly, while it was in session,
when .Stone came up, denounced Dell as a liar, and
immediately began shooting and stabbing him.
The unfortunate man was carried awav, and died
two days after. .Stone was released on bail. As
he is a rich man the crime will go unpunished.
The Assembly took no notice of the murder. Dell
was from Ohio and was unarmed. Stone is fromKentucky. Several circumstances show the act to
have been premeditated.

A PRIZE-FIG nr.? A prize-fight was prevented by
the police of New York city on Monday morning
last. Two bruisers, named George King and JohnWoods, had agreed to tight for a purse of S3OO.
The police, however, got wind of the movement
and arrested King as he and his friends were about
to embark on a steamer for the the scene of the
proposed battle. The friends of Wood proceeded
to the place of meeting, and the other parties not
arriving, a tight was got up between two of the
company, which lasted for some thirty rounds.

A SHOE FACTORY IS VERMONT.? In the village of
Saxton's River, Vt., a large boot and shoe factorv
is now being completed, which is owiied and is to

be operated by a company formed upon the princi*
pie of limited partnership. The work for all parts
of the shoe is here to be made in the factory, and
chiefly by machinery, of the best description and
latest improvements, among which are to be two
pegging machines, each capable of pegging five
hundred pairs per day. The goods made are to be
southern and western trade.

WRECKED IN THE LOTTERY OFFICE.?The St. Louis
Herald, iu speaking ot the recently discovered em
bezzlement of a clerk in that city,"says the defalca-
tion for which Smith, the clerk! was arrested willhardly fall short of SIOO,OOO, and Smith "lias noth-
ing to show for'it." The rock upon which he split
was the one upon which many another has beenwrecked?the lottery office. The extant of his
operations in this line may be imagined when it is
stated that he is indebted to one lottery firm in that
city to the amount of SIO,OOO.

DEATH OE REV. THEODORE PARKER.? The Arabia
brings intelligence of the decease of this divine, whosailed for Europe some months since, in the hope ot
regaining his health. Mr. Parker was for many
vears the pastor of the First I nitarian Church of
Boston, and his celebrity as a pulpit orator, and as
a scholar, was almost world-wide. The later el
forts of his life were devoted to the discussion ofmatters of a political character, and, in that way
he became a noted preacher of Abolition doc-trines.

The distinguished Mrs. Rodisco^widow of thelate deceased Russian minister at this Govern-ment, and formerly the beautiful Miss Williams, of
Georgetown, is to be united in marriage to-morrowto the gallant Captain Seott, of the British army.
The President, long and devotedly attached to tfie
family of Mr. Bodisco, and, by consequence, to his
wile, will give her away to the gallant Englishman.

Tribune says "that by a remarkable coincidence,
several members of the late Legislature happen to
have business in the city about this time."

The nine negroes charged with the attempt to
rescue the fugitive, Moses Horner, in Philadelphia,
on the 28th of March last, are now undergoing
trial in that city.
