Tie Cravrvep-BracksurN Case—TuE MArrisce
Laws or Marvianp.—This important law-suit, in-
volving the administration upon the estate of the
late Dr. David Craufurd, between George T. Crau-
furd and Richard S. Blackburn, the progress of
which, at Port Tobacco, we noticed the other week,
was terminated on Saturday morning last by a
verdict for defendant. The testimony was closed
on both sides on the Monday previous, and (rom
that time until Friday at 3 o’clock, P, M., the jury
listened to the speeches of the counsel, 3

Prior to the commencement of the argument be-
fore the jury, however, the law points involved,
touching chiefly the doctrine of marriage in this
State, came up upon prayers to the Court offered
by both sides. All agreed that if the jury should
find from the evidence that a marriage had been
celebrated by a clergyman, the verdict must be for
the plaintiff; and that if they should find from the
evidence that the intercourse of the parties, alleged
to have been married, was illicit, the verdict would
r defendant. Prayers embodying these prop-
sitions were admitted, and one was granted to
the effect that the non-procurement of a license
did not invalidate the marriage. The point of dif-
ficulty was as to what is the law of marriage, inde-
pendently of its being contracted in the face of the
church—could a valid marriage be made in this
State by mere consent and cohabitation, as at com-
mon law? The prayer of the plaintift was to the
effect that if the jury should find that the parties
agreed to live together as man and wife, cohabited,
had children, acknowled themselves to be man and
wife, &c., &c., a marriage could be inferred, not
withstanding no ceremony were proven. The de-
fendant’s prager negatived the idea of there being
any valid marriage in this State except where per-
formed by a clergyman, er some person authorized
in the Act of Assembly to solemnize it. This point
was argued at great length. His Honor, Judge
Crain, reviewed the arguments and authorities at
considerable length, and decided the matter in sub-
stance as follows :

“That to constitute a valid marriage in Mary-
land, it is not necessary for the n iage ceremony
to be celebrated by persons in canonicals. Itis
only necessary to prove that the contract of mar-
riage was ente into by the man and woman in
the presence of witnesses, and that they used a cer-
emony of Naptia per verba de presenti.” That it is
a civil contract, and according to the common law,
the contract of marriage is valid and binding if es-
tablished by evidence that it had been entered into
by the parties to operate asa mar nd follow-
ed by cohabitation. That no license wasnecessary

lidity of the marriage. That although the
7 imposed penal upon all persons who
s undertake to celebrate a marriage, except
clergymen, &ec., as therein mentioned, still the cel-
ebration of a mar rary to that act, would
only subject the par ed to a penalty, but
would not render themarri roid. Theonly void
marriages, under that act, were those within the
prohibited degrees.”

The point, therefore, was settled in favor of the
plaintifi—the prayers of his counsel being granted
and those of the defendant rejected. ceptions
were taken by the counscl, during the trial, upon
which the case will go to the Court of Appeals.
