““ROLICY”’ OF THE BALTIMORE AND OHIO RATLROAD.

We cut the following from the last Cattle Market report
of the New York Tribune

There is a rumor among drovers in market this week
that the New York Central Road will soon advance the
rates of freight from Buffalo and Suspension Bridge to
Albany $10 a car. We doubt the truth of the rumor. The
competition by the three great routes south of it is too
great to admit of any advance, if the road desires to hold
its present business. The freight this week from Cengrnl
linois, via Indi lis, Ohio and Balti e, to New
York is $165 a car, equal to $10.33 a head. By the b;
the Baltimore and Ohio Read is doing exactly what its
Northern rivals like, viz: forcing shippers to leave thn'(
route by acts of oppression concocted in the very spirit
of foolishness. Agents of the road have overrun the
West to engage shippers to send stock in that way, hold-
ing out as one of the inducements, beside low freight, the
advantage of three great city markets—Baltimore, Phila-
delphia and New York. But now that shippers have
made their arrangements, and a current of business is
running that way, they are told that they cannot sell
their stock at Baltimore without paying the full fare to
New York; and if they sell at Philadelphia, they are ac-
tually charged about §1.50 a head excess of full fare to
New York, and this week drovers were positively forbid
to take their cattle off at Philadelphia, even when full
fare to New York and 25 cents a head beside for ferriage
to Camden was offered. The agent of the Wilmington
Road says that he has been notified to charge all cattle
stopping at Philadelphia ‘‘local fare,”” and the Camden
and Amboy agent says, if the cattle are stopped at Phila-
delphia, and their owners afterward wish to bring them
on to New York, they cannot do it unless they pay full
fare from Philadeiphia here.

Arrival of the Seamer Vanderbilt, at New York,

The Insurrection in Italy Spreading—Fight-
ing Extending to the Roman Territory—

Garibaldi Successtul,

New Yorg, June 3.—The steamer Vanderbilt
from Liverpool on the 23d inst., (same date as that
brought by the City of Baltimore), arrived here
this morning. Shebrings upwards of two hundred
passengers, and reports the prevalence of severe
wintry weather thronghout the passage. Several
icebergs were passed.

THE LATEST FROM ITALY.

The Neapolitans had abandoned the provinces of
Palermo and Trapani. Great disorder prevailed,
and the provinces were in full insurrection. Six
thousand Sicilians had joined Garibaldi, and on the
15th the Neapolitan ariny was routed by the troops
under Garibaldi.

A conflict also occurred on the 19th, near Monti-
fiascene, in the Roman territory, between the
Pontifical Gen. d’Armes and a party of Garibal-
dians. The latter were driven back to Tuscany
with a loss of thirty killed and wounded.

There was a rumor of the departure of a French
Narval force for the Adriatic.

It was also rumored that England, Austria and
FPrussia had agreed to maintain the integrity of the
-Ottoman Empire.

The report of a concentration of Russian troops
on the Pruth is denied.

The treaty of Zurich has been opposed by Sar-
dinia.

Roxe, May 23.—The Custome  Guard at Onano,
were attacked and overpowered by Fillibusters,
who after plundering re-entered Tuscany. The
peasantry are asking for arms. The Papal troops
will immediately leave Rome for the frontiers.

AN ExTENSIVE GRAIN SPECOLATION.—On Friday
afternoon last, says the Chicago Journal of the 28th
ult., an extensive operation in grain was made by
one A. J. Harrison, a man well known in the city.
At about 2 o’clock he appeared in the counting
room of Messrs. Tucker, Randolph & Carter, com-
mission merchants, doing business at the corner of
Clark and Water streets, with two blanks purport-
ing to have been filled out at Clinton, 1ll., on the

The agent informed the clerk, upon
looking over the books, that no cars of those num-
bers had been received that day or the previous
day, but on being telegraphed, the station agent at
Clinton sent word back that be had not shipped
any wheat of that amount to one man in Chicago,
nor had he loaded cars of those numbers. This
information at once convinced the clerk of Messrs.
T., R. & C. that they had been swindled, and steps
were at once taken to arrest Harrison. That
specalator was found, at length, just as he was on
the point of starting for the South, on the St.

It having been suggested to me, notwithstanding
these avowals, that I might be thought of, at the
Union Convention, as a candidate for the Presi-
dency, I requested by telegraphic message and by
letter, that my name, if brought forward, might
be withdrawn. Itistrue thatin these communi
cations I bhad only in view a nomination to the
eney, none other having been suggested to
me; but all the reasons above indicated, which led
me in advance (0 decline such a nomination, apply
with equal force to the Vice-Presidency. These
reasons of course still exist in unimpaired force,
and I cannot now take an active part in politics
without abendoning a deliberately formea purpose,
and even exposing myself to the suspicion of in
sincerity in its persistent avowal. Without
dwelling upon these considerations, of which,
however, I am sure the weight will be admit-
ted, I beg leave to advert for a moment to my con-
nection with the movement for the purchase of
Mount Vernon, to which vour letter alludes in
such obliging terms.  The favor which has attend-
ed my exertions in that cause, (if I may without
indelicacy anything on that subject,) has been
maioly the result of my known and recognized dis-
connection from party politics. If it could have
been even plausibly insinuated that I was, or in-
tended to become a candidate for high political
honors, I should, in my various excursions in aid
of that fund, have laid ‘myeelf open to the imputa-
tion of speaking one word for Mount Vernon and
two for myself.  Asit is, the people throughout
the Union have generously given me credit for
having a single eye to that meritorious object. As
far as the purchase of Mount Vernon is concerned,
that object has bern effected, under the judicious
and efficient management of the Regent and Vice
Regents of the Association, with the aid of their in-
telligent and active a ants throughout the
Union. But a sum of money equal to that already
raised is still wanting for the repair of the Mansion,
the enclosure of the land purchased, the restoration
of the house and grounds, as far as practicable, to
their condition in 1800, and the establishment of a
permanent fund for their conservation. 1 own that
I am desirous still to enjoy the privilege of co ope-
rating in this noble work, which, however, it will
be impossible for me to do to any advautage, what-
ever may be the result of the present canvass, if 1
am now drawn into the vortex ofa strenuously con
tested election. There are many parts of the
country which I have not yet visited. I had pro-
mised myself a rich harvest from the patriotic libe-
rality of the States on the Gulf of Mexico, and of
those on the Mississippi river, (which I have not
yet been able to visit, with the exception of Mi
souri, though often Kkindly invited,) and I confess
that it is very painful to me to withdraw from that
broad field of congenial labor, to tread the thorny
and thankless paths of polities. E

Apart from the pecuriary aspects of the case,
which, however, are of considerable importance, 1
will candidly say, that in bolding up to the admir ing
veneration of the American people the peerless
name of Washington, (alinost the only bond of fra
ternal sentiment which the bitiern of our se
tional controversies has left us), I feel as if I w
doing more good, as far as I am able to dn; any
good, and contributing more to revive the kindly
feeling which once existed between North and
South, and which is now, I grieve to say, nearly
extinet,than I could possibly do by engaging in the
wretched seramble for office,—which is one great
source of the dangers that threaten the country.
These considerations, and others of a still more
personal nature, hnrt: necessarily Uc(‘asltvn('fi me to
reflect long and anxiously, before accepting the
nomination with which the Union Convention has
honored me. In yiclding at length to the earnest
solicitations which have been addressed to me, from
the most respectabie sources in almost every part
of the Union, I make a painful sacrifice of inclina
tion t+ what I am led to believe a public daty, It
has been urged upon me, and I cannot deny that
such is my own feeling, that we have fallen upon
times which call upon all good citizens, at what-
ever cost of personal convenience, to contribute
their share, however humble, to the publie service,

I suppose it to be the almost universal impression
—it is certainly mine,—that the existing state of
affairs is extremely critical. Our political contro-
versies have substantially assumed an almost purely
sectional character,—that of a feariul struggle
between th: North and the South It would not
be difficult to show at length the perilous nature
and tendency of this struggle, but I can only say,
on this occasion, that, in my opinion, it cannot be
much longer kept up, without rending the Union.
I do not mean that either of the great parties in
the country desires or aims at a separation of the
States as a final object, although there are ex-
tremists in considerable pumbers who have that
object in view. While a potent and a baleful in-
fluence is exercised by men of this cles in b?th
sectinns of the Union, a portion of the conservative
masses are insensibly and gradually goaded into
concurrence with opinions and sentiments with
which, in the outset, they had nosympathy. Mean-
time, almost wholly ueg{ecunz the main public in-
terests, our political controversies turn more and

I own that it seems to me impos-
sible, unless me healing course is adopted, that
the catastrophe, which the mass f good citizens so
much deprecate, should be much longer delayed.—
A spirit_of patriotic moderation must be called
into action throughout the Union, or it will as-
suredly be broken up. Ual the warfare of
flammatory speeches and incendiay ¥ publications is
abandoned, and good citizens, in 1 and 1787,
North and South, will agree to deal with the samo
clements of discord (for they existed then as now),
as our fathers dealt with them, we shali but for ‘a
very few vears longer be even nominally brethren
of one family. The suggestion that the Union can
be maintained by the numerical predominavce and
military prow of one section, exerted to coerce
the other into submission, is, in my judgment, as
self-contradictory as it is dangercus It comes
loaded with the death smell from fields wet with
brothers’ blood.

It appears that a great misunderstanding has
prevailed as to the manner in which the Charles-
ton Convention adjourned, ini ressgion rela
tive to filling vacancies In
the official proceedings of the Convention it ap-
pears that the solution states that the adjourn-
ment is made to aford the ates that are not

now represented an opportunty to fill up their del-
egations. The resolution really offered states that
it 13 respectfully recommended to the Democratie
party of the several States to make provision for
supplying all vacancies in their respective dele z
tions to this Convention when it shall re-assemble.
The first intimates that itis to States “not now re-
presented”’—thus implving that the seats of the
delegations who had withdrawn were then vacant.
But the resoluticn really presented, recommends
““to the Democratic party of the several States to
make provision for supplying vacancies in the del-
egations, when it shall re-assemble.” It will thus
be seen that there quite a difference Mr.
Cobb has gone to Georgia toattend the Democratic
State Convention, which will meeton Monday, and
to which he was elected a delegate by the people
of his own county. Mr. Stephens is also a
member of the same Convention, and an animated
struggle for ascendency is expected, with a chance
in favor of Mr. Cobb, who, being an older Demo-
crat, has more hold on the party organization. It
is expected that the Charleston delegates will be
recommissioned to Baltimore and Richmond,——
Some ot Mr. Douglas’ prominent friends now be-
gin to despair of his nomination, while others are
still sanguine of succees, in the belief that the
Southern delegates favorable to him will be admit-
ted. The former class are willing to transfer their
support to Mr. Stephens of Georgia.——The Para-
guay Commissioner had a long interview with Gen-
eral Cass on Friday, before whom he laid the pa-
persin regard to the recent outrag d unjust
exactions of Great Britain upon | guay, re-
specting which the first English jurists pronounce
Great Britain clearly in the wrong.
