The foreign news by the City
of Baltimore and Vanderbilt is more favorable than tli'e
stock speculators of Wall street who sold New York Cen-tral Railroad on the revolution in Sicily anticipated.?
There is a better feeling both 011 the London Stock Ex-
change and the Paris Bourse. Consols and Rentes haveadvanced. There was no excitement in the money mar
ket in London, and rates of interest were unchanged.
The demand for accommodations at the bank were quitelight. The Anglo-Saxon, which arrived at New York to-
day, brings intelligence of the Bank of England having
reduced the rate of interest to four per cent., wtiich indi-
cates a very easy money market abroad, and an absence
of distrust as to the future.

The American Railway Review Brings to mind tlic fact,
not generally known, that over $12,000,000 in bonds of
the different American Roads fall due between 7SBfTand
1865, and that the reinvestment of this large sum would

be attended with difficulty in the existing plethoric state
of the money markets of the world, if these bonds were
all punctually paid at maturity. But as a small portion
willbe retired when due, the disturbing element to the
market willhe very slight.

ONE DA Y LATERJROM EUROPE.

Arrival of the Nova Seotian
OFF FARTHER POINT.

FARTHER POINT, June 4.?The steamer Nova Seo-
tian, from Liverpool on the 23d, and bringingad-
vices via Queenstnivn to the 24tli, one day later,
passed here at 4 o'clock this morning.

There is no later political news of importance.
Cotton is dull and the market generally un-

chanced. The sales of the last two days amount to
10,000 bales.

BreadstufTs are dull. Wheat firm. Provisions
are dull. Consols for money, and 95%
for account.

The Rank rates have been reduced to 4 per cent.
The steamer North Rriton had arrived out.
Another account of the Derby race savs the

horse Umpire was the sixth as to age. He ran un-
der protest as to age.

The followingis the Neapolitan account of the
insurrection:

NAPLES, May 23.? The rebels encamped at Ran
Martino had been beaten twice, and driven to Per-
tenico with considerable loss, including one lea-
der. The heights which had been occupied by the
rebels were taken by the royal troops.

ROME, 23d.?An official despatch, dated Naples.
22d, says the Sicilian insurgents were attacked anddispersed on the 21st, by General Callabion, of theRoyal Chasseurs, and one hundred and twenty-eight rebels were killed. The insurrection was
making no progress.

The Times' Vienna correspondent says it was theprevalent opinion there that Sicily is lost to the
Bourbons.

Napoleon is said to be dissatisfied with Sardinia,
who, he complains, has taken advantage of a pe-
riod previous to the ratification or the treaty, andsold crown land which should revert to France.It is reported that General Lamoriciere is find-
ing out that his hands are completely tied by the
French authorities at Rome. The French Com-
mander will not allow him to attack the Piedmon-tese or assist the King of Naples.

The Papal Government lias received important
documents containing instructions for the raising
of an insurrection in the States of the Church, theAbruzzi and Calabria.

PETERSBURG, May 24.?Prince Gortsehakoff hassent instructions to the Russian Ministers to theGreat Powers, explaining that Turkey was notwanted to enter the Conference on the condition ofthe Christians there, because she is not one of the
live great Powers, and her admittance would make
it necessary to admit Sardinia and other minor
States.

The Methodist Episcopal General Confer-
ference?The hay Delegation Question.BUFFALO, June 2, 1860.? The Conference assem-bled at the usual hour, Bishop Simpson in thechair. The report of the Committee on Lav Dele-gation was taken up. Drs. Peek and Clark offereda substitute for the majority report?first, that we,the dolegates of the several' annual conferences in

General Conference assembled, hereby approve of
the introduction of lay representation into the Gen-
eral Conferences, when it is ascertained that ? liechurch desires it: second, that the bishops appointa committee or six of the clergy and six of thelaity to prepare a plan, to be submitted by (he
bishops to the annual conferences, and by the pro-siding ciders to the quarterly conferences: and ifreceiving a majority of votes,"to be brought beforethe next General Conference for approbation with-
out debate. Several substitutes and plans were
presented, all substantially agfbeing that the whole
subject be referred back to the people of thechurch first, and then if a majority is in favor of alay representation, the subject may be brought
before the next Conference. A resolution wasadopted that the vote on the various amendments,
substitutes, motions, Ac., be taken. Mr. Slicer, of
Baltimore, moved to strike out the first resolution
in the substitute of Drs. Clark and Peck. Lost by111 to 77. The first resolution was then adopted
by 168 to 78. Dr. Porter, of New England, movedto amend the substitute by striking nut the secondresolution, which is the plan, and providing that
the preachers be required to lay tbe subject before
trie male members in their charges, and report theresult to the annual conference in 1862. The mat-ter was finally referred to Messrs. Porter, Peck and
Dean, to decide upon some plan and report to the
Conference at hall-past two. The report on Tern-
P? Economy was then taken up and consideredtillthe adjournment. Ad journed tilltwo o'clock.

AFTERNOON SESSION.Upon re-assembling tbe Conference proceeded tothe ti ansaction of some general business in relationto the salaries of editors. Ac. The report of the
Committee on Temporal Economy was again takenup, and after considerable debate was adopted as a
whole without important amendments. Mr. Clark,from the select committee to whom was referredthe various plans for lay delegation, reported that
they had agreed upon the following resolutions, to
follow the one adopted at the morning session :

Resolved, That the preachers in the various charges heand are hereby required to lay the subject of lay delega-tion before the members of the Quarterly Conferences,
who are in full connection between the years 1860 and1862, and the results to be certified to the next succeed-ing Annual Conference, with the number voting for andagainst it; tbe voting to be by ballot.

Resolved , That the Bishop he instructed to lay thequestion, in the same form, before the Annual Conference
in 1802, and each Annual Conference shall furnish thepresiding Bishop a copy of the result, and the Bishops
are to report the results to the next General Conference

The report of the Committee, as a whole, was
then adopted. The remainder of the Hook Con-
cern Committee report was then taken up and
adopted. A rote ot thanks to the Bishops for theable and impartial manner in which they have pre-
sided over the deliberations of the Conference was
passed. Invitations were received from the fol-
lowing places to the (ieneral Conference, to be se-lected as the next place for holding its session :
I hiladelphia, Chicago, St. Louis, San Francisco,
and .Mount Pleasant, lowa. Philadelphia wasselected, she receiving 120 votes. The choice wasthen made unanimous. The minority* report of theMissionary Committee, relating to' the establish-
ment of a book depository in San Francisco, was

from the table and elicited earnest debate,
the friends of tiie enterprise sustaining their cause
with great ability. The report was finally adopted.
It authorizes but does not instruct the book agentß
at New \ ork to open a depository in San Fran-
cisco, also to purchase a lot and erect suitablebuildings for the purpose. The Conference then
adjourned tillhalf-past ?.

EVENING SESSION.
The total expenses of the Conference were re-ported to be §10,382; receipts from annual confer-

ences, SG,G65 ?learing a deficit of §3,717, for which
amount a draft on the Book Concern was author-ized. The Committee on Correspondence reported
that they had prepared addresses to the following
ecclesiastical bodies:?To the Wesleyan Methodist
Conference of Great Britain, to the Irish Wesleyan
Conference, to the Annual Conference and pastors
ol the Methodist Church of France and Switzer-
land, to the Wesleyan Methodist Conference of
Canada, to the Bishops of the Methodist Episcopal
Church in tiie United States. No deputation was
sent to the Conference of Wesleyan Methodists of
Great Britain or Ireland. Dr. S. N. Bangs, T. G.
Ilibbard and T. Hodgson were selected as a deputa-
tion to the Wesleyan Methodist Conference of Can-
ada. Bishop Simpson gaye a very interesting ac-
count of his embassy to Europe, showing the posi-
tion he took before the British Conference on thesubject of slavery. A resolution was adopted unani-mously, heartily approving the course of Bishop
Simpson and Dr. McClintock, as representatives to
the British and Irish Conferences. The second
week in January next was advised to be observed
by the Church as a season of prayer for the conver-
sion of the world. The thanks of the General Con-
ference were passed to the Secretary, W. L. Har-
ris, and his associates. Dr. Durbin then read the
pastoral address for 18G0, yvhich was adopted. A
vote of thanks was passed to the citizens of Buffalo
and the city papers, and the Conference adjourned
till eight o clock Monday morning, to finish up a
little business remaining to be done.

Georgia Democratic Convention.
MILLEDOEVILLE, June 4.?A caucus of the Nation-

al Democrats have determined to co operate with
the General Convention assembled here so long as
there is a hope of a national organization being
preserved. In the event that delegates are sent to
Richmond, or a platform adopted different from
that adopted at Charleston, then the National Dem-
ocrats will quietly* organize a separate Convention.
In the latter event the Charleston platform will be
adopted and delegates be sent to Baltimore. The
general impression is that a majorrtv of the dele-
gates will favor sending delegates to Richmond and
Baltimore. Those in favor of a purely Richmonddelegation are regarded as in a minority; and those
in favor of a purely Baltimore delegation are inthe
same lix. Harmonious results any way are very
uncertain. Perhaps the difficulty will be adjusted
by sending delegates to Baltimore with authority
lo consult with the Convention at Richmond.

?New OHI.KANS, June 2.?The steamship Austin

has arrived from the Brazos, 29th ult.,with $51,000
in specie. A conducta with one million and a half
of Mexican dollars had left Zaeatecas for Tampico,
to be shipped thence to New Orleans and England.
Brownsville advices state that Cortinas lingers near
the Rio Grande, and that there were fears of an
attack on the American side.

NEW YORK, June 4.? The weekly BsDk statement

shows a decrease of $318,000 in loans; an increase
of $1,103,000 in specie; a decrease in circulation of
$52,000; and an increase in deposits of $1,257,000.

Awful Tornado in lowa and Illinois?Client
Loss of Life and Destruction of Property.
CHICAGO, June 4. ?A terrible tornado swept over

Eastern lowa and \art It western Illinois last night,
which has caused more destruction of life and pro-
perty, especially at Clinton, lowa, titan any simitar
visitation remembered. The towns of Camanchc,
lowa, and Albany, Illinois, were completely de-
molished! In the former thirty-two dead bodi, s
have already been discovered, and there were still
a number under the ruins of demolished buildings.
In Albany live or six dead bodies have been found,
and there are some liftv persons wounded?someseriously. No list of tfie victims has been received.

The destruction was equally great in Morrison,
Illinois. Mrs. Richardson, Mr. and Mrs. Dow.George Kowerth and a boy named ilamum were
killed; and Thomas Digby, Benjamin Lathe and
wife, Mr. Richmond and Hiram Mann were seri-
ously injured. At Lynden several persons were
killed and fifteen persons in the vicinity were bad-ly injured. The storm passed two miles north of
Ainhoy, and it is reported that over ten persons
were killed there and a number bally injured. Mrs.Moss and a child named Bitisby were injured, also
a daughter ol M. Saekett, a hoy named North-
way and Mr. Wright. The course of the tornado
was almost due east. From the Mississippi to Rock
river, there is scarcely a house or barn in its direet
track of half a mile in width left standing. The
total loss of life cannot be less than sixty. The loss
on property has, of course, not been ascertained,
hut must be very large.

LAW PARADE. ?\ esterday was the day appointed
for the second regular law parade, but owing to amisunderstanding relative to the postponement of
the parade until 'lhursday next, on the occasion ofthe arrival of the Japanese Embassy, thedisplav
was very meagre.

march was taken up, and the Regiment proceeded

more street, and thence to Broadway, where a
number of evolutions were executed.

The only general officer
in uniform was Gen. C. C. Egerton.

RECEPTION OF THE JAPANESE EMBASSY.?' There
was a meeting in the chamber of the First Branchyesterday morning, of the Committee of Arrange-
ments ot the City Council for the reception of the
Japanese. Mayor Hwann was present and inform-

ed the Committee that he had received official no-
tice that the Embassy would leave Washington on"1 hursdav morning next, and arrive in this city
between ten and eleven o'clock.

PROCEEDINGS OF TILKJMT). SIXTH CONGRESS
SENATE.

WASHINGTON, June 4.?On motion by Mr. WIL-SON, a resolution was adopted, directing the Sec-retary ot State to communicate to the Senate co-
pies of any correspondence or other papers on filein his department, in relation to the arrest on boardof an American merchant-vessel at Palermo, ofFather Lanza, an Italian patriot, bv the interven-tion or agency of Henry 11. Barstoiv, Consul of the
United States at that place. Mr. HAMLIN in-
troduced a bill concerning pilots and pilotage, and
a jointresolution to have the accounts of members
and delegates of the 14th Congress revised and re-viewed, and the balance paid; which were severally
read twice and referred. Mr. KENNEDV moved
that the Senate proceed to the consideration of thehillto authorize the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad
Company to extend the Washington branch of
their road to the Potomac river and across thesame. He said that if anything was to be done in
reference to this subject, it ought to be done
at once. The question being taken, the motion
was not agreed to. On motion by Mr. HAR-LAN, the Senate took up and passed the House bill
tor the relief of John W. Taylor and certain otherassignees of pre emption land locations. The
hill for the admission of Kansas was taken up, andMr. SUMNER made a long speech thereon, fie
discussed the "barbarism" of slavery, as manifested
first in the character of slavery, and secondly, inthe character of slave masters. lie argued that
the Constitution nowhere recognizes property in
man, and spoke of the practical results of slavery
as shown in a comparison between the free anil the
slave States. After drawing a picture of the rela-
tions of slave masters with their slaves, he said "ifit could receive any further darkness, it would he
by introducing the figures of the original agents
through which the barbarism is maintained?the
slave-overseer, the slave-breeder and the slave-hunter, each without a peer except in bis
brother, and the whole constituting t.lie triumvi-
rate ot slavery, in whom its essential brutality,
vulgarity, and grossness are all embodied." This
brief extract affords a fair sample of his speech,
which was very severe throughout in denunciationof slavery. He spoke for four hours, and when he
had concluded, Mr. CHESNUT remarked thatthe extraordinary though characteristic speech
which they had heard to-day, demanded a word or
two to be said in reply. After a long absence inEurope, fawning at the feet of aristocracy peeking
pity and receiving only contempt, the slanderer of
States and men had re-appeared in the Senate.
We had hoped that we should bo relieved from themiserable out-pourings of liis vulgar malice. We
had hoped that one who had felt, though he failedto meet, the consequences of former insolence,
would have become wiser, if not better by expe-
rience. In this Ave were disappointed. In the heroic
ages ofthe world, men were often deified; but it was
tor the possession or exercise of some virtue, wis-
dom, justice, magnanimity, courage. In Egypt,
beasts and reptiles were worshipped, not for their
own sake, but for what tliey represented; and it has
been left for this day, and for the Abolitionists of
Massacbnsests, to deify the incarnation of malice,mendacity aud cowardice. We do not intend to be
guilty ot any such apotheosis of malignityand mean-
ness. We do not intend to contribute bv anv con-
duct upon our part, to swell tile number of devo-
tees at the shrine of this new* idol. No, sir; we
know* the expectation and the hope, but we are not
inclined again to send the recipient of punishment
howling through the world, yelping increased
volumes of slander and malice. These are our
reasons why w.e have remained quiet, and shall en-
deavor, it possible, to remain quiet under that
which we have heard. Mr. GREEN obtained the
floor, and remarked that the attempt to drag the
general subject f slavery into this discussion was
too ridiculous to merit his contempt. He gave
way, and, on motion, the Senate adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
flhe House acted on the Senate's amendments to

the Post-office Deficiency bill, and non-concurred
in that striking out the proviso for the restoration
oi the suspended Inland MailService, and requiring
proposals to be invited, and the contract to be made
with the lowest bidder for carrying the mail be-
tween Charleston and Havana. Among otherbills reported from the committees were the follow-
ing: One of Mr. Adams, of Kentucky, authorizing
a daily mail service on land, between San Francis-
co and Olympia, in Washington Territory, at a
cost not exceeding SIOO.OOO per year, instead of the
present semi-monthly service by steamer at 5128,-
000. Also, a bill for establishing a weekly
mail service between the United Statesand twelve ports on the Mexican Gulf,
according to Mr. Butterfield's plan.
Mr. COLFAX, from the same Committee, reported
a bill appropriating 5150.000 for the Post-officebuilding at Brooklyn. He stated that the Com-mittee were equally divided upon this bill, and
therefore reported it without recommendation, and
but for the rule adopted by the Committee early
in the session, against making any new appropria-
tions for public buildings, a majority would have
favored this bill, which had special claims over
any other application before them. Referred to
the Committee of the Whole on the State of the
l> nion. Mr. LEE, from the same Committee, re-
ported a bill for the erection of a Post-office build-
ing at Philadelphia. It was similarly referred.
On motion of Mr. CARTER, Saturday next was
set apart for the consideration of District of Colum
bia business. Mr. CARTER reported bill for
the benefit of the public schools of the district of
Columbia. Mr. HARRIS of Marvlaud, presented
the memorial of some twelve hundred citizens of
Baltimore, praying the passage of a law granting
to the soldiers of the war of 1812, a pension for the
services rendered by them in that war. The me-
morial was refered to the Committee on Invalid
Pensions. Mr. HASKIX, from the Committee
on Public Printing, reported back the joint resolu-
tion to reduce the prices paid for public printing
forty per centum. He gave notice that he would
call for its consideration next Wednesday.
Nearly all the time of the House was consumed in
voting on motions to suspend the rules, in order
that various bills might be taken up. In some cases
the motions were agreed to, and various bills of a
private character were favorably acted upon.
Mr. ELIOT unsuccessfully moved that the Light-
house Appropriation Bill be considered, and then,
on his motion, under a suspension of the rules, it
was made a special order for Tuesday next.
Mr. MORRIS, of Pennsylvania, called up the bill
making the consulates at Swatou, Assumpcion,
Malta, Barcelona, Florence, Gibraltar and Hano-
ver, salaried officers, and it was passed. TheHouse adjourned.

Defeat of Hie Neapolitan Army by Garlbaldi'g

Troops.

nesty and a Viceroyalty, has had no effect. Popu-
lar manifestations take place repeatedly. It is be-
lieved that Palermo will shortly be evacuated bv
the royal troops.

PALERMO, May 18.?The Neapolitan troops have
abandoned the provinces of Palermo and Trapani,
and have retired within the towns. Great disorder
prevails at Palermo. The provinces are in full in-
surrection; 3,000 insurgents have joined the Oari-
baldians. Ditches are being dug round Palermo
to defend the city. The enthusiasm is general.

May 20, Evening.?On the 16th inst. Garibaldi
put to flight the Neapolitan troops at Calata Fimi.
Garibaldi was expected to be at Pertenico yester-day. His troops are intrenched in a semicircleround Palermo. The Neapolitan troops and func-
tionaries are discouraged. Great popular enthusi-
asm prevails.

The language
itselt has changed. It is no longer the Lieutenant
General of King Victor Emmanuel, the prudent
friend of the wary Count Cavour, who speaks; it. is
the Lieutenant of Mazzini, the General of the Eu-ropean Committee sitting in London. The revolu-tion now thinks itself strong enough in Italy tothrow oil the mask. Six- years back, the writer
observes, Russia crossed the Pruth to attark Tur-key; and, being at once opposed by France andEngland, was forced to renounce her projects; last
year Austria entered the Sardinian States on her
own authority, when she might have submitted thequestions in dispute to Europe, and the result wasthat she was forced, in a few months, after losing
one of her richest provinces, to withdraw hertroops. What France and England refused to Rus-
sia in the Crimea, continues the article, and what
France refused to Austria in Italy, Garibaldi, a
private individual, has just effected." He means tobe independent, not only of kings,but also of the lawsby which kings are bound. 'One precedent creates
another/ said the unknown author of the letters of
Junius; 'they soon accumulate and become a law.'Garibaldi and the Revolution have dctermed to es-
tablish a principle. The violation of the law of

I THE OPIN ION OF THE KING OF NAPLES.
J The Courrier du Dimanche gives the following
analj>iß of the circular from the Neapolitan
ter of Foreign Affairs: The King of the Two Sici-
lies does not seek to dissemble not only his surprise,
but the indignation at the audacious and criminal
enterprise ot Garibaldi. The Couimandenr Carafaapplies the most severe terms to the partisan lea-der , and his companions, ami after having compared
them to filibusters and pirates, he sets forth thepunishment they would merit, liut the topic that
engrosses the Neapolitan Minister of Foreign
Affairs is the negligence exhibited by the Sardinian
government in watching the doings and bearing of
Garibaldi, and the indifference evinced towards the
interests of,the throne of the King of the two Sici-
lies and the tranquillityof his subjects, in allowing
Garibaldi the time and means to embark from a
Sardinian port to set in a blaze the States of a
neighboring and friendly sovereign. The Comman-
deur then launches into an argument to prove that
by such conduct the Sardinian government has
broken the law of nations and forgotten the obliga-
tions incumbent on every government by interna-
tional law. This part of the document, wbicli can
be appreciated only from a perusal id" the whole
text, contains some acrimonious and taunting in-
sinuations against Count Cavour's Cabinet, and the
policy ol King Victor Emanuel. The Comman-deur concludes, not by threats, but by phrases that
may be taken as a protest against the Piedmontespolicy a protest which the King of Naples desiresEurope should take note of.

POSITION OF SARDINIA.The Turin Official IJazdlc states that "some for-
eign journals, which heve been echoed by those otthat country that are opposed to the King's gov-
ernment and to the national institutions, have ac-cused the ministry of conniving at General Gari-baldi s expedition. The dignity of the government
does not permit its taking all these accusations onebyone and refuting them. A little explanation
willsullies. The government disapproved of Gen-
eral Garibaldi's expedition and sought to prevent
it by all tile means allowed by prudence and the
laws. The expedition has taken place in spite ofthe vigilance of the local authorities; it has beenaided by the sympathy of the peoples tor the Sicil-
ian cause. Scarcely was the departure of the vol-
unteers known than the royal fleet received ordersto follow the two steamers, and prevent a disem-
barkation. Rut the royal fleet was not successfulany the Neapolitan fleet, which vet hadbeen cruising for several days in the Sicilian
waters. Europe is aware, besides, that the King's
government, though not disguising its anxiety for
the common country, knows and respects the prin-
ciples of the law ot nations, and feels it a duty to
make them respected in that State for the security
of which it is responsible."

THE PAPAL STATES.
ROME, Sunday?Official.?A conflict took place

yesterday, near Montefiascone, between the Pon-
tifical gendarmes and .150 insurgents coming from
Tuscany; 25 of the rebels were wounded and 5G
killed, among whom was the brother of Orsini,
who attempted the assassination of the Emperor
Napoleon. The gendarmes had three killed and
two wounded.

TURIN, May 21.?A telegraphic despatch dated
"Rome, May 20," has been received here, an-
nouncing that sixty Pontifical gendarmes had en-
countered .150 GaribaJdians on the evening of the
19th inst., in a grotto near Montefiascone. A

severe contest ensued,in which the Garibaldians had
six killed, among whom was the brother of Orsini
and about 25 wounded. The gendarmes had three
killed. The band had been dispersed and driven
back into Tuscany. The official despatch from
Naples announcing a defeat of the Garibaldianshad been contradicted.

MARSEILLES, May 21.?Advices from Rome state
that Gen. Lainoriciere entered that cityon the 13th
inst. On the following day he despatched the 2d
regiment ot infantry, two cannon, and detach-
ments of mounted gendarmes. The cause of the
movement was the march of Garibaldians on Orbi-
tello, the news of which had caused great agita-
tion at Rome. The Papal government was organ-
izing an Urban Guard, and was making every pro-
vision to maintain order in Rome. Itwas said that
the departure of the French troops had been de-
cided on, but the belief was that it would tie
postponed,

. FRANCE.
The Opinion Nationale publishes an articlesigned

"Gucroult," protesting against the underhand in
tervention of Austria in the States of the Church.It is not true that the Russian Ambassador at Tu
rin had protested against the expedition of Gari-
baldi. He merely asked explanations of the Sar-
dinau Government. It is said that the Austrian
Government had decided to interfere in Sicily. If
so, it will produce an additional complication. It
was reported this afternoon that diplomatic rela-
tions had been suspended between the Governments
of Turin and Naples. The French Government has
not yet received any official despatch to that effect.
What gave rise to the report was that M. Carafa,
the Neapolitan Minister, had presented a protest to
the Marquis do Villamarina, oouched in very strong
language, making the Sardinian Government re-
sponsible for Garibaldi's expedition, and for all the
fatal consequences that may result from it. The
effective force of the French army willbe increased
next month bv 100,000 men, in consequence of the
incorporation into it of the conscripts of 1859,
which is to take place at that period.

SPAIN.
The Madrid journals of the 17th have reached us.

The Eepana has this paragraph:
"According to information which we have re-

ceived, the Cabinet has resolved to inform the gov-
ernment of Naples that the present state ofEurope,
and the necessities of the service in the dominionsof Spain, will prevent it from lending to the Nea-politan Sovereign the assistance of 25,000 Spanish
troops which it had applied for."

The semi-official Correspondancia also says that
the Cabinet "deplores the disturbed state

of the Two Sicilies,and the attacks of daring adven-
turers in that kingdom, it will not undertake the
responsibility of counselling intervention which
prudence condemns." A decree in the Gazette re-
establishes the office of Under Secretary of the De-
partment of War, and appoints General Osteriz to it.

THE TROUBLES IN TURKEY.
A letter from Trieste, of the 10th, says: We re-

mark in our neighborhood certain symptoms of se-
rious approaching events. A silent agitation pre-
vails throughout the Sclave provinces of Turkey,
and which extends to those along the coast of Alba-
nia. The inhabitants of Montenegro are all prepar-
ed to take up arms to support a general revolt
against the Turks. The Sublime I'orte is evident-
ly aware of the public feeling, and mistrusts the
conduct the great l'owers are about to adopt on the
subject. It is taking measures which denote great
apprehension. It is garrisoning the seaports,
which never was vet done. Our government is
much occupied with the affairs of Sicily, and is
preparing measures for an intervention.' Commo-
dore de Wulerstorf, who commanded theNovara
during her last voyage round the world, has re-
ceived orders to sail from Pola with three steamers
for the coast of Sicily.

RUSSIA AND TURKEY.
VIENNA, May 19. ?An impression prevails here

that there will be very serious disturbances in Eu-
ropean Turkey in the course of the summer- but I
learn from Bosnia Serai and Belgrade that there is
for the moment no great danger of an insurrectionon the part of the Christians. About three monthsago the Russian Prince Dolgorowski went to the

INDIGNATION MEETING IN ST. MARY'S

COUNTY?ATTEMPT TO APPROPRIATESIX HUNDRED AND SIXTY THOUSAND
ACRES OF THE OYSTER BEDS OF MARY-
LAND.

On his arrival at Aanapolis, he proceeded to the
office of the Commissioner of the hand-office, and
there learned that John B. hong, Uriah Tippett,
George 11. Morgan, Luke W. 11. llntchins and
Oscar Miles had obtained from said office 48 spe-
cial warrants, covering GC.O thousand acres in the
waters of the State of Maryland, viz: Within the
waters of St. Mary's county 210 thousand acres-consisting of 10 thousand in the Wicomico river,
20 thousand in St. Clement's bay, 50 thousand in
Potomac river, 20 thousand in Britten'sbay, 20 thousand in St. George's river, 20
thousand in St. Mary's river, 20 thousand inPatuxent river, and 50 thousand in Chesapeake
bay; within Charles county, in Patuxent river 20thousand acres; within Calvert county in Patuxent
river, 20,000 acres; within Anne Arundel county, 85thousand acres: and in the waters of the EasternShore of Maryland in the counties of Worcester
Somerset, Kent, Queen Anne's, Dorchester'
Talbot and Caroline, three hundred and twentv-
five thousand acres, extracts from all of which
warrants, together withfour other warrants to indi-
viduals, obtained through one or more of the par-
ties named, are respectfully submitted as part id
this report, viz: one for Peter Morgan for 5(1 acres
in St. Clement's bay. beginning at the division line
of Dyniard and St.'Winifred's Freehold, and run-
ning one hundred yards in the bay, and then, for
the distance of 200 yards, in an ea.-terlv direction
thence with a line parallel to the division line of
Dyniard and St. Winifred's Freehold to the shore,
and thence with said shore to the beginning; one
for John I'. Long and Clement Mattingly for 200
acres, in North branch of St. Patrick's creek; one
for A. llurch for 200 acres in Canoe creek, and one
for Oscar Miles for 200 acres, beginning on the
shore of the Wicomico river, at the northwest cor-
ner of said Oscar Miles' land lying upon said river,
and extending southwardly over the lands suitable
for growing oysters, to the mouth of Mayowav
creek, and over the mouth of said creek, and over
the entire bed thereof, and including While Point
Island and adjacent oyster and shell bars.

Upon examination of the journal id' the Senate,
it was found that Oscar Miles reported a bill rela-
ting to the land-office and vacant land, on the 23rd
of February, ISGO, and by special order, it passed
to its second and third reading, and was adopted
by the Senate without a negative vote. On the
24th of February it was reported to the House of
Delegates, and referred to a select committee, con-
sisting of Durant, Coudy and Jones, of Prince
George's county. On die 25th, it was reported
back to the House for itssecond reading,and by spe-
cial order, had its third reading and passed, with
two negative votes, viz : Bayless, ol Harford, and
Linthicuin, of Dorchester, as w ill more fully ap-
pear by reference to the journals of the Senate and
House.

The act repeals several sections of the fifty-lliird
article of the Code and substitutes others in lieu
thereof, the principal eflVct of which amendments
seems to be to abolish the payment of "caution
money." Mr. C. J. Durant, a member of the late
Legislature, explained to the meeting that he
would not have voted for the law if he had thought
for a moment that any person would have availed
themselves of the opportunity thus afforded to
monopolize the water lands of the tide-water coun-
ties.

Mr. Luke W. 11. Hutchins appeared and defended
the action of himself and friends in the premises.
He was answered by- Col. Dent, Gen. Morgan, Geo.
Thomas, Esq., and Col. J. T. Blackistone. The
followingpreamble and resolutions were adopted
unanimously:

Whereas, The public mind is justly agitated and ex-
cited by the late attempt of certain parties in this county
claiming the power to locate immense warrants covering
six hundred and sixtv thousand acres of the oyster lands
of this State; and, whereas the Government of this State
was formed, instituted and adopted for the mutual secu-
rity,protection and prosperity of the people; and, where-
as the right, claimed by these parties, is in violation of
the immemorial and vested rights ef the people at large;
Therefore ?

Heil resolved. That the recent act of the General As-
sembly of Maryland, repealing certain sections of the
53rd Article of the Code of Public Laws is wrong, and
lays open the way to improper and unwarrantable appro-priations ofpublic or unoccupied lands.

And, lie itfurther Resolved, That the action of Messrs.
Miles and Morgan, as members of the Senate and Houseof Delegates, respectively, in attempting to avail themselves of the provisions of a law passed during their ineumbency in office, and by the direct agency of Mr Miles
is especially to be condemned by all who would preserve
in purity the acts of Legislators, in tlieir Legislative
capacity.

Resolved. That this meeting fully endorse the proceed
ings of the Chapticn district meeting, in employing the
services of Messrs. Morgan, Harris and Ford, and that
these gentlemen he authorized,should they d em it neces
sar.v, to engage the services of additional counsel.

THE COMINO OF THE PRINCE? The London corres-

pondent of the New York Herald says i:

Every preparation is being made for the depar-
ture of the l'rince ot M ales. Ihe lleet will leave
on the 15th of July, and wdl consist of live ships of-
war. On their outward course they will stop at
Newfoundland and Halifax, and then proceed to
Quebec. In a conversation which 1 bad yesterday
witha gentleman high in office, and who will com-

pose one of the Prince's retinue, 1 was inlormed
that the Prince would most positively visit New
York. Regret was, however, expressed that the
invitation to visit the United States had not ema-
nated from a higher body than Nqw York Alder-
men; but the names of the parties who signed the
petition was a guarantee that the respectable por-
tion supported the invitation. The English people
feel rather hurt that the President or Congress has
not invited a Prince who is heir to the throne of
Great Britain.
