The .Japanese Ambassadors.

WASHINGTON, June s. ?The Japanese Princes,
accompanied by their principa officers and the
Naval Commission, proceeded to the Executive
mansion to-day at noon, to take leave of his Excel
lency. The President received them in the Blue
room, in company with the Secretary of State and
several other gentlemen. The intercourse was
cordial and of comparatively loop continuance.?
The President, among other things, informed them
that he had selected for the Naval Commission
several of the u ost gallant officers of our navy,
who in peace were most kind, hut in war we de-
pend upon them for our defence, ne trusted,
however, that they would never be required to
operate againt Japan. The distinguished visitors,
through their interpreter, expressed their high ap-
preciation of the President's address, and, as on
a former occasion, alluded to the handsome recep-
tion which they have met with, and of the
many kind attentions bestowed upon them.
The President presented to each of the Princes a
large gold medal, bearing bis likeness and a suita-
ble inscription, struck at the Philadelphia Mint,
and also a number of beautifully bound illustrated
American books. These were received with evi-
dent delight. At parting the shaking of hands
was mutually cordial, and the interview through-
out of a gratifying and pleasant character.
There seems to be little if any doubt that the
House bill for thk. admission of Kansas into the
Union will pass the Senate, whether with or with-
out amendments is uncertain. Senator Bigler to-
day declared that he would vote for the measure
without qualification.

Destruction of" Life nml Property.
CHICAGO, June 6.?The Tornado of Sunday was

first noticed between Marion and Cedar llapids, in
Linn county, lowa, going from northwest to south-
east in three separate currents, crossing the track
of the Chicago Railroad several times. The Lisbon
depot buildings and all the warehouses in thevicin
ity were entirely demolished. A train of ten
freight cars, heavily loaded, were lilted bodily from
the track and dashed to pieces. Before striking
Lisbon the storm killed sixteen persons. One cur-
rent passed north through Mechnnicsville, demol-
ishing everything in its course and killing sixteen
persons. Another current passed Union Grove,
killingin that vicinity seventeen persons. It then
passed south of the railroad near Devvitt, killing
twenty-seven persons, six of whom belonged to the
family of Thomas Hatfield. It then passed south
of Romessa and Lowmoor, demolishing the house
of David Millard, killinghim and a portion of his
family. The storm then struck the town of Ca-
manchee, on the Mississippi, at which point the
loss of life was much greater than at first reported.
Not less than fifty-five persons were killed at this
place alone! and one hundred and twenty-five were
wounded?some of them fatally. Ten are also
missing. At this place a large timber raft on the
river, with a crew of twenty-four men and two wo-
men, was broken up and scattered. Twenty-one of
the men and both of the women were lost. Thetornado travelled over a distance of ninety miles
in lowa, and seventy in Illinois. The loss of life is
supposed to be about one hundred and fifty. Yes-terday two trains ran every hour from Clinton to
the scene of tbe disaster, for the relief of the
sufferers.

Destructive Storms ol the West.
LOUISVILLE, June 4.?A violent though brief

Etorin visited this region to-day, doing severe dam-
age here and on the Lebanon branch of the Louis-
ville and Nashville railroad, destroving buildings,
crops of wheat, corn and trees in Bullitt and Ma-
rion counties.

ST. LOUIS, June 5. ?A storm on Saturday last
was severely felt at Alton, Illinois. The tota'l loss
willexceed SIOO,OOO. Tbe German Catholic church
was made a complete wreck. The Democrat office
was damaged; the Episcopal church lost its steeple
and was otherwise badly damaged. The steeple of
the Methodist church fell through the roof, and the
building was greatly damaged. Much damage was
also done by hail. Many narrow escapes are re-
ported but no lives were lost. Northern Missouri
also suffered extensively.
Indian I)eprednttoiiK ou tike Overland Route.

ST. LOUIS, June 4. ?The correspondent of the Jle-
puhlicau reports numerous Indian outrages in vari-
ous parts of Arizona. A train of twenty-four
mules, laden with sugar, from Sonora, was attack-
ed by the Apaches and captured. Five persons
were killed. Allthe mules at Ewell and Dragoon
Springs stations, on the overland mail route, were
stolen. The route is without protection and liable
to interruption. Fort Fillmore is garrisoned by
only ten men, who are all on the sick list. The
commanding officer was applied to for rations for
volunteers, but refused to furnish them.

Otl Factory Burnt.
PHILADELPHIA, June s.?Graham's oil factory, on

Filbert and Twenty-first streets, was destroyed by
fire this morning. Ten adjoining houses were
damaged. Loss heavy.

The establishment included a meat packing and
lard oil factory, lard refinery, stable, cooper shop,
salting and smoking houses, Ac. The loss willpro-
bably not tall short of SIO,OOO, but it is covered by
insurance.

Great Storm of Wind at AVUmtngton, .V C.
WILMINGTON, N. C., June 5.?A terrible blow

from the Southwest to the Northwest occurred here
this morning. It unroofed a few houses, prostrated
fences and chimneys, damaged river steamers and
sailing vessels. No lives were lost.

The Cattle Disease in Vermont.
BENNINGTON, Vr., June4.?Gov. Hall left here

this morning for the infected district, on a visit of
inspection in relation to the cattle disease. Hedeems it very possible that it will be necessary to
call an extra session of the Legislature.

MORE ABOUT THE COOLIE TRADE. ?You will be in-
terested to hear that a species of slave trade on a
small scale is carried on under the noses of the gov-
ernment officials at nong Kong, and that they are
apparently powerless to put a stop to it. Chinese
Coolies are kidnapped by Chinese crimps in the
most approved fashion; they are invited to gamble,
(an invitation that no Chinaman can resist) hocas-
sed with shamshoo, and put quietly on board junks
in the harbor at night. In the morning they awake
to find themselves gliding nut of the bay, bound
for the Portuguese settlement of Mscan. On arri-
val there, they are transferred to harracoons?-
prisons under another name?where they are fed,
clothed and carefully watched, till sent on board
ships and consigned to Cuba, where they are sold
for $250 or S3OO as slaves. lam told that some
farce is gone through at Macao, of their appear-
ance before an official previous to their being
shipped, and making a declaration that they are
quite willingto go, and are, in fact, quite happy
and contented with the brilliant future that lies
before them. But lam also told that their jailers
hare methods of inducement, into which the bam-
boo enters largely, for persuading them to make
this declaration, and that its value as a true expo-
sition of their real feelings is extremely doubtful.
They are said to cost, on an average, from date ofkidnapping to period of shipment for Cuba, $45 to
SSO each. Their food on board during the passage
cannot be very costly, at it is not likelythey are
treated to any very expensive luxuries. I have
above stated the price they fetch in Cuba, so lhat
it would appear to be altogether a very profitable
speculation to those engaged in it. That such a
trade is carried on appears to be well known to the
officials here; but it also appears that there ate

insurmountable obstacles to its abolition. What
these may he 1 am not sufficiently informed to be
able to state, and I am not sufficiently imaginative
to be able to divine. Everybody seems to know
that the trade exists, and nobody seems to knon-
whv it is not abolished.?

CITY INTELLIGENCE
THE ENFORCEMENT OF THE CITY ORDINANCES.?

Considerable feeling ha 9 been manifested on ac-
count of the strict enforcement of the city ordi-
nances, relative to the hanging: of signs from build-
ings and obstructing the foot-walks with boxes and
bales of poods, &e. A number of petitions were
presented in the City Council, askinp for relief in
the premises. The petitions were referred to the
Committee on Police and Jail, who reported against
making any change in the law. Yesterday the fol-
lowing memorial from the Hoard of Police Commis-
sioners was received in the First Branch and read,
and on motion referred to the Committee on Police
and Jail:

To the II norable, the Mayor and City Council of Balti-
more:?The memorial of the undersigned, members of the
Board ofPolice, respectfully sets forth: That many repre-
sentations have been made to them by numbers of their
fellow-citizens, of the great hardship, inconvenience to
their business pursuits, and pecuniary loss which willre
suit from their b( ing compelled to observe the ordinances
made and passed by your Honorable body; whilst in many
cases the violation of particular enactments would, it is
alleged, cause no inconvenience to the public at large, ot-
to any individual member ia the community. In proof
of the latter statement they refer to many cases in which
some provisions have been habitually and constantly dis-
regarded without complaint having been made inany quar-
ter. And your memorialists receive, almost daily,solicita-
tions to refrain from enforcing against the appli-
cants the provisions of various ordinances, as bearing
withundue severity on their respective cases. The ordi
nances against the rigid enforcement of which the greatest
and most frequent objections are urged, are those in re-
lation to the obstruction of streets and footways, and
those regulating signs; but there are others of which par-
ticular individuals complain, as inflicting upon them uti
mcessary hardships, with no corresponding benefits
whatever to any other party or to the community. Your
memorialists respectfully state that it is by law made
their duty to -'enforce the laws of the State and the ordi-
nances of the.city, which may he properly enforceable by
a police force." There is no power whatever given to

tln m, either by the State laws or city ordinance to make
any distinction in the discharge of their duties between
one individual and another, or to refrain from enforcing
in any case, a legal enactment, because your memorial-
ists might suppose that no public inconvenience or pri-
vate injury would result from its violation. To do so
would, in their judgment, he not only an utterly un-
warrantable assumption of authority, but a breach as
well of their duty as of their oath ofoffice. Your memori-
alists have deemed it due to their fellow-citizens respect-
fully to make these representations to your Honorable
Body, who alone have the power to modify, should it he
deemed advisable to do so, tlie stringent provisions of
their own ordinances. Tt is not for yonr memorialists to
express any opinions either as to the nature of the
changes which might be made in the ordinances, or as to

the propriety of making any changes at all. But, as the
opinion seems to be entertained in many quarters, that
your memorialists may lawfully exercise the discretion
of refusing to enforce in some eases, ordinances of which
in others they are compelled to require the observance,
and as they are satisfied that they have no such power,
they trust that they willbe deemed fully justified in tints
respectfully submitting the whole subject to the notice of
your Honorable Body. We have the honor to be, very
respectfully, your obedient servants.

LIEUTENANT GRADYANDTHE WASHINGTON RIOTERS.
?A statement has made its appearance in several
of the city papers to the effect that Lieut. Grady of
the police department, had sent a number of Dem-
ocratic rowdies by the early train on Sunday
morning to Washington city. Affidavits were made
before Justice Hollingsltead of that city, by two
men who subscribed themselves James Rishop and
John W.Davis, to the truth of the report. The
facts are these: ?Lieut. Grady was at the Camden
street station at four o'clock on Sunday morning,
but was there in the proper discbarge of his duty,
having been detailed by Marshal Kane to be there
for the purpose of arresting a man who had com-
mitted a theft, and who it was supposed would
take the train for Washington to escape the officers
Lieut. Grady was not aware that any parties were
going to Washington that morning.

Marshal Kane yesterday telegraphed to Wash-
ington to have the parties who made affidavits ar-
rested, it being his intention to prosecute them for
perjury.

RAILROAD ACCIDENT?MAN KlLLED.?Yesterday
morning, a young man named Aquilla Galloway, a
tireman on the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, was
killed. He was on the engine attached to the first
passenger train from Washington to this city, and
as the train was passing College station, (eight
miles from Washington,) Galloway bent over the
side of the engine for the purpose of observing the
rear part of the train, when the ball on the top of
the switch-handle struck him on the backpartof the
head, crushing in the skull, hurling him from the
tender to the ground. The train was stopped, and
on returning, life was gone. He must have died
almost instantly. His body was brought to this
city and taken to his former home, on Pratt street,
near Mount Clare depot. He was about twenty-
live years of age, had been in the employ of the
company for several years, and was very highly
esteemed.

THE JAPANESE EMBASSY. ?Yesterday afternoon
Mayor Swann received a telegram from Commo-
dore Dupont, stating that the Japanese Embassy
would not start from Washington until Friday
morning at eight o'clock, and will consequently ar-
rive here between ten and eleven of that morning.
This change in the time of departure is occasioned
by the arrangements which have been made in the
city of Philadelphia. The authorities of that city
were under the impression that the Embassy would
remain in this city during Thursday and Fri-
day, and in inviting'the military of the neighbor-
ing towns and cities to participate in the reception,
they named Saturday as the day to be uresent. It
was found impossible to change the arrangements,
and consequently the day for the departure of the
Embassy from Washington has been postponed.

RIOTING AT A PIC-NIC. ?On Monday the school of
Mr. George Koch, corner of Gay and' Front streets,
repaired to Beranger's woods, north of Green-
mount Cemetery, and as is usual, a number of
rowdies visited the ground to mar the pleasure of
the occasion. They had been on the ground but a
short time when they commenced a difficulty with
several quiet citizens, and for the purpose of pre-
serving order it was found necessary to send to the
city for police. Officers Offault, Weir and others
were despatched to the scene and soon arrested
three men named Jacob Knight, Patrick McCabe,
and Edward Sutherland. They were taken to the
Central police station, where justice Hiss commit-
ted them to jail for Court. After the removal of
the rowdies the amusements of those present pro-
ceeded without interruption.

THE STORM.? About eight o'clock on Monday
night, the city, and Baltimore and other adjacent
counties, was visited by one of the severest rain
storms of the season. For an hour and a half the
rain poured down in torrents. Occasionally, dur-
ing the storm, hail fell in different sections of thecity, and in Baltimore county the hail fell in con-
siderable quantities and of large size. Much dam-
age was done to the growing crops. In some lo-
calities the wheat and grass were beaten to the
earth, and the young corn cut off' at the roots. ?

The fruit crop was severely injured, the apples and
peaches suffering most.

VIOLATING AN ACT OF ASSEMBLY. ?Yesterday
Adam Fogler, George llorst, Nicholas Linger and
George Neiser were arrested, charged with viola-
ting an Act of Assembly, relating to the sale of
potatoes. The law was passed March 6th, 1660, and
enacts that potatoes in the city of Baltimore shall
be sold by weight instead of by measure. The par-
ties named are hucksters in the Point market, and
on the information of a man named Thomas Elliott
they were arrested and taken before Justice Dun-
can, who fined them SlO and costs each. All the
parties appealed from the decision of the magis-
trate.

A HEARlNG.?Yesterday afternoon, at 5 o'clock,
Daniel Burns, arrested last week, by order of Mar-
shal Kane, on the charge of having picked the
pocket of Mr. George Hopps, at the Camden Sta-
tion last week, of the sum of S2OO, had a hearing
at the Middle district station-house, before Justice
Hiss. The Stato was represented by E. Wvatt
liianchard, Esq., Robert C. Barry, Esq., appearing
for the defence. Two of the witnesses not appear-
ing, the Justice continued the hearing until this
morning at 10 o'clock.

Knell Sr. Knell is a lot-owner in the cemetery.?
Miller is the grave-digger, and occupies a house and
garden enclosed on the grounds. Inside of the en-
closed gronnd there is a pump, where Knell had
taken ltis children to get water. Miller halloed
to Knell and came down towards the tence with
three dogs, cursed Knell and wanted to strike him,
and then set the dogs on, one of which knocked the
youngest child down and bit him on the thigh.?
The case was argued before the jurywho rendered
a verdict of not guilty on the charge of the assault
upon Andrew Knell, Sr., but guiltv on the
first indictment, charging him with setting
the dog on Andrew Knell, the younger.?
Motion for a new trial. Luther J. "Rey-
nolds assisting State. Wolfe and Knott for
defence. State vs. John Calhoun (negro),
indicted' for an assault with intent to
kill Mrs. Catharine Uhlenberg, by striking herwith a large piece of cinder, taken from a black-
smith shop, on the corner of Eutaw and German
streets. Messrs. Archicald Stirling, Jr., and
James R. Partridge assigned counsel for the
defence. The evidence showed that negroes had
been in the habit of visiting the house of Uhlen-berg, on German street, and getting liquor; on this
occasion the traverser came in, and being drunk,
liquor was refused him by Mrs. Uhlenberg; after
this the assault was committed. The Court ad-
judged the prisoner "not guilty" on the first count,
but guilty of common assault. Fined $1 and costs.

The case of John IJineslev, indicted for at-
tempting to sell slaves out of this State, was fixed
for Friday. State rs. John Council, indicted for
an assault upon police officer Fassit. The traver-
ser having been tried at the Saturday Court
and found guilty of the same offence,
the Court ordered a plea of not guilty to
be entered. State vs. Samuel McElvvee, charged
with assaulting with a cowhide Charles Kellv, a
clerk in the employ of Dougherty, Woods & Co.?
The offence committed last week at the Marshmarket space. R. C. Barry, Esq., counsel for the
traverser, said as he was charged with a simple as-
sault, he would plead guilty. The Court desired
to hear the testimony, and several witnesses were
examined, whose statements were virtually the
same as those published in the papers the day afterthe occurrence. After the testimony was elicited,
Mr. Barry remarked to the Court that there was
no doubt of the evidence of the assault, and further
said that he could offer no justification (or the use
of a cowhide; it was an improper implement for
one man to apply to another, and thought the
Court could not justify its use in this ease, notwith-
standing the expressions attributed to his Honor by
newspaper paragraphs a few days since; but a3
Mr. McElwee must have made a mistake as to the
identity of the person whom he had supposed hadwronged and insulted him, and as he had been sus-
pended from his position in the Custom-house, and
so promptly acknowledged his guilt and regretted
what had transpired?and as he was not likely to
come into the Court again, he hoped the Court
would not inflict too heavy a punishment, 'l'be
Court said that it certainly was an aggravated and
unjustifiable assault, and'as Mr. Barry had taken i
occasion to remind him of the expressions attribu-
ted to him by the newspapers, he would remark
that he had stated in the case of Madison, for an
assault upon Mr. Carter at 7*Ac Exchange office,
that the newspapers had aright to publish all
public matters, but no right to bring a man's pri-
vate business before the public; that if a party felt
himself aggrieved by a publication in a newspaper,
and would call and demand a retraction, and would
be refused, lie thought that, though the public
might justify a party libelled or wronged in the
use of the cowhide, the Court certainly could not,
and had not so stated. The Court's judgment in
the case of Madison, where he drew a pistol upon
Mr. Carter at The Exchange office, was sufficient to
indicate that it entertained no such sentiments.
The Court labored under difficulty, from its posi-
tion, of correcting newspaper paragraphs, and
could assure Mr. Barry that it did not mind much
what was said In them. The Court would not take
heed of what was hereafter said, but would try to
do its duty. In this case the Court thought the
assault was most aggravated and unjustifiable,
and would fine the traverser Sl5O and costs.-
Lewis Scott, (negro,) indicted for stealing a sum
of money from Roger Galloway, on the 30th of
April last, was arraigned and pleaded not guilty.

POLITICAL.
THE DOUGLAS MOVEMENT IN PHILADELPHIA.?On

Monday evening a mass meeting of the friends of
Judge Douglas, for the Presidency, was held at
Concert Hall, Philadelphia. The room was
tilled to overflowing, and to accommodate
those who could not gain admittance, meet-
ings were organized at Thirteenth and Chest-
nut and Twelfth and Chestnut streets, at which
speeches were made. Ex-Mavor Vaux presided
at the meeting in the nail, which was addressed
by Joshua E. Owens, Ira C. Mitchell, Daniel
Dougherty, and Edward Webb, Esqs. A series
of resolutions were presented, and unanimously
adopted. The first of these declared the right of
the Democracy to assemble and express their pre-
ferences in the selection of their standard-bearers.
The second is a pledge of unfaltering devotion to
the Union; the third asserts the doctrine of squat-
ter sovereignty as a principle to which the party
wa3 committed in 185G. The fourth, firth and sixth
resolutions read as follows:

Resolved , That tve utterly repudiate all sectional par-ties; we denounce the nomination made at Chicago as a
purely sectional one. By a resolution passed in its Con-
vention, the prefix of "Natiooal" to their party name wasdeliberately expunged, whereby it was announced that
their candid -te was a sectional and not a national repre-
sentative. In like manner we repudiate the disunion
mov-ment of William 1,. Yancey and his followers, and
protest against their admission into the Baltimore Con-
vention. We regard all disunionists as natural allies,one to the other, each appealing to the passions and pre-
judices of one section against the peace and harmony of
the Union. In the language of Washington, it is a "mat-
ter of serious concern that any ground should have been
furnished for characterizing parties by geographical dis-
criminations? Northern and Southern, Atlanticand West-
ern: whence designing men may endeavor to excite a be-lief that there is a real difference of local interests and
views. One of the expedients of party to acquire influ-
ence withparticular districts is to misrepresent the opin-
ions and aims of other districts. You cannot shield your
self too inuch against lite jealousies and heart-burnings
which spring from these misrepresentations; they tend to
render alien to each other those who ought to be bound
together by fraternal affection."

Resolved. That we heartily approve of the platform
adopted by the National Convention at Charleston, and
pledge ourselves to the support of the nominees to be se-
lected at the adjourned session at Baltimore.

Resolved. That itis a fundamental principle ofalt poli-
tical Conventions that eacli delegate, by (aking his seat
and participating in its proceedings, pledges himself to
abide its decisions and support its nominees; and that in-asmuch as certain delegates who seceded at Charleston,
and others who sympathise with them, now threaten to
claim scats at Baltimore, for the express purpose ofagain
distracting and dividing the party, itwillbecome the im-
perative duty of the Baltimore Convention, hetore it pro-
ceeds to ballot for candidates, to adopt a rule requiring
each delegate to pledge himself to support the nominees
a3 the onlycondition upon which they can he admitted to
participate in the proceedings of the Convention.

The seventh expresses the continence of the meet-
ing in the integrity, ability and democracy of Mr.
Douglas, and the eighth and last of the series thank
that portion of the Pennsylvania delegation at
Charleston who voted for Mr. Douglas.

HORRIBLE TRAGEDY ?Two MEN MURDERED. ?TheVicksburg (Miss.) Whig, or the 30th ult., contains
the details of a heart-reuding rencontre, which oc-
curred at Warrenton, between Drs. Selser and Bell
and Col. Wm. DeGriflin, gentlemen of high stand-ing and well known in that community, which re-
sulted in the death of Dr. Selser and Col. DeGriflin.
We have heard a number of conflicting reports
regarding the origin of this sad affair, and have,
therefore, endeavored to gain authentic informa-
tion. It seems that Dr. Bell had been
visiting Dr. Selser's house quite often of late,
and that his visits became very disagreeable
to Dr. S.'s sister. She requested him to inform
Dr. Bell that his visits were not agreeable,
and for him to discontinue them, which Dr.
Selser did by note. Dr. Bell, in reply, sent a very
insulting note to him by Dr. Pettit.'and did not
discontinue his visits. Dr. S. did not meet him
again, however, until Monday night, when they
met near the show-boat Banjo, where S. took occa-
sion to demand an explanation for the insulting

message sent him bv Dr. Bell. He asked Dr. B."what did you mean by the message you sent me?"Dr. Bell then inquired, "What message?" to
which Dr. Selser replied : "The message you sent
by Dr. Pettit." Immediately alter, Dr. Bell drew
a knife and inflicted two wounds 00 Dr. Selser?-
one in the waist and the other in the neck?sever-
ing several of the arteries, from which he imme-
diately died. Col. DeGriflin stepped up and caught
Bell by the shoulder, for the purpose of separating
them,.it is supposed, when Bell stabbed him three
times, twice in the arm and once in the right breast
?the latter of which entered the lung. Col. De-
Griffin lingered until about three o'clock yesterday
afternoon, when he expired. Dr. Bell was arrested
by the citizens of Warrenton and held in custody
until yesterday, when the Sheriff went down and
brought him up to this city, where he was lodged
in jail. His examination takes place here on Thurs-
day.

THE GREAT METEORIC SHOWER IN OHIO. ?It ap-
pears from the following communication addressed
to Frofessor Henry, of the Smithsonian Institu-
tion, that a line view of one of the great mineral
meteoric visitations of the Ist of last month was
had by a gentleman whilst riding into the country,
near Farkersburg, Virginia. The account is high-
ly graphic and interesting:

PARKERSBURO, (Va.) May 26, 1860.
Professor Henry?Dear Sir: Having seen a com-

munication received by you inreference to the re-
cent fall of meteoric stones in Eastern Ohio, I have
thought that the statement of another feature of
this phenomenon might be of interest to you.
About noon on Tuesday, the Ist instant, I was ri-
ding into the country in a southeasterly direction
from Farkersburg, when, just as 1 had crossed a
small covered bridge about three miles from town,
I looked up at the skv towards the northeast to see
if there were any indications of rain. The sky was
overcast with fleecy clouds, with the exception of a
circular spot thirty-five or forty degrees in diame-
ter, extending from a point forty degrees above
the horizon, towards the zenith. While looking
at this clear space a huge nail of fire shot out

from behind the cloud towards the southeast, and,
passing with immense velocity across this open
space, soon disappeared behind the clouds towards
the northwest. The ball was followed by a beauti-
ful well-defined cone of fire, the length' of which
was ten or twelve times the diameter of the ball,
which appeared to be verv near if not quite as
large as the full moon, the ball, which formed
the base of the cone and the first part of the cone,
were of an intense white, while the part towards
tbe apex gradually approached a steel blue, lie-
tween one and a half and two minutes from the
time that I saw the meteor (judging from the dis-
tance which I rode) I heard an explosion like a
heavy peal of thunder, but not followed by the
rumbling sound, which was heard as far as Cfarks-
burg, eigbtv-five miles east of Farkersburg, on the
Northwest Virginia Railroad. The explosion was
followed by a trembling of the earth, which was
felt throughout this region, and was supposed to
be an earthquake at tbe time. The nearest known
point at which one of the fragments of this meteor,
fell is ten or twelve miles northwest of Farkersburg
in Ohio, and the most distant point is on the line of
the Central Ohio Railroad, seventy or eighty miles
off in the same direction. The time of the appear-
ance of ihe meteor was 12.50 o'clock, Baltimore
time, which is twenty minutes faster than Parkers-
burg time.

THE DEATH OF ALBERT SMlTH.? Albert Smith,

born at Chertsey, in England, May 24, 1816, died
May 23, 1860, in the flower of his years, and in the
verv spring-time of a happy domestic life. His
father was a physician, and Albert Smith was bred
to-the same profession. He Etudied at the Middle-
sex Hospital and at the Hotel Dieu in Paris, and in
1838 was admitted a member of the College of Sur-
geons; but he soon found that his vocation was
rather to "medicine men's minds" than to heal
their bodies, and, after trying his pen successfully
on some papers in the Medical Time *, entitled "Jas-
per Buddie, or Confessions of a Dissecting-room
Porter," he made his debut in London in 1841 as a
magazine writer. He led for several years the life
of a popular and prosperous "man of letters" in
the English metropolis, but first attracted general
attention in 1852, by his original entertainment,
the "Ascent of Mont Blanc," which was first pro-
duced March 15, in that year, and rapidly won
upon the public. In July, 1854, Queen Victoria
visited the Egyptian Hall in Piccadilly, and con-
firmed by her royal approbation the vogue which
Mr. Smith had won for bis novel "picture-lecture"
by the humor, liveliness and descriptive force
which he gave to it. From that time the "ascent
of Mont Blanc" became one of the "lions" of the
British Metropolis, recorded in guide-books, and
necessarily to be seen by all foreigners on their
way through London, ilay 3, 1855, Mr. Smith
for the thoiiKandth time went up the "monarch of
mountains," and shortly afterwards conceived the
project of a "trip to China," which he executed in
the spring of 1858. He was married early in the
year 1859 to Miss Keeley, a daughter of the well-
known actor; and having realized a handsome
property by his various literary and dramatic en-
terprises, was just entering upon the tranquil en-
joyment ot bis income and his reputation. As a
writer, Albert Smith had few claims to a perma-
nent place even in the literature of his day ; but
his name will be inseparably associated with the
London life of the Nineteenth Century.?W. F.

| In Kansas they are not a law-abiding people; out-
laws and traitors have a majority there; the terri-
tory has been filled up from the vagabondism of
the North, and Europe has been drained in order
to send emigrants there. Mr. HUNTER moved
t > postpone this bill and take up the Army Appro-
priation bill; which was agreed to?yeas 33, nays
21- Mr. TRUMBULL then moved to postpone
the army bill and take up the Hountas land bill;
which was not agreed to?yeas 28, nays 29.
Several amendments to the Army Appropriation bill
were discussed at some length. Mr. IVERSONmoved to amend by adding a new section, that all
the States that have had or shall have refunded to
them by the United States, moneys expended by
said States for military purposes during or since
the war of 1812, and which have not been allowedinterest on the moneys so expended, shall be al-
lowed the amount of such interest, so far as they
mat have either paid or lost interest. In the course
of discussiop it was stated that this amendment
would embrace the amount of §1,100,000, and it
was urged that as the State of Maryland had been
paid interest, the other States slinuid have equal
justice done them -The amendment was rejected
?yeas 25, nays 29, and the bill was reported to
the Senate. Mr. HALE offered an amendment
that the pay and allowances ot no officer of the
army, except the Lieutenant-General, shall here-
after exceed §5,000 per annum; rejected. With-
out finishing the hill the Senate adjourned.

HOUSE OP REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. REYNOLDS called up the Senate bill mak-

ing provision for the return and support for alimited period of the re-captured Africans The
Committee on the Judiciary proposed to amend hvincreasing the sum from one hundred to one hun-
dred and fifty dollars for their comfortable cloth-ing, shelter and provision, for a period not exceed-ing one year from the date of their landing in Af-

rica; and also increasing the aggregate amount
from two hundred thousand to two hundred and
fifty thousand dollars. Mr. TAYLOR offered an
amendment that no contract entered into by the
President shall be renewed by him until a con-

vention shall be entered into between the United
States and Great Britain, making joint provision
for the return of all re-captured Africans. Mr.
Taylor advocated his amendment, saving that
while we return such negroes, Great Britain does
not. He wanted to leave the whole matter open
for the consideration of Congress. Mr. REY-
NOLDS replied that this bill proposed only to
carry out the existing law prohibiting the slave-
trade, and the recommendation of the President in
his recent special message. Mr. CRAWFORD
wished to strike out so much of the bill as provides
for the maintenance of the negroes for one vear,
desiring to test the sense of the House on th

"

sub-
ject. He maintained that there was not a word in
the act of 1819 which requires, justifies or permits
the United States to support for one year those re-
turned Africans. These wild Africans should not
be supported from the Treasury?a boon not
granted to any white man. Mr. REYNOLDS
showed that tfie provision in the bill carried out
President Monroe's interpretation of the act of
1790, which has been followed from that time to
this, and the gentlemen from Georgia would find

that Congress, in March, 1859, appropriated §75,-
000 for the Alricans captured on the bark Echo, in
accot dance with the request of President Buchanan.

Mr. CRAWFORD said the House, in 1859, ac-
tually denied any such use as was to be made of the
$75,000. Mr. Reynolds replied that one thing
was certain. The President advised Congress that
lie had made a contract for the maintenance and
clothing of the Africans found on hoard the slaver
Echo, lor one year. He asked an appropriation,
and Congress granted it. Mr. SMITH, of Vir-
ginia, asked Mr. Reynolds to accept the amend-
ment, providing that no African or negro found in
any vessel engaged in the slave-trade which may
be captured by American vessels and landed, shail
be returned to Africa against his consent. Mr.
REYNOLDS said hecnuld not consent to that.-
Under the operation of the previous question the
amendments of the Committee on the Judiciary
were adopted. Mr. TAYLOR'S amendment was
then rejected?yeas 77, nays 99.- Mr. CURRY
moved to amend the title of the bill by making it
read, "An act protecting and supporting the Colo-
ny in Liberia, and attaching the Colonization So-
ciety permanently to the United States Govern-
ment." Mr. PRYOR made a brief speech against
the bill. While lie did not doubt that the Consti-
tution confers the power to suppress the African
slave trade, he denied that there was authority to
take care of and support these Alricans. He was
opposed to opening up such an illimitable expense,
and said the $250,000 uow appropriated were to
maintain those Africans captured only within a
single month. Instead of sending them back to
Alrica, he would pursue the more humane course,
and reduce them to a quasi condition of servitude,
under an apprentice system. Mr. MILLSON re-
plied to bis colleague, denying the soundness of
his positions. Nothing was said in this bill
about the American Colonization Society; nor
was anything said about it in the law". He
maintained that the Government had no right to
reduce free men to slavery. Were these Africansreleased, no State would be willingthey should re-
main within their limits. Virginia he knew would
not. He said these re-captured Africans must be
returned to Africa, because we can do nothing else
with them?we cannot help ourselves. Mr.
CURRY desired to speak but he was prevented by
the House seconding the demand for the previous
question, under the operation of which Mr. Cur-
ry's amendment to the title of the billwas rejected.

The bill was finally passed?yeas 121, nays 56.
The House proceeded to the consideration of

the Missouri contested election case; the resolu-
tions reported by the Committee of Elections being
before tbern. viz : Ist That J. IE Barrett is not
entitled to the seat in this House as a member from
the first Congressional district of Missouri; and 2d.
That F. P. Blair is entitled to the seat. Mr.
DAWES opened the debate in favor of the resolu-
tions. Mr. GILMER opposed them. The
House adjourned.

THE IRISH EXODUS. ?The following is a passage
from a remarkable statement in the Cork Exami-
ner, bearing upon the continued flight of the popu-
lation from that part alone to the newly adopted
land of the Irish Celtic race: Each week sees the
departure on an average of six hundred persons,
the great majority of whom are young men and
women between eighteen and twenty rears of are.
To imagine the effect of this drain iipon the com-
munity, we might instance that if these six hun-
dred were drawn town like that of Bantry,
there would hardly be a young man or woman left
in it. The actual numbers are greater than the
population of many large Tillages, and a fortnight's
draught at that rate would utterly depopulate so
considerable a town as Millstreet. Remembering
that almost every one of these person iss of condi-
tion to be of actual value to the community?the
men as farm laborers or mechanics, the women,
either in agricultural labor as servants, or, still
more important, as the healthy mothers of strong
children, it is easy to conceive how terrible is the
loss to the country. Nothing can impress this
fact upon the mind so strongly as actually witness-
ing the crowd preparing for their departure.?
Among the entire number there is not an indica-
tion ot squalor or misery?not a single rag on the
back of its owner indicates that he or sbels living
from poverty?not a weak limb or a pale cheek?-
scarcely a wrinkled face indicates that the country
is getting rid of a burden. Sturdy, athletic young
men, healthy, and strong girls?often of extraordi-
nary beauty?form the great bulk of this depart-
ing crowd. On Thursday week we witnessed no
less than four hundred such preparing to take their
departure in the Edinburg, Capt. Kennedy?one of
the vessels of the Liverpool, New York and Phi-
ladelphia line. A rumor had spread shortly before
the arrival ot the ship that a certain number would
be exclud. d for w ant of accommodation, and the
despair evinced by those who thought themselves
shut out was as great as if they were told they had
lost every hope. When the tenders came to bear
away the passengers there was a frantic rush even
on the part of those whose places were secured, as
if they fancied that some unlucky interposition
would shut them out. The news that all could be
taken was received as if some precious gifts had
been showered among them.

THE CAPTURE OF THE FRENCH SLAVER.?An officer
of the United States steamer Crusader, writing to
the Philadelphia Journal, says of the late capture
of the French slaver near the coast of Cuba:

In a moment. Lieutenant Duncan reached the
side and got on board; he waved his handkerchief,
and we were at once put in possession of the desi-
rable knowledge that the bat k was a slaver and
our prize. If we had required confirmation, it
would have been given in the shapeof three or four
hundred woollyheads, which at that moment were
stuck over the vessel's side. The American flag
was soon after hoisted at the slaver's peak, amidst
every demonstration of joyfrom the negroes. They
yelled, clapped their hands, and, as the English-
men would say, "went on like ntad." In a short
time after the capture, the captain, the supercargo
and crew of the slaver were transferred to the Cru-
sader. YT ou can scarcely imagine a more filthy,
ragged set of outcasts, than these sailors appeared
to be. Several were sick with the coast fever.
They all seemed, however, to take their capture as
a matter of course. One came over the side eating
a box of sardines. When Captain Maffit demanded
of the captain of the slaver, under what nationali-
ty he surrendered, his replv was "none mir?\ sunk
my papers and my colors to the bottom of the sea.
I surrender myself and vessel to the laws affecting
the slave trade. 1 ask for nothing." The bark
was Irench, and he is a Frenchman by birth. The
captain appears to be rather a clever fellow, after
all. He takes his misfortune with the best humorpossible and says, "to-day cloudy?to-morrow the
sun shine again. Clouds come and go, but the sun
shines the same. It was my fate." The bark is a
vessel ot about four hundred tons; well built, and,
at this time, tolerably well found. She has on
board about six hundred negroes, and, considering
the long passage of* forty-four days which tbey
have had, they are remarkably healthy and in
good condition. The amusing part of this capture
is, that, the day before the Mohawk (from the cap-
tain's description) bore down on him, but upon his
hoisting French colors, she went off about her busi-
ness. We are all very much delighted at our good
luck, and intend trying it again.

The Baltimore County Advocate savs that a new
species ot bird lately flew over the vicinity of llan-
dallstown. Tbey were represented to be some-
thing larger than a pigeon, with a web-foot like a
duck.

Sir Cursetjee Jamsetjee, the Parsee Baronet, is
now in England, haviug come home with a large
retinue. His proposed visit created a great sen-
sation among tbo natives, and it was supposed
that the baronet would meet with a flattering re-
ception.

LONDON, May 19.?The Queen gave.on Wednesday
the 15th ult., the first State Ball of the season, at
Buckingham Palace, to which a party of 1,811 were
invited. The Picture Gallery, Green Drawing-room,
Saloon, State dining room, and Promenade Galle-
ry, were opened for the reception. The Queen
wore a dress of white crape over white silk, two
flounces, the upper one looped up with bouquets of
white lilacs and cbrysantheums, ornamented with
diamonds. Her Majesty's head-dress was formed
rt a wreath of white lilacs and chrvsantheuuis
ornamented with diamonds. The Princess Alice
wore a white crape dress over rich glace silk, trim-
med with bugles and white roses, and a wreath of
white roses to correspond. The Duchess of Cam-
bridge wore a black glace silk dress, trim-
med with black tulle, and an over-skirt of deep
black lace. A stomacher, necklace and ear-rings
of pearl and diamonds. The head-dress was com-
posed of a pearl tiara, black feathers and black-lappets. The Princess Mary, of Cambridge, wore
a white tulle dress, festooned with large bows of
white mauve ribbon and fringe, and covered with
a silver tulle veil. The body to correspond. A
stomacher of pearls and diamonds; necklace and
ear-rings, pearls and diamonds.

GARIBALDI'S OFFICERS. ?The Siecle publishes a
letter from M. Ricciardi containing sotne interest-
ingdetails of the sevpn officers, who, under Gari-
baldi, command the Cacciatori dellc Alpi. La Masa
is known through the brilliant part he took in the
insurrection witnessed by the city of Palermo on
the 12th of January, 1848, and also through his
having taken pait in the war of independence as a
chief over some Sicilian volunteers. He contrib-
uted also to the defence of Messina against the royal
troops, in the month of September, 1848. During
his exile he published a few political and historical
works, one of which was an account of the events
of which Sicily was the theatre in 1846 and 1849.
Carini, who is also a Sicilian, got up a regiment of
cavalry at Palermo during the revolutionary period
of 1848 and 1849, and when the revolution broke
down he tried to serve in exile not only the cause
ofSicily, but also that of Italy, by his French and
Italian Review, which appeared at Paris until the
commencement of 1559. Stocco, a native of Cala
bria, is well known and very popular in that part
of the Neapolitan kingdom. In 1848, he was one
of the trustiest and bravest lieutenants in the in-
surrection of the Calabrias, and he esrecially gave
proof of his bravery and skill on the 27tli of June,
during that combat at long odds between Agitola
and Maida, that lasted nearly twelve hours, and in
which from four to five hundred Calabiians were
seen fighting advantageously against nearly all the
troops commanded by General Nunziante, which
troops would have been utterly defeated had the
other Calabrian chiefs come up to the aid of Stoc
co. Carioli is the broiher of one of those glorious
volunteers who were killed last year in the war
against Austria. As soon as he beard of Garibaldi's
plans,, he came here in haste from Pavia, and it
was his own mother who, still in mourning
for her eldest son, presented him to the General,
and, as if she had done nothing yet, presented to
him the sum of thirty thousand francs! I can tell
you that traits ot this kind are by no means rare
with us, especially of late; and truly such a case
does not furnish the least plain proof of the com-
plete moral change that lias been effected in Italy,
and of the happy destiny that awaits it. Nino
Bixio, a native of Genoa, is much liked here, and
most popular in Italy. Wounded at Rome, in 1849,
by the side of his compatriot and friend, Godefroy
Mamely, he formed part, in 1859, ot the legion
commanded by Garibaldi, one of whose brilliant
lieutenants he was. Used to the sea like Garibaldi,
having served as a ship-captain on a loDg voyage,
he has justrendered eminent services to the expe-
dition, in which he commands the Lombards, Or-
sini contributed greatly to the insurrection at Pal-
ermo iu the January of 1848, and was one of tbo
principal defenders of Messina in the September of
the same year. In 1849 he defended the rest of
Sicily against the Royal troops, commanded by
Filangierie. Compelled to flee, he took service in
Turkey, with the rank of Colonel of Artillery; but
at the very first cry from Sicily he did not fail to
come, and willno doubt render great services to
the cause of his country, by his special knowledge.
Anfos.-i is a distinguished officer of the old Sar-
dinian army, and has, also, expiated by a long ex-
ile, his love for liberty.

DISTANCE ANNIHILATED?OnIyThirty Days fromthe Sandicich Islands to Boston. ?We received to-day
through a merchant of this city, by the pony ex-
press from California to St. Joseph, Mo., advices
trom Honolulu, Sandwich Islands, to May 2d, and
to San Francisco to May 19th, being only thirty
days from the former and fourteen from the lat-
ter.

and was opposed hy Dr. Wm. B. Maunder, lateMayor and of the same party, and by Richard
\\ allach, Esq., who was supported as an indepen-
dent candidate. The party which was successful
in choosing the Mayor also elected six out of the
seven Aldermen, and twelve out of the twenty-one
members of the Board of Common Council. The
followingarc the returns for Mayor : Berret, 3,434-
Wallach. 3,410; Magruder, 147. A telegram from
Washington states that the election of Mr. Berret
will be contested on the ground of fraudulent
voting. The Star of yesterday evening savs :

As we go to press we hear that theamended returns reduce the nominal majority forBerret to fourteen, some say?others, to eighteen
There is no pretence to-day that the eleven persons
who voted in the first precinct of the Seventh
ward on naturalization papers taken out since the31st of December last were legal voters at this
election; yet the Seventh ward Berret-party
judges refused to purge their returns of them.
The Circuit Court declared such vote illegal lono-since.

At 2P. M. to-day the indications were that by
night-fall Mr. Wallach would commence the con-test before the Circuit Court with proof of quite
200 illegal or fraudulent votes cast against him,and good votes in his favor rgjected.

Ihe Star also gives full accounts of several dis-
turbances and fights that occurred during the day
at the first precinct of the fourth ward. Voters
were driven from the polls and otherwise intimida-
ted there in the old Baltimore stvle. Of the last
fight at this place the Star says:

About 6)2 o'clock, while the voters were quietly
depositing their votes at the first precint, a crowd,
numbering in all from two hundred to three hun-
dred, came up, some byway of Filth and others by
way of Sixth street, hurrahing for "Berret," and
exclaiming, "Down with the Wallach a?ns of
b hes," "Kill'em," Ac. The police officers wentin among them and failed to prevent them from
approaching the polls. The citizens in the vicinity
seeing they were likely to be surrounded bv these
ruffians.and have the ballot-box taken ifthey did not
resist them, determined to keep them back at all ha-
zards, which they succeeded in doiog until the polls
were closed. The crowd then again commmencedshouting for "Berret," and at the same time began
tiring into the Wallach gatherings. These rioters
were armed with pistols, short-mu-kets, clubs, Ac.,while the other party, anticipating no such attack,
were altogether unarmed. It is estimated that at
least one hundred and fifty shots were fired from
this crowd, who were finally compelled to retreat.
As an instance of how the police conducted them-
selves on this occasion, we willstate that while a
respectable citizen was leaving the spot he wasshotby a ruffian just behind bim. when a police offi-
cer, who was standing not ten paces distant from
either party, and a witness of the whole affair, al-
lowed the ruffian to escape, while lie approached
and arrested the gentleman shot.

In the evening a mob attacked a number of Mr.
Wallach's friends wlio were standing in front of
his residence, and drove them in the house, follow-
ing after them with yells and imprecations.

THE ANTI-DUST CARS OX THE \F.W YORK CEN-
TRA!,.?The Auburn Union gives a description of
the "anti-dust cars," which are bring constructed
for the Central Railroad, in the car-shop of that
village. Six had already been finished, arid five
more would be ready for use by the lirst of June.
The feature of hese cars is the enclo-ure of the en-
tire space below the body of the carriage to within
a few inches of the ground, with a wooden case.
NT ot only the sides, but the ends of the cars and the
platform between them are thus enclosed, and a
train of any number of cars is so connected that it
constitutes, as it were, one mammoth car. Another
great advantage of this improvement is the certain
preventive of those frequent accidents which occur
from persons falling between the platforms, and
being crushed beneath the train. It i9 impossible
for one to get between the platform of these cars,
and passengers can walk from one car to another
with the same ease and safety as if walking through
one of the cars. It willbe thus seen that by open-
ing the doors of the different cars, a current of air
willbe constantly passing through the train, free
from dust, pleasant and refreshing to the weary
passenger, entirely doing away with the most un-
pleasant features of traveling in the heat of
summer.

THE RICHMOND CONVENTION.?The Washington
correspondent of the Philadelphia Inquirer says :

The coup dc grace has been given to the Richmond
Convention, by the election of Mr. R. BarnwellRhett and company, to represent South Caro-
lina. The delegates who appeared at Charleston
have been repudiated and rejected, because they
were moderate and Union-loving tnen, and are suc-
ceeded by some of the most radical ultras, who
have been preaching secession for thirty years, and
whose highest idea of patriotism has been to per-
petuate discord. The State Convention which
chose these delegates, was almost euually divided,
and as much feeling of antagonism was exhibited
as between the Union men and nullifie-rg of tho
olden time. Mr. Rhett and bis followers were
voted down and condemned in South Carolina,
upon a fair test in 1851, and whenever tlie issueshall be distinctly presented again, they may ex-
pect a similar result. It is easy to foresee that the
Richmond Convention must end in as signal a fail
ure as that at Nashville did, il the leadership of
Messrs. Rhett and Yancey should be recognized.
No political association can survive their control.
Under present circumstances, no more interest will
be attracted to that body than is now felt for the
three tailors whom Swift describes as meeting in
Tooley street, and protesting against the action of
Parliament, as "We, the people of England."

THE CHAMPIONSHIP.?A correspondent of the Lon
don Morning Post says:?"lf Saycrs were equal to
maintaining the position of Champion he ought to
have upheld it, as he has led the public to expecthe
would. If, however, he finds that his arm is per-
manently injured, or that trorn anv other cause it
is desirable tbat he should give up the
belt, he should have done so at once and
openly?stating his reasons?and he might have re-
tired with honor to himself and satisfaction to his
Countrymen. As it is at this moment, Heenan is
Champion of England. Sayers has retired, and
Heenan defends the belt against all comers. This
is tantamount to an acknowledgment of defeat by
Sayers. If he had made it a little earlier, the
people of England?lords and ladies, tinkers and
tailors?would not have subscribed £5,000 for the
petted hero of the prize ring."

IMPORTANT GRANTS TO AMERICANS IN HONDURAS.
?The famous clipoer bark Carib, Capt. Hopkins,
from Omna April 28th, and Truxillo May 11th, ar
rived at Boston on Saturday, and brought as pas-
sengers Messrs. Raymond K. Weed and W. C. Bur-
chard, of New York. These gentlemen have ob-
tained from the Government of Honduras a large
grant of land in the District of Olancho, for the
purpose of establishing a colony, and the exclusive
right for forty years to the navigation by steamers
of the three largest rivers of that country. They
will organize a company in New Y >rk to carry out
their part of the agreement with the Government
of Honduras.

The merchant ships Castilinn, '.'oo tons, and
Hemisphere, 1,023 tons, have been chartered, un-
der the auspices of the Colonization Society, to
take the captured Africans from Key West to Li-
beria. The price to be paid is understood to be
512,000 for each vessel.

The two belts which have been before mentioned,
were presented to Heenan and Savers on the night
of May 30, at Cremorne Gardens, London. Geo.
Wilkes presented Sayers with the belt which had
been subscribed for him, and Mr. Dowling present-
ed the belt to Heenan.

A London letter-writer says that Mr. Ten Broeck
won 560.000 on the great Derby race, in which his
horse Umpire was beaten. Umpire had been the

first favorite in the betting, but in the race he came
out the eleventh.

The artesian well at Toledo, Ohio, was completed
on Monday last, the augur having penetrated the
inexhaustible reservoir underlying the citv, and
letting out the water in a strong and copious
stream.

Col. Crops has been again arrested in Philadel-
phia, this time charged with forging a check lor
5770, which was presented at the Consolidation
Bank on Saturday last to be cashed for a man
named Cassidy. The Colonel is out on bail.

Charles Kingsley has been appointed to fill the
Chair of Modern History at Cambridge, England,
rendered vacant bv the death of Sir James Ste-
phen.

Jenny Lind Goldschmidt and her husband will
leave London for Sweden in the early part of June.

They will make a visit to the North of three or

four months in length.
The Cincinnati Democrats intending to visit the

Baltimore Convention have determined to leave
that city on the 16th inst., the excursion ticket
from that citv to Washington being only sl6.

An altercation occurred at the Pennsylvania
Hotel, Philadelphia, on Monday night, which re-
sulted in the mortal wounding of Mr. J. Douglas,
the proprietor.

The receipts of corn at Buffalo during the month
of May amount to over 0,600,000 bushels, which
exceed the entire receipts of last vear by about
G,500,000 bushels.
