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CATTLETRAPE.
In reply to our article on this subject of last Monday,

The American of Tuesday, after a yery gratuitous impu-
tation upon us for assailing valuable home interests with-
out due investigation, promised to set us right "with
facts and statistics." This promise, we presume, it in-
tended to redeem on Wednesday when it published a
column under the head of "The Western Cattle Trade and
the Railroads." To call this article a reply to any thing
we said would he, in the highest degree, absurd. It as-
sumes that this community is ignorant of the increase
which has taken place on the road in the cattle trade,
and proceeds, not only to enlighten the town on that
point, but to laud the energy of the "management"
which has effected such a result. After quoting a com-
plimentary article of May 24th in the New York Tri
bune, it complains that?-

"Upon the appearance of 'this first-rate notice,' none, ofour Jialhmorc journals had a word to say, nor was any
quotation or extract made.**

We respectfully ask why The American did not publish
this first-rate notice. It seems really a singular com
plaint for an editor to make of "journals," among which
his own was prominent, and looks as if the "manage-
ment" had managed the assumption of the editorial role
not very adroitly. Our reason for not quoting compli-
ments upon the "management" of the cattle-trade, was
that we hare, as we before stated, for a long time been in
possession of facts which convinced us it did not deserve
laudation, at least from Baltimore journals. Our allega- Ition was not that the cattle trade on the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad had not increased, but that extraordinary
discriminations against Baltimore interests were prac-
ticed therein; and we mentioned certain facts, and quoted
from a standard authority on the cattle-trade insupport
of our charge. Beyond a general denial of the truth of
The Tribune's statement, none of these facts are dis-
puted. The American, or the "management" in The
American, says, however, that it has No in
formation on this subject to guide it in deter,
mining the question whether tiie Road is so managing its
business as to operate unfairly against the interests of
Baltimore further than the published tariffs and rules of
the Company, by which it appears that the last move-
ment lias been to make a practical reduction of ten dol
lars per car load from the Ohio river, for the Baltimore
trade. It also states that in consequence of certain un-
satisfactory features the principal officers of the Balti-
more and Ohio, and Philadelphia Central, making com-
mon cause, convened at Baltimore and revised the tariff
and rules governing the business, which revision took
effect on the 7th of May. It also quotes the published
tariff offreights on the Road from Wheeling, Renwood,
Parkers burg, Hellaire and Bridgeport, all of which show
apparent discrimination in favor of Baltimore. In respect
to toll-sheets issued by the Baltimore and Ohio Road.itmay be well to remember the following sentence from the
report of the Committee of Investigation ofthe last Legisla-
ture on the subject ofdiscriminations against Baltimore.

Your Committee hail placed before them toll-sheets is-
oil*!1' £'** Yoj* and Baltimore by the Baltimoreanil l,b 10 Kailmoad Company, which sheets show on theirtaccs a great discrimination against Baltimore, but as itis proved by the officers of the Baltimore and Ohio Rail-road that the charges made by the Company were not inaccordance withthe rates printed upon the sheet, your
Committee ruled them out." '

GREAT TROTTING MATCH BETWEEN FLORA TEMPLE AND
GEORGE M. PATCHEN.

On Wednesday, the great trotting match be-
tween the celebrated Queen of the Trotting Turf,
Flora Temple, and the almost equally renowned
New Jersey stallion, George M. Patchen, came oft-
en Jibe Union Course, Long Island, and, it is said,
was witnessed by the largest assemblage of specta-
tors ever seen on any of the Long Island race
tracks. It will be remembered that Patchen re-
cently defeated Ethan Allen in two matches over
the same course, and his success inspired his owner
and friends with such confidence in his powers of
speed and endurance, that they did not hesitate to
challenge the hitherto invincible Flora Temple.
The latter, as is well known, now belongs to Wil-liam Macdonald, Esq., of this city. The challenge
for the race was thrown out by the Patchen partyand was immediately accepted by Mr. James Mc-Mann, her former owner, and who almost invaria-bly drives her to victory in her engagements. Twomatches were agreed upon-one at mile heats inharness, best three in five, for SI,OOO, and the otherat two mile heats, in harness, for a similar sum.?The betting in New York city, for several dayspreceding, had been in favor of Flora Temple buton the mornuigof the race the odds had complete-
ly changed, SIOO to S7O being currently offered onPatchen. The Herald gives the following accountot the race:

venience, and under a sense of propriety of actinein so grave a matter with greater deliberation, 1concluded, as I informed you at the time by a pri-
vate note, to defer a formal acceptance until aftermy arrival at home. Now, that I have had allthe leisure I could desire for reflection upon thecircumstances under which the nomination wasmade, the parity of the motives, and the lofty
spirit of patriotism by which the Convention wasanimated, as evinced in all its proceedings, I canappreciate more justly the honor done me by the
nomination; and though it might have been morefortunate lor the country had itfallen upon some oneof the many distinguished statesmen whose nameswere brought to the notice of the Convention,rather than myself, I accept it, with all its possibleresponsibilities. Whatever may be the issue of the
ensuing canvass, as for myself,"l shall ever regard
