DEMOCRATIC NATIONAL CONVENTION, j
Baltimore, June 23, 1860. j

SIR?I am directed, by a vote of the Democratic
National Convention, to inform you that you have
been this day unanimously nominated bv it as the
candidate ot the Democratic party for the oliice of
Vice President of the United States, and in their
behalf to request you to accept the same.

I beg leave at the same time to enclose to you a
copy of the resolutions adopted by the Convention
as the political platform on which"the partv stands.

I have the honor to be, very respectfully,
Hon. Joseph Lane. C. CUSHING, Pres't.

WASHINGTON, June 30, 1860.
SIR?I have the honor to acknowledge the re-

ceipt of the communication you make in behalf of
the Democratic National Convention, in which you
inform me that on the 23d instant I was unani-
mously nominated by that body as the candidate of
the Democratic party for the office of Vice Presi-
dent of the United States, with the request that 1
shall accept the nomination.

The platform adopted, and of which you enclose
me a copy, meets with my hearty approval, as it
embodies what I have been contending for as the
only means of stopping sectional agitation, by se-
curing to all equality and constitutional rights, the
denial of which has ied to the present unhappy con-
dition of public affiairs.

Compromise of constitutional principlrs are ever
dangerous, and I am rejoiced that the true Democ-
racy has seen fit to plant a firm foot on the rock of
truth, and to give the people an opportunity to

vindicate their love of justice and fraternal regard
for each other's rights.

Non-intervention on the subject of slavery, I may
emphatically say, is tbe cardinal maxim of the De-
mocracy-non-intervention by Congress, and non
intervention by Territorial legislatures, as is fully
stated in the first resolution of the adopted plat-
form. In vain should we declare the former with-
out insisting upon the latter, because, In permit
Territorial legislatures to prohibit or establish sla-
very, or by unfriendly legislation to invalidate
property, would be granting powers to the crea
ture or agent, which, it is admitted, do not apper-
tain to the principal, or the power that creates;
besides which, it would be fostering an element of
agitation in the Territory, that must necessarily
extend to Congress, and the people of all the
States.

Ifthe Constitution establishes the right of every
citizen to enter the common Territory with what-
ever property he legally possesses, it necessarily
devolves on the Federal Government the duty to
protect this right of the citizen whenever or wher-
ever assailed or infringed. The Democratic party
honorably meets this agitating question, which is
threatening to sever and destroy this brotherhood
of States. Itdoes not propose to litigate for the
extension ol slavery, nor for its restriction, but
to give to each State and to every citizen alt that
our forefathers proposed to give, namely: perfect
equality of rights, and then to commit to the peo-
ple, to climate and to soil, the determination as to
the kind of institutions best fitted to their require-
ments in their constitutional limits, and declaring,
as a fundamental maxim, that the people of a Ter-
ritory can only establish or prohibit slavery when
thev come to form a constitution, preparatory to
their admission as a State into the Union.

If, happily, our principles ahali prevail, an era
of peace and harmony w ill be restored to our dis-
tracted country, and no more shall we be troubled
with the agitation of this dangerous question, be-
cause it will be removed as well from the Territorial
legislatures as from the halls of Congress?w hen
we shall be free to turn our attention to more use-
ful issues, promotive of our growth in national
greatness.

Our Union must be preserved I But this can only
be done by maintaining the Constitution inviolate
in all its provisions and guarantees. The Judicial
authority, as provided by the Constitution, must
be sustained, and its decisions implicitlyobeyed,
as well in regard to the rights of property in the
Territories as in all other matters. Hoping for
success, and trusting in the truth and justice of the
principles of our party, and in that Divine Provi-
dence that has watched over us, and made us one
of the great nations of the earth, and that we may
continue to merit Divine protection, 1 cheerfully
accept the nomination so unanimously conferred on
me, and cordially endorse the platform adopted by
the Convention.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
HOMICIDE ON THE FALLS ROAD.? On Thursday

evening about 5 o'clock, an atfray occurred on the
Falls road near the Bolton depot between John
Considinc and Joshua Lemon, in which the former
received a wound by the hands of the latter, which
resulted in his death yesterday morning, about 5
o'clock, at the Lombard Street Infirmary. It ap-
pears that Considine, who lived near the" new res-
ervoir, and kept a boarding shanty, started to
town in the morning for the purpose of making
some purchases, but on his way stopped at several
places on the road and imbibed pretty freely. Just
previous to the occurrence mentioned, Lemon, who
drives a millteam, stopped at the public house
where Considiue was tarrying, and both being ac
quainted, the latter prevailed on Lemon to enter
and engage in a game of cards. It is said
that alter the game commenced each drank several
times and at last an altercation began between
them from alleged foul play by one of the parties.
From the house the two men proceeded to the road
much excited, when, some witnesses say, Considine
drew a billyand dealt Lemon such a blow over the
bead as to cause him almost to fall to the ground.
This assault so exasperated him, that he went 10

his wagon and drawing the hammer from the
double tire, he pursued Considine, who was getting
away, nnd dealt biin two blows, one over the right
forehead and the other over the left eye, the latter
crushing in the frontal bone upon the brain.?
Considine immediately fell to the ground
insensible, and after receiving what relief
was at hand was removed to the Infirmary.

Lemon made iiis escape from the vicinity after the
knowledge that the blow was likelyto prove fatal.
Dr. Butler, at the Infirmary, trepanned the skull
and removed several pieces of bone from the brain,
but the injury was mortal, and the wounded man
only lingered until morning. He was about 40
years of age, and leaves a wife and two children.
His body was removed to the house of Mrs. Mark-
ham, a cousin, No. 190 Lexington street. Lemon
is also married and has a family. Although the
officers had been in search of him all day yesterday
he had not been arrested up to 7 o'clock fast night.
Dr. Greentree summoned a juryyesterday morn-
ing, who adjourned to meet at the Western district
station at 8 o'clock P. M.

At 8 o'clock the jurymet and several witnesses
were examined before them. After hearing all the
testimony, they rendered a verdict that deceased
came to his death from a blow from a weapon in
the hands of Joshua Lemon, the blow being in-
flicted after a quarrel.

For the information, however, of tbe gentlemen of tbe
First Branch of the City Council, the Marshal has no ob-
jection to state, that it was by the authority of the Hon-
orable, the Commissioners of Police, ttiat lie directed
windows to be opened in his office, next to tbe grounds of
ZionGerman Church, the privilegeof doing so having been
kindly granted by the pastor and authorities of that con-
gregation.

The Marshal has also, by the authority of the Com-
missioners, directed some alterations to be made in his
office, to obtain additional desk room for the books and
records proper for the service.

An immense Mass Meeting of the Democracy of Balti-

The President then announced that the meeting was
open for business, when Mr. McClure came forward and
stated that he had been requested to submit the followiug
resolutions for the action of thi meeting:

WHEREAS, The Convention at Charleston violated the
principles of the Democratic party, by undertaking to in
struct the representatives of the sovereign people how to
cast their votes. And, whereas, the Convention, which
met in the Front Street Theatre in this city, violated the
principles of Democratic party by setting aside the
regularly accredited representatives of several States.?
And, whereas, that Convention, as constituted when it
undertook to nominate candidates for the Presidency and
Vice-Presidency, was not entitled, in accordance with the
usages of the Democratic party, to act for that party?-
therefore,

Resolved, That we entirely approve of the course of
those of our representatives, who retired from that Con
vention, and regret that any of the delegates from Mary
land should have thought it their duty to pursue an op-
posite course.

Resolved , That we cordially endorse the principles em
bodied in the resolutions reported by the majority of the
Committee on the Platform at Charleston, and since unan-
imously adopted by the National Democratic Convention
in this city. That we also accept the exposition of the
same principles contained in the resolutions adopted by
the Democratic Representatives in the Senate *.f the
United States, who are justly entitled to our gratitude
for their bold and manly stand in defence of the co-equal
rights of the Sovereign States of this Confederation.

Resolved, That we recognize these principles as the
growth of the virgin soil of the Constitution, embodied
in the Virginia and Kentucky resolutions of '9S-'99, the
work of Jefferson and Madison in Virginia, of Nicholas
and Breckinridge in Kentucky, then received by the
Democratic party as the onlytrue exposition of the Con-
stitutional guarantees of States-rights, and, ever since
regarded by that party as having a binding force upon
their action, not less than that of the Constitution itself.
That these principles are immutably and eternally true?-

that they constitute the corner-stoue of the equality of
the States, which is the corner-stone of the Union.

Resolved , That we earnestly deprecate the doctrine of
territorial or squatter sovereignty, as based upon nothing
in the Constitution or out of it?as resting entirely upon
an alleged and doubtful expediency,as being not less dan-
gerous to the frame work of our Government,than an un
constitutional assumption of power by Congress itself?-

as being subversive of our established territorial policy,
in conceding sovereign power to the people of the terri-
tory before their admission into the Union?as tending
directly to emancipate the territories from all Congres-
sional control?as absurd in granting to the creature
power not possessed by the Creator?as being a means
whereby the unholy designs of certain fanatics of one
section of the country against the rights of their breth
ren of another, may be carried out without incurring the
odium and guilt of direct aggression?and especially as
having been devised for the purpose of subserving the
personal views of a political aspirant.

Resolved , That the nomination of Breckenridge and |
Lane is made by the National Democratic Party of the
United States?that we accept them as our standard
bearers, confident that they willin future, as in the past,
do battle nobly in defence of the Constitution and the

Union.
Resolved, That we condemn the course of the sectional

majority in the House of Representatives in assailing a
co-ordinate branch of the government in a mode not indi-
cated by the Constitution, and we applaud the dignified
and able efforts of the Chief Magistrate of the nation to
resist an aggression so fraught with danger to the frame
work of the government.

Resolved , That we deem ita proper occasion to declare
our approbation of the measures of the administration of
the present Chief Magistrate of the nation?that we tender
to him our thanks for the honesty, fearlessness and emi-
nent ability with which he has presided over the affairs of
the nation, and we hope that his days may be long and
happy in the land which he has served so faithfully.

After the reading of the resolutions an immense shout l
went up, and the cheering continued for many minutes.
The Chairman then came forward and said that the fir9t
speaker whom he had the honor to intttiduce to the meet-
ing was an honored son of Kentucky, the Hon. Humph-
rey Marshall. This gentleman came forward and was re
ceived with immense applause. Mr. Marshall went fully
into the discussion of the issues now dividing the politi-
cal parties of the day, and urging the claims of Breckin-
ridge and Lane as the representatives of the great prin-
ciples of the Constitution.

The speech of Mr. Marshall wa9 frequently inter-
rupted by applause, and at its conclusion loud cheering
went up from the crowd below.

The President, alter Mr. Marshall had concluded, came
forward and said, that the next speaker h would intro-
duce, would be a gentleman who wa9 wellknown to the
citizens of Baltimore, the gifted, accomplished and elo
qucnt son of Maryland, formerly iU Governor, the Hon.
Enoch Louis Lowe.

Governor Lowe appeared amid loud applause. His
speech exhibited the great vigor, and force of argument
and eloquence of style for which he is so widely cele-
brated. It was received with unbounded enthusiasm.

The
daughter of Mr. Walton, an interesting girl, and
his aged mother, testified to threats made by
Charles Jefferds, that he would blow Mr. Walton's
brains out.

ANOTHER BANK SWINDLE. ?The State Bank seems
to be unfortunate in falling into the hands of sharp-
ers. They were lucky enough to get back nearly
the whole" amount of the "Brown" swindle, to-

ting themselves on their good fortune, the cup issuddenly dashed by startling intelligence from Ap-
alachicnla. The agent of the Bank at this latter
place, Mr. Maclay, had become a defaulter, and to
a very large amount. The Cashier of the Bank and
the agent at Columbus went out immediately toinvestigate the affair, when itappeared that Maclav,
who is a merchant, had for two years, or more,
been using the funds of the agency for his own pri-
vate speculations; until, from losses after losses
chiefly on cotton, he found a balance against him
on the books of his agency, amounting to about
$103,000.

MEETS AT THE EUTAW HOUSE.

EACH WING DEFINES ITS POSITION.

A STATE CONVENTION IS CALLED.

THE DOUGLAS MEN PROTEST.

Last evrning the Democratic State Central Committee
met at tiie Eutaw House, Bradley T. Johnson, Esq ,
Chairman, presiding, and Dr. H. S. Hunt, Secretary.?
There was quite a large representation present, almost
every county was represented. At eight o'clock the boJy
was called to oider, and tlie roll called, when thirty-eight
members answered to their names. The Chairman stated
that the meeting was called at the request of different
members of the party throughout the State, to take into
consideration the necessity of holding a State Convention,
and if deemed necessary, to name the time and place for
holding the Convention. Several gentlemen having ap-
peared as proxies, the question arose as to their right to
participate in the deliberations of the.committce. The
Chair stated that on two occasions the precedent ofallow-
ing proxies to vote had been set.

After a slight discussion, J. T. B. Dorsey, of Howard
county, moved that the Committee vote per capita , and
that no substitute or proxy be allowed to vote. Mr.
Brown anil Mr. Freaner, of Washington, opposed the
resolution, on the ground that the call or the Presidentrequested the members to attend either in person orproxy. Mr. Kilgore, of Allegany, asked by what authority tlie Chair issued the call to attend by proxy.

its last December meeting, in admitting proxies to a par-ticipation 111 the deliberations of the Committee, was thewarrant for his issuing the call in the manner in whichhe did.

Wm. V. Bowen, of Montgomery, B aid that while hewas in favor of the proposition of Mr. Dorsey, if the pre-
cedent had not been set, hut proxies having been ad-mitted heretofore, he would be compelled to vote a ainstit. The question was put when Mr. Freaner called forthe yeas and nays, and tlie proposition was lost by a vote
of 8 yeas to 23 nays.

Mr. Belt offered tlie following preamble and resolution ?
Whereas, The results of the National Democratic Con-

vention were such as to produce a difference of sentimentand possibly to lead to diversity ot action in the party in
this Slate; and whereas, there has been a general ex-pression of opinion that there should be a conference of
the Democracy of Maryland to determine the courseproper to he pursusued by them. Therefore

Air. Brown, ofQueeu Ann's, saiil a state of affairs rv.isted which had never had a precedent in the history ofthe party. Two Conventions had met in Baltimore and

each nominated candidates for the Presidency and VicePresidency-. One of those nominations was tlie Nationalparty. Both could not be. This committee had no power
to settle the question. The electors, who were selectedprevious to the action of the National Convention, could
not settle it. Therefore itwas proper to refer the ques-
tion to the people for settlement. There was unanimity
in regard to this proposition, and no doubt the question
would be finally settled, and harmony would prevail inthe party. He therefore seconded tlie resolutions.

Gen. Hammond, of Anne Arundel, said that he wassorry that lie was compelled to say anything on the sub-
ject. He did not think tlie passage of the proposition
would give harmony to Hie party. On the contrary, he
thought ttiat iftlie two wings of the party met in con-
vention,it would only tend to widen the breach, and re-
sult to tlie party, not only in anational view, but also in regard to our State elections. He
thought that the proper mode would be to call two con-
ventions, to meet iu tlie same city, on the same day, onefrom each wing of the party. If this was done, the two
conventions could no doubt bring harmony out of the
present distracted state of tiie party. He only made these
suggestions, and did not offer a resolution to that effect.

Mr. Bowie, of Montgomery, said that while he had (he
highest respect for his friend. Gen. Hammond, as a wise
counsellor, he was compelled to say that the propositions
lie had offered amounted to nothing. He was in favor of
settling this question face to face. Two Conventionswould not do it. Their action would amount to nothing.
He was opposed to hocus-pocus, and short cuts, and two
Conventions could lead to nothing else. I.et us meet likebrothers in one Convention, and abide by tlie decision of
the Convention. Inhis opinion, the Democratic National
Convention had not made a Presidential nomination. Two
nominations had been made, and it was left for the people
to decide between them. This was to be done, either as in-
dividuals or as a collective body, and lie favored the last
made. There was no necessity for a division in the DP
mocratic party, and by proper counsel the breach could
be closed.

Mr. liarwood, of Anne Arundel, said that he thought
the safest and easiest mode of settling the difference was
to recommend the Democracy of the State to support tire
electoral ticket as nominated oy tire State Convention.

Dr. H. A. Hunt said that the two Conventions had pub-
lislred their platforms. The public mind had settled in
its principles promulgated, and no State Convention had
authority to say that one of these platforms and the can-
didates representing the principles are not national. The
National Convention has settled this question, and aStateConvention has no power over it. No action bv a Statecould hind him. lie stood on the principles which have
been promulgated by the Maryland; Democracy, and by
the National Democracy.

Mr. Freaner asked if Dr. Hunt meant to say that hewould not abide the decision of a Convention
Dr. Hunt read from the resolutions passed by the last

Democratic Convention to show that the position he occu-
pied was a correct one.

Mr. Freaner asked ifDr. Hunt spoke for all those who
were the friends of Mr. Douglas?

Dr. Hunt said he spoke for himself.
Mr. Doisey asked Dr. Hunt if he would support the en-tire electoral ticket as itstood at present.
Dr. Hunt said that he had understood that two of thegentlemen on the ticket had said that they would not

support Mr. Douglas under any circumstances, and
lie (Dr. Hunt) was frank to say that he would not sup
port them.

Mr. Bowie- again urged the, adoption of the resolu-tions.
Gen. Howard said that if itwas expected that thosewho voted on this question would "go out, and urge the

Democracy to attend a Convention, he would certainly
decline voting.

Mr. Dorsey-?Will Gen. Hammond support the present
electoral ticket?

Gen. Hammond?l willnot, sir.
Dr. Morris, of Baltimore city, called the previous question, which was carried and the question put. When the

name of Mr. Shriver, of Frederick county, was called hede
clined voting. He was frank to say that'if a Douglas electo
ral ticket was nominated he would support it. If an ef-
fort was made to get it up he would assist in doing so.?
At the call of the name of Wm. 11. Norris that gentleman
stated that all the labors of the enemy were fruitless, and
the question remained where the National Convention
left it. It was a well known fact to gentlemen on the
floor, that it was the intention of the friends ofMr. Doug
las to run a purely Douglas electoral ticket.

Mr. Shriver said that lie was not aware of it if suchwas the fact, but if nominated it should receive
his support. When Mr. Harwood's name was called,
he said that he had come into the room a Douglas man,
but he bad changed bis mind. If the frieuds ofMr Dou-
glas are determined to distract the party, and were not
willing to take one step towards conciliation,he could not
be classed among them. He had listened with regret to
the remarks of the gentleman, (Dr. Hunt.) anil if his
statement was the prevailing sentiment of the Douglas
wing he was not of them, or for them, and would give
notice, now, that if a separate Douglas electoral ticket
was nominated, instead of its receiving his support, he
pledged himself to give it an uncompromising opposi-
tion.

The vote proceeded,and, when General Hammond's
name was called, he refused to vote, as did also Doctor
Fitzpatrick, and several other gentlemen. The resolu
tion was carried, by a vote of 35 yeas, there being no
negatives, although six members of the Committee re-
fused to vote.

On the vote being announced, Hon. Henry May stepped
forward and said:

Mr.Chairman --I am in attendance here not as a mem -
ber of the committee, but at your invitation. I came
here through respect for that invitation, and with hope
that Imight do some little towards restoring harmony in
the party. I was selected by the last Hemocratic State
Convention as one of the electors for the State of Maryland
on the Democratic electoral ticket. This was done cot
only witiiout my consent, but in violation of my ex-
pressed desires. As soon as I heard of my selection 1
proceeded to the Convention for the purpose of tendering
my resignation, but on arriving at the hall, found that it
had adjourned.

Occupying this position without solicitation on m.v
part, Inevertheless feel it my duty to state frankly and
clearly the course which it is my intention to pursue in
the coming canvass, and I will proceed to do so. But
first let me say, that 1 am one of those who believe that
the Democratic party cannot he destroyed. Its existence
does not depend on the selection of an individual for of
flee. No sir. hut it will exist so long as patrotism and
the favor of God is given to the principles which have
tended so greatly to make this country prosperous
and happy. 1 willnot enter into a discussion of the dif-
ferences which now distract the party. To he a party we
must have apolitical faith, and to that faith we must
cling with devotion. That faith must he founded on the
decisions of the party tribunals, and those d. cisions must
carry with them obedience. The will of the majority
must be obeyed. If not, disorganization and anarchy
must follow. My duty is clear, and I willfollow it with-
out deviation, neither turning to the right or the left.
Looking at the proceedings of the Charleston Convention,
and the adjourned Convention which met in this city, my
course is plain.

The majority at Charleston adopted a platform of prin-
ciples exponent of the views of the party. On re-assem-
blingat Baltimore the same platform was adopted, withan
additional resolution, cardinal in its character. With th is
action as my guide?action in strict compliance withthe
usage and discipline of the party, I inform you inall can-
dor, that I feel myself compelled to support the nominees
of the Front Street Theater Convention, and this I shall

do withall the zeal and earnestness which Ican exert.
There can be no success without a strict observance of the
principles and usages of the party.

Tlie principles adopted in the platform promulgated by
the Front Street Theater, are the same as those adopted
by the last Democratic Convention of this State, from
which I received, unasked, the position which I at present
occupy, and from which I derived my authority as elec-
tor. They are precisely identical. I cannot, however,

concede tire right to the Democracy of this State to appeal
from the decision of the National Convention to that of
the State Convention. The unanimity, however, with
which the proposition to call a State Convention for the
purpose of settling the dispute, has been adopted by this
Convention, is evidence that there are two;opinions on
the matter, notwithstanding iny poor abilities will not
permit me to see it.

If,sir, the right of the State Convention to act in these
premises is conceded, then each State would have a right
to act in ttie matter, and each State would have its sepa
rate nominees. Wiien the National Convention has once
enunciated a platform of principles, I know of no rule
other than that of the Convention itself to regulate the
action of the members of tire party, and accordingly be-
lieve that no action of a State Convention would be
binding on the party. What I have said, I felt itdue to

candor to say. I shall enter this canvass with full and
abiding conviction that I am strictly performing my
duty, and that, come what may, I have faithfully dis-
charged the responsibilities which have been placed upon
me.

Mr. Freaner said that the address which was published
by the Democratic State Central Committee did not re-
ceive his sanction, and although his name was signed to
it, yet he had never seen it, much less given it his ap
proval. He differed with it in all its leading features,
and would not support the principles which it promul
gated.

The Chair?"Your name is not signed to the address
I wrote it as is usual for the Chairman of the Committee
to do and stand hy all the principles it enunciated."

Mr. Freaner said that he might have spoker. too em-
phatic. He would say he could not endorse all the senti
merits which it contained.

Wm. 11. Norris here rose to defend the sentiments of
the address, and asserted that they were strictly in conformity with the resolutions adopted by the Democratic
Senators. He also entered into an argument to prove
that the Dred Scott decision settled the question of the
power of territorial governments to enact unfriendly
legislation in regard to slave property. He asked Mr.
May if he did not so understand that decision ?

Mr. May?"No sir, I do not."
Mr. Norris?" Well, sir, you are the second lawyer whom

Ihave met who hold that the question is not decided by
that decision. Mr. Johnson and yourself are the only
two."

Mr. May?"l know many others who dissent from your
views."

Mr. Norris continued speaking for some time in defence
of the position which he had assumed. Mr. Griswold, of
Dorchester county, said that as Mr. May, one of the Elec-
tors, had defined his position, he felt it his duty as an
Elector, to define his position. He had the same respect
lor the party organization, He did not think that the
National Convention had adopted a platform or nomi-
nated according to the usages of the party,
and he was glad that this committee had referred the
question to the people of the State. He would not enter
into a discussion of the differences which divided the
party, but would say that he was opposed to the doctrine
of Judge Douglas, whi. li allowed a territorial legislature
to enact laws unfriendly to slave property. Such was
his position.

Edward W. Belt, of Prince George's county, offered the

WASHINGTON NEWS.
PRESENTATION or THE NBW FRENCH MINISTER TO THE

PRESIDENT?THE CLAIMS AGAINST PARAGUAY?-OUR AFFAIRS WITH SPAIN.
The new French Minister, M. Mercier,

was on Wednesday presented to the Presi-
dent by acting Secretary of State, Mr.
Trescot. The Minister, in offering his credentials,
took occasion to express his satisfaction in being
accredited to this government, and closed his brief
address by announcing the sincere sympathy of his
august master, the Emperor, for the government
and people of this country. The President, in re-
ply, stated the pleasure it afforded him in receiving
the new envoy, and in tlie course of his remarks
made felicitous use of the fact that the French
Minister should present his credentials on the anni-
versary of American independence, which could
not fail to remind him (the President) of the deep
obligations the people of this country owed to
France in their struggle for emancipation, and
which no American could recall without tlie liveli-
est sentiments of gratitude. The interview termi-
nated with mutual assurances of the most compli-
mentary character, and it is said the new French
Minister lias made a most favorable impression
on the President as a man of ability and
straightforward and conciliating disposition.
The arguments in the Paraguay case have been
submitted to the Commissioners, and a decision
may therefore be expected. The parties who are
pressing these claims are anticipating a very large
award, nearly a million of dollars. Most of the ac-
counts, it is said, are fictitious, and will compare
favorably, when the facts are all developed, with
the Gardiner and Galpbin claims. It is to be hoped
that the matter will be thoroughly sifted. It was
wisely remarked, a short time since, by the pre-
sent head of one of the "departments, that a man
could not turnaround in a foreign government
without presenting a claim of a hundred thousand
dollars. Accounts have recently appeared in the
newspapers representing that there exists an in-
creased hostility on the part of the Spanish gov-
ernment against the United States. While our re-
lations are not so amicable as could be desired, ow-
ing to causes well known to the public, there is
nothing whatever in the correspondence between
the governments to support that assertion.
The feeling now is at least as friendly as it has
been at any time within the last ten vears.
Lord Lyons has returned to the city, lie willleave
here in time to meet the Prince of Wales on bis ar-
rival in Canada. Tlie government, as yet, have
taken no steps with regard to this distinguished
visitor. Whatever is done in the matter will be
through Minister Dallas. There lias nothing yet
transpired in regard to the California mail service.
The matter is still under advisement. The Post-
master-General seems to be averse to making anv
arrangements, and thus throws the responsibility
upon Congress. No time has been fixed for Gen.
Cass' return to Washington. He may be absent
the whole summer. The President conducts the
diplomacy.

TIIF. HAYES' ARCTIC EXPEDITION?THE VESSEL AND
CREW. ?The arrangements of the expedition are so
far completed that the vessel Spring Hill, now lying
at Gray's wharf, will sail for the North on Thurs-
day. The olFicers and crew are as follows:

The steward, cook and six seamen, seventeen in

all, compose the whole ship's company.
The vessel is a schooner of 140 tons, with fore-

topsail. She is probably the strongest and safest
vessel that ever went into the Arctic seas. She
has been strengthened like l)r. Kane's Advance,
but with heavier and larger beams. The Spring
Hill's beams are twelve by twelve, while the Ad-
vance's were eight by ten. She has a triple sheath-
ing all around of two inch oak. While the Ad-
vance's only went up to the main chains, her bows
are sheathed like Dr. Kane's vessel with 3 1G iron
up to the fore chains, and she is a much faster ves-
sel than the Advance. These details seemed to benecessary, as reports have been circulated dispara-
ging to the character and strength of the vessel.?
She has two tine boats, twenty-four feet long, of
the whale-boat fashion, and she will carry two me-
tallic life-boats, which can be run over the ice on
the keel, like sledges.

The great danger to vessels of ordinary con-
struction is in being crushed in the icefields". The
form of the Spring Ilillis such that w hen caught
between the ice (or the nips, in the Arctic voya-
gers' terminology), she will rise, sometimes entirely
out of the water, the crew in the meantime shoring
her up.

The vessel will be fully provisioned for three
years, one-half of which will be fresh, as a protec-
tion against scurvy, including two thousand pounds
of desiccated beef, andone thousand cans of pre-

, served meats. She carries fifty tons of coal, that
being an ample supply for three years. The rate
of consumption is one ton a month in the summer,
and one ton and a half in the w inter. The crew
will provide themselves with fur clothing at

Greenland, and there take on board twenty dogs
and two Esquimaux. The language of these singu-
lar people is understood by Dr. Hayes and Doctor
Bonntag.

The expedition is provided with a complete set of
magnetical instruments, and a pendulum for deter-
mining the form of the earth. This instrument
has been constructed with the most consummate
skill, by the Messrs. Bond, of Congress street, and
is the first of the kind ever made in this country.?
The pendulum is so delicately suspended that it
swings five hours by being once set in motion. A
series of experiments are being made with this in
strument at the Observatory at Cambridge. A
complete set of astronomical, meteorological and
surveying instruments will be taken, all of which
willbe used under the direction of l)r. Sonntag,
who was the astronomer of Dr. Kane's last expedi-
tion.

Doctor Hayes is most fortunate in seeuiing the
services ot his late skillful and intrepid comrade. ?

Doctor Sonntag leaves bis position in the Dudley
Observatory on a furlough of two years and a
half, (for the government would not accept his re-
signation,) and will resume his place if he lives to
return.

We are sorry to hear that the expedition is em-
barrassed by the non-payment of some of the sub-
scriptions to the fund,several Metropolitan gentle-
men having backed down, because the expedilion
did not sail from their port.

DEPARTURE OF MISSIONARIES FOR ASlA.?Occasions
of deep interest transpired tliis forenoon on board
the barks Sinyrniote, Captain Weston, and Henrv
liill,Captain Pollass, lying at Central and Howe's
wharves, and bound for Smyrna,incident upon the
departure of two bands of Missionaries, under the
auspices of the American Hoard of Commissioners
for Foreign Missions. Those who go out in the
Smyrniote are Rev. S. A. Rhea and wife, of Ten
nessee; Rev. Henrv Cobb and wife, of New York;
who are destined for the mission among the Moun-
tain Nestorinns; Rev. Benjamin Larabee, Jr., of
Middlebury, Vt., and wife, late of Enfield, Mass.,
who go to the Armenian Mission in Persia; Dr.
